BRIDGE

After the revelations of fraud in 
imber li’tnit and dredging tenders, 

it was natural that action should be 
taken to provide a remedy. On 
Tuesday Dr. Reid moved a resolu­
tion declaring that tenders received 
in any departm eut should be kept 
carefully under t'eal until the time 
of opening, and th on be opened pub 
lioly, with two o’f three officials 
present, as well as >‘he tenders, if 
they wish to be there. The motion 
was voted down, but n-ot until the 
Prime Minister and the Minsiter of 
Finance had declared that the In 
terior Department was the only one 
in which tenders bad been opened 
in secret by a solitary officer. They 
promised a new system in disposing 
of limber limits, confessing that 
there was no excuse for the course 
heretofore pursued. That course 
has enabled members and their as­
sociates to obtain at trifling cost 
many million dollars worth of the 
public domain, which ought ^now to 
be restored to the people, " since it 
seems clear that the title is clouded 
by fraud. Besides Dr. Reid, Messrs. 
Lennox, Barker, Lake, Ames, Blain, 
Borden, Bergerson, Bennett, Monk 
and Armstrong spoke lor the mo­
tion, and showed up the existing in­
iquities.

The report of the Commissioners 
who investigated the Quebec bridge 
disaster is a startling condemnation 
of the Dominion Government. Tbs 
eminent engineers selected by Gov­
ernment to make this inquiry have 
spent many months over it. They 
report that the bridge failed through 
faults of design. The designer was 
employed by the contractor, and 
his plan was accepted by the con­
sulting engineer of the Bridge Com­
pany. The Commission finds that 
these engineers miscalculated the 
dead weight to be borne, and made 
the chords too weak. The specifi­
cations were not satisfactory or 
sufficient, and if the bridge had been 
completed it would not have been 
safe.

A GRAVE ARRAIGNMENT.

It was also found that the loss of 
life might have been prevented by 
a reasonable exercise of responsibil 
ity at the time ; that the Company 
should have appointed an experieno- 
ed bridge engineer to take charge 
of the erection, instead of men who 
had no technical training. Of 
the Qaebeo Bridge Company it is 
said that the staff was “inefficient 
and not well organized—the organ 
ization was weak, in the absence of 
a fully competent engineer of ereO' 
tion and a forceful chief of staff for 
the inspection of shop work. Chief 
Engineer Hoare had not the neoee 
sary experience and the Company 
Directors did not seem to realize 
tee importance of the duties of this 
position.

result of the situation was that 
neither the Government nor the 
Company, nor the oootraotor had a 
man on the ground capable of deal­
ing with the great emergency. The 
Commissioners say of the events on 
the fatal August 29th : “It was 
clear that on that day the greatest 
bridge in the world was being bnilt 
without there being a single man 
within reach, who, by experience, 
knowledge and ability, was com­
petent to deal with the crisis.” 
When the weakness was discovered 
word was sent to New York, but 
there was no one at Qaebeo with 
authority to call off the men, and 
they remained on the work to be 
sacrificed. If the Dominion Gov­
ernment, on which the whole liabil­
ity and responsibility for this struc­
ture rested, had kept even one com 
patent engineer on the ground the 
lives of eighty men might have been 
saved. If at an earlfer time the 
Government engineers had been au­
thorized to prepare the plans, or if 
they had been allowed to pass upon 
them, as they desired to do, the 
bridge itself might have been stand­
ing today as a safe and permanent 
structure.

THE FARM LABORER TRICK.
The people of Canada pay $900,- 

000 a year for immigration, while 
the cost in 1896 was $120,000. We 
pay $250,000 to $300,000 a year for 
immigration printing and adver­
tising alone, a large part of the 
mooey going to subsidize the party 
press. A vast army of party cam­
paigners and discredited politicians 
are in the pay of the Immigration 
Department. How some of them 
earn their money is shown by a re 
turn which Mr, Clement, of West 
Kent, has secured from the Govern­
ment. Some time ago Mr. Clement 
referred to James 8. Waugh, an ao 
live party worker, who, in off times, 
is paid $2 per head for locating 
immigrant farm laborers. Mr. 
Clement charged that this agent 
received bonuses on numerous 
immigrants who did not remain 
with the man who hired them, and 
on many who never went to work 
at all. This charge was contra 
dieted by Liberal members, the de­
partment defending this agent and 
others receiving like commissions 
for like alleged services.

