A paltry difficulty of a purely business
character has peen seized upon by the
Tory party as the subject of another
.‘‘outrage” by the Ontario Goyermment.
It appears a misunderstanding arose be-
tween the Government and F. W, Stone
of Guelph, respecting the purchase of
the farm of the latter for an Agricultu-
ral College. A bargain was made last
winter, but Mr. Stone has since increas-
ed his demands, and though several
compromises have been effected he has
still acted very unreasonably., Hon,
Mr. McKellar at length grew impatient
and by his directions the Toronto Police
Magistrate sent up two men to take
forcible ‘possession of the farm if neces-
sary, under a preliminary agreement
made last April. They entered upon
the farm and took possession of the
house during Mr. Stone’s absence, hear-
ing of which he returned at once and
had them arrested. They were brought
before the Police Magistrate of Guelph,
but a telegram being produced from Mr,
McKellar, th.y were released. Mr,
Stone, with his Attorney and Messre.
Sti onand Gow M, Ps., then went to
Toronto and Lad an interview with
Messrs. Mowat and McKellar, the re-
sult of which was that the matter was
amicably settled, the purchase of the
farm completed and the money paid
over. It appears the two men left
Toronto rather harriedly without hav-
ing receiyed fuli and proper instructions,
Their hasty action has been made the
text for a furious onslaught on the
Government, and especially Mr. Mcilel-
lar, arainst wliom the organs appear to
have a special antipathy.
