ASKS GREATER CAPITALIZATION,
C.P.R. Does Not Need Money, But
Wants Sanciisn of Shareholders,

Montreal, October 6.—Consideraole
interest attaches to the 27th - annual
meeting of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way t0 be held Wednesday next, be-
eause the meeting is to be made a
special one, for the purpose of con-
sidering and, if approved, authorizing
an increase of° the present. capital
stock of the ecompany by fifty million
doHars, which will make the capital
stock $200,009,000.

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, in his re-
port to be presented to the sharehol-
ders, points out that there is no imme-
diate necessity for this money, but
that the sanction of the shareholders
to it is a pecuniary measure, so that
the directors may be able to utilize it
1n such amounts from time to time «s
may be desirable, meeting demands in
improvements and extensions called
for by needs of the growing country.

Another important item to be con-
sidered is a propogal of the directors
to obtain substantial control, at ar-
ranged cost of about $2,000,000 of the
Alberta Railway and Irrigation Com-

| pany.

{ Brown. A large percent

terence between the polic yof the Lib-
eral Government and the platform of
the Conservative party, and they at-
tended the meeting in the expectation
of hearing a reasonable presentation
of Conservative arguments. Their ex-
pectations received a jolt ‘when Mr.
Brown, the first speaker, launched out
on & harangue along socialistic lines.
Aiter imparting to the 'meeting the
startling information that the Conser-
vative party had a leader, a candi-
date and a platform, he declared that
Mr. Borden was a peer among the po-
litical “pigmies” by which he was
surrounded.

Mr. Brown then in a burst of elo-
quence, ' declared ' that restitution
i chould-be made and the public lands
in Alberta and Saskatchewan :taken
away from the grafters and given ‘to
the working class. He did not go into
delai but confined his remarks on
itie subject to generalities. He wound
up by pathetically declaring that the
land should be given to the settlers.
He ignored the fact that during the
last twelve years 233,064 homestead
entries had been _made in the West
exactly as he advocted, as compared
with 36,926 during the last twelve
years of Conservatives rule, Natur-
ally he did not say the “land for the
settler” was a policy that owed its ori-
gin to the Liberal party.

He likewise scolded about the G.
T. P. and eivil gervice, using the stock
criticisms; generously ‘ ptnctuated by
fervent appeals to the thousands of
starving ‘“ unemployed,” “ great
masses”’ and the “poor working man.”

Mr. Hyndman’s Insinuation.

The chaiyman then anmounced that
Mr, Hyhdman, the local Conservative
candidate, would addréss the meeting.
Mr.- Hyndman’s ' hoursand-a-half talk
was remarkable for its sweeping state-
ments and for the manner in which
e endeavored to dodge the réal is-
sues -of the campaign. He disereetly
ignored the Hudson Bay railway, nor
(Il‘idlhp offer any criticism of the G.
g »

In referring to the land question, he
declaed the Minister of the Tnterior
réeceived a salary of . $10,000 ‘a year.
which should be sufficient without
touching publi¢c funds. He made an
Awkward attempt to modify this.state-
ment, but only made the insinuation
the more glaring.

In touching on the.alleaged timber
limit scandals, Mr. Hyndman declar-
ed that when the Minister of the In-
terior wag requested by Mr. Ames to
produce the original decuments in
comiection with the Cowan limit, the
minister had. Teplied: “You fellows
are seeing too much these days.”

These statements were so small and
#o obviously ridieulous that even his
own supporters received them in si-
fence.

In an effort to regain lost ground
he cast aside his notes and launched
out into a tirade against the Liberal
Government, using. such terms as
“atroeious,’’ rebellion,” “insult,”’ “out-
rageous,”’ “nest of corruption,” “went
to the devil,” ete., and capped the
whole by expressing a profound re-

Two Were Fined $100 Each or Six
Months' Imjrisonment.

Port Arthur, Oct. 7—The outeome of
the strike riot at Schreiber Saturday
night is alleged to hrave been the work
of the Canadian Paciiic strikeres and
sympathizers. - F. R. Head and John
Randolph, two .rioters, were finéd a
hundred dollars eaeh or six months.
Police Magistrate Dobie and Crown
Attorney Langworthy were ecalled
down to take up the case yesterday
and the particulars were learned on
their return this morning. The -riot
occurred at the railroad building,
where some of the employees worked
and were assailed by sympathizers,
who threw rocks and stones through
windows and did much other damage.
A workman named Rebson was so
seriously injured that he had to come
to Port Arthar hospital. Two fines
were paid and five men were arrested.

78, who was attpcked at his home in
Strathcona by hnknown  parties at
11.30 Monday night, and beaten about
the head, whichiwas frightfully mang-
led. The blood-covered axe, with
which the blowd ‘are thought to have
been inflicted, is in the possession cf
the police, who are-working hard up-
on the case. It is understood that
the old man bag given some inform:-
tion that will lead to the capture f

his assailants, but the poliee up to
the present will make no statement
upon the umttv;. Burns is still alive
at Strathcona Public Hospital, but iz
very low. He is being attended by
Dr. May.

