No arrests halve yet been made in 
connection with! the murderous assault 
on the old man, Thomas Burns, aged 
78, who was attacked at his home in 
Strathcona by Unknown parties at 
11.30 Monday night, and beaten about

led. The blood-covered a*xe, with 
which the blow^ are thought to have 
been inflicted, is in the possession ci 
the police, who are working hard up­
on the case. It is understood that 
the old man has given some informa­
tion that will lead to the capture of 
hi^ assailants, but the police up to 
the present will make no statement 
upon the matter. Burns is still alive 
at Strathcona Public Hospital, but is 
very low. He is being attended by 
Dr. May.

Burns lived in a tumble-down shack 
on Fourth avenue south between First 
and Second streets west. It is situ­
ated on the south side of the block 
on which the St; Louis Hotel stands 
and is a short distance east from Dug- 
gen street school, where the university 
classes are now being held. Tne 
shack has only one room, the floor of 
which was covered with blood from 
the unfortunate man’s wounds.

It was shoHly before twelve o’clock' 
on Monday night that the discovery 
oi the deed was made by two men 
passing the house, who heard groans 
coming front the interior. The police 
were nt once notified and an investiga­
tion revealed Hants lying on. the floor 
in a pool or bhfiaf'WMle-nearby’ 
the blood-covered axe. He had on 
his night clothes, and it appeared that 
he had got up to repel the intruders, 
who had battered open the.door, when 
he was attacked.

When taken to the hospital he was 
in a semi-unconscious state. There 
were six -wounds on his head, the left 
eye wda completely gone and the face 
was battered to a jelly. •

Bums came to"' Strathcona about a 
year ago from North Dakota, Where it 
is said he has a wife and family. He 
was, as far as known, a quiet, in­
offensive man and is -not known to 
have any enemies. Robbery is be­
lieved to have been the object of tne 
attack, but nothing definite has been 
fevenled up to the present.

F. R. Head and John 
Randolph, two .rioters, were fined a 
hundred dollars each or six months. 
Police Magistrate Dobie and Crown 
Attorney Langworthy were called 
down to take up the case yesterday 
and tile particulars were learned on 
their return this morning. The riot 
occurred at the railroad building, 
where some of the employees worked 
and were assailed by sympathizers, 
who threw rocks and stones through 
windows and did much other damage. 
A workman named Robson was so 
seriously injured that he had to come 
to Port Arthur hospital. Two fines 
were paid and five men were arrested.

It is thought 
more strike breakers will leave iq a 
few days, giving room for more of 
the old mechanics. The men are much 
dissatisfied with the terms on which 
they go back but are still glad of on 
opportunity oi working.

He could 
give no definite statement as to when 
all the old hands woXild be required. 
The men returning; to work today are­
as follows: All apprentices and car­
men, 17 machinists, 9 boilermakers, 
all boilermakers’ helpers, no machin­
ists’ helpers, no blacksmiths.

The only foreman who came out 
with the strikers has not been asked 
to fetum to work at present. The 
men will go back to work side by side 
with men whom they hftv^ Jaeen in 
opposition for the last nine' weeks. 
The machinists will have non-union 
helpers and will have to take their 
work to non-union lathe and drill men 
and blacksmiths.

Indignant in Port Arthur.
Port Arthur, October 6.—While yes­

terday there was a disposition on ’.be 
part of the strikers to accept "the set­
tlement of the supposition that the 
terms would be satisfactory, such is 
not the case today. Fuller informa­
tion os to the terms were received 
with dissatisfaction ' and indignation, 
directed especially towards the execu­
tive in not providing a chance for the 
men to vote on the proposition. The 
men have been holding conferences to­
day, but it cannot be said, tonight 
what proportion, if any, of the men 
will return to the shops.

An apologist for Mr. Foster says he ie being hit below the belt by his 
political opponents.

