It is the duty of each loyal subject 
not merely to refuse gqld that 
is under a certain weight, bu 
break it.

"Every person,” so runs the * Act. 
"shall, by himself or others, cut, 
break, or deface such coin tendered 
to him in payment, and the person 
tendering the same shall bear the 
loss."

The weight at which a sovereign 
ceases to be good as currency is any­
thing below 122*4 grains, and as one 
sovereign in thirty-three, and one 
half sovereign in ten are Under their 
legal weight, it would seem that we 
ought, each of us, to provide our­
selves with a delicate set of pocket 
scales and weights unless we remain 
content to be inveterate breakers of 
the Act of 1870.

But in spite of this Act it is a 
risky business interfering with coins 
which you may suspect to be under 
weight or spurious. Some months 
ago, a Grimbsy woman offered a half 
sovereign in payment of goods to a 
local shopkeeper. The latter put the 
coin into a testing machine, and, as 
it broke in two, refused to take it.

The coin, however, was pronounced 
by experts to be perfectly genuine, 
and when the case was taken into a 
court of law the shopkeeper was or­
dered to refund ten shillings to the 
customer.

Money, both gold and silver, wears 
out at a startling rate. It is reckon­
ed that there is usually a hundred 
million pounds in gold coin in this 
country, a very large proportion ■ of 
which is locked in the strong rooms 
of banks. Yet of that which is in ac­
tive circulation the wastage is so 
great that during every twelve 
months seventy thousand pounds 
worth of gold and silver are rubbed 
off into fine dust in John Bull's pock­
ets.

The Coinage Act of 1S70 empowers 
the Sovereign to determine the de­
sign for any coin—gold, silver or 
bronze. Had it seemed good to 
George V. to desire that sixpenny 
bits should be made with a hole in 
the centre, the Mint would have no 
choice but to comply.

The jury who actually try the 
coins are “twelve competent free 
men ot the mystery of goldsmiths of 
the City of London."

Ever one knows that it is an of­
fence to deface a coin of the realm. 
Yet jewellers melt up thousands of 
them every month of the year. On 
the face of it the practice seems il­
legal, yet it is not really so, for the 
law only steps in if a person attempts 
to pass a coin after tampering with 
it.

Jewellers find sovereigns the best 
of all gold to work with, for, owing 
to the tremendous pressure they have 
to bear in the Mint, they are more

The fact that Mr. Gerald Balfour j 
lias just resigned his pension of j 
£1.200 a year, granted for his ser­
vices as President of the Local Gov­
ernment Board, recalls many inter­
esting things about pensions in par­
ticular and générai.

Mr. Bradlaugh successfully waged 
war against the granting of perpetual 
pensions. Now there remain only 
three. The heirs of the Duke of 
Schomberg £720, of Lord Rodney 
£2,000, and of Lord Nelson £5,000. 
In 1887 no fewer than 330 perpetual 
pensions were commuted for a little 
over half a million pounds.

In 1891 the Duke of St. Albans 
commuted his pension, a sinecure as­
signed to his ancestors by James II. 
as Master of the Hawks, for close on 
twenty thousand pounds.

The Early’ of Rodney’s pension was 
granted by George III., and has al­
ready cost the nation well over a 
quarter of a million!

The Power of Kings.
Until quite lately, £2,000 a year 

was paid to the descendants of Signor 
Henry de Nassau d’Auverquerque. 
The Bank of England acquired it re­
cently. It was granted- in 1694 by 
William III., and so little is known 
about it that Sir R. E. Welby, Secre­
tary of the Treasury in 1887, when 
questioned, could only reply that the 
Signor was an adherent of William 
III., and the King had the power to 
grant such pensions.

But older still is the pension that
. .. uq............

was granted by Charles II. to a farm 
er named Richard Penderel. He war 
the identical farmer who hid the Kin, 
from the pursuing soldiers in an oal 
tree. The pension filtered dowi 
through one source and another, gen 
eration after generation, and in 1901 
applications to tfte courts resulted ii 
bolding a little girl as the legal sue 
eessdr of Penderel, and the grantini 
to her of nearly £1 a week.
Ex-Minigterg ore rewarded with pen 

sions according to their salary ant 
number of years of service. The bes 
pension that is to be obtained by ai 
M.B., though, is the one granted whet 
the Speaker retires.

While he is in office he gets £5,001 
a year, and on his retirement he is 
paid £4,000 a year for life, with a sea; 
in the House of Lords.

Viscount Cross, ex-Home Secretary 
has made a good thing out of the ser­
vice. He was Home Secretary fo 
about seven years, and received in al 
£35,000 in salary. When he retiree 
from office he was granted an allow 
ance of £2,000 a year, and up to date 
has drawn another £35,000 from tha> 
source.

Lord George Hamilton is anothei 
who gets £2,000 a year, and man) 
others are paid various smailei 
ampunts. *

£ 30,000 a Year for Judges.
A grateful country, however, re­

wards its servants far more hand­
somely than is generally believed. II 
costs the Government, for example 
about £30,000 a year to pension off 
its judges alone. Last year the an­
nual pension bill for judicial services 
had risen to £43,000 odd.

