The motor boat
is a series of
short-haircd ex-
plosions entirely
surroun d e d
by smell.

The vresult is
that all the con-
versation carried
on aboard a mo-
tor boat while it
is in a state of
erruption is bor-

 Motor boats are built for .the pur-
pose of hitting the high spots in the
briny deep on the Arinciple of the
Swedish pole vault. The speed of one
of these boats depends to a large ex-
tent upon whether the skipper is full
or only half full.

The motive power of a motor
consists of 18-cent gasoline mixed with
ripe profanity, which makes one of
the most stuttering and odorous com-
binations in the annals of any people.

Nothing ever goes wrong with a
mctor boat except when you want to
gct somewhere by water. This is a
dangerous experiment, as the boat is
liable to choke up with suppressed
rage and stand on its hind feet in a
prctesting attitude.

The names of about ten
Rose gave to the District
Becker, he said, was continually
hounding him for more money, telling
him that “the bunch down town isn't
getting enough.”

Inspecting and
Retrospecting.

The Daily News tells us that Pre-
mier Morris and President Reid in-
spected the Trepassey branch yester-
day. The reflections of the Prime
Minister could not have Dbeen happy
Surely the ghost of past speeches and
the gpectres of future difficulties pre-

sented itself to him.

He could hardly have forgotten the
bad bargains he made for the Colony
in changing the rate of payment from
honds to cash. He could not have for-
gotten the assurance that a cash pay-
ment of $15.000 a mile would be about
the same as a bond payment of $15.-
600 a mile. He must know that the
country has been badly hit by the
change. He must know that the
amount realized from the 1910 loan
by no means bears t@uﬁmr. and that
the Colony parted-with about $16.100
in bonds to realize $15,000 cash to pay
for a mile of railway building.

He knows how hard hit he was on
his second loan and that he brought
all the trouble on the Colony himselr]
by changing the style of payvment.

Has he any expectation of clearing
more than 88 cash out of a 100 bond
from this last loan. Does he, realize
that the meaning of this is that the
country will be saddled with the pay-
ment of a $17,000 bond eventually to
get cash to pay for a mile of railway

which was built before on a $15,600
bond?

Moreover, is he not haunted with
his Branch Railway speech delivered |
in February, 1910? In Ih.’tts])(—rrhrhwrvi
is not a word of the railway projects
costing more than $4.000,000. Does he
remember using the words:—

‘In other words, when all these
lines are built. the interest on the
cost, whichi we shall have to pay, will
he $140,000 a vear.”

“I1t may be asked. can this Colony |
afford $140,000 a year for five branch
raflways. . .. /2 Is it worth it?”

“The whole of the branches will
then (meaning 1915) be completed,
and the question must naturally arise,
what will the revenue be in 19157 Will
it be sufficient to meet this interest
charge of $140,000, and pay for all the
other services on their increased
votes ?"

In these extracts it will be observed
that Sir Edward gives the assurance
that when the five branch lines are
completed, to use his express words
again, “the outlay for interest on the
branch railway construction will be
only $140,000 a vear” “‘to meet the cost
of these branch railways.”

Now what are the facts? Two loans
have been floated which in sterling
amount to £1,200,000, carrying inter-
est, outside of manaement, of £42,000
a year, or about $204,000 a year.

The interest on the loans floated

| exceeds already the Premier's estim-
| ate by $64.000 a year. In other words,

on the basis of the loans raised, the
Prime Minister was 45 per cent. out
of his reckoning; and it is evident to
every thinking man that this basis

! is too low, and that a third loan will

eventually have to be raised to pay
for what the Premier assured the
House of Assembly and the country
would be done for $4,000,000.

The Society has increased from year
to year, and the amount of work it is
now able to accomplish is truly mar-
vellous. There are now four Mission
ships belonging to the Institution.
Over and above the supplying of
Spiritual and bodily relief to the fish-
erinen, one of the principal lines of
development of the work is the sup-
plying of wholesome and amusing
literature, papers, magazines, books,
Mission
