There is also a lady who ‘has had
Leonardo da Vinci's great picture of
‘“The Last Sll)lQm"' tattogced . on her
back, the picture being produced with
marvellous fidelity; which reniinds
one that some time ago a woman en-
tered a well-knowh Londén hospital,
and the nurses discovered that the up-
per part of thé right arm was entire-
ly occupied with a pictorial -represen-
tation of “The Rock of Ages,” while
on the lower part of the arm was the
scene of the Crucifixion.

Tattooed Royalty.

Perhaps the most extraordinary tat-
tooing idea ever carried out was that
of a ¢oachman, who, at the time of
the Dreyfus trial, "had his hody and
legs vovered withsno fewer than 120
illustrations of . the "case, including
portraits of the Ileading personages.
Altogether the work occupied nearly
two years, three months being devot-
ed to a picture of the terrible cere-
mony of degradation, when Dreyfus
was stripped of his decorations and
uniform.

It is interesting to note, by the way,
that quite a number of niembers of

tooed designs. The Grand Duke Alex-
is of Russia, for instance, is most
elaborately tattooed; ' likewise his
cousin, the Duke of Saxe-Coburg and

his arm Prince George of Greece ha$
a wonderful representation of a fly-

for a small beetle ' tattooed: on - his
right forearm.

liam J. Morton, son of William Thomas
Green Morton, dentist and physician,
the discoverer of the use of ether as
au anaesthetic. It might be mention-
et in passing that the chief of this
gang of swindlers, Albert Freeman by

name, received a five year sentence et

the same time, He is mentioned here

by reason of the fact that he is well
known in Canada, and was the promo-
tor of one of the producing Porcupine
mines, though it was not in connec-
tion with this property that the pres-
ent charge was laid and the verdict
brought in. The case is not only note-
worthy in view of the distinguished
ancestry of two of the convicted men,
bt goes down in the records as being
as cold blooded an attempt to swindle
the public by the use of lying litera-
ture as was ever perpetrated in the
mining game in Canada and - the
United States (the “mine” being in
Canada the operating office in New
York). Freeman was unquestionably
the brains behind the enterprise, and
the court showed nice diserimination
when he was given a longer term than
were the rest. However, not a great
deal of sympathy will be lost upon any
of them, They richly deserved the
treatment accorded them by the U. S.
Federal Court.

Blackmail by
a Music Journal.

It is to be hoped that the heavy
fine and sentence of imprisonment
imposed on one of the staff of a cer-
tain New York musical journal - will
have a salutary effect in cleaning up
what has been for years one of the
standing disgraces of the publishing
business in the United States. The
manner in which musical publications
prey.upon artists, singers, and piano
manufacturers has been notorious
among those on the inside of musical
affairs for years past. In the case in
question, thé&=agent of the trade sec-
tion of the best known of American
musical journals told a piano firm
that it must “come across” to the
tune of $50,000 in advertising or the
publication - would “put him out of
business.” The methods in this case
were so coarse that it was not diffi-
cult to get a conviction, although two
members of the staff escaped convic-
tion on technicalities and the propri-
etor of the journal is under cover in
Paris. A wealthy piano firm has the
means wherewith to fight black-mail-
ing methods of this kind. The dis-
tinguished singer or pianist on the
other hand, unacquainted with busi-
ness, has for years submitted to such
exactions, rather than submit to the
inevitable “roasting” which would
follow from the correspondents of this
journal in every city in which they
appeared, in case they should fail to
“come across.” During the Festival
held in the Toronto Arena last Octo-

ber a large number of noted singers
began their season's work here; and

the purlieus of that edifice were

haunted by the representatives of
musical journals who had come here
not so much for the sake of the mu-
sic but to exact the annual tribute,
and the sum demanded of the piano
firm alluded to above shows that the
demands of these persons are never
modest.

Seven persons are believed to have
been burned to death and fifteen or |
more injured, through a fire in a
hotel  in Malone, New York State, this
morning.

BISKRA, Algeria, April 17.
Four military aeroplanes, piloted by
Lieuts. Reimbert, Cheutna, Joham
and Benoistu, of the French army, ar-
rived here to-day after a 500 mile trip
over the Sahara desert.  One of the
machines carried Colonel Doutteaux
as a passenger.

CALGARY, April 17.
Alfred Matheson, Clerk in the City
Treasurer’'s Office, is under arrest on
a charge of forging five city cheques,
totalling $965. He received a salary
of $70 a month. He has an invalid
wife and two children. Matheson
was formerly. a member of the famous
Scottish regiment, the Black Watch.

DEADWOOD, South ‘Dakota,

April 17.
A forest fire raging in Custer Coun-
ty is said to be the worst in thie his-
tory of the Black Hills. The fire is
twenty miles long and a mile wide.
Troops of cavalry from Fort Meade
have gone to the scene of the fire
fighting. The town of Buffalo Cap is
said to be in danger.

WASHINGTON, April 17.

Surgeon General Blue is reported to
have asked Dr. Friedmann for further
samples of his serum, so that more
careful analysis could be made. The
doctor is said to have declined, say-
ing that he had already supplied Sur-
geon Anderson, Director of the Hy-
genic Laboratory, and could spare no
more. Surgeon Blue declares the
amount furnished to have been a
mere drop.

RADVILLE, April 17.

Prairie fires, which raged through
the hills, have cut .off Radville, burn-
ing a strip of from 15 to 20 miles wide
and destroying thousands of acres of
pasturage. As a result feed will be
scarce. The fire burned fiercely, and
many stables and granaries, filled
with grain, have been wiped out.
Other districts report men . fighting
the flams for two days and nights.
Sveral farms have been burned out.

BERLIN, April 17.

An unpleasant incident - at Nanecy
continues to occupy the columns of
the newspapers. Foreign Secretary
von Jagow made another statement
in the Relchst.ag, which amounted to
little more than that the French Gov-
ernment were making an inquiry, and
had not yet completed it; that the
Germans concerned had made deposi-
tions before the proper authorities,
and that their sworn statements had
been forwarded to Paris. It is clear
from to-day’s reports that feeling
runs very high, and Baron von Schon
is reported to have said that the Nan-
cy incident dangerously resembles a
gpark in an already explosive atmos-
