night's session of the Civic CommiST 
sion in the absence of Mr. Gosling.

I. G. Sullivan wrote the Board say­
ing that a number of motor cars were 
being driven by persons without a 
license.

Residents of Mundy Pond Road and 
Golf Avenue asked for sewerage con­
nection. Engineer will report.

Mrs. Cotter, King’s Bridge Ro.ad, 
asked for sewerage. Will be consid­
ered.

J. R. Johnson applied for permis­
sion to erect a shed off Prescott St. 
Engineer will inspect premises and 
consult Inspector General and report.

P. J. O'Rielly, Water Street East, 
applied for permission to make re­
pairs to house on Mullock Street. The 
matter was referred to the Engineer.

C. Hutchings submitted plans of 
dwelling house on LeMarchant Road, 
and asked for sewerage.

by large ones.

The Secretary was instructed to 
write Mr. Hunt concerning the rates 
and terms of insurance.

It is now open to 
the public, and horses drive through 
at a rapid rate, making it dangerous 
for pedestrians.

Cable News.
BRUSSELS, Belgium, this a.m. ' 

The German Imperial Railway Ad­
ministration yesterday informed’ the 
management of the Belgian State 
Railways, officially, that all interna­
tional trains in Germany would be 
suspended.

LONDON, July 31.
A run on the Bank of England has 

been started by note holders. The 
London Stock Exchange has been 
closed until further notice. The 
chief reason for this unprecedented 
action was the fact that the system 
of credit had practically broken down 
and it was impossible to carry on 
business in the ordinary way. This 
situation did not arise through over 
speculation, but because bankers 
could not collect margins which had 
been gradually shrinking, while at 
the same time the Continent contin­
ued to pour stocks into London. The 
Exchanges at Liverpool, Manchester. 
Glasgow and Edinburgh are also 
closed.

LISBON, July 31.
The newspapers of the Portuguese 

capital to-day reminded the public 
that the treaty alliance between Por­
tugal and Great Britain requires Por­
tugal to furnish 10,000 troops to Eng­
land when she is at war.

BERLIN, July 31.
The most rigid censorship since the 

present crisis arose was put into ef­
fect to-day. The Government refus­
ed to pass any message dealing with 
the movement of troops or orders to 
the navy.

LONDON, July 31.

\ LONDON, To-day.

King George, to-day, threw his full 
support in the cause of peace. He 
sent an urgent message to the Czar 
of Russia. It is reported in diplomat­
ic circles that the message was an ap­
peal for .the Czar'to stay his hand and 
avert the war catastrophe that threat­
ens. As a member of tlpe Triple En­
tente, England may be able to,-Wield 
an influence that will curb Russia, 
and at the eleventh hour .prevent the 
terrific clash to which all nations 
have been trusting for a week. The 
news that Germany had sent an ulti­
matum to Russia, and had demanded 
from France a statement of her posi­
tion, is believed to have been the 
cause of King George’s action. Pre­
mier Asquith dashed from his home 
to Buckingham Palace, in an automo­
bile at two o’cloc.k this morning, af­
ter receiving the latest reports from 
the Foreign Office. The King had not 
gone to bed, and the Premier was im­
mediately received. The conference 
of the King and Premier, who is also 
Minister of War, was brief. Premier 
Asquith then returned to his home. 
Early to-day an official announcement 
was made that the King had com­
municated with Emperor Nicholas. 
With the threat of martial feet re­
sounding throughout the Continent 
to-day. the shadow of war hung heav­
ily over England as well as the rest 
of Europe. News of an actual de­
claration ot war by Germany was 
expected to come at any moment. 
The only hope lay in King George's 
message to the Czar. Reports in of-, 
ficial, circles were that the English 
Sovereign was also in communication 
with the Kaiser. At dawn messengers 
were despatched by the Premier to all 
members of the Cabinet summoning 
them to an immediate council.

