!he Greek Gift
of Benevolence.

THE CRISIS IN GREECE.
- The despatches of last 
^ night are mainly about 

pç/.sfg Greece, as to whose atti- 
tude much concern is 

1 felt. Newfoundland is
particularly interested in her as a 
purchaser of our staple, to whose 
market a number of cargoes have 
been sent which has not yet reached 
their destination, and which are be­
ing held at Gibraltar. The Greek 
Premier’s telegram to the French 
Foreign Office will tend to allay any 
fe ir of hostility breaking out between 
the Entente Allies and Greece on the 
ground of the use of Saloniki as a 
base for the despatch of French and 
British troops to the aid of Serbia, for 
he states that the new cabinet ac­
cepts as its own the declarations of 
former Premier Zaimis, regarding the 
friendly attitude of the royal govern­
ment as to the allied troops at Sal­
oniki. Zaimis is the Premier who 
was defeated by Venizelos a week or 
so ago. He succeeded x Venizelos when 
the latter was dismissed by King Con­
stantine for endeavouring to carry 
out Greek treaty obligations to go 
to the aid of Serbia, when Bulgaria 
attacked her. This declaration of 
Premier Skouloudes is satisfactory in 
this respect, for Sir Edward Grey yes­
terday in the House of Commons made 
it clear that the movements of troops 
at Saloniki and from that point were 
dependent upon the consent of Greece. 
He also stated that the original land­
ing had been made to aid her in 
carrying out her obligation to aid Ser­
bia. The unsatisfactory nature of the 
declaration of the Greek Premier is 
in the re-affirmation of the firm re­
solution to continue neutral. This 
intention is backed up by another 
statement attributed to him of a like­
lihood of the Chamber of Deputies be­
ing dissolved. The Chamber of De­
puties has been in existence but a 
few weeks. The object of the dis­
solution is to gain time during which 
the Ministry can continue its policy 
of standing pat, without the embar­
rassment of a hostile majority in the 
Chamber of Deputies. The same game 
was played by the Court last spring. 
Venizelos was favourable to interven­
tion on the side of the Entente. King 
Constantine, influenced by his wife, 
the Kaiser’s sister, was opposed to it. 
Venizelos was forced to retire. All 
kinds of devices were used in the way 
of delay. Eventually an appeal to 
the country was made and Venizelos 
was upheld by the country, and came 
back to power, to be dismissed again 
by the Germanophole King when he 
tried to carry out the treaty obliga­
tions of Greece to Serbia. Now, there 
is every appearance of a repetition of 
the game at a more critical time and 
under such circumstances as leads to 
the suspicion that it is the hope of 
the Greek court that Germany’s aim 
aq regards Bulgaria and Turkey may

be accomplished before a new Greek 
Chamber of Deputies can be called 
together and that then the .proposi­
tion may be put to them that. Greek 
interests call for acquiescence. This 
gift of benevolence after the hostile 
scrapping of a treaty recalls the gift 
of the Greek horse to the Trojans 
and the classic caution : “I fear the 
Greeks bearing gifts.”

EXPORT OF FISH TO GREECE 
FORBIDDEN.

Since writing the above we find that 
Great Britain is taking a firin stand 
with the Greek Government and is 
forbidding the exportation to Greece 
of— ■

“Fish of all kinds, whether cured, 
salted or fresh.

“Any articles* which could be uti­
lized for warlike purposes, or to serve 
to build up national stock of sup­
plies.”

A Profclamation to this .effect is also 
published in the Royal Gazette, and 
has already had an adverse effect on 
the prices of Labrador “slop.”

Greece has taken about 20,000 qtls. 
of the 70,000 she usually takes. Quite 
a number of cargoes have been de­
tained at Gibraltar by the authori­
ties.

