THE STATE ARMED NEUTRALITY.
NEW YORK, Feb. 23.
A News Agency despatch from Lon-
lon to-day says England is trying to
figure out what armed neutrality by
the States might mean. The lack of
any overt act by Germany since the
breaking of diplomatic relations with
the United States and tlfe imminence
of the closfng of the congressional
session led to-day to a vast amount
of speculation on the = possibility of !

having broken with Germany, but not
have actually joined with the Allies in
the declaration of war against Ger-
many. A considerable group here bc-
lieves the United States will adopt a
benevolent as well as an armed neu-
trality; that the benevolent neutrality
will be manifest in increasing the
amount of supplies to the Allies and
the greater co-operation in financial
arrangements. The failure to receive
American mail regularly is seriously
interfering with the business of Brit-
ish concerns having agencies in the
United States, as well as ordinary
business correspondence.

ON THE WESTERN FRONT.

LONDON, Feb. 23.

A war office communication receiv-
ed this evening reads: We improved
our position during the day north of
Gueudecourt, on the Somme, where
we captured a portion of hostile
trench, over thirty prisoners and a
trench mortar. We also gained some
ground south of Petit Minaumont,
south of the Ancre, where we occu-
pied an enemy post. A successful
raid was carried out yesterday even-
ing by our troops southeast of Souch-
ez. A number of the enemy were
killed, and dugouts destroyed. At
dawn this morning hostile raids were
repulsed south of Armentieres and in
the neighborhood of Ploegstaert wood.
A small number of the enemy who
succeeded in reaching our trenches
were killed or taken prisoners. The
enemy’s artillery was more active
than usual in the neighborhood of the
Somme, south of Arras. We carried
out an effective bombardment of the
enemy’s trenches south of Ypres.

THE TONNAGE SHORTAGE.
LONDON, Feb. 23.

Premier Lloyd George said in his
speech in the House of Commons to-
lay, that the success of the Allies de-
pended on the ability to solve the ton-
nage shortage which was now affect-
ing the ordinary needs of the nation
and the military exigencies. The sit-
he declared, called for the
gravest measures. The Premier said
there was no sure to victory
without hunting submarines from the
deep. Enormous sacrifices were ne-
cessary from the British public, said
the Premier. He stated that the Gov-
ernment proposed to dispense with all
non-essential importations to save
tonnage.

WON’T SINK U. S. SHIPS.
LONDON, Feb. 23,

York Evening Sun pub-
lishes the following: It is confidently
in official circles that the
President will go before a joint ses-
sion of Congress to-morrow or possi-
bly Monday with a request for au-
thority to take the mnecessary meas-
ures for protecting the rights of Am-
ericans on the seas. The President
also is expected to announce a break
with -Austria-Hungary at the same
time as it is understood he is_con-
vinced Vienna will break with Berlin
in the matter of the ruthless submar-
ine warfare. Although no statement
has been made there is no doubt the
administration is paving the way for
public opinion to grasp the gravity of
the situation and is therefore laying
the foundation for hostilities which
must come uniess Germany should re-
verse her decision on undersea war-

fare which is extremely unlikely.

AGAIN ATTACKED.

LONDON, Feb.
At a meeting of the German Agri-
cultural League, says a correspond-
ent at Rotterdam of the London Even-
ing News, Dr. Wild Gruhe, Conserva-
tive member in the Reichstag, said
now that Gerard has closed his es-
pionage office the German people will
breathe freely and will be relieved
of an intolerable nightmare, provided
he does not return before peace is de-
clared.

{ and table waters will also be prohib-
ited, while the amount of India tea
which may be brought in is reduced.
Canned salmon will be reduced 50
per cent. The reduction in foodstuffs
alone is expected to telease 900,000
tons of shipping yearly. The importa-
tion of paper must be curtailed. In
announcing this decision the Premier
| said the Government had arrived at
the conclusion that a very substantial
reduction was necessary and that the
amount would be cut to half of what
is now allowed.

