AIR SUPREMACY.
FRENCH ARMY HEADQUARTERS, 

June 6. (Via Renter’s Ottawa Agen­
cy.)—During the first twenty-four 
hours of the battle the Germans had 
the mastery of the air between the 
Aisne and the Marne. Their tri­
umphs were short lived, as the at­
tack opened Monday a powerful avia­
tion group including some of the best 
known French airists started to­
wards the Aisne via the German front 
on the Oise, causing the greatest pos­
sible damage en route. The group took 
the air Tuesday, engaging the Ger­
man airmen and descending within 
twenty feet of the ground in order to 
attack troops and convoys, and by the 
end of the day the balance in the air 
was redressed. German airplanes 
which had been firing on our troops 
with machine guns from low altitudes 
learned caution quickly. During the 
course of Wednesday our supremacy 
in the air had been definitely reestab­
lished and since then has hardly been 
challenged. French squadrons have 
carried out systematic attacks at short 
intervals of German concentrations at 
such places as Fismes, twelve miles 
behind the front Scores of tons of 
explosives have been dropped on Ger­
man camps and communications. A 
remarkably large number of enemy 
balloons have been destroyed lately. 
These the Germans use almost in their 
front line in order to compensate for 
the inferiority of their air service, 
they haul them down with remarkable 
quickness on the appearance of the 
French airplanes. The gas bags are 
protected by machine guns and anti­
aircraft guns and it is dangerous to 
attack them. Yet they have been de­
stroyed by the half dozen in the last 
few days.

WILL NEVER YIELD.
LONDON, June 6.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 
The battle situation remains un­
changed. The Germans are held up 
for the time being on the whole front 
from Noyon to Rheims . They have 
lost very heavily in the last few days, 
particularly on Monday and Tuesday 
when their gains were smaller. 
French experts now anticipate that

ble that the enemy will attack in a 
totally different sector. This would 
be in accordance with the habitual

; ly off to strike elsewhere. The prox- 
i imity of Paris in this case, however,
1 may dictate a departure from these 
tactics. The attitude of Paris in fac­
ing the present ordeal is inspiring the 
most glowing eulogies in the British 
press, which pays fervent tribute to 
Premier Clemenceau’s speech as ex­
pressing the invincible spirit of 
France and affording impressive evi­
dence of the mutual confidence of the 
Allies and reliance in the growing 
might of America. The papers de­
clare that M. Clemenceau also spoke 
for the British nation when he de­
clared that France would never yield.

AN ANSWER TO SUB. SINKINGS.
LONDON, June 6.

(Via Reuter’s, Ltd.)—Archibald
Hurd, writing in the Daily Telegraph, 
says the output of British tonnage 
during the twelve months ended May 
31, was almost exactly twice that of 
the preceding twelve months. He con­
tinues: “Since the spring of last 
year the progress has been consistent 
and steady, if not swift It has been 

, marked by no sensational develop­
ment and will be marked by none.

I While it is a subject for congratula­
tion that this upward movement can 
be recorded' it may be recalled on the 
other hand that considerably over a 
year ago it was stated that our re­
sources of labor and material avail­
able would enable us to build three 
million tons yearly or twice what has 
been built In the past twelve months. 
The truth is that the output of three 
million tons yearly is possible so long 
as the present shortage of labor con­
tinues, and long before the supply of 
skilled and unskilled workmen could 
be made good the demand for more 
material would have to be increased.”

THE TONNAGE PROBLEM.
LONDON, June 6.

The returns of new merchant ships 
completed In May, says the Times, 
shows a great advance on the previous 
month, and this is not the only proof 
of this energy now being thrown into 
shipbuilding. The accounts of new 
shipyards created where three months 
ago there was nothing but open 
fields is another evidence. There has 
also been a great deal of enterprise 
in the extension of existing yards. 
These achievements afford proof that 
the industrial energy of the country 
is not exhausted alid has an abun­
dant reserve force. Other items of 
news point to a general increase of: 
activity in the shipbuilding not only,4, 
here but In the United States and; 
Canada, an activity which will cer- 
tainly be stimulated by the new Ger- -J 
man offensive off the American coast. 
According to the Chairman of the Im­
perial Munition Board there ts under 
construction in Canada one-quarter 
of the local merchant tonnage produc­
ed by the United Kingdom in 1917 and 
four-fifths of it will be completed tills 
year.

