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Insect Enemies
of Qur Forests

—

EXAMINATION MADE BY DR.
SWAINE.

Dr. J. M. Swaine, Associate
Dominion Entomologist of the
Department of Agriculture, Can-
ada , who has been across
country in company with Mr.

Arthur English inspeeting tim- |

ber areas that have been rav-
ished by insects, retwrned to the
city by express yesterday. Four
large areas killed out some years
ago by the same infestation
that has wrought destruction at
Nagle’s Hill were visited. Be-
ginning at the western section
of the Island, an examination of
Grand and Little Codroys was
made. From there Dr. Swaine
proceeded to Deer Lake and
upper Humber sections;” where
an examination was made of an
old “looper” infestation. From
an examination of the trees in
the area that survived the attack
it was found that the infestation
took place between the years
1912 and 1915, when many square
miles- of timber had been de-
stroysd. Considerable infest-
ation of an endemic character
by the spruce bark beetle was
onbserved, especially in the area
between Bay of Islands and
Little River. This insect has
wrought widespread destrue-
tion throughout the coniferous
forests of Canada. Dark red to
black in color the insect can fly
readily and spread infection
from trees that have been killed
to living trees. Excepting only
the spruce budworm, they are
the most dangerousanddestruct-
ive enemy of matiire spruce
known in the neighbouring Do-
minion. They attack trees dur-
ing summer, and by winter and
the following spring the trees
are dead. Destructive as they
are the fir looper is the more
to be dreaded. In its method of
attack the looper resembles
the spruce budworm, but it is
more destructive because of be-
ing more rapid in its operations.
No less than 200 million cords
of wood in New Brunswick and
adjoining sections of Quebee
were destroyed by the spruce
budworm before control meas-
ures could be brought into ef-
feet.

The hemlock looper of Can-
ada is identical with the insect
that has wrought destruction
to the wood on Nagle’s Hill. In
that section Dr. Swaine ob-
served that the infestation is
spreading and it is possible that
the whole ridge will be denuded,
as no natural centrol factors are
apparent. The ravages can be
checked to some extent by the
use of posion dust. Whole valleys

of wood can be destroyed in a

short period by insect pests, and
if valuable stands of timber ap-
pear to be threatened, careful
supervision is essential in order
that the manifestations of the

In The New Outlook, for June 10 is
ar article entitled, “A Survey and a
comparison,” by Prof. J. W. Falconer,
D.D., which thus ends:

“While it is impossible to define ab-
solutely the-tendencies of each of
these communions ana to give the ex-
act contribution which each brings
into the United Church, the following
analysis may contain a fair measure
of truth,

“The Congregationalists (1) have
never abandoned their conviction as to
the rights of each individual com-
munity, (3) yet they have increasingly
felt the need of a larger fellowship
and of a more representative govern-
ment, (3) and in their religious life
there is much stress made upon social
and missionary labors,

“The/Methodists (1) have never for-
gotten that their denomination grew
out of a personal religious experience
and they have accordingly made their
appeal to the individual soul, (2) have
refused to place limits on the divine
grace and have emphasized the re-
sponsibility of each person to accept
the offer of a salvation open to all, (8)
have moved away from their limited
monarchial rule towards a more ade-
quate form of representatives govern-
ment.

“The Presbyterians (1) have sought
to render increasingly complete their
polity of limited republicanism, (2)
have never abandoned the Genevan
ideals of the educated ministry, (3)
but have been modifying their theol-
ogical standards In the direction of
less extreme Calvinism.

“The Congregationalists and Presby-
terians have thus been approaching the
doetrinal positions of Methodism. The
Congregationalists and Methodists
have been advancing towards the
Presbyterian form of government. The
Methodists and Presbyterian have in-
creasingly recognized the democracy
of the Congregationalists and the
rights of each community, But these
are not the determining influences that
have brought about the great Union,
for the real dynamie is the common re-
,ligious experienco of salvation through
Christ. Chriat'is the heart of Christ-
fanity, and as members of the Church
which is Hig body we are inevitably
impelled to study everything
makes for the common good. Christ-

ian unity is not a mere option but it
is a noble obligation due to the con-

—
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straint-of Christian love, which by m‘
very nature strives towards the re-
moval of all barriers that stand in the
way of complete fellowship.”

It is interesting to notice that one
of the most enthusiastic supporters

of the movement i{s Rev, Charles W,
Gordon, better known as “Ralph Con-
or,” the author of “Black RockY “The
Sky Pilot,” “Glengarry School Days,”
“The Prospector,” etc. We could not
expect anything else”from the author
of such inspirational stories as he
writes. .

A most fitting close for this article
is the editorial in the first issue of
The United Church, “What May We
Hope For?”

“But if the first note should be one

of joy and thanksgiving should not the |

second be one of hope and great ex-
pectation? Union is not to be thought
of merely as an accomplishment; we
are not through with it, we are just
beginning it. It has had a history, a

very interesting history, and we re-1
joice in it, as we should, but we turn!

our faces in the other direction. It has
a future; what things may we hope
of that future?

“The only possible thing that can go
wrong with Union, and blight the
hopes of this hour, grows out of the
fact that it is left to you and to me to
carry it out, and we may forget our
idealism, and grow tired of doing the
noble and worthy and Christian and
unselfish thing, and fail to follow the
beckoning hand of a wisdom that is
better than our own, But if we do not
~then truly the future is as bright as
are the promises of God, and we may
fope for things great and splendid
in the days to come.

“One thing we must remind our-
selves of over and over again, that
this Union is not so much a thing to

-} be cherished, Union is a fact to-day

because men saw a light and followed
it with a growing faith and hope and
courage, and our only safety for the
future lies in doing as they did. Where
that light may lead us in some future
day we cannot know but our hope lies
in following notwithstanding that un-
certainty.

“It all comes back to this, that the
Master’s word about & man saving his

life by losing it has application to m’}the highest attainments
.atitutions quite as much as to individ-;
‘uals, and to the Christian Church

The four-cyele, double-acting motors
of the Asturias are the largest marine
Diesel engines ever constructed, and
their outstanding feature is the fact
that the 20,000 h.p. developed will be
delivered on two. shafts, Thus the
adoption of internal combustion en-
gines for this large power has not ne-
cessitated any departure from the
normal twin screw arrangement.

Intended for the South American
trade, the vessel will comply with all
the requirements of the ' Board of
Trade and Spanish laws. The princi-
pal dimensions are:
8 in.; breadth, 78 ft.; and depth, 45 ft.

Probably the greatest achievement
of all was a voyage round the world,
