The Town ' Solicitors had
returned the nwneipnﬁ into their hands
to purchase it, with verbal information
that the title was not But the
petition set forth that on this plut of land
there had never been a mo; e.  Dr.
Herod read a petition from G. M. Stewart,
praying for a reduction ,of taxes on
certain offices which are not occupied.
Dr. Herod read a communication from D.
Coffee, add d to the chai of the
Finance Committee, relative to a petition
formerly p d for the refunding of
some money pald to the Sheriff for land
which he could not convey. The peti-
tioner had ascertained that his claims
were just, but he did not wish to press
them until he had allowed time for a
reconsideration of the matter. He re-
quested that the communication might be
laid before the Council. Dr. Herod read
a petition from Thos. Couch praying for
a second consideration of his petition
relative to land bought from the Sheriff.
Dr. Herod read an account from' Joseph
Hobson, Esq., Engineer, for work done
for the corporation amounting to $92.75.
Mr. Chadwick read petitions as follows :
From George Murton and others, praying
for the opening of a drain on the south
side of oolwich street; from John
Anderson praying for a.remission of
income tax ; from G. M. Shaw prayin,
for a reduction of income tax, as he h:
been assessed for' $300, and had never
made that amount in one year; from
Wm Stewart praying for remission of
taxes on account of sickness; and from
R. Middleton who wi8 over-assessed and
wanted a reduction. Mr. Mays read a
petition from Mrs Margaret Fraser pray-
ing for remission of taxes. Mr. MeCurry
read a petition from D. Coffee who had
been over assessed for land he did own,
and assessed for land he did not own.

Paris, Nov. 4.—The Moniteur of this
morning containg an authoritative article
asserting that on the 1st of Nov., M. de
Moustier despatched a note to the French
Charge I’ Affairs, at Florence, in which
he said that the Italian advance into the
Papal territory was a violation of law and
treaty. The Emperor Napoleon, M.
Moustier i will not app it
by word or silence, and asks an explana-
tion of Italy. : .

There are only two French regiments
in Rome. Large bodies of troops are
continually leaving Toulon for Civita
Vecchia. The Papal forces will assume
the offensive immediately: A

London, Nov.4, p. m.—Late despatches
from Florence state that the vote of the
towns in the Province of Rome was un-
animously for Italy. - It is now reported
in F1 that the Emp Napol
requires King Victor Emmanuel to expel
Garibaldi, and if that is done Napoleon
will retire. g

Berlin, Nov. 4, noon.—Count Von Big~
marck says officially, to-day, that the
Government of Prussia is neutral at pres-
ent on the Roman question.

London, Nov. 4, noon.—It' now seems
that the proposition to settle the Roman
questi a submission to the popul
vote of the Papal provinces, was not sug-

by the Emperor Napoleon, but was
the spontaneous idea of the Italian, the
Prussian and the governments.

Lendon, Nov. 4.—Despatches by the
Red Sea cable ‘announce that the war
vessels and transports with troops on
board, forming the first squadron of the
Abyssinian expedition have left Aden, at
the mouth of the Red Ses, for the coast of
Abyssinia and Ishmail Pasha, Viceroy of
Egypt, has offered his assistance to -
land and has despatched a corps of native
troops to Abyssinia, to join the British
expedition.

t. Petersburg, Nov. 4.—The Journal
De 8t. Petersburg prints an_official copy
of a joint note from Russia, France, Prus-
sia and Italy, to the Sultan of Turkey, on
the Eastern question.

THE FIFTH OF NOVEMBER.
Since England had a history there
has been no particular day so eventful
to her as the Fifth of November. On
it events have occurred as momentous
to her as we can well conceive could
happen in the annals of any nation.
The n.ajority of British subjects are
well satisfied with the constitution as
it at present exists, and consequently
we may infer that in their social and
political condition they are happier
than if results had been contrary. Had
the plot, the frustration of which is
this day celebrated, been successful, a
remodelling of the laws as they exis-
ted would have been a speedy conse-
quence, and it might have required
years of arduous struggling, and en-
gailed a series of revolutions before
Britons were again as free as they had
been previously. It was on the Fifth
of November that William, Prince of
Orange landed at Torbay, and waited
to be joined by the nobility of Eng-
land. They were tardy in giving their
assistance, and we read that the sold-
ier Prince, disheartened by the delay,
was about to re-embark his troops and
return to his own country. Here the
fate of England frembled in the ba-
Jance. On the one hand was the re-
turn of King James, bringing back
with him the narrow spirit of bigotry
which had caused his- flight, and a
mind rendered still more morbid by
his disgrace, and a disposition more
tyrannical by the failure of the at-
tempt to dethrone him ; and on the
other was the government of William
and Mary, with religious and civil li-
berty to every class and cordition of
' the British people. The result is
. known. The heroic resistance of the

