Ontario Legislative Assembly.
Toronto, Feb. 20.

Hon. Mr. .Crooks having moved tie 
House into Committee of Supply, made 
his financial statement. He first referred 
to the estimates of 1873, as compared 
with thé actual expenditure for that year, 
and which were as follows :—

Actual expenditure........ .............. 2,460,212
Excess of estimates over expen­

The total sum unexpended was $538,880, 

but some items had, as anticipated, ex­
ceeded the estimates in the aggregate by 
$49,631, reducing the net amount unex- 
pénded to the sum above mentioned. 
The chief cause of this apparent saving 
is to be found under the head of Publie 
Works, Public Buildings, the Mainten­
ance of Public Institutions, Crown 
Lands, and Miscellaneous, the amount 
unexpended under these heads amount- 
ingto $416,061.

The estimated revenue as compared 
with actual receipts was as follows :—

The excess was caused, in part, by the 
measure of the Dominion Government 
for re-adjusting the publie debt by as­
suming the surplus amounts on which 
Ontario and Quebec paid interest, the 
sum of $155,833 having accrued from 
this source in July last, when the half- 
yearly payments of subsidies to the Pro­
vinces were made. In 1874 the full 
benefit of the remission will, of course, 
be felt. From the interest on invest­
ments, the revenue was expected to be 
$‘200,000 ; it had amounted to $258,040, 
or a gain of $58,040. From licenses had 
been received in excess of tho estimated 
income $12,152 ; from Law Stamps $55,- 
000 ; from Casual Revenue, $55,000 ; 
from the Education Department, $1,481 ; 
from Public Institutions, $7,163 ; from 
the Mimico Farm, $3,713 ; and from the 
interest accruing on the Municipal Loan 
Fund, $28,951. On the other hand, the 
Crown Lands Revenue, chiefly under 
the heads of Woods and Forests, fell 
short of the estimate by a sum of $156,- 
362. The estimated income from this 
source was $800,000, but the actual re­
ceipts were $643,638. The amount of 
accruals remaining to be collected in the 
Crown Lands Department at the end of 
1873 was $372,000. ,

deducting 15 per cent, $1,082,764, mak­
ing a total surplus of $5,809,195. But 
we are entitled to add to this the im­
proved market value* of the Dominion 
securities in the hands of the ^Treasurer, 
amounting to $250,000, making the sur-

We have, however, in addition to this7 
a valuabjg Hssey m tne snap» 9^ the 
Grammàtf School, Common School, aiRt 
Upper Canada Building Funds in the 
hands of the Dominion Government, 
amounting in value to $2,699,407, and 
on which we receive interest annually 
amounting to $149,694. We have, too, 
as a further asset, the rent charges ac­
cruing from the sums advanced to muni­
cipalities for drainage purposes, no Jess a 
sum having been so expended under Mr. 
Carling’s Act than $200,000, the works 
represented by which are now nearly 
completed.

Against these assets the Province will 
have to provide a further sum, as requir­
ed by statute, for investment for drain­
age purposes, of $350,000, and the eigh­
teen annual appropriations of $100,000 
per'Annum under the Railway Subsidy 
Act. If to this be added some possible 
and indefinite liability in regard to the 
Common School Land Funds, the precise 
amount of which has to be divided with 
Lower Canada, we have every conceiv­
able liability that can be charged at the 
present time, or prospectively, against 
the Province.

It was of course to be expected 
that the Tory 
great shout of victory 
tion in the North Riding, especially 
as the result was an agreeable sur 
prise to them, and one which they 
never anticipated. But in the ex­
uberance of their joy, they attribute 
that result to other causes than those 
which operated in securing the elec­
tion of Mr. McGowan. The Mail for 
example takes it as a gauge of the 
strength and popularity of the Gov­
ernment, and tries to make it appear 
that since the election of Mr. MoKim 
in 1871 by a majority of over 600, the 
feeling against it has grown so 
strong that that majority has been 
swept away. Now, any one who 
knows the North Riding of Welling­
ton, who is acquainted with the cir. 
cumstances attending the election m 
1871, and with those which came into 
play in the late election, is well aware 
that the inference drawn by the Mail 
is entirely wrong. We are bound to 
say that the feeling in favor of the 
Government is as strong now as it 
was in 1871, and any one who has 
been through the Riding, and is wil­
ling to give truthful testimony, will 
bear us out in this statement. We 
have [therefore to search elsewhere 
for the causes which led to'the change, 
and we have not far to go to tind 
them.

