Revenue to. Pay All Ordinary:
Munieipal Expenses.

Nelson, Aug. 5.—The city of Nelson
has sold to the Bank of Montreal $65,000
city debentures bearing 5 per cent. in-
terest and running twenty years at 9815.
Of this amount $10,000 will be used in
extending the water systm, $10,000, in
extending ' the sewer system,* $5,000 in
purchasing a cemetery site, and $40,000
in purchasing an electric light plant.

To-day the eity council purchased the
plant and franchises of the Nelson Elec-
tric company for $35,400 cash. 'I'his
places Nelson in an exceptional position.
I'he city owns both the water and light-
ing systems, which give a revenue that
nets the city over $18,000 annually, while
the total charge to provide against the
interest and sinking fund of ‘the deben-
ture debt of the city is only $7,600. From
this date Nelson property owners will
have no taxes other than to provide for
the interest and sinking fund of its de-
benture debts. . The receipts from water
and eleetrie light rates and licenses will
Lic more than sufficient to provide for
street improvements, pay salaries and all
other current expenses.

WoAT FOR? SAYS AGUINALDO.

Philippine Insurgent Leader Wants the
American Policy State—Propos-
als to Gen. Merritt.

New ‘York, Aug. 5.—A despatch to the
World, dated Manila, July 30, via Hong-
kong, Aug. 4, says: Aguinaldo, the in-
surgent chief, is becoming more friendly
to the Americans. He has made two
propositions to General Merritt, which
may solve the insurgept problem in a
manner highly advantageous to us. In
the first place, he asks the commander-
in-chief of the American land force to
permit the rebel troops to march through
the streets of Manila when the city has
surrendered. - Merritt-appears inclined to
cousent. ‘to this. It would gratify the
venity of the natives to let them indulge
in what seems to them a triumphal
march as vietors through the capital of
the enemy, whom they have been sue-
cessfully combatting and besieging since
the wiping out,of Montejo's fleet. At
the same time, the native tioops being
thus arrayed in line and under direct
orders, may be more easily controlled

MANZANILLO GIVING UP.

Spanish Garrison Ready to Surrender
Upon' Appearance of American
Army.

Santiago de Cuba, Aug. 5.—The war-
ships Massachusetts and Dixie arrived
at Guantanamo Bay last night and start-
ed coaling immediately. Commander
Todd, of the Wilmington, reports that
the conditions at Manzanillo, as learned
from Gen. Rios, are as follows: There
are about 2,000 regulars, 1,000 volun-
teers, ‘and 500 bombarderes or firemen,
They appear to be well supplied with
cattle and provisions, but are believed
to be short of ammunition. Recent
events in that vicinity have caused them
to become disheartened and it js believ-
ed that the appearance of an American
force of only one thousand men, would
result in the capitulation of the place.
So far as the forts are concerned they
amount to little or nothing beyond some
field pieces, temporarily placed in posi-
tion and belonging to the army, but it is
said there are about twenty field guns
in ‘the vicinity .

Oshkosh, Wis., Aug. 5.—Rioting was
resumed by the striking weodworkers
here owing to the sash and door mana-
facturers trying to operate ‘with mnon-
‘wnion labor. At the Morgan plant last
night a crowd of 1,000 strikers and sym-
pathizers gathered to abuse and maltreat]
non-union workmen as they left the mill.
Chief Weisbrod, with a force of police
succeeded in preserving a semblance of
order until darkness set in, Then a
serious onslaught on the police was
made, in which several officers received
bruises and cuts and Chief Weisbrod
was brought to his knees by a stone
striking him. Several shots were fired in
the air and the police finally withdrew.

To-day the strikers again congregated
and clubbed and stoned non-union work-
men trying to reach the Morgan mill.
Thirty policemen were despatched to re-
inforce the small spuad on duty.” When
the police arrived the crowd set on them
with sticks;and stones. The police used
their clubs. freely and the street was
finally cleared at the expense of many
broken heads and a score of arrests, in-
cluding nine women. The non-union crew
finally reached the mill under the pro-
tection of the police and the factory was
started up with a strong force of police
to keep the -streets clear around the
plant. The strikers are far from sub-
dued, however, angd more trouble is pro-
mised.

ASKING FOR MANILA

Mc¢Kinley's Terms Inclnde Perman-
ent Occupation of the Phil-
ippine Capital.

Spanish 1eaders Averse to Such
Sacrifice Though Majority
Counsel Peace.

‘Madrid, Aug. 5 (10 p.m.)—At the cabi-
net couneil this evening Senor Sagasta
related to his colleague what had been
said in the conference with the va:ious
political leaders earlier in the day. No
decision was taken.

{. London, Aug .5—~The Madrid corres-

pondent of the Daily Mail says: A ma-
jority of the politicians who conferred
with Senor Sagasta counselled peace,
But Senor Necedal, leader of the ultra-
montanes, urged war “even if the Yan-
kees,” he said, ‘“‘were to capture Spanish
ports, as possibly then an international
conflagration would avenge Spain by
placing her in a pesition to gain'‘more
than by making a shameful peace now.”
Senor Sagasta informed me as to the
contents of the American note. In addi-
tion to the demands already known the
American government ask the occupa-
tion and possession of Manila and Subic
Bay. M. Cambon obtained from Presi-
dent McKinley the substitution for the
word possession of another word mean-
ing practically the same thing. This
revelation has caused a ferment here. It
was understood at first that the Ameri-
cans only demanded temporary occupa-
tion of Cuba, pending arrangements. for
the future government of the Philippines.
It is believed the powers-will object to
the Americans retaining permanent occu-
pation of Manila and Subic Bay. The
latter is a splendid naval station.
The Madrid correspondent of the
Times, commenting on the views of
various leaders expressed at the confer-
ence with Senor Sagasta as given by the
Kl Liberal says: It seems that Senor
Sagasta pointed .out all the facts of the
situation with the utmost frankness to
the various politicians, indicating reas-
ons for and against a continuance of the
war and citing for example the fact
that General Blanco far from being de-
jected, proposed plans to continue re-
sistamce. Senor Sagasta’s picture as a
whole, however, was painted in sombre
colors, Senor Montero Ries, president of
the Chamber of Deputies, Marshal Mar-
tinex de Campos, the Duke of Tetuan
and Senor Silvela, the leader of the dis-
sident Oonservatives, all favor peace.

It seems that
the Spanish cabinet fully reaiiwes that
the time for argument, couuter propos-
als or modification, has gone by, and
that there is only one simple 1ssue to be
met, namely: Whether tha smerican
terms will be accepted as a whole or
rejected. There is, indeed, reason to
believe that the Spanish government Las
been directly advised that the stage of
negotiation is past, and that otly the
matter of an answer favorable or um-
favorable remains. That the answer has
not come quickly i8 no matter of sur-
prise to the officials here, for they realize
the responsibility which Premier Sagasta
must assume in making these peuace
terms sufficiently palatable to the Hpan-
ish populace and the peliticail leaders,
to permit its acceptance without an in-
ternational cenvulsion. The best inforia-
ed persons here fix next Monday as the
time when the’ Unitéd States govern-
ment is likely to reeeive Spain’s final
answer. But this is simple conjecture,
for there is not the slightest meaus of
knowing the tendencies at Madrid.

FLEEING FROM FEVER.

Entire American Army To Be At Once
Removed From Cuba.

General Shafter has received orders to
move the entire army north at once. Six
transports are here to take the first ship-
ments and embarkationg _will begin to-
day. There is great rejoicing among the
Lroops. - :

From the moment Secretaz Alger’s
cable message was received ¢his morn-
ing, ordering the instant removal of the

and activity at headquarters. The trans-
ports now here, six in number, have been
ordered to discharge their cargoes and
get ready, without loss of time, to take
on board the first shipments for home.
Other transports are expected here short-
ly. Embarkation will begin to-morrow,
and it is expected that 18 transports
will soon be conveying our seldiers
back to the United States. The Yale
and Harvard, among others, are under-
stood to be on their way here. These
vessels ecarry from 12,000 to 15,000 men.

General Shafter’s orders for the move-
ment of his command provide the follow-
ing' . programme: Embarkation of the
Third and Sixth regular cavalry; then
the First regular cavalry, and First vol-
unteer cavalry of Rough Riders be em-
barked. These regiments have been or-
dered to be ready to go on‘board ship
the -dav after to-morrow. For the pre-

Cap-
tain McKittrick and Dr. Goodfellow, ‘of
General Shafter’s staff, left here to-day
for New Orleans.

Washington, Aug. 5.—The war depart-
ment has ordered the large fleet of
transports at Ponce to proceed to Santi-
ago to bring Gen. Shafter’s army back
to this country. There are ten large
transports in the fleet at Ponce, some
of them like the Mobile, having a capa-
city of 1,000 men. In all they have a
capacity of 6,500 men. This, with the
capacity of the ships already at Santiago
will give a carrying strength of over
12,000 men at a trip. With the arrival
of Shafter’s army in this country every
facility will be given to the troops to
recuperate.

There will be no yellow fever cases
brought to this country, as such cases
can best be handled without removal.
The actunal hospital station will prob-
ably be located at Montauk Point, where
a field hospital for 500 patients is being
prepared, in addition to the hospital
equipment which Gen. Shafter’s forces
will bring along with them.

States Soldiers.

Washington, Aug. 4—There was an
expectation at the state department that
perhaps toward the close of the after-
noon some word might be received from
Spain through the French ambassader
in reply to the President’s deliverance
yesterday on the subject of peace condi-
tions. This expectation was based upon
the fact that the terms themselves had
not been modified in any essential point,
so that there was little occasion for pro-
lorging discussion by the Spanish Cab-
inet which was presumed to haye thor-
oughly considered this matter before
sending the first reply. However, it was
perceived by some news despatches that
the Madrid cabinet meeting had been
inconclusive, so it was then presumed
that nothing definite could be expected
bcfore to-morrow noon at the earliest.

There is a confident belief among t'he
administration officials that the S[;ams'h
government will accept the terms laid
down by the President, and that the de-
lay of a day or two in recognizing the
inevitable is to be accounteq for by rea-
sons of Spanish international poh.cy,
which would not countenance resisting
submission without at least a delay of
a purpose to improve the terms. This,
however, cannot be .accomplished, and
the. French ambassador, who is well
aware of that fact, unquestionably has
so informed the Spanish government
though that government has preserved
its record in good form to meet the criti-
cism of its political opponents by sub-
mitting the counter proposition presented
yesterday by M. Cambon to the Presj-
dent. Meanwhile preparations for the
war expedition go on steadily.

