London, Sept. 13.—All the correspond-
ents in China are sending terrible stories
of massacres of missionaries and native
Christians. It is asserted that during
July between 15,000 and 20,000 converts
were massacred in the northern prov-
inces. Large numbers of missionaries
are still unaccounted for, and small
hopes are entertained for their escape.

Native reports are subjected to the -
most careful scrutiny, with the result"
that, although there may be some exag-
geration, it is impossible to doubt that in
the main they are correct. . The horrer
is intensified by confirmation of the re-
ports that the women' are sabjeected to
unspeakable barbarities, being stripped
and slowly clubbed to death. This was
one of the wildest methods. The Boxers
wreaked fiendish vengeance.

The newspapers are calling for swift
punishment, Fears are expressed lest
the Russian government, which does not
encourage missionary propaganda, should
prove lnke-warm in this matter.

Galveston:

“Oue of the meost awful tragedies of
meiiern times has visited ‘Gerlveston. The
city is in ruins and the {dead will num-
ber;probably 1,000. [ .am just from the
city, having been esemymissioned {yy the
mager and citizens’ eommiittee ‘to get in
toueh with the outside worlll-and -appeal
for kelp.. Houston was the mearest;point
at which working telegraph instruments

“Wheen I left Galveston, shortly 'before
noon yesterday, the people were orgamiz-
ing for tthe prompt burial of thedead, dis.

after.a,period of disaster.

“The wreck of Galveston was ‘brought
about by a tempest &o tferrible that ;oe
words cam adeguately deseribe ‘its ‘inten-
sity, and by a flood which turned the city
into a r gea.

To go out on the
streets was to court death, The :wind
was then at a cyclone velocity, roofs,
cisterns, portions of buildings, telegraph
poles and walls were falling and the noise
of the wind and the crashing of the build-
ings were terrifying in the extreme. The
wind and water rose steadily from dark
until 1:45 Sunday morning. During all
this time the people of Galveston were
like rats in.a trap. The highest portign
of the city 'was four or five feet under
water, while in the great majority of
cases the :streets were submerged to a
depth of ten feet. To leave.a house was

Our contemporary will find it-
self in an untenable position if it pro-
poses to apply this rule to the distribu-
tion of representation. Only a few
years ago there were fewer votes in
Kootenay than there are now in'Alberni,
but  this was not regarded as a reason
why Kootenay should not have several
representatives in the legislature. Ross-
land is an important and growing city,
whieh had no existence six years ago.
Mining development in the Alberni Rid-
ing gives greater promise to-day than
did that of Rossland six years ago.
The district is apparently on the eve of
immediate and very great progress and
it would be as unwise to reduce the
representation of Alberni, because its
voting population at present is not as
large as that of some other places, as it
would have been to have refused repre-
sentation to Kootenay a decade or so
ago.

We do not wish to be understood as
saying that there is mo need of redistri-
bution. . There undoubtedly is, but the
plan which may be decided upon will of
necessity only be of a temporary char-
acter. There must be constant redistri-
butions of membership in British  Col-
umbia for a long time to come. “Let
any one take a map of the province and
put some distinguishing color on the
portions which may be regarded as de-
veloped, and compare them with the re-
mainder. He will then see how pre-
mature it is to pretend to be able to
devise . any system of distribution of
representation that can possess anything
like permanency. New members must
be added to the legislature from time to
time. We think the public must be
content to see the number of members
very considerably increased during the
pext quarter of a century, This is a

objection to giving representatives the
responsibility of taking care of too ex-
tensive constituencies. There is always
a difficulty in depriving constituencies of
representation, and we are inclined to
think that such changes as will be- made
will rather be in the direction of creat-
ing mew constituencies than_in wiping
out those now existing. The Miner
speaks of a unit of representation; but
we fear it is contemplating something
impossible.

the world. ' It says:

A company with a capital of close
upon a million, is now being formed in
London to acquire some thousands of
square miles of forest land in Canada,
and to erect large paper mills on the
property. 'The whole of the output—
some hundred tons a day—will be sent
into the London market.

