Johnstown, Pa., July 12.—The extent
of the horrible catastrophe at the mine 
of the Cambria Steel company, is not yet 
known. Early tonight, in spite of 
fusing reports as to the number of dead, 
a careful and complete compilation by 
the Associated Press shows that 122 is 
the number of bodies taken out of the 

.mine. Further explorations of the mine 
corridors may add a few, but it cannot 
be many. Almost all the employees who 
could have been in the mine at the time 
of the life wrecking explosion of Thurs­
day, qre accounted for. Very few in­
quiries for missing have been presented 
to the authorities or to the mine officials, 
and these better than anything else 
demonstrate the impossibilities of many 
bodies still remaining in the death tomb.

The mine officials say there is no use 
attempting to estimate the number of 
dead. They say they simply do not know 
and urge tne futility of placing the mat­
ter on the basis of guesswork. They 
express the belief, however, that all, or 
almost all are out of the mine.

General Superintendent Robinson came - 
out about 4 o'clock this afteruoon, after 
an arduous day’s exploration. He ex­
pressed his conviction that not more 

five dead bodies would be added to 
the 122 already known.

Sunday will dawn upon the city of 
Johnstown prepared to devote its atten- 
tion to mourning and funeral obsequies. 
Ihe inaugural of this grim programme 
was given today, when more than a 
score of interments took place. As late 
us t o clock this evening funeral pro- 
sessions, with bands playing dirges, and 
uniformed escorts at their heads, passed 
through the streets of the city.

Berlin, July 12.—The ruin of the Leip­
sic bank, that failed about a year ago 
for nearly 200,000,000 marks, was 
wrought by the fascinating personality 
of Adolf Schmidt, according to the testi­
mony given at three weeks’ trial of the 
bank directors, now nearing its end at 
Leipsic. -Schmidt, who was managing 
director of the Trebertrocknung (Grain 
Drying) company, of Cassel, a concern 
exploiting on an enormous scale a press 
for drying beer dregs and cattle feed, 
persuaded the bank to advance during a 
number of years sums of money aggre­
gating 80,000,000 marks. The accused 
directors, who wete successively examin­
ed before the jury, were unable to give 
a lucid explanation of their reasons for 
consenting to make, these extraordinary 
loans. Every member of the apparent­
ly well meaning board admitted that 
this colossal business mistake was in­
defensible upon sound commercial prin­
ciples. Nevertheless, they consented 
because Schmidt made them believe in 
“the process' amazing possibilities and 
profits.” Schmidt also had an inven­
tion for distilling wood alcohol, by 
which he represented that he would ob­
tain the monopoly of the wood alcohol 
of the world. His receipts were upon 
the American field as well as upon the 
European, and opened negotiations 
with United States companies for the 
formation of a world trust and establish­
ed sub-companies in every Continental 
country. The alcohol invention contrib­
uted to the dangling of the Leipsic di­
rectors. who, however, made it clear that 
they did not know how mv^h the bank 
had really loaned to Schmidt. Schmidt 
is now in jail awaiting examination.

THE MOHICAN.

WILL NOT ISSUENot Reported at Honolulu When the 
Moana Left.

When the steamer" Moana left Hono­
lulu on July 2 the training ship Mohi­
can, which has 200 men and boys of the 
■United States on board, had not yet ar­
rived. The Mohican was then 41 daye 
■out from Yokohama for the island port, 
and Admiral Perry, in an interview giv­
en at Honolulu! expressed the opinion 
that she had in all probability met with 
heavy southeast weather, such as had 
prevailed for some time previous at 
Honolulu. On July 1 a report reached 
Honolulu that the overdue training ship 
had been sighted trumping ship off one 
of the outer islands of the Hawaiian 
group. The report could not be confirm­
ed, however, and the steamer Mikahala, 
which reached port the following morn­
ing from the Island of Kauai, off which 
the Mohican would likely be sighted 
■first, brought no report of her.

