30 YEARS AGD

Account in San Francisco Call
of October 22, 1868, of
Severe Shocks.

October 27, 1868, was the date of San

Francisco’'s last  previous severe earth-
quake. An accounf -of it from the San
Francisco Call ‘of JOc¢tober 22,° is printed
below: A

The Call was then Dbut a_four-page

“Yesterday morping San- Francisco was
visited by the most;severe earthquake the
city ever experienced. The great shock
commenced at 7:53 a. m. and continued
nearly one minute, being the longest ever
known in this région. The oscillations
were from east to west and were very
violent. ' Men, women and children rushed
into the streets, some in a.state of seml-
ntdity, and all in the wildest state of
excitement: Many jacted as if they thought
the day of judgment had come, For a
time the excitement was intense and the
panic was general. :

“A hazy atmosphere pervaded the city,
though it was clear and warm for two
or iaree days previous.

“The weather was temperate, the ther-
mometer being at- 59 degrees. Probably
one-third of the people of the city were
in their beds and the remainder were en-
gaged in -their morning duties. —The shock
came upon them with surprising sudden-
ness and was fearful in its results.

+ “phe streets were full of excited people
all day. Business was generally suspend-
ed and crowds of women and children oc-
cupied the public plgzas, some of them up
to a .ate hour last might. A full and cor-
rect account, by our reporters, of - the
events in this city and adjoining countles,
will be found below.”
 The damage done was considerable, but
the loss of life was small

An editorial in the Call, published on
October 22, warns the city administration
against the danger of high buildings, and
urges a = prohibition against buildings
higher than 35 feet.

Time Changes - Point of View.

It is & curious fact that the Call is now
published in a building of its own that
is 16 storles in height. It is today being
ravaged by fire.

The Call's editor%al is as follows:

*“Phe earthquake’ shocks of yesterday
very naturally created a great panic
Lamong the people of the city, being, as
they were, the heayiest ever kdown inthis
portion of the American continent. To
say that thére was not a great excite-
ment, a ‘great scare,’ a panic, would be
to assert what is ‘the truth. TUnder the
circumstances it was but natural that peo-
ple should be alarmed, and that great ex-
citement should ensue; but the shakes of
Wednesuay served-this.good - purpose; they
proved at once the strength and weakness
of the. city. Though, unfortunately, Mves
were . lost, fortunately the earthquake
showed ue how to prewent the loss of
life,  and the little damage done (com-
pared to what . ht haye Deen done)
preved that with a sensible system of
building we have no more to fear from
earthquakes than the people of other com-
muniues. Tuat property was damaged to
a considerable extent it 1s true, and” it 1&
also true that some lives were lost.

“Greed or Stupidity.”

“That nouses were destroyed was owing
to the ignorance, greed, or stupidity of
those who built them. The great majority
of ‘the brick buildings stood the shock
without trouble. All would have done so
had their builders exercised common sense
and a proper regard for the welfare of
the city. That lives were lost is owing to
the insane policy of running buildings.up
to the height of four and five stories, and
covering them with fragile ornaments. As
We Sa.. ..ree years ago, we now say: the
city authorities should prohibit the erec-
tion o. buildings of more thaw 35 feet in
heig... They should also prohibit the erec-
tion of..fire walls,’” and the other mantraps
in the shape of cornices, brackets and
other ‘filagree” orpaments on . buildings,
which are motf only offensive to good taste,
but do endanger life. The lives lost yes-
terday, are not chargeable to the earth-
quake, but to the vanity, greed and mean-
ness of -those who erect the buildings. Yes-
terday’s eearthquake was undoubtedly the
heaviest the city has “ever experienced.
1t served to prfove what we-have all along
contended was the fact, that a sensible
system of building is only necessary to
make the city as safe as any in/the world.
When we consider the lives and property
destroyed, we find that they are not as
great as those-sacrificed in the floods of
Baltimore and New York, or in other wvisi-
tation of Providence which have afflicted
our sister cities of the union. We have,
therefore, reason to feel grateful for the
tmmunities we have enjoyed, and the com-
paratively safe regloti and climate in which

our fortunes have been ‘cast.”

Russian Philosopher Points Out
Why the Propaganda
Must Fail.

FALLACIES OF  THE _ ARGUMENTS

Interesting Paper on a Live Sub-
ject by the Celebrated
Writer.

The socialistic 1dea is that the
workers, having become masters of all
the means of production, are to obtain
all. the comforts and pleasures DoOw
.,ossessed by well to do people. They
will all be well clothed and housed and
well nourished and will all walk on
electrically lighted asphalted streets,
and frequent concerts and theatres and
read papers and books and ride in
automobiles, ete.

But that everybody may have cer-
fain things, the production of those
things must be apportioned, and con-
sequently it must be decided how long
each workman is to work.

How'is that to be decided.

_ Statistics may show (though very
imperfectly) what people require in a
society [(ettered by capital, by compe-
tition and by want. .But no statistics
can show how much is wanted and
what aritcles are needed to satisfy the
demand in a society where the means
of production will belong to ‘society
itself—that is, where the people will be
free.

The demands in such a society can
not be defined, and they will always
indefinitely exceed the possibility of|
satisfying them. Everybody will wish
to have all that the richest now pos-
sess, and, therefore, it.is quite impos-
sible to deflne the quantity of goods
that such a society will require.

Furthermore, how are people te be
induced to work on articles which
some consider necessary and others
consider unnecessary or even harmful?

It is undeniable that under the pres-
ent state of things most varied articles
are produced with great- economy of
exertion, thanks to machinery and
thanks especially to the diyision of la-
bor which has been brought to an ex-
treme nicety and that those articles
are profitable to the manufacturers and
pleasant to use. .But the fact that
these articles are well made and pro-
duced - with little expenditure of
strength, that they are’ profitable to the
capitalist and convenient for us does
not prove that free men would without
compulsion continue to produce them.

There is no doubt but that the
Krupp works with the present division
of: laber- makes§ admiirable: cannon very
quickly and artfully; others quickly an
artfully sproduce. 'silk materials, o
perfumery and again ot ~whisky of
choice flavor, and no doubt both for
those -who want thgse‘ articles and for
the: owners of the’ factories in which
they are made it is very advantageous

But cannon = and perfumes and
whisky are wanted by thoge who wish
to obtain cantrol of the inese mar-
ket or who like to get drunk, or are
concerned about their complexion, but
there will be some who consider the
productiont of these articles harmful.

How are these people to be made
to participate in the production of such
articles?

But even if a means could be found
to get all to agree to produce certain
articles, who, in a free society; with-
out capitalistic production, competi-
tion and its laws of supply and demand
will decide which articles are to have
the preference?

Which is to come first, electric light-
ing or irrigation of the fields?

And then comes ‘another question
insoluble with free workmen — which
men are to do which work? Evident-
ly all will prefer hay making or draw-
ing to stoking, or cesspool cleaning.
How, in approaching the work, are peo=
ple to be induced to agree?

No statistics can 'answer these ques-
tions. The solution can only be theor-
etical; it may be said that there will
be people to whom power will be given
to regulate all ‘these matters. Some
people will decide these questions and
others will obey them. ‘

But there will be still another most
important question as to the degree of
the division of-labor that can be estab-
lished” in a socialistically organized so-
ciety.

The now existing division of labor
is conditional by the necessities of the
workers. ‘A worker only agrees to live
all his life underground, or to make the
one-hundredth part of an article, be-
cause he will otherwise not have means
to live.

