The inhaling instrument charged
with such sedative, alternative and astringent
medicine as may be indicated by the stage of
disease must be used morning and evening and
every night before going to bed, and the nx
fumigated by warin, sedative vapors. .Trea by
these means there aré few cases of Chronic Laryn-
gitis which are not readily curable,

The prisoner Was locked in the cell and 1
staid to guard him, Keely was away
about two hours, and having had no
breakfast nor dinner and having traveled
around a great deal 1 fell asleep and Ma-
rooney escaped. When Keely returned he
undertook to arrest me and actually did
confine me, alleging I had let the prisoner
go. 1 desire to justify myself under the
circumstances and to state that the action
of Keely in arresting me was altogether
beyond his jurisdiction snd I intend to
ta{elegsl proceedings against him. Con-
sidering the fact that I had been up since
4 or 50'clock, had been marching all about
the village, had had neither breakfast nor
dinner; considering that the lockup is
guarded by a padlock which you can pick
with any piece of wire,that the cel] provided
by the village is filthy with stench, and not
fit for a prisoner let alone a constable; also
that Keely staid away two hours or more
for his diuner—considering these facts, all
of which Keely knew, [ think it a piece of
gmﬁt impertinence on his part to act as he
id in arresting me, being the senior con-
stable, and I shall take legal proceedings
against him, To prove the padlock was
wunfit for the purpose I trie(\ it in the
presence of Reeve Winchester, the treas-
urer and ome of the councilmen, and I
picked the lock with the greatest ease.
