Pants, July 25.—It became known to-day
that an attempt had been made to assassinate
Mme. Constans, wife of the Minister of the
Interior. Mme. Con’uns received a package
uddressed to her from Toulon and apparent-
ly containing an oblong box. The wrapping
paper around the supposed box was taken
off and the package was found to cousist of &
gook-sized missal, or Roman Catholic mass
book. At first sight it was a neatipresent to
send to the wife of the President. Upon
more careful examination it was found that
the leaves of the missal, to outward appear-
ance, had been stuck together . with
varnish | or mucilage.

The result of his
investigations has been laid before the At
torney-General’s department, and it i$ said
that his report supports the opinion of the
villagers that the girl was murdered.
Detective Grecr examined the scene of | the
tragedy and, assisted by the girl’s father, took
accurate measurements of - the surroundings.
Mr, Handcock Again Explaiuns.
Edward Handcock, the father of the dead
girl, yesterday attended the three services in
the Fairbank Presbyterian Church, the pas-
tor of which was foreman of the jury which
returned a verdict that Sophie had been
murdered. Yesterday was the second anni-
versary of the little chapel and the -attend-
ance was unusually large, and Mr. Hand-
cock found many pairs of eyes directed at
him from all quarters of the church edifics.

The
character of a colonization railroad, assigned
as the ground for the subsidy, has no weight
in supportof pushing it through this session,

the Northwest aldng existing railways for
the wants of settlets for yearsito come. Mark
the contrast. In “adjacent to Toronto,
Hamilton, St. Catharines and other towns
along the route of the Niagara Central is a
present live, active population of half a
million, who want,and have told the Govern-
ment so, through their representatives in

- sion. Railwaybonds will be sold and cod-
struction commenced as soon as this is done,
But this reasonable and moderate request, we
are told, can stand over until 1892.

In particular it is not fair to this great
city. For no railway running into Toronto
has there ever been a dollar of Dominion
subsidy voted sinco Confederation. = But
Toronto has paid many millions to build
railroads everywhere else in Canada.

, liament to realize and appreciate their great
responsibility in this matter, and to take such
action as will secure-this smail measure of
__ justice for their constituents. Let the To-
 ronto members and the other members along
the line of the Niagara Central stand as one
man together in support of this measure, and
they will, they-must, suceeed. - The reward

IS IT RYERSON?

A Partly Decomposed. Body Picked Up at
Lewiston,

BUFFALO, «July 26.—Friday afternoon
about 4 o’clock Mr. Charles G. Irisb and a
friend from this city were fishing from John
Lonsdale's boat in the Niagara River at Lew-
iston nearly under the cables of the dis-
mantled suspension bridge opposite Brock’s
monument. Mr. Irish was the first to see a
human body, which was floating in the river
at that point. A rope was made fast
to its feet-and it was towed to the dock.
The body was found to be that of a man of
middle beight and about 160 pounds in
weight, apparently from 85 to 40 years old;

The steam
launch had left the Pensacola on the regular
evening trip to the shofe and was making
her way slowly when suddenly those on the
man-of-war saw the little boat lifted com-
pletely ous of the/Water as if a subterrane
monster-iad riseh up under the launch ux
tossed it into the air. There was a dull echo
of a half-smothered explosion and then
wreckage was scattered in every direction.
Not a souind of human voice was heard. The
search : light of the Fensacola was
brought. into. play and at the same in-
stant orders were givem to lower the
boats. - The = Condell ~ was _discovered
only a short distance ‘away. The Chilian
cruiser had mistaken the launch for an ino-
surgent boat and had used a torpedo with
deadly effect. There was intense excitement
aboard both vessels for tke next 20 minutes.
Signaliiog continued between the man-of-war
aud the“sorpedo boat for some time,and when
the situation of affairs became known on the
Condell, her commander dipped his
colors and sent his_ chief” officer
aboard the Pensacola. It then became
known that the explosion of the torpedo was
a stupid blunder on the part of the cruiser.
Such apologies as could be offered were made,
but the feeling among the comrades of the
dead sailors was very bitter. The bodies were
not recovered. The Pensacola proceeded to
Iquique.

