A MYSTERY CLEARED UP.

John Anderson Found Dead on the Rail-
way Track, Was Not Murdered, But
Met Death by Accident.

Diphtheria and the Schools.

The two rooms will be thoroughly
cleansed and renovated by the caretaker
before the scholars will berecalled. In the
meantime the youngsters can take ad-
vantage of a week’s holiday.

Inspector Hughes has issued a circular
to the teachers in the city instructing them
to instantly send any scholar home who
complains of having s sore throat, and to
insist upon their remaining absent from
school until the symptoms iavo had vime
to define themselves.

No child becoming ill will be taken back
into the school without a certificate from
Dr. Allen declaring them completely recov-
ered and unlikely to carry infection with
them, 3
b These remedial measures being so prompt-
ly put into effect should prevent the spread
of the epidemic.

Smallpox Precautions.

The village of East Toronto is thoroughly
alarmed by ti€ outbreak of the smallpox
and Medical Health Officer W. R. Walters
has caused posters to be placed in con-
spicuous places announcing -to the resi-
dents that all who have not been vaccin<
ated within the last seven years, unless
they are not susceptible to vaccine, are re-
quested to call,upon him at ,the ~council
chamber and be operated upon. This post-
ing of the circular makes submission to
vaccination compulsory, but ‘it is hardly
likely that resort to stringent measures
will have to be made,

Precautions,

The temporary Smallpox Hospital is
guarded night and day in order to avoid
the possibility of the disease spreading
through the general public coming into
contact with hospital attendants or becom-
ing liable to centagion in any way. Dr.
Allen recommends that all who have not
yet protegted themselves by vaccination
should @680 at once. Free vaccination is
administered between 9 and 11 each morn-
ing at Wilton-avenue and 8t., Andrew’s
Market police stations.

A great deal of loose talk has been going on
for some time in regard to Toronto real estate;
it is just as well that the public should have &
right conception of what has taken and is taking
place. The first thing to grasp, and thatis a
matter of no difficulty, for nearly everyone
knows it himself, is that real estate values in
Toronto have depreciated 15 to 30 per ceat. as &
result of over-speculation. Toronto advanced
marvelously and many people made money out
of Iand, and & great many others were thereby
tempted to go into it and thus to overdo
the business. As in every other business
overdone s reaction has succeeded. People of
capital have fcr the time lost confidence 1in real
estate as an investment, and as a consequence
they have put their money into stocks, especially
bank stocks, and the result has been a great ad-
vance in this latter kind of securities. Itis just
as certain that real estate- will touch bottom,
has in all probability about touched it now, and
once that takes place land values will begin to
rise. Butin the meantime mabny people must
lose money and still others be ‘‘cleaned out," to
use a common term. The people who are losing
money in real estate can be grouped under a few
heads.

First we have the men who were rich or
Mought they were rich in jties.” Thatisa
man would buy a piece of property for $10,000.
He would consider it worth $15,000 & few days
after he got it and would probably persuade
some loan company or private capitalist to ad-
vance him $10,000 on it. His equity he valued
at $5000, .and he considered himselt rich to that
extent. With the decline in property came the
total disappearance of his equity of which a
short time previous he thought so much.

Next comes the man ‘or company who lent
money on second mortgages. These second
martﬁiu were practically on equities mention-
ed in previous paragraph, and when the de-
cline in property came they, too, disappeared,
and the man who Jent the money was just out
that much, He may have been let into it on the
promises. of high interest, but he is getting
neither his interest nor ' his money back, and the
man or company that holas the first mortgage is
cleaning him out.

In the third place, and where a mass of trouble
is arising, is in the ease of ‘‘covenants” on mort-
gages. Say that a man would buy a big block
of property, lay it out in lots dnd sell it off at
good prices, taking & small cash payment down
and a mortgage for the balance. When he had
about sold it all off he would take his
bundle of mortgages to a loan com-
pany and dispose of them there, but the
bulk of the loan companies when tbey bought
{hese mortgages insisted on the man from whom
they purchased making the usual covenant that
it the purchasers of the lots were not able to pay
their mortgages and interest, then he, the man
selling the mortgages to the loan company,
would do so. For several years perhaps the

hasers of the loan would pay theinterest,
and all went along smoothly. But now the de-
cline in values has come, and the loan companies
not being able to get their interest from the
little fellows are looking for their interest and
principal to t man from whom they bought
the mortgages, and if he happens to bearich
man he|is finding it a hard road to travel. Some
of these covenantors will lose all they have.

Then thers is another class who have §lost
money on real estate on first mortgages and who
atthe present time cannotget their interest,

t get their principal out of the land if put
upfor auction and who cannot follow the coven-
antors. These will either have to take the pre
perty or suffer some loss. IZ

The Londen Shooting.

