is their natural vocation, %

" Jtis notorious that there have been
most nefarious instances of truce-break-
ing on’the part of thé whités in 'their
‘treaties with the Tndians.  These un.
llettered inhabitants of the wilderness
have been driven' from their ancient
hunting-grounds on the shores 'of the
“Atlantic till their last retreat is in the
fastnesses of the Rocky Mountains. The
agreemeats to remunerate them for re-
‘moving from territories that rightly be-
longed to them, in many instances have
not been carried out; and to this cause
many of the predatory incursions of the
‘Indians are-entirely attributable. It
may be that the bloody strife in Mon-
‘tana may be traced-to this cause. These
‘untutored hordes of natives may have
,been provoked to the perpetration of
recent excesses. They may have been
‘stung to vindictive resentment by the
‘violation of some treaty, or by some in-
'vasion of their hunting-grounds on’ the
part of troublesomely intrusive white
‘settlers.—Solemnly signed treaties and
‘national pledges made to the credulous
Indians have been openly broken again
and $gain,

And yet they are denounced in the
papers of the United States as “habi
tual thieves and robbers.”" Insificere
treaties and fradulent diplomacy are
Jjust as condemnable as secret thefts
-and forcible robbery. Effectionally they
are the same. We are not quite sure
that the people of the United States
‘have rhany stones to throw at the In-
‘diaps for rapine, cruelty, or kpavish
Jbargain-making. - A New~ York paper
says: “that after feedfng and arming
the Indians, the Government cheated
‘them ahd now learns that even Sioux
cannot be swindled with absolute im-
punity.”’ i

THE BIRDS.

People of observation in the rurs] dis-
tricts of our ‘province have' not failed
*to notice a very 'considerable decrease
in the number of wild birds that flit
‘through the air, and sing in the trees.
"This diminution in the feathered family
‘is more perceptible, J)erhnps, in the
‘swallow tribe than in g:y other variety
of the “ winged minstiéls of the sky.”
‘But birds of every kind are becoming
‘less numérous than they were a few
"years ago. It may bé' assumed that
“this decrease is mostly attributable to
‘the recklessness 'With which they have
_‘l')een destroyed and driven from their
‘hauntd by the guns of inconsiderate
sportsmen. ‘The wanton propensities
of ill taught boys Who' rob their nests,
"both beforéatid after” hatching, have
also tended to diminish their numbers.
“This Summér there is pot a tithe'of the
swallows in multityds théf twittered
‘in the air ten years ggo, ~Almost every
-gpecies of birds, whether ' petmanéntly
“belotiging to the country of miigratory
Summer ‘visitants, prey tpon ‘the in-
‘numerable’ swarms of insects, which do
‘great mischief t6 trees; shriibs, ‘and
‘orchards. ‘ As ‘the! Bitds decrease the
‘pestiferous insects, grubs, slugs and

" The r of insects that are des-

troyéd by one swallow in & single day,
‘is incoriceivable, * We sée this: species
‘of senii domestie bird, fittin g inceéssant-
Iy through ‘thé ‘ajr ddring these long
‘Sumnier days, and if notinformed  tes-
“pacting its'voracious appetité'and ha-
%its, we are misled to believe that it is
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merely exereising its appavently tire-
less wing for ppor&})e pastime. But ip
its airy gyrations, It is like an eager
hunter ia the forest in pursuit of game.
Its crayings for insectile. food, (ot
wipgexercise for mere idle pleasure)
impels it fo, that graceful buayancy,
and to thosp arrow-like mavements
which are objects of admiration. Other
tribes of the feathered family seek their
food as do the swallows, by preying on
those varieties of Iing pests which,
though diminutive in size, are so per*
nicious inrour flelds and"gardens. Were
the birds as numérous in the country as
they were fifty years' ago, we shiohld
hear little of insective depredations
upon our cultured acres and orchards.
By various menas :we have driven the
birds away, and are now suffering the
penalty for having done so. .

