Craig's Little Daughter,

A DETECTIVE'S STORY.

It was not much of a case to work up, not
at all so, indeed, when you come down to a
fine point, but there were some circamstan-
ces connected with it that made it to me as
interesting a case as I ever had.

Gladstone has at last passed a second read-
ing in the House of Commons on a straight
party vote. On the second reading of a bill
the general principle involved is alone ‘con-
gidered, the details being dealt with when the
measure comes before the committee of the
whole house. b‘trungulojcctioushavenlready
been made to some of the details of this bill,
and unless these are modified it would seem
to be almost impossible to carry on the affairs
of the nation, with our present known meth-
ods of parliamentary government, under the
state of affairs it would create. In his for-
mer home rule measure Mr. Gladstone pro-
posed to exclude eutirely the Irish members
from the English parliament. This step,
however, it was urged, would partake too
much of the nature of a separation of the
two countries, and would be likely to lead
toa clash of interests, to rivalries and strife,
In the bill now before parliament, it is pro-
posed to retain a certain number of Irish
members in the House of Commons, but to
give them no voice or vote upon questions
affecting solely the interests of England,
Scotland or Wales. The English and Scotch
people feel that if lreland is given a parlia-
ment to manage Irish affairs, thie Irish mewm-
bers should not also be given a voice in Eng-
lish and Scotch domestic matters. To mect
this feeling, and at the same time to avoid
the dangers of entire exclusion, Mr. Glad-
stone has endeavored to compromise by re
taining the Irish members, but prohibiting
them from taking part in English or Scotch
legislation.  Such an experiment, that of
having a certain number of members in par-
liament who can voie on some suhjects and
not on others, would be something altogether
new in the history of responsible govern-
ment, and whatever it might be in theory

Bay of Fundy on Tuesday, 18th inst., more
or less damage was caused all along the
