The closing months of the year give
good reports for nearly all of the field
crops of the Dominion. Potatoes alone
indicate partial failure, and in all the
provinces there are complaints of rot in
the fields and in the heaps for winter
storage. The area is 503,262 acres and
the estimated yield 74,048,000 bushels,
being an average of about 147 bushels
per acre, which is nearly uniform for all
the provinces: The quality is 84.42 per
cent. Turnips and other field roots show
a quality of 88.57, a yield per acre of
402 bushels and a total yield of 95,207, -
000 bushels for a crop of 236,622 acres.
Hay and e¢lover are computed for 8,515,-
400 acres and a yield per acre of 1.82
tons. The quality is 90.45 per cent and

Government Inspection of Food

The Meat and Canned Foods Act
as amended this year seems to be
working well, and this Provim-e is
now participating in  the benefits
which the Act provides. to the ex-
port mcat trade. The purpose of the
Act so far as export trade is con-
cerned is to avoid the possibility of
any meat diseased or in unfit condi-
tion being sent abroad and result-
ing in perhaps a “prohibiticn of fur-
ther importation into the same
country of any - Canadian meats at
all or making them subject to regu-
lations that might seriously interfere

‘with Canadian trade in that line of

foodstufi.

The Act provides that all apnimals
for slaughter in any establishment
(abbatoir, packing house or other
premises in which cattle, swine;:
sheep, goats game or poultry are
slaughtered) shall be inspected be-
fore they enter the part where .the
slaughtering is carried on, while an-
imals affected or suspected of being
affected with disease must be slamgh-
tered under the supervision of the
inspector and disposed of ss pro-
vided by the regulations. All car-
casses and portions thereof of ani-
mals, wherever s?ughtered maust be
inspected. Every tarcass or portion
thereof found fit for food ‘is marked
by an inspector.

A RIGID INSPECTION.

Meat prepared for for food packed
in cans or receptacles is subject to
inspection during the whole course
of packing arnd after all the re
quirements are met the packages are
marked by the inspector. ;

Fish, fruit or vegetables used - in
an establishment where such articles
are prepared for food must
sound and wholesome, any not so
will . be confiscated and destroyad. An
inspection and supervision of the
sanitary conditions of establishments
is to be maintained.

In its gensral bearing on the suc-
cess of the school the evil of irreg-
ular attendance is more sefious than
that of absolute non-attendance,
says an exchange. It is true that
the children who are denied school
training suffer a deprivation which
cannot be estimated. In their lives
and character they are forever
weighted down with the consequence
of their irretrievable loss. They are
a source of weakness to society, and
may become . a source of positive
danger; but they do not stand as a
direct hindrance.in the path of those
who attend the school regularly,
and for whose advancement teachers
and parents are making every effort.
But the child who comes irregular-
ly to school not only suflfers in his

The blood came to the pale face,
and the eyes opened and gazed a-
round as if an search of some ob-
ject.

The: fact that women. .are in a
period of transition, that they are
Jjust .bteakjng loose .from “the en-
slavement ‘within the four walls of
the home, explains the many dis-
comforts and hardships which they
are forced to endure.

- Transition necessarily means pain
and sorrow. Bit now that women
have started on this journey, of
transition there is no turning back.

Some ~who objiet to women in
men’s’ colleges would shut the doors

. to thém, others point to the suffer-
ing . they endure in {the industrial

- world and advocate shutting them
out of industry also, but this can-
not be done. The only thing to do
is to throw open the doors the
wider and let them enter in.

In France and Germany the mény
departments of industry which are
carried on by women and which
make such a large part of life of
§women drudgery is due to the mil-
itarism of the countries. If women
knew what miliatrism had done for
them there would be less admira-
ticn for brass buttcns and’ shoulder
traps. _

The period of transition from the
old idea of woman’s position to the
mogdern one has been marked with
suffering. With the Italian awaken-
ing, the beginning of the Renais-
sance, came the idea that marriage
is something more than a physical
and biological union. The idea came

, that marriage means the union of
two lives in jall that concarns the
human spirit. ’

Is it any wonder that acute suf-
fering falls on the woman as she
enters new fields while still posses-
sed of tke instinct of self-abnega-
tion, the spirit of obedience to a
supericr will, which she had always
had? Her strongest opponent to
making a brilliant career for herself

- is the old biological idea that she
should stay in her home.

