Digby Minister Called to St. JohnE C. Yonng Passes Away THE STORY OF
BLOODY CREEK

Rev. A. J. Archibald Will Become 
Pastor of the Charlotte 

Street Baptist 
Church.

There appeared -In the columns of 
the Monitor-Sentinel, September 28th 
the following. Item, the information 
for which was furnished the Monitor 
by a member of the family present 
at the re-union.

The demise of Edward Collingwood 
Young, on the 10th. inst., removes from 
our town a familiar form. Bom in 
Brooklyn, Anna. Co., in the year 1829, 
Mr. Young lived to the good old age of 
81 years. For many years he followed 
the occupation of farming together with 
that of a blacksmith. About twenty- 
eight years ago he came to reside at 
Bridgetown where he made his home 
till his death.

Mr. Young was a good citizen, a man 
of peace, and an industrious workman. 
He was a diligent i.bserver, and a care­
ful student of industrial problems. 
Many valuable collections of. native 
wood, of provincial insects, and other 
interesting matters, were contributed 
by him at various periods to Agricultur­
al Exhibitions.

Forty-four years ago he united with 
the Pine Grove Baptist Church, his 
name, and that of his family, being 
subsequently transferred to the sister 
church at Bridgetown. His religious life 
was consistent and helpful. He filled 
the i>osition of Sunday School superin- 
tendent for many years, and in all de­
partments of church work he took a 
very active part. As a Bible student he 
was far beyond the average Christian 
in intimate aequaintence with revealed 
truth, and in intelligent grasp of pro­
phetic symbolism. Though a self taught 
man, he was well read in almost every 
department of literature, and he 
watched with interest the various 
changes which are ever taking place in 
social, political, scientific and religious 
affairs.

Mr. Young was twice married, his 
first wife being Catharine Randolph, cf 
Bridgetown, and his second wife Eliza­
beth Randolph, sister of the former. Six 
sons and four daughters all by the 
second marriage survive,—Archie F. R. 
Waverley. Mass; Mrs. J. Daniel; Fred 
V., and Gertrude, Roslindale, Mass. ; l 
Mrs. J. F. Perry, Beaver River, N. S. ; j 
Herman, Saskatoon ; Louis, Truro, N. S. 
James, Montreal; Mrs. Eugene Saunders, 
of Bridgetown ; and Wilbur, at home. 
All the members of the family except­
ing Herman and Gertrude were home 
for the funeral.

Mr. Young is survived by one sister 
Mrs. Evelyn Foster of Bridgetown. À 
brother, the Rev. J. L. M. Young and a 
sister Mrs. Alfred Vidito, have 
deceased him. He was a son of the late 
Edward L. Young of Brooklyn.

The funeral was largely attended by 
relatives and friends, Rev’s. N. A. 
MacNeill, W. H. Warren, and Dr. Jost 
taking part in the exercises. In the 
quiet Bridgetown Cemetery the remains 
were laid to rest till the awakening to 
the enlarged and brighter life beyond.

Office issues today a bulletin on the 
crops of Canada as prepared from 

, ports made up to the end of October.
The closing months of the year give 

good reports for nearly all of the field 
<*ops of the Dominion. Potatoes alone 
indicate partial failure, and in all the 
provinces there are complaints of rot in 
the fields and in the heaps for winter 
storage. The area is 503,262 acres and 
the estimated yield 74,048,000 bushels, 
being an average of about 147 bushels 
per acre, which is nearly uniform for all 
the provinces. T$he quality is 84.42 per 
cent. Turnips and other field roots show 
a quality of 88.57, a yield pri- acre of 
402 bushels and a total yield of 95,207,- 
000 bushels for a crop of 236,622 acres. 
Hay and clover are computed for 8,515,- 
400 acres and a yield per acre of 1.82 
tons. The quality is 90.43 per cent and 
the total yield 15,497,000 tons. Fodder 
com has an estimated yield per acre of 
9.38 tons, which upon an area of 271,- 
960 acres gives a product of 2,551,000 
tons. Sugar beets are grown most ex­
tensively in Ontai* and Alberta, where 
they supply roots for three sugar fac­
tories.

Bloody Creek. Its waters are not 
more tawny than the river which 
receives them, nor are its banks 
more ruddy, but for nearly two 
centuries it has borne this sanguin­
ary appellation.

In the autumn of 1710 Port Royal 
was beseiged and gallantly taken by 
the English. * The Fort was in a 
wretched broken-down condition, and 
the English captors at once begat 
the , work of facing it with pieces of 
round timber six or seven inches in 
diameter. The severity of the winter 
and a disease that broke out among 
tfie treops, killing three hundred of 
the five hundred soldiers left in 
garrison by General Nicholson, had 
retarded the progress of the work, 
and in April of 1711 the Command­
er gave orders for the French set­
tlers along the river, to immediate­
ly furnish the truncheons needed for 
its completion.

One reason and another was urg­
ed by the French as excuses for de­
lay, and the order was not obeyed 
In May the order was changed to 
promises of high prices; still no re- 
spinse. The offer was changed to a 
threat, followed by force, and when 
resistance was made to the force, 
five of the chief men were arrested, 
put in irons, and held as hostage 
for the good faith of their country­
men.

Are we to make a change in re­
gard to teaching children how to 
view the Old Testament? Sir Oliver 
Lodge, in a pamphlet called "Parent 
and Child," advances the opinion 
that if children are to be taught 
anything concerning the Old Testa­
ment history, the teacher need not 
concern himself ani them by trying 
to make everything in 
Testament square
cal criticism of our day. He thinks 
that in cases where historic verity 
is not of the essence of the matter 
certain incidents in the lives of Job, 
and Noah, and Daniel, might better 
be treated cs history rather than as 
religion. He says that if for a 
time children "take unquestioningly 
as history narratives which belong to 

different category, no harm is 
done." He says further:

"To confuse them with rationalis­
tic interpretation and criticism, to 
superpoffe modern explanatory con­
ceptions cn the plain tale of a 
mythology, at least to insist on 
such explanations prematurely, may 
be iconoclastic and rather stupid. 
There is plenty of the only truth 
of value in ancient and long-surviv­
ing legends—else they would not 
have survived.
