The following summary of the principal speeches delivered on
the reassembling of the excursionists is taken from the Herall's
report j—

“Dr. Hunt explained that the dark-coloured Crystalline
trap of the Montarville hills, like that of the Montreal Moun-
tain, was an ecuptive rock, which had cooled under pressure
and thus did not exhidit either the porons or the vitrous
charaeter of valeanic rocks, which had cooled at the surface.
He also gave an interesting description of the mineral consti-
tzents of the trap, and of the diferent varicties of stmilee
rocks.  The name  trap” was of Swedish origin, and had re-
ference 1o the stair-like appearance which hills of this rock
presented, ) .

“Dr, Dawson also gave a short address in explanation of
the grological specimens which had been collected, He held
in his hand a fossil shell, vimbedded in hand rock from one of
the layers of the horizoutal sttata which anderlies the conntey
ait around, and throngh which the trap rock of the wountain
has forced itself when in o maolten condition. But on the top
of sil that we now see, theee must have been piled at Jesst
twenty thousand fvet of mu trocks, which have all beey re-
moved by denmdation. We know this from variogs fncts, one
ot which was the smail portions of rocks of u higher series,
wiiich hie had discovered imprisoned in a similar trap on St
Helen's Island. After much of this denndation had gaken
place. and in compamtively revent gevlveical times, the whals
of the surronudivg country had been coversd by & prolongsa-
tion of the Gulf of St Lawrence, siul these hills s well as
our ewn mountain and many others, formed islands of greatr
or less extent.”

ROPE BRIDGE OVER THE KAWAURAU, NEW
ZEALAND,

The rivers of New Zealand are the most provoking in the
worhl ; they are, generally speaking, of little use for naviga-
tion, and they are o mpid and lactuating in their course that
they will hardly do for floating timber. The majority of them
van between huge terraces, at the foot of the lowermoest of
which there isa broad tlat plain, principally shingle, This in
the =uuvuer time is traversed by two or three streams, which
meatder very beantifully through the shingly fdat; but when
the flovd comes, which it generally does in early summer; oe-
casioned by the melting of the snew o the interior from
north-west wind, accompanied with & warm rin, the whole
of the lal becomes a raging torrent, the river is from bauk to
bank, and is very nely aod dangerous, and bridging is exceed-
ingly difficult and expensive, At the gorges, however, whete
the river is confined within comparatively narrow’ banks,
there are various modes of getting aeross, 11 the river is not
very mpid; and the banuks too steep for the accommodation of
travellers, and of sheep, eattle, and goods, punts are constraet-
ed, which by an ingenious contrivance are- made to cross the
river by the foree of the stream, But these punts are very
expensive, and if there ix oot muach tmaflic s wire rope s
stretehied neross the river, and a box iz sluny on it, capable of
careying two or wore persons and a certain siall amount of
goods, The seusation of crossing a boiling rapid in this man-
ner is not at all pleasant at the first” trial; but” custom soon

CAUSES OF SUMMER DISEASE,

T'he Jowrnal of Health for June, under a different heading,
states the following facts concerning the cause of disease :

The mistletoe. bough, like the Spanish moss, which drapes
the trees of Southern swamps in such sad funeral garb, is a
growth outside of the natural condition of the tree; it isa
prrasite, & fungus; & very low form of life, exceedingly slow
in development in some cages, in others s¢ inconceivably.
rapid as to be reproduced in millions in a few hours, 1s in the
towdstool and mushroom, The common. yeast, with which
we make our bread, is a masg of Hiving things, a dozen of
them gencrating myriade more in a night.  These fungi,
sporules, -or germs, are not only the pests of living plants,
eating out the entire life in the course of time, but they in-
fest animuls and man, carrying with them, sometimes, the
mont drendful deaths.  The musheoom, the morel, and the
trufile, among the greatest delicacies of the table with some,
nre fungi. In some cases they kill, or cause disease, or poison,
Ergot, blight, mildew, rust, brand, dry rot, arc all the discased
results of fungous growth, :

There are similar growths or prodnets in the animal world,
called ool life,  Vegetables come from seed, animals from
agps by cell deveiopment, and these cells or cggs are as .
swmnzing in their fecundity as fungous growth, A man swal-
lows & few mouthfuls of raw pork in which are a few trichine.
In a very few days, living things are found burrowing in the
flesh: by millions, cauging the most agonizing pains and a
dreadful death,

Petween the effects of fungi and cell products, the vegetable

cgerm and the animal egg, men perish in millions every year.
Asiatic cholera seems to be, by the latest researches, the pro-
duct of a thing of Jife, mt whether vegetable or animal admits
of question thus far.

Whooping cough is apparently of vegetable pgrowth ; for
when the expectoration of a child suffering from it is exam-
ined, it i3 crowded with germs: on one occasion a small
amonnt of it was introduced into the windpipe of a healthy
young rabbit: ina few dave it bad a troublesome cough, and
on examination a countless number of these same germs were
tound all along the throat, windpipe, and lungs.

Plague and pestilence, and all those discases, called epi-
demic, which suddenly fall upon & whole community, such as
fever and ague, chill and fever, bilious fever, yellow fover,
diarchaa, and dysentery, are cauged by marsh miasin.

In the worst time of vellow fever and cholera in New
Orleans, the evening and the morning air was so cool and
delicions and balmy that many a time we have breathed it
by the hour in perfect delight @ and yot the resident knew
that it was but the sure intimation that the disease would be
more fearful in & day or two.  But if this air be bottled and
taken a thousand miles away, put into a close room where a
healthy man is xlecping, he will have the ordinagy svmptoms
ot chill and fever in a day or twn, and myriads of these
pestiferous things witl be found al:ont his toengue, his throat
and windpipe, and his lungs and stomach,

EFVFECTS OF COLOURS OON HEALTH.

From several yvears” observation in rooms of various sizes,
nsed as mannfacturing reoms, and oceupied by females for
twelve bours per day, 1 found thar the workers who oceupied
those rooms which had large windows with large panes of glass
in the four sides of the room, so that the sun's rays penctrated
through the room during the whole day, were much more
healthy than the workers who eectpied rooms lighted through
very small panes of glass. 1 observed another very singular
fact, viz: that the woerkers who occupied one room were very
chverful and healthy, while the occupiers of auother similar
room, who were cmployed on the same kind of work, were all
inelined 1o melancholy, and complained of pain in the fore-
head and eyes, and were often il and unable to wurk, - Upon
examining the rooms in question, 1 found they were both
cqually well ventilated and lighted. 1 could not dizcover
auything in the dmining of the premises that could etffect the
one room any more than the other: but I ohserved that the
roomn’ occupied by the healthy workers was swholly white-
whshedd, and the room occupicd by the melancholy workers
was ¢coloured with yellow achre.

1 had the yellow echre all washed off, and the ceiling and
walls whitewashed, After making this discovery 1 extended
my observation to a nunmber of small roows and gareets, and
fonnd, withont exception; that the occupiers of the white
rooms were mnch more healthy than the occupiers of the yel-
low or buff coleured rooms: and [ sueceeded in inducing
occupicrs of the yellow rooms to change the colour for white-
wash, T always found a corvesponding improvement in the
health and spirits of the occupiers.  From these observations,
[ would respectfully drop a hint to the anthorities of schools,
asylums ind hospitals, to eschew vellow, butl, or anything
approaching to yvellow, as the grand colour of the interior of
their baildings.