MAJORITY WERE BOGUS.
Official returns now produced 

support Mr. Clement’s charge 
They show that Mr. Waugh was 
paid $1,256 for placing 628 farm 
laborer?on the land in West Kent. 
Many of those were married men 
with families, and the agent got $2 
each for the lot. He put in 265 
claims for families or single persons 
representing the 628 individuals 
After Mr, Olement’s charges were 
made the Superintendent of Immi 
gration undertook to prove tha 
they were unfounded, by writing to 
the persons represented by Mr 
Wangh as having employed these 
265 farm hands. Down to the time 
the return was made up he had 
received 117 answers. Followiag 
is a summary of the statements 
made oonoerning these farm work 
err:—
Number engaged and found 

more or lees eatisfsetory 
Number not found satisfactory. 
Number not farm laborers, but 

employed as meohanics 17
Number who went to work and 

quit within a day or two , 10
Number engaged, but refused to

More Misrepresentation.

The Patriot perseveres in 
its course of ‘’hiding the truth 
and misrepresenting the facts” 
regarding the increased sub­
sidy. In the hope of cover 
ing up the blundering of its 
friends and masters in the 
conduct of this important 
matter, Ihe Patriot has per 
sistently oppressed evidence, 
distorted facts and generally 
presented the case in a false 
light. It is determined to 
deceive the public on this 
question, if possible. The 
delegates to the conference of 
1906 were not “denounced” 
by the opposition for any 
thing they did in connection 
with the increase of $70,000 
for Government and Legis­
lature. This matter had 
been arranged by the scale 
agreed upon it the conference 
ot 1887, and our delegates to 
the conference of 1906 had 
nothing at all to do with it. 
Had they remained at home 
the result would have been 
the same. Let our readers 
bear these facts always in 
mind and they will have no 
difficulty in laying bare the 
sophistry of the Patriot. In 
an attempt to bolster up its 
case, the Patriot makes the 
statement that the amount 
paid this Province for Gov 
ernmCnt and Legislature is 
somewhat higher per head of 
our population than that paid 
to the larger Provinces for 
the same purpose. This at­
tempt at argument is not only 
deceptive but silly. The 
amounts paid to the different 
Provinces, under this head, 
are not on a per capita basis ; 
they are paid according to a 
graduated scale, increasing 
with an increase of population 
of not i®s« than 50,000. The 
smallest amount paid is $100,- 
000, to Provinces with a pop­
ulation not exceeding 150,900. 
Our Province comes in for 
the smallest amount in the 
scale, a* our population is not 
150.000. According to this 
fixed arrangement we would 
get $100000 if <?ur popula­
tion was not more than .15,000, 
and we would get n6 more if 
our population was 149,000. 
Our population is something 
less than 100,000, and of 
course anyone can calculate 
how many cents per head the 
increase of $70,000 gives us 
But if we were only twenty 
five or thirty thousand the 

• per capita rate would be very 
much higher,'and if foe were 
one hundred and forty nine 
thousand the rate per head 
would be very much lower. 
It will thus be seen that the 
attempt to make capital out 
of a per capita calculation of 
the increased subsidy is not 
only misleading ; but exceed­
ingly childish and rediculous. 
It is a pretense of glorifica­
tion in the fact that our Prov­
ince has a small and decreas 
ing population. This grant 
for Government and Legis 
lature is limited to $240,000 ; 
so that no matter if the pop 
ulation of a Provinceshould go 
up to 6,000.000 for instance, 
it would receive no more 
than $240 000. The reason 
ableness of this should be 
evident to any sensible per­
son. The cost of legislation 
and government does not 
vary so very much whether 
the population is 125,000 or 
200,000 for instance. All 
the machinery of Government