Burns lived in a tumble-down shack
on Fourth avenue south between First
and Second streets west. . It is situ-
ated on the south side of the block
on which the Bt; Louis Hotel stands
and is a short didtance east from Dug-
gan street school, where the university
classes are now being held. Tne
shack has only one room, the floor of
which was ¢overed with blood from
the uniortunate man’s wounds.

It was shortly betore twelve o’clock
on Monday mnight that the discovery
of the deed was '‘'made by two men
passing the housé, who heard groans
coming from the imterior. The police
were nt once notified and an investign-
tion révealed Bagiis lying on the floor
o fieol  of Bl Wille“irearby was
the blood-covered axe. He had on
his night clothies, and it appeared that
he had got up to repel the intruders,
who had battered open’theidoor, whan
he wagattacked. :

When taken t6 the-hospital he was
in a semi-unconscious state.  There
were six wounds on his head, the left
eye wis completely gone and the face
was battered to a jelly. -

Burns came to” Strathcona about a
year ago ‘from North Pakota, where it
is sdid"he has a wife and family. He
was, ag far-as known, a ' quiét,  in-
offénsive man and is -not kmown to
have any enemies. Robbery is be-
lieved to have been the object of the
attack, but nothing definite has been
fevealed up to. the present.

KILLED BY STREET CAR.

Dr. Ferguson, Toronto, Attempted to
Ride Ahead of Car.

Toronto, October 6.—Dr. Alex. 'K.
Ferguson, 700 Bathurst -street, was
killed this afternoon while trying to
bidyecle in front of a trolley car c¢n
Arthur streét. He had thought the
car would slow up at Euclid avenue
crosging, but it did not. He went
under the fender and his body was
terribly crushed and one arm mang-
led. He was conscious when remov-
ed and gave his name and address
and ecomplained of his arm hurting.
He diéd in thée ambulance on the way
to the hospital.

C.P.R. TO DEVELOP LINES.

Increase of Fifty Million in Common
Stock Authorized,

Montreal, October 7.—At a meeting
held in the general ,offices today, the
stockholders of the Canadian Pacific
took favorable action in regard to the
proposal of the directors for an in-
crease of fifty million dollars in the
common capital stock of the company.
The additional stock is to be issued
from time t6 time, according to the
requirements of the company. The
greater part of the issue, it is under-
dtood, will be used to carry out the
plans of the road for development of
its steamsghip lines, not only on the
Pacifie, but on the Atlantic as well.

Street Car Collision in Toronto.

THEIR PLACES FILLED.

Many C. P. R. Strikers Will be- Unable
to Get Back Jobs.

Moose Jaw, Oct. 6—The C. P. R.
mechanics here were somewhat dis-
appeinted this morning when, on ap-
plying for their jobs back. Out of 250
men, only 22 were taken on. This
aiternoon, However,a number of strike
breakers left and thirty more were
given positions. Thus far 5 per cent.
have obtained work. It is thoughs
more strike breakers will leave ig a
few days, giving room for more of
the old mechanics. The men are much
dissatisfied with the terms on which
they go back but are still glad of on
opportunity of working.

At the Monjreal Shops.

Montreal, Octs 6—Anticipating thc
decision of the strike two hundred
Canadian Pacific workmen applied at
the Angus shops for positions, It is
not known how ‘many were accepted.
The men will go to the shops in a
body tomerrow and the oﬂlcia}}s are
making preparations to imeet them,
T he Ji;gltuation in Calgary.

Calgary, Oct. 6—The executive com-
mittee of, the men interviewed Mr.
Woodhouse, of the C. P. R., yester~
day. He gave a list of the men want-
ed at work ‘at once, He said that
he could not atspresent torn out all
the non-union men:at work. He could
give no definite statement as to when
all the old hands would be reguired.
The men réturning to work today are
as follows: All apprentices and car-
men, 17 machinists, 9 boilermakers,
nll boilermakers’ helpers, no machin-
ists’ helpers, no blacksmiths.

The only foreman who came out
with the sirikers has not been asked
to return to work at present. The
men will go back to work side by side
with men whom they have. been in
opposition for the last mine weeks.
The machinists will have non-union
helpers and will have to take their
work to non-union lathe and drill men
und blacksmiths.

Indignant in Port Arthur,

Port Arthur, October 6.—While yes-
terday there was a disposition on “he
part of the strikers to accept ‘the set-
tlemént of the supposition that the
terms would be satisfadtory, such is
not the case today: Fuller informa-
tion as to the “terms were received
with dissatisfaction” and indignation,
directed especiglly towards the execu-
tive in not providing a chance for the
men to vote on the proposition.

SUICIDE AT NIAGARA.

Unknown Woman Evadés Police and
Jumps Over Falls.

Niagara Falls, October 6.—A myster-
ious woman, whose identity . is un-
known, committed suicide by jumping
into the American falls.