“The course oi the Conservative opposition at Ottawa, in relation to 
the insurance commission’s indictment of Mr. Foster, must have received 
little consideration before its adoption, or else the political instinct has 
been completely obscured by mistaken ideas of party loyalty. The defence 
of Mr. Foster was too great for even a strong government to underlake. No 
government possessing political acumen would have attempted his defence 
in view of the findings and the published evidence of the/insurance report.

ready to bluster that he is without blemish. Even less than a government 
can an opposition afford to be lax in these things. If an opposition de­
nounces wrong-doing amongst its opponents, and condones wrong-doing 
amongst its own members, the public grows more and more deaf to its 
arraignment of government inefficiency or dishonesty and more and more 
cvnieal as to its sincerity *id honesty and strength of purpose.

“Imagine wliat' a commotion would have arisen had Hon. Geo. E. 
Foster been a member of the government. Would the opposition have come 
to his deience. or would the opposition orators have toured the country 
denouncing the cynical immorality of a government which harbored a 
minister whose notions of commercial honor were so beclouded?

"In the last analysis it would have been sound policy and good politics 
to have recognized frankly that as an opposition lieutenant Mr. Foster’s 
usefulness was over. It would ultimately have strengthened Mr. Borden's 
hand, and made him free to deal ruthlessly with government wrong-dbing. 
As it is, the opposition weakened in the country, and there sire signs that 
his own party in Mr. Foster’s present constituency will reverse the policy 
adopted by the opposition at Ottawa. As an instance of bad politics find a 
fine opportunity lost through mere perverseness and partisan blindness the 
opposition course in this connection has been unconvincing, inapt, find dis­
appointing.”

An Era of Prosperity.
Contrasting the conditions prevail­

ing now with those of twelve years 
ago, when the Conservatives- were V1 
power, it was found that Canada had 
had a period of the greater expansion 
and growth than ever before. • Our 
hade and commerce had, been in­
creased, railways built, population in­
creased, and evidences of prosperity 
everywhere apparent.

Under the owest 
tariff the home manufacturer ha ; t'l 
protection of convenience. It is much 
more convenient to do business with 
Toronto than with London. Import­
ing means buying far in advance and 
in larger quantities than required, in 
the handling of local manufactures. 
It requires larger capital, and eternal 
vigilance is the price of keeping the 
stocks away s up to the demand and 
never in excess of it. • If a wholesale 
firm go into the importing business, it 
is because they see money in it; and 
ii they see money in it that means 
that the prices for the home-made 
commodities are high enough to re­
ward them for the additional capital 
and inconvenience of buying abroad, 
and to leave them a larger profit than 
they would have from handling do­
mestic products.

In no year in the history of the Con­
servative government which held office 
from 1878 to 1896 did the post office 
department have a surplus. In 1896 
there was a deficit of $781,152. Since 
1903,under Liberal administration, the 
post office has produced a surplus 
every year. Last year this surplus 
amounted to $1,100,000, the grand total 
since 1903 being $4,282,219.

In reviewing the postal development 
since the Liberal government took of­
fice the present postmaster general, 
Mr. Lemieux, .said in his speech at 
Niagara Falls : “I take no credit for 
this surplus. It is due to the master 
hand ol my predecessor, Sir William 
Mulock, one of the most public-spirit­
ed men this country lias ever pro­
duced. I am only following in his 
footsteps. And, mark well, this mag­
nificent surplus lias coincided witli a 
substantial increase in tlie salaries 
of the postmasters, with a large in­
crease. in the number of post offices, 
with an enormous addition in the 
mail service, and last, .but not least, 
with a reduction in the postal rates.”

Mr. Lemieux is entitled to the cred­
it of having proved himself a worthy 
successor of Sir William Mulock. Tim 
reduction of the drop rate in cities 
from two cents to one cent, made, in 
the closing days of tlie recent session 
of parliament, is tlie latest in a long 
series ot reductions in postal charges 
—that is in taxation of the people for 
public service rendered—mad6 since 
the Liberal government took office.

Tlie inland letter rate was reduced 
from three cents to two cents.

The letter rate from Canada to the 
United States was reduced from three 
cents to two cents.