Mr. Gerald Balfour is not the only 
one who has given up his pension. 
Almost exactly two years ago Sir 
John <3orst, a member of the famous 
Fourth Party, gave up £1,20Q a year.

Admiral Sir Nathaniel Bowden- 
Smith, who retired from the Navy a

few years ago, absolutely refused to 
accept one of tbe vacant petitions of 
some £300 a year. He stated that 
there were others who needed it more 
than he did, and hoped that the Ad­
miralty would see fit to let some fam- 
ous sailor come into his own at an 
earlier period than would otherwise 
have been the case.

The home of the pension hunter, 
though, is undoubtedly the United 
States. The story of the American 
Army pensions reads like a’romance.

There is, to start with, a Pension 
'Bureau with a staff of 2,000. It deals 
with some quarter of a million claims 
for army pensions every year.

It is well over forty years ago since 
the Civil War ended, yet every year 
an average of 14,000 claims come in 
to the Bureau.

Pension Sharks In C. S. A.
The war with Spain is now twelve 

years old. Yet to-day the number of 
those drawing pensions is equçl to 
the number who actually took part 
in the fighting.

People are actually receiving pen­
sions for thy war with Mexico that 
happened sixty-four years ago. There 

-is a class of people in the United 
States known as “pension sharks," 
and owing to their activity the num­
ber of pensioners has risen from 85,- 
986 in 1865 to 946,194 in 1909. A large 
number of these pensioners never 
served in the field, and many have 
no need whatever for a pension. Last 
year the annuel grant for this gigantic 
fraud amounted to £ 40,000,000.

Of curious pensions that have been 
granted a page might easily be filled. 
The French taxpayers, for example, 
are still paying out for a shooting ac­
cident which happened over 150- years 
ago. In 1755, the Dauphin, while out 
partridge shooting, accidentally shot 
one of his suite. He was so seriously 
injured that the King granted a pen­
sion of £240 a year to him and his 
descendants for ever.—P.W.

Wake Up !
Yesterday afternoon the City Coun­

cil had men clearing a cart 
path through the accumulation of 
snow on the part of the Portugal Cove 
Road within the Municipal bounds and 
just above Hayse’s. The men made 
good progress with their work there 
yesterday. This is an example to the 
I-oard of Works, which should set 
about making the thorofarcs between 
St. John's Outports and the city pass­
able. We have heard much of the de­
sire of the Government to encourage 
tile farmer, the fisherman-farmer, and 
the fisherman. Here is an opportun­
ity at hand. Farming and gardening 
operations are already a month be­
hind hand owing to the backward­
ness of the season, and every day's 
work now will tell on the success of 
the growing season. Country roads 
are mainly impassable. Farmers are 
hampered in their operations by this 
blockade of the roads. Necessary 
traffic to and from town is impeded. 
Grazing land is being cut up by traf­
fic which should be on the road. 
Fishermen-farmers and their wives 
who have produce for sale cannot 
get from the near-by outports. In­
dustrious flshcimen who have been in 
the woods cannot get to town to sell 
their billets, etc. Townspeople are 
anxious to buy the products of the 
labour of these men, the men them­
selves want to seif them, and need 
the ready money which the sale would 
give them. These transactions are 
held up and held up by snow accu­
mulations on the country roads. A 
few days of work in making cuttings 
with the aid of the sun and favourable 
winds would clear the roads. The 
Government is responsible for the 
roads. In the case of St. John’s elec­
toral divisions, the Government is 
especially responsible, as th< duty of 
clearing the roads devolves on a Gov­
ernment Department, the Board of 
Works. We call the attention of the 
Government to this matter, and asks 
it to wake up and attend to this cry­
ing need.

Lost Four Fingers.
A painful accident occurreei to a 

man named Solomon Baggs, a work­
man at the Tub Factory, this fore­
noon. The man is a laborer at the 
place and wss working in the yard 
when be was told to get some kindl­
ing wood in the factory to start a 
fire. Going there he began picking 
out pieces of wood from behind' one 
of i the circular saws, which was in 
swift motion, when his right hand was 
suddenly drawn in under the imple­
ment and four fingers were instantly 
cut off. Hie cries of pain drew the 
attention of the men about, and T. 
Hallett, the manager, quickly procur­
ed a waggon and drove him to Dr. 
Mitchell’s surgery, where the muti­
lated member was attended to, after 
which he was driven to the Hospital. 
The man, who is advanced in years, 
bore the pain bravely, and the loss of 
his fingers will be a serious affair 
for him.

“Now or Never/
President Taft’s Declaration.

Special to Evening Telegram.
NEW YORK. To-Day.