They felt that the decision 
Britain was to be drawn into a gen­
eral European war was hanging in the 
balance. To-day they believe it is a 
probability rather than a possibility. 
There is no mistaking the fact that 
with the exception of a minority of 
peace advocates whose voice is hard­
ly heard and seems to carry Kttie 
weight the Nation's mind is reconciled 
to war. There have been no demon­
strations, no flag waving, no music 
hall patriotism, but there is appar­
ent among all classes a - sober and 
grim determination if Government de­
clares that the National interest arid 
obligations require us to take up arms 
side by side with Russia and France 
to see the business through to the bit­
ter end. The belief of the average 
man is that the existence of the whole 
of Europe as an armed camp nervous 
and jealous could have but one end­
ing. and if the hour for a general set­
tlement has struck there will be no 
flinching. The change that has swept 
over the temper of the country with­
in a week is marvellous. A week ago 
the people were wrapped, up in prize 
fighting, Cowes Regatta gnd vacations 
on continent; to-day tpey,are asking 
only can the British fleet play its part 
in protecting Island in isolation. This 
means in the first instance can it de­
stroy the German Emperor’s Navy. 
They are concerned also as to wheth­
er the food supplies* cant be maintain­
ed and to what extent private for­
tunes will be impaired by the finan­
cial upheaval of war. The mobiliza­
tion of naval forces has been comple­
ted and the army is on a war footing, 
except for the calling out of territori­
ale and the machinery for their mo­
bilization needs only a word to set it 
in motion.

the Nova Scotia Steel Company and 
the Dominion Iron and Steel Com­
pany. Besides the members of the 
Commission His Excellency the Gov­
ernor and Lady Davidson, Sir Edward 
and Lady Morris and several others 
went over. The party motored to 
Portugal Cove and thence by the yacht 
Fife, arriving at the Island at 12.30 
p.m

On their arrival they had the pleas­
ure of watching a large ore freighter 
being loaded at the “Scotia” pier, the 
ore being put on board at the rate of 
5,000 tons per hour.

Ascending the cliff, which is 240 ft. 
high, by way of the skip to the ter­
minus of the track that traverses the 
Island, they had lunch at the “Scotia” 
Staff House, before taking the cars 
for the mouth of the slope.

The surface plant was examined 
with Interest, and was very much ad­
mired. They then descended to the 
submarine workings, those taking the 
trip being Sir J. W. and Lady 
Langerman, Mr. Mrs. and Miss Tat- 
low, Sir George Foster, Donald 
Campbell, Hon. J. R. Sinclair, Hon. 
E. R. Bowring, Tom Garnett and a 
number of St. John's ladies and gen­
tlemen. It was an interesting ex­
perience for most of the party, that of 
being a thousand feet below the sea. 
Sir J. W. S. Langerman, who is much 
interested in South African Diamond 
Mines, and David Campbell, who is 
familiar with the Australian gold 
mines expressed their appreciation of 
the great system of the levels and 
headings and of the immense depos­
its of ore, and spoke in congratula­
tory terms of the arrangements for 
the drilling, loading and hoisting of 
the mineral.

The others of the party proceeded 
to the Dominion Iron and Steel Co.’s 
workings and were later joined by 
Sir J. W. S. Langerman and Mr. 
Campbell. The party witnessed the 
cars being loaded by an immense 
steam shovel, and taken across the 
island to the shipping .pier. After the 
party had inspected the workings they 
proceeded to the Dominion Staff 
House where they were entertained 
by Mr. D. H. McDougall, the Co.’s 
Manager. After supper the members 
of the Commission boarded the yacht 
Fife, and left for Holyrood, where 
they boarded a special train for 
Grand Falls. They were accompan­
ied by Messrs. Cantley and McDoug­
all, Managers of the Nova Scotia and 
Dominion Companies respectively.

The other members of the party, 
including Sir Alfred Bateman, who 
leaves by the Florizel for Halifax, 
took passage by the s.s. Hawk for 
Partugal Cove, where they motored 
to the city. The visitors speak in 
glowing terms of the many courtesies 
extended to them by Messrs. R. A. 
Chambers and C. R. Bown, the local 
managers of the Companies’ interests 
on the Island.

The extra ten cents 
or so is a measure of the efforts of 
banks to retain gold in, their own 
country. Another indication ^of the 
same kind is shown by the way the 
discount rate of the Bank of England 
lias soared. A few days ago it was. 4 
per cent Yesterez y It was 8 per 
cent. To-day it has gone up to 10 per 
cent. Another indication is to be seen 
in the way the insurance rates 
against the risk of war between Bri­
tain and Germany. To-day the quo­
tation is 10 per cent Another re­
markable fact is the closing of the 
Stock Exchange. The Bourses on the 
continent have been dosed for a week. 
Yesterday London, Manchester, Liver­
pool, Edinburgh, New York, Boston, 
Philadelphia were closed. This Is to 
step the dumping of stocks on these 
markets by Germans and others who 
are being compelled by their banks to

realize on securities and meet their 
obligations to the banks. France, too, 
it will he seen is preparing to stock 
food supply by prohibiting the exports 
of grain and taking off the dûtes to 
facilitate the import of grain.. All 
these disturbances have arisen out of 
a mere apprehension of a general 
war, which in England is regarded as 
passing out of the zone of possibility 
into that of probability.