SCHOONER WRECKED.—CBE W ES- 
CAPED TO ROCK.—TWO OF THE 
THREE PERISHED FROM EX- 
POSURE.
The folowing message was received 

by the Attorney-General, Hon. R. A. 
Squires, from Magistrate - McGrath, of 
Oderin, telling of a wreck of a schr. 
and the death from exposure of two 
of the crew: —

“The schooner Madonna, Placentia, 
with Robert Sparrow, James Darmody 
aii,d Michael Darmody the crew, 
bound from St John’s to St. Bride’s, 
with general cargo, struck on Jude 
Island, on Saturday evening and be­
came a total wreck. The crew reach­
ed a rock known a s' Little-Gull-Rock,

but two succumbed from the expo­
sure, the rock being sea-swept with 
high winds and heavy seas. James 
Darmody died on Sunday evening, 
Robert Sparrow on Monday morning. 
Mike Darmody was rescued Tuesday 
evening at three- o’clock by John 
Pomeroy of Merasheen, who was 
passing West, and landed here. The 
distance from Oderin is l^ss than two 
miles but the fog obscured the local­
ity and stormy weather prevented 
boats being on the fishing grounds. 
Mike Darmody who is recovering 
from the ill effects of his trying ex­
perience is well cared for and will be 
sent to his home by the Argyle. 
Great sympathy is felt for relatives 
of the unfortunte men.”

MAN KILLED 
IN EAST END.

Edward Brookings the Victim.
Another fatal accident, the second 

heard of in the East End of the city 
within the past week, occurred this 
morning when Edward Brookings, 
aged 48 years, was accidentally killed 
,at Harvey & Company’s Butterine 
Factory. The workman was Em­
ployed as a general helper around the 
premises. Usually he was engaged 
out of doors rolling in material when 
wanted, but owing to the down-pour 
of rain this morning was engaged in 
the storing-room on the front of the 
factory, and in company with a work­
man named Noseworthy, was hoisting 
barrels of oleo oil to a flat over head. 
Noseworthy was driving the winch 
used for hoisting, and Brookings was 
hooking on the packages, which were 
held with canhooks. About 8 o’clock 
Mr. A. G. Williams, Manager of the 
factory, passed along and advised 
Brookings not to stand under while 
the package was in the air. He re­
plied that it was all right, meaning 
that he would take the advice. Short­
ly after Mr. Williams was in another 
section of the factory when he heard 
that the man whom he had left but a 
short while before had met his 
death.

KILLED INSTANTLY.
Noseworthy, who was driving the 

winch was the only eye-witness. It 
appears that in some unaccountable 
manner the grips or canhooks re­
leased their holds off the chimes of 
the barrel or tierce of oleo. The 
package, which weights approximate­

ly 550 pounds, fell 25 feet with great 
force, striking right on the head of 
Brooking who was unfortunately 
standing underneath. The poor fel­
low was picked up in a heap with the 
life crushed out of him. His fore­
head, which the barrel struck, was 
badly battered. Dr. Roberts, who 
was summoned, responded quickly, 
and on examination found that the 
man’s skull was broken, and life was 
extinct, and that death was instan­
taneous. Rev. Mr. Whitemarsh was 
the next who hurried to the scene. 
Upon him developed the sad duty of 
breaking the terrible news to the 
grief-stricken family. Undertaker 
Carnell took charge of the corpse to 
prepare it for burial.

SAD CIRCUMSTANCE.
Deceased is survived by a widow 

and three children. Mrs. Brookings 
herself is in failing health, and only 
a few months ago buried her eldest 
daughter as a result of consumption. 
Only a few years ago Mrs. Brookings 
brother, a Mr. Button had the life 
crushed out of him in St. John’s dur­
ing a storm in the harbor. For 
these reasons the deepest sympathy 
of the community will go out to the 
family in their bereavement-

AMERICANS ABOARD.
LONDON, To-Day.

A despatch to Lloyds from Bizerta 
states that some Americans are said 
to have been on board the Ancona.

While an outbound special freight 
train made up of' an engine and ten 
cars including one passenger car, 
was nearing Mount Pearl this morn­
ing, the last six cars of the train 
broke from the couplings and in run­
ning backwards two of the cars left 
the track and went over the embank­
ment near Bowriug Park, the remain­
ing four being brought to a standstill 
about half a mile east of Waterford 
Bridge. Fortunately no person was 
injured. The special train left here 
at 7.30 this morning in charge of 
Brakesman O’Rielly, acting conduct­
or, and driver Jeans. The accident 
occurred at about 8 a.m. The con­
ductor was on one of the six cars that 
broke loose and was fortunate to es­
cape without injuhy. The two cars 
that ran off rolled completely over 
the embankment and were smashed to 
pieces. The pasenger car which was 
attached to the train was only a ca­
boose used by the train hands to cook 
their meals on the way across coun­
try. As a result of the accident the 
regular outward morning train was 
delayed and did not leave the station 
until 9.15 a.m. While we are not in 
a position to state whether the acci­
dent was the result of defefctive coup­
ling, or other cause, we think that in 
justice to the travelling public a rig­
id investigation should be made, as a 
similar accident might happen a mix­
ed train with most disastrous conse­
quences. In this respect the report 
of the Government Engineer will be 
awaited with interest.