IN MESOPOTAMIA,

LONDON, Feb. 23.
British forces operating against the
Turks on the Tigris region in Meso-
potamia, catpured two lines of trench-
es near Sannaiyat, according to an
official statement issued this evening.
The statement says: Since clearing
the Dahra bend of the Tigris, all our
efforts have been concentrated upon
the taking of the Sannaiyat position.
On the left bank of the Tigris there
has been a systematic bombardment
daily since the 17th, when our attack
failed. All preparations were made
for a new effort, and this attack was
launched Thursday. Two lines of
trenches at the south end of the posi-
tion were secured and consilidated.
Fighting is still progressing. A heavy
rain caused the Tigris to rise and
flood the level, hindering operations
and making supply of troops to the
left bank a matter of difficulty.
FRENCH STEAMER SUNK.
PARIS, Feb. 23.
The French steamer Athos, carry-
ing Senegalese troops and colonial
laborers, has been torpedoed in the
Mediterranean Sea. The torpedoing
occurred despite the fact that the
Athos was escorted by the French
torpedo boat destroyers Mameluk and
Enseigne Henry, which aided by a
gunboat, saved 1,450 persons from the
steamer.
VESSELS SUNK.
PARIS, Feb. 23.
An official list of ships sunk be-
tween Feb. 20 and 22, was issued to-
day. It contains the following names:
Doraovre, Norwegian, 2,760 tons; Ape,
British; 464 tons; San Michele, Italian
barque, 583 tons; Giovanni, Italian
brigantine, 105 tons; Adeliana, prob-
ably an Italian sz}ih’ng vessel, 528
tons; Dutch steamer Amban, 3,598
tons; possibly she is not sunk and
may have been taken in tow, says the
statement.

EXPLOSIVES FOUND IN HOTEL.

AMSTERDAM, Feb. 23.

The Nieus Vans Den Dag  says a
plot against the British Consulate at
Froningen, 92 miles northeast of Am-
sterdam, has been discovered. A box
of explosives to which fuses were at-
tached, the paper adds, were found in
a hotel where the Consulate was hous-
ed. The newspaper reports five ar-
rests were made.

An Exchange Telegraph despatch
from Rotterdam says the persons who
were arresed in connection with the
alleged plot against the British Con-
culate, at Froningen, have admitted
they tried several times to blow up
the Consulate, for which they had re-
ceived 2,000 florins.

We need only draw the

attention of our readers

awaken the generous response which
they have never failed to give when
their help has been asked to such a
cause. Among the innumerable hero-
ic figures of the war that of Edith
Cavell stands brighfly conspicuous;
there are none whose fate has aroused
more feeling throughout the Empire
whose daughter she was. Newfound-
land has now an opportunity to pay
that tribute to her memory which she
would most have desired. But that
is not all, for the fund proposed to
be raised is to be devoted to another
object which we in this country have
clcsely at ‘heart. The appeal is on
behalf of the sisters of her noble pro-
fession, for whom few are ever made
though none deserve them more.
Newfoundland has sent many nurses,
in whom it has good reason to have
pride, while it has given pre-eminent
assistance and encouragement to
their work and kindred labours. They
are the object of the movement, their
comfort, care and protection. That
should be enough. It is slighting the
known generosity of Newfoundland-
ers in this direction to think it neces-
sary to say more. We shall be glad
to acknowledge in our columns all
subscriptions to the fund of one dol-
lar and upwards, and to receive any
that may be sent, though we would
suggest that the work would be great-
ly facilitated if they could be sent
direct to the proper officers.

Britain’s Way.

If we in Newfoundland

do not rise to the height

of national effort de-

manded of us—and we

have to do some rising
vet to reach it——we cannot excuse
ourselves by want of an example to
show us the way. The tight little
island we call “home” furnishes one
at least, which we would do well to
study carefully as the first step to-
wards imitation. The British Prime
Minister yesterday announced the im-
position of measures which will in-
crease the already great sacrifices of
the nation to an unbelievable extent,
but which we know will be accepted
with the same whole-hearted cheer-
fulness as all that have preceded
them. His speech followed the clos-
ing of the victory loan, into which
the offerings of the country were
poured with a profuse liberality that
it is hard to credit. It is believed that
the stupendous sum of five billion dol-
lars, or a billion pounds, will be
found to be the response to the call
for money ‘“to win the war”. A de-
spatch from London has this to say
about it:—

London, February 16.—Amid a
whirlwind of contributions from
rich and poor alike, the British
Victory Loan closed to-day with
a fund estimated at the lowest at
three and a half billions of dol-
lars, and possibly running higher
than five billions.

Wealthy women poured their
jewels into the receiving stations
all over the country, and at the
Mansion House in London enough
pearl necklaces, diamond ' rings
and brooches, tiaras and other
costly ornaments, were contrib-
uted by wives and daughters of
Peers and rich merchants to
stock several large sized jewelry
-stores.