SHIPBUILDING SATISFACTORY.
LONDON, June 6.

Merchant tonnage completed in 
United Kingdom yards and entered for 
service during May 1918 was 107,274 
gross tons, the highest figure for any 
month during the past year. Official 
figures published to-d»y show that 
the completions for May marked an 
increase in tonnage over April 1918 
of 85,741 tons. The next highest 
figure for any month the past year 
was 161,674 gross tons in March 1918. 
The total completions for the twelve 
months ending May 31st, 1918 were 
1,406.838 gross tons. The correspond­
ing figures for the year ending April 
30, 1918, were 1,270,337. Comment­
ing upon these figures the controller 
general of merchant ship-building 
says, the satisfactory output in May 
reflects great credit on the whole in­
dustry particularly the firms engaged 
in fitting out vessels. The average 
time for fitting out has been reduced 
considerably. In one instance dur­
ing May a 5,000 steamer was com­
pleted for service within nineteen 
days of its launching.

ANOTHER HUN VICTIM.
WASHINGTON, June 6.

The sinking of the British steamer 
Harpathian one hundred miles off the 
Virginia Capes at 9 o’clock yesterday 
by a German sub. was announced at 
the Navy Department to-night. The 
whole crew was rescued by the steam­
er Palmer which arrived iate to-day 
in Chesapeake - Bay.

THE queuless city.
The rationing of tea reminds one 

that even the tea-queues have virtu­
ally gone, and of the astounding in­
difference rationing has made to the 
lives of everyone and to the whole 
appearance of London. The only 
queues that remain are the amuse­
ment queues, and a few lard and one 
or two cat’e-meat queues. Until the 
other week there were tea queues 
every day in front of a big tea mer­
chant’s in Fleet Street, and that shop 
reduced its business hours to a mini­
mum. Now there is no queue and the 
shop does business all day. The ex­
planation of the manager is that the 
tea was not distributed to the small 
shops, whose customers then came to 
the big shops and formed queues.

BISHOP’S PALACE FOR WOUNDED 

SOLDIERS.
Within the next few days Fulham 

Palace, the historic residence of the 
Bishops of London, will be available 
as a military hospital. The famous 
building, the old court of which 
dates back to Tudor times, and the 
magnificent and extensive grounds, 
long celebrated among arboricultur­
ists, constitute valuable premises for 
hospital purposes. The Bishop of 
London himself offered the building a 
few weeks ago to the British Red 
Cross Society, and the society, with 
his approval, has requested the Free­
masons’ War Hospital Committee to 
take up and utilise the palace. Free­
masons already have done excellent 
work for the wounded at their spe­
cial hospitals at Chelsea (in the 
south-west of London) and Caver- 
sham, near Reading, and by this new 
extension 100 further beds will he 
available. The plans has the approval 
of the War Office, and the palace will 
he opened to the wounded within the 
next few days, the patients being re­
ceived irrespective of their member­
ship of the Masonic body.

ALLIES ATTACK SUCCESSFULLY.
WITH THE FRENCH ARMYIN 

FRANCE, on the Marne, June 6.—Dp 
to this hour the American and French 
troops, advancing between Veully La- 
peterl and Torcy, have reached tlae 
outer edge of the towns of Bueeilree 
and Torcy. On the west the Allied 
line haa been carried to Granrea 
Farm, south of Candelu and west of 
Veullly. Bellau Wood, east of Torcy, 
has been cleared of the enemy. All 
deuils are not available at this hour. 
The Americans comprise the detach­
ments on the left of the advancing 
lines. After capturing a small wood, 
shaped like the letter 8, the Ameri­
cans reached the cemetery at Veullly 
and continued to press forward slow­
ly under a heavy lire from German 
machine guns. During the atUck 
ths morning, at dawn, the German 
artillery was feeble, but the enemy 
front line waa well studded with ma­
chine guns. In the action this morn­
ing the Americans and French ad­
vanced one kilometre In the German 
lines and captured 270 prisoners, in­
cluding ten officers. Forty-live min­
utes after the lighting started, one 
French regiment had atUlned the 
border of Mare's Wood, and the edge 
of a triangular wood, 500 yards south­
east of Bussaires, notwithstanding 
sharp resisUnce. This regiment- 
alone took more than 100 prisoners.