FRANCE UNDER NAPOLEON III,

The following we take from the
London Advertiser : — The material
rogress of France under the present
impire has been so great that no man
with eyes to see or ears to hear can
deny it. We are told that Augustus
found Rome of brick and left it of
marble. The same praise may be
given to Napoleon II[.—not only as
regards Pans, but, as regards almost
all France. And there has been order
in his time under which trade has
flourished, and Fraoce, for the time,
has become wealthy. To us, who are
deeply in love with self-government;
it seems passing strange that so great
a people should submit themselves to
the will of one man; but when we
Ecreeive and acknowledge, as we are
ound to do, how greatly the prestige
of the nation has been increased under
this rule, we can hardly wonder that
they should also be in love with their
Empire. And we must remember
that it has sprung by no unnatural
birth, from their often expressed de-
sire for equality. A cry was made
for “Liberty, Fraternity and Equali-
ty.” Of liberty the Frenchman finds
that he has, at any rate, so much that
he can live nearly as he lists while he
obeys the laws. That fraternity is
to be produced by no form of govern-
ment he is by this time aware. But
under the Empire equality of a cer-
tain nature has been achieved. In
order to obtain this he is willing to
acknowledge one superior, and to re-
gard as a part of that great one, the
counsellors, the generals, the favorites
the parasites, and the creatures with
which a one so great must of necessity
be encumbered. Under the Emperor
and his Court all men are equal ; an
thus one of the fondest dreams of de-
mocracy is, after a fashion, fulfilled.
Many an American will tefl you, be-
ing much in the dark as to liberty,
caring nothing for fraternity, but re-
vering equality in his very soul, that
the present Government of France is
of all Governments the best, because
equality has been attained. Under
this government no subject is greater
than another, and there 1s, at any rate,
ease for an cbedient people.

RECIPROCITY.

We find the following in the Ottawa
Times :—The revival of reciprocal trade
between Canada and the United States is
alluded to in both countries, and the hope
seems to be gathering strength that
some day soon, renewed efforts will be
made to secure & new commercial treaty.
Some parties in the United States have
had the candour to confess that the ab-
rogation of the old treaty was a mistake,
and that & new one might be made that
would be advantag to the i
of both countries. But we do not think
that the Americans feel very warmly
upon the subject, or that they are likely
to take early action towards a renewal
of the intimate commercial relations
which formerly subsisted between us.
They are ¢.> much distracted with consti-
‘utional ouestions ; so firmly wedded to
protectionist theories, and so well weigh-
ed down by taxation, that it will be very
hard to persuade them of the fact that
they are loging infinitely more than Can-
ada by their short sighted exclusiveness.
They may not yet have fully realized the
other fact that the “starving”’ process has
already failed to convert usinto annexa-
tionists ; that in reality we have been
getting fat upon it, even if some interests
bave suffered ; and until they can fully
realize this we do not hope much from
them.

It is well, however, that it should be
steadily kept before them that Canada is
favorably disposed to enter into negotia-
tions for a new treaty, and to consider
dispassionately how an equitable basis of
agreement may be found.

Lorp Rosse.—The death of Lord
Rosse, an English peer, is announced by
cable. He was born in 1800, and after
haying uated at the University of
Oxford, me a member of the House

tenant of Kings County ; in 1845 he was
elected to be representative peer of Ire-
land, and voted for the Liberal party.
Lord Rosse was a passionate admirer of
astronomy and +the optical science, and
had an observatory erected on his do-
mains with a telescope inferior in quality
and size to none but Herschel's. Asa
philanthropist he is entitled to the thanks
of the community, and the Academy of
Science in St. Petersburg elected him to
be one of their members. He was deco-
rated with the Legion of Honor, and be-
came in 1862 Chancellor of the University
of Dublin. He leaves a son, who becomes
heir to his father’s estate.