Mr, McKim in 1871 had then re­
presented the Riding for five years 
with much acceptance. He had 
made himself a most useful, as he 
was a' hard-working, member. He 
had rendered Valuable service to 
farmers in all parts of the Riding,and 
the feeling, even among the more 
discreet Conservatives, was that he 
should be allowed to go in again by 
acclamation. But a few extreme men 
induced Mr. Jas. Cross to come out 
against him, well knowing that 
he had not the remotest chance of 
success. The result turned out as 
was expected $ Mr. McKim was elect- 
ted by an Overwhelming majority.

The late election presented a very 
different phase. Mr. O’Callaghan 
was a hew and untried man, though 
in this respect he was on a par 
with Mr. McGowan, who was also new 
to public life. But the fact of him 
being a Catholic, while it strengthen­
ed his position in one part of the 
Riding, weakened it greatly in other 
parts, as may be seen by the votes in 
Amaranth, Mmto and Maryboro ; and 
we speak advisedly when wo say that 
Mr. McGowan and his friends first 
raised, and made the most of, the 
sectarian cry wherever it could be in­
troduced with any chance of success. 
The prejudices of ignorant men were 
excited and iniiamed to an extraor­
dinary degree, and when they could 
not be induced by any argument to 
vote for Mr. McGowan, they were in 
many cases prevailed upon to stay at 
home, the plea being urged on them 
—sometimes in the shape of a threat 
—that they surely would never vote 
for a Catholic. Some of the speakers 
who aided Mr. McGowan rendered 
themselves conspicuous in the ear­
nestness With which they urged such 
objections. Mr. M. C. Cameron, the 
leader of the Opposition, in his 
speech at Harriston, went so far as to 
say that while there might not be 
great danger in electing to office 
some obscure, unintluential Catholic, 
it was dangerous to trust a Catholic of 
ability and influence with power. Mr. 
D’Arcy Boulton, too, in Luther rode 
the high Protestant horse : and other 
speakers, both directly and indirectly, 
worked on the prejudices of many 
who if Dft alone would have voted 
for Mr. Ü’Callagbaiï.
‘ The agitation and jealousies of 

rival claimants for the capital of the 
proposed new County seat did much 
to injure Mr. O’Callaghan. Himself 
a resident of Arthur, the friends of 
Mr. McGowan were constantly insin­
uating or openly asserting that he 
would throw hie influence in favor of 
Ins own village,and leave the others 
in the lurch. With the honorable ex­
ception of Harriston, this underhand 
work had its due effect, and lost 
Mr. O’Callaghan many votes. Fly 
sheets and lying telegrams were se/it 
over the Riding, which contained the 
most infamous lies, and these were 
kept back till there was no time to 
answer them or counteract the harm 
they did. Here is a sample of these 
disgraceful electioneering documents 
which emanated from Mr. Drew’s

T*ÎJ!“ 11" and it is also a fact that out of a
meeting composed of two delegates 
from each municipality, he received 
only four votes when his name was 
up for nomination.

It suits the Herald 
now to play this role, but such were 
not the reflections of the disappointed 
editor of the Herald when he re­
turned to Guelph a rejected candi­
date-rejected, too, because of the 
strong prejudices which existed 
among the Conservative leaders be­
cause he is a Catholic. We can point 
with pride to the contrast exhibited 
between these men and the Reform 
leaders who brought out Mr. O’Cal­
laghan. In all their deliberations 
not avtrord was uttered about his or 
any other man’s religious belief. 
Composed as the Convention was of 
men of all shades of Protestant be­

secure them. Mr. O’Callaghan, we 
are sure, is satisfied with^the honesty 
of purpose and sincerity of the 
leading men of his party, which 
is more than Mr. Fahey can 
honestly say of those who pretended 
to be his friends, but whose prejudices 
were too strong to warrant them in 
running a Catholic in the Conserva­
tive interest. _