My Dear Mr. Sec-
retary:——I am writing with the knowl-
edge and approval of General Wheeler.
We earnestly hope you will send us
most of the regulars, and at any rate
the cavalry division, including the Rough
Riders who are as good as any regulars
and three times as good as any state
troops, to.Porto Rico. There are 1,800
effective men in this division. If those
who were left behind were joined to
them, we could land at Porto Rico in
this cavalry division close to 4,000 men
who would be worth easily 10,000 Na-
tional Guards armed with black powder
Springfields. or other archaic weapons.
Yery respectfully, Theodore Roosevelt.”

As an explanation of the
situation, the following letter from Col-
onel Theodore Roosevelt, commanding
the First Cavalry, to General Shafter,
was handed by the latter to the corres-
pondent here of the Associated Press for
publication: ;
Major-General Shafter, Sir:—In the
meeting between general and medical of-
ficers called by you at the palace this
morning we were all, as you know, un-
snimous in the view as to what should
be done with the army. To keep us here,
in the opinion of every officer command-
ing a division or brigade, would simply
involve the destruction of thousands.
There is no possible reason for not ship-
ping practically the entire command
north at once. Yellow fever cases are
very few in the cavalry division where
I command, and in one or two of the bri-
gades there is not one true case of yel-
low fever except one sent to the hospital
at Siboney where they contracted it. In
this division there have been 1,500 cases
of malarial fever. Not a man has died
from it, but the whole command is so
weuakened and shattered as to be ripe for
dying like sheep when a real yellow
fever epidemic strikes us. Quarantine
against malarial fever is much like
guarantine against toothache. We are
certain that as soon as the authorities
at Washington fully appreciate the con-
ditions that the army will be sent home.
If there were any object in keeping us
here we would face yellow fever with as
much indifference as we face bullets, but
there is no object., The four immune
regiments ordered here are sufficient to
garrison the city and surrounding towns
aud there is absolutely nothing for us to
do here and has not been since the city
surrendered. It is impossible to move
mto the interior. HEvery shifting camp
doubles the sick rate in our present
weakened condition and, anyhow, the in-
terior is rather worse than the coast,
for I have found by actual reconnois-
sance that the four present camps are
as healthy as any camp at this end of
the island can be. I write only because
I cannot see our men who fought so
bravely and endured extreme hardships
and danger so uncomplainingly, go to de-
struction without striving, so far as lies

is unnecessary and undeserved.

Mr. and Mrs. J. W. Moore returned
yesterday morning on the Tees from
kagway where they have been visiting
for the past fifteen days the parents of
Mr. Moore, Capt. and Mrs. William
Moore. Captain Moore is the pioneer
of Skagway, the first white man to cross
the now famous White Pass, the engi-
neer and builder of the trail that by
Skagwayians is claimed to be the cheap-
est, quickest and easiest route to the
gold fields. Capt. Moore laid out the
townsite of Skagway eight years ago,
built the first and only first class wharf
that Skagway has, and the only wharf
where a vessel can land during the
heavy gales, for which the Alaska coast
is noted.

He has been
employed on the steamer Charmer, as
purser, for the past 13 years without
interruption, and this is his first trip of
recreation during all that period—a re-
markable record indeed..

A million or more in golden dust and
bright yellow nuggets, with two millions
added in bank paper and other equally
valuable securities. Such is the mini-
mum ' estimate of the wealth brought
from the Klondike treasure land yes-
terday by the steamer Manauense—the
richest of the gold-bearing fleet to come
down this season, and the richest by far
of any gold ship to lind her toil-worn but
envied argonauts at any point in British
Columbia.

It was on July 20 that the Manauense
left St. Michael, and so effectually ‘did
her master cater for the down river pas-
senger by the Healey, Merwin, Alice and
Marguerite that there were very few

of these passengers left at the Yukon
mouth when she weighed anchor home-
ward bound. Three hundred odd miners
and frontier traders, representing in
themselves every degree of failure as
well as success made up the passenger
list, and the debarkation of these at Vie-
toria’s dock ecarried the old-timers back
in memory to the sunniest days of the
Fraser river rush and the halcyon era
of Cariboo’s greatness, while the fame
even of these was eclipsed by the Klon-
dike demonstration of the afternoon.

up to Dawsen; and, last of all, with ref-
erence to the gold that they and their
companions have won from the reluctant
streams and benches of the North.

Tales of fortune winnirg and of dire
distress alternated 'in the conversation
of the new arrivals, many of those who
had earned their wealth in five or six
figures receiving with-sad faces the con-
gratulations of their friends, for in their
own prosperity they could not forget the
hundreds whose lives had been sacrificed
to the Gold King in his home, nor yet
those other hundreds who are scattered
all along the great river of the North—
their provisions lost; their avenues of
egress blocked; and the grim spectre of
starvation at their shoulder.

So much worse than usual is the Yu-
kon channel this year, according to their
report, that few of any of the lower
river supply steamers will get through at
all from St. Michael, while even if fully
laden every trip the up-river boats will
scarcely be able to deliver food in suffici-
ent guantity to maintain through win-
ter the actual population of to-day. The
only hope for next winter is in the
stampede out that has already commenc-
ed, the outfits of the faint-hearted aug-
menting the ‘resources of the more reso-
lute men of the camp.

As illustrating the origin of the over-
shadowing terror, Mr. Hayes explains
that when the river rose this spring to
eighteen feet above former high mark,
it so washed out the islands in the flats
that the whole river became ribbed with
sand bars. These and the absence of
wood for fuel occasioned by the great ice
drift having . swept the banks clear of
timber, offer unsurmountable obstacles
to the steamer fleet, having practically
obliterated the channel from Circle City
to Fort Hamlin, where even rowboats
have failed ‘to find free navigation, with
ten and sometimes only eight inches of
water from shore from shore, and all
landmarks swept away. :

Of the gold receipts by the Manauense,
the approximations vary from the ‘“half
a million in bullion and perhaps twice
that in paper” of the comservative pas-
sengers, to the ‘“four million in gold
alone” told of by the ship’s officers and
the more enthusiastic of the argonauts.
Certain it is that all the steamer’s steel
vaults were filled before the gold had
fairly commenced to come on board, and
many of the passengers kept faithfui
guard over big piles of gold on the jour-
ney down. Contributing to the total—
immense in any event—are perhaps thir-
ty who write their fortunes in five figures
or more, the names and stakes of a few
of these being instanced as hereunder:

Rev. C. Hestwood, formerly a Metho-
dist pastor of San Francisco, now known
throughout the North as ‘“The Preach-
er.”.

The cause of the,

A TRI0 OF KLONDIKERS

Three More Arrivals From the
Yukon Reach Victoria on
the Tees.

.

Large Sums Represented in Gold
and Drafts.—Big Salmon Packs
—(Cassiar Elections.

*

More gold came from the North on the
C P.N. steamer Tees yesterday, having
in the main been brought south by Mr.
F. M. Rattenbury, of the Lake Bennett
and Klondike Navigation Company, and
A. W. Robinson,-A. J. Krouert and 8.
W. Nickerson. The total amount in
dust and drafts brought by the-steamer
can hardly be arrived at, as several who
had wealth kept it in their possession
tha entire trip, so much so that in one
instance, a lucky man never left his
cabin from the day he took voyage until
his arrival here. The crew of the Tees
say that one of the passengers represent-
ed a couple of hundred thousand dol-
lars in drafts, but this amount would

probably represent much more than the
whole amount brought down.

The steamer did not connect with any
of the lake fleet, and she is over a week
frem Skagway, having made ecalls at
many of the British Columbia ports. She
brings the latest news concerning the
sa!mon packs on the northern rivers.
Several of the Skeena river canners, it
is said, did not prepare for so large a
run of fish as is now on and have run
short of cans. Cunningham’s canneries
are an instance of this and they have
been obliged to send fish down to Lawe
Inlet to be canned. It seems as if the
Skeena, which last year contributed,
when compared with some former years,
a very small pereentage of the total
salmon back, is more alive with - fish
than for many seasons, and is likely to
prcduce a bigger pack than Rivers In-
et. When the Tees sailed there were
the following packs on the Skeena: In-

ARRIVAL OF SPANIARDS AT NOOTKA.

To the Editor: Before proceeding with
any further description, it may be stated
that during the first few years of the sea-
ofter trade, whilst carried on by British
officers and sailors, there had been no diffi-
culty in dealing with the natives. = The
c¢rews were under good discipline. As soon
however, as the Boston traders and the
Spaniards appeared, the natives became
distrustful and troublesome. In 1788 two
vessels, der the United States flag, ar-
rived and wintered at Nootka. 'Be this as
it may, Captain Meares made arrangements
with Chief Maquillan to receive the land
1equired by him, and permission to have a
party of workmen ashore, who were sup-
posed to be provided with adequate protec-
tion against the natives. The bargain was
closed by Captain Meares presenting to
Maquillan an elegant pair of pistols, on
which the chief had apparently set his eyes.
Chief Callicum and the ladies of his family
were also furnished with suitable presents,
the chief undertaking to prevent the na-
tives from committing any depredations on
Captain Meares’ men.
In the course of 12 days a house was
built, sufficiently large to accommodate the
workmen on shore. * On the ground fipor
there was ample room for the coopers, sail-
makers and other artizans to work in bad
weather. A large room was set apart for
stores and previsions. The armerer’s shop
was attached to one end of the building,
and communicated with it.. The upper
story was divided into an eating room and
chambers for the party. A strong breast-
work was thrown up around the house, en-
closing a considerable area of ground, on
which a piece of cannon was placed in such
a position.as to command the cove and the
village of Nootka, and which formed a for-
tification sufficient to secure the party from
intrusion.””

After laying the keel of the proposed ves-
sel of 40 tons burthen, Captain Meares pro-
ceeded southward in the Felice, and ob-

tooche and other chiefs. He returned in
September, when the new vessel was
launched and named the Northwest Amer-
fca. Shortly aftetwards, having collected a
cargo of furs, he departed for China, leav-
ing the Iphigenia and Northwest America
in Nootka sound. or Friendly cove, with
orders to winter at the Sandwich islands,
anl to return to the coast in the spring.