The supply of wood suitable for the
manufacture of paper pulp is very large
in Canada. There may indeed be said
to be a continuous belt of such wood
extending from the Atlantic to the
Pacific. It is almost the first thing the
traveller across the Atlantic sees when
approaching the shores of the Dominion,
and it is almost the last thing he loses
sight of as he leaves our coast for Asia.
And all the way across the continent 2
belt of such wood extends, almost with-
out a break, in a great gemi-circle north
of the arable prairies. This pulp wood
will be a source of enormous wealth to
the country, and apparently the time is
very close at hand when it will be util-
ized to a very large extent. The: coun-
tries possessing any Very- great stock of
such wood are few in number. We
think that, next to Canada, Siberia will
be the great source of supply, but the
forests of that country are at present
almost inaccessible.

PROTECTION.

At the Liberal Convention, held at Ot-
tawa in 1893, Sir Wilfrid Laurier
aroused the enthusiasm of the assembled
delegates by the following:

We say that the principle of protection
is vicious. We say that no man should be
taxed to contribute to the profits of his
neighkbor. We say that the principle of
protection must be smitten at the root,
not branches lopped off to trim the
tree. . The National Policy is false in
principle, injurious in operation, danger-
ous in consequences. 1 submit to your
judgment,” proceeded the speaker, “that
the N. P., that seryile copy of the Ameri-
can system, brought amongst us by our

governing party, 18 like the system which
the Americans have now condemned, a
fraud, a robbery, and a failure, and I
call on you all now, and here, never to
rest until you have destroyed this in-
iquity from among us.

Qir Wilfrid has not been saying much
about this lately. Indeed, he seems quite
content to let the “iniquity” flourish like
a whole forest of green Bay trees. With
a tariff that yields a surplus of over
seven millions, we no not hear a word
about ‘Teducing taxation, not to speak of
rooting the system of protection out to
the last fibre. We suppose that all peo-
ple are free-traders at the last analysis.
If they favor protection, it is mot be-
cause they think it morally right to keep
foreign goods from competition with our
own, but because it is expedient ‘to do
go. In theory and under ideal conditions,
it may not be right to put & tariff on im-
ported goods 80 that people shall be com-
pelled to buy from home producers. Bat
ideal conditions do not .exist anywhere,
and hence there is no use in upplying g&_l
hetract theories. - -When _( Han,
 cock; years ago, said: “Protection is.a
local igsue” he stated a profound local
truth, although it cost him the presi-
dency of the United States. It is utter-
ly impossible to have free trade in Can-
ada. Local conditions make it so. We
find the following in the Nelson Tribune:

The signs are not wanting that Brit
ish Columbia’s demand for more consid-
eration for the lead industry will receive
careful attention. What is wanted is
protective duties against imports of
white lead, litharge and other articles of
which lead is the base. There is no ex-
cuse in a country possessed he miner-
al resources of the Dominion for the an-
nual imports of lead products which ap-
pear in the blue books. There is no reas-
on why the 7,000 tons of white lead
which represents the Dominion’s yearly
purchase in Germany should not be man-
u_tg_c_tured in Canada. i
This one matter demonstrates the ab-
surdity of applying free trade principles
to < Canada. We cannot manufacture
these ‘lead products in this country and
eell them in competition with what is
made in Germany. Must we, therefore,
keep on paying Germany for what we
might make ourselves? Will not all
reasonable people say that if-a duty can
be placed on imported lead products
which will secure the market to the home
product at a reasonable price, the impos{
ought at once to be made? ‘We think so.
Many people will remember the cry that
went up when it was proposed to place a
protective duty on cottoms. ‘Who ob-
jects to it now? Protection has been an
educator to Canada. It has taught us
how to manufacture goods for our own
uyse, and we ‘would never have learned
this lesson, if the Dominion had remain-
ed the dnmping ground of the surpius of
United States factories. Therefore we
cannot join with those Conservative pa-
pers which attack Sir Wilfrid because
he did not keep his promise made in 1893.
We may question the statesmanship
which led him to make such a promise;
we may doubt the sincerity which inspir-
ed it; but we cannot complain that for
the most part he left the tariff as he
found it, at least so far as the principle
of protection is concerned.