The Honolulu Bulletin advances the 
theory that the training ship has in all 
-probability fallen in "with the burning 
-ship Fannie Kerr, which was abandon­
ed off the islands on May 29. The Bul­
letin says: “The Mohican, was expected 
here a week ago, and there is the possi­
bility that she has met with the roaming 
hulk of the steel Britisher. While the 
government vessel would be unable to 
claim any salvage in the event of tak­
ing the abandoned vessel to port, she 
would not likely desert her if an oppor­
tunity offered to put a crew aboard. Few 
vessels would be more likely to discover 
the Fannie Kerr than the Mohican, for 
since "the Mohican would not necessarily 
confine herself to the (beaten tracks of 
travel, she would be more apt to fall in 
with the Kerr in the position in which 
that unfortunate vessel would be likely 
to be found. Time is not a great mat­
ter with the Mohican, and she would 
take every advantage of an opportunity 
not only to bring an abandoned ship to 
Port, but to remove from the paths of 
vessels a serious danger. There are 
many on Honolulu’s waterfront who 
would not be at all surprised to see ihe 
Fannie Kerr make this port manned by 
a crew from the Mohican or to hear that 
she had made some other port in the 
■same way.” . -

At the 400-foot 
level of the Highland Mary, one of toe 
claims of toe Bva group, ore has been 
encountered averaging from *15 to *40 
in gold.

One of the chief drawbacks of Canadian is a naked statement of one of the cen­

tral fallabiee underlying Socialism as 
popularly understood. A street railway 
employee produces absolutely nothing. 
He renders a service to society, for which 
he is paid at a. greater or less rate by 
those to whbm he renders it, Ibut he pro­
duces nothing- capable of sustaining his 
own life, or the lives of others. If 'he 
received for Ms work what he produces 
by his work, he would receive the large 
sum of nothing's week. iBut it may be 
claimed this is merely a quibble. The 
street railway employee works just the 
same as a man who does produce some­
thing,. and therefore should be placed on 
the same basis. That is perfectly and 
exactly just. But yve ask the question 
whether the man who does produce gets, 
or ever could get, all he produces in the 
sense here implied. "It is always sale 
in discussing questions of economy to 
go back to agriculture, the Reduce of 
the soli. Let us say that the labor of 
oue man is sufficient to produce the sus­
tenance of 40 men under modern condi­
tions. According to the doctrine here 
enunciated, ail so produced should be­
long to the producer. But let us say 
we have another man spending the Same 
amount of labor on less productive soil 
and daily producing enough to sustain 
twenty men. The one has a surplus of 
19 parts to spend in remunerating those 
who minister to his enjoyment the other 
39 parts. Then suppose a third indivi­
dual is working on very bad land. He 
only produces enough to support two 
men. iHe has a surplus of 1 part. Now 
those 39 and 19 and 1 parts are rent, 
and they form the original foundation of 
all capital. It they were not utilized 
to maintain those engaged in laying 
down and operating street railways and 
other things, thousands of them, there 
would and could Ibe no street railways, 
nor many other things we regard as de­
sirable advantages. But the Socialist 
rejoins that this is all very true, but 
that the root injustice is the private own­
ership of the land, which gives to one 
man a surplus of SO parts, anotner of 10 
parts, and a third of only one part. The 
surplus which is turned into capital 
should belong to the state, and be utiliz­
ed by the state. The three men should 
be remunerated equally according to 
what they need for consumption, the 
rich land belonging to the man woo 
works, the poor land equally as to him 
who works the rich (and. Excellent 
doctrine,‘ but snrfcly rather inconsistent 
with the premise that a man is entitled 
to all he can produce! 'Here the basis 
of this remuneration is the labor he ex­
pends, not what he produces at all. (But 
certain consequences not to be avoided 
will follow. The man, who is working 
the rich land, if he is not to enjoy the 
surplus, will reduce the amount of work 
he does, until he only produces what he 
is permitted to consume. The surplus 
produce is the foundation of ail pro­
gress in comfort, and of all capital, or 
so-called instruments of production, ex­
cept land. Humanity depends upon that 
being as large as possible. It does not 
matter whether the state owns it or hot, 
except) to this degree, that the state 
merely the sum of individual energies, 
and no incentive except the incentive of 
private ownership and enjoyment, has 
ever been discovered to maintain tne 
surplus at the -’highest point. Met by 
this argument the Socialist may say that 
the surplus is certainly owned by au in­
dividual. !Let him own, use, and enjoy 
it in any way he pleases, but do not 
permit him to make any profit out of it. 
Suppose then that he uses it in support­
ing the lives of men building a railway, 
if he is not allowed to charge for the 
hse of the railway, if the railway does 
not belong to Mm, he has given away 
the surplus, he has derived no enjoyment 
from it. Hence come profits exacted 
upon fixed capital into which the original 
surplus of agricultural products has been 
transformed. There is no way out of 
it. You must either have a society in 
wMch the productive activities of human 
things will be strictly limited to what 
they themselves can consume, or else you 
must have a society in which individuals 
are allowed to save and enjoy profits 
upon the results of their energy. The 
one is a barbarous society, the other 
one in which, with ah its faults, man is 
improving in comfort, experience, and 
power over nature.