A division of labor by which a man
makes one-hundredth part of an ar-
ticle, or a stoker works in 150 degrees
of heat or is choked with ~harmful
gases, is disadvantageous because
though it furthers the . production of
insignificant articles, it .destroys that
which is mogt precious, the life of
man. And, therefore, such division can
only exist under compulsion.

Robertus-“says that communal divis-
jon of labor united mankind: That is
true, but it is only free division, such
as people voluntarily adopt. -
It people decide to make a road and
otie digs, another brings stones, & third
breaks them, etc., that sort of division
of work united the people.

But if, independently of the wishes
and sometimes against the wishes of
the workers,  a military, railroad fis
built, or an Eifel tower, and one man
is corfipelled to obtain iron, another
to dig coal, a third to make castings,
a fourth to cut down trees and a-fifth
to saw them up, without even having
the least idea what the things they are
making are wanted for, then such di-
vision of labor not only does not unite
men, it divides them.

To suppose that with communalized
means of production there will be such
an - abundance of things as is now pro-
duced by compulsory division of labor
is like supposing that after the emanci-
pation of serfs the domestic orchestras
and the theatres, the homemade car-
pets and laces-and the elaborate gar-
dens, which depend on serf labor, would
tontinue to-exist as before. So that
the supposition that when the Social-
ist idea is realized everyone will be
free and will at the same time have at
his disposal everything that is now
being made use of by the well to do
involves an obvious self-contradiction.

THE FRUIT INDUSTRY.

Inspector Explains Enforce-
ment of the Laws.

Mr. Maxwell :Smith, :Dominion fruit
inspector, gives the following state-
ment for publication:

“As there seems to-.be considerable
alarm and some misunderstanding as
to the Dominion government's inten-
tions re the enforcement of the exist-
ing laws regulating the fruit trade, it
might be well to say that: In addition
to my other dutles, including the en-
forcement of the Fruit Marks act, I
am instructed to -enforce sections 4
and b of the ‘Act.respecting the pack-
ing and sale of certain staple commo-
dities, 1901’ as amended 1905. Sec-
tion 6 of the said Act states that
‘Every box of berries or currants of-
fered for sale and every box manufac-
tured and offered for sale, in. Canada,
shall be plainly marked on the side
of the box, in black letters dt least
half an inch square, with the word
“Short,” unless it-contains when level
—full as nearly exactly as praotic~
able—(a) at least four-fifths of a
quart, or (b) twp-fifths of a quart.

“This will allow those having berry
boxes on hand, or who may be im-
porting berries in boxes, which do not
comply with the above regulations, to
dispose of same by simply marking
them ‘Short, but I strongly recom-
mend that no moje illegal boxes, or
.baskets be purchaled or manufactur-
ed, The justice and convenience. of
having uniform  ‘standard -packages
must appeal to all fair-minded persons
and no undue hardship will be im-
posed on those who endeavor to get
into line as quickly. as possible. I
shall coptinue to exercise the same
discreet moderation as has character-
ized' my official work jin the past. but
there must be steady . progress to-
ward full compliance with all-the
fruit regulations in order to insure
the fullest measure of harmony be-
tween growers,  dealers, -consumers

This is a very well laid out town-—
regular, with wide streets, Streets are
very dusty and -apparently covered with
the fine dark prairie soil. They arg kept
sprinkled, but  the dust - storms which
eome occasionally must send a great
part of their coverings into the air.

Buildings are quite uniform and in‘the
business blocks usually two gnd th_rge
stories dark gray stone—got in prair‘e
cutting and brick are the’chief building
materials. There are a number of very
fine residences, chiefly “in the west end
and many very pretty cottages. i

The surrounding landscape of unlim-
ited treeless, rolling prairies, is not at-
tractive unless it be so to  the stock
rancher or land speculator. Many lawns
are bordered with young trees, poplars
and spruce, but they look stunted. Trees
do not grow well, not even these hardy
varieties. ;

The streets seem busy——sometimes- al-
fost crowded.  The great majority of
the throng are men, evidently there are
a. good number of English péople; a
few Americans and many foreigners are
noticeable. Land hunters are numerous
and real estate agents are kept busy.
Prices of farm  lands are increasing.
City lots are nof yet too high. Although
there are good prospects of large growth
this coming season. Many wholesals
firmis are located -here and more are
starting. Two flour mills, cement’ works,
woodworking factories, ete, give employ-
ment to a large number of men.

The present population is estimated
at 20,000 and it is rapidly increasing.
Two more railway lines are assured, o
that Calgarians are'very hopeful of the
future.

The West Coast Lumberman, Taco-
ma, thinks the British Columbia govern-
ment has done the right thing in the
interests of the provinee 4m putting a
complete stop to the exportation of logs
from timber cut on ungranted lands of
the crown, or on lands of the crowa
hereafter granted. This is somewhat in
vontrast with the attitude taken by the
Vancouver Lumberman, which is still
fighting the battles of Mr. Emimerson.
(After quoting the provisions of the act
affected by amendments of last session,
the West Coast Lumberman observes:

{ THE METRIC SYSTEM.

Prof. J. ©. McLennan, of the Uni-
versity of Toronto, is coming . here | o
popularize the metric system, amd for
1tbat purpose has. made application for
the use of the Board of Trade rooms.
It appears that Prof. McLennan’s ex-
penses are being paid by the Dominion
government, and he is engaged in:a
propaganda of edncation preliminary to
an effort to adopt the metric system: in
this country.to the exclusion of a sys-
tem which was in vogue for hundreds of
years—in. other words, the substitution
of the French for the British system.
| We do not say that we should not adopt
it because it is French. That might be
regarded as foolish prejudice; but it
mieans the upsetting in the minds of the
everyday. people of  this country of a
system which has fully satisfied their
commercial needs—the terms of which
are mainly expressed in homely British
words—and "the“putting in ifs place of a
system expressed “in words ‘foreign in
every sense—metres, centimetres, k.i_lo-
metres, millimetres, litres, grammes,
milliers, ga]ories, hectares and so on in
varions .powers and combinations. It
may be scientific, and, as Prof. McLen-
nam says, “orderly, methodical, clear and
simple;” it may be to the mind of a
professor . of mathematics; but- to the
ordinary people, ‘who have learned to
think in the language of the  British
weights_and measures the nemenclaturs
of the metric systém is' meaningless.
It is like learning to think in a foreign
language. 1Is it really necessary? Nine-
tenths of our calculations are made in
dollars and cents. That is the decimal
system applied to our c¢ommercial ‘wants.
The number of times that ‘weights and
measures enter into our calculations and
have to be reduced from one denomind-
tion to another is not sufficiently great
to become a tax upon onr"t'me; and we
do not know that it is at all disad-
vantageous at times to engage in a little
menta] effort to arrive at. certain mathe-
matieal results. If so, a good deal of
what we teach in our sthools and uni-
versities about ‘mental diseipline ‘is all
rot. -But if 'we place it on the score of
atility, time-saving "and ‘- brain-sparing
let Prof. McLennan make a little mental
caleulation as to the mental energy and
caloric force to be used up in eliminat-
ing the present system from the minds
of ‘about - 5,000,000 Canadians and sub-
‘stituting - another entirely foreign 'to
FaBRR i 6. :

IThén we have a lingering prejudice—
it may be just prejudice’ and’ British
‘ullheadsdness—in. favor of presef¥ing
| our own identity in weights ‘and meas-
ures, as in’ether things. The metric
system aims,’ of course, at facilitating
comrmercial operations and- making-uni-
form- throughont the' world commercial
terms, = Perhaps it would be an advan-
tage in. e measure, but the same advan-
tage could be claimed for ‘a universal
language—the: French or any other lan-
guage. How many Frenchmen would
care to give up their language for the
English  language in 'order that theré
might be only one language spoken? Or
how: many of us. want to give up the
English language for the French for the
same reason?: The language instinct is
the strongest in the human heart. What
an advantage it 'would be in Canada—
financially, politically. and  otherwise—it
we had only one language. . Why do we
not have it? ~Simply because we love
the language our mother. taught us too
much to give it up. Similarly, inches
and feet, and quarts and-gallons, and
ounces and ‘pounds are part of our
mother - tongue, -and- there seems- to-be
very. little disposition among English-
speaking peoples to change them for
foreign equivalents. s

IMPERIAL CABLES.