The Grangers’ Alliance Proposes to * Oor
ner’”’ the Orox <

Sr. Pavr, Minn,, July £8.—A gigantie
scheme to ** er” the entire wheat crop
the who],e/o/g?.l:ntry pas been devised by the
leaders of the Farmers' Alliance of the Unit-
ed States. If the plan succeeds the most stu-
pendous trust of the age will be formed, and
the price of wheat will be forced up to an un-,
paralleled figure.

The scheme involves 500,000,000 bushels of
wheat, and is simply to hold baek the great-
er part of this until hunger coinipels the con-
sumers of the world to pay the enormous

‘ demanded. Oiréulars ‘have already |
been issued by the Alliance to 400,000 far-
mers since the beginning of the month, and
200,000 more will be sent out this week., Be-
fore the month is out over 1,000,000 of these
circulars will have been sown broadcast over
the land. -

An Adyance-in Price Predicted. -

The Alliauce leaders have before this
denied that they were trying to form &
Wheat Trust, but their circulat is a power-
ful refutation of their denials, At the same
time these Alliance prophets have been
predicting a rise in the price of wheat, and
been advising 1nfluential farmers. in all
gections of the country to hold back their
crops until fall or early winter, in, order to
secure the benefit of this predicted advance.

After proving that the wheat crop in the
United States is going to be enormous this
year, the wily Alliance leaders have pointed
out the fack 'im their circular that the
crop in Europe has been a great failure. It
is expected that farmers will listen to the
siren song that the wheat sharps are singing,
and make few and small shipments until late
in the season.

Extracts From the Circular.

The circular, which was issued by the
Alliance’s press .bureau and is an official
document, reads in part as follows:

“In 1884 at harvest time the condition of
winter wheat was reported as 98 and of
spring wheat as 99, This year the condition
of winter wheat is 96.6 and that of spring
wheat 92.6, or about 33§ per ‘cent. less than
the final report of 1884,

“As the harvest of 1884, the largest we
ever had, was 512,000,000 bushels, the last
Government report wonld indicate a crop of
404,000,000 bushels, say 500,000,000 - in
round numbers.

“The honie consumption has increased
with the population and is eertaiul&)oover
850,000,000 bushels, probably 860, ,000,
which leaves us 140,000,000 for export.

“During the last 10 years we exported 127,
000,000 yearly in average, of which Europe
received 107,000,000 and the West Indies and
South America 20,000,000. *

“This year we may have 18,000,000 more
[t6 spare, which, howeyer, will go. to South
America on  account of the reciprocity
treaties, and Europe will receive the average
quantity of about 107,000.000 bushels and
no more, as we have no reserves to draw
upon. .

The Crop Must Be ‘Cornered.”

“This would make both ends meet there if
Europe had a good average crop; but Europe
had not a good crop; in fact it has the worst
crop failure of the century.

“That the crop disaster is not local or

moderate or oxaﬁ rated can be clearly
seen by the action of the different Govern-
‘ments.
“Russia appointed a commission to investi-
_gate the crop damages, which reported wheat
17 per cent. below the average and rye very
much worse. ;

“There will be very few, indeed, unwillin
to hold off to see what will become of th
move, as in view of the situation prices
could never be lower; but even if one-half or
more of the farmers should be persuaded by
the arguments of railroad and elevator men
o rush their wheat into the market the re-
sult would be the same, for if a considerable
number of those who are in the habit of
marketing early bold back a little while the
farmers’ deliveries would fail short of the
requirements, and the effect would be the

““There is, however, little danger that any
considerable number of fermers couid be in-
duced to market their produet in hot haste at
present prices, as resolutions adopted by the
State Alliances long ago show that they know
their enemies..