In the case of the Queen v. Warmington,
felonious wounding, tried at the Fall
Assizes here in 1879, the late Justice
Cameron presiding judge, it was held by
the bench that the prisoner was jusiified
in resisting the arrest. The facts of the
case, as established by evidence, were
as follows: There had been great
complaint in the city of the existence
of disrepatable and drinking resorts in
Vork-street and in other parts of the city,
and the police had been instructed to keep
an eye upon them. The place of one Me-
Quarrie had become especially objection-
able, because the proprietor, despite frequent
convictions before ~the Police Magis-
trate, persisted in ‘violating ‘the
ligior w and in keeping a house
whick was by common report & most disso-

" lute resort. One night a policeman named

. Jamieson, on duty and in full uniform,
entered the place for the purpose of quell-
ing o disturbance there. Inside he en-
countereda‘young man named Warmington,
whom he proceeded to arrest. [Warmington
asked for a "warrant - for the police-
man’s action, and as. he could not
‘show & warrant Warmington resisted. The
policeman essayed.to use force, whereuvon
Warmington drew a knife and cut the
policeman in the neck and arm, wounding
him seriously. Warmington was subse-
quently arrested and on preliminary in-
vestigation was committed for trial.

_His Lordship Justice Cameron in Jaying
the case before the jury in the upper court
beld that Jamieson’s entry on the premises
was illegal, that his molestation of Warm-
ington was unwarranted, and  that the

* latter was fully justified in resisting arrest.

This samg question will doubtless arise
in the Mtiug of Detective Phair in Lon-
don: Was the offlger within the law in in-
terfering with'the'men who are accused of
having shot him? Were they engaged in
some overt act which justified the officer in
laying hands ypon them and throwing ome
of them down? If not it may be difficult
to convict the men of the crime with which

they stand charged.

The slow progress which is being made
with the asphalting of Yonge-street is
eliciting widespread and justifiable com-
plaints from .merchants and others in-
terested. If the work is not to be still in
progress when the snow flies three gangs
in shifts of eight hours each should be put
to work and kept constantly employed un-
til the improvement is completed.

«Heart failure,” as a cause of death, will
pot be accepted by some Health Boards.
The clerk of the Board of Health of Syra-
cuse recently refused to issue a burial per-
mit on the lcertificate of the physician at-
tending the ' deceased, which simply gave
“‘heart failure” as the cause of death. This
resulted in the board, atits next meeting,
adopting a resolution to the effect that
physicians in the future will have to specify
the direct cause of death, and that ‘‘heart
failure,” “‘asthenia” iand such generalities
will not answer the purpose. This is sen-
sible. Tp say that a person died from
“heart failure” is to say no more than that
the person died because his or her heart
stopped beating, and to assign “‘asthenia”
as the cause of death is simply to affirm
that the person died by reason of inability
to live,

The Suicide Mania,

Physicians, clergymen and all who think
and are affected by current events are
talking about the oxtraordinary mania of
suicide that is sweeping over the country,
and that of late has been so noticeable in
Canada, which in times past baé been
rather conservative in such matters. Men
in Canada have not as a rule given way to
such desperation. Even where serious
tronble came regenerative and helpful in.
fluences have ordinarily been so strong that
men with disaster ov"&disgmce hanging over
them have been able to pluck up courage to
fase the danger, and generally they have
eome out all right.. Whelhey it be that
the supports [that have been so useful in
the past are weakening or that men are

rowing indifferent to them, there seems to
ge a very thin tissue that at present bolds

i
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ted any defectin the receptacle This
vapor took fire, which set the whole stock
in lames. Houses are known to us where
many gallons of this dangerous liquid are
stored, the care of which is entrusted to
domestics, who, by a moment’s negligence,
may cause a fearful explosion and fire,
suck as some time ago occurred in a house
pear Dundas. Druggists ought never to
store this fluid ithe “buildings they oc-
cupy, and housekeepers who use it for
making gas should provide a cellar outside
their dwellings for the tank whence the
gas is drawn. We consider benzine a more
dangerous artiele to ‘have around than gun-
powder, requiting ‘therefore even greater
precautions than that explosive. '

Fresh Air and Light versus Cholera.