One reason why the swallows. have
decreased in numbers is because i they
have less facilities for mest-building
than they formerly énjoyed. The  im-
provements we have made in the strue-
ture and finish of our  barns ‘and out-
houses, have been detrimental to’the
interests of architecture in the swallow
family. Formerly, when out-buildings
were only rough-boarded and. rudely
finished, the swallows found convenient
interstices beneath the eaves for avail-
able nest-structure ; but now, the ; car-
penter’s plane and the painter’s: brush
have left the swallows .a slight' chance
for a domicile about the farmer’s ‘out-
buildings. By the progtess of improve-
ment he has been unintentionally driv-
en away. Every Spring migrating colo-
nies of these birds, useful i the way
'indicated, are repulsed from the haunts
in which their feathered ancestors in]
other days sgjourned. I$ would not
cause much expente, or mar the beauty
of out-buildings, i notched planks were
nailed accommodatingly. - under ' the
eaves for the spegial use of the swal-
lows. i L

There is a law among our provincial
statutes for “the protection of game ;"
but the protection of the smaller birds
is of vastly more importance than the
preservation of the larger animals . for
the hunter's gun. Independently ' of
utility, birds in our rural districts tend
muchi to enliven and heighten' the at-
tractiveness of Summer. In conclusionm,
we would say, in consideration of facts
already stated, no painsshould be spar-
ed to keep up and increase - bird-¢olo-
nies in'al thie agricultural parts'of the
land." ' :

Turkey in Europe consists of Bosnia (in-

cluding in this term the Herzegovina),Bul-
garia, Roumelia, and Albania. = Besides
these provinees, Servia, Montenegro, and
Roumania pay ‘a tribute to the Sul-
tan. -
“ ‘Bosnia.—There are po Osmpanlis in * Bos-
nia. * Wherf this province: wds*¢onquered,
its feiidal proprietors became Mahomme-
tans in order tp retain their property. The
peasantry remained Christian because they
had nothing to loose. - Bosnia is governed
by a Pasha,who makes common cause with
with- the Mahometan inhabitants. The
Bosnians are sclaves ; they have a lap-
guage of their own. The province js not
wealthy owing to misrule, A portion of
Bosnia is called Herzcgovina, and in this
portion there are few Turks.

Bulgaria. —The Bulgarians,like the Bos—
nians, are of Sclave origin. They too have
a language and a nationality of their own.
The Bulgarians of the plains are Christians,
and mainly herdsmen ; they are frugal and
industrious. The Bulgarians of the moun-
tains haye become Mahometans, and are &
sort of highland caterans,

The Russians regard the Turkish Sclaves
as co-religionists, and as members of a
common nationality, There is, therefore
a considerable amount of lana fide sym-
pathy with them. This sympathy, al-
though made use of for political ends, has
nothing tn itself absolutely political, Itis
only natural, when évents tend to the con-
clusion that, sooner or later, the Turks
will have to take their departure from Eu-
rope, that there should exist a vague fecl-
ing in Russia that'Constantinople may per-
haps one day form part of the empire, But
no party in Russid dreams that this will
occur in the next hundred years, and this
political aspiration must not be confound-
ed with the sympathetic bond between the
Sclaves of Russia and the Sclaves of mor-
thern Turkey.”

The policy af England is, and long has
been, to prevent Russia or any other pow-
er from becoming master of the Dardanel
les.—This policy has be¢ome a portion of
our statecraft for no sufficient reason. At
most, the Dardanelles a harbour from
which fleets must issue, and within which
they might take refuge in case of disaster.
Ia this there is no essential difference from
any other existing harbours. It is un-
doubtedly undesirable that Constantinople
and the Dardanelles should belong to Rus-
sia, but their possessions by that power
would be a small eyvil in comparison to a
European war in order to  hinder it. . Let
us suppose they became K Russian—what
then ? - Our danger wonld consist in a fleet
issuing forth and cutting off our commu-
nication in India. But Egypt is ata con-
siderable distance. from the Dardanelles,
and our communications with India is
equally in danger of being intcrruped by a
fleet issuing from Marscilles.