Take the educational world. The
first step in women’s education was
the ‘‘finishing’’ school, where she
was prepared properly to decorate a
drawing room. For twenty-five years
higher education has been the vogue
until men are now protesting a-
gainst the influx of women into the
colleges.

You will find the vocational cours-
es crowded with men and the cours-
es which deal with the cultivation
of life crowded with women. Men are
ashamed to come into the latter. It
is the old sex spirit cropping out.
, In the religious world it is the
same. Preachers are complaining

. ‘that the churches were filled with wo-
men. The men are atsorbed with
siness, which now has the same
relative importance that militarism
» formerly did, and are indifferent to
the church.

In the industrial world which has
been thrown open to women we find
that women have gone into nursing,
medicine, fine arts, all of which deal
with the person. They are most
successful in things that bring im-
mediate personal approval. They are
least in the activities that take ini-
tiative and involve a long period
of waiting before there is personal

‘ﬂ recognition of achievement.

Whatever makes for the equality
of man and woman makes for pro-
gress. Moral equality does not
mean identity. = The greatest argu-
ment for giving political rights to
both sexes is that i¢ would help to
place the relationship of men and
women on_an equality. Goethe said,
‘‘the eternal woman leads us ever
upward ‘and on.”’ The eternal woman
leéds us upward and on, and she can
take comfort in the belief that pain
is a sign of = life and that life is
infinitely worth while.—Edward How-
ard Griggs.

The by-election in Drummond-Arth-
| abaska took place on Thursday, 3rd
inst. and resulted in the return of
Gilbert, the Bourassa candidate, by
a majority of two hundred. .

Three Hundred and Eighty Miles
of Road Built in an Hour.

The value of good roads as g
factor in the uplift of the commun-
ity is evidently recognized by the
people of Iowa, who have recently
‘completed a great piece of road-
building in that State. 1In the
short space of a single hour on a
recent Saturday, a road, three hun-
dred and eighty miles in length,
and - stretching entirely across the
State of Iowa, was put in what is
declared. to be ‘‘the most perfect
condition of any roga_d west of the
Mississippi River.”

Weeks and- months were spent in
preparation for the work, but not
a pick or shovel was used until the
designated second was tickzed off.
Then some 10,000 workmen swarnied
out. on the roadway, and when they
ceased work an hour !later Inwg
had ‘‘one of the finest long-distance
roads in the entire West."” And not
the least interesting thing in connec-
tion with that notable piece ‘of owrk
is the fact that not a man of ' the
entire 10,000 engaged on the work
received one cent of wages.

Last winter the Iowa roads be-
came so bad that trafic was prac-
tically suspended. Finally the mat-
ter became a political question, and
both parties got behind the good
roads movement. Governor Carroll
called a good roads meeting at Des
Moines early last March, and ocut of
this meeting was evolved the plan of
a river to river road stretching
from Council Bluffs on the Missouri
River to Davenport on the Mississip-
pi, a distancs of three hundred and
’elghty miles straight across the
| State from east to west.

Instead of appointing new commit-
| tees to handle the wcrk, the
regular Republican and Democratic
committees . in ezch county through
which the road would pass were ap-
| pealed to. A rivalry was created as
| to which party would have the
most workmen on - the job when the
time fcr work arrived. Saturday
was selected as the day, and from
nine o’clock to ten o'clock the bhour
of work.

Every farmer alcng the way was
personally seen by the committees,
and practically every manp agreed to
give the one hour that was asked
{for. Farmers were asked to bring
their ploughs, scrapers and road
drags, and an organization equal to
those employed in regular railroad
building was worked out. In the
| week  precading the work on all
ibridges and culverts along the road
were repaired and put in first class
order that there should be no delay
when the road builders started
started working.

i Hundreds and thousands of JPloughs

picks, shovels, scrapers, road drags,
grading machines and other imple-
ments were brought along. Every
farmer brought his team with him.
Superintendents and overseers had
been appointed, and, as the re-
sult of the work done, the State
of Towa has now what is described
1 —a little over-enthusiastically, it

?distance roadway in the \K’esg." The
iexample of Iowa is worthy of emu-
lation.