has to be provided in either 
case. As we pointed out in 
our article of last week, it was 
for their failure to safeguard 
our rights on the per capita 
allowance and put in special 
claims on account of our 
special condition, that the 
délegates to the conference of 
1906 are held up to public 
condemnation, not in connec 
tion with increased grant for 
government and legislation ; 
with that they had nothing to 
do. The Patriot, as a last resort, 
tries to attract a little atten­
tion by saying that the in­
creased subsidy came from 
the Liberals. This is not a 
case of Liberal or Conserva 
tive ; it is a case of Prince Ed 
ward Island against the Do­
minion of Canada, and the 
fact that one party rather 
than another happens to be 
in office is a mere accident. 
Let our readers bear all these 
facts of the case in mind ; let 
them remember that our dele­
gates to the conference of 
1906 did absolutely nothing 
in advocacy of our rights ; let 
them reipember that if we 
have been saved from the un­
fortunate position in which 
these delegates left us, it has 
been in spite of everything 
done by our Provincial Gov­
ernment and the Federal 
Government, to leave us in 
that disadvantageous position.

Sessional Notes-

During the proceedings "in 
the legislature last week, the 
Premier, more than once, 
gave evidence of the contempt 
in which the administration 
holds the electors and made, 
it quite clear that the. Govern 
ment have come to regard 
themselves as the masters, 
rather than the servants of 
the people. Judging by the 
actions of the Government, 
they are determined to stifle 
all legitimate aspirations of 
the people, through their re 
presentatives, to participate 
freely in the Government of 
themselves, in accordance with 
constitutional usages. All 
idea of representative govern­
ment seems to be abandoned 
and despised. This is what 
we have come to under repre­
sentatives of the old family 
compact masquerading as 
M Liberals.”

zaad, that he have leave to pro­
duce the original tenders. This 
was carrying duplicity and hy­
pocrisy pretty far. It wat fling­
ing an insult in the faces of the 
people, through their represents 
tives on the opposite side of the 
House. It was saying in effect, 
“ we care nothing for the people’s 
rights, or reasonable requests ; we 
despise them. But we will bring 
down the information to please 
ourselves, because we are masters ” 
But Mr.Cummiskey’s and Mr. Has- 
zard’s little game did not work. 
It was pointed out to Mr. Speaker, 
^>y members of the Opposition, 
that the resolution proposed was 
practically identical with the -one 
just voted down by the Govern 
ment, and therefore, according to 
the rules of the House, could not 
be introduced again this session. 
The Speaker thereupon ruled it out 
of order The Government’s policy 
of concealment carried, and the 
documents were not tabled ; but 
their little game of double dyed 
political hypocrisy and duplicity 
failed, through the just ruling of 
Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Mathieson, in short 
order, punctured the Pre­
mier’s boast of the “manly in- 