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STRIKE AT AN ERD

Men Decide to Accept Award of Con-
ciliation Board in Recent
Dispute. ;

Montreal, Que., Oct. 3.~The big €.
P. R. strike, which: has ‘been agitat-
ing labor circles for.the  past two
months is at an end. : 1t was settled
to-night and the men return to work
under the same c¢onditions: against
which they struck two months ago.
By the terms of the settlament, the
men agree to accept the finding of the
majority of the arbitration committee.
This is what they refused to aceept.
The C. P. R., on their part, simply
agrees to take back the men as they
find room for them on their staffs.
They also agree that there shall be no
discrimination against the men who
went out.

Must Retain Strikebreakers.

The men will lose their pensions
and seniority, and many of them will
be unable to secure their old places
as the C. P. R, is under contract to
retain all- of the men they secured
during the past two months. But as
many of these are not expert machin-
ists, it is thought that there will be
a gradual weeding out of the recruits,
and their places taken by the old C.
P. R. experts.

Negotiations for peace have been go-
ing on both in Montreal and in Win-
nipeg. In the latter place, Mr. Bell
Hardy has been holding conferences
with William Whyte, second vice-pre-
sident of the C.P.R., and Hon. €olin
Campbell. - In Montreal, Hon. Robert
Rogers has been in close’ touch with
S8ir Thomas Shaughnessy and Mr. D.
McNicol. As a result of the negotia-
tions ‘a uniform agreement has been
reached by both the eastern and west-
ern divisions.

THE POSTAL RECORD.

Winnipeg Free Press—The postal
erviee of the country may be rightly
described as coming home more clase-
ly, in a sense, to the lives and;.the

| business of the people than any other

af the public seryices. - There is no
better  test/ of -the ‘great development
of the Dominion during the past de-

‘cade than the expansion of the postal

aystem.

In no year in the history of the Con-
servative government which held office
from 1878 to 1896 did the post office
department have a surplus. In 1896
there .was a deficit of $781,1562. Bince
1903,under Liberal administration, the
post office has produced a surplus
every - year. Last year this surplus
smounted to $1,100,000, the grand total
ince 1903 being $4,282,219.

In reviewing the postal development
since the Liberal government took of-
fiece the present postmaster general,
Mr. Lemieux, .said in his speech at
Niagara Falls: “I take no credit for
this surplus. It is due to the master
hand of my predecessor, Sir William
Mulock, one of the most publie-spirit-
¢d men this country has ever pro-
duced. I aim only following in. his
footeteps. And, mark well, this mag-
nificent surplus has coincided with a
substantial increase in the salaries
of the postmasters, with a large in-
crease in the number: of post. offices,
with an enormous addition in the
mail  service, and last, but not least,
with a reduection in the postal rates.”

Mr. Lemieux is entitled to the cred-
it of having proved himself a worthy
successor of Sir William Mulock. The
reduction of the drop rate in ecities
from two cents to one cent, made in
the closing days of the recent session
of parliament, is the latest in a long
series of reductions in postal charges
—that is in taxation of the people for
public service rendered—mad® sinee
the Liberal government took office.

The rate on Canadian newspapers
and periodicals sent from publishers
in Canada to subscribers in Great
Britain and other parts of ‘the British
empire has been’ reduced from eight
ceats per pound to one-quarter of one
cent per pound.

The rate ou newspapers and peri-
odicals sent by the ‘genéral public in
Canada to Great Britain and parts of
the Biitish empire has been reduced
irom eight ceénts per pound to four
cents per pound, or 50 per cent.

And correspondingly, last year Mr.
Lemieux was able to obtain from the
British . postmaster ‘general ' a  redue-
tion in the rate of postage on British
magazines and newspapers coming to
Canada from eight cents per pound
to two cents per pound.

Speaking of these two last men-
tioned reductions, My, Lemieux said

at Niagara Falls: I claim that both!

these reductions have already been
abundantly justified. /The Canadian
reduction has been a means of mak-
ing Canada better known, and of at-
tracting population, wealth and in-
dustries.  On. the other hand, the in-
tellectual preference has promoted
throughout the length and breadth
of Canada a true spirit of loyalty and

devotion towards the
try.”!

A few figures will show how, with
the substantial reduction in the rates
of postage, and with the increase of
salaries to postmrasters from $12 to
$35, the service in Canada has never-
theless been extended by the Liberal
government since 1896:—

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THE MARINE DEPARTMENT.

The appointment of the royal com-

ssion of inquiry into the marine

1 fisheries department was one of
the fortunate aets of the government
1 the last session oi parliament. The
department had become so overlaid
vith slander and misrepresentation
that the public was beginning to con-
ceive of it as some infernal machine
of graft and corruption—useless, in-
ept and unprofitable. The result of
the commissioner’s investigations, so
far, has been a gradual lifting of the
fog, which has obscured the real do-
ings of the department, and, as the
light of truth has struck upon a point
here and there along the long coast
line of the department’s operations,
it revealed merit instead,of worthless-
ness, profit instead of wunprofiitable-
ness, and useiulness instead® of use-

3SNess.