Tlie letter rate from Canada to Great 
Britain, and to every portion of thc 
British empire, has been reduced from 
five cents to two cents. *

The rate on Canadian newspapers 
and periodicals sent from publishers 
ill Canada to subscribers in Great 
Britain and other parts of The British 
empire lias been reduced from eight 
cents per pound to one-quarter of oue 
cent iicr pound.

The .rate on newspapers and peri­
odicals sent by the général public in 
Canada to Great Britain and parts of 
tlie British empire has been reduced 
irom eight cents per pound to four 
cents per pound, or 60 per cent.

And correspondingly, last year Mr. 
Lemieux was able to obtain from the 
British postmaster general a reduc­
tion in the rate of postage on British 
magazines and newspapers coming jo 
Canada from eight cents per pound 
to two cents per pound.-

Speaking of these two last men­
tioned reductions, Mr. Lemieux said 
at Niagara Falls : “I claim that both 
these reductions have already been 
abundantly justified. .The Canadian

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THE MARINE DEPARTMENT.
Hamilton Times.

The appointment of the royal com­
mission of inquiry into the marine 
and fisheries department was one of 
the fortunate acts of the government 
in the last session of parliament. The 
department had become so overlaid 
with slander and misrepresentation 
that the public was beginning to con­
ceive of it as some infernal machine 
of graft and corruption—useless, in­
ept and unprofitable. The result of 
the commissioner’s investigations, so 
far, has been a gradual lifting of the- 
fog, which has obscured the real do­
ings of the department, and, as the 
light of truth has struck upon a point 
here and there along the long coast 
line of the department’s operations, 
it revealed merit instead,of worthless­
ness, profit instead of nnprofiitable- 
ness, and usefulness instead of use­
lessness.

The fog which obscured the good 
work of tlui department was an ex­
halation from the mind of the Hon 
George E. Foster. He was once the 
minister in charge of the department, 
and he was conscious, no doubt, of 
the merit of the results which had 
been achieved ; he saw, no doubt, the 
changes that had taken place since 
his own time, and he knew the gov­
ernment would 'be taking credit for 
having made them. So he resolved 
to divert attention from the achieve­
ments of the government by attack­
ing the reputations of the men im­
mediately responsible for them ; and 
he so fully charged the air with sus­
picion and calumny that, for two 
years, the. whole department and 
every one connected with it were un­
der a cloud. The alleged corruption 
oi the marine and fisheries depart­
ment settled down into an article ol 
faith, and the civil service eommis- 
sioners, coming along, caught the in 
fection, and began to read the files 
of the department with suspicion in 
their hearts and a resolve to complete 
its condemnation. This is proved by 
their assumption that the minister 
agreed to a recommendation that the 
price of a contract for coal should be 
raised, because tlie contractor com­
plained that the price in the contract 
was below cost. Whereas, the fact 
was that the minister ordered that 
the contractor bp compelled to suppl 
the coal at the price at which he con­
tracted, and the contractor had to do 
it.

The other instance on which they 
condemned the 'business methods of 
the department was a Certain purchase 
of flour by the agent at Quebec. The 
officers in Ottawa having had occa 
sion to question the price, tvrote for 
an explanation. A long correspond­
ence took place between the account- 
ant’s_branch of the department and 
the agent, and the account was offici­
ally inquired into to ascertain whether 
the price asked was 'fair and just. 
Every precaution was taken ho that 
no more than a fair and just price 
should be paid. The commissioners, 
however, cited this as an instance of 
carelessness, and wrongly stated that 
the account was inquired into at the 
instance of the auditor general. The 
fact was that it was inquired into on 
the initiative of the department it­
self. The, auditor general had not 
seen the account, and had nothing 
to do with the inquiry.