Reciprocity with Canada must be 
adopted now or never. It must stand, 
or fall by its own terms, declared 
President Taft in an address last 
night at a banquet of the Associated 
Press. The address was the first bf 
a 'series in a plan to evoke public 
sentiment in support of the policy of 
the proposed Arbitration Treaty with 
Great Britain. The President said : 
"It is moving along with such rapid­
ity as is consistent with the drafting 
of the Agreement for securing for it 
as broad a scope as possible.” He 
referred to Reciprocity with Canada 
as a kindred subject that will indirect­
ly stimulate international peace." The 
President repeated the argument that 
the Treaty would have the effect of 
steadying, prices, rather than reduc­
ing them. He realized that agitation 
had raised opposition to the Agree­
ment. There was one way of clarify­
ing the situation, and that was to 
give the Agreement a trial. If it were 
found then that there was injury to 
the farmers, they possessed sufficient 
control of legislation to bring an end 
to the Agreement, as neither country 
was bound to continue it indefinitely. 
Another conclusive reason for closing 
the contract, said Taft, “is the op­
portunity it gives us of increasing the 
supply of natural resources, which 
with the wastefulness of children, we 
have wantonly exhausted. The tim­
ber resources of Canada which will 
open themselves to us inevitably un­
der file operation of this Agreement, 
are now apparently inexhaustible. 
Under proper modern methods the 
timber resources of Canada may be 
made inexhaustible, and we may de­
rive ample supplies of lumber from 
Canadian resources, to the profit N)f 
Canada and for our benefit. In con­
clusion the President said. “1 have 
said this was a critical time for the 
solution of the question of Recipro­
city. It is critical because unless it 
is now decided favourably for Reci­
procity it is exceedingly probable that 
no such opportunity will ever again 
come to the Stales. The forces, which 
are at work In England and Canada 
to separate her by a Chinese wall and 
make her a part of an Imperial Com­
mercial band, reaching from England 
around the world to England again 
by a system of preferential tariffs, 
will derive an impetus from the re­
jection of this treaty. If we would 
have Reciprocity with all the advan­
tages that 1 have described and that 1 
believe will follow its adoption, we 
must take it now or give it up for 
ever.”

Black Hand Bomb.
Chicago April 20.—A score of per­

sons are injured and a whole row- of 
one and two-story buildings are in 
ruins to-day as a result of the ex­
plosion of a Black Hand bomb short­
ly after midnight at Grand Avenue 
and Green Street. The bomb, which 
was nothing like the cannon-cracker 
affair usually employed by the Black 
Handers, set buildings afire and sent 
hundreds of nearby residents to the 
streets in terror.

There 'are no lakes 
or ponds from which the supply can 
be drawn. The water which a great 
many drink has to pass over foetid 
and disgusting matter of tho worst 
kind. The earth filters this some­
what, but it cannot be denied that the 
present unsanitary conditions open 
up the way to outbreaks of danger­
ous diseases.

Notv, all this can be remedied. The 
Dominion Iron, and Steel Go’s, tene­
ments are supplied with a sanitary 
arrangement which guards against 
the pollution of the water supply.

The company bears the expense of 
carrying this out. XXrhy is not a sim­
ilar arrangement adopted all oxer the 
Island? Mainly because we have no 
form of local government, which 
would see that the health of the peo- \ 
pie be safeguarded.

The people last year unanimously ! 
demanded self-government, and air 
though we were promised that their ] 
demands xx-ould be considered, still ! 
nothing whatever was done in the 
matter.

Something will have to be’ done i 
Soon. There are portions of Bell Is­
land becoming as congested as a city 
and yet these places have not the or­
dinary convenience of the smallest 
ontport.

XVe are a fairly patient people, and 
when the Premier announced in the 
early part of the session that the 
question of self-government was be­
ing considered and that something 
would soon be donp, we were willing 
to ho((l our peace for a while .longer. 
Now that the House is closed, noth­
ing can be done for another y,ear, and 
we are told to "live horse till you get 
grass.” Meanwhile through the gross 
neglect to which we are subjected, 
local conditions hying us nearer and 
nearer to an appalling epidemic of 
typhoid or other disease, and we have 
not the power, nor will the Govern­
ment apparently exert Itself, to pre­
vent such a calamity.—XVabana Drug­
gist.

PARIS, April 28.
The Spanish press generally urges 

the Government to proceed with cau­
tion. Canalejas and his asefoclates in 
the Spanish ministry fipd themselves 
in a difficult position. The army is 
not disposed to go to Morocco. Pub­
lic opinion is opposed to the cost in 
money and lives, without any definite 
advantage to be gained. It is under­
stood. unofficially, that the French 
Government considers that since its 
action is in the interest of all the 
Powers, all will approve, including 
Germany. Nevertheless, the com­
ments of some of the German news­
papers, reprinted here, disturb the 
Frenchmen. Supporters of the Gov­
ernment policy recall that the Fran- 
co-German-Moroccan Agreement of 
1909 gives Germany what are inter­
preted by France to be predominant 
and commercial interests in Moroc­
co, while France retains her domi­
nant political position there.

LONDON, April 27.

Sixty per cent, of the adult work­
ers In Britain receives less than $5.50 
weekly wages, according to statistics 
quoted in the House of Commons^ by 
H. J. Tennant, Under Secretary for 
the Board of Trade, when opposing 
a motion by Will Crooks, the Labour 
member from Woolwich, for a com­
pulsory minimum rate of $7.50. 
Croo.ks’ story of the sufferings of the 
poor was a pitiful one. The House 
was greatly moved. Tenant, with 
evident reluctance, had recouise to 
cold logic.