There are, however, hopeful signs 
of peace. One despatch says in conse­
quence of communications between 
King George, the Kaiser and the Czar 
the situation is somewhat modified. 
This is vague but may be interpreted 
favorably from the fact that the Czar 
of Russia and the Emperor of Austria 
have resumed negotiation*, ihc 
statement of the Kaiser to the demon-' 
strators may on the other hand be re­
garded as a last effort to induce Rus­
sia to see “eye to eye” with Austria. 
Although the situation*Is no worse, it 
is still dangerous. Should sanity, how­
ever rule, the situation may be cleared 
up this week-end. It is a crime against 
civilization that all this dislocation of 
trade and finançai embarrassment 
should be brought about by à petty 
quarrel with Servia, not to speak of 
the possibility of the killing of hun­
dreds of thousands of men and the 
destruction of hundreds of millions 
of property and trade. It makes one 
wonder whether the World has gone 
mad.

Yet If Gautemala 
were to turn entirely over as it has 
vainly attempted to do several times 
during Its volcanic and earthquake

. career, coffee would rise largely In 
price and thousands of Italians would 
have to buy street organa for want
of banans to sell.

For this latter reason we should re­
gard Gautemala as a blessing and 
treat it with consideration.

At one time Gautemala also sup­
plied most of the red coloring mat­
ter for the world, it being infested 
with a small red bug called cochi­
neal, which when boiled and used as 
a dye, made beautiful red cloth. 
However, science has substituted 
chemical dyes and the cochineal bug 
now wanders unharmed through Gau­
temala and can only end its life by 
falling into the coffee.

Gautemala is situated in the center 
of South American hoetiities and has 
been jostling Nicaragua, Honduras 
and Salvador for elbow room for al­
most a century. It is as large as the 
state of New York and contains over 
2,000,000 people, a few of whom can 
read. Gautemala has no divorce ques­
tion, this being avoided by cutting out 
marriage to a very great extent.

Most Gautemalans are Indians, 
many of whom work on the large Ger­
man plantations and are perfectly 
free except that they cannot- leave 
until they pay their debts and they 
cannot pay their debts without leav­
ing. Gautemala has a beautiful con­
stitution, modelled on our own, hut 
the nation is like a young lady with 
a complicated automobile. It doesn’t 
know how to work the thing. Gaute­
mala has had almost as many presi­
dents as Mexicô and they have given 
as little satisfaction1. It is the trou­
ble maker of Central America and 
more than once the United States has 
had to rush down there in a gun boat 
and talk things over while holding 
two or more warring republics firmly 
by the ear.

Gautemala „is a hot, moist land, 
profusely decorated with volcanos 
and 13,000-foot mountains In its mid­
dle and with swamps filled with com­
pressed malaria along the seashore. 
It has the most beautiful birds in the 
world and also the most ornamental 
postage stamps. There was once a 
highly civilized Indian government in. 
Gautemala, with great buildngs and 

literature. The country is now 
slowly improving and may some day 
get back to where it was 500 years

Leaning confidenti­
ally toward Marian, he begun unfold­
ing the plot. The alcoholic whiffs of 
the other's breath were so'offensive to’ 
her that she Uptened with cool indif­
férance to what he had to say. Final­
ly, lu an apparent effort to arouse her 
enthusiasm in his idea, he reached 
over and took her hand. She prompt­
ly withdrew hers, tilled with an in­
tense objection to having him touch 
her.

Meadows seeing the by-play, said to 
Shurtleff: "Cut it, old man. You’re in 
wrong. Back up."

Grateful for the curt çomnmnd. 
Marian heard Shurtleff say: "Oh, all 
right,” whereupon he turned to Mrs. 
Walther, and began unfolding the plot 
to her. The other woman agreed to 
write the tale, to which the publisher 
responded, “You’re on.”

Precedence.
The question of precedence is one 

that gives rise to many enquiries. A 
few of the occasions that cause dis­
cussion are church and theatre-going, 
entering and leaving rooms, etc. A 
woman going to church with her hus­
band and boys precedes them up the 
aisle; the boys and her husband fol­
low; she enters the pew first and her 
husband last.

Unrest, Education, and Enlightenment 
(By the Bishop of Kensingtop.)