THE NEW' FRENCH. GUN.
PARIS, To-Day.

The great French advance, which is 
clear to the German invaders out of 
Belgium and France, will be pressed 
home just as soon as the army is suf­
ficiently equipped with the new gun 
about which there has been so much 
talk of late in military circles. It is 
understood nearly the number re­
quired are now in readiness. When 
these big guns are brought to the front 
they are expected to make short work 
of German trenches. Special interest 
in the character of these guns, which 
has not yet been officially disclosed, 
was aroused by the announcement 
made here regarding the driving pro­
jectile which is said to have done so 
much towards clearing the seas of 
German submarines. It is understood 
similar apparatus has been adopted 
and attached to projectiles used by 
the new large guns. They will be 
used against German trenches, and 
instead of the difficult task of turning 
soldiers out of these retreats it is ex­
pected that the French will dispose 
of the invaders by burying large bod­
ies of them in' their own trenches.

A decree ordering the demobiliza­
tion of the Greek army soon will be 
issued, according to an Athens de­
spatch to the Giornale D’ltalia, which 
says only 50,000 men will be kept un­
der arms.

Speeches by French Ambassador and 
Mr. Arthur Balfour.

LONDON, To-day.
At the annual banquet of the Lord 

Mayor of London, celebrated in the 
Guild Hall last night, Sir Charles 
Wakefield having been inaugurated 
during the course of the day, all city 
officials and many members of the 
Government and diplomatic repre­
sentatives attended. The only dif­
ference between the function to-night 
and those of other years was the ob­
served curtailment of the customary 
sumptuous menu for one more ap­
propriate to war economy and the 
presence of many guests in military 
uniform. Asquith, wife and daughter 
were cheered when they entered the 
hall. Cheers were given for the Ser­
bian Minister and for the representa­
tives of the Allies notably the French 
and Italian Ambassadors, the Russian 
Grand Duke Michael. The High Com­
missioner of New Zealand, Hon. Wm. 
Thomas McKenzie, brought his son 
who was blinded while serving in the 
Dardanelles: The. young soldier was 
given an ovation. Earl Derby, Direc- 
tor of Recruiting, was warmly re­
ceived as was the Belgian Minister. 
When the toast to the King was giv­
en the assembly rose and sang the 
National Anthem. This was never 
done before. Sir John Simon, Secre­
tary for.Home Affairs, responding to 
“Our Allies,” said the alliance would 
become stronger with the duration of 
the war. Paul Cambon, French Am­
bassador, said although the number 
of our enemies may have increased 
since last year, the number of our 
friends have been augmented. I am 
happy to see to-day our Italian col­
leagues. Describing the war, he 
said, on one side the tranquil cour­
age, faith, an ideal justice will em­
ploy only legitimate means of de­
fence; on the other a forgetfulness of 
alt principles of humanity, the de- 
struction of an open town, taking of 
innocent lives, a sort of perverse joy 
in the accomplishment of evil and a 
plan pursued with childish disregard 
of scruple to dominate the world by- 
terror. He made, reference to the 
execution of Miss Edith Cavell, say- 

quite recently we saw a German 
military tribunal sentence a noble 
woman to death for a crime of gen­
erosity, and a German officer indulge 
in the pleasure, though not compelled 
to do so, of executing sentence him­
self by murdering this defenceless 
victim. The Ambassador concluded : 
When the hour strikes for the enemy 
to realize that all his schemes for 
world domination have broken down, 
we shall see him a prey to moral de­
pression, which will make him fall 
suddenly from the height of his 
dream. Balfour, replying for the 
Army and Navy, said the French Am­
bassador in a speech burning with 
scathing eloquence, had told them 
what were the moral objects for 
which the Allies were fighting. He 
had to deal with means and weapons 

which the great ends were to be 
attained. The whole strategy of the 
Allies said the First Lord, was bas­
ed on the Allied fleets. Never was 
there war in which dominant inci­
dents connected with the Allied 
fleets were more essential than land 
forces. Their fortunes would have 
been very different from what they 
were -going to be had it not been for 
the fact that the Allies from the first 
moment took command of the seas. 
Dealing with the armies, he said, to 
praise the armies which Lord Kitch­
ener’s genius had raised from the 
country was superfluous. What they 
had done was but a small earnest of 
what they would do. He declined to 
appear in the character of a prophet, 
but wished to point out one or two 
facts on which prophecies might be 
based.