Of less intrinsic value, but ap-
preciated quite as highly by the
authorities, were the countless
“widow’s mites”—small contribu-
tions of a pound or two, given at
great sacrifice by women whose
husbands had been killed at the
front, and who were now self-
supporting. Thousands of these
subscriptions were taken in on the
final day, often representing the
last penny that these silent vic-
tims of the hardship of war were
to hoard and scrape together by
denying themselves many of the
necessities of life.

Would not this shame us? The Tele-
gram more than once pointed out both
the patriotic duty and the opportunity
for profitable investment present- W9y
the call for this loan, yet we have
not seen a single prospectus of it
published here, and doubt if a single
dollar went over from this country to-
wards it. A single dollar to ensure
the victory upon which our liberty,
almost our existence, depends!

Complaints are common here of the
high price of food, but thcre is no
shortage of food itself. A glance at
Lloyd George’s speech will reveal how
great a shortage there will be in
Britain. And restrictions of food are
almost the least of those that will be
keenly felt, for many industries will
be hard hit. It is well for us once in

a while to pause and consider how
more ,than fortunately placed New-
foundland is. We cannot count the
enforced end of the pit-prop industry
as a hardship, for it was merely a
birth of the war itself on which the
.country has profited considerably.
Though there need be no real appre-
hension over our food stocks, we are
inclined to wonder how the country
would receive the compulsory curtail-
ment of its flour importations, which
are 80 great as to indicate either a
very badly balanced dietary or mons-
trous extravagance. We have to
thank our geographical position that
there is no need for us to adopt the
drastic measures that are forced upon
England, but we cannot tell how long
we may be able to remain immune
from causes which are operating ev-
erywhere else. If, for instance, salt
is short, and we know it is impera-
tively necessary to us, it is most like-
ly that we shall have to find the ships
ourselves to bring it in, and suffer
from the want of them in other direc-
tions. If the spectacle of Great Brit-
ain at this hour inspires us with no
warmer feeling, it should at least
teach us to bear cheerfully our own
incomparably smaller privations.

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Methodist _anvenﬁon.

A large and representative audience
gathered in Gower Street Methodist
Church last night for the Conference
on Lay Agencies and Evangelism. In
this meeting the laity were in charge,
while the clergy sat in the pews and
listened:

A veteran local preacher, Mr. J.-W.
Taylor, presided in a very efficient
manner. The congregational singing
of the old hymns was very hearty and
inspiring and prepared the way for
the speakers of the evening, Messrs.
B. Taylor, I. Morris, Deputy Mayor;
and Albert Soper.

Mr. Taylor’s paper was on “The
Qualifications of a Class Leader,” and
showed first what the leader should
not be, and secondly what the leader
should be. The paper gave us the pic-
ture of a good man, with a conscious
assurance of his own salvation, living
a consistent life, and an example to
his class.

Mr. Morris, himself a local preach-
ler of nearly forty years standing, had
for his subject: “The Local Preacher,”
and. in an impassioned address spoke
of the origin of this agency under
John Wesley, and the great work
achieved in the Methodist Church by
those who filled this office. Mr. Mor-
ris evidently believes that the day of
the local preacher is not done and
carried his audience with him.

Mr. Soper in a well-reasoned and ef-
fective address dealt with his subject:
“Evangelism” under four heads, name-
ly: (1.) “The Office of the Evangelist”
of Apostolic origin, lost sight of in the
Middle Ages but restored during the
religous awakening under the Wesleys
and their helpers; (2.) Prefessional
Evangelism by means of which the
Church makes use of those who have
special aptitudes and training for this
work. The work of Moody, Gipsey
Smith, Torrey, Chapman and ‘' others
clearly shows that such men have a
place 'in the work of the modern
church;’ (3.) Pastoral Evangelism.
The speaker pointed out the change
that the many demands upon the mod-
ern minister might leave him little
time for the chief end of his ministry
—the bringing men and women to
Jesus Christ; (4) Personal Evangel-
ism. Each Christian, said the speak-
er, ought to be an Evangelist. It was
so in the early church, it was largely
so in early Methodism, it ought to be
to-day.

Following the addresses a series of
printed questions touching the sub-
ject of the evening were distributed
and a lively discussion took place, a
large nmumber of Ministers and Lay-
men taking part. It was very evident
that the audience believed there was
still a place for the old agencies in
the Church. It was still more clear
that the audience agreed that not only
was the Christian Church born in a
Revival, but that she has renewed her
life along the lines of Revival ever
since. And it must always be so, for a
revival is a fresh appropriation of Di-
vine Power to meet a fresh need, a
new infilling of the Spirit of God.