(By the A. P.)—American mar­
ines last night reached the outskirts 
of Bour Esches, northwest of Cha­
teau Thierry, and poured volleys of 
machine gun fire Into the enemy In­
flicting heavy casualties. Bayonets 
were used freely against many of the 
Germans, who attempted to make a 
stand on the streets at daybreak to­
day, and the marines were slowly 
driving the Germans back in the face 
of heavy artillery Are Including gas 
shells. The American artillery was 
perfomning magnificently In their op­
erations. The second attack made 
yesterday by American marines, on 
German petitions, northwest of Cha­
teau Thierry, early gave promise of 
being as successful as yesterday 
morning’s assault. The marines reach­
ed all their objectives set for the first 
hour, within the time limit, and push­
ed beyond them. The early re­
ports Indicated the Germans on the 
run for the time being, and surren­
dering right and left.

REPORT ON AERONAUTICS.
LONDON, To-day.

A review, covering naval aerial op­
erations during the period from June 
1st to June 5th, was published by the 
Admiralty last night It says: Eight 
bombing raids have been made on the 
following military objectives, Zee- ' 
brugge, Ostend, Bruges and the Thor- 
out Railway Junction. Large quanti­
ties of heavy bombs were dropped.

The 
Lord Mayor of Dublin presided at the 
meeting, and John Dillon, Joseph Dev­
lin and other Nationalist leaders, as 
well as representatives of Labor and 
the Sinn Fein were present The 
Lord Mayor ot Dublin, it was announ­
ced, will proceed to the United States 
when the attempt to conscript Ire­
land Is renewed. The Imprisonment 
of the Sinn Felnere without trial Is 
condemned and the military adminis­
tration Is denounced. The statement 
says nothing of the attitude of the 
conference toward the recruiting 
campaign. Its reference to the proc­
lamation of Lord French follows: 
The conference takes note of the la­
test proclamation from Field Marshal 
French. In view, however, of its 
terms, we warn our countrymen 
against false confidence that con­
scription is at an end. In the future, 
as hitherto, Irishmen must trust above 
all else their unbroken unity, and un­
shakable purpose for safety, against 
a renewal ot the danger ot conscrip­
tion, which the proclamation has only 
provisionally postponed.

But the prisoners were not soldiers— 
they were men who had already vio­
lated obligations which all men ot 
honor recognize as binding, and for 
that they had been condemned to un­
dergo a punishment that by no stretch 
ot definition could be called unduly 
severe—that wels much less severe 
than the punishment which surely 
would be inflicted In their own coun­
try on Americans who had been 
guilty of less grave offenses against 
the German Government and people.

There was, therefore, notning neroic 
In what they did. It was at best the 
worst of manners — true Prussian 
manners—and ft was about as far as 
possible from justifying German 
claims to Intelligence and efficiency 
And it should anger most, as it In­
jured most, the German-American up­
on whom, Inevitably, will be im­
posed by his neighbours the task ot 
explaining why Germans behaved so 
stupidly and boorishly.

Certainly he would de­
serve a decoration It It were for no­
thing else but his hardihood In mak­
ing such an offer.

Yet In the days ot "Bluff King Hal" 
the London butchers sold beet at that 
rate to the needy poor ot the city, and 
sometimes in the rush of trade they 
gave thirteen or fourteen 3 lb. places 
away for a modest “bob.”

One could also buy the best mutton 
at that time for %d. per lb. and the 
beet pork tor I4d. per lb.; while a 
gallon of good old English home­
brewed ale could be had to wash it all 
down for Id.