Captain Meares reached Chind early in
December. The ship Felice was sold, and
Captain Meares formed a joint stock com-
pany, composed of himself and others, con-
trolling the ships Prince of Wales.

From the time of the arrival of the
Princessa unti! the ‘14th of May, mutual
civilities passed between Captain Douglas
and the SPanlsh officers, and even supplies
were obtained from Don Martinez for the
use of the ship. On the 14th, Captain
Douglas was invited on board the Princessa,
and, to his great surprise, was informed by
Don Martinez that he ha.d orders from the
King of Spain to seize all ships and vessels
ke might find upon that coast; and that
he, the commander of the Iphigenia, was
ihen his prisoner. Don Martinez thereupon
irstructed his officers to take possession of
of the Iphigenia, which they accordingly
did, in the name of His Catholic Majesty.
The officers and crew of that ship were
immediately conveyed as prisoners on board
the Spanish ships, where they were put in
irons and otherwise ill-treated.

As soon as the Iphigenia had been seized,
Don Martinez took possession of the lands
belonging to Captain Meares, om which the
buildings before mentioned had been erect-
ed, hoistinz thereupon the standard of
Spain, declaring.-at the same time that all
the lands on the west coast of Ameriea,
comprised between Cape Horn and the 60th
degree of north latitude, did belong to His
Catholic Majesty. He then proceeded to
build batteries, storehouses, etc.,. in the
execution of which he forciblv employed
some of the crew of the Iphigenia, and
many of them who attempted to resist wero
severely punished. Whilst the Spaniards
had possession of the Iphigenia, ‘ she was
stripped of all the merchandise which had
been provided for trading; also of her
stores, provisions, nautical Instruments,
charts, ete., and, in short, every other arti-
cle which they could conveniently . carry
away (excepting 12 bars of iron), even to
ith,e master’'s watch and drticles of cloth-
ng.’’

At this, the usual
time of our meeting, we are not prepar-
ed, as you are aware, to lay before you
the half-yearly accounts, simply from

WAST 0O WEALTH

Next Month to See a Season of
Great Activity Inaugurated
on the Coast.

A Sawmill for Cape Seott —Machin-
ery of the Wrecked Iskoot
Arrives.

There is a small Klondike excitement
on the West Coast, according to advices
received by the Willapa last evening,
that will materialize next month in a
way that will advertise the coast mines
as they have never been advertised be-
fore. By that time the owners of sever-
al properties expect to make heavy ship-
ments of ore. Mr. Bonthorn of Alberni,
alone, expects to ship 100 tons by every
regular steamer, while a number of oth-
ers will probably have a still greater
amount to send to market. Purser Theo-
dore Robinson, of the- Willapa, states
that next month will see fully threc hun-
dred men at work in the mines of Al-
berni, and Clayoquot and then will com-
mence an epoch of development such as
the Coast has never witnessed. 1'ros-
pectors, he states, are constantly makqxg
rich strikes all along the coast, while
up at Lake Scott, where the steamer
«called the Danish colony, newly estab-
lished, is about to erect a new saw mill,
the machinery for which is ‘to be ship-
ped on the Willapa on her next trip.
Good progress is being made at instal-
ling the coal mine plant at Quatsino,
and ere long this part of the island will
be contributing its wealth towards Vie-
toria. The steamer had 33 passengers
on her return to Victoria, among them
A. E. Waterhouse, G. H. Hayes, A.
Englick, P. R. Pearson and Mr. Holt,
well-known mining men. Nearly every
passenger had samples of rich looking
quartz brought from different points of
the coast.

ISKOOT'S MACHINERY ARRIVES,

On a scow, towed by the tug Mystery,
there arrived from the North yesterday
morning the machinery, boiler and equip-
ment of the stern-wheel steamer Iskoot,
which it will be remembered was wreck-
ed in West Inlet while on her way to the
Stikine from Victoria a few months ago.
The hull of the ill-starred craft is be-
yond redemption. It lays on the rocks
almost in halves with bottom crushed
in in dozens of places, dry at low wa-
ter, but awash at high tide., The ma-
chinery, being perfectly new, has suffer-
ed little from its exposure to sea and
air, and with a little cleaning will be as
good as when it left the maker’s hands.
The present owner, Mr. Read, has good
service for it. For some time he has had
a partially completed stern-wheel steam-
er lying in the upper harbor, which he
can now finish much more economically
and satisfactorily than he had original-
1y contemplated. The Iskoot’s machinery
was very powerful and is the most mod-
«nr that can be obtained. It is under-
stood that the new steamer when com-
pleted will be laid up until ravigation
-opens next year on the northern rivers.

RUSSIAN TRADE.

The steamship Tai:Fu, of the new line
between Portland and Siberia, sailed on
her second trip on Wednesday, with a
full cargo, largely made up, of Oregon
products. The principal item on the Tai-
Fu. manifest was a consignment of 57,-
790 bushels of oats, valued at $21,186.

«chinery, 3 engines, 2 boilers, 38 boxes
‘machinery, 32 packages machinery; box
‘belting, 584 angle iron, 230 bundles cor-
‘rugated ézanlvanized iron, 1,814 sheets of
galvanized iron, 3 crates carts, and 1,005
sacks bituminous rock. Accompanying
the latter consignment is Mr. R, S. Max-
well, an expert on bituminous paving,
who goes to Vladivostock to explain the
advantages of this kind of pavement to
the Russians. The heavy consigument
of oats took up so much of the Tai-Fu's
space that there was not room for much
heavy freight, and the total value of the
cargo was but $35,500.

ASSESSMENT REDUCED.

Mr. Justice Walkem Directs that the
Valuation for Taxation of Mrs.
Dunsmuir’s Residence be
Lowered.

. Mr. Justice Walkem yesterday gave
judgment reducing the city’s assessment
on Mrs. Dunsmuir’s residence from $80,-
000, to $45,000, but ordered the lots to
stand as assessed. The lots he decided
were assessed in accordance with sec-
tion 113 of the Municipal Clauses Act,
which provides that the standard of
valuation is to be the actual cash value
as appraised in payment of a just debt
from a solvent debtor. As to the resi-
dence the judgment says:

. “Mr. Northcott stated that he found
it impossible to apply this rule or stand-
ard to Mrs. Dunsmuir’s residence, as it
was a very costly building, which no
one here, as far as he thought, would
on that account accept in payment of
a debt. . From information he had ob-
tained he found that the structure had
cost $185,000, and in view of this sum
he had considered that as valuation for
assessment purposes at $80,000 was a
fair valuation. But a valuation on the
basis of the cost of a structure is not
permitted. :

“Mr, Wilson’s evidence is' to the effect
that in his belief the actual cash valua-
tion’ of the appellant’s improvements, as
they would be appraised in payment of

‘a_just debt by a solvent debtor, for I re-
peated these words to him from the

statute, would be $45,000. 1In these
improvements he ' includes dwelling
house, stable, lodge, and the front and
other walls on the ground. I must there
fore direct that the assessment of $80,-
000 be reduced to the sum of $45,000,
named by Mr. Wilson.”

TRADE REVIEWS.

Encouraging Outlook in All Departments
Following the Close of the War.

New York, Aug. 5.—Bradstreet’s to-
nmorrow will say: The stimulating in-
fluence of the apparently near approaeh
of peace and the general expectation of
beneficial effects it is hoped will flow
from the opening of new markets in the
lands added to the national
scem to increase.

Particularly noticeable is the demand,
more especially in the Central West for
iron for agricultyral implements, and
for steel rails an® plates for export or
for domestic ship building. Firmness in
prices is a feature of particular inter-
est in view of the enormous production
of pig iron early in the year and appar-
ently reflects the going into consumption
of most of this immense production,
leaving stocks generally within coutrol-
lable limits. Encouraging export de-
mand for oun cereals, great steadiness
of prices, largest recorded mid-surrmer
bank clearings and fairly encouraging
railroad earnings, are additional enccur-
aging features of trade.

Business failures in the United States,

THE SPANISH LEADERS.

Result of Sagasta’s Conferences Points
to Reluctant Acceptance of Peace
Tterms.

New York, Aug. 5.—A despatch to the
World from Madrid says: An explana-
tion of its peace terms asked from the

‘'government at Washington, especially

regarding the Philippines, is expected to-
morrow. If received then Spain’s final
answer to the United States will be

made on Saturday. Premier Sagasta and
the Queen are consulting the leading

men of all the monarchiel parties to see
if any of them can suggest a better
course for Spain to pursue than to ae-

cept the terms of peace otiered by Am-
erica. 'These consultations will be fin-
ished to-night. Senor Sagasta conferred
this afternoon with Marshal Campos
and the presidents of the two houses
of congress, obtaining the assurances
that they will not object in the Cortes
to a ratification of the peace treaty em-
bracing conditions, which, they admit,
are inevitable under the circumstances.
The Premier hopes to get like assurances
from all the dynastic leaders and gen-
erals in the name of their respective
parties, but it is not probable the Carlists
or Rupublicans will make such a pledge.
‘When the principal basis of peace is
agreed upon representatives of the two
countries will arrange the details of the
treaty. When that is done the Cortes
will re-assemble to ratify the treaty.
After the cabinet council to-night the
ministers deelined to furnish any in-
formation concerning the despatches re-
ceived yesterday and to-day from abroad.
It is rumored, however, that the two
governments are sure to come to an
understanding for the suspension of hos-
cilities this week, as in reality the only
questions at issue are unimportant. Ii!
Liberal advises the Queen and Premier
‘0 consult also the leaders of the Radical
parties, because they had had no share
o¢ responsibility™ for the shortcomings
which caused the colonial crash. Pub
lic sentiment and' the majority of the
press and financial interests approve of
Sagasta’s course. When the government
found that the American demands far
exceeded the expectation of Spain, Pre-
mier Sagasta determined to act promptly
and decisively in both sending a reply to
Washington and taking the utmost pre-
cautions ‘throughout the kingdom to pre-
vent information leaking out until the
two governments should have come to an
nnderstanding. . The government has
been informed that Don Carlos is pre-
paring to issue a manifesto as soon as
it is announced officially that the Queen
Regent and the ministers have accepted
the American terms. Carlos will then,
it is expected, leave the partisans free
to act.