Owing to the exercise of the ut
most energy by the representatives of the
company, results which are very creditable
under the circumstances have been secured,
but there is reason to believe this year's
catch will be smaller than that of last
ear.
# News has been received to the effect that
an epidemic of measles has ravaged the
islands, and, as is often the case in cold
latitudes, this comparatively mild disease
has developed a very high rate of mortality,
attacking especially the young and vigorous
men among the natives whose services here-
tofore have been relied upon in securing
a full quota of skins. Many deaths have
oceurred  among . the natives, with the re-
sult that at one time ‘the taking of young
male seals was brought almost to a stand-
still. As soon as the epidemic abated some
what, special efforts were made by the
representatives of the lessees, and, up to
August 1, 15,000 skins had been taken.
The limit set by the treasury department
for this season was 30,000, but it was wel’
understood that there was little probability
that anything like that number would be
secured.

TO THE YUKON.

To the Editor of the Colonist:

_Sir,—It appears to be assumed in Vie-
toria and by some in Vancouver that be-
cause an all-Canadian railroad from a

British Columbia port to.the Yukon is a

road to the Yukon should be chartered
or aided which started from other than
a British Columbia coast terminus, since

.any other policy would encourage the

building up of foreign coast towns in-
stead’ of Canadian; 2nd, the assumption
and-statement that the port of Skagway
or other United States port might be
and is likely to be closed to Canadian
bonded business.

1. The desirability of such an all-
Canadian road is beyond all question if
only it can be accomplished on the basis
of common sense and in reasonable ac-
cord with consideration of geography
and of the laws of commerce. Since,
however, a strip of Alaskan territory in-
terveries between Northern British Col-
umbia and the Pacific ocean the situa-
tion in a nutshell is this. = To ship
freight to Dawson by an all-Canadian
railroad starting somewhere in the neigh-
borhood of the Skeena River or Kitimaat
would mean an extra railway haul of
over five hundred miles as compared with
the Skagway route. Freight to and from
the Yukon, as elsewhere will inevitably
seek the longest available percentage of
water haul.

In winter it is true, with a frozen Yu-
kon and no completed railroad between
Skagway and Dawson, freight would go,
would be forced to go, via a campleted
all Canadian line from the Skeena dis-
trict. It must be kept clearly in mind,
however, that even this winter use. of the
all-Canadian route is only to be counted
on if and so long as the railroad from
Skagway to Dawson remains uncomplet-
ed. The natural and most economical
freight route between Dawson and South-
ern British Columbia coast cities (Vie-

‘Would settlers chose out-of-the-way |
places with no conveniences at all, as
some are doing every .day, if there were
fertile districts available with the con-
venience of wagon roads furnished in
advance? Would not the latter districts
attract all who were looking for new
homes? And yet to make any sdeh ex-
penditures has ' probably never been
thought of as practicable, because the
prospect is too prosaic. But let one or
more railway adventurers . come along
with a proposition to build a railroad
(it does not make so much matter where)
which they will generously allow the
public to pay for, the ownership, how-
ever, when completed not to be vested in
the publie, and how the politicians will
run sometimes to supply them with the
public money desired.

. The above constitute theé approximate
and ‘natural probabilities of railway de-
velopment for the North of British Col-
umbia, keeping in view the probable
mineral wealth (not yet fully demom-
strated) of the Skeena, Kitimaat, Hazel-
ton, Omineca, Stikine, Teslin and con-
tiguous country,

The writer’'s conviction of  the true
policy, based upon the above, for the
British Columbia government to adopt
for the development of the North is,
briefly, as follows:

The immediate completion—with gov-
ernment aid, if need be—of the White
Pass or other railway from the Lyzan
Canal to Dawson, thus affording at once
and for all time the most convenient and
cheapest trade route to the Yukon.

The furthering at the proper time of
the building of ' other roads mentioned
above, but avoiding hot-house methods
and keeping in view ‘that at present this
and other parts of the province are in
urgent need of large expenditures in
wagon road and bridge building, which
duties, if .the government properly at-
tend to, will call for a very great deal of

The writer doubts
whether’ the Dominion government will
subsidize such a road when all the facts,
and geographical and ether considera-
tions are understood.