Tory Island is not located in some re­

mote quarter of the globe, as might be 
imagined, but at our very back door. It 
Is a bleak, desolate strip of land nine 
‘miles from the Irish coast, and contains 
some 500 inhabitants, who have their 
own language, their own government 
and their own religion. And, like the 
Boers, the Tory Islanders are inclined to 
be troublesome.

Being in their own opinion an inde­
pendent people, they refuse to pay taxes 
to the government or rent to the land­
lord. That is why a w airship will visit 
the island this week and assist a detail 
of Irish constabulary in evicting the un­
welcome tenants. It is not the first 
time that eviction has been attempted, 
but the government is determined to 
make a success of the forthcoming expe­
dition.

The Tory Islanders are chiefly fisher­
men, pursuing their avocation in Nor­
way yawls, instead of “corraghs.” The 
(Congested Districts board have aided 
them in supplying these vessels, the cost 
,to ibe paid in small instalments, and 
have also built a curing station, and 
taught the inhabitants how to cure fish. 
(Quantities of lobsters and crabs are 
(caught, and a Sligo steamer calls once 
(a week for fish.'

There is a lack of fuel, which has to 
be supplied from the mainland, and 
herein lies a weakness of the defence. 
Should the (British Empire be unable to 
carry the island by storm, a blockade of 
the principal “ports” might prove suc­
cessful. The natives would have lo 
bum their own dwellings—such as they 
are—to keep warm, for, as may be imag­
ined, Tory Island in winter time is no 
baliqy health- resort. In fact, the tem­
perature in January doubtless has some­
thing to do with the date of the govern­
ment expedition.
’ Seventeen . years ago it was decided 
that a separate government on Tory 
Island could not be allowed, especially 
as the natives displayed a fine disregard 
tor the tax collector and landlord. The 
guriboat Wasp was sent to enforce pay­
ment or evict the tenants, 
i iBut the Wasp was wreaked on the 
treacherous southwest coast on Septem­
ber 22, 1884, and all her crew were 
drowned. The Tory Islanders regard­
ed tMs disaster as the intervention of 
Providence, and gave thanks accord­
ingly to their patron saint, St. Coium- 
ba. After which they returned to their 
fisMng boats with renewed vigor.

■Pain-XiUtYA very serious feature of the strike at 
the Fernie coal mines is its effect upon 
the copper mining and smelting indus­
tries of the Boundary Creek district. 
The Granby smelter at Grand Forks is 
shut down and the 'Phoenix mines, be­
longing, to the Granby company, 
closed down also. The correspondence 
between the furnaces and the mines is 
so intimate and the grade of the ore is 
so low that any ihterruption to smelting 
operations means an interruption to min­
ing operations also. The dumping of 
ore and then moving it again would 
diminish very considerably the profit 
upon its treatment. It is more econo­
mical to leave it standing in the mine. 
The same condition of affairs is present­
ed at the smelter run in connection with 
the Mother Lode mine at Greenwood.

It is “myself” 
projected into the unknown which" stirs 
fear.- “Men fear death,” says Francis 
Bacon, “as children fear to go in the 
dark.” Where the knowledge of “self” 
has not risen into consciousness, the 
fear of death is impossible. A little 
baby is not afraid of death. A baby 
will play beside its dead mother with­
out a sympathetic thrill. Young chil­
dren have^pet yet become conscious of 
themselves, and are in ignorance of their 
own inexorable destiny. But men upon 
the approach of death dà not become as 
little children again. They are able to 
think of themselves as having passed 
through the gates of death, but they 
cannot think of themselves as extinct. 
The fear of death is the shrinking 
against an unproved change, but it is 
not the dread of annihilation. The ex­
perience which has taught man “him­
self" forbids a consciousness of forth­
coming noti-existence. But in the same 
way as men can argue about four di­
mensional space and . arrive at correct 
conclusions about it, a school of scien­
tists arose who said that they could 
demonstrate intellectually that death 
ended the individual personality, and 
that the so far ineradicable belief in a 
life after death was logically untenable.