Imperial interest will assert itself
eve‘n_hln' the face of an anti-Imperial
govemment. ‘We made the prediction
some. time before thq results of the
British elections ~were - known _ that,
whatever was the complexion of the
government in power, the question of
an all-Imperial cable service was like-
Iy to receive atténtion. It was indicat-
ed as possible that a Liberal govern-
ment -in -power might- appeal to-Im-
perial sentiment on new "lines, - and
thus make itself solid irrespective of

the possible deveiopment 'ot preféren-
tial trade ideas. The @ possibility of
the Liberal government taking up, for

instance, the -construction of a cable
system binding the various ‘colonies
together for’purposes of commercial
convenience and the 1ntei-chimge of
intelligence. to ~and fro from : and
among the various' parts of the em-
pire, was referred to. It suggested it-
self as a taking card, which would not
commit Little Englanders -to any of
the wider schemes of Empire to which
the -late ‘Unionist government  leaned.
‘We did not, however, anticipate that
the stress of events would ' cause our
anticipations to_be realized so soon
after the advent of the new govern-
ment-to power. Soq'le,ot our, readers
may have observed in perusing the
London Letter on Tuesday the follow-
ing extract: : e

“public feeling has been a good-deal
disturbed ‘here by the remark of Mr.
Winston  Churchill - the other .day in
the House of Commons, that ne little
anxiety. is caused to .the government

by the character of the: information
that is passed over the cable by the
press. agencies, often causing the press
in' the colonies to be under. the in-
fluence of one particular set of opin-
jons and that not the predominant
set of opinions in this country. In the
interest of . imperial unity, it is of
¢ourse absolutely necessary that press
communications -should be true and free
from the taint of party prejudice. Then
only can Englishmen and colonials
understand what is going on. The
Natal business provoked Mr. Churchill
to express himself as he did, and it is|
sincerely -to:be hoped a lesson will be
learnt by those who are responsible
for cable news. The imperial loyalty
that only goes out to one political
party in England, is not loyalty to
England. Governments -and parties
come-.and go, both here and in the
colonies. Our friendship and mutual
attachment should be independent of
parties and above all local or party
prejudice. The Natal colonials have
forgotten this. They would do well
to:cultivate the far nobler temper dis-
played towards, both politcal parties
in the Old Country by both parties in
all parts of the Dominion.”

The Colonial TUnder Secretary of
State may have one set of circum-
stances in his. mind, as ocecasioning
the necessity for a better service of
news, and those who look forward ‘to
me realization of an all-Imperial cable
service, such as has been advocated
by .St Sandford Fleming, may have
something else ~ entirely 'different in
view, but whatever impels the senti_'-
ment of eithen, it is in one common 4di-
rection, and it is an encouraging sign.
The . Liberal . Gevernment. of Great
Britain “has 'at the present time an
eminently good opportunity. to signal-
ize .its term of office by a great enter-
prise which will for all time redound
to. its credit.. Winston Churchill " is,
no doubt, optimistic enough dnd cour-
ageous enough to lead the way. The
question is if his colleagues haye the
‘pluck and foresight to follow.

'THE DOWNFALL OF DOWIE.

There is perhaps too much disposition
to regard Prophet John Dowie as __.a
fakir and a fraud. In ‘order to detes-
niine - any ' man's character one has to|
look much deeper than what appears on
the surface, and to weigh a great variety
of cireumstances. - The line which di-
vides 'a good man from a bad one, a
genius from g -fool, a success from ‘a
failure; a patriot from a rébel, is in
very many instanees a very fine ong.
We can very easily imagine that ah ud-
venturous spirit like . Napoleon might
have become a brigand, a wanderer on
the face of the earth, or anything else
except the BEmperor. of = France. - He
found ' his epportunity and a scope “for
his- ambitionin ' the conditions which
grew up during the ‘French Revolution,
History is full of instances where great
successes and great careers might, with-
out doing violence to character have
‘been. abspluftely ‘reversed; or where.great
fail and’ ignoble careers’ might have
been st ‘the  opposite’! Those Who
make -marks. in  the- world. have some
fime or - other .to make a‘great plunge-
and take chances on the result. ‘They
are judged by the result. ;

Luther, Cromwell, Jobn Knox, Bun-
yan, Wesley, all the men who have car-
ried” fiery crosses -in the cause which
they espoused possessed the strong mas-
‘terful spirit of the crusader, men of 'the
class- who become great saints or:great
sinners, men when seized with an in-
spiration must lead some one some-
where to a goal. We-have many modern
dnd conspicious instances. Brigham
Young, the moving spirit of the Mor-
mon movement, was one of these; Gen-
eral Booth of the Salvation Army is
another; Dr. Dowie is another. ‘All of
these men have similar, characteristics,
They are all different, but different only
in degree. Brigham Young, whatever
we may think about the creed he taught
or the religious example-he. set, was one
of the master minds of the “American
continent, ' His'training, his—;mental tem-
perament, or whafever it was, led him
in_ a certain . direction. . He ‘was ‘a
strong personality with great magnetism
and - constructive - and = administrative
genius. He was a teacher, a prophet.
a leader of men, who in any age wpuid
have obtained .a following. The splendid
organic structure and the strong Mor-
mon, spirit are simply the -impress of
Brigham Young’s genius as a founder.
Perbaps, -as - great, if not-a greater
man than he,’ls General Booth. In the
minds of most of us,” General Booth is
a higher type, but still the ‘same kind
of 'man,’ combining deep religious fervor
with economic aims, backed by genius
for organization and administration and
powerful - /intellectual  gqualities—men,
who, - though - they -may stand in: our
minds as” zealots ® and- fanaties, direct
their movements with maryelous preci-
sion’ and sound  judgment and  infinite
attention - to - ‘detail. Their apparent
fanaticism is simply the manifestaticn

termination ofs;purpose. It is the steam
exhaunst to a powerful nature, ;

" It -we were to look around in history
for the greatest example of such a:class
of man, we would probably find him in
Mahomet the Prophet. All very great
men with . “missions” become, through
success, rationally imbued with a sense
of ‘their own strength . and their. in-
fluence over:their fellow men, which 'n
time they regard as a little more than
human. ‘They have faith in their star.
They believe that they were divihely ap-
pointed to perform certain great works.
Napoleon had supreme.confidence in him-
self, a confidence which finally devel-
oped into a superstition, and in the end
led to his ‘ruin. Men are often over-
powered ‘with' this conviction “of their
powers and fate, and may then be said
to be irrationally’ imbued with them-
selves.