Of no forms of evil is it so true that they
love darkness rather than light than it is
of the germs of cholera and kindred diseases.
A dark and damp cellar is a veritable fever
garden,s forcing house indeed fordeveloping
bacteria. Many an outbreak of diphtheria
has been traced to the cellar, and if cholera
does come, as is predicted, next ~spring, it
will find in the darkness and moisture of
cellars the conditions necessary for its
propagation.  Sunlight and fresh air
are as hateful to cholers ns holy water
is said to be by a certain potentate.
As disinfectants  they are incomparable. As
an essential step tlien to stop this enemy
we ought to so thoroughly cleanse all un-
derground places, wheredirt is ap to accu-
mulate, that he will decline to occupy
them. Cholera is under the law of self-
preservation, it will not go where it is
liable to be destroyed for lack of nutriment.
A scientific journal informs us that the
New York Board of Health, under advice
of chemical experts, has pronounced carbo-
lic acid as the best known disinfectant of its
class. A warning is given against the color-
ed article as being usually of uncertain
composition, containing only & low. per-
centage of carholic acid. The corrosive
sublimate solution is made by dissolving 60
grains of the powdered substance with an
equal quantity of ammonium chloride in a
galion of water. As this is a dangerous
poison it should never be kept in a house
without being mixed with -a strong and
foul-smelling drug to warn against its use
for non-disinfecting purposes. All those
exposed to infection should use the above
solution diluted with an equal quantity of
water for ablutions, especially the hands
being so treated and washed thoroughly in
soap and water before taking a meal. Al
though fumigating by burning sulphur is
notas thoroughadisinfeéting processassteam
it is more readily applicable, and has some
efficiency. . When used the air of the room
should be moistened by a free sprinkling of
water. In view of the probability of dan-
ger in a few months,the sooner householders
clean up all cellars and ventilate them the
less the risk will be, and when disinfectants
b : Iy, tead of using the
cheapest and most highly puffed nostrums
of this class of goods, we urge the prudencé
of following the advice of & physician or
dealing with a druggist of established repu-
tation, which he will respect by supplying
only what is reliable and efficient.

Poison in the Wrapper.
Another warning against the use of pois-
onous papers has been given in the case of
the Howard-street family who were pro-
strated with symptoms of arsenical poison-
ing after partaking of chocolates which had
been left at the house by a city firm as
samples. It has been ascertained that the
samples, thousands of which were dis-
tributed in the city, were wrapped in green
paper. The moisture of the candies ab-
sorbed the arsenate of copper—or paris
green—used in coloring the paper, and as a
result the members of the family narrowly
escaped death.

The trolley is a blessing in the rural dis-
tricts, and the latest trolley scheme, if car-
ried out, will be one of the wonders of the
age. It.is proposed to run a trolley line
through all the towns between Philadel-
phia, Baltimore and Washington, s distance
of one hundred and forty miles. Its use, of
course, will be limited to local travel, but
it will be cheaper and in every way more
convenient than the steam roads. & com-
pany has also made application for incor-
poration to construct & trolley line from
Hamilton to Guelph, s

The Brantford Expositor-is another of
the papers that, under the pretence of vin-
dicating the freedom of speech, think Cana-
dians ought to be allowed to advocate an-
nexation, We have still to put our old
conundrum to The Expositor, namely:
How long does The Expositor think any
citizen of the United States would be
tolerated over there if he got up and tried
to get.that country to commit’ national sui-
cide? Don’t try to avoid the question,
Mr. Expositor, but give us a suitable
answer.

USEFUL BASKET.

Prepared chalk and
make & nice tooth powder.

Dip half & lemon in salt and rub it om
the copper: boilers, brass tea kettles and
other copper or brass utensils if you want
them bright and new.

It is generally known that lace is im-

oved by dipping it into cold coffee after
t has been washed, but not nlgooﬁo know
that cold tea is as equally efficacious and
not so darkening a dye.

Boil the brass burners of lamps once a
month in water in which a few shavings of
lo? bave been scattered. rinse well
and dry. All the soot and greasy substance
will have been removed by this process and
the light will be clear and steady.

A sure destruction of all noxious vermin
is to spgly with a paint brush a very
strong solution of alum to furniture, or
crevices in the wall, where the bugs are apt
to crawl. Wet the edges of the carpet with
it ; it is perfectly safe to use and is certain
death to the insects.

To make a cosmetic soap take a pound of
white Castile or Windsor soap and stir it
on the fire with a little water. Add laven-
der water or any other kind of essence when
it is melted to & smooth paste, but do not
melt it too much, Stirin a half cup or more
of almond meal or of common oatmeal.
Keep it in jars for use.

To clean white satin and flowered silks,
rub well with sifted stale bread crumbs
mixed with a little ﬁ)owerdered blue. Shake
and dust thoroughly with a clean, soft
cloth. Stains may be removed from nearly
all light colored silks by the application of
a mixture of five parts of spirits of turpen-
tine to-one of essence of lemon, then rubbed
.gently in with a linen rag.

A silk umbrella is much injured by bei
left open to dry. After coming in oubu:)%
the rain let the umbrella down and stand it
on the handle, that it may dry uniformly,
the water dripping from the edges of tge
frame. 1f left open the silk becomesstretch-
ed and stiff, and is much more apt to
split than if the folds are allowed to lie
loose.

To clean a kitchen sink, dissolve some
sal soda in a little water and scrub the
ironwork with it, using a stiff brush in ap-
plying the first wash and a coarse cloth for
the second. Two such washings with a final
rinsing with hot water will leave the sink
as free from'dirt as one could wish. The sal
soda solution is also very good for cleansing
hair-brushes.