Our mode of giving effect to our heredi-
tary policy is however, more singular than
the policy itself. In order to prevent
Russia from acquiring Constantinople we
move heaven and earth to prevent Bosuia
and Bulgaria from obtaining the same quasi
independence as Servia and Roumelia, al-
though the experiment in the case of these
two latter provinces has proved so eminent-
ly successful. In fact, we never enter into
the merits of any scheme to settle the
‘‘Eastern Question, and we never put for-
ward any scheme. Our mission is to op-
puse Russia ; and, therefore, if Russia says
white, we say black ; if Russia suggests
anything, we scorn to Jook into the sug-
gestion, but we shriek out that it is a Rus~
sian intrigue, and we proceed to intrigue
against it. We have arrived at this pitch
of folly impereeptibly. It was, ycars ago,
the policy of Lord Palmerston, and it has
become the traditional policy of the per—
manent officials in the Foreign Office, and
even still more the policy of our consuls
in Turkey. These consuls with their vice-
consuls and their clerks are a race apart.
Most of them are sons of relations of for
mer counsuls, and if they were not employ-
ing themselves in “ counteracting Russion

HOGS NEED SULPHUR
Whether hogs require sulphur as an- es-
sential to health, or whether it is sought by
as a condiment, may not be discovered.
But one thing is true, they devour it with
greed wheneverit is to be found. Tt is for
this purpose probably that they can eat
large gquantities of soft, coal, which con-
tains a large amount of sulpur, Perhaps
this is the most economical method of
supplying hogs with snlphur during winter
when they require a good deal of carbon.
But in summgr it is best to feed it to them
in substances which contain less carbon,
on account of their. producing less  heat.
Mustard is one of the best things for this
purpose, and some of it should be sown in
every pasture into which hogs are {urned.
If hogs are kept in, or in small yards, it is
well to supply them with the wild mustard
that grows in the ficlds or highways, or to
cultivate some of the bLefter varieties for
them. They will eat its leayes, its flowers |
seeds, and stalks.— Home Journal.

GRAIN IN CATTLE.

Tt takes 11 pounds of milk toadd 1 ponnd
of live weight to a calf, and an ox that
weighs 1,200 will consnme 23 pounds of
hay in 24 hours to keep from losing weight.
If he is to fatten he must have just twice
that amount, when he will gain 2 pounds
aday. This iz 1 pound of live weight to
11 pounds of good hay. To obtain 50 cents
a hundred for his hay, a farmer must sell
fat steers at $5 20 per hundred pounds,

Breap Paxcaxes.—~Soak picces of stale
read in water until quite soft ; “drain
through asieve, then rnb the bread through
a colander.

pour the whole in and cook over a moder-
ate fire : when done, turn halfover.

Two Hovr Peopise.—One-half cup but-
ter ,one-half cup sugar cone-half cup (small)
meolasses, one cup milk, two cups flour, one
and a quarter cnp raisins ; hard sauce;
grease the tin well with butter, and ¢t it
boil two hours. Put this mixture in onc
of those little empty tin lard-pails, then
into a pot partly filled with water. Every-
body likes this pudding.

Poraro Yeasr.—Peel twanty potatoes;
pour boiling water over them enough to
cover, then add one handful of salt, “and
cook them well. When done,do not pour
off the water, but beat them till quite fine.
Then add half a cup of white sugar, and
when cool—but not cold—add one cup of
home yeast. Let it stand till the nextday
and bottle.it for future use. ~ One small
teacup full is enough for four loaves of
bread.

Exceuient Corn Murrins.—Two  ceps
yellow Indian meal, one cup flour, three
ergs, four tablespoonfuls of sugar, and a
little salt, & piece of lard or butter the size
of an egg, one’ teaspeonful saleratus and
two of cream tarter, (cream tarter must be
put in dry with the flour ; and the saleratns
mixed with a little warm water and put in
last of all ;) mix togéther with milk as
thick as pound cake batter, pour in corn.
muffin-pans and bske in a hot oven about
fifteen minutes.

RAamsep Grws.—One pint of warm milk,
four tablespoonfuls home-made or - one
fourth of a pint of brewer’s yeast, stirred
well*together. Two tablespoonfuls of but-
ter, one of sugar, one teaspoonful - of salt,
and wheat meal enough to make it as stiff
as one can stir easily with a spoon. Let it
rise about nine hours.