| dependent” manner of voting,

Another case in which the Gov­
ernment set their face against the 
legitimate and undoubted rights 
of the people’s representatives and 
accentuated their political doc 
trine that the Government is the 
master, and not the servant, of the 
people, was that relating to the 
expenditure incurred in rebuilding 
the Summerside Court House and 
Jail. Mr. Morson had this matter 
in hand, and in due time had 
placed qnestious qu the order 
paper. After considerable delay 
and several repetitions of the ques­
tions, the Commissioner of Public 
Works brought down the original 
contract, specification and some 
other papers, but failed to produce 
the tenders. Mr. Morson again 
$s|ce(J for the original tenders ; 
but Hon. Mr. Oummiskey «4(4 hp 
would not bring those down with 
ont an order of the House. Just 
here we wish our readers to give 
a few moments most careful con 
sidération to the matter before 
them, so that they may fully 
grasp the situation. The Opposi­
tion were asking for tfoe original 
tenders, involving an expenditure 
of some $18,000 of public money. 
The tax payers have a perfect 
right to know every particular 
concerning this expenditure of 
their money. It was for the pur- 
PQsg qf finding out these particu­
lars that Mr. Morson was prgssjng 
for the original tenders. Well, as 
we have already said, Hon. Mr. 
Cumupskey refused to produce 
these tenders unless by an order of 
the House. An order of the House 
means an order passed by a ma­
jority vote of the House. Mr. 
Morson took the Commissioner at 
his word, and tpqyed a resolution 
ordering Mr Cummiskey to lay 
these original documents on the 
table. What was the first thing 
Mr. Cummiskey did ? He object­
ed to the resolution as being out 
pf order, and asked for a ruling of 
Mr. Speaker, fa this he was 
backed up by the Premier, Mr, 
Speaker asked the Commissioner 
of Public Works fpr authority for 
bi| objection, and said he would 
reserve his rpljqg till the follow 
ing day. On Friday forenpon Mr. 
Morson asked for the Speaker’s 
ruling, and the latter asked Mr. 
Cummiskey if he bad any more 
authorities for his objection, But 
Mr. Cummiskey confessed he had 
no valid ground for objections and 
witbjrpyv those he had made. 
Thereupon Sfr. Speaker declared 
the resolution in‘order. Mr. Mor­
son then moved his resolution and 
fpojfe to it. Mr. Mathieson, Mr. 
Prowse and Mr. Jfraser followed, 
taking the Government severely 
fo task for their conduct in this 
ae&Uer. iyiy did they hold back 
the information if there was noth­
ing wrong about it ? The Country 
hao a right to this information, 
and the Government fiad no right

The Government’s policy of 
concealment, and refusal to grant 
information to which the people 
are justly entitled, was most arro­
gantly exerjjjse4 in goqpeptiqp 
with matters relating to the pub­
lic accounts, and our financial 
transactions with the Federal 
Government. The Opposition 
had asked, in the proper way, 
what amounts had been paid out 
for the public service ot the Pro- 
vinge fqr the year epjing §gp. 3Q. 
1907, between the said 3Qth Sep­
tember and 81st. December 1907. 
This information the Government 
refused to furnish. The Opposi 
tion had discovered some irregu 
lârities in the entries in the pub­
lic accounts, and expressed their 
conviction that still more serious 
jrregqlaritia? e?jste4, iybiph per­
tain information woplfl reveal. 
In line with this idea, the Oppos­
ition asked, among other things, 
when the $35,000, the first half 
Of the increase - 0Ur ,ubgidy) 
had been received from Ottawa. 
This information the Government 
refuee4 to The mem­
bers of the Opposition then con­
cluded the public accounts were 
falsified and did not hesitate to 
tell the Government so. The Op­
position told the Government that 
the entry of this $35,000 in the 
receipts for the year ended 30th. 
September 1907 was a false entry, 
because the money had not been 
received at that date. Not a 
member of the Government dared 
to eontrovert this statement. 
With the hope of securing some 
information on this and other 
matters, the Leader of the Op­
position urged, from time to time, 
the necessity of calling together 
the public aceounts committee. 
As the chairman and a majority 
of this committee belong to the 
Government side of the House, it 
required a good deal of urging to 
get them to meet! The purpose 
of this committee it to secure in- 
formation regarding our financial 
transactions, and the committee 
has power to send for such per­
sons, papers and records as may 
be deemed necessary to elucidate 
4ny matter under consideration. 
The committee fjpally ipefr qq 
Friday forenoon, and foe Opposi­
tion members thereof requested 
the attendance of eertain Govern, 
ment officials, who were conse­
quently summoned. These offi- 
cials were asked when the first 
instalment of the increased sub-

fk? FeF9}ye4 from Ottawa 
anfl Also what amount of foe ex­
penditure of the last fiscal year 
was paithfluce the 30th Septem­
ber, £he officials admitted they 
possessed the information ; bpt 
were not at Iberty to furnish it, 
without tb# permission of the 
Premier. Tthi permission was ask- 
ed and waprel'used by the Prem­
ier. This was the information,