The fog which obscured the good
work of the department was an ex-
halation from the mind of the Hon
George E. Foster. He was once the
minister in charge of the department.
and he was conscious, no doubt, of
the merit of the results which had
been achieved; he saw, no doubt, the
changes that had taken place since
his own time, and he knew the gov
ernment would 'be taking credit for
having made them. So he resolved
to divert attention from the achieve-
ments of the government by attack-
ng the reputations of the men im-

cdiately responsible for them; and

so fully charged the air with sus-
picion and calumny that, for two
vears, the whole department and
every one connected with it were un-
der' a cloud. The alleged corruption
oi the marine and fisheries depart-
ment settled -down into an article of
faith, and the ecivil service gommis-
sionere, coming along, caught the in
fection, and began- to read the files
of the departinent with suspicion in
their hearts and a resolve to complete
its condemnation. This is proved by
their assumption that the minister
agreed to a recommendation that the
price of a contract for coal should be
raised, because the contractor com-
plained ‘that the price in the contrac
was below ecost. - Whereas, the fact
was that the minister ordered that
the contractor bg compelled to supply
the coal at the price at which he con-
tracted, and the contractor had to do

The other instance on which they
condemned the 'business methods of
the department was a ¢ertain purchase
of flour by the agent at Quebec.

wasted by extravagance. Mr. Allan’s
reply was that the insurance rates
had ‘been reduced since 1900 from 84
1-2 cents to 38 cents on provigions,
ind from 99 cents to 38 cents on grain
and 80 on. The saving to shippers in
onsequence, was from $230,000 to
5240,000 a year. This was not the re-
sult of increased competition between
insurance companies, but was the di-
rect result of the improvements in the
1ids of navigation—prineipally to the
mprovements in the light service.”

The civil service commissioners
vaguely suggested that the changes
n the Duoy lights to those of a more
powerful lumination was unnecessary
ind extravagant. ‘Mr. Allan said he
jad discussed the question with the
wavigating officer of the British flag-
hip at Quebeec, during the visit of
the “British battleships, ‘and he ex-
ressed himself as highly pleased
~ith everything. The officer had read
ihe civil servie¢ commissioners’ re-
ort, and he strongly denied that any
f the lights in the channel were too
strong, pointing out that in so vast a
body eof water as the gulf, subject to
og and other atmospheric disturb-
inees, just such powerful lights were
ieeded. Mr. Allan added that he did
10t ‘believe there was an unnecessary
yuoy in the St. Lawrence.

The home thrust to the civil service

ners’ critiecism was, however,
v in the following statement: “I
hink it is the most fortunate thing
hat ever happened to the shipping
nterests of this country that the

1ithouse board was established as it
vas. Any man who knows the first
hing about the shipping business
ould not go from Montreal to the
iea, even as a passenger, without hav-
ng forced upon his attention the tre-
nendous strides that have, been made

n the improvement of the St. Lawr-
'nce navigation. Take merely the
nost eleme 'y instance. Today the
argest steamer can navigate between
Montreal and Quebeec,. which they
*ould not have done before the pres-
'nt lights were adepted. My, experi-
nee i3 that the formation of this
oard has been the occasion of further
yrganization. in the department,‘where
)y the whole system  has been: assist-
«d in a way it never was before, so
hat now, the shipping interests are
‘ooked after and . the various works
f the -department properly reported
mnd looked after. Thus not only is
he channel better lighted, but better
ontrol | of. the lights is secured—in-
initely superior to anything we ever
“ad beiore. ' The result has been that
netedd of being the worst lighted and
buoyed channel of its 'size, the St.
Lawrence route will now compare fav-
stably with any water route of like
1ature in.theé world. If the shipping
f Canada® was to go ahead and com-
ete with' the rest of the world, we
*ould not afford to' tie our ships up
in the channel, ‘awaiting daylight be-
tween here (Montreal) and Quebec.
The boats must be:run econemically,
ind these aids to navigation were ne-
cessary, and to a large extent have
met the requirements of trade. Of
course,. there are other improvements
which we shall press for, ‘out every-
thing. that has been done has been
lone well.”

This evidence relates only to the
vork done froin Montreal to the sea.
fhere has been a great deal of im-
yrovement in the Upper St. Lawrence
itlso, and the canals have been im-
proved and equipped, so as to promote
he water-borne traffic irom Fort Wil-
iam; and the all water route is now
he determining factor in regard to
he freight rates from the west. This
year it was responsible for a two-cent
ednetion in the railway grain rate
from Georgian Bay points to Mon-
treal; and the saving effected, by
cheapening transport, will be, on the
season’s western grain crop, between
51,000,000 and $2,000,000. This and the
saving on insurance are striking com-
ments ‘on the administration of the
zovernment; and it is amusing to
ast ~ne’s mind back to the Hon.
ye0. E. Foster’s speech, in the Hous(
of Commons, oy April 30th, when
he let his fancy run riot on what the
civil service commissioners might
have seen, if they had lifted the lid a
'ittle more. ‘I can imagine the caus-
tic conclusions- they would come to,”
he said, “and the biting notes thev
wov'd jot down on the margin, when
they came to look, for instance, at
the system of lighthouse and buoy
service on the St. Lawrence and the
Great lakes.” Both the .civil service
commissioners and Mr., Foster have
had the lid raised jor them; and to
their surprise there is a saving to the
people of from one and a quarter to
two and a quarter million dollars and
a recovery of the trade, which had
been slipping away from Canada un-
der the Conservative administration.