’ooked after and the various works 
if the department properly reported 
md looked after. Thus not only is 
he channel belter lighted, but better 
lontrol of. the .lights is secured—in- 
initely superior to anything we ever 
'ad before. The testilt has been that 
nstedd of being the worst lighted and 
buoyed channel of its stie, the St. 
Lawrence route will now compare fav­
orably with any water route of like 
laturu in the world. If the shipping 
if Canada was to go ahead and com- 
lete with the rest of the world, we 
oould not afford to tie our ships up 
in the channel, awaiting daylight be­
tween hçre (Montreal) and Quebec. 
The boats must, he run economically, 
md these aids to navigation were ne­
cessary, and to a large extent have 
met the requirements of trade. Of 
course,, there are other improvements 
which we shall press for, 'but every­
thing that has been done has been 
lone well.”

Germany is tli country which ou- 
protectionists ar- constantly holding 
up as a commercial model. Some time 
ago, Germany put into force a customs 
tariff designed, to keep out foreign 
food stuffs, so that they might be 
grown at home at very little, if any, 
advance over foreign prices. German 
consumers were assured, as the Eng­
lish people have been by the tariff 
reformers, that their food “would not 
cost them more”—or not so very much 
more. We have now before us, how­
ever, a valuable report of Sir Francis 
Oppenheimer, the British consul gen­
eral at Frankfort, which declares that 
the new. commercial treaties,with their 
"intensified agrarian terms,” have ar­
tificially raised the prices of food in 
Germany, and to a most oppressive 
degree. "The agrarian duties.” says 
Sir Francis, “have not only affected 
the prices of com and flour, but the 
price of all agricultural and dairy 
produce. The cost of all necessary 
food stuffs is so high that the cham­
ber of commerce of Bremen, in its an­
nual report, openly speaks of the 
dearth of .victuals.” That the agrar­
ian owners reckoned on protection to 
raise prices is seen by the fact that 
while an extensive traffic in agricul­
tural estates took place as a conse­
quence of the higher duties, “those 
duties "were included among the pro­
fits in calculating the capital value.” 
It has been calculated that one-third 
of the increased expenditure oi the 
German army and navy is due to the 
increased cost of victuals and fodder, 
:n consequence of the new customs 
tariff, and besides impoverishing the 
people in general at home, it has in­
creased the difficulties of export into 
foreign countries, either because in­
creased protection is answered by in­
creased protection, as the German 
chemical industry has learned in the 
case of Austria-Hungary, and the ma­
chine industry in the case Of Russia, 
or because in those countries, which 
are not protected industry works with 
cheaper raw material—often of Ger­
man origin—and certain British in­
dustries especially reap the benefit 
The conviction that German export 
is rendered more difficult, greatly 
owing to the new German customs 
duties, finds expression in the repuii 
of the chamber of commerce of Mann­
heim and the fact is confirmed by the 
increasing number of German fac­
tories established abroad, such ns the 
chemical industry in Austria-Hungat 
and the paper industry in the Unit?-.1 
Kingdom. ,

Thi j case is the mors interesting be­
cause it reverses in one respect the 
protective conditions that obtain in 
Canada. When the Canadian farmer 
complains that he is taxed heavily 
to support the Canadian manufactur­
er, the latter asserts that he aver­
ages up things by providing the far­
mer with an increased home market 
and higher prices for his produce than 
he would otherwise obtain. To which 
the farmer replies that the export 
price in the free trade markets of 
the United Kingdom practically' regu­
lates prices here and that he is pay­
ing through the nose to tlie manufac­
turer witli less than no quid pro qiio, 
seeing that tlie effect of a tariff which 
taxes imports is to throw the whole 
cost of transportation on. the exports, 
and thus it all comes off tlie farmers’ 
prices. But in Germany the boot is 
more or less on the other foot. Tlie 
British consul-general rays "that “no 
nthusiasm is roused in the industrial 

part of the community from the 
knowledge that in the first instance 
tlie increased cost of living is due to 

patriotic’ policy, which is followed 
in tlv interests oi so-called German 
agrarian traditions.” Indeed, the 
discontent of the manufacturing and 
industrial population is intense, as 
in their case the burden falls chiefly 
on the manufacturing part of the 
community. We heve thus before 
us two divers" in stall cos where pro­
tection tax-s tlie c immunity, in rail 
way parlance, “all that the traffic will 
bear,” and instances of toe ani" could 
b ■ qvoted hr tlv hundred.