“The present outbursts of militancy 
are mainly due to the persistent dis­
regard of the claims of womeit. The 
Government have ignored f these 
claims, which are of long growth and 
much bigger than a mqre demand for 
the vote, because they clashed with 
their own objects. The present sit­
uation is entirely the Government’s 
own creation. The constitution has 
condemned militants with drunkards 
and disorderly people, women who 
have done no morel Than men have 
done in the past, .when agitating for 
reforms, and the pfiblic ought not to 
be surprised! timt £n intolerable situa­
tion has been created.

“The unrest-àmong women is world 
wide knowledge, because they have 
not had the justice they are asking 
not only for themselves, but for the 
whole raeK At the present awkward 
time women have been driven to de­
spair because they have not secured 
a fair .bearing, and the unanimous 
refus*! to report any great and im­
portant meeting where real argu- 

! meats for the women’s cause are set 
forth. The great essence of the de- 

. maud for the vote is never given a 
hearing, and those responsible for the 
horrible situation at present with us 
are the Government, the Press, and 
the public—a situation with its out­
bursts of violence which is unpleas­
ant, not to say dangerous.

Sweated Industries. x
“The real motive power behind the 

movement fttie enfranchisement of 
women), which is never allowed to
be heard, is the moral and spiritual
force impelling for righteousness and
purity. The unrest is the result of 
the growth of education and general 
enlightenment during the last fifty 
years when sheltered women have 
come to know facts they were not 
supposed to know. They have been 
confronted with the horrors of the 
White Slave Traffic, the prevalence of 
disease, and the suffering of women 
and' children, and have only just be­
gun to wake up to inquiry. These 
facts have been known' to the lead­
ers of the suffrage movement for 
years. They have been working 
quietly and steadily for many years 
for the weapon which will bring re­
form to the women’s ranks, but have 
been met with indifference and wil­
ful blindness, and have been left to 
despair.

“The suffrage leaders have known 
all that is involved in the economic 
aspect of the women’s question—the 
conditions of the sweated industries 
in the feast End and the West End. 
too. and the lower rates of pay for 
teachers, women clerks, and others, 
for work which demands the same 
skill and qualifications from either 
sex. The housing problem has been 
fully realized by thèse Who are seek­
ing the enfranchisement of women. 
They know how the mothers and chil­
dren dwell in hovels, not homes, and 
when one thinks of the apapthy and 
indifference they are met with when 
expressing an opinion on these con­
ditions, to me it is not surprising that 
their indignation is being expressed 
in a way that we probably all deplore.

The Bitter Cry of the Children.
“One of the greatest causes of the 

present unrest is the bitter cry of the 
children. Mrs. Bramwell Booth, in 
her housing report, says that 316 
girls tfnder sixteen years of age with­
in the last twelve months have' been 
criminally assaulted; in the annual 
report of the National Society for the 
Prevention of Cruelty to Children, it 
is stated that 400 girls have been 
criminally assaulted; and the Church 
Penitentiary Association from ~ 56 of 
Its Rescue Homes reports that 793 
girls under age came under its notice 
within one year. When we know the 
conditions under which the poor live 
do not make for lives of purity and 
chastity', and in the cramped spaces 
self-respect is well-nigh impossible, it 
Is futile to tell women that the mat­
ter is of no urgency, and that they can 
have no voiqe in a question that 
touches the home.

“It has taken a long time to blaze 
the light and to bring the facts to the 

ragon or chervil, knowledge of women. What failed to
Or instead .<*•- thtsrJherry, find expression before is finding It 

now in an unrest among women, and

it is folly to ignore it or treat it as 
madness. The rising flood of moral 
indignation is against tyranny and 
oppression. The women are met with 
a conspiracy of silence and a refusal 
to confront these ugly facts by Parlia­
ment, the Press, and even the Church, 
where there is merely a desire to 
evade an overwhelming plea for jus­
tice to women and children.

“Militancy an Excuse for Delay.”
“The Government and the anti-suf­

fragists are always eager to clutch at 
any straw, and the present straw of 
militancy is an excuse for the delay 
of a matter of vital importance to the 
community. You cannot control the 
great water floods, you may make 
underground sewers or drains; but 
what happened in Paris may one day 
happen here on a big scale. The 
flood of moral indignation has been 
suppressed and pent up, and by refus­
al to give it free outflow you may find 
yourself one day standing on the edge 
of a chasm yawning beneath your feet 
reedy to engulf the fair structures 
reared by a civilization which in its 
blindness refuses to take into account 
the moral and spiritual forces which 
have been at work.