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PROFITS.

Profits are what the storekeeper 

has after he has paid his bills and you 
have settled his account.

If it wasn’t for profits, the store­
keeper could not live.. This would 
cause the factories to close down, 
banks fail, and jobs would become 
as scarce as noble, high-minded burg­
lars. Thus, it seems that it is pro­
fits after all that makes the world 
go ’round. .

But the trouble is that some peo­
ple seem determined to make the 
world exceed the speed limit.

There are three kinds of profits: 
fair profits, big profits and trust 
profits. There are also net profits 
and gross profits. The English call 
gross profits “takings.” For a na­
tion, which doesn’t know a monopoly 
when it sees it, this is a remarkably 
clever definition.

Profits vary greatly in various lines 
of business. You can buy a pound of 
silver for $8, but if a solemn man 
with long hair takes that silver, and 
hammers it for two days, he can 
make it into a tea tray full of sub­
lime dents, and sell it for $175. That 
is what comes of mixing profits with 
brains. 1

On the other hand, the hardware 
man will sell you a small iron bolt for 
5 cents, and will make 4 cents profit 
on it. But the automobile repair man 
will charge you 75 cents for the same 
bolt, and $3.25 for putting it in place, 
and a quarter for the wear and tear 
on his wrench and overalls.

That is what comes of mixing pro­
fits with gall.

Occasionally, a man gets all of 
something that there is. In that

case, what he makes isn’t profit. It 
is swag.

Some men are better at making 
profits than others. The farmers are 
getting rich selling hogs at 9 cents 
a pound,, while the packers claim they 
are getting poor selling pork at 25 
cents a pound. Some presidents get 
$50,000 a year for their services, and 
die poor, while some aldermen get $1 
a meeting and amass vast fortunes.

Large profits are pleasant, but dan­
gerous. They cause financial con­
gestion, which has to be relieved by 
long applications of society, auto­
mobiles, gay sons, private yachts and 
ticker tapes. On the other hand, 
small profits are usualy only light 
lunches for some other fellow’s big 
profits.

Take it all around, profits are a 
worry which only cease after we 
have died and the undertaker has 
made a 265 per cent, profit by mixing 
it with grief.

The great trouble with this coun­
try is the fact that there are too 
many profits without honor in it.

War’s Tragic Toll.
A tragic story of the war’s extra­

ordinary toll on a Lancashire family 
is reported from Ormskirk. In the 
Military Hospital there is Driver Wm. 
Clarke, who was wounded at the Dar­
danelles. He is one of nine brothers, 
all soldiers in the East Lancashire 
Regiment, of whom -six have been 
killed in action—four in France, two 
at the Dardanelles.

Belgrade Deserted
BY ALL FIT TO FIGHT.

London, Nov. 1.—The Budapest cor­
respondent of the Morning Post sends 
a description of the City of Belgrade 
written by Margarete Veszi, a Hun­
garian correspondent,. who says the 
city is practically deserted, only a few 
women and children being left. “The 
younger women have left with the 
men . and are fighting with them,” the 
stony says.

The city was badly battered, the 
outskirts of the town being demol­
ished. Sentries were stationed before 
the shops to prevent looting. Many 
Serb soldiers were found hiding in 
the ruins, having been left behind in 
the retreat and watching for a chance 
to rejoin their comrades.

“Two soldiers are escorting a 
strange prisoner,” the article says 
“She’s an old woman at least, seventy 
years old. With her hands securely 
tied. One of the men tells me she 
climbed a telegraph pole as cleverly 
as a cat and cut the wires before they 
had time to fire at her.

~ “She was murmuring as they pass­
ed me, “I don’t mitid if the shoot me, 
I am old enough to die.”