As your reporter sat and listengd he
wondered if Methodism was dwelling
too much on her glorious past. Many
speakers appeared to want the old
times and the old feelings, when in
reality it is the Spirit Himself they
want. When He comes He will make
new channels or use old ones as He
wills, and perhaps use new instru-
mentalities to meet the needs of the
new day. The first need of the
Church is not a return to the methods
of feelings or even agencies of the
Fathers but a return to the Holy
Spirit her Creator and the Giver of
her life, and such gatherings as last
‘night are helping the Methodist
Church in this city to take that way.

HOLD LIVELY SESSION.

The Citizens’ Committee met in the
Board of Trade Rooms at 8.30 p.m.
Vice-Chairman, Mr. W. A. O'D. Kelly,
presided. In discussing the Plumb-
ing Regulations the ‘Secretary report-
ed that he had written the Mayor and
Secretary of the Municipal Council
asking for a copy of the rules govern-
ing plumbers, but had not received
any reply.

Considerable dis-
cussion on the subject ,occupied the
attention of the meeting for upwards
of half an hour; and on taking a vote,
5 voted in favour of the motion and 4
against, the Chairman and one other
| member remaining neutral. Two
gentlemen who voted against the mo-
tion withdrew from the meeting as
they considered the measure a ridicul-
ous one, It was proposed and second-
ed that the matter be again considered
at the next night of meeting, Thurs-
day, March 1st, when the retiring
members will be asked to attend.
Two of the members who voted for
the motion did not consider the mat-
ter of much importance, and in view
of the unfortunate results are willing
to withdraw their support when the
matter is again discussed. ;

There is ample room for the vigilance
of such a society, and especially so
where we have so much steep, uphill
hauling.

The movement on behalf of our
dumb animals is now on a better foot-
ing than ever before, and the litera-
ture in its favor has gained a stan-
dard place. By this means a better
knowledge of these animals, and a
keener sense of their protection, is be-
ing disseminated, and we are seeing
more than ever ou ‘uty in this di-
rection. Our horse parades, and horse
shows, and poultry shows, all tend to
this, and they have all been instru-
mental in accomplishing a lot of good,
and the ladies and gentlemen who de-
vote so much time to these humane
works have long ago gained the “well |
doze” of the public. True it.is, that .

some people may differ 'in this opin-
jon, but when all is said and done,
there still remains the faet, that our
dumb animals have rights, and these
rights have been well protected by
the society in charge of the same.

And this reminds me that our es-
teemed correspondent “Theobald” in
one of his late contributions express-
ed his doubts as to the wisdom of
holding a dog show, and he seemed to
think that such a stepr would be out
of place, especially under present con-
ditions.

With the views of “Theobald” gen-
erally, I am in sympathy, and without
doubt, his contributions were among
some of the best that were published
in our local press.

take.

But where would mankind be with-
out the service and assistance of the
dumb animals, and what animal is
more faithful than the dog? Like all
other species of animal life the dog
has its bad traits but it has a thous-
and good marks to its credit, and the
part it has played in North American
colonization and -in Newfoundland his-
tory, is not soon to be forgotten. The
need for the dog in this latter respect
does not now exist; but there is still
room for him, and it was meant that
the dog have its place among the
haunts of men under the sun.

The fact of holding a dog show
should not in the least detgact from
the charitable spirit of the public, nor
should it cause less attention to be
given the children in our midst. St.
John’s is not slack ijn its work of
philanthropy, its business men have
always displayed a commendable spir-
it of liberality, and the holding of a
.dog show should not,be looked upon
as an indication of carelessness or un-
due extrayagance.

The show would have many features
in its favor, and under proper man-

agement ought to be of great interest.
The many species of dogs that would
be exhibited’ should of itself teach a
lesson and with all our superiority of
wisdom we do well to learn from the
book of nature. Who has not been
struck with the sadgacity of the dog?
‘Who that has looked intently into the
face of his dog and watched its eyes,
has not seen the intelligence of the
animal craving for utterance? Who
that has read of the Monks of St. Ber-
nard and of their devotion amid the
perpetual snows of the Alps, and of
the rescues made by their noble dogs,
has not been filled with admiration
for both dogs and masters? Who that
| has read of the rescues made by our
own faithful and  world-renowned
Newfoundland dogs, has not felt that
the animal has much to its credit?
Yes, the dog has always been a faith-
ful comparion of its master, and an
affectionate follower of its mistress,

and it has its place and its right in.
the State. ' Whatever extreme marks

against its wilder species, the com-
mon- 1ousehold dog, such as we have
here in the city, is of sufficient worth
10 his owners to justify them ir hold-
ing an exhibition should they so de-
cide.