— The United 
States now has a large number ot first 
class battleships, "preparing side-by- 
side with the best ships of the Brit­
ish Navy for an engagement on the 
high seas which is expected to occur 
at any time with the German fleet," 
according to a statement made in an 
address here to-night by Rear Ad­
miral Albert Gleaves.

"I am not going beyond the bor­
der line of secrecy." declared Admiral 
Gleaves, “when I say that a few days 
ago there came an alarm to the heads 
of the British Navy that the German 
battleships were about to come out for 
this expected engagement on the high 
seas. I know that the British Navy 
heads gave the first-class American 
battleships a post of honor in prepar­
ation for the attack."

Patriotism is of two kinds, that 

which serves an.' that which seeks. 
It is defined in the standard diction­
aries as “Love of country: devotion 
to the welfare of one’s country: the 
passion inspiring one to serve ones 
country.’’ When Nelson hoisted his 
immortal signal just prior to the bat­
tle of Trafalgar he was inspired with 
the loftiest ideals of patriotism. 
When Sir Colin Campbell addressed 
the Highlanders at Balaklava on that 
memorable morning of October 25th, 
1854, “Men of the 93rd, there is no 
retreat from hero. You must die 
where you stand,” he was animated 
by the spirit of perfect devotion to 
his country’s cause, and likewise the 
men under his command, who rather 
than retreat in the face of the foe died 
where they stood and saved the day. 
To come to the present day, the men 
who volunteer for service at the 
front: the men who go over the top 
in the early hours of gray dawn; the 
ministrations of the Red Cross ser­
vice: all these show^ patriotism in its 
fullest sense—the desire to serve. 
Therefore service is the highest form 
of love of country. The heroes some­
times are they who do their duty and 
pass unnoticed for where one deed 
of valor is performed and chron­
icled, a thousand Tnay go unnoted. 
But the spirit to serve, and the pas­
sion which inspires is there and in 
the last general orders all who have 
sacrificed their lives in the sacred 
cause of patriotism, freely and volun­
tarily, will be mentioned. The Ro­
mans considered that it was "sweet 
and pleasaftt to die for one’s country.” j 

.How much more so is it to die for the 
salvation of that liberty and freedom 
which is our birthright, and for which 
our Empire stands? Truly those who 
have “gone west” on the bloody fields 
ot France and on the other battle 
fronts of the present world struggle 
will have proven that their love of 
country prevailed over all' other con­
siderations. And those who survive 
the conflict, what of them? Shall 
they not stand before kings and rank 
high in the regard of the nations?

But what of those who arc imbued 
only with the quality of patriotism 
that seeks? Those who set aside duty 
in the quest of honors and empty 
titles? Those who neglect the work 
which is imposed upon them by the 
exigencies of war and the peril of 
the hour? Are such people worthy of 
any honour from those whom they 
have allowed to suffer, because of a 
desire to be reckoned among the 
sitters in high places? Nay rather 
they bring upon themselves the 
execration of all right thinking men, 
and having climbed to the heights 
whither ambition has led th^n, and 
received their sordid decorations, 
they find that they are but tinsel 
baubles, neither earned nor merited. 
The fullest contempt of a free people 
must be expressed for those who 
make patriotism a pretext for person­
al advancement, but all honour will 
be given the man who worthily re­
ceives from the hands of his Sovereign 
the insignia of an order, bestowed for 
meritorious service, which is the high­
est and noblest 
try.

Ireland Answers
Lloyd-George

An Emphatic NO from the En­
tire Irish Nation-Bishop 

Priest and People.
(Dublin Freeman’s Journal.)

The situation in regard to the men­
ace of conscription has remained 
practically unchanged during the past 
week. We have already pointed out 
that while the enactment of a meas­
ure of this kind is one thing, its en­
forcement is another matter. Waiv­
ing for the moment the question of 
moral right, there are some things 
which it is really beyond the stretch 
of Parliamentary power to compass. 
One such measure would be the levy- 
,'lg of a tax in the self-governing 
Dominions by the Westminster Legis- 
Xture. Another certainly is the en- 
•Jorcement of the Law of Conscription 
tn"lreland against the consent of the 
people of this country. Since, the en­
actment of this iniquitous and immor­
al law the Government has circum­
spectly kept its own counsel regard­
ing whatever may be its ultimate in­
tention. It is of somewhat sinister 
significance, however, that certain 
preparations have been steadily go­
ing forward recently which are only 
consistent with an adherence on the 
part of the War Cabinet to its origi­
nally expressed determination to em­
bark upon the dangerous course of 
Imposing conscription by naked mili­
tary force. But the Irish people, on 
their side, are taking no chances, and 
are ready for all emergencies. Un­
ited in one solid phalanx by the bond 
created by their deliberate act in en­
tering into the solemn league and 
covenant against conscription, they 
are prepared to face whatever may 
befall in defence of their sacred 
rights.