visiting clergy, and after the Archbishop
and Bishop had donned their full can-
onical robes, a procession was formed
and the clergy proceeded to the Bishop’s
throne, chanting the Te Deum, Bishop
Christie was then formally enthroned,
and after a short prayer by Rev, Father
Nicolaye, Rev. Father Althoff read the
decree, first in Latin and then in English,
“authorizing Rev. Alexander Christie’s
consecration to the episcopacy.” A
trenslation of the decree follows:

To the Rev. Alexander Christie, Priest of
the Archdiocese of St. Paul:

Beloved Son, Health and Apostolic Bless-
ing,—The office of the Apostolate, notwith-
standing our unworthiness, has been en-
trusted to us from on High; in virtue of
which office, under God's Providence, we
preside in the government of all churches.
As we ever strive, with the help of the
Lord, to fulfil that trust usefully, we grow
snxious when appointing others to the di-
rection of these churches. We are careful
to select and place over: them s pastors
men who will build up the people confided
to their care, who will be models to them
by  their example of righteous living, and
who will be able, with Divine assis
to rule safely ard govern in ge
cburches entrusted io them.

and declares null' amd void any appoint-

‘ment in this matter made by any other

authority whatsoever. - Since the Episeopal

See of Vancouver, over which the deceased
John N. Lemmens, its beloved Bishop,
ruled, is destitute of episcopal care, we pro-
vide for the ruling of this See, wherein no
cne disregarding our authority may thrust
himself, being excluded by the above-men-
tionedl reservation and decree.

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A High State of Efficiency Demonstrated at
the Midsummer Examinations.

Dear Mr. Laing,—I send you, in -tabular
form, the marks which I have awarded to
the poys of the threec upper forms, in the
subjeets in which I have examined them.
The papers have. been marked with great
care and with a strictness which may have,
in some cases, erred on the side of severity.
You may take it for granted that every
paper is fully worth the marks awarded to
it. It is satisfactory to note that the ele-
mentary subjects all seem to be thoroughly
mastered. Writing, taken as a whkole, is
extremely good. Dictation is about the
best I every saw. Composition, also, is
good. Grammar is good throughout, no
less than six boys having over 70 per cent.
History .and geographys®are also above the
average, but English literature is weak.
In Latin some very good papers were sent
i, and the younger boys show signs of
good grounding. French, too, produced
some good answers, but I conld have judged
this subject better, and no doubt should
have found occasion to award higher marks,
had I been able to find time for. a vyiva
vece examination.

The examination, on the whole, must be
pronounced satisfactory, and, se far as my
part in it.is coucerned, it Las been con-
ducted with a severity fully equal to that
exercised in the provincial teachers’ exam-
ination. Judged by that standard, there
are very few failures, the pereentages in
nearly every case being sufficient to entitle
the boys te high grades of certificates.

THE PRINCE OF WALES.

The Particulars in Regard to His Re-
cent Injury.

“In consequence of the widespread in-
terest taken, and the sympathy for His
Royal Highness the Prince of Wales
in his recent unfortunate mishap, His
Royal Highness, with characteristic con-
sideration for the wishes of those who
desire authentic information as to the
nature of the injury, has sanctioned the
following  statement: On Monday
morning, July 18, while coming down
the spiral staricase at Waddesdon Manor
he missed his footing and in the sudden
severe effort made to save himself from
falling sustained a fracture of the left
patella. On examination it was found
that he line of fracture was nearly trans-
verse and close to the upper margin of
the patella. About one-fifth of the bone,
somewhat crescentic in shape, was torn
away, along with the tendinous insertion
of the quadriceps extensor, and the gap
between the fragments amounted to a
little more than two inches.  The joint
was destended with blood. Means were
adopted to immobilize the limb, bring
down the upper fragment, and to prevent
tilting., This has proved so far successful
that on examination to-day it was found
that the interval between ‘the fragments
was greatly diminished, not being now
more than a quarter of an inch, and the
effusion .in the joint is lessened consid-
patient. The eondition of the illustrious
patient is in other respects most satis-
factory, and he is bearing the enforeced
restraint with exemplary patience and
good temper.

“VICTORIA.”

To the Editor: 1In yoursissue:of ‘the
Srd inst. ‘you invite correspondence ‘upon
the subject, “What ran be done td-'i)riug
about prosperity in Victoria,” and before
making any suggestions, would like to
avail myself the privilege of occupying
a few lines in your valuable paper. You
are wise in intimating that all corres-
pondence be upon non-political or per-
sonal lines. This is -as it should be;
for anything' that .may be done in. the
interests of Vietoria should Le the out-
come of an enthusiastic desire of the
whole population irrespective of party
politics, social standing or creed. It has
been mournful to witness the suicidal
action of Victoria during the last few
years in placing itself in the hands of
incapable government, but let the past
be  forgotten, and let Victorians be

aroused to concerted action regarding
their city’s future prosperity.

I have had the pleasure of spending
the last few days in Vancouver and it
seems toc me that if the whole city of
Victoria could turn out uponr some ex-
cursion to the terminal city of British:
Columbia that they would see many an
object lesson. Is it ten years or less
since the first city of Vancouver was
ruthlessly laid in ruins by the great
conflagration? Whatever the time may
be since the pioneers of Vancouver saw
all that they possessed in the world
swept away by that memorable fire," no
one can look to-day upon the present
substantial looking city without ac-
knowledging the commendable enter-
prise, which has produced from the ashes
of the past one of the finest cities in
the Dominion of Canada. TUnmistakable
prosperity meets one at every turn, and
whatever may be the difference of opin-
ion regarding the future of Victoria there
can be no difference of opinion in re-
gard to the future of Vancouver. It
may have its dull times, its business man
may be put upon their mettle; but a city
in which eight chartered banks of Cana-
da locate to do business, all of which
have taken, or are taking steps to erect
valuable properties, together with other
large financial institutions cannot but
have a most enviable future before it.
Its appearance is that of a well-gov-
erened city, where foresight and emergy
has been displayed in mdking a fair city
from the forests of a few.years since;
everybody in Vancouver is for Vancou-
ver, and everyone has the established
belief that Vancouver is destined to be
one of the largest and most, prosperous
cities on the Pacificc On every hand
the streets are being improved, perman-
ent roads are being laid, houses of a
first-class order are being erected for
the well-to-do citizens, and wherever you
20 you witness scenes of unsual prosper-
ity. It must be admitted that Vancou-
ver has many advantages, but the Vg_n-
couverites (unlike the people of Vie-
toria) have made the most of them,
for: with .keen businessinstipcts’ they
Isve seensthe possible greatness ofstheir
city and ‘the people have sought”the
good of one another, by considering the
general welfare of the city in support-
ing any business-like proposition emin-
ating from the City Counci}._ I could
say much about Vancouver; its sociai
life, its warm reception to new-comers,
and of its intense loyalty, and I may
add that Vancouver feels no hatred to-
wards the people of Victoria, but many
spoke to me regarding the future of our
own city, all admitting ‘its superb situa-
ation as a residential city, m;d the pos-
sibility of its becoming a great resort,
not only for the people of the Pacific
coast, but for those who live months
upon the prairies of the Northwest and
Manitoba. )

And now, Mr, Editor, I am confidenl
that if Victorians will only pull together
for the common good as Vancouver has
done, that there‘is a great future for
the capital city. 'What city is there on
the coast that will surpass Victoria for
situation, beautifully located, amid beau-
tiful environments, this Queen City
should become the haven of rest for the
tired out business man fram all parts
of the country west of Winnipeg; a place
of unusual attraction to the tourist and
summer -¥isitor, = whilst on the other
hand, hundreds of fortunate iinvestors in
the province _ should «find permanent
homes. Of course nothing can be done
to improve the c¢ity, without expenditure
of money.

Mr. Editor, I would suggest that am-
ong other things the following should
receive thoughtful consideration:

(1) That immediate steps be taken to
improve+our streets, not by trying one
thing and another, but by determining
upon some course of action; and then
thoroughly carrying it out. (2) That in
order to improve the condition of our
a “by-law be put into force,
which shall compel property owners or
their agents to keep their property fac-
ing the streets in good condition; and to
fine any person who shall throw rub-
bish upon the streets. (3] That the
“Local Improvement Act” be put into
force, (a) so that the city shall not be
called upon to pay all expenses conneci-
ed with the imiprovements; (b) that the
City Council be empowered to order the
removal of any building which is an
eye-sore to our business thoroughfares
by fairly compensating the owners, who
on the other hand, shall be requested to
erect business property, or to sell at a
fair valuation to the city, that the city
may be able to carry on the work of
general improvement. (4) That the city
take immediate steps in opening up nego-
tiation with one or more of the large
railway companies, making liberal offers
so that this may become a terminal city.
(5) That Mr. Sorby’s scheme for re-
claiming of the James Bay flais and the
grand harbor scheme he has so masterly
conceived, shall be seriously considered
by the city, so that we may not on}y
have a railwdy terminus, but such dock-
ing provisions as to admit _t!;e entrance
of the largest craft to the inner harbor.
Mr. Sorby’s scheme cannot b too hign-
ly recommended, for if catricd out the
city front would be so transformed as
to be the admiration of all. (6) The Bo:}}-d,
of Trade should seek to obtain: for Vie-
toria all the advantages enjoyed by Van-
couver, in the way of trexghl.'nn-l the
general handling of goods. (7; That the
city provide pure water, so that Vietoria
may be known as the bealthiest spol .on
the coast.. ' WA i

It really is distressing, Mr. Editor, to
anyone having the welfare of .the CI\Y;at»
heart, to know of the:shameful waste' of

which will never be a suceess, and ‘all

the more disgustiamg is it when it is con-
sidered that witlin the last few years
¥ictoria .could have’purchased tlie water
Supply, as served #o its wesfern subush,
but for the mean personaliiies that pre-
vented the city taking the service over,
simply that a few folks knew that a few
other folks would make a little ¢ash, s.

ISLAND RAILWAYS.