- But there can
be no such reform under the rule of the
Empress Dowager and her corrupting of
advisers. If the Russian proposal means
anything it means a return to the status
quo and to the state of things under
which the Boxer movement was promul-
gated and_ encourgged “and. the life of
every foreigner in. China was placed in
jeopardy. ‘There are a great many
things yet to be explained in regard to
the recent events in. China, but this much
is certain, that had the Empress Dowa-
ger and her satellites been allowed their
own way, the whole country would have
been in a' flame of ‘anti-foreign insurrec-
tion to-day and the fiction that the
powers are-not at war with China would
have to be abandoned.

“It is true that we must have some
kind of responsible government with
which to make terms for the settlement
of the future of China and of the statu
of our foreign interests’there. There is
no such government in China at the pres-
ent moment, because the Emperor, if he
be still alive, is under duress and the
Empress Dowager can answer for noth-
ing exeept the perpetuation of the blind
and ignorant 'hatred of the foreigner
which she and her advisers cherish in
common. It may be to the interest of
Russia and Li Hung Chang to make
easy the restoration of the authority of
the Empress Dowager, but it is certainly
not to the interest of any power that
wants to see China preserved from dis-
memberment and launched on a career of
peace, progress and prosperity.” £

derstands,
and is merely obstinate, or lly dis-
obedlent.. Then give him a sound thrashing |
with a proper dog whip. Never kick a dog,
or throw a stone at him or take a club to
him. These things are bqund to bruise,
and sore muscles cannot do good work.
Never work a dog with a collar on him.
By this I mean a broken dog, of course,
some device of training collar may properly
be worn during. preparatory work. Those
who run a dog hard through cover appear
to forget that a collar is an exasperation
and frequently a grave danger. Think of
trying to force your way through a tangle
of .stuff while wearing some fool strap or
chain so placed on you that it is bound to
catch half the twigs that may rake you. A
collar on a working dog catches in things,
and, worst of all, may hang him outright
if it fouls anything while he i§ getting over
a fence or working on top ¢f a brush heap.
Reinember that a dog hung by his collar
cannot very weil give tongue or signal his
predicament, and a dog so hung up may be-

whistle or striving to locate him upon some
point. Don’t imagive that a dog does not
understand all abov.t the collar. You take
it off him just before startiug him ranging,
and notice ‘the glad, free movement and
dash ‘he will show.

The nearest approach to a collar whigh
wisée men allow their dogs to wear in the
field is a weak string. so weak that it will
neither hang nor hold the dog. To this It
attached a small bell—one from a string of
old sleigh-bells will answer first-rate. This
is an-excellent device for work on cock in
tall corn. The green stuff will not break
the cord, so the dog is not liable to lose
his bell unless at a fence. No matter how
dense the corn may grow, the tinkle of the
Jittle bell will tell where the dog is. When
the sound ceasgs, the dog is pretty sure to
be on a point, and he may be looked for
near where the bell was last heard. If he
should .lose the bell, it is only a trifling
matter.

A dog, rationally treated, should do
first-class work at the opening of the sea-
son and ‘be able to stand several hours of it
without distress. Don’t run him too long
without water. Allow him to get intc the
water up to his ears if he wants to. A dox
aveats through his mouth, but a reasonable
Joaking in cool water is as refreshing and
as beneficial to him as it is to an overheat-
ed man. :

Don’t work a dog for hours in marshy
ground and then make him run miles on a
hard road. Too much work in the wet will
so0 soften his feet that hard going will wear
the skin and lame him. Damage done lu
this way may require days of the best of
the seaspn for repairs. .
Don't fancy a dog is made of steel; carry '}

ing—it is better to have him a bif too fuil
of energy than leg-weary before the day 13
done.

Don’t carry food for a dog out for.one
day. Feed hinrall he will eat the evenin>
befere, give a biscuit or a bit of bread be-
fore starting, and a trific from your own
lunch at middday-—but nothing like a meal.
Give him all the water he wants. 3
Don't fail to examine his feet, and, if he
be a setter, to take every burr off himr be-
fore feeding. Then give bim all he will eat,
leave fresh water within his -reach, and the

modern conditions. The men carrying up
the ammunition would inevitably be shot
before reaching the front, and the men in
the firing line would be left with empty
pouches.