DROWNED AT NOME.

W. (F. Hoffman, Who Hailed" (From This 
City Finds Death in the North.

Advices received yesterday from Nome 
tell of tbe death of W. F. Hoffman, who 
went North on the steamer Alpha, and 
claimed Victoria as Ms home. He was 
drowned at a point about three miles 
this side of Port Safety. The news was 
telephoned to Nome yesterday, says the 
Nome News of June 27, by the un­
fortunate man’s partner, one Nelson, 
who was with Hoffman when the acci­
dent occurred.

The men left here with a heavily load­
ed dory on June 25 bound for Hurrah. 
Their load consisted principally of feed 
and was very top heavy. They asked 
Captain Mdfntyre of the schooner 
Louise for a tow, but he refused them 
on the' ground that their load was top 
heavy and would not ride. They started 
ura! landward protection in the form of 
a chain of mountains running forbid­
dingly across just where the peninsula 
debouches from the mainland.

Blakemore, formerly superintendent of 
the Coal Creek mines, stated tonight, in 
an interview, that unless the strike at 
the mines was settled immediately, it' 
was doubtful if the mines would ever be 
opened. The explosion of May had 
severely shattered and partially wrecked 
the whole, and as nothing had been 
done since m the way of repairing the 
property, the mountain was likely to 
subside and bury the mine, so that fu­
ture working would be impossible with­
out impracticable expense. If such a 
thing should take place, the town of 
Ferule would be utterly ruined and de­
serted. He believed that the company 
recognized the probability of such an 
Occurrence taking place and were mak­
ing the development of the Michel and 
Morrisy mines take the place of the 
Coal Creek mines.

Investigator» Latest reports from Moyle give assur­
ance that recent developments at the 
St. Eugene are eminently satisfactory. 
Fear was expressed that the eiiiking of 
the large three-compartment working 
shaft on the Lakeshore claim would be 
interfered with by the water from Lake 
Moyie, but this has been dissipated, as 
it has been proved that the formation 
between the shaft and the lake is quite 
impervious to water.

The company is now Installing two 
Wilcox and Babcock boilers of 150 h.p. 
each, which will furnish power to oper­
ate the increased area of the workings. 
A crew of 25 miners is now engaged in 
drifting from the first station in the 
new shaft, at the 1,625-foot level, to 
open up certain ore bodies which have 
been proved by the diamond drill.

The question as to a resumption of 
shipments from the St. Eugene is still 
unsolved. The company has gone on rec­
ord that it can not afford to ship its 
product until lead touches the £13 
mark, and this decision is to be adhered 
to. Lead is now fluctuating around £11, 
so that the prospect of shipments seems 
remote. With its present concentrating 
facilities the mine could now produce 
something over 100 tons of high grade 
lead concentrates per diem, and this 
could be substantially increased by ship­
ments of clean ore were it desirable to 
enhance the output, in view of which 
facts the St. Eugene must be regarde! 
as the most important factor in the lead 
industry of Canada and among the 
front rank of lead properties in Am­
erica.

Your popu­
lation, however, instead of being five 
millions should be thirty millions, and 
immediately arises the difficulty, 
where are the people to come from.

“Then, again, you ought to go into 
Stockraising much more than you do. 
Not only out in the great West are 
there excellent conditions for doing so. 
but even between Montreal and Winni­
peg there are thousands of miles that 
might be used for such a purpose. Some 
claim that your winter climate will not 
allow you to go into it, to the same 
tent as the Americans do, but I feel 
sure that with your abundant crops, 
even if the cattle cannot remain afield 
all year, ample fodder can be secured 
for them. At the present time, the 
different large organizations of the Unit­
ed States are doing an enormous trade 
in canned meat goods m South Africa, 
and if Canada were only able to 
pete with the firms in the neighbouring 
republic, most of the 'trade would also 
come to this country. At present yon 
cannot compete with them, but there is 
not any reason ' why you ultimately 
should not.