There is no doubt in the world that

tives or. his. complete. mental make-up,
but the indications are that he did net
any more delude his followers thap he
deluded himself. It is- quite possible
that at the outset of his' propaganda
hé was all he pretended to be. He
no doubt was sincere in his beliefs, ani
had conscientious intentions and amb:-
tions in the direction of building up a
community ia the true interests of Zion,
as he called his city.. He demonstrated
great business ability, marvelous energy
and all qualities of a true prophet.
Therefore, in his downfall, we may ex-
ercise 'some of the charity that is due
to all men. He probably, as we have
intimated, became intoxicated with his
own power of doing things, and was led
glowly at first, and then rapidly, away
from the ideals he had in view at the out-
set, until he stood in his own eyes for
everything in-the world. A clever news-
paper writer has likened his fatal trip
to New York to-proselytize to the Mos-
cow campaign of Napoleon—the begin-
ning of the end.

1f Dr. Dowie was less successful than
some of his predecessors in similar
fields of religious-conquest, it was be-
cause he was less a spiritualist than an
egotist, and was weaned away from his
true purpose by admiration of selfl
This is a theory, but it is a theory well-
supported by historical parallel. If Dow-
ie was always a knave, he was one of
tbe cleverest ever born. In our opinion
he was neither knave nor. fool. He was
a man of marvelous achievements, who
went down in dissipation, drunken with
Dowieism.

THE SUBSIDY-SEEKING
PROVINCES.
Finding itself $40,000 short, the
Prince Edward Island government:an-
nounces that if it cannot get another

| increase in its grant from the Domin-

jon treasury it will raise the money by
local taxation. If the Ottawa ministers
are wise they ~will allow  the better
terms seekers to resort to their alterna-
tive. The money has to come out of
taxation in any case, and it will be
better all round if those who make the
taxation necessary also have to take the
responsibility. of impesing it.—Montreal
Gazette. /

In the above remarks the Montréal
Gazette assumes its characteristic atti-
tude towards better terms in regard to all
the provinces. The Gazette has never
stopped for a minuté to consider wheth-
er there was any principle of right at'
the bottom of the demand being made
by the various provimncial governments.
It does not concern itself as to the jus-
tice involved, the fairness of the present
financial relations, ‘or the relative = re-
quirements ' of the governments in re-
spect to ecarrying odt the responstbilities
imposeﬁ upon them by the terms of Con-
federation. The single thing which ap-
peals’ to, -our: contblaporary "is ‘the faet
that & certdin arfifigément was made in
1867 and several {imes later, which it
regards-as a contraet’ whieh should be
inviolably ecarried out forever, regardless
of consequenées. 1t views every de-
mand by the provincial government sim-
ply as an effort to raid the federal treas-
ury, and any compliance with the same
in the light of a premium upon ex-
travagance, i

As we have pointed out on many oc-
cnsig;:i)s, the treaty ‘Which exists between
the Dominion and, the provinces must
not be regarded in the light of a com-
mercial contract wholly, enfarcible to the
letter’' and’ to the bitter end :in all cir-
cumstances. Two.men drive a bargain
and they  arrive at a conclusion. As
soon as it is put i force, it is regard-
ed as inflexible by the law, which re-
spects the rights of each party to the
utmost limit of ‘the “lex scripta.” A
treaty between a federal and a provin-
cial body involves miore than that. ‘here
ig a moral aspect to it.- It presumes the
mutual and common. good; and that any
phase of if which ‘does the other an in-
justice or is not fair or is unduly bur-
densome also involves the moral and con-
stitutional right that an inequality of 'in-
justice should be made right. - There is
nothing in the federal relation which rec-
ognizes the moral right of the other to
get “‘the best of the bargain,” although
it ‘may be part of the bond. There-
fore, before. we express our ipse dixit on
this. question of better terms, it is in-
cnmbent to enquire if the present rela-
tions are right in themselves, if the di-

their -requirements. It will not do to
say 'that, as the Gazette does, because it
s the law it must be carried out for-

ever and that must be th;;:}}f it. It
that  principle were recog throngh-
out there would be an end te all politi-
cal progress,

Most" of the provinces are hard-up,
and the anomaly of the situation is that
the more they spend for the develop-
ment of .the country the harder up they

Become, because the cost of development
is greater-in ratio than that of the in-
creased revenue which comes of the de-
velopment. , Every person added to the
population through the efforts of the
provincial administration, only . brings
eighty cénts per annum-from the Domin-
ion, whereas each such person returns,
for customs and excise, between $9 and
$10 per ‘annum-to the Dominion. It is!
true that an - increase of population in a
province means also an increase of rev-
enue in other ways, in taxation, licenses,
fees, etc., but it is very mueh less in
proportion than to the Dominion. For
all of Canada it does mnot amount to
more per head of the population than
$3.50 per annum. With its greater re-
sponysibilities “the ' federal  authority Te-
quires ‘more money than - the provincial
anthority, but the disparity is too great
in" favor of the latter. 8
There is, again, the view which the
Gazette’ lays so mugh stress upon, the
spending of money, and ‘the effect felt in
the way of taxation. The provinces, if
they exceed their limit, must resort to
direet taxation, which is always dis-
tasteful. The Dominion raises its rev-
enue entirely by indirect taxation, al-
though' it has the right to resort to di-
rect’ taxation in. extremity. - We know
that during the past.ten years, through
prosperity, there has been abounding
revenue, with layge surpluses, which has
kept pace with the most lavish expendi-
ture Canada’ever experienced, and yet
no -share of the immense jump in: rev-
enue has gona back to the coffers of the
provinces, which helped bytheir expen-
diture to- create the prosperity, notwith-
standing that their responsibilities have
steadily inereaged with theincrease of
population.  If-it be right( that there
should be a check.upon expenditure by
the provinces, - there. should also be a
check upon the extravagance of the Do-
minion. - Millions . of . dollars  are being
squandered right and left by the federal
authorities on all sorts of schemes, and
for: all. sorts. of pHEPOS Some $75,-
000,000 or $80,000, are being actually
thrown away upon a useless portion of
the Grand Trunk Pacific to- satisfy the
political demznds of one section of the
Liberal party. The Gazette says so.
Ir its logic is right, and as all expendi-
ture has ‘to come out of taxhtion any-
way, does it not follow, that, if more
were paid-to the provinces there_wou'd
be less for the Dominion to squander?
But the crux of the whole matter is
that both governments alike are respon-
gible to the people for their acts, and
that “whether they are- extravagant or
otherwise the {rdportion of revenue that
each should ¥njoy shotld be fixed on
some ~equitaple’ basis, which it is not,
we- contend, at ‘the present time. - Once
fix - upon -some - fair . .basis. - of - financia}
relations, ,and ;the people..of 'the .prov-
inces will look after.the zest. ... . ..

. DIRECTLY FROM COAL

A Discovery Made by . Modern
Science That Will Revalu-
tionize Mechanics.

“Blectricity. has heretofore been pro-
duced-by compticated mechanism and
with enormous waste, It lias Deen
generated by & dynamo electric ma-
‘chine driven by a steam engine which,
in turn, is operated by means of steam
generated.in a boiler by the combus-
tion of coal. This is a long and cir-
cuitous process, involving an elaborate
and costly chain of machinery, which
machinery is, from the very nature of
the forces utilized, very wasteful, nec-
essarily involving an enormous.loss of
power at every step. Much of the
energy of combustion goes up chim-
ney as heat or smoke; much of the
heat is lost in -boiling the water to
make steam; much of .the expansive
force of the steam is wasted as it es-
capes fromi the engine; much of the
power of the engine is wasted as fric-
tion; and there is some loss in the dy-
namo itself.