Mr. Fraser an Opposition mem­
ber of the committee, was placing 
before the House on a question of 
privilege, when he was suddenly 
shut off by the Premier. From 
this it will be seen that the policy 
of concealment and gag is exer­
cised by the Government in every 
possible manner. Their arbitrary 
and tyrannical rulings are enforc­
ed to block every avenue to in­
formation which the people are 
entitled to receive. What object 
had the Government to gain by 
refusing to make known the date 
on which the $35,000 increased 
subsidy was received ? They had, 
of course, the one great object of 
refusing and dispising the people,s 
ligitimate requests. That seems 
to be the only raison d,etre of the 
Government. But “the best laid 
plans of mice and men gang aft 
aglee,” and the denoument came 
right on the heels of the Premier’s 
arbitrary refusal to permit the 
information to go before the pub­
lic accounts committee. That 
very day’s mail brought from Ot­
tawa the House of Commons de­
bates of the 16th. inst, and in that 
document under the head of 
“Questions,” we find Mr. A. A. 
McLean by Mr. Clements, asking; 

“When was the first instalment 
of the subsidy payable to Prince 
Edward Island under the amend­
ment to the British North Amer­
ica Act, 1907, paid to the Pro­
vince ?” Mr. Fielding, (Finance 
Minister) answered that the pay­
ment had been made on the 30th. 
of November 1907. Another 
question asked by Mr. McLean 
was : “Has any and what part of 
the Provincial subsidy been de 
ducted in respect of the Hillsbor 
ough Bridge?

Mr. Mathieson pointed out that 
there was no) before tbe Legislature 
any definition of what a 'harbor is. 
We ought to be carefol :.bont the 
passage of this h-ll. Every time we 
make a mistake we are held by tbe 
Dominion to the letter of the bond. 
Does tbe Dominion Government own 
the soil under all the public harbors, 
We ought to be parefpl not to admit 
any right of tbe Dominion Govern­
ment which the Dominion Govern­
ment may not possess. He would 
suggest that the bill be amended by 
providing that nothing in the act 
should prevent tbe to Dominion Gov. 
ernment the use of the public har­
bors. Mr Morson suggested that 
the amendment should read in ibis 

ay : “ Provided j however, that
nothiog in this act is, intended to 
effect the right of Canada in any 
public harbor.”

Mr Agnew suggestedjtbat the bill 
stand over for further consideration.

Will YOU win it ?

News comes from Montreal to the effect 
that steamers Empresses of the Canadian 
Pacific line will not come to Montreal 
harbor this summer, owing to the con­
gestion which exists, but that the com­
pany may nae Three Rivers instead of 
Quebec for the big boats. The Company 
has leased from the Three Rivers Harbor 
Board 1,000 feet of wharf frontage, which 
has deep water along its river face, and 
railway connections from either side, end 
the longshoremen do not oome to the 
same scale of pay as obtained in Montreal, 
or the Empresses would this season sail 
past the ancient Capital and dock at 
Three Rivera which was founded a cen­
tury ago by the French with the inten­
tion that it be the head of navigation.

There is no subject in connection 
with onr cheese end butter trade today 
that requires more attention than that 
of the milk enpply for onr cheeee facto­
ries and creameries. If there is a defi­
cit in the milk or cream, it is almost 
impossible even with all the knowledge 
we possess, to manufacture it into finest 
cheese or butter. There is not only the 
danger of inferior goods, bnt there is 
usually a serions loss in the process of 
manufacturing.

I think I am safe in saying that 7-8 
of onr 2nd grade cheese and butter, is 
in that class because something is 
wrong with the flavor. Very few of the 
bad flavors in the goods can be attribu­
ted to the food the cows receive.

Occaasionally it may develop from 
unclean conditions at the factory or 
from using impure water or bad start - 
er», but I believe the large majority of 
tbe flavors in cheese and butter are due 
to improper caie of the milk or cream 
at the farm.

We will divide the inferior milk 
which is delivered to our cheeee facto­
ries and creameries into two classes. 
Tainted or gassy milk, and over-ripe or 
eonr milk.