PROTECTION AND HIGH PRICES.

Montreal Witness—A ‘corresponglent
calls our attention to the fact that
the tariff committee of the Canadian
Manuiacturers’ assoeiation, .in advo-
cating higher protection for manufac-
turers of woollens, “maintained that
‘f the protection asked for was grant-
ed, it would not mean an increased
price to the consumer, but, owing to
the  larger output of the factories—
thereby reducing the fixed expenses—
a reduction in the price would prob-
ably take place.” We have, however,
yet to hear of any such 9xtraordm§ry
event in any country where protection
has been established. Take the Un-
itéd States. There, the United States

)Stee! company is highly organized in
levery particular, the fixed expenses
have been reduced to a miniphum, the
plant is up-to-date to the last degree,
and it has a clientele among over
eighty - million. people—the largest
{free trade, unobstructed market in
ythe world. ‘Yet has it ever attempted
to reduce priced to the home consum-
er? Not at all! We have it on in-
disputable .authority that while that
company was charging thirty-two dol-
'lars a ton for steel rails in the home
market, it was layinz down the same
quality product in the . British mar-
ket at twenty-four dollirs or there-
abouts; and Mr. Charles Schwab, one-
time presidemt- of the company, boasr-
ed the Uniter, States could turn ou!
Steel rails at nincteen dollars a ton,
and &0 -beat the British producer by
several dollars a ¢ n.

Germany is {l;. country which ou-
protectionists ar. constantly holding
up as a commerei: model. Some time
ago, Germany put into force a customs
tarifi designed to keep out foreign
food stuffs, so that they might be
grown at home at very little, if any,
advance over foreign prices. German
consumers were assured, as the Eng-
lish people have been by the tariff
reformers, that their food “would not
cost them more’’—or not so very much
more. - We have now before us, how-
ever, a valuable report of Sir Francis
Oppenheimer, the British consul gen-
eral at Frankfort, which declares that
the new. comunercial treaties,with their
“intensificd agrarian terms,” have ar-
tificially raised the prices of food in
Germany, and to a most oppressive
degrec. “The agrarian duties,” says
Sir Francis, ‘“have not only affected
the prices of corn and flour, but the
price of all agricultural and dairy
produce. The cost of all necessary
food stuffs is-so high that the cham-
ber of commeérce of Bremen, in its an-
nual report, openly speaks of the
dearth of victuals.” That the agrar-
ian owners reckoned on protection to
raise prices is seen by the fact that
while an extensive traffic in agricul-
tural estates took place as a conse-
quence of the higher duties, “those
duties “were included among the pro-
fits in calculating the eapital value.”
It has been calculated that one-third
of the increased expenditure of the
German army and navy is due to the
increased cost of victuals and fodder,
in consequence of the new customs
tariff, and besides impoverishing the
people in general at home, it has in-
creased the difficulties of export into
foreign countries, either because in-
creaSed protection is answered by in-
creased protection, as the German
chemical industry has learned in the
case of Austria-Hungary, and the ma-
chine industry in the case of Russia,
or because in those countries which
are not protected industry works with
cheaper raw material—often of Ger-
man origin—and certain British in-
dustries especially reap the benefit
The conviction that German  export
is rendered more difficult, greatly
owing to the new German ecustoms
duties, finds expression in the repuit
of the chamber of commerce of Mann-
heim and the fact is confirmed by the
increasing * number of German fac-
tories established abroad, such as the
chemical industry in Austria-Hunga::
and the paper industry in the Un‘t:!
Kingdom.

This case is the morz intercsting be-
canse it reverses in one respect the
protective conditions that obtain in
Canada. When the Canadian farmer
complains that he is taxed heavily
to support the Canadian manufactur-
er, the latter asserts that he aver-
ages up things by providing the‘ far-
mer with 'an increased home market
and higher prices for his produce than
he would otherwise obtain. To which
the iarmer replies that the export
price in the frec trade markets of
the United Kingdom practically regu-
lates prices here and that he is pay-
ing through the nose to the manufac-
turer with less than no quid pro quo,
seeing that the effect of a tariff which
taxes imports is to throw the whole
cost oi transportation on.the exports,
and thus it all comes off the farmers’
prices. But in Germany the boot is
more or less on the other foot. The
British consul-general e€ays that *“‘no
snthusiasm is roused in the industrial
part of the community from the
knowledge that in the first instance
the increased cost of living is due to
a ‘patriotic’ policy, which is followed
in the interests of so-called German
agrarian traditions.” Indeed,  the
discontent of. the manufacturing and
industrial populaticn is intense, as
in their case/the burden falls ehiefly
on the masnuacturing part of  the
community We heve thus before

MOVING THE GRAIN.