These improvements, 
more than anything else, will facili­
tate free shipment of wheat to Great 
Britain, and, if there happens to be 
any congestion, it will be a small 
matter to what it would have been 
four years ago.

The expenditures which have been 
made on thé improvement of the St. 
Lawrence route have been character­
ized by the Mail end other opposition 
critics, as having been made by way 
of concession to the spirit-of reckless 
extravagance. Today in presence of

Political economists used to argue 
that a country was disadvantaged by 
exporting more goods than it import 
ed. This theory is not generally ac­
cepted now, but- in any case, it could 
not apply to a new country into which 
was pouring a desirable immigration, 
because the mass of imports would 
include the possessions of the new­
comers, and also much of the capital 
in the form of both money and ma­
terial which came to be used in the 
opening up and development o* the 
country's resources.

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DIFFERENCES IN YIELD OF MILK
In one British Columbia cow testing 

association last month the average 
yield of one herd of. 10 cows was 1,143 
lbs. of milk, 39.3 lbs. of fat each. An­
other herd of eight cows gave an aver­
age of only 568 lbs: of milk, 20.5 lbs. 
of fat, or only a fraction over half as 
much.

The highest individual yield from 
any single fn« wa.- 1.580 lbs of milk, 
testing 3.4 : .the 'lowest yield was 200
lbs .of milk, testing 5.2. Une herd ox 
27 cows had an average production of 
1,634 lbs of milk each, testing 3.3. 
The lowest yield in this herd was 165 
lbs. of milk, testing .3.5.

In 13 out of' 19 nerds were several 
individual cows giving from 1,000 to 
1,580 lbs. of milk each in the month.

Several cows gave less than 400 lbs 
of milk each.

The .-general average production of 
all the 260 cowe recorded in this as­
sociation was 912 lbs. of milk, 3.5 
test, 28.7 lbs. of fat.

This last statement, it- will be ob­
served, completely obscures the in­
dividual extremes noted above. Al­
though a good average, and one full of 
encouragement tS dairymen, it is 
manifestly only valuable in so far as 
it is typical of general results in *9 
herds.

The shrewd dairyman goes much 
further- he inquires into and ascer­
tains the ability and performance of 
each individual cow in the herd for 
the whole year, then he uses the in­
formation gained, and retains in the 
stable only such cows as attain an 
economical and profitable standard'of 
production.

MINNEAPOLIS GRAIN MARKET.
Minneapolis, Oct. 5.—The Northwest 

got the biggest run ot wheat yet at 
the two terminal markets. A total of 
1,981 cars, on top of the record mar­
keting of wheat, did not disclose any 
cessation of the çountiy movement. 
The full bearish effect of this weight, 
along with heavy statistics all around, 
■was offset by the Balkan imbroglio, 
which threatened the peace of Eu­
rope. . The opening was strong, but 
the holding power, however, gave 
away under the liberal sales, and the 
market settled until it. became evi­
dent to the shorts that the * offerings 
were dried up, agid in the coverings 
a bulge took place. The cash de­
mand, as might be expected, lagged a 
little with the sample table piled high 
with offerings. Sellers, however, hold 
their supplies quite firm, and No. 1 
Northern sold l%c over December. 
Flour shipments were large, showing 
the outward movement to be 82,288 
barrels. The market ^became oversôld 
and eîéew* etrtmg on «ovèring by the 
shorts. There was*no special signifi­
cance except the easè with which the 

, market becomes congested on the 
short side. • i* .

HOG PRICES HIGHER
ffhe hog situation has three import­

ant factors to be considered. The 
demand is becoming greatly augment­
ed by the requirements of the J. Y." 
Griffin packing plant. The supply is 
weakening, as the threshing seasor 
hàs not enabled the farmers to put 
their hogs in marketable co adit ion 
As a result of these two factors, the 
price of hogs tin the Edmonton district 
is steadily rising, and hog values now 
stand at 6 to 6>i eents per pound live 
weight. This factor is of the greates 
importance t-o the farmer and ms; 
rfcnlt in turning hiS attention onco 
more to the hog industry.