“To ‘reat unrest in a righteous 
cause as crime, and give weightier 
sentences than those meted out to 
criminal assaulters and the White 
Slave traffickers, and to refuse to 
consider the justice of a plea put for­
ward by highly educateed, peace- 
loving, law-abiding women, is the 
surest way to direct energy into 
channels' which may endanger the 
whole fabric of society. To talk about
women being filled with political am­
bition only shows ignorance of the 
subject. The vote is the ruling pow-

of a democratic State, and to re­
fuse it to women, or even to listen to 
them demanding it, is glaring hypoc­
risy.”—Graphic.

Useful Things
Worth Knowing.

It is possible to keep lemons almost 
indefinitely in all weathers by put­
ting them in a jar of water with a 
lid. One must change the water once 
a week if the lemons are to be kept 
longer. But one will find them as 
firm and juicy as when fresh.

If table linen is stained >vith fruit 
the stains can be removed by stretch­
ing the piece of linen across a basin 
and pouring boiling water from the 
kettle, in a thin, steady stream di­
rectly on the spot. Then wring out 
the piece of linen and pour water on 
the reverse side.

To freshen a broom that has com­
menced to shoiy signs of wear one has 
only to soak ihe broom regularly in 
hot suds and put it in the tun to dry, 
and it will be found to have gained 
new life and elasticity.

Great difficulty is often experienced, 
when trying to remove glass stoppers, 
but this method will help to loosen 
them. Pour a little olive oil or gly­
cerine round the stopper and. let it 
stand for an hour or so. The oil will 
work round the stopper and it should 
be easily removed.

To waterproof boots, melt together 
two parts of beeswax with one part of 
mutton fat, and apply to the leather 
at night; the boots should then be 
wiped next morning with a flannel. 
When blacked the boots will not pol­
ish so well at first, but after the black­
ing has been used several times they 
will polish brilliantly.

White stains made on a mahogany 
table by hot dishes may be removed 
by rubbing in oil and afterward pour­
ing spirits of wine on the spot and 
rubbing dry with a soft cloth.

Nails used in bathrooms and kitch­
ens on which damp cloths and towels 
may be hung should be painted with 
enamel, so that they do not leave rusty 
marks.

Washing soda will remove the most 
obstinate mud stains. Rub off with a 
cloth or flannel dipped in the soda, 
then pres» well on the wrong side of 
the material with a warm iron.

To soften boots and shoes rub cas­
tor oil thoroughly Into the leather. 
This will renew the elasticity and life 
of the leather. Any ordinary oil will 
answer the purpose, but castor oil is 
the best.

When the House of 
Commons Laughs.

“Let me write the songs of the peo­
ple. and I don’t care who makes their 
laws,” is a frequently quoted aphor-. 
ism. It may be paraphrased in a form 
truthfully applicable to the House of 
Commons, writes Sir Henry W. Lutey 
( Toby, M.P.) in describing the humor 
of the British House of Commons. 
“Let us make the House laugh, and I 
don’t care who convinces it by argu­
ment.” r

This yearning after t’.ie lighter side 
of things is natural and irresistible. 
Having sat for eight or ten hours 
listening to a succession of speakers 
hammering away at a technical or 
otherwise tiresome topic, there is 
great refreshment in a burst of laugh­
ter. From period to period following 
on a series of general -elections, the 
House of Commons necessarily varies 
in individuality of character and con­
sequently in general tone and aspect. 
But it never loses its thirst for 
amusement.. It is so grateful for any 
contribution to its amusement that it 
is not particular as to the delicacy 
of the humor or the poignancy of the 
wit.

A Minister who, expounding a bill, 
has furtively supplied himself with a 
tumbler of slightly , colored water, 
and, enforcing his argument, with 
sweeping gesture upsets the tumbler, 
is almost sure to get his bill read a 
second time without a division.

A private member who. concluding 
his speech, sits down on his hat, in­
cautiously placed on the bench be­
hind him, is a prime factor for the 
rest of the evening.

This particular development of un­
conscious humor is likely to pall by 
frequency of repetition. Last session 
it gained an effective accessory. A 
member, speaking, from behind the 
Treasury bench, resuming his seat, 
at the close of a speech, crashed down 
on the hat of his neighbor. It is good 
form in these circumstances for the 
victim to betray no annoyance. He 
should absolutely ignore the incident, 
■'.ffecting to regard it as part of or­
dinary Parliamentary proceedings.