Whatever tends to broaden men’s
vision and to deepen their sympathies
is “well worth their consideration. It
is this spirit of kindness which has
called into existence our societies for
the protection of dumb animals, and
the good which these organizations
have done is beyond knowing.

Gentleness and kindliness in daily
life are becoming in every manner,
and whether it be shown to our fel-
lows, or to our pet dumb animals, it
is sure to result in good. Many of
our daily bounties come from the
lower order of life, and to forget
this is a mistake, and one into which
we easily fall.

Government had adopted drastic
measures of a prohibitory nature in
many directions, but that the country
had borne them with fortitude. Diffi-
cult negotiations with the Allies had
to be conducted by the Government
on this subject. He commented, add-
ing, “Our hardships here are mighty
ones, as great as those of Italy, but
as a matter of fact there is a differ-
ence of temperament. We in this
country do not make the same fuss
about restrictions as did the Italians.
In this country men are ashamed to
give expression to their feelings, even
if the restrictions are felt to be hard.”
Runciman said he thought the Govern-
ment should endeavour to reduce the
amount of tonnage used for Govern-
ment purposes, which at present was
sixty-three per cent. If it could be
reduced to fifty per cent. of the total
tonnage, he said supplies would be
permitted to enter freely to that ex-
tent. If not, the members of the
House, he declared, had not heard the
last of the shipping tale. Walter
Hume Long in reply paid s tribute to
the dominions and colonies for the
manner in which they had received
the restrictions upon imports which to
them might be very important. The
Premier, he said, desired him to say
that the importation of rum was stop-
ped altogether, there being now a
sufficient stock for the needs of the
army, while there would be a reduc-
tion in the importation of wine and
spirits of 75 per cent. on the basis of
1913.

WAR SUMMARY.
LONDON, To-day.
German submarines continue to
sink Entente ships. The total ton-
nage sunk reported on Friday was
25,456. This includes the French
steamer Athos, of 12,000 tons, which
was sent to the bottom in the Medi-
terranean, while carrying troops to
France under the guard of warships.
One American, Robert Allen Haden,
Missionary to China, lost his life in
the torpedoing of the Athos from
which 1,450 persons were saved.
Thirteen of the vessels reported sunk
were 'of Entente registry, except one
Norwegian; several are of unestab-
lished identity. There been no
activity of importance on the bhattle
fields of Europe. In the Somme and
Ancre sectors additional small gains

recorded by London. The repulse of
German raids in the vicinity of Ar-
mentieres is also reported. Artillery
bombardments continue as usual
along the remainder of the western
front. In Galicia the Germans and
Russians have been engaged in iso-
lated fighting near-Slochff. Berlin re-
cords the destruction of four mine
shafts and the capture of 250 prison-
ers. Petrograd says the attackers

The statement in the Commons by
the Prime Minister of the Government
plan to meet the situation due to the
shortage in tonnage, which he said
was now affecting the ordinary needs
cf the nation and the military, has
been received by the Press with uni-
versal approval, and in many cases
with enthusiasm. Even the newspa-
pers which are least friendly to the
Government accept the restrictions
uncomplainingly and declare the na-
tion will loyally respond to the plans.
“It is a small sacrifice,” said the anti-
Lloyd-George Daily News, “that the
citizen at home is called upon to make
in comparison with the ordeal others
daily are facing for his security across
the sea.” Newspapers which approv-
ed the old coalition write enthusias-
tically of the couhtry having found a
fearless leader, and declare that the
measures now proposed ought to have
been taken two years ago. The hope
is expressed in these quarters that
the section of the British people
which hitherto has indulged in the
comfortable conviction that nothing
gerious can happen to them will be
jocked out of their easy complacency
by the Premier’s declaration that the
food stocks are alarmingly low. Lib-
eral newspapers criticize adversely
some details of the scheme. The
Daily News is indignant that 10,000,-
000 barrels of beer will be allowed
to be brewed.