The vehemence of the Irish opposi­
tion to conscription and the fact that 
the Hierarchy have placed themselves 
at the head of the movement, have 
evidently taken the Government by 
surprise. That is a thing which could 
not possibly have happened if Mr. 
Lloyd George had acted with ordi­
nary prudence and had consulted re­
presentative Irish opinion before he 
decided to make the fatal plunge. The 
Prime Minister, however* did not 
deign to consult Irish opinion, either 
lay or ecclesiastical, and, according­
ly, If his Government has been land­
ed in a morass, as is undoubtedly the 
case, he has only himself to blame.
In saying so much, we, of course, as­
sume that Machiavellian motives 
have had no part in the shaping of 
the Government policy—that Mr. 
George Is not riding for a fall, and 
that nothing in the nature of a fell 
design to utilize conscription as a 
means for securing the extirpation 
of the remnant of the Irish race 
forms part of a concealed purpose 
harboured by him. This may, it is 
true, be a large assumption to make. 
Whether It Is actually warranted or

not only the further development of 
eVents will serve to disclose.

Meantime one of the consequences 
of the noble stand taken by our 
Bishops In defence of the fundamen­
tal right—and, indeed, the very ex­
istance—of their people, is the re­
vival in England of the cry of “No 
Popery.”

It is nothing less 
than the old claim of a powerful re­
ligious organization to defy the law 
of the land in a matter which Is not 
even remotely religious.” After much 
more to the same effect, “The Times” 
goes on to give the cue to the fanati­
cal section of Protestants for an at­
tack on the Vatican and on the whole 
organization of the Cetholic Church. 
The canting hypocrisy underlying the 
attack In “The Tithes” is all the more 
disgusting when we recollect that 
that newspaper and others of the 
same way of thinking lent their 
strongest support to the seditious 
movement organized by Sir Edward 
Carson in Ulster, and loudly applaud­
ed as the highest form of patriotism 
the action of those dignitaries of the 
Protestant Episcopalian and Presby­
terian Churches in Ireland who Iden­
tified themselves with the cause of 
the Covenanters. Yet the Carsonites 
were the agitators who declared their 
intention, not merely of offering pass­
ive resistance to one particular law, 
but of "breaking all laws,” and of 
overawing Parliament by an armed 
i tiElion. Sir Mark Sykes, who Is a 
stalwart type of English Catholic, and 
Is not disposed to allow himself to 
be browbeaten by "The Times," has 
taken that Journal to task for Its un­
justifiable attack, its cowardly In­
citements to religious hatreds, and 
its monstrous suggestion that the 
situation which has arisen In people 
of Ireland are doomed to failure. 
This nation survived the tyranny of

j ceeded from the perverted ingenuity 
of man.” The threat of a re-enact­
ment of the Penal Laws is simply lu­
dicrous. Not to speak of the Catho­
lic Allies of England on the Conti­
nent, what would President Wilson 
think of a campaign waged for the 
promotion of such an object? What 
would the Catholic soldiers and sail­
ors, who compose 35 per cent, of the 
total fighting forces of the United 
States, upon whose help England is 
relying for victory in the world war 
think of.it. It Is unnecessary to an­
swer the question. The truth is that 
this latest stunt by the fanatical sec­
tion of English Protestants, with the 
object of intimidating the Catholics 
of Ireland, is a squalid performance. 
The day when it might have been 
necessary to regard it seriously has, 
fortunately for the peace and happi­
ness of mankind, long since departed.