To the Editor:—British Columbia is
prosperous, Victoria is eapital and H. M.
naval station is prospering, but she must
march with the times or lag behind
other rising ecities. Situated at thg
eogthern end of the country she requires
quick, cheap; pleasant and certain com-
munication with all its parts, at present
the maritime portions in particular, not
only’ for the promotion’of settlement and
trade but also for easy access to the
mines, not only those on the Island, of
which there are many excellent ones, but
also for those to the north—mines that
are now only in their infancy and others
yet unborn but yet certainly visible:
These infant industries must be taught
to walk to Victoria: now and so instins-
tively almost to migrate to this city In
future. To effect this desideratum a
light railway from Viectoria to and along
the West Coast of the Island to its
northern end would be in a great mea-
sure effectual. Of its practicability there
can be but little deubt. This railway
would bring the now so distant West
Coast close to our doors and afford a
rapid means of communication theraeto
for many, some painful, reasons so abso-
Intely necessary. Giren a railway to
the north end of the Island by the west
side 2 length about three hundred miles
and a postal communication thence to
other places such as Port Simpson, Sti-
kine, Kittimat, Bella Bella and even
Queen Charlotte islands, the shipping
and passenger interests’ would rapidly
grow and flourish and a big trade en-
sue, having its emporium in Victoria. It
is. of no use attempting to build a frac-
tion of a railway; the whole must be
completed from beginning to end. Fur-
thermore to achieve this; great and im-
portant object the public must be ener-
getic and self-reliant—the road ecannot
be conmstructed of words, neither will
greater prosperity ensme by simply ecall-
ing on Jove for assistance. Providence
helps those industries. who help them-
selves. True it is that British Columbia
is a wonderfully rich country, but equ-
ally true it is that there are but very few
even moderately rich people therein, in
many cases their means having been
used in developing mines and other in-
dustries, whose profitable returns have
not arrived yet, and other causes which
may be referred to some day hereafter.
Anyhow, just now the essential fillip re-
quired is a railway from Victoria to the
‘West Coast and thence onwards to the
north end of the Island—by the West
Coast and no other—will the public unite
to get their means of progress and rapid
rejuvination or become old and progress

THE WATERWORKS.

To the Editor:—As a ratepayer of the
city of Victoria and gne interested in
the welfare of our fair city, I naturally
view with. regret the apparent deadlock
existing between His Worship the Mayor
and his council ever the question of al-
lowing water to enter the incomplete
filter beds. Desiring to. be informed of
the faets in comnection with this matter
I communicated with the city engineer,
whose reply ‘is herewith submitted:

In compliance with your 'request to
furaish you with a statement of the
facts as regards the position relative to
the question of turning water into the
reservoir in its present condition, I beg
to state that on the 8th of June I. re-
ceived a communication from His' Wor-
ship the Mayor, of which the following

“E. A. Wilmot, City Engineer.

“Dear Sir:—With this I enclose a copy
of a resolution passed by the munieipal
council last evening re turning filtered
water into the reseryoir in.its present
condition and supplying the city there-
from.

‘“You will please report to me in writ-
ing as to the advisability of carrying out
the project stated in the resolution, the
cost of making the necessary connections
for the same, and the probable results
as to the effect it would have upon the
iltered water, and upon the reservoir
itself.”

I reported on the following day stating
my views on the matter, which report
has .been published and expresses the
views 1 then held and still entertain.
The statement, which I .am informed has
been made, that the tenor of my report
was influenced by the views entertained
by His Worship is absolutely false. 1
resent the imputation of stutifying my-
self by prostituting my professional posi-
tion to perform the part of a time server.

My report is based solely on my own
convictions, derived 'frem personal ex-
perience and knowledge of the general
practice adopted © by engineers under
similar eircumstances. As a matter of
fact I did not see nor hear any consulta-
tion whatever with His Worship from
the time of the passage of the resolu-
tion referred to until after I had sent
in my report. In so far as I am' eon-
cerned the whole matter in a nut shell is
simly this: 1 was ‘instructed in my
official capacity to report on a certain
matter and I did so to the best of my
judgment.

A RAILWAY TO KLONDIKE.

To the Editor: Once more I would like
to put the guestion—what is being done to
further this pro;eet ? And, so far as any
cne in this province is informed, I may an-
gwer by saying—nothing. The provinecial
government and the legislature have done
their part; we are waiting on the Domin-
ion government, who seem' never to have
realized the importance of the question.
At present the great bulk of the goods go
ty the Yukon, a route which would be cost-
ly if - goods were carried free, By the
Stickine railway, freight rates would be no
higher than by other railways in British
Columbia. The remainder of the journey
is by waters, open to all, on which; there-
fore, there can be all the competition
wanted. By that route, goods leaving late
in October could be got down the Hootalin-
cua this season, boats having gone down
late in November last year. Goods-leaving
San Francisco this week, as they are by
the Portland—can have little chance of
reaching Dawson City till July next year.
Steamers may start with them from St.
Michael, as they did last year, on Septem-
ber 3rd. only to be frozen in in the Arctic
cirele till July.

Many who object to everything: without
enquiry, say they will have a railway to
the coast or nothing. Goods by railway
from the coast in November would be stop-
ped by ice in the Hootalinqua or any of the
lakes as soon as by the Stickine.

No cne dare propose an expenditure
sufficinet to put in such a road at present,
though it may come; but the Stickine
route will  serve very well for the first
vear. Put in that railway, and the trade
of the Klondike must go by it. Victoria
and Vancouver merchHants must do a large
portion of it; the American companies must
establish branches here, and our cities be
transformed from the small places they
are to important business centres. I ecan-
not understand the compiacency with
which British Columbia stands by and sees
the neglect of the important trade route by
the Dominion government.

Pending construction
of the new city hall C. F. Caldwell
tendered the free use of the St. Pan-
cras Inn dining room for drill pur-
poses.

Craig was for several years connected
with the Nelson branch of the Bank of
Montreal, and Nelson’s youngest bank
is fortunate in securing a teller so well
posted upon Kootenay business as he is.
* Joseph Perdue was fined $25 by mag-
istrate Crease on Monday, for carrying
concealed weapons. Perdue was under
in impression that so long as he had
%20 in his pocket he could carry a re-
volver. This rule does not apply in Nel-
son. The amount of money the offender
has in his pocket may affect the amount
of the penalty imposed, but does not
wipe out the offense. —Tribune.

Ymir Miner: There are at present
eight or ten properties working in the
vicinity of Ymir and a good number of
them will put in machinery the summer
and fall. There are at present two con-
centrators and three stamp mills under
construction, all of whom will be com-
pleted within the  next few months.
From present indications the coming
fall will see Ymir a very lively camp.
Although we have experienced some dull
times during the past few months, there
is no reason why we will not see good
times in Ymir yet. With several hun-
dred men working, as there will be
within the next sixty or ninety days,
Ymir will have a pay roll second to no
camp in British Columbia. There are
at present 200 men working on the dif-
ferent properties around Ymir, and plac-
ing the wages of these men at $3.50 a
day, the regular miners’ wages, this
would at present give Ymir a pay roll of
$21,000 per month.

CROW’S NEST RAILWAY.

Contractor Haney is pushing work on
the Crow’s Nest road. The track is
laid within & sixten miles of Wardner.
From MacLeod to Bull Head a regular
train is run three times a week, and
passengers can travel in comparative
conifort that far. To DBull Head the
track is in good shape, and the trains
invariably make their time. From Bull
Head to Coal Creek, now called Fernie,
where the extensive coal mines are lo-
cated, is probably the most interesting
part of the trip. It is between these
points that the celebrated loop is }ocnt-
ed. This loop i€ a nice piece of engineer-
ing, the line dropping several hundred
feet ‘from the mountain side into the
valley’ in the form of a letter 8.

The Law Society wishes to entertain
Baron Herschell at a banquet. This is
very proper. It is wholly praiseworthy
that some notice should be taken of the
visit of an ex-Lord Chancellor of the
TUnited Kingdom. But Lord ' Herschell
is not visiting Canada as an ex-occupant
of the Woolsack. He comes as the head
of the British commission, which is to
meet in Quebec for the settlement of all
yoatters in dispute between the Dominion
and the United States. In their settle-
nent British Columbia has the greatest
possible interest; yet we have not yet
observed any disposition on, the part of
the people of this province, except so
far as the Colonist and the Kootenaian
may be said to speak for the people, to
concern themselves in the slightest de-
gree about it. When there is a chance

’ %o find fault with some one there is no
iack of zeal. There is not the least doubt
that if the Quebec conference shall ar-
rive at any decisions, which do not seem
favorable to this province, the Board of
Trade will place on record a teken of its
disapproval, but if there is the least in-
tention on the part of any one to see
that steps are taken to place the views
of British Columbia before the British
commissioners, it has not come to the
nctice of this paper.

TUnder these circumstances the Colonist
will undertake as best it can to make
out, what it conceives to be the case of
British Columbia in the premises. It
does not claim that it possesses all the
infcrmation necessary for that purpose
or that its judgment is any more apt to
be correct than that of any individual
citizen, but only eighteen days remain
before the conference will assemble, and
as no official body has given the slight-
est intimation of an intention’ to move in
the matter, we do not feel that the case
should be allowed to go wholly by de-
fault. We desire that any views ex-
pressed en this subject by this paper
shculd be criticized by correspondents,
to whom every reasonable latitude awill

be given. -

IN EXCHANGE FOR SEALING.

Assuming that Canada will be asked
to surrender the right to pelagic sealing,
what compensation shall be demanded?
In answering this question, we premise
that as such a surrender will involve not
only the compensation of owners of seal-
ers for capital invested, but the con-
gideration of the claims of some two
thousgnd people dependent for a liveli-
hood upon this industry, it is obvious
that there is a local as well as a gen-
eral aspect of the case, Canada may
agree to surrender this right in consid-
eration of some concession by the United
States, and as betiween ‘the two nations
thcre may be an equitable quid pro quo,
hut this may or may not compensate
British Columbia, and British Columbia
in . this connection means substantially
Victoria and Vancouver Island, for the
savrifice of a permanent industry, where-
by some two thousand bread-winners are
given employment. What then, shall we
ask in consideration of such a sacrifice?
Manifestly it ought to be something
which will give employment in lieu of
that which must be given up. Equally
self-evident is it that this is a detail into
which the conference will not go, and
one that must be left for the govern-
ment and parliament of Canada to deal
awith, wnen the time comes to giving ef-
fect to the conclusions of the confer-
ence. None the less, however, is it true
that the government of Canada should
be informed of the views of the people
of this community in the matter, so that
it cannot be hereafter said that these
were not advanced at an early enough
dete to be taken into consideration.