and Michel mines «£ the Crow’s Neat 
Pass Coal Co.’s mines, are little short 
of disastrous to the metalliferous mines 
of Kootenay, Boundary, and Slocan dis­
tricts. The Granby and Greenwood 
smelters have closed down for want Of 
coke, throwing over eight hundred men 
out of employment, and the Boundary 
Falls smelter will be obliged to blow out 
by the end of the week, as its reserve 
of coke will then be exhausted. Sev­
eral of the mines have ceased working, 
while others are being worked to a limit­
ed extent. The Sunset and Smwshoe 
mines, which ship to the Boundary Falls 
smelter, are still running as usual, aud 
the ^tter is expected to continue any­
way ad there is a large amount of de­
velopment in hand, aside from the ship­
ping of ore, which has only recently been 
started on any considerable scale.

Ore shipments from Boundary mines 
for the last week are only about half 
the usual tonnage, which is the result 
of the coke shortage at the various 
smelters.- The shipments in detail were 
as follows :

This is 
especially so with regard to the Lenten 
offerings in those parishes in which a 
systematic application has been made 
to all the parishioners. The develop­
ment of the “Quebec system,” by which 
those districts which are unable to en­
tirely support their own clergy, pay an 
assessment to the mission board, and 
the clergyman's stipend is paid by the 
board, has been a decided success. This 
plan now obtains in all the parishes, ex­
cept two, and there is a good hope be­
fore long, that these win be included.

No attempt has been made to reduce 
the diocesan debt, which is now less 
than $10,000. I am sure that you will 
agree with me that this can and must 
be done. We should then be freed 
from the necessity of asking for so large 
an assessment from the diocese, as under 
existing circumstances, the interest up­
on the debt has to be met year by year.
If $3,000 were collected the extra as­
sessment would cease.

During the past year the most care­
ful attention of the executive committee 
has been given to the position of the 
widows’ and orphans’ fund, and I hope 
that the synod will deal with the matter.
If there could be one central fund for 
the whole Canadian church, It would be 
the true solution of the, difficulty. In 
this diocese we have never received any 
help (as they have in the Bast) from 
legacies, so that we have only to de­
pend upon the Christmas Day offertories 
for the increase of capital, which now 
amounts to $4,900. Another question, 
which must sooner or later be met, is a 
superannuation fund for the clergy. I 
wish that it were possible for every 
parish to effect an insurance upon the 
clergyman’s life, to be paid at the age 
of 60 or 65. Of course, in the smaller 
districts this would be" too heavy a bur­
den, bu)t if there were a fund, grants 
might be made in special cases. This is 
a layman’s question, and there are 
wealthy churchmen in this diocese, who 
might easily head such a movement with 
substantial sums. At the present fo­
ment the amount to be divided yearly is 
only $200.

We welcome amongst us today the 
Rev. A. J. Hall, as the representative of 

mission work amongst the Indians, 
lr. the diocese of Alert Bay. His charg­
es a very large one, including all the 
northern part of the Island, with no 
fewer than tribes. The present 
staff of missionaries is unable to cope 
with the work,' as it’ should be done, as 
the majority of the Indians are still 
heathen, although the -Gospel has been 
preached to them.

What becomes of the baseballs? is a

He expresses vue that it is ou
the same strike as the Lenora vein, as 
t ie formation and the ore are exactly 
similar, and although the 'Lenora main 
veiu lias not been actually traced under­
ground to the Copper Canyon, there is 
every reason to believe that the ore 
bodies are identical. The vein, which is 
being worked, is found on both sides of 
the Cbemainus river, and all the power 
required for drilling and other purposes 
can he obtained from the river or from 
Ain-'ka Greek, which flows into the 
Cbemainus about half a mile below the 
Copper Canyon, and is fed from a lake 
situated 3,000 feet above the mine. 
Situated as they are, the Copper Canyon 
and the Victoria on the other side of the 
Canyon possess better facilities -for de­
velopment and transportation than even 
the Lenora had before the completion of 
the Mount Sicker railway, as they are 
only a mile by wagon road from the ter­
minus of that railway, and it is only a 
matter of a year or so when the stan­
dard guage railway of the Victoria Lum­
bering & Manufacturing company will 
be extended past them to reach the com­
pany’s timber further up the Cbemainus 

There is, therefore, according to 
Mr. Croft, no reason why these proper- 

should not take rank with the beet 
dividend-payers in the province within a 
short time—all that is required is suffi­
cient capital and careful management.