“The newly discovered process gen-
erates electricity from coal and so dis-
penses with the complicated mechan-
ism as well as the enormous waste in-
herent in the uge of steam,

“The. fundamental discovery is vefy
simple. Starting with the familfar fact
that when codl'is burhed in the air it
produces heat, Dr. Jaegques: discovered
that when coal is submerged in a suit-
able liquid and burned beneath the
level of- the liquid it no longer pro-
duces heat but electricity instead. The
apparatus is. equally simple. Coal is
put into an iron basket, which is low-
ered into heated iron tank filled’ with
the liguid. - Air -is. pumped into -the
liquid. Coal and air are consumed;
electricity is directly produced.

“This direct and ‘simple process al-
lows enormous eléectrical power to be
generated in a very small space; thus a
single lump of coal no larger than an
egg has’' Dbeen found to geneérate so
strong an- €lectrical current as easily
to sustain a weight of half a ton.

“Moreover, the process, being pure-

ly electrical, is not subject to the laws
of thermodynamics that’'limit the use
of steam. In numerous laboratory
tests—made with apparatus of scien-
tific valué but not adapted to extended
commercial use—there has been obtain-
ed as electricity by far the greater
portion of the energy contained in the
coal consumed within the liguid.
. “Professor .Cross, Professor of
Physics at the Massachusetts Institute
of Technology, says: “The current
contains. almost tlle total equivalent of
the potential energy of the carbon, and
practically unlimited in gquantity, can
be continued for an indefinite time
without any other ‘than a useful con-
sumption of material.

“These various tests show the enor-
mous possibilities of the new process,
but it must be remembered that they
are laboratory .tests and do not fur-
nish sufficient data for positive predie-
tion as to the effiiciency of the process
when practiced on an extended com-
mercial scale. -

“The uses of electricity have maulti-
plied marvelously in recent years. Its
direet and cheap production will enor-
mously extend them in the future,

“The direct and cheap production of
electricity meags that it will take the
place of steam as a motive. power on
railroads, for it has already been dem-
onestrated that elgetrical trains may be
run at far greater speed than steam
trains, Cheap and abundant electrical
power means cheap. and fast hauling
of freight. 1

It means, too, that electricity -will
supplant steam in ocean commerce, as
steam has already  supplanted sails,
for the production of electricity direct-
ly from coal medns far simpler ma-
chinery, far greater power, far greater
speed, far greater carrying capacity
and greatly décreased coal consump-
tion..

“It means the substitution of elec-
tecal power for steam power in fac-
tories.

It - means that -electricity will be-
come the cheapest, as it is now the
best, illuminant known.

It means radical improvements in
the industries of copper, silver, lead,
jron and all other  metals, for cheap
and abundant electricity means the di-

Dear Sir: Your thermo-electric gen-
erators’ appear to be especially adapted
to the propulsion of ships.. The most

markablé ‘fuel economy ‘which you are

‘able to obtain. In order to-present this

advantage in a clear light I have com-
puted the radius of actlon of a bat-
tleship of a recent type (that is 'to
say, the distance which such a ship
could go“without stopping to take a
new supply of coal), if provided with
a proper equipment of your generators
and electric motors for driving her
propellers.

““The computations are based on the
performance of a ship like the Ken-
tucky, which has a maximum speed of
17.2 knots, and which at 12 knots can
steam about 4,000 nauntical miles, so
that she can cruise for about 14 days,
after which time her coal supply will
be entitely exhausted and she will he
required to stop and take a fresh sup-
ply of coal before proceeding further,

“‘With your generators and electric
motors stuich a ship could have a radius
of action of 30,000 miles, and could
cruise at 12 knots speed for 105 days or
16 weeks.

Other Sound towns
contributed, their donations ranging from
10 to 100 toms.  Everett ‘sent 25 tons of
potatoes and 50 tons:of provisions. . The
steamer Buckwan salled on Sunday from
Seattle with a full eargo of food supplies,
and the steamer amur, which has been
given free of any charge by the C. P. R
for the trip to San Francisco, left her&
yestérday morning to load most of her
freight at Vancouver, from whieh port she
will sail today. As :well as glving the
steamer Amur, the €. P. R: has donated
$25,000 to the. Red Cross soclety’s fund.
The Shipments From Victoria
have been large, in fact, in excess, of the
neignboring cities in comparison with the
populations.

COLLINS’ FINALLY JUGGED.

NotoriousALawyers Makes Desperate |

ttempt to Escape. % ’

San Francisco, April 23.—George D.
Collins, the attorney c¢onvicted of
perjury, was lodged in the state prison
today, after making a desperate attempt
to escape from the sheriff at the ferry-
hoat between this city and San Quentin.
When the prisoners were let out of the
jail Collins was missed. Hurried search
through the gloomy building on Broad-

Sheriff O'Neil had about - made
up his mind that the prisoner - -had
jumped overboard when the cry went
up and he was dragged from his hid-
ing place in a dark closet. As soon a¥
he was taken he was ready with an ex-
planation and made a speech to the
other prisoners, declaring that he would
be out of prison ' within ‘twenty-four
hours on a writ of habeas corpus. When
he reached the prison no favors were
shown him, for Chief Justice Beatty has
suspended all further stays of execu-
tion to convicted prisoners. Collins was
dressed in a suit of stripes and his haie
was closely cropped.” He has one more
fighting chance for a writ of habeas
corpus, for -which he applied about two
weeks before the earthquake, is still
undecided. Final argument has been
heard upon’it, and Judge Murasky. wil
decide it when the superior court re-
sumes business promptly at 10 o’clock
tomorrew merning.

HE Canadian members of West-
T minster are disappointed at the
inconclusive ending of the de-

bate yesterday on the Canadian Cattle
Embargo Bill, which was “talked out.”
But for the present that ending’ was
perhaps more satisfactory than a di-
vision would have been. Had the hour
of 5:30 not struck the debate on the
head and by the rules of the, House,
made a division impossible, we should
have seen a big majority against the
removal of the embargo. The intro-
ducer of the bill, Mr. Cairns, of New-
castle-on-Tyne, and Mr. Price; the
seconder magde a strong case for the
importation of Canadian cattle, but
they both committed the unpardonable
blunder of monopolizing the best of the
afternoon. Mr. Hamar Greenwood, M.
P. for York, the only Canadian who
spoke, impressed the House far more
in his witty and  brilliant = maiden
speech of twenty minutes, and indeed

made an unanswerable case from the|

free trade standpoint for the removal

of an unnecessary retriction which he
said cast a stigma on Canadian cattle
and annoyed our great colony. Mr.
Greenwood’s was the speech of the
afternoon, and he was cordially con-
gratulated by the Prime Minister, who
agreed with ‘him, and by Mr. Walter
Long, late Minister of Agriculture, and
by Mr. Wm. O’Brien, both of whom op-
posed him. After listening to the
speech of Mr. O’Brien, delivered with
all his moving eloquence, it seemed to
me the Canadian bill was doomed. Mr.
O’Brien’s was a protectionist speech.
He warned the. House that it would
involve: the cattle trade of Ireland -in
hopeless ruin, if Canadian cattle came
in without restriction, and this weuld
mean the ruin of 200,000 small farmers
and -do an injustice to those who had
purchased their farms or were arrang-
ing to purchase at a valuation based
on the continuance ,of the security
provided by the Act of 1896. Of course
Mr. O'Brien made the most of the
awful risk of importing disease, but it
was plain -that what was-immediately
dreaded was ndt disease so much as
the competition of the imports of live
stock from Canada. The Prime Min-
ister bravely announced his adherence
to his opposition to the Act of: 1896.