Daring thè past five years, the in­
structors in OntAio and I suppose also 
in P. E. I. have been doing a splendid 
work in locating the canse of taints in 
milk, by making card tests at the fac­
tories, and then visiting the farms from 
which the milk was sent, to see under 
what conditions it was kept,land I think 
I am safe in saying that in nine cases 
out of ten, they found the milk which 
made tainted cards had been kept in 
unclean ntensils or in bad surround­
ing?, such as in the barnyards or beside 
the milking yards, or near a swill or 
whey barrel. Very often the milk had 
been dipped or aerated to get the ani­
mal odor or heat out of it. In most 
cases, the cow-odor was gotten ont and 
a hog or barnyard-odor put in. When 
the milk was removed to clean and 
pare earroandinge, there was no more 
trouble with flavors. Flavors may also 
come from nnclesn milking, and I have 
also known cases where the milk was 
badly tainted from the cows drinking 
the eoakage from the barnyard. Mr. 
Morrow stated in reply to a question, 
that there were caees where the fruity 
flavor had developed in P, E. I. cheese. 
This flavor has been traced repeate.ily 
through the curd test, to unclean and 
rusty milk cans, and when the rnsty 
cane were replaced by new ones or the 
dirty cans or palls thoroughly cleaned, 
the flavor disappeared. If this flavor 
once gets into a factory where the whey 
is returned, I would strongly recom­
mend beating the whey at the factory 
to 165 degrees.

To earn up the whole question of 
taints, we can say they are nearly al­
ways due to filth of some description, 
and the contamination takes place by 
either patting the milk into the filth or 
allowing the filth to get into the milk,

Over-ripe milk is a term osed by the 
cheese-makers, and means that before 
they are able to commence the process 
of making cheese the acidity of the milk 
has developed beyond the point desired 
to make finest phçese. fben this takes 
place, tbe method of Disking has to ue 
changed, and that change means a de­
cided loss of fat and casein in the 
whey.

The following figures are the average 
of five tests and will show the develop­
ment of acid in milk held at different 
temperatures over night.

Average Acidity 174 ; when freshly 
drawn 174 ; Temperature 69 degrees ; 
kept over night 36 degrees ; Acidity at 
Creamery 20 ; in morning 29.6.

In the page of cooking to 59 degrees 
the milk wontd be in good condition to 
make cheese or for separating, while at 
the higher temperature it would be al- 
moet useless for cheese-making or 
separating.

What will tainted and over-ripe milk 
coet the producer ? Mr. Pnblow, chief 
instructor in Eastern Ontario, makes 
the statement thgf tgo fjtgtoriee near 
Brockville last season were making 
certain number of cheese daring a week 
of nice cool weather, Tbe following 

ther turned very warm, 
tng the

ground and hang the pails on it. This 
must be placed where tbe air ie pure. 
Stirring the milk occasionally during 
the evening, will assist in cooling. This 
method ie no nse for keeping milk over 
Sunday, nor ig it to be compared with 
cooling the milk with water, or water 
and ice.

Tne cream which may rise on milk 
which has been thoroughly cooled, will 
be in a soft condition, and will readily 
mix into the milk again. Soch milk 
will give a much more accurate test by 
the Babcock than milk which has not 
been cooled.

Cleanliness in every detail and cool­
ing the milk thoronghly immediately 
after milking, means increased profits 
to the hard working milk producer.

and although they were rece 
same nnmber of pounds of milk, they 
were each making a cheeee less per day. 
These factories were situated about 150 
yards apart and tbe competition was so 
keen, the makers were taking in any 
kind of milk, with the result that the 
patrons of each factory were losing 
about $1.00 a day during tbe warm 
weather.

A test was made in another factory 
to ascertain tbe advantage of cooling 
milk thoronghly at the farm, and it waa 
found that it was possible to make a 
ponnd of cheese from half a pound lees 
milk when all the milk was properly 
cooled. This i* equal to nearly half a 
cent per ponnd on the cheese, when 
cheeee are selling at 10 cents per pound. 
The milk producers have absolute con 
trot of these conditions, and if all the 
milk was properly cooled at the farm, 
it wonld not only stop the loss just men­
tioned, but it would stop the cuts in 
price for inferior cheese and butter, as 
the quality of tbe goods would be very 
much finer.