Montreal Herald—In recent discus-
sions of the ‘erop moving situation,
much has been said about the obliga-
tion of the banks to finance the move-
ment. It is stated that the banks
have all the funds necessary; but
that they cannot be blamed if they
shrink. from the risk of having tens
of milljons of dollars tied up five or
six months in grain that' the carriers
iailed to get,out of the west before
the beginning of winter, and that they
should exact from the earriers am as-
surance that they are capable of mak-
ing the c¢learance. If the fall is an
hepen one the wheat will probably be
got out of the west before the begin-
ning of winter, and then it becomes a
question. whether the grain handling
facilities on this side of the lakes are
in a- position to carrv on the move-
ment. The Toronto Mail thinks there
is serious doubt 'on that pein't.

“Georgian Bay elevators have large
storage capacity, but unless there ‘is
an extremely free movement here they

must become choked by a grain rush
from the west. For a frée movement
ahead it ie necessary to“have a pro-
cession oi ocean steamers going load-
ed from the seaports to which the
grain is destined. Montreal has not

the elevator capacity to take care of

a greéat accumulation of grain, and if
Grand Trunk grain trains were run-
ning in sufficiently rapid succession
to prevent blockade at Depot Harbor,
Midland and Tiffin elevators, there
would have to be relief at the seaport.
Steamships would have to be always
loading there or that would be the
point of congestion. That" is, Mon-
treal would. At Portland, the, Main
terminus, of. the Grand Trunk system,
the elevators can, it is true, hold great
quantities of grain. It is to be hoped
that there will be speedy clearance at
all points on this side of the lakes, as
well as adequate hauling power in the
west and on the lakes themselves.”

This eriticism raises a point about
which the government itself has been
very much concerned. The govern-
ment realized years ago that the vital
part of the grain transportation prob-
lem was the St. Lawrence end of it,
and has spent. millions of dollars in
mmproving the approaches to the ports,
s0 as to render navigation safe and
to-encourage ocean steamships to en-
gage in Canada’s foreign trade, as
well as in.improving the storage ac-
commodation at Port Colborne, on
the Welland canal, and at Montreal
harbor, where the. largest elevator is
that built by the harbor commission-
ers on behalf of the government, who
supply the commissioners with the
funds necessary to the prosecution
of their plans. The Toronto paper
doubts whether even what has been
done is sufficient to prevent conges-
tion, if'the wheat moves through at
the pace that will -be necessary to. get
it out of the west before the winter
begins; and it is easy to conceive
what the congestion would have been
tf the government had not disregard-
ed a great deal of opposition eriticism
and, acting on its own view, spent
Liberally in making the eastern chan-
nels of transportation efficient and in
rendering the exit to the ocean navig-
able for the largest ocean liners. The
largest ocean liners can steam up the
St. Lawrence at will, and begin to
take their cargoes on board as soon as
they draw up alongside the wHarves
at Montreal. A few years ago they
could not have reached Montreal at
all, the channel not being deep en-
ough; and what vessels did arrive
could not travel at night, because -of
the inefficiency of the light service.
Vessels can now travel, night or day,
without = risk, These improvements,
more than anything else, will facili-
tate free shipment of wheat to Great
Britain, and, if there happens to be
any congestion, it will be g small
matter to what it. would have been
four \yvears ago.

The expenditures ‘which have been
made on the improvement of the St.
Lawrence route have been character-
ized by the Mail and other opposition
critics, as having been made by way
of concession to the spirit of reckless
extravagance. Today in presence of
the actual diificulty, the government’s
view is adopted. ‘and there is even
the suggestion that enough has not
been spent, and that notwithstanding
ihe extent to whi¢h elevator capadity
of the port of Montreal has been en-
larged, the storage' provision is not
enough to epsure the port against a
glut of ~rain.

CANADA’S TRADE.

THE GOLDEN WEST.

Toronto Star—The marvelous growth
of the west in the last twelve y2ars is
one of the stubborn facts whixa 2cu
front the Conservative eampaizne-s
It is easy to say that the prosperity of
the west is due to the fertility (! its
soil. But why, with its extraordin-
ary natural resources, did the wust
remain for so many years uunp-:opled,
and of little practical benafit 10 Can-
ada or to the world? Why,, in a
short time after the Liberal govern-
ment came into power, did the stream
of immigration begin to flow in a vol-
ume commensurate with the resources
of the country? The figures of immi-
gration, of homestead entries, of popu-
lation, of the western yield of wheuat
and other crops, have been repeated-
ly given, and they tell a wonderful
story. But it is not necessary to prove
the prosperity and growth of the west
by statistics.