Export ..steers, ar .• quoted 
at 3 to 3/4 cents per lb., butcher 
cattle 2% to.

FALL ERADICATION OF WEEDS.

In the western provinces where grain 
crops are grown continùoiisly without 
any eytem of rotation one of the greatest 
difficulties with which the farmers have 
to contend is that of controlling the 
weeds. Judging from the appearances of 
the larger number of grain fields in the 
fall, the farmers are apparently of the 
opinion that nothing can be done to­
wards eradicating these pests after the 
grain crop is cut, for in the majority of 
cages the ground is left uncultivated un­
til the following spring. Most of the 
mfibous weeds in the Western provinces 
belong to the mustard family. They are 
either annuals, winter annuals or bien 
niais, and reproduce themselves only by 
their seeds. As the seeds of the mus-

als are very oily they retain their vi 
ty for a long period, probably 20 
years, so that the only way to eradicate 
them ie to get the seeds to germinate and 

destroy the plants when they are young 
In the process of harvesting the crop a 

large number of the weed seeds are 
shelled out and remain on the surface of 
thé soil ready to germinate .when brought 
udder the proper conditions. Many of 
these seeds can be destroyed by burning 
the stubble. When this is done fire 
guards should be plowed around the out­
side of the field to prevent prairie fires, 
The burning of the stubble in addition to 
destroying the seeds renders the land 
more easily cultivated. The field should 
then be disked or plowed "very shallow 
In a short time the field will be green 
with the small weed plants. It should 
then be harrowed and again disked. By 
repeating the operation of disking and 
harrdwing the ground at intervals of 
about one week throughout .the autumn 
the inajority of weed seeds near the sur­
face will be destroyed. In addition tp 
destroying the weeds, fall -cultivation 
will prevent the evaporation of moisture 
whicÿ is so important in the ’ western 
provinces.

THE CHILLED MEAT INDUSTRY.
The committee recently formed to 

promote the establishment of an ex 
port trade in chilled meat, and dé 
velop the packing house business 
Western Canada, and other stock- 
i aising parts of the Dominion, met 

at Lacombe on Wednesday, qg}h 
—*"!r. Frank Whiteside, presi-

the Central Alberta Stock- 
sodation, was in the 

chair,.the otner members present be­
ing James Walters, president Alberta 
Stock Breeders' Association; E. J 
Fream, secretary Alberta Farmers' As 
sociation ; E. G. Palmer, cold storage 
expert, and the hon. secretary, E 
Greenstreet. W. F.« Puffer, H.P.P.,

and W. F. Stevens, live stock commis­
sioner for the province of Alberta, also 
attended the meeting.

Since its formation on July the 4th. 
this .committee has investigated a 
number of subjects connected with 
the chilled meat trade and packing­
house business, and a large number 
of letters have been received from peo­
ple in.various paris of the country, 
who -'ll- in favor of the movement. 
The. writers in every case touch upon 
the urgent necessity of providing a 
better market for cattle and hogs ’f 
mixed farming is to be encouraged.
It is evident from the opinions ex­
pressed that the work of the coni- 
mittee is being’'followed very keenly, 
in the hope that it may result « prac­
tical steps being taken to establish a 
number of meat chilling and packing 
plants throughout the country, and so 
build up a well-organized dead meat 
export trade, as a means of furnishing 
a ready and certain market for all the 
et-ock the farms and ranches are cap­
able of producing.

Not only have numerous communi­
cations: been received from 'ranchers 
and farmers within the Dominion, but 
in several cases influential firms 
Great Britain have written, pointing, 
out that a good market exists in that 
country for large quantities of chilled 
beef. In London and the South of 
England there is practically an un­
limited demand for -prime quality, 
and in the neighborhood of Liverpool, 
and in the north of England, medium 
and inferior qualities meet with a 
ready sale.