In this case it happened that the 
owner of the outraged hat followed 
its assailant in debate. Taking up 
‘he wreck, straightening it out with 
the air of being quite accustomed

find it in this plight, he commeii

his speech with the familiar remark: 
“The honorable member who has just
sat down—”

“On your hat,” said another mem­
ber, completing the sentence.

Time was when the Irish members 
supplied both with rich generosity. 
They flooded the House of Commons 
with rich and rare individuality of 
the kind heretofore familiar to the 
Saxon chiefly in the novels of Lever 
and Lover. That type has disappear­
ed from the present House. The only 
Irish member who to-dày habitually 
rises to flights of humor is Mr. Tim 
Healy, and his style is severely sar­
donic. For the rest, the modern Irish 
member is as prosy as he is fluent, 
his harangues being unlit by heaven­
sent flashes of wit or humor.

Amid many other distinct types I 
recall a serious-mannered Irish mem­
ber named Blake, whose memory is 
kept green by a brief correspondence 
he read to a delighted House. It was 
casually introduced in a speech de­
livered in debate on an Irish Sunday

Closing Bill. Mr. Blake, taking the 
House into friendly confidence, in­
formed it that he had an uncle who 
regularly took six tumblers of whis­
key toddy per day. After much con­
sideration he felt it his duty to write 
and remonstrate with his erring rela­
tive. The lett# ran thus:

“My dear Uncle : I write to say 
how pleased I should be if you could 
see your1-way to giving up your six 
glasses of whiskey a day I am sure 
you would find many- advantages in 
doing so, the greatest of which would 
be that as I am persuaded it would be 
the means of lengthening your days.”

The uncle replied :
“My dear Nephew : I am much 

obliged to you for your dutiful letter.
I was so struck by what you said, in 
particular by yctiir kind wish to 
lengthen my days, that last Friday I 
gave up the whiskey. I believe you’re 
right, my boy, as to my days being 
lengthened, for bedad, it was the. 
longest day I ever remember.”

Another hero of old coercion days 
was an Irish member named Pyne. 
The l^and League and the Irish Office 
were at the time at giips, the former 
having promulgated their historic 
edict forbidding the payment of rent. 
Mr. Pyne one night told the House 
not less delighted on the Unionist side 
than among the Home Rulers, how he 
got over the difficulty.

“I cannot,” he said, “express my 
views on the subject, for Mr. Balfour 
then Chief Secretary) says they are 
illegal. But I’ll tell what I’ll do. 
l’l show you what time of the day it 
is.”

And holding out his watch, the per­
turbed tenant read upon it the admon­
itory legend.

Removing Stains.
If an ink stain gets on your frock, 

remove it at once with salts of lemon, 
if the color will not run.

If milk is spilt over it, wash at once 
with soap and water.

If candle or other grease falls on 
it, take out with an iron and blotting 
pad, French chalk or benzine.

If it is rain-spotted, iron on the 
wrong side with a piece of muslin be­
tween the cloth and the iron.

If mud-stained, wait till it is dry, 
then brush off lightly and sponge the 
marks afterward.

If paint falls on the cloth, remove it 
with turpentine. Coal tar is removed 
with butter and tea stains with plain 
water.

Coffee stain, even with cream in it, 
can be removed from the most deli­
cate silk or woollen fabrics by brush­
ing the spots with pure glycerine. 
They should be rinsed in lukewarm 
water and pressed on the wrong side 
until quite dry. The glycerine ab­
sorbs both coloring matter and grease.

War Expenditure.
Russia’s weekly expenditure to­

wards the close of the war with Japan 
was £1,097,250. Our own war in 
South Africa, the bill for which to­
talled the huge sum of £211,948,000, 
■worked out at £ 1,500,000 Jl week. The
total cost of the Crimean War was 
about £213,000,000, America’s suc­
cessful struggle for independence cost
the Mother Country £121,000,000, or 
'just under £1,600,000 a week. France, 
however, has had to foot the heaviest 
weekly war bill on record, the total 
cost of her terrible conflict with Ger­
many being £316,000,000, or over 
£7,000,000 a week.

Kitchen Comfort.
Rugs are needed in the kitchen or 

wherever much standing is done, as in 
front if the sink and the range or be­
side the table. They prevent linoleum 
or oilcloth from becoming worn in one 
or two spots, they are sometimes need­
ed for warmth and they are always 
needed to spare the feet and back of 
the person who does the kitchen work.