A NEW DUKE.
By Lord Tullibardine’s accession to
the House of

Commons loses one of the two Mem-

coln’s Inn more than 30 years ago;
and after a very eminent legal career
in India he achieved the distinetion of
beirrg the first native gentleman to
be appointed to the Executive Coun-
cil of the Viceroy. That appointment
at the time gave great gratification to
other Indian members of the Bar.
and the subsequent career of Sir 8. P.
Sinha has entirely justified the step
then taken. Hundreds of Indian stu-
dents have come to this country to
study law. They are here, as it were,
as birds of passage, and once they
gain admission to the profession they
return to their native land. Many of
them possess extremely subtle minds,
and, as '‘Burke has remarked, the in-
fluence of the study of law is to make
the mind acute rather than broad.
Yet some of those Indian lawyers who
have come under British formative
influence attain to great breadth of
vision and legal capacity of the best
and highest type.

EMPIRE SUGAR.

The West India Committee has rea-
son to congratulate itself upon a re-
cent decision of the Colonial Office to
guarantee part of the interest on the
capital of a projected sugar factory
company in Antigua. The Colonial
Office thus yields in principle a point
which the committee has persistently
urged since the oubreak of war—
namely, that the Brussels and other
Sugar Conventions of peace days
were automatically annulled when
hostilities began. Experts hail the
concession as marking the beginning
of a new era for sugar produced un-
der the British flag. The factory to
be established in Antigua has the sup-
port of several large sugar planters,
ho are all owners of estates, making
from 4,000 to 4,500 tons of sugar. The
initial capital is small, but it is hoped
in the future to establish other sugar
factories under the scheme, which is
to have a co-operative basis. Plant-
ers taking shares in the new under-
taking will be required to give a guar-
antee that they will grow sugar for at
least twenty years, the factory under-

The murder of this devoted woman,
one of our latter-day saints, is -by
many people considered the most
atrocious act of frightfulness com-
mitted by the Germans -during the
Great War. At any rate, nothing in
their many acts .of infamy has
brought upon them more wholesale
condemnation from the entire civil-
ized world.

It is fitting that there should be
some personal memorial to Edith
Cavell’s noble life and heroic death,
and it is felt that nothing could moYe
appropriately commemorate these
than founding of Homes of Rest for
ill or over-worked nurses, which she
herself had always hoped to estab-
lish as her dearest wish. It would
appear that there is a real and press-
ing need for these homes, a need
which will become more acute as the
war progresses. It would be difficult
to exaggerate the services which mod-
ern trained nurses render to the na-
tion at a time like this. Their un-
selfish devotion to the sick and
wounded; the gallant cheerfulness
with which they have faced discom-
fort, weariness and pain; the discip-
lined courage they have evinced in
danger, are a conspicuous example
of the splendid patriotism shown by
women everywhere during this time
of national stress. The nurse has
fought for King and Country in this
great struggle as truly as'any soldier
in the trenches. It is therefore only
right that the Memorial projected to
keep green the memory of Edith
Cavell’s martydrom should embrace
also ‘the recognition of the -active,
self-sacrificing and efficient national
service of nurses who are bearing the
burden and heat of the day, and sav-
ing the lives of our men at the front.

The Women’s Patriotic Association

. { has been requested and has promised,

with the co-operation of the Nurses’
Association, to undertake the collec-
tion of a fund in Newfoundland to
assist in this enterprise of the estab-
lishment in England and ultimately
throughout the Empire, of Homes of
Rest for Nurses, who through their
incessant labours arising out of the
war, or from any cause, have become
temporarily in need of mental or phy-
sical rest.

Here is a Patriotic Fund which
must appeal to all. It would bé hard
indeed to find the man or the woman
who does not humanly speaking owe
his or her recovery from illness, or
the recovery of some one near and
dear, to the tender ministrations of
the trained nurse. Here is the chanee
to discharge in some measure this
obligation. Do not let it slip. We
frequently see in our newspaper col-
umns grateful acknowledgments from
ex-patients in our hospitals, of the
many kindnesses received at the
hands of their nurses. How could
these persons more appropriately dis-
play their gratitude and appreciation
than by giving, as their means allow,
towards this fund for the benefit of
nurses during illness?

The subseription list is now opened
and will remain open for three
months, to allow all those living at a
distance from St. John’s an opportu-
nity to contribute. From March 1st
donations will be acknowledged re-
gularly through the Press. Contribu-
tions may be sent to the Hon. Treas-
urer, Miss Southcott, King’'s Bridge
Road, or to any member of the Coun-
cil, or the W. P. A, Executive Com-
mittee, or to the newspapers.

At the end of May the fund will be
closed and our contribution despatch-
ed to Headquarters in London.