It may, of course, be that the sealing
rights will not be given up, but our im-
pression is that the United States will
press very strongly for their surrender,
and the fact that the industry-is so local
in its nature will undoubtedly have its
influence with the Canadian commission-
ers. Moreover, the matter of compen-
sating the sealers for the money invest-
ed has been freely spoken of in the East-
ern Canadian press as the easiest and
smuplest way out of the difficulty. The
firet peint that we wish to make is that,
if it is proposed to surrender the seal-
ing rights, no mere money payment to
the owners of the sealing schooners will
be regarded by the people here as suffi-
cient. Whatever may.be asked of the
Thnited States in this regard, more than
this will be demanded by the people of
Vancouver Island.

If the sealing industry is to be given
up, the only adequate compensation
would be the inauguration of such de-
velopment projects on Vancouver Island
-as would afford employment and facili-
tate settlement and the opening of the
metalliferous mines. Among projects
which’*may be mentioned .in this con-
_mection are the extension of the E. &
N. railway to the north end of the Is-
land, or at least to Seymour Narrows,
with a view to a cornection with a
fine on the Mainland for the opening of
-the central and nothern porition of the
province; a railway up the west coast
‘of the Island as far as Barclay Sound;
the establishment of connection by rail-

expect successfully to compete,
rate of progress being now made in
Kootenay, that portion of the province
will soon be commercially indifferent to
the coast. Vancouver possesses an im-
mcepse advantage in being on the Main-
lund and the terminus of a trans-contin-
ental railway. Victorians should not de-
ceive themselves as to the future. The
ev(nts of the next few years will large-
ly decide the future of this city, and
this is a matter coming directly home
to these persons who have large property
interests here. If Victoria is ever to
be anything more than it is now, if, in-
deed, it is to retain its present position
and influence; a sphere of business must
be opened on Vancouver Island and in
the Central and Northern poritions of
the province. We submit that now is
the most opportune moment that has
ever come or is likely to come in years,
to press our claims upon the Dominion
government, and it ought not to be al-
lowed to pass unimproved.

The Colonist invites the expression of
opinion from correspondents on this sub-
ject in order that as strong a presenta-
tion: of the case as possible may be for-
warded to the Premier before the con-
ference meets.

THE WATER MUDDLE.

e

It appears that there is a solution of
the waterworks' muddle and that ‘the
$15,000 by-law can be re-submitted if
one-fifteenth of those entitled to vote
petition the council for re-submission.
This would require a petition signed by
not more than two hundred taxpayers
on property, each of whom would have
to guarantee to pay the sum of fifty
cents each, which would fully cover the
cost.

In view of this provision of the law, if
one or two citizens, who feel an interest
in the matter, will take the matter up,
they would doubtless easily get the requi-
site number of signatures, and as each
subsecriber to the petition would vote for
the by-law there is very little doubt
about its being carried, for the adverse
vote is likely to be very small. Only
276 votes were cast against the by-law at
the former election and the opposition
vote is likely to be even less at another
election. The aflirmative vote would be
very much larger for many persons, fav-
oxjable to the by-law, neglected to go
to the polls on May 31st.

We hope that this way of settling an
annoying and rather discreditable com.
plication will be promptly adopted; but it
will be necessary for some one outside of
the city council to take the initiative,

THE CASSIAR ELECTION.

The attack upon the government by
reason of the Cassiar election has been
of the grossest possible kind. Probably
no worse falsehoods have ever been put
in print in regard to any government
than have been circulated by the oppo-
sition press in connection with the Cas-
siar election, for to take advantage of
official position in order to stifle the ex-
pression of public opinion at the polls
is as base an act as a. government can
coramit; it strikes at the very founda-
tion of our institutions. Yet this is what
the opposition has charged, and though
the allegation has been disproved it has
not been withdrawn. On the contr-
ary a new charge has now been made,
namely, that the election is void be-
cause the government either ignorantly
or wilfully fixed too late a date for poll-
ing in-all parts of the district, except
Rivers Inlet. This false assertion will
doubtless, like the previous one, be
spread abroad all over Canada and be
taken up by the papers, which are pre-
judiced against Mr. Turner and his col-
leagues and used not only to their disad-
vintage, but to that of the province, for
it is perfectly true that allegations of
coiruption and blundering on the part
of the members of a provincial ministry
do great harm to the province.

On the second point that the fixing of
August 6th as a voting day remnders the

election void, it is to be premised that if

this were the case, the fault would rest
with ' the returning officer, in whom
the law vests the discretion of fixing
the day. Owing to the irregularity of
mail communciation with the southern
pcrtion of Cassiar, it would be practical-
ly impossible for the returning officer
to consult with the Attorney General,
uriess he very greatly delayed the elec-
tion. The law directs him to use his
discretion, and it is to be assumed that
if 2 man knows enough to be returning
officer, he knows how to count twenty.
But there is nothing in the point. Nomin-
ation was on July 15; voting at Rivers
Inlet was on July 30, and voting at the
other polls on August 6. The Opposition
say that from July 15 to August 6 is
more than twenty days—that there are
twenty-two days including polling day.
On this point we refer to section 4 of the
Consolidated Election Law, which reads
as follows: .

4.—In reckoning time for the purposes
of this Act, any day being a holiday, as
defined by the “Interpretation Act” shall
be excluded.

The Interpretation Act provides:

Sec. 10, sub. sec. 19.—The word “holi-
day” shall include Sundays, New Year’s
Day, Good Friday, Easter Monday, Do-
minion Day and Christmas Day, the days
aprointed by the celebration of the birth-
day of Her Majesty and of Her Royal
successors, and any day appointed by
proclamation for a general . fast or
thanksgiving, and any day appointed by
proclamation or order of the Lieutenant-
Gevernor in Council as a holiday.

July 15 fell on Friday. Hence July
17 was Sunday, also July 24, also July
31, and the returning officer had the
right under the law in reckoning the
twenty days to exclude these days, and
he appears to have done. so, and have
kept within the twenty days. Thus the
case of the orposition falls completely to
the ground, and all' the gross slanders
that have been sent abroad in connec-
tion with the Cassiar election are shown
to have been without the shadow of
foundation.

Prominent in circulating these slanders
has been the News-Advertiser, which
takes its inspiration frem ‘Mr. Cotton,
M.P.P. This paper is particularly se-
vere in its animadversions upon the At-
torney-General for alleged: ignorant or
wilful disregard of the law.

personation and fraud almost incredible
under ordinary circumstances and the
effect of which would be to neutralize
the legitimate political influence of the
bona fide electors? Such suspicions will
inevitably be felt and the government
has only itself to blame for them on ac-
count of the extraordinary manner in
which it has acted all along in regard to
the elections in Cassiar.

It was impossible

to estimate accurately what number of

men would be required in a naval war;

it might be put at least at 50,000, ana

possibly at 100,000 beyond the numbers

at present available. For supplying the
number of men in time of war two
courses were open. They could either
maintain in peace time the personnel of
the navy on what was practically a war
footing, or they must have a reserve
adequate in .numbers and eflicient as
regarded training to bring the numbers
up from a peace to a war strength. Mr.
Brassey gave a number of reasons, most
of them sufliciently obvious, for prefer-
ring the latter plan, and he proposed to
increase the naval reserve by 25,000 or
50,000 men. Other critics have proposed
a more moderate increase, but an in-
crease of the naval reserve to some ex-
tent forms part of the plans of every
naval expert in Great Britain, and has
evidently been seriously considered by
the Admiralty. This increase can be
most easily found among the fishermen
of British North America; those of Can-
ada number about 70,000, and Newfound-
land would also contribute her share.
The British mercantile navy is becoming:
year by year a poorer field of supply for
the reserve, for the number of British
seamen is constantly diminishing; the
uncertainty of employment and the low
rate of wages as compared with those of
skilled laborers ashore make the sea-
faring life less attractive. The reasons
underlying Mr. Goschen’s proposal are,
therefore, sound, and it is one that will
have to be seriously considered by the
Canadian government. The training ot
the men will, of course, involve con-
siderable expense—how much, it will be
impossible to say till the details of the
Admiralty’s proposals are to hand. The
naval reserve formerly consisted of two
classes; the first had served for six
months on a man-of-war; the second
simply underwent twenty-eight days’
training annually in stationary drill
ships or the reserve ship stationed in
the coast district to which they belonged.
But last year new regulations were is-
sued for members of the Royal Naval
Reserve, with the view of improving
their efficiency. Instead of being known
as first and second class reserve men,
they are now all described as *“qualified
seamen,” and the men formerly known
as second class reserve men are given
the choice of qualifying themselves for
the new and superior grade, or quitting
the reserve altogether. The rezulation
now in force reads: ‘“They will be called
upon within their first term of enrolment
to enter upon a iperiod of six months’
training in the Royal Navy, and failing
to carry out this training will not be
retained in the reserve. Upon the com-
pletion of six months’ naval training
men will be advanced to the ‘Qualified
Seamen’ under certain conditions as to
charaeter, health, and capacity.” It is
this six months’ training which the col-
onial governments are expected to pay
for, but unless the number of men is
much larger than is at present expected,
the expense ought not to be wery great.
Whatever the burden, it should be cheer-
fully borne as a small part of our debt
to the Empire and a small price to pay
for the protection of our coasts nad ship-
ping by the British navy. The service
would probably prove attractive to Can-
adian fishermen, though the payment
made by the British government is
small; there is some talk of increasing it,
but at the most it would not be more
than $50 a year.—Montreal Gazette.

A RESOLUTE JUDGE.

The spirit of law and order which pre-
vails in Canadian mining towns and
camps has been much commented on
since the recent discoveries of precious
metals in British Columbia and the Yu-
kon territory. If there is any to whom
that spirit is due in more than ordinary
part, to him should honor be paid. Such
a one was Sir Mathew Baillie Begbie,
the late chief justice of British Colum-
ia.