The work done so far on the Copper 
Canyon consists of a tunnel 230 feet 
long, which runs in a Southwesterly 
direction along the strike of the vein. 
The ore continues throughout this tun­
nel, and dips to the South, as a rule at 
an angle of about 80 degrees. The ore 
shows about one foot in width, and in 
places it widens to four feet. There are 
now on the dump about 125 tons of ore, 
which can be shipped to the smelter as 
soon as proper transportation facilities 
exist. At 99 feet from thé entrance of 
the tunnel. a crosscut has been run for 
15 feet Southward. A drift has been run 
in a Northwesterly direction from a 
point about 42 feet from the end of the 
tunnel. This drift is 101 feet iu length, 
and crosscuts a small vein, apparently 
a stringer running into the. main vein. 
At the extreme end of this* drift there 
is a vein about four feet wide, carrying 
some good ore. This vein apparently is 
the same as crosses the river below the 
entrance to the tunnel, and parallel to 
the same, 'and outcrops on the Victoria. 
About 40 feet up the river is another 
tunnel which shows ore and the before- 
mentioned crosscut in the tunnel on the 
South is being run to strike this vein. 
Mr. Croft advises that this crosscut be 
continued at once. - - 

x) On Mr. Croft’s recommendation* the 
management intend to extend the tunnel 
towards Mount Brenton, and put in an 
upraise to the surface, and sink a shaft 
at that point which, it is confidently ex­
pected will strike the main ore body. 
By acting on this suggestion the ore may 
be hoisted at this favorable point and 
economically taken out by the tunnel to 
a point across the river, to which the 
Mount Sicker railway can be extended.

The foregoing synopsis of Mr. Croft’s 
report shows that the Copper Canyon is 
in a satisfactory condition with every 
prospect of becoming an important ship­
per in the near future. Speaking of the 
value of the ore, Mr. Croft says: “From 
samples taken by myself the following 
assay was made:

THE BISHOP’S ADDRESS.
My Reverend Brethren and B re them of 

the Laity:
Before we approach the consideration 

of the affairs of our own diocese, only 
the fewest words will be necessary, to 
express our deep thankfulness to Al­
mighty God, that in His mercy He has 
restored to the Empire the blessing of 
peace, and also answered the prayers 
which have been offered to Him for the 
preservation of the life of our Sovereign 
Lord the King. May he long be spared 
to role in righteousness, and may a loy­
al and united South Africa be,a bright 
jewel in his crown. The responsibility 
of so vast an Empire and the “White 
man’s burden” must (surely we all 
agree) be a far more important theme, 
than any idle boasting about its size. 

’For, look which way we will, the times 
are full of grave anxiety—when have 
they not been? Be it ours, as becomes 
those who realize that all is in the hands 
not of iron destiny or blind chance, bfit 
of our Heavenly Father, buckle on onr 
armor all the tighter, and set onr face 
like a flint against all compromise with 
evil, aud never lose5 heart. The times 
are not so bad, after all, as they have 
been. What would it have been to have 
lived in the reign of Queen Elizabeth, 
or even a hundred years ago? “The 
fault is not in our stars, but in 
selves,” and if we will but acknowledge 
our faults and shortcomings, and deter­
mine each to do what in ns lies, We 
shall go forward aud difficulties will be 
overcome, and “God and the Right” 
prevail.

Christ Church held 
their own for some distance, but were 
then rowed down and the Etonians 
came away and won as they liked in ex­
cellent time, 7 minutes 29 seconds. 
Christ Church started with a faster 
stroke, and kept the’, nose of their boat 
in front for a quarter of a mile, but 
Eton hauled them hand over hafld, And 
were one-third of a length in front at 
Fawley court, which was reached in 3 
minutes 35 seconds.

The Oxonian went to the front 
forthwith and gained a quarter of a 
length in the first quarter of a mile. At 
the half mile he was a length to the 
good. Kelley’s time was 3 minutes 2 
seconds. He hgd then tacked 
couple more lengths, 
apparent. He was completely out-row­
ed and badly used up, at the finish.