The Canadian Society in London is
making preparations for a big blow
out at its annual dinner on the :24th
of May. This young society has. made
great progress and is now the rallying
centre of the Canadian colony in Lon-
don. Its monthly meeting and dinners
have been greatly appreciated and as
English guests attend these friendly
gatherings, the society is doing most
useful service in making the people of
England and Canada understand one
another better. The members of the
Canadian colony here keep in amaz-
ingly close touch with all that goes
on in Canada whether of political or
personal interest. At this moment
London Canadians are rejoicing at the
news that so popular a ‘public man
as the Hon. James Dunsmuir is likely
to be the new Lieut.-Governor of Brit-
ish Columbia. He is recognized by his
friends here as the man for British
Colambia since he has done so much
for the development of the colony and
is in a position to maintain the dignity
of the office which Canadians.in Lon-
don as well as his own people at home
would gladly seem him occupy.

The whole system of locomotion in
the metropolis. is undergoing rapid
transformation. Everyday sees .'the
appearance of new motor bus services
opened in place: of the horse busses,
and at last it is beginning to be possi-
ble 4o traverse this city of magnficent
distances without serious loss of time.
But the most grateful change of all
will be the eleetrificatiop of all tram-
ways north of the Thames and the con-
nection of these with the South Lon-
don electri€ tramways, which %ill be
accomplished ' before many months.
After long delays due to obstruction by
the House of Lords, the Act permitting
the trams to cross the bridges and
along the Thames embankment is now
Itkkely to receive the royal assent this
session. A few days ago the North
London tramways were passed over to
the London County Council, and . the
work of electrification will shortly pre-
ceed. The North and South London
trams will then be entirely under the
management of the London County
Council

The question of the municipal owner-
ship of tramways and of municipal
trading altogether, is still provoking
serious differences of opinion. The
London County Council has not yet
earned anything by its trading enter-
prise for the Dbenefit of the ratepayers,
and it is argued that if the accounts
of its trading schemes were kept as
those-of private industrial concerns -are
and depreciation ‘of plant sufficiently
written off, the loss would be found to
be considerable: . The growing debt of
the London “County Council is -viewed

that the, investing public generally ‘are
not very confident, is shown by, the fact
thHat the London ‘County Council's 22
per ‘cent’ stock (£100) is'quoted at 79.
‘The whole question of municipal trad-
ing 'is coming to be one of our biggest
questions.

The influence of Socialism and ultra-
Radicalism suggests, and not unreas-
onably, that if profits can be earned
for the ratepayers by municipal build-
‘ing and electric lighting and tramways,
it is better that these services should
be municipal. But the large towns—
even Glasgow, which is a model of
good management, are realizing that
if these enterprises were leased to divi~
dend-earning companies, the public
would be as cheaply served and mil-
lions of money would be saved to the
country through better and more econ-
omical management, and byrithat effi-
ciency which is only obtainaple when
all concerned have a slight interest in
doing their best. Had it not been, for
the London County Council’'s enthusi-
asm for-trading, London would have
given the private tramway companies
of North London long leases, and years
ago the electrification which is only
coming now, would have been in oper-
ation, and a fixed income would have
been secured for the concession, where-
as now the London County Council
will make no profits for the ratepay-
ers, ‘ :

I hear that the ceontract has been
made with the firm of Vicker’s Sons
& Maxim, of Barrow, who built H. M.
S. Dominion, for the building ‘of the
sSteam ice breaker for the riyer St
Lawrence. This is one of the first
results -of the negotiations completed
by the late Mr. Prefontaine before his
mented death. The buildexs have
agreed to complete in six- months, so
that the ice breaker should be at work
in time to be of great service on the
St. Lawrence next winter.

One of the greatest burdens upon
our home trade in England is the ex-
cessive charges for railway carriage of
merchandise on most of our great lines.
The illiberal policy of the British rali-
way companies generally has helped to
provoke the' movement for municipal
trading. But a more’ practical and
hopeful movement to affect the trade
is the attempt now being made to re-
store the cangl system of the country
to its former state of usefulness. There
are great waterways leading from the
centre of England to ports such as
Liverpool, Manchester, Hull and Bris-
tol, but the railways in late years hayve
ruined them, or in some cases acquir-
ed them and left them to become un-
workable. The parliamentary commis-
sion now sitting is likely to revive the
canals system and extend it and thus
offering competition to the railways,
which is necessary in the public inter-
est. It is likely that local trusts will
be formed to acquire the eanals and
work them. The railway companies
have reasonable rates in parts of-the
country where a canal competes, and
where there is no competition their
rates are excessive. The canalg under
trusts’ would not work in antagonism
to the railways, but would relieve them
of the traffic which the railw&ys can-
not earry profitably at reasonable
rates, and so without injuring the rail-
ways they will force down the rates
on goods which must now be charged
at high rates. The revival of ‘the can-
al traffic in England is sure to be an
epoch making event, which will bring
life and prosperity to many neglected
corneds of the rural districts.

General
Booth sees no difference between emi-
grating from one country to another
and from one town (to another’ This
is the statesmanlike argument, and is
appealing to the masses who are leav-
ing our large towns for Canada, for in
London and Manchester ‘and Glasgow
and “every big industrial centre, the
workers are almost all emigrants from
country villages.

Those who witnessed the departure
ofs the 1,400 emigrants by the S. S.
Kensington on Thursday will acknowl-
edge that if our surplus population
must emigrate, the Salvation Army is
peculiarly fitted to lead the people to
the new country. The pain of depart-
ure is robbed of its sting, and the vast
crowd is animated with hope and
cheerfulhess, and its care and loneli-
ness are lightened by the generous out-
pouring of sympathy of their good
friends of the Salvation Army, who
exercise such a soothing and happy in-
fluence.

.. The ' extraordinary exodus from the
rural districts and the towns of Great
Britain to Canada this/spring is begin-
ning to cause some unéasiness in many
quartezs.

Our workers are tired wait-
ing for the improved conditions, and
have made up their minds that Canada
has of ‘late come to be s0 ver% pear
to England that emigrants no longer
feel they are going abroad at all. ' The
existing ‘expdus if it be emcouraged to
go on*will be the chief rheans of:forc-
ing the improved® conditiofis ih Eng-
Jand for which labor leaders are striv-
ing.. Emigration ‘of large bodies ot
Englishmen must lead to a drastic re-
form of our land laws, which is essen-
tial to any attempt to get the peoble
back to the land ‘here.

The ‘town resident is nowhere fonder
of the country than ‘here in London.
The cockney’s devotion to garden and
flowers and anything that suggests the
country is' pathetic. The London
County ‘Council with praiseworthy
sympathy with the crowds in unlovely
streets, has - within the past fifteen
years doubled the area of open public
spaces in the metropolis.

Pri-
vate zeal is also doing much to encour-
age love of flowers and gardening. In
June next there is.to be a great exhibi-
tion in Whitechapel, of “The Country
in London,” to show the East End
folks “to show what can be done to
bring into their neighborhood some-
thing of the freshness and beauty and
ingpiration of nature. This cultjva-
tion of the town-dwellers’ inherent love
of nature makes many city workers
ambitious to get back the land, and
it is responsible for  much of the pres-
ent day restlessness of the crowds who
are making for new homes'in Canada.

0F EXPERENGES

Well Known Master of Steamer
Wellington Writes of ‘the
* Earthquake.

ARRIVED AT THE TIME OF SHOCK

Mrs.McGuire Tells of Happenings
at Santa Cruz During the
Disturbences.

An interesting letter was received yes-
terday by Mrs.' Belle Cutler from her
husband, Capt. M. Cutler, master of the
steamer Wellington, which is engaged
in carrying coal from Ladysmith to San
Francisco. OCapt. Cutler was atriving
in San Francisco when the disaster oc-
curred. " Capt. Cutler's letter, dated at
San Francisco on April 18th, is as fo.-|
lows:

“We were just coming into the har-
bor_ this. morning when the earthquake
struck the town. It was an awful shock.
It svas just like the Wellington going
over a reef; everybody thought we were
ashore, but I knew we were in sixty
fathoms of water. An hour after the
city was if flames; it is burning now.