How to keep the milk.—Stop aerating 
or dipping the milk. It is practically 
impossible to have the air around the 
average farm buildings always pure 
enough to aerate milk in.

I have two methods of taking care of 
milk to recommend. One where there 
is a supply of water, or water and ice, 
and the other where there is no water. 
It will pay any dairyman to provide a 
special tank for cooling the milk. Have 
it large enough and deep enough to hold 
the cans required to hold the night’s 
milk, or Saturday night’s and Sunday’s 
milk. Place it between yonr pump, or 
water enpply and have all the water run 
into this box and overflow from near 
the top of the tank into the watering 
trough. Place tbe milk can in the tank 
of cold water and commence milking 
As each cow is milked, strain the milk 
into the can and by the time the milk 
ing is finished, the milk is practically 
cooled. Do not dip the milk np into the 
air, stir it in the can. This will assist 
cooling, and when cool cover it np. To 
keep milk over night, get it under 70 
degrees. To keep it from Saturday 
night to Monday morning, it must be 
cooled to nnder 60 degrees and ice 
should be need to do this. To keep 
milk over night without water, keep it 
in tbe pails. Sink two poets in the

If Prince El art 
island got -less ex h I hi i n g l'an I a" 
othei provinces, v was because the 
island decliped to hold a D ,mi* ion 
exhibition. As to the tunnel, ihe 
premier would say the weakest argu 
ment for it was based on the terms 
of the union. The men who bad 
made 'he 'reaty had steamships in 
their minds, not a tunnel.

But be would say if it was possible 
to get the tunnel at reasonable cost, 
it should be done, not because that 
was in the bargain, but because the 
communication was needed.

The tunnel would be better than 
any steamship service. That enter­
prise was under consideration. The 
government was gathering informa­
tion and would continue to do so in 
the hope that vs work might be 
found feasible.

R L Borden said that Sir Wilfrid 
had not gone any fun bar this even, 
ing than be did in 1891.

Lefurgey—Not so far.
Mr. Borden said that it as so, and 

read the premier’s language sixteen 
years ago.

In 1891 Lanrier complained that 
further explorations bad not been 
made, but in eleven years be had 
added nothing to them, Mr Borden 
oould not agree wit the premier that 
'he terms of no ion gave no support 
to the tunnel agitation. He oould 
not blame the islanders for impa­
tience, when, after the premier’s 
pledge no action had been taken to 
ascertain whether the scheme wee 
reasonably practicable. It was true, 
a* the premier said, that other public 
works were pressing, but those 
others were not based on a national 
contract and the national honor was 

not involved io them as in Prince 
Edwaid Island communication. We 
ought long ago t> have had more 
information as to the cost and feasi­
bility of this undertaking, to which 
the honor of the country were 
pledged.

REY. DR PRINGLE'S 
CHARGES.

Yukon documents produced last 
week show how the matter stands re­
garding the charges of immorality 
and corruption made by Rev Dr 
Pringle the well-known Presbyterian 
clergyman. Dr. Pringle is a strong 
liberal, and therefore a few years ago 
appealed with confidence to Sir Wil 
frid Laurier to order an investigation 
into charges which he brought against 
leading Yukon ' fficers One of these 
he accused of living in open vice and 
of flagrant election fraud and con­
spiracy. Another he declared to be 
addicted to shameless debaucheries 
and indecencies. After repeated pro­
tests and many detailed statements 
from Dr, Pringle the Government at 
Ottawa appointed Commissioner Hen­
derson tp investigate. But the Pre­
mier did not comply with Dr Pringle’s 
demand that the judge be given power 
to examine witnesses.on oath, and to 
compel their attendance, though the 
reverend accuser refused to prosecute 
his charges unless this were done. So 
the charges remain untried and the 
officials are still in control.