Anyone who visited the west in
1896 and again in 1908 will tell you
that he saw virtually two countries.
In 1896 there was one provinee, and
a great stretch of unorganized terri-
tory, thinly peopled and cultivated in
little ‘districts, few and far between.
Today there are three provinces, -set-
tlement, and cultivation, and each
with splendid prospects. The Calgary
and Edmonton of 1908 are hardly to be
compared with the Calgary and Ed-
monton of 1896: There are thriving
towns in Saskatchewan, which had
not even a name twelve years ago.
There was one transcontinental rail-
way in the west in 1896. There are
three today, eagerly seeking for the
privilege of sharing in the business of
carrying the western grain. And still
the cry is for more railways. The
Calgary Herald, a ‘Conservative paper,
ia _carrying on a campaign for more
railways in Alberta, to act as feeders
for the three  transcontinentals.
While the new provinces are progres-
sing at this tremendous pace, Mani-
toba is not lagging behind. The
splendid city of Winnipeg is an ob-
ject lesson teaching the prosperity of
Manitoba,

Conironted with these solid facts,
the ' Conservative campaigner falls
back upon history, and says that the
Conservative government built the
Canadian Pacific railway. .. It promot-
ed the  building of the Canadian Pa-
cific railway, and it was entitled to a
share of credit for that. although the
chief credit must go to the bold fin-
aneciers who risked their fortunes in
the enterprise. But 'the government
was entitled to some ecredit, and it
had its reward in a lease of .ower
extending from 1882 to 1896. A. the
same time, in the making -t the con
tract with the Canadian Pa»ivie rail-
way, errors were made which retcided
the progress of the. country, wspeciuily
the locking up of an enormous area
from «settlemnent. Fault was found
also with the settlement » i, hom,e-
stead laws, and the immiigracion Tol-
lcy was fechle and inefiective. The
regult, as declared by the Hon. ¥d.
ward “Blake .in . 1891, was “a North-
West empty still,”” and it need bardly
be said that:irom the Jeath of 8
John Macdonald to 1896 there was
little or no improvement.

If the appeal is to be made to his-
tory, it can easily be shown that Geo
Brown, the leader of the Liberal
party, was the one public man who
for twenty years upheld the advant
ages of the west and urged its union
with Canada. It ean be shown that
he' did this in the face of coldness
and discouragement. It can be shown
t}_mt up to the time of confederation
Sir John Macdonald was indifferent
to the value of the west, except from
the point of view of military. defence
It can be shown that the bringing in
of the west was a plank in the plat-
fg)rm of a Liberal convention held in
tloronto in 1857. But we live neither
in 1857 nor in 1882, but in 1908. We
are dealing with the present, and with
the work done. in the development of
the west in the last twelve years, un-
der the present administration. If the
government had iailed in the west, no
excuse would have saved it from pub-
lic condemnation. As it has succeed-
ed beyond all expectation, it will re-
ceive credit from all fair-minded men.

Not all the spices of Arabia will make
thim sweet, nor all the drowsy syiups
of the world make Sir Mackenzie Bow-
ell or any others who have suffered
at his hands forget his cold deal.

Borden knows that Mr. Foster is a
Idead weight, and yet he dare not let
him go.

Then, too, the scandalmongers and

instinets of a gentleman, with little
liking and almost no aptitudes for the
hurly-burly of politics. Nature never

We
learned enough to warrant the belief
that it is cold enoug in. all reason,
but that the canditions are not un-
pleasant when one has become aceli-
mated. The winter season is a long
oue, but the chinook winds and sunny
skies temper the atmosphere and give
it ju-xt the right sting to kup a man
in motion and up and dding.’
Winnipeg Alonc Outdoes Edmonton.
fhe Republican ‘Gazette, published
in Lima, Ohio, has a lengthy article
on this part of Alberta and deals with
the conditions prevailing here exten-
sively.. It says:—
Edmonton is the capital of Alberta.
Next in size and importancé to Winni-
peg; but youm will not find it ‘on your At-
las, unless it is a recent one. Edmonton
is 826 miiles northwest of Winnipeg and
2,500 miles northwest of Detroit. It is on
an east and west line with Port Nel-
son on Hudson’s Bay, and about 250
miles north of Newfoundland. On a
north and south line it is a little east of
Salt Lake <City. Those who learned
from their geographies about Assini-
boia may be surprised to learn that
eight years ago the western territory was
redistricted and two new provinces, Sas-
katchewan and Alberta formed, elimin-
ating Assiniboia. The country to the
north is known as the Northwest terri-
tory. Alberta is over 800 miles from
north to south, and much farther from
east to west.

Centre of Vast Country.

“Near the center of this vast tract is
Edmonton. It is now the terminus of
northern railway transportation, - al-
theugh settlers are to be found in the
Peace River country over 300 miles far
ther north, and the claim is made that
wheat, oats and other grains are success-
fully raised. One would imagine Edmon-
ton was too far north for farming, but
when we saw. the samples of fine wheat,
tall alfalfa and other grasses and, grains,
we were forced to believe what was told
us about the prosperous farmers of that
section, espécially traveling through
wheat ﬁeldf- day after day.