The question of supplimenting the 
meat supply ol the United Kingdom 
is being seriously considered by many 
people in that country ; not only is the 
need felt of keeping pace with Great 
Britain'» ever-increasing requirements 
in that respect, but tne question of 
finding some means of ' counteracting 
any antagonistic move or trade com­
bine on the part of the pqwerful 
American Meat Trust.js exercising the 
minds of her legislators. For the 
above reasons, there .is no doubt that 
a scheme for developing a dead meat 
export trade from Canada would tie 
favorably received in the old country 
As Canada is not, as a rule, slow to 
take advantage of an opportunity of 
developing her resources and building 
up a new trade, the above points wiU 
doubtless be considered by the Do­
minion government when a feasible 
scheme is laid before them.

Perhaps one of the most interesting 
expressions of opinion that has come 
-before this committee is that advanced 
by Mr. R. H. Rew, one of the assistant 
secretaries to the Board of Agriculture 
of Great Britain, and bearing 'on a 
questiop now being.discussed in this 
country, viz.; the relative advantages 
of exporting our surplus stock as live 
cattle or as dressed meat. Mr. Rew, 
in referring to Great Britain’s meat 
supply, says: "tt-sèems highly’ pro-, 
bable that the dead meat trade will 
eontinue in‘the future to increase year 
by year, with the ever-growing re­
quirements of our population, while 
the over-sea transit of live animals 
may be expected to diminish am 
eventually to disappear, as a relic o1 
an age of imperfect economic develop­
ment.”

The committee hope to be in a posi­
tion shortly to place a business-like, 
proposition before the Dominion gov­
ernment, when it is to be hoped some­
thing of a practical nature will result.

Prices on good stuff- 
have improved somewhat, according to 
Live Stock Commissioner Stevens, 
but on inferior animals there has been 
little or no improvement, owing to tbe 
fact that during the heavy runs large 
numbers were slaughtered and put 
into cold storage; thèse will have to 
be disposed of before much advance 
can be expected in the price of live 
animals, of the same quality. There 
have been several reports of failure to 
secure cars for forwarding live stock 
on the C.P.R., but with the strike be­
ing practically ended there is likely 
to be an improvement in this respect, 
and there is every reason to look tor 
better prices to the Alberta stockman 
in the near future..

complaint from the fields" nowadays 
has reference to the lack of water 
for steaming, due to the prolonged 
diouth. The creeks and sloughs 
have dried up, and the amount 'f 
rainfall during the past month has 
been insignificant. Several thrashing 
gangs have been interrupted tp their 
work owing to this cause. Water is 
the essential factor in-the thrashing 
operation. There is straw to burn, 
but burning it avails little unless the 
“raw material” for steam is to lie 
had. In 'some cases gas or. gasoline 
liifinp. have b»nn substituted.for tbe 
.steam engin,. fbr thrashing, fe'pt- these 
modern devices have"hints been gen-u- 
,illy adopted as y„t. They are usual­
ly more complicated than the ordinary 
traction thrasher, and the farmer and 
thrashermen do not take kindly to 
them. It ia not often that the supply 
of water for thrashing purposes causes 
serious inconvenience, but there is a 
huge crop this year, and it necessi­
tates a great deal of thrashing in the 
aggregate.

Why Excursionists Complained.
The complaints of irregularity in 

the distribution of harvest hands are 
heard no longer, and it is safe to sup­
pose that the men from the eastern 
part of Canada are now "sweating by 
the brow." As many of them as went 
to work on the farms have probably 
found employment at satisfactory 
rates, and the others are not subjects 
for concern. With respect to tha 
others, however, a report given by 
Mr. Hugh McKellar, commissioner 
the Board of Trade at Moose Jaw, is 
interesting. He was intimately as­
sociated with the work of distributing 
hundreds of 'harvesters, dwing to the 
fact that so many of them travelled 
free all the way to Moose Jaw when 
the railway company gave them that 
opportunity. Mr. McKellar says 
"Farmers in thfs district, although 
not in many cases wanting men when 
they arrived, were fair and did not cut 
down wages. Thirty to forty dollars 
per month, or two dollars per day, 
and board have been the standard 
wages paid. Forty dolls* per month 
jvas given to experienced men who 
could handle a team of four horses 
at any kind of work. The man at 
$30 per month was only a stooker, 
The $2 per day man was one who 
oould be given his walking ticket at 
the close of any day. There was 
much grumbling that the wages 
were not $2.50 and $3 per day. 
nlerviewed a great many of those 