In the Canadian Magazine for July,
a sketch of Sir Mathew Begbie by Mr.
Edward Nicolls gives the impression

of character which must have been of
extreme val®e in a pioneer community.
British Columbia has lately been the
scene of great mineral discoveries, but
it is to be remembered that these are
not the first; they are discoveries largely
of quartz, of precious ore in the solid
rock; but a generation ago there was a
'rush to British Columbia similar to that
now to the. Klondike of placer miners,
hunting for gold which could be washed
out of the sands, gravel, and alluvial
soil. Judge Begbie’s work came then.
A young Scotchman who had practised
law in London for fourteen years, he
was sent out to Vancouver Island as
chief justice in 1838, and soon became
chief justice of Britsh Columbia also.
Gold in large quantities had been dis-
covered. The news spread rapidly in all
directions and tens of thousands of
gold seekers, hangers on, adventurers
and swindlers soon arrived upon the
scene, and exhibited a dangerous lawless-
ness in every mining camp. The prov-
ince being so large, and there being no
railways, nor even roads of any import-
ance, it was indeed a herculean task to
keep order and enforce the law. No
number of police or sheriffs would have
availed if British law had not been
clear and definite, allowing no latitude
for appeals and delays, and if a judge
worthy of British law had not been on
hand. A weak man at the head of the
judiciary would have been a calamity;
but “Chief Justice Begbie proved him-
self to be a man of iron will and fearless
independence and impartiality, in fact
the very man for the place and times;
very soon the majesty of the law was
asserted. Everybody  was expected to
bow to the law, even to the wild Indians
and Chinese. The miners had shot down
the native inhabitants as if they had
been deer or ducks, and enjoyed the fun;
but . they were brought to .justice, and
many a white man was hanged for kill-
ing an Indian, When cases were brought

When it was understood, by savage
and civilized alike, that justice in his
hands was sure, swift and inflexible,
the battle was won. No one cared to
kill; he was sure to hang for it. It
was a scene worthy of notice which often
presented itself, Judge Begbic and his
sheriff, Nicoll, each mounted on a mule,
riding through the forests, and over the
mountains into the mining camps. “Here
goes old Begbie,” said one. “Yes,” said
his companion, “he will hang you if you
don’t take care.” A case of execution by
himself is said to have actually occurred.
The sheriff being ill and no one else
procurable, the chief justice did the
banging.

Instances are given by Mr. Nicolls of
the judge’s aggressiveness in the dis-
charge'of his duty, for instance:

A man in the upper country was placed
in the dock charged with murder; it was
a clear case and of great brutality. No
counsel appearing for him, the judge told
the accused he would see that he had a
fair trial. The jury found the man
guilty, and before passing sentence the
judge asked if he had anything to say.
“Yes,” replied the man, “I have not
had a .fair trial” “Well,” said the
indge, “you shall have a new trial, but
it shall be before another judge. It
shall be before your Maker.” And
the death sentence was pasesd.

And again:

A man named Gilchrist was tried for
murder. The accused was a gambler,
and having lost, he shot the man he
played with. The slayer was tried and
ihe clearest evidence produced. The
jury. brought in a verdict of manslaugh-
ter. In passing sentence the judge, turn-
ing to the prisoner, said: “It is not a
pleasant duty for me to have to sentence
you only to prison for life. Your crime
was unmitigated murder. You deserve
to be hanged. Had the jury dome their
duty, I might now have the painful satis-
faction of condemning you to death.”
Then, turning to the jury, he said: “You,
gentlemen of the jury, permit me to say,
that it would give great pleasure to see
you hanged, each and every one of you,
for bringing in a murderer guilty only
of manslaughter.”

It sounds brutal; but juries needed
plain speaking. In a clear case of the
shooting and killing of an Indian by a
white man about that time, the coroner’s
jury returned a verdict that the Indian
had been “worried to death by a dog.”
The verdict was refused; they then
brought in a finding that he had met his
death “by falling over a cliff.”

There is said to be but one case of
lynching on record in British Columbia.
Is it too ‘much to believe that to Chief
Justice Begbie this is largely due? Is
it too much to believe that peace and
order anywhere depend on law that is
not only just but determiner, not only
determined, but sure, not only sure but
prompt? And is it well that we in
Eastern Canada are alowing delays to
enter into the administration of our
criminal law? That the government in-
terferes to grant new trials after the
sentences of juries? That communtations
of sentences have lately been the rule,
not. the exception? = That pardons are
granted before the expiry of the terms
of sentence to prison? The increasing
number of crimes of violence of late in
Ontario and Quebec may reasonably be
set down to the laxity which has crept
into the administration of criminal jus-
tice, and the people can afford to ask
themselves and  ask the government
whether this country aims at the condi-
tions of lawlessness and lynchings which
prevail in many of the States across the
line, or whether we aim at the condi-
tions of peace and justice which $ir
Mathew Begbie by unfaltering qump-
istration of law helped to establish in
the rough mining camps of our most un-
settled provinee.—Ottawa Journal.

Carlism will furnish little hope for the
regeneration of the country. It would
amount to the substitution of one dy-
nasty for another and the continuation
of administrative power in the hands
of the same corrupt and incompetent of-
ficial class that now collects oppressive
taxes to rob the treasury of their pro-

There is but one class in Spain from
whom any sturdy and clean force for
national revivification can be expected.
The peasantry alone of Spaniards are
not corrupt; alone of Spaniards they
retain the rugged virtues which made
Spain formidable in her better days.’
They are not enlightened, although they
pay school taxes. Most of the revenue
raised for schools is stolen long before
it reaches the peasantry. The peasant
is poor because he is shorn by oppres-
sive taxes of the humble returns from
his toil. He remains poor because he
kncws nothing of soil improvement or
of modern methods of farming. He
knows neither irrigation nor fertilization.
All over the peninsula land is heavily
mertgaged and the timber in the for-
ests and crops in the fields are mort-
gaged to raise the means to harvest
them. As a result not only do American
flour, pork, apples and even California
wices enter Spanish ports after paying
an enormous duty and sell.freely in the
Spanish market, but the native olive
orchards, orange groves, lemon gardens
and vineyards often become grown up
with weeds from despairing neglect.

The record of the infamous conduct of
Don Martinez at Nootka during the summer

of the tragedy were received from the mas-
ter of thie Northwest America, who is
stated to have been ‘‘a young man of the
most correct veracity, and who was a wit-
ness of the inhuman act.”” The record reads
as follows: mingd ?

The wife. in a state of stupefaction. was
taken, with her child, to the shore by
some of her friends, who were witnesses of
this inhuman catastrophe. Shortly after-
wards the father of Callicum ventured on
board the Spanish ship to beg permission
to creep for the body beneath the water,
when this sad request was refused, till the
poor, afflicted savage had collectel a suffi-
cient number of skins among his neighbors
to purchase of Christians the privilege of
giving sepulture to a son whom they had
murdered. The body was soon found, and
followed to its place of interment by the
lamenting widow, attended by all the in-
habitants of the Sound, who expressed the
keenest sorrow for a chief whom they
loved, and to whose virtues it becomes our
duty to give the grateful testimony of mer-
ited’ affection.” Spanish rule must have
been looked upon as an abomination in the
eves of th2 natives at Nootka. Captain
Meares of necessity brought his grievances
before the British House of Commons, in a
memorial datel 30th April, 1790. Prompt
action was taken by the British government
relative to the high-handed proceedings of
the Spaniards. The result may be epito-
mized in another short article, should you
be pleased to grant space for it.

The price of the ordinary
Shanghai journal is fcur cash (900 cash
to the dollaw), or, at the present rate of
exchange, one-tenth of a penny, and that
of the Shi Wu Pao, which is published
only three times a month and in book
form, is five candereens, or about tliree
halfpence.

. The “Modern” type of “Young China”
is chiefly a product of America, Hong-
kong and the treaty ports; it has acquir-
ed %he rudiments of an English educa-
tion, together with a smattering of in-
formation on many questions of the day.
It is largely employed in Yamen sec-
retaries, in the telegraph and China mer-
chants’ offices, and in the clerkships of
foreign firms; but, except in very rare
cases, the sweets of office fall not to its
share. This type—which is in China
what the Baboo is in India, but in an
earlier stage of development—is rapidly
increasing and its influence is gradually
spreading. Springing generally from
the lower middle classes, the foreign-
educated Chinese of Hongkong and
Shanghai passesses an instinctive anti-
pathy to the representatives of those
literati by whom the plébs have been
misruled and “squeezed” for centuries
—an antipathy which even his ragged
education serves to increase. In ‘writing
and in speeches his.denunciation of the
existing system of government are loud
and bitter, and, having personally noth-
ing to hope from that system, he freely
advocates the collapse of thed ynasty
and the introduction or foreign rulers
and foreign methods, wherein his oppor-
tunity would probably occur. Together
with the “three R’s” of a missionary
school course he has acquired sufficient
knowledge of the Chinese written lan-
guage to enable him to earn his living
(pending the revolution) as a translator;
and this knowledge he frequently de-
votes to the edification of his fellow-
countrymen in the columns of the ver-
nacular press. But his literary style is
not of a fine flower of native education,
and therein his classical rival is placed
at an immense advantage in appealing to
the general reader.

Mr. Rattenbury feels aggrieved over
his Klondike route not receiving the at-
tention from Victorians which he con-
siders it deserves. His company’s ves-
sels having already made three round
trips on the route and have brought out
from the interior over 800 passengers
and at least one and a half millions in
geld and drafts. It pays out every
months from $10,000 to $15,000 in ex-
penses, nearly every dollar of which is
to Victorians; it has paid out in Viectoria
nearly $100,000, it has established com-
munciation between this city and Daw-
son, whereby a party leaving here for
the Yukon’s metropolis has arrived at
his destination in nine days, whereas the
ordinary time taken for the trip between
the two places is only twelve days, and
now from this out the company will des-
patch a steamer for Dawson every three
days. At present the company’s enter-,
prise is directed in the way of estab-
lishing posts between Bennett and Daw-
son at a_distance of thirty miles apart.
These will be well provisioned. and are
intended to keep the company’s route op-
en all winter. Mr. T. G. Carter, special
agent of the C.P.R. company, has prom-
ised his support to the line, and says
that he will have it advertised from
ocean to ocean as being the best to
reach the Klondike. He has appointed
an agent in Dawson City and secured for
the company the services of Cantains
Martineau and Ward. two of the C.P.R.
company’'s most skillful northern river
pilots, who have until lately been em-
ployed on the Stikine. In Captain Rich-

LIMIT OF VICTORIA’S POWER.