A summary of the results is given be­
low:

The process of making baseballs is 
very simple, but great" care and skill has 
to be used in order to make them of the 
exact size and weight required by the 
roles of the game.

“It is first a solid ball of Para rub­
ber just an inch through. The ball is 
placed in a machine by a boy tender 
and is automatically wound with a 
strong,1 pure woollen yarn. The wind­
ing is done with an evenness that no 
human fingers could equal, and the 
thick, blue-mixed wool forms a perfect­
ly uniform covering for the core.

“This layer is made just an inch 
thick. When the right amount of yarn 
has been wound on it the machine stops 
automatically, the hall, now two inches 
thick, is removed and another core set.

“The partly finished balls 
dipped. That is, they are dropped into 
a transparent fluid called ‘plastic com­
position,’ which is really a kind of ce­
ment. This fluid is very adhesive, and 
when it enters the wool"covering there is 
a solidification that prevents the ball 
from ever being knocked out op shape. 
So certain is this, in fact, that the com­
pany guarantees to replace all halls 
that are so Injured. ‘
.“The balls are next wound again—this 

time with a certain definite thickness of 
three-ply. blue yarn until it has reached 
the requisite size of nine inches in cir­
cumference. Ail of these winding pro­
cesses have been autonfetic, and the balls 
appeal of exactly the same size and 
weight. But no chances are taken, and 
each is weighed several times during 
thé final winding so that accuracy may 
be assured.

“After being dipped in the cement 
again the ball is ready for covering.

“The covers are alum-tanned horse- 
hide, which is as soft and fine as the 
best white kid. For the best balls only 
eighteen covers can be got out of onq 
hide, -as only the very choicest parts 
can be used.

“The hide is first knee-staked. That 
is, it is stretched backward and forward 
over a knee-high stake by a strong boy 
till it will stretch no more.

is done by machinery. The cover is in 
two pieces, each the shape of the figure 
8. A machine cuts out these pieces and 
perforates them ready for sewing. Theje 
machines are wonderfully accurate and 
very rapid.

“The balls are placed for covering in 
dampers of wood, and the covers are 
fastened first with brass staples and 
then with strong cotton thread of the 
best quality. It takes about fifteen 
minutes to sew the cover on a ball. This 
requires considerable muscle, and only 
men are employed on "the work.

“The ball is still rough on the seams. 
It is rolled by hand and a few hours 
later by machinery, whence it emerges 
the completed article, readv for packing 
and selling.

“The market for baseballs Is entirely 
in this country, with the exception of a 
small and recent demand that has devel­
oped in Cuba and the Philippines. Dur­
ing the Boxer uprising in China quite a 
number of balls were exported there for 
the use of the American troops.

“The whole process of making a ball 
takes just thirty minutes, and it often 
happens that its life on the diamond is 
no longer. The professional leagues 
usually put in play during a game from 
four to six new balls, which are never 
again used except for practice. Ama­
teurs put in play two, three or four 
balls, according to their wealth.”

Will Dredge the Bottom of 
the Stewart River For 

Gold.

William Ogilvie, the first governor of 
the Yukon district and'one"of the best 
authorities regarding the gold fields of 
the North, is on his way to the Stewart 
river to engage in dredging for gold in 
the river bed.- He is now in Seattle.and 
will leave for the North in a few days, 
taking with him a large and expensive 
outfit for the work of dredging the Stew­
art nver. He came to the Coast by way 
of the Southern States, stopping at 
eral points in California. As soon as he 
receives advices from other members 
of the company in the East, which are 
expected daily, he will ship the machin­
ery, and, if possible, will do consider­
able dredging work this

“I asked to be relieved from my posi­
tion as commissioner to undertake the 
work in which I am now interested,” 
said Gov. Ogilvie. “When I came out 
from Dawson I found we were not 
nearly as ready for opérations" as I had 
thought, and more than a year has pass­
ed in preparing our machines and other 
paraphernalia. At last they are about 
ready, and I hope to sail in a few days.

“Results of investigations which we 
carried on convinced us that gold in 
considerable quantities existed in the 
bed of the Stewart river, and may be 
obtained without great difficulty. The 
necessary privilege was obtained from 
the Dominion government, giving ns the 
right to carry on mining operations of 
such nature as we" desired. Our dredger 
has cost us about $20,000, not Including 
transportation, which is an item.