*“The Call building has just caught
fire and will soon be: to the grouml.
The city seems to be all in flames. ' W¢é
are looking from the ship at it. I am
afraid to leave the ship in case the
sparks will fly out here; if they do, we
will have to move farther up stream.
It is like a furnace on board; the heat
is intense, and the sun is as red. as
iblood. 1 am afraid if there is any wind
the whole city Will' be doomed. ‘Lhey
say Market street has sunk with the
earthquake about five feet. | Buildings
are falling down, and od knows how
many lives have'béen lost. Women were
out in the streets in fheir nightclothes,
with children in their arms. I tell you,
there is no place like Victoria. Just
getting /4 chance®to send this ashore.
Will write later.”

Writing again at 10 p. m., Capt. Cut-
ler said:

. ‘““This is the .greatest night I have
ever seen or expect to see again. The
city is all in flames. They have found
a thousand killed by the rearthquake,
and expect that the number will amount
to about three thousand. All Market/
Kearney, Post, Bush,” Falsom, Mission
and most all the principal streets were
burned down; all the theatres and the
Palace hotel. I hear the wharves are
full of women and.men trying to .get
clear of the fire.. I.expect to see a lot
come on board for shelter before morn-
ing.. The ‘earthquake ‘was something
fawful., I thought %the Wellington was
broke in two. It lasted so long—almost
forty seconds, I should say. The stree's
in some parts of the;city are open about
tféur-feet in some Plaees;-it -is dange:r-
ous tp go .around.JYou know the la
sheds on the wharpyes; some of them-
are level with the-wharves. Provisions
will be an. awful ‘price here for a few
weeks till they will ‘he able to get some.
All the wholesale houses were burnel
down, = Most all the buildings in Oak-
land have started “from their founda-
tions, but there were -only a few lives
lost.. I don't know ‘hoy long we will
here. We were going to discharge 1m
the e¢ity this time, ‘but I don’t know
where we will discharge now, as two of
the company’s steamers. are in the
stream; they had to.come out from the
wharf.

The following is a copy of a letter re-
ceived by Mrs, A. 8. Innes from her sis-
ter Mrs. W. A. McGuire at Santa Cruz,
California:

Santa Cruz, Wednesday, April 18.

“] .suppose by this time you have
heard of our big earthquake. All tele-
gra; communication is- cut off and I
can’t wire you, so I will write mow and
wire when I can—Oh! my goodness; It
was about 5:30 this a. m. 1 was awak-
ened by Will shouting for me to coma2.
By the time I got to the door the house
was shaking and rocking so that I
could hardly walk, and the resistan-e
was like when you try to walk in the
sfreet car, as it is starting to go. The
noise, grinding and squeaking and crash-
ing was something terrific. I could hard-
ly ‘get down stairs. 1 was thrown first
to one side and then to the other and
‘Will hauling me by the hapd. At last,
after.twe hours, it seemed to me, we
got out on the lawn and it didn’t stop
for some time after. There have been
shocks all the morning. I counted fen
altogether, but I beliéve there has been
over twenty. Our two chimneys went
by the board and = we  had to cook
breakfast at a fire in the back yard.
The MecNeil’s chimney mext door went
right through. their roof. The court
house is utterly wrecked but will have
to be pulled down and rebuilt. Pacific
avenue is covered with plate glass. Ev-
ery window on the avenue is on the
sidewalk. Will's effice, building -is -0
badly wrecked that he hasn’t dared o
enter his office and the St. Géorge h»-
¢el is a scene of devastation inside. Its
the -worst earthquake since a big one.in
'85. That one we went through in Ben
Lomond was pretty bad we thought, hat
it wasn’t an earthquake at all. iMis
was the real, genunine article and 1 do
not want to go through another. Busi-
ness in town is utterly suspended and

is somefhing awful. There was a pan on
the kitchen table with an inch of milk
in it and the milk was splashed all ovar
everything. Will has just come hom2
with *The Sentinal.”” The big shock
lasted several minutes, ending at 5:15.
At Hinkley Guleh, north of here, it is
said that the mountains came together
and 17 people are lost, over 100 killed in
San ‘Jose, but no one hurt here. Jazk
has just come down from the mountain
(Ben Lomond.) He said It lasted 10
minutes. up there. We are all so ner-
vous we can’t do anything and I will
be scared to go to bed.tonight. About
every 10 minutes there is a jar and a
rattle.

I went to
town and was in a butcher shop when
the floor slid right from under me.

We came
back home double " quick. The Ilast
gshock I felt was about 9 o’clock. We
slept on the veranda all night in our
clothes, but there wasn’t any shocks all
hight, that we felt.

A Further interesting Chat by a
Colonist Reporter With
Commercial Man,

PEOPLE SHOULD BUY HOME PRODUCTS

Civic Patriotism Shown by Van-
couverites Cited as an
Example.

“It is all very well saying ‘patronize
bome industry,’”’ said a commerclal trav-
eler, “but what is the use trying to im-
press upon the-consumers of this cily the
necessity of using only goods that are
manufactured in this city when they are
not able to purchase them at the loclal re-
tail stores?”

These were the remarks of a copmmer-
cial representative from this.ecity in con-
versation with a <Colonist reporter the
owner day.

“The local houses do mot
square deal,”” he said.

“How is that?’ queried the wvepor{er.

‘“Well, I will tell you,” =aid the ‘busi-
ness man. “If I go up to Viamcouver or
any Mainland city and try to sell goods,
I am met with the reply, ‘Well, your goods
are all right,” but, you Kkndw, we . are
bound to give our own dealens the prefer-
ence, Have you got an agenqy here? And
the commercial man has to aldimit that he
has not. The business man jof the Main-
land then imparts the informyition that he
will be pleased to buy if any agenqy were
established in the city where business
houses are located. So you will see we
are discrmiinated against by the outside
dealers. You might think this is not so,
but all: you have: to do is tilke a trip to

gifve us a

Vancouver and see for yourgelf the num-
ber of Victoria houses that ‘have been es-
tablished there, .

“Why did M. R. Smith open up there?
Why did Pendray establishejld an agency?
The same with Stemler & Harle, and any
number of others. It was simply because
the Vancouver dealers. wer:

Loyal to Their Wholesale Dealers
and would not purchase unless an office
or agency was, opened In the Terminal
City. Do the Victorla retell men do this?
No, sir! All travelers look alike to them,
with the preference given to the outside
man. Do they inform the stranger that
they must open an agency in this city? I
should say not! o

“You might ‘think I am ‘knocking’, but
the local dealers would rather give an. or-
der to an outside traveler than they would
to a local firm, and still they expect to
sell homemade articles. In many cases
the outside travelers even do not pay the
license that they are expected to do, but
this makes no_difference. = The local firms
coutinue to buy from them, never realiz-
ing that the entire sum that they pay for'
the goods is takem out of the oity. We
might send some of it, but there iy al-
ways some that remains, and every little
counts. * I can point to @ny number of
travelers from Vancouver‘who -do this
city regularly, . selling goods when jt is
possible for the dealers to secure goods,
as good, if not better, than is being sold
by the Vancouver man; but &till they will
not .buy. because the consuijers will not
nur;:h se <l;tc.une products.’ If is ridiculous

CONDITIONS AT PRESIDIO.