“The people who live in Edmonton do
not complain of the cold. They say the
atmosphere is dry and that they do not
have an unusual amount of snow. But
they don’t like the long winter nights.
The mercury in' summer sometimes
reaches 90, and it doesn’t get dark until
11 o’clock. All over Canada baseball
games are played after supper. We
woirld have seen one at Edmonton but
for rain. i

“If we hadn’t been told a great deal
about Edmonton, we would have been
greatly surprised at seeing a dozen
busses and automobiles at the station
when the special pulled in. This was

followed by paved streets, tall buildings
and every evidence of‘encrgy ‘and ac-
tivity.  Surely we had found a model
city, almost under the shadow of the
Nortit~Pole.

Pecple All Boomers.

“At the King Edward, Edmonton’s
fine new hotel, a complimentary dinner
was served,  after which conveyances
were provided for a ride about the city.
The streets are wide, the stores large
and inviting, many fine homes, large
school buildings, polite, intelligent peo-
ple. If it were not for the signs and uni-
ferms, one would hardly know he was in
the King's domain, but rather in one of
the new tcwns in Oklahoma. The people
talk in broad English of the west and
are all boomers. So Mmany are from the
states that it doesn’t seem.like a foreign
country. Up to this point, we had seen
very few colored people, but in Edmon-
ton there are several hundred and many
others have entered land in the vicinity.

The river Saskatchewan winds between
Stratheona and Edmonton like a letter
§ 4hrough a valley about a mile wide,
and Befweéén banks several hundred feet
high: *It is an important stream here,
and from the north large quantities of
logs are brought down to the big mills.

Strathcona is a town of about 5,000,
Edmonton claims 20,000. Strathcona is
the terminus of the Canadian Pacific,
Edmonton of the Canadian Northern.
The Grand Trunk now building through
to the Pacific will have shops and divis-
ions in Edmonton and an electric street
car line is building that will some day
connect the two cities over a large high
bridge_that is in contemplation.

“We were invited to the Edmonton
club, which is located in its own build-
ing, an elegant brick structure overlook-
ing the river ‘and commanding a mag-
nificent view for miles. “There are over
400 members, many of them young men

splendid place to talk politics, business
and form close friendships. While chat-
ting with gne of them, we learned that
the Henry George single tax idea was
being put to a practical test. Houses, all
buildings and personal property are ex-
empt from taxation, while land values
supply the revenues. In addition, they
have a floor rental paid by merchants, so
much per foot for the amount of floor
space the- different stores occupy.

CALGARY-ENGINEER'S CASE.

The appeal case of the city of Cal-
gary against the decision of Mr. Jus-
tice Stuart in awarding five -months
salary. to R. E. Spéakman, former city
engineer of Calgary, for wrongful dis-
miseal, without . sufficient. notice, is
being argued before the Supreme
Court en--banc to-day. ~According to
the evidence in ' the case Speakman
was engaged as city engineer of Cal-
gary at a salary of $2,500 per year.

FREIGHT RATES ON POLES.

Railway Commissien Mearing -Evid-
ence Why These Should Not Be
Carried As Lumber.

Ottawa, Oct. 7.—At the railway com-
mission: meeting to«lay the gquestion
a3 to why. telegraph, telephone and
trelley_poles should: nete be. elassified
by railway ecompanies as lumber in-
stead; of +.being. charged. at, - higher
rates, was discussed at gome length.
The matter arose on .an application
of the Rideau Lumber Co., J. A. Sco-
bell, and John McKenzie, the main
coutention being that in.consequence
of-the high rates chargéd for. convey-
ing“ the- poles, .they averc ‘unable  to
colppéte with other firms. The argu-
ment adduced by the raihvay compan:
ies was, in effect, that there was cons
siderable risk and danger in cdrrying
thre poles, which had to be loaded op
two trucks, and consequently an in-
creased charge over ordinary lumber
was justified, Judge Mabee asked -if
thete was any.cvidence'as to any dam-
age that had been done or traffic in-
terfered with arising .onit of ' convey-
ance of the poles, Mr.  Cowan and
Mr, Beattie, who represented the
Grand Trunk and - Canadian . Pacifie
Railway, said~ that ' such = evidence
eould be produced, and the case was
adjourned until the Noveraber sitting
©f‘the board, . '

THE .REVIVAL OF TRADE.

Trade Canditions at Montreal Are Stead-
ily Improving.

Mentreal, Oct. 7-—-That. trade condi-
tions are on the mend isx shown by the
customs returns . for the past three
months. In September the collections
amonnted  to $1,051,526, as against $1,-
345,999 for the same month last vear, a
dectease of over $204,000. In August,
1908, there was a decrease of $400,000
fram the celleetions for the same-pericd
in the preveding years; in July, . 1908,
there was-a deeréase of £660,000. It will
thine ‘e seen that the decrease is steadily
diminishing. 1t is thought thas the de-
cremgd will cease hy January next, and
thiat a steady merease will then éom-
e,

The total ecollections for the yonr 1907
were §17,000,000, and it is estimated that
this year’s collections will aggreats $13,-
660,000, . showing a total ecrease  of
about, 34,000,000 for.the present year.