win. came from Eastern Canada and 
found that fully 60 per cent, of them 
were not farmers nor farmers’ sons 
They were all classes and trades—car­
penters, bricklayers, masons, machin- 
:-!s, c.erks, butchers, tailors and 
painters. Most of them had not 
worked on a farm since they were 
.toys; they expected to get work 
their own trades, and if not would 
wjrk in the harvest fields. These 
were the grumblers at the lew wages. 

Plenty of Farm Work.
It is apparent that there are several 

sides to the labor question in its ic- 
lation to the western harvesting pro­
blem. For succeeding seasons it will 
be well for Government officials, rail 
way officials, and:.the harvesters 
show a close and proper appreciation, 
of all the circumstances which prevail, 
and to refrain from headlong plunges 
such as characterised the arranging 
of this year’s excursions. There 
a proper time for everything, and 
there is no doubt that at this date 
twenty thousand harvest hands are 
finding plenty of work in various por­
tions of the west. The work is here 
but the process of connecting the 
laborer with his ta^k is one which 
quires tact, enterprise and intelli 
gence

FREIGHT RATES ON POLES.

Railway Commission Hearing Evid­
ence Why These Should Not Be 
Carried As Lumber.

Ottawa, Oct. 7.—At the railway com­
mission meeting to-day the question 
as to wliy telegraph, telephone and 
trol ley .-polos should note be. elaseified 
by railway companies as lumber ip- 
stead.; of bçing ohajged. at. higher 
rates, was discussed at some length. 
The matter aroee on an application 
of the Rideau Lumber. Co., J. A. Seo- 
bell, and John McKenzie, the main 
contention being that in consequence 
of the high rates charged for convey; 
ing the poles, .they were unable to 
colppete with Other firms. The argu­
ment adduced by the railway compan­
ies was, in effect, that there was con­
siderable risk and danger in carrying 
tile poles, which had to be loaded on 
two trucks, and consequently an in­
creased charge over ordinary lumber 
was justified. Judge Mabee asked if 
there was any evidence as to any dam­
age that had been done or traffic in­
terfered with arising out of Convey­
ance of tÿe polee. Mr. Cowan and 
Mr. Beattie, who represented the 
Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific 
Railway, said that sudh evidence 
could be produced, and the case was 
adjourned until the November sitting 
of the board. „ ,

THE REVIVAL OF TRADE.

Trade Canditione at Montreal Are Stead­
ily Improving.

Montreal, Oct. 7 -That trade condi­
tions are on the mend is shown by the 
customs returns for the past three 
months. In September the collections 
amounted to $1,651,526, as against $1,-. 
345,9!I9 for the same month last tear, a 
decrease of over $2114,00(1. In August, 
M44L there was a decrease of $406,000 
from the ceUecfions for the same period 
in the preceding years; in July, 1906, 
there was a decrease of $060,000. Ijt will 
thus be seen that tho decrease is steadily 
diminishing. It is thought that the de- 
c rease will ceape by January next, and 
that a steady innrease will then com­
me use.

The tolal collections for the year 1907 
were $17,000,000, and it is estimated that 
this year’s colleetions will aggreate $13,- 
000,000, showing a total decrease of 
about $1,000,006 for the present year.

ASQUITH ON THt EMBARGO.

British Premier Favors its Removal on 
Certain Conditions.

London, Oct. 8—Premier Asquith 
speaking at Levin said he has strongly 
supported the view that, assupiing 
Canada free, from cattle disease and 
that it would bu kept gtijby reasonable 
precautions. There was no reason why 
Canadian citttle should be kept out, 
but he was sorry to say that a very 
large majority of the present Itousc 
of Commons wore of the opinion that 
no precautions were being token or 
likely to be taken which cduld give a