Considerable as are the powers of the
Queen, they are 1ot unlimited. There are
Ssome very curious restrictions on the royal
prerogative. The Queen cannot, for in-
stance, communicate with her subjects as
can the most menial of her servants, nor.
can she receive presents from her people,
save' through officers of state or friends
personally known to Her Majesty.

The Queen could sell or give away the
Royal navy, or declare war with Russia;
but she could not spend a single farthing of
public money without the consent of Parlia-
ment. The Queen has no power over taxa-
tion, and cculd not create any new office
with fees. attached to it. Nelither could
she annex new fees to old offices. She
could not increase the wages of one of her
feotmen, unless she did it out of her pri-
vate funds, or withont exceeding the al-
lowance made to her by Parliament,

A curious curtailment of the Royal. pre-
rogative is effected by an act of Parlia-
ment passed in the reign of George III
This act deals with Sabbath-breaking, and
In it it is distinctly stated that the mon-
arch cannot pardom offenders who have
been convicted of a eertain form of Sab-
Lath breaking. Yet Her Majesty could
pardon 99 per cent. of all the prisoners in
the land.

Though no act of Parliament is complete
until it has been signed by the Queen, Her
Majesty is subject to the laws that she
signs, and. cannot issue a proclamation
contrary to law. If, for instance, it were
the law of England that no train should
travel at a rate exceeding 50 miles an
hour, the Queen could not issue a proclama-
tion exempting a certain train from the
operation of the law.

When Mr. Rattenbury left the nort
eight days ago, his company had 200
head of pack animals on the trail, not
earning of course anything like draught
hcrses in Dawson do. but in noint of
work doing a large business. In Daw-
son, while a good- horse ean. be pur-
chased for $75, $10 a day is paid for
teaming. This goes to show that there
is a great searcity of feed in that city,
and no one wishes to keep horses, Dur-
ing his short stav in the north he met
and conversed with fully 120 people just
out from the interior. These -generally
speaking told him on first acquaintance
that there was a good supply of every-
thing in the way of provisions in Daw-
son; then he learned that nearly every
man of the whole number was out to
get' a new stock of provisions, and was
going to return in a few months and af-
wards he would be probably told that
alttough there was no prospects of a
famine vet there was a shortage of near-
Iy ali lines of goods. With these min-
ers Mr. Rattenbury says he nsed what
influence he could in persuading them
to buy their outfits in Canada.

Among the recent disasters on the
lake jis that which befell the “White
Fleet,” belonging to Capt. Jack Craw-
ford. a scout and well known charaeter
generally. Everyone of the little
sailing eraft, comprising .the fleet, were
Jost on the rocks just below Thirty-Mile
River.

In a talk which Mr. Rattenbury had
with Capt. Rant. the gold commissioner
at Lake Bennett he was informed that
valuable quartz discoveries had been
made just behind the police barracks
at Taeeish. One eclaim here was hond-
ed hy Major Strickland for $150.000.

Mr. Rattenbury speaks of the Skag-
wav railroad as a very substantial road.
Solid stone work is being placed in the
rad-bed where great ravines, jn some
nlaces 100 and 150 feet deep, have to
be erossed.

Between
Bennett and the coast there is no longer
any nuisance from dead horses along
the trail and Mr. Rattenburv says that
excepting at the foot of the White
Horse not a single mosquito “tackled”
him. Mrs., Rattenbury rode over the
White Horse all the way on horse back.

Reuter's correspondent sends word
from Dawson City that there is danger
of serious disturbance there because of
the manner in which the laws are ad-
ministered. Presumably Mr. Sifton ex-
ercised his best judgment in selecting
men for the responsible posts there, but
he made a bad choice, if reports are at
all to be relied upon. We have an un-
signed Dawson City letter giving some
details of wrongs inflicted on the miners.
It shows a dreadful state of things, and
while we cannot print it, we are bound
to believe it is not exaggerated.

_ royalty of 10 per cent. on the gross out-
put, seems, in view of the difficulties sur-
rounding the mining in the North, entire-
ly too much. The government was led
to fix this amount because of the fabu-
lous richness of the earlier reported dis-
coveries, and it seemed reasonable
enough that a man, who was getting out
a million of gold a year, with compara-
tively small expense, should pay the
government 10 per cent. of it. But very
many of the claims are not rich énough
to make it possible for the owner to pay
the high rate of wages and high costs
of living, and after handing over 10
per cent, of the gross output to the gov-
ernment, clear enough to pay for the
risk and hardship. It is a pretty good
claim that will pay the owner 20 per
cent. over and above all expenses, and
if he has to divide this with the govern-
ment, he is paying pretty dearly for the
privilege of working in Canada. ‘A roy-
alty on the net output would be- wholly
reasonable, but it does not seem right
that the cost of mining should be increas-
ed 10 per cent., for that is what the pre-
sent royalty amounts to.

We are satisfied, however, that the
royalty is by no means the greatest
grievance of the miners. Indeed the bur-
den of the complaints received by the
Colonist are against the general adminis-
iration of the district. There is a hope
that when Mr. Ogilvie gets on the
ground he will bring about a change.
More than this is wanted. It will not
be sufficient to recall the officials whose
~enduct is complained of, but if it shall
appear that they have been illegally
feathering their own nests, they should
be compelled to disgorge and be given a
‘term. in the penitentiary.

HYPNOTISM IN THE COURTS.

Hypnotism has formed the crux of
some recent legislation in England, and
nearly £40,000 depended upon the result.
Mrs. Howard died, leaving the residue
of her estate to the physician, Dr. Kings-
bury. Her, son eontended that this be-
quest was due to hypnotic suggestion;
but the jury decided that it was not,
and the will, therefore, stood. This is
the first conspicuous case in which hyp-
notic influence has been used as a ground
for attacking a will, the allegation of the
contestant being that the physician had
hypnotically suggested to Mrs. Howard
that she should make him her heir. This
leads the London Times to discuss the
subject of hypnotism at considerable
length,  and the conglusion at shich it
has arrived is that “we want to know
the substratum of the phenomena.” The
reality of hypnotism the Times no longer
considers open to question, but it rightly
maintains that, so long as nothing more
is known about it, except that some peo-
ple can hypnotize a certain per centage
of other people, its practice is “more
germane to the arts of the mountebank
than to the skill of the physician.”' This
view of the case ought to commend itself
to all sensible people; but it follows that
there should be an exhaustive examina-
tion into the whole subject.

MR. TURNER AND THE LONDON
PRESS.

The London Times says the jrule in
Great Britain noiv is for no minister of
the crown to accept a place on a board
of directors, but admits that “until re-
cently there has been a laxity in this
respect.” It seems to us that this ad-
mission takes all the point cut of what
the Times or dany other London paper
may have to say about colonial minis-
ters and company directorates. In nine
cases out of ten the members of the
British ministry are not business men.
In almost every case in the colonies the
ministers are in business, and do not re-
tire from it when they accept a cabinet
cffice.  Yet, according to the leading
netvspaper of the world, until recently
British cabinet ministers served as di-
rectors on the boards of incorporated
companies,  Surely in view of this, it
cannot be a very gravé thing for a
colonial minister to accept a directorate,
any more than it would be for him to
act in any other capacity as a business
man.  The Colonial Gold Fields Gazette,
of London, after receiving what the
Times has.had to say on the subject, ex-
presses itself as follows: ‘' “In the in-
terests of the many industries of the
province we should like to see Mr. Turn-
er again installed at the head of affairs,
with a majority sufficient to enable him
to complete the great work, which he
has so well begun.”

The proceedings were commenced by
the honorary secretary, Captain Petrie,
announcing that a complete list of the
members of the institute had been sub-
mitted with- the last volume, to the
Queen, who had commanded that her
thanks might be expressed for the same,
He then prefaced the report by reming-
ing visitors present, that the institute
was founded to associate men of cultur-
ed mind and calm judgment in the inves-
tigation of important questions of phil-
osophy and science, more especially those
questions which are alleged to bear on
the great Truths of Holy Writ—so that
hasty conclusions might no longer afford
ground for uanseemly attack, to the in-
jury of religion and science.

The report showed that the progress
of the institute had. been maintained,
and that many papers and communica-
tions of impertance and public interest
had been considered during the session,
among their contributors being Sir
Charles Gordon, K.C.B., Professors E,
Hull, F.R.S., Lionel Beale, F.R.S., J.
H. Gladstone, F.R.S., Etheridge F.R.S,,
Rupert Jones, F.R.S., also Professors
Fradenbergh, Gresley, and Warren Up-
ham, of the United States government
survey, General Tulloch, C.B., C.M.G,,
Colonel Conder, R.E., Cavaliere Jervis of
Turin, Rev. Dr. Lansdell, M.R.A.S., Mr.
Pinches, Dr. Kidd, Dr. Schofield, and
others.

Among the subjects taken up were: 1.
Certain stupendous physical changes in
the geological history of the British
1sles; 2. The evidence of the high state
of the arts and sciences in Egypt in the
18th dynasty, which was aply expressed
by the words of Holy Writ, “learned in
all the wisdom of the Egyptians”; 3.
New results of excavations in the neigh-
borhood of the Sphinx; 4. The common
origin of the Babylonian versions of the
story of the flood; 5. The star worship-
pers of the East; 6. The design of the
human foot as ministering to the per-
fectly erect posture of man; 7. The edu-
cation of the young; 8. Ancient civiliza-
tions; 9. The harmony of science and
faith; and several others.

The president’s address was upon the
perception of color; he described the for-
mation of the eye and those parts that
contributed to the perception of ‘color,
and described the valuable results lately
given to the world by the researches of
the younger Helmholtz. At its conclu-
sion, the Right Hon. Lord Kelvin, in
moving a vote of thanks, dwelt upon the
great importance of the study of the eye,
and thev alue of such investigations and
resetrches as those which Sir George
Stokes had laid before them, especially
in a day when the world did not always
| éstimate at their proper value the mar-
vels of creation, marvels which, as re-
gards the eye, were wonderful in their
beauty and perfection, and yet there
were those who were blind to these over-
whelming evidences of a Designer; but,
he added, the “atheistic idea is so non-
sensical.” Lord Lister, in seconding the
vote of thanks, dwelt upon the import-