“If we are successful in extracting 
gold from the mud in the bottom of the 
Stewart river,” concluded Gov. Ogilvie, 
“ it will be evident that deposits exist in 
many parts of the Yukon bed, and a 
large area of mining ground will be add­
ed to that now worked in the vicinity 
of Dawson.”

Nearly every boat’s crew has a 
watch or an alarm clock, hut just as on 
shore, pp two would he exactly the same. 
This Jen to- many a fisherman being fined 
for vitiating the close season. It was 
found, says the Westminster Columbian, 
that the whistling of the Fisheries de­
partment launches was quite inadequate 
to warn all the boats on the river, so 
last year Inspector Sword instituted a 
system of gun signals, cannon being 
fired here and at Steveetou and at Van­
couver. This was an improvement and 
resulted in greatly reducing the number 
of cases in' which the fishermen were 
prosecuted for breaking the regulations.

iRnt Inspector Sword hopes this year 
to still further reduce these, though all 
these plans are more to remove com­
plaints of fishermen than anything else. 
The department can’t undertake to pro­
vide the fishermen with either good 
hearing or eyesight. However, this 
year another plan is to be adopted, viz., 
signal rockets. A specially heavy grade 
of aerisl maroons has {been purchased, 
and| punctually at 6 p. m. on Sundays, 
standard time, commencing next Sun­
day, these rockets will ascend to a great 
height and burst. As it is broad day­
light at that time, it is presumed this 
point has not been over-looked; besides, 
there is likely to be 'a very considerable 
detonation as well: Simultaneously 
these signals will be discharged at New 
Westminster, Deas Island, Canoe Pass, 
Garry Point and Eburne. At Ham- 
toond and Wharnock, up river, flags will 
be used, and at Point Atkinson the 
steam fog signal will justify fishermen 
on the Gulf that it is 6 o’clock.

AO appointed must continue to employ 
him no matter how unsuited he may be. 
fTufc minister can, on any complaint be­
ing made, turn round and say, “You 
wanted a clerk, and I have given yon 
eo-and-so. He was recommended by 
strong friends, and they will be offend­
ed if he is discharged." In England, on 
the other hand, the man who takes the 
highest number of marks at the examin: 
ation is appointed. He does not fit the 
place given him, and the head of the 
department complains. The minister- 
has no interest except -the efficiency of 
his department, and whilst he can say, 
“He took the highest place and so 
should be good,” he is at liberty to say, 
“If he does not suit you get rid of him, 
an.d the next man will be appointed.” 
There being no political pull in the Eng­
lish service all appointees are thereby en­
couraged to apply themselves to master­
ing the duties of their department in 
order to secure preferment and the high­
er pay attaching to the principal offices.

The Canadian civil service is, perhaps, 
to a certain extent misunderstood. 
Twenty years ago it was in a condition 
of disorder. Then many of the men of 
the departments seemed to presume m 
the conditions of their appointments, and. 
would simply go to .their offices in the 
morning, sign the hooks as - being pres­
ent, gather in their mail, and then 
qnietiy disappear, and their place would 
know them no more that day. The late 
government dealt with this trouble, and 
today there is a regime of regularity 
and order. There is also an idea that 
the Oivil servant; are as a pile ifiCom-' 
prient for any other work. This is not 
the. fact. Any one in constant Intel-- 
bourse with the service must he struck 
with the number of men of great parts 
who are in the various branches and 
the knowledge they have, not only of 
their own particular work, but also of 
the work of the department generally. 
As in every great concern, there 
certain number who get into a rut and 
never get out of it. .but these are the 
exception in, the service.

Amongst the men in the various de­
partments are many who are, unknown 
to the world, doing work in the world 
and helping on the 'advance of civili­
zation. Few, if any, of the old appoin­
tees who accompanied the government, 
when at confederation the departments 
moved from Quebec to Ottawa, remain. 

' -but there are many who have spent a 
lifetime in the service. These are full 
of old memories and often interesting 
anecdotes of ministers who have pass­
ed away. Some of these, like Major 
Pendennis, may .be inclined to state that 
the service is going to the dogs.