Order Rapidly Replacing Chaos In
Refugees’ Camp.

Presidio, San Francisco, April 24—
Conditions at the Presidio are rapidly
reduced to systematic basis. The great
excitement of the few days following the

earthquake and the great fire bas sub-
sidéd and the efforts of the authorities
are now being directed to the organisa-
tion of & perfect system for the control
of thousands. of people who_have sought
refuge within the precincts of the reser-
vation. It bas- been - definitély. ascer-
tained by the commissary and other de-
partments that there has been enormous
abuse of froe food and clothing pro-
visiou. Whole families have been accus-
tomed to standing in line several times
a day, each earrying away with him
supplies of food to last for several days.
1n this way some families have accumu-
lated stocks of provisions to last them
for many weeks to come. Food is be-
ing distributed at four distinct points
in the Presidio and a system has been
devised which
.. Obviates the Long Delays.
which characterized the first f):aw days
of the distribution of eatables to the
needy. At one eamp, which is 'a coun-
terpart of the others, eanned roast beef,
canned corned beef, beans, rice, onions,
potatoes, prunes, bread, pepper, sugar,

tea, and.milk were served in turp to
the long line, each person asking for
what he or she wanted when passing
the various tables. In this manner an
applicant who had received a sufficient
assortment within two minutes after en-
tering the .reliet station. At the hos-
pifals within the reseryation the most
satisfactory condition prevails. At the
general bospital in the Presidio it was
stated today that the most satistactory
conditions prevail,” .

H. C. Tilden Prominent Commis-
sion Merchant and Member
Pardee’s Staff Shot.

San Kramciseo, April 24—H. C. Til-
den, oné of the most promineént mem-
bers of the gemeral relief commiittee,
was shot and instantly killed in his auto-
mobile sbout 12 o’clock last night whils
returning from Menlo park, by men
supposed to be members of the citizens’
patrol.

San Franciseo, April 19,—(Special to The
Colonist)—Undoubtedly the . direst day
which has yet dawned in the history of

San Francisco was that of April ~18; it|

struck terror into the bravest heart and
rendered thousands of people homeless.

The éarthquake that morning lasted just
one minute and ten seconds, but it is as
yet impossible to try to even guess at the
amount of property roimed. 'The llves
lost number some 1,400. The pedple that
weére not injured nor had their exit cut
off, either rushed to the centre of the
street or else prayed, as they thought the
end of -all things had surely come.

The first cry for help came from Val-
encia sétreet, where a rooming house with
300 immates collapsed, and then a similar
ety came from Harrison street, where a
building with 200 inmates had fallen to the
ground, burying people beneath the ruins.
I'he groans of the dying will never be for-
gotten by those forced to listen, but al-
most powerless to render aid.

Firemen and willing volunteers had
hardly begun their work of rescue when
#t least a dogen fires broke out slmul-
taneously in all directions. The immense
area covered by the fires, and the lack of
water, made it practically impossible to
extinguish the fites, and they spread from
one immense building to apother im a man-
ner spectacular to the uninterested be-
holder, but heart-rending to those whose
gro rty Wwas contained in the fast-falling
yuildings.

Toward 3 o’'clock in the afternoon the
fire seemed subdued, and people felt easier,
though the anxlety due to fear of 4n-
other shock was still very grest. 5

But the interval of quiet was short-
livéd, and by 5 in the afternoon It bad re-
sumed its sway with renewed fury. By
this time the people had given up all
thougu: of spending the night in the
houses, and ' oceupied thémeélves with

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GRAND TRUNK SURVEYS.

Head of Parties Now Here Awaiting

Yesterday: several other Victorians
who experiemced the earthquake, arrived
home by the steamer Indianapolis, hav
ing come to Seattle by the steamer Sene
ator. 'The arrivals included Mrs. Har-
rison, wife of his honor, Judge Harrison,
and Miss Bernice and Mr. H. R. Harri-
son, who were guests at the St. Nich-
olas hotel when the earthquake took
place, They saved. all their baggage
with the exceéption of one valise. The
family were asleep on the fifth tioor of
the St. Nicholas hotel, which is on the
north - side of Market street, not far
from thé wreeked city_hall, when they
were awakened\by the shock. They were
cool and dressed as well as collecting all
their buggage they could secare before
leaving the hotel. It wae not until they
iiad gone a few blocks that they saw the
extent of the disaster, and they started
toward the ferry. Soon they * found
thousands in flight from the -business
portion of the city, which appeared to
be in a sea of flamesy and they joined
the refugees, who hurried to Golden
Gate park. Then they decided to re-
turn to the St. Nicholas hotel to se-
icure all their baggage. This was done
‘none too soon, as, when all except one
valise had been taken out, the hotel col-
lapsed. The mains had broken and the
elevator stopped; water was flooding
down the hotel stairs. A wagon was se-
cured and their effects and they were
carried to Goden Gate park, where they
remained until passage was secured on
the Nenator. They saw many heart-
rending sights, ineluding the summary.
execution of ghouls by the troops.

Louis Cherrir, wife and family of
three, of Ladysmith, were other ar-
rivals from San Francisco. With the
exception of one-trunk and the clothes
they stood in, the family lost-all. Mr.
Cherrir, who was previously “employed
at Northfield, had bought a lodging
house at San Francisco but a short time
before the disaster. The building with-
stood the earthquake, but was destroyed
by fire. Mgs. Cherrir was injured dur-
ing the disaster and was obliged to use
crutches, ;

He aft-
érward took the barrow toward the
house of friends, named Ward, but after
wheeling the barrow 'two miles, which
he said, was far enough, he learned
that his friends’ house had been de-
stroyed amd abandoued the barrow. The
second letter written a day later, told
of his departure for Oakland, the deso-
lation in San Franeviséo being complets,
and the water was bad, what there was
of it.

Gray, daughter of J. H. McLaughlin of
the Dominion Savings bamk, describing
her experience in‘Oakland at the ‘time
of the earthquake.

~ MOST BEAUHFOL CiTY

Aiready Experts and Financiers
Prepare to Rebuild
San Francisco.

AN FRANQISCO, April 24—

< Steps are being taken to organize
a movement for the rebuilding of
San Francisco on the plans of Architect
Daniel Burnham,  While the various
‘other committees have been busy with
relief work, prominent citizens have
been in. consultation and within the next
few days plans will be outlined and
fhe 'work of making arrangements for

the most beautiful city in the world will
be well under way.

W. L. Barnett, one of the men in this
latest ‘movement says-all the funds
needed for this great work will be forti-
coming just as soon as the committee
is. ready to begin its work. Telegrams
have been sent all over the country ex-
plaitiing the plans of the committees and
men of finance have expressed their wil-
lingness to co-operate in the great WOrK
and advance any funds that are needed.
The work will commence right at the
water fromt. This last will be entirely
rebuilt on new and modern, as well as
picturesque lines. It is estimated that
the work right there will cost $25,000,-
000. New wharves and the like will be
construeted on enfirely different lines
and new depots will be built.

At Vancouver on Tuesday at the Pro-
vincial Fumigation station, upwards of
7000 condemned fruit trees, consisting
of apples, pears, plums, cherries, peach-
es and apricots, were cremated in one
huge pile. In addition to fruit trees,
ornamiented shrubs from Japan, which
were stated by the Inspector to be bad-
ly infected with scale insects, ‘were de-
stroyed. Japanase shrubs are exceed-

.ingly dangerous.

All the fruit trees cremated had been

received from the United States and |

were stated to have been fumigated
and free from disease but they did not
stand the test of close individual ' in-
spection such as is applied at the sta-
tion.
