TIIE PACIFIC RAILWAY.

The Government proposition in regard
to the Pacific Railway Co. bas been laid
before Parliament, and it cannot be
denied that it is of sufficient magnitude
to require the attentive consideration of
the people of the Dominion. It is much
to be regretted, judging frot the tone
of the press, that it is likely to be dealt
with on merely sectional grounds. The
immediate cause of the adoption of the
policy of constructing arailroad ta the
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Pacifiec was the pressure brought to bear
by the Province of British Columbia,
which made the completion of this work
a condition of entering Confederation, and
thereby giving the Dominion of Canada a
territory bounded by the Pacifie ocean.
Although in the United States the terri-
tories bordering on the Pacifie were
already included in the Union, and there
was consequently no such important
object ta be gained as with us, yet both
the Union and Northern Pacifie lines
were largely subsidized, with the abject of
promoting the general interests of the
Republic. Canada, without doubt, under-
took a gigantie public work, and the main
question for consideration is whether it
was on the whole most advisable that it
should be constructed by the Government
on its own account, or by capitalists
under an agreement. We shall be much
surprised indeed, to find that any large
number of people are favorable te the
ivork being undertaken by Government.
There wyas serions reason after the with-
drawal of the Allan Company for doubt-
ing whether it would he possible te finds.
capitalists willing ta embark in se hazard-
ous an enterprise. Fortunately, in our
humble judgment, just at the critical
timue when the Government had te deter-
mine on its future action, certain gentle-
men, long resident among us, had been
fortunate enough ta acquire a large inter.
est in a prosperous railroad company in
the United States, the St. Paul, Minne-
apolis & Manitoba Railway, and it is
generally believed that they realized a
very large sum of money by their enter-
prise. It is not very surprising that their
success in a great railroad acharne should
have encouraged them to embark in
another in the same region of country,
and the Government very wisely deter-
mined ta endeavor ta come te an agree.
ment with'them for.the construction of a
wvork for which the public faith was
pledged.

While the negotiations were going on,
there was not the slightest indication
that any other parties had any desire te
assume the construction of the work, but
no sooner did it become known that the.

.- Government and the Canadian capitalists
had come te an agreement than a new
company was started, avowedly ta give
better terms ta the Governinent, but, in
relieving it of a portion of its concessions,
ta alter the character of the road and- t
render it tributary ta the Northern Paci-
fic Railway Co., which has always been be-
lieved ta have been the real projector of
the scheme of the second syndicate.
After full consideration Parliament ap-
proved of the decision of the Government

ta carry out its engagement with the
Canadian company, which'has, up to the.
present time justified the confidence
placed in it by the Government and the
public. In the course of time, announce-
ments were from time ta time made that
blocks of the stock of the Company had
been floated on the money markets of
Europe, the United States and Canada,
and the stock was quoted for some time
above the price at which it was issued,
viz., 50, which may be considered about
its par value. The Company bas made
rapid progress with its work, and there
bas been every reason to believe that it
would be completed long before the time
specified in the contract. Of course the
company relied tram the first on the
practicability of placing their stock on
the market. Unfortunately, circum-
stances have recently led ta a serious
depression in the stock of the Northern
Pacifie Co., which has naturally affected
that of the Canadian Pacifie. Funds
being required, a scheme was. devisei,
which was plausible enough, and which
was to negotiate with the Government for
a ten years guarantee of 3 par cent interest
on the entire stock of the Company,
which it was hoped would have produced
sncb an effect on the market that there
would be no difficulty in. floating the
unissued stock. It is admitted now that
this scheme bas proved a failure, and the
Company, deeming it of the highest im-
portance in the interests, as well of the
Dominion as of their own, that the road
should be proceeded with as rapidly as
possible, has made a new proposition,
which is that now under the consideration
of Parliament.

It can excite no surprise that the-
political opponents of the Government
should seize the opportunity of endeavor-
ing ta defeat a measure te which it is
committed, but we are unable ta concur
in the soundness of their objections.
Those opposed. ta the Canadian Pacific
Company, have, we believe, without ex-,
ception, representedthe new arrangement
as the concession of an increased subsidy
to the company. This, in our judgment,
is a complete mistake. The old arrange-
ment is te e maintained in its integrity,
but a l6an is contemplated of a sum
of money on what is at least assumed
ta be adequate security. It is true
that the Government bas given large
subsidies ta the company, without. which
no sane man would have undertaken the
work, but it is also true that se little con-
fidence had the Government in the profit-
able operation of the road that it insisted
on a.specific security being given t en-
sure its being operated. The company

bas a large aiount of money aready in-
vested in the stock of the company which
it is proposed ta place behind the Gov-
ernment lien, and this is a point well
deserving of consideration. One great
mistake that is made is the constant
assertion that the gentlemen who are on
the directorate of the Canadian Pacifie
Raihvay Company have been realizing
large fortunes out of that enterprise. We
do not pretend ta offer an opinion on
matters of a strictly private character,
but it must be borne in mind that the
gentlemen chiefly interested in the Pacifia
Company have acquired wealth from
other sources altogether, and that the
doubt on the part of their friends is
whether they did net ail commit a mis-
take in embarking in that speculation.
We venture t a."sert that net one single
dollar that has beau expended by the
directors of the Pacifie Company, fre-
quently in granting aid ta highly mari-,
torious objects, lias beau derived froni
the Pacific Railway enterprise. We have
thrown out these general remarks pre-
paratory ta our notice of the course of the
discussion on the proposition of the
Government. We must add that this
great question should not be approached
in a sectional spirit, as lias been suggested
by many, but in view of the interests of
the people in all the Provinces of the
Dominion, and especially of the necessity
of maintaining the public faith te the
Province of British. Columbia.

THE SUGAR TRADE.

We infer from the perusal of the Iali-
fax papers that the mission of Mr. Brem-
ner ta Ottawa, the object of which was to
procure a change in the tariff as regards
sugar, is creating a good deal of interest.
Ir ivill be recollected that Mr. Géerge
Gordon Dusian of Halifax tJok a vary
active part in opposition ta the old duties,
as did our Montreal refiners, who refused
te continue thair business until they were
changed. We have not learned that any
complaint bas been made of the present
tariff by the Montreal refiners, although
they would have the sae cause for it as
the refinersin the Maritime Provinces.
It is desirable that the subject should en-
gage the consideration of our Board of
Trade and of other parties interested, a
Mr. Bremner is doubtless pressing hi
views on the Government. The objection ta
the present tariff is, first, that the polari-
scope by which the strength of the sac-
charide matter can be tested is prefarable
te the Dutch color standard, and that



Canada should follow the exaiple of
the United States and adopt it. 2dly.
It is argued that the ad valoran duty,
which is calculated on the value at the
port of exportation, bears much liheavier
on sugars shipped fiom distant contries
like LIdia and China thtan upon tLhose of
the West Indies and Brazil. It is there-
fore suggested that lie ad ralorcn duty
shiould be abolisled. Nowi oae of the iost
importaint changes in the tariff was the
assessiment of the al vulorem duty on the
market value of the article in the
United States, as the effect of the draw-
back atllowî'ed ta exporters of the duties
charged was to give an immense advan-
tage to the Amnierican retiners. rte polari-
scope las perhaps hardly been sailliciently
tested as yet, but we gather from the
lilifax papers, ene of wiliich, the 3/crn-
iny Eerald, has intervieved Mir. Dustan,
Mr. Breniîer, the Hon. Alfred Joues and

lthers, that the imierchants and reliners are
at issue on the changes. It appears from
the ./orning Herald that saine journals
have expressed an opinion that the
present tiiiff lias not hlad the effect of
increasing the trade wvith the West Indies,
and Mir. Dustan lias published statistics
of the trade during the last five years, his
object being to prove the incorrectness of

that opinion. W'e should not have
iiiigiined that any doubt could exist on
the subject. The taritF was framed in the
interest of tle Canadian refiners, and lias
of course been entirely successful in its
object. Under the old tariff the imports
of sugar fromt the United States and
Great Britain were about 93u' per cent,
froni tle West Indies a little over 6, and
fron other countries less than one-lialf.
Under the prî'esenît tarifl'Great Br'itain and
the United States send in about equal
proportions rallier over 6 peri cent, WVest
hidies nearly 64, Brazil 21, and aIl other
cointries nearly nine.

Mr. Dustan lias been for sone time en-
gaged in erecting a new refinery lit Hlali-
fax wlicli, according te the reports that
ie haie received wîill be able te reine
froni 1,200 te l,500 barreIs of sugar a day,
and will be in operation in June. It

seemîs quite probable that the supply of

refined sugar iwill exceed the demand,
and if se there will be a pressure on the
Gcovernmîîîent foi' draiw'backs, and if the
United States systen should be adopted
the sucar reiliners rill receive bounîties
froni the public chest ta enable them ta
comipete in foreign markets. Tlie U1nited
States w'ill pay tleir refiners a sullicient
drawrback te enable them ta export sugars,
and Canada will in aIl probability be an-
abled te export te the United States.

T IIE RECIPROCITY CRAZE.

We are less surprised ta learn that
forty-th'eemembersofParliamentshould
have coummitted themselves to a proposi-
tion that Canada should endeavor to
effect reciprocal trade relations with
tropical countries, whose natural products
are dissiiilar from ber own, than to find
that the Minister of Finance should be,
according to the demi-otlicial organ,
" thoroughly alive to the importance of
the subject," and prepared to give it his
best attention. This notable scheme was
propounded to the Minister by Mr. P.
Fortin, M.P., a gentleman iwho has ren-
dered valuable service to the navigators
of the St. Lawrence, but who shouli bear
in mind the old adage of Il ne sutor ultra
crepilamî." Mr. Fortin refers to one or
two failtres of Gaspe merchants, owing
to depression in the fish trade, and pro-
poses that an attempt should be made to
obtain an abolition or rnaterial reduction
in the fish and lumber duties in various
countries, conditionally on the reduction
by Canada of the duties inposed on sugar
and molasses. It muist be borne in mind
that noue of the duties under consider-
ation are protective, but levied for re-
venue purposes alone. We are referring
just non' to the duties on Canadian ex-
ports. Te countries to which our fish is
chiefly exported are those in the tropics,
and are referred to by Mr. Fortin as the
West Indies and Brazil. It would be
imagined by a badly-infoi'med reader of
Mr. Fortin's letter that the West Indies
was a country with a single Government,
with whiclh trade arrangements could be
made, instead of being a group of islands,
with between twenty and thirty distinct
Governients, with nany of which such
arrangements vould be wholly iipracti-
cable, while, if 'racticable, they would be
altogether'.inexp'edieiit.

The scheme of Mr. Fortin iiolves dis-
criminating duties, and it is very improb-
able that the Imperial Government would
consent ta the establishment of sucli a
system. When it was proposed by Sir
Alexander Galt, sanie twenty years ago,
it was at once condenied by the Minis-
ters of the Crown in Enuland. But let
us for argument sake assume that there
wvould be no sucb difliculty as regards
Canada. We rere told not long sinice
that sonie such. proposition had been
subimit ted by parties in Jamaica. Now
that Izland is one of the Crown Colony
Goverrrnents, and there is an absolute
certainty that it would not be permitted
te enter into such negotiations ? Let us
even admit that this difliculty could be
surmounted, and that Jamaica would

receive our fisli and flour free of duty on
our receiving its sugar, either free or at
reduced duties. Is it not perfectly obvious
that ail the sugar-producing countries in
the world would retaliate unless we ad-
mitted their sugar on similar terms. Let
us take the case of a foreign country,
Brazil, and ask ourselves vhîether that
Empire would venture ta discriminate
against the United States in favor of Cana-
da, wlien the great bulk of its exports
are taken by the former country. The
iatural products of Canada are te a
great extent similar te those of the
United States, 'and we cannot expect to
avoid competition with the exports of that
country in the markets of the voi'ld.
Even the British colonies would not ven-
ture te discriminate against the United
States in oui favor.

AIl that ie have a riglt te expect from
the customers of our products is that we
shall be admitted into their markets on
the sanie ternis as the most favored
nations. We have a recognized authority
te impose whatever duties we please,
and the parent state seeks no preference
in our markets. Where foreigners, like
the French, discriminate against us, our
onîly redr.essis the power to retaliate,
but it would be a suicidal policy for a
young and thinly-populated country like
Canada ta adopt discriminating duties,
wrhich would assuredly lead te retaliation
against us. It ouglit.,. likewise, te be
borne in mind that our entire trade with
the West Indies and Brazil is only about
five'per cent of our total trade, irhile that
with Great Britain and the United States
is over 90 per cent. It would be, unîder
such circumstances, little short of insanity
te attempt te divert trade out of its
natural channels, and thereby te provoke
the hostilit-y of nany countries which
are now admitting our exports on most
favorable ternis, imposing mere revenue
duties which fall on their ovrn con-
stumiers.

4THEM SMOK"E."

The work of adjusting Fire Losses is not
aliways wvithout a briglt side5 sometimes
there is the payment of a genuine àlaim
honestly prepared and clearly stated, and
sometimes there is the reception of a
claim so utte'ly ridiculous as te make fun
for ail concernied.

After a large fire in a small town every-
body is concerned te know what every-
body is te get from the insurance con-
panies. Sometimes this curiosity arises
froni interest in a neighbor's welfare,
sometimes from a desire te collect an
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outstanding account, and sometimes to
be able to judge of the size of a claim to
be presented, and tojudge of the proba-
bility of collecting it.-Of the latter class
was a claim recently presented for smoke
damage to a ganeral stock, the amount
claimed being one thousand dollars on a
stock of about four thousand dollars
owned by a " Son of the Mist," whom we
will name, for the purposes of this narra-
tive, Mr. Orkney.

"l Well, Mr. Orkney," said the adjuster,
" I will he glad if yau will show me the
stock which was damaged by smoke about
a fortnight ago."-" An' sure its beforeyer
eyes, sor."-" I don't exactly understand.
Do you mean that there is only this one
chest of tea damaged?"-" One chist
of tay I Sure an' its iverry bit av my
shtock is ruined entirely, sor."-" What I
Your crockery and your groceries and
your liquors, and your provisions, ail
damaged ? "-" 1Ierry bit and sup ov 'em
entirely'ruined.'"-"' Well, now, that's too
bad; but suppose we look the stock over
together, and sec what it looks like."
-I' You may look and be- if ye doubt
my worrud av honner. "-I Come, we
surely have a right to know what we are
doing, as you cannot expect me to recom-
mend the payment of your claim, unless
I know something about it of my own
self."-" Ohyeesw as ready enough to take
my money, but now, when I've had a loss
yez wants to speer this and poke into that,
and ask the other,, but divil a bit will I
stand yer nonsense, Just tell me, doces
yez mean to pay me or not, tbat's all there
is about it."-" If you have bad a loss we
certainly mean to pay what is right, neither
more nor less, and to find what is right is
what P1m hiere for."-" Oh yes, that's
mighty foine; here yez hev paid. everry-
body but mejust what they axed, and now
yez is botherin me when yez hev no call
for Lt."-"I can assure you that every-
body's claim has been carefully gone into,
and that we have done our best to allow
every one what was right, neither more
nor less."-"Divil a bit more I belave
yez. And is yer company dead gone
ruined that yez are trying to run down
my claim? "---" 'm not trying to run
down your claim, I only want to sec for
myself if it is right."-" If its right 11I and
did ye suspect me ov tryin to chate the
Cumpany ? "-" It's not my business
either to believe or to suspect, it's my
business to find out the facts."-" Well
then just find 'em out."-" Ail right, sir,
if you will come along with me we will
examine your stock together and see what
is hurt."-" Divil a fut will I stor wid yez."
-" Very well, then, I shall serve you with

a notice requiring you to appoint some

one to act for you in appraising the dam-
age, as, if there is any, we want to know
what it iW and bave it settled."-" Ye
may do just as ye- plaze."-" I am
very desirous of closing up whatever
claims there may he here. I think yours
is neairly the last. I really cannot see
any sign of damage to this stock, but, if
there is any, why we want to know what
it is, so you bad best ask yourlegal adviser
about the appraiser, and I will sec you
again in the morning. Good evening."

On'the next morning the adjuster went
back to Mr. Orkney and found the lawyer
with him, so, as the laywer was, as usual,
a sensible man, he advised Mr. Orkney to
appoint an appraiser without more ado.
When the agreement appointing the
appraisers was signed it was agreed that
the appraisers should examine and test
the whole of the stock, without any inter-
ference on the part of either the adjuster
or the claimant, and when they were
through they should make their report
and award. The following is a true copy
of the report and award as presented:-

Worncaul, Nov. 27th, 1883.

We, the undersigned, having been duly
appointed appraisers of the loss and dam-
age to the stock of Septimus Orkney of
Worneaul, by the fire of the twelfth ins-
tant, do hereby certify and declare that
we bave carefully examined and tested the
whole of the said stock, and have carefully
enquired into the circumstances of the
said fire, in order that we might make a
true statement of the same. We have
nom to report that a fire took place in an
ash barrel -at Mr. Orkney's house, about
three blocks away fronhis store, and that
some boys, whose names are unknown to
us, yelled Fire I Fire Il Fire 111 io to Mr'.
Orkney's store, whereupon Mr. Orkney
fell over a stool and knocked three
bottles of whisky off one of the shelves
of the store, but he immediately got on
bis feet again and rushed out of the door,
and when he learnt that the fire was at
bis bouse he ran down there withoutlock-
ing his store door, upon which the boys
aforementioned helped themselves to
some biscuits and some candies, and then
ran away. When Mr. Orkney came back
again he found that the Glenlivet whisky,
which was knocked off the shelf, had
damaged some tea in orie of the chests,
but an old lady, a friend of bis, thought
it would be none the'worse, and so gave
hib full price-for it. After the boys bad
runaway some of the neighbors and custo-
mers came into the store, and Mr. Orkney,
feeling dry after bis run, treated himself
and them like a gentleman, as he is. We
find a bad amell of smoke Qn the outaide

of one chest of tea which comes from
laying some fish upon it, and, if the insidé
is as bad as the outside, it must be ruined.
We find a perceptible smell of smoke
about some bacon, but it is just possible
that that may be natural, as Mr. Orkney
fed his hogs on some grain which was
damaged by the burning of an elevator
last summer. We find a very decided
smell of smoke about a coat belonging to
Mr. Orkney, but we found an old clay
pipe in one of the pockets, so arenot sure
that the smoke came from the fire. We
disrememberjust naw, but we think there
was a taste of smoke in the whisky in one
of the barrels, but we cannot tell just
now which one it was, as we kind of lost
track. We now conclude by saying that
Mr. Orkney is a gentleman and a scholar,
and his feelings have been very much
hurt; his shins are black and blue to this
day, and we award him the sun of twenty
dollars, and be stands treat.

A POINT UNDER THE ABSCONDING
DEBTORS' ACT.

The circumatances surrounding the
failure of Williamson & Co., dealers in
dry goods and millinery, at Brantford, Ayr
and Palmerston, Ontario, are likely to
evoke sone discussion under the Provin-
cial Act for dealing with the estates of
absconding debtors.

It is to the effect whether a prior execu-
tion-creditor is obliged to come in and
receive ratably on account of bis execu-
tion with the other creditors when a writ'
of attachment is received by the sheriff
before h realizes upon the goods in the
banda of the debtor or belonging to bis
estate. . To make it more clear letý us
state the circumstances: Leitch puts in
an execution for $20,000; this would
sweep everything, but before the sheriff
has realized under the execution a firm
in Toronto takes out an attachment
under the Absconding Debtors' Act.
Williamson, the sole partner, having left
the country-it is clear that a subsequent
execution could not take priority of the
writ of attachment, although nojudgment
had been obtained under the said writ,
and a subseqùent claimant making execu-
tion would oniy be entitled to rank
equally with the attaching creditors for
the amount of bis judgment when he had
obtained it. The attaching creditor has
only a writ of attachment in the sheriff's
hands; he bas obtained no judgment, no
execution he may never getjudgment,
and nay, consequently never bave exe-
cution, because the absconding debtor

might be able by witnesses at bis recent
place of business ta prove that in reality
he does not owe the creditor who issues
the writ of attachment. Nevertheless
until this is decided, and the attaching
creditor bas an opportunity ta get judg-
ment and execution on bis writ, all sub-
sequent writsof execution are stayed and
have ta come in in any event and share
ratably.

But the question is,--Does not this
also apply ta executions received by the
sheriff prior ta the writ of attaclhment, as
before the fund is realized and paid over ?
-and a very important question it is. If it
is decided in favor of contestant, which in
this instance will benefit other creditors, it
will virtually be giving the country an In-
solvent Act. However, all that would be
required ta be done by any creditor when
a fellowv creditor got the start would be ta
induce the debtor ta step across the bor-
der int the United States, and then issue
a writ of attacliment; then the creditors
could come in and share ratably. This
important point lias never yet been de-
cided. Judge Sinclair of Hamilton lias
issued a work on the Absconding Debtors'
Act, in wvhich lie decidedly takes the view
that all creditors must share alike where
a writ of attacliment intervenes before
the estate is distributed, and is still in tIhe
hands of the sleriff. Should this viewv be
sustaiied there will lie somuething for the
other creditors in the Williamson case,
and it would appear ta be their only
chance, in face of the prior seizure by
Leitch & Co. The stocks of merchandize
at Ayr and Palmerston are valued at
$6,000; that at Brantford at about $30,-
000.

THE EXCHANGE BANK.

The return ta the address for informa-
tion as ta the nature of the transactions
between the Dominion Government and
the Exchange Bauk has been made, and
it appears that a special application was
made by Mr. Thomas Craig, the president,
for a lan of $ 100,000, which was granted,
and was followed up by another appli-
cation for the same amount, which vas
likewise granted. Another application
was then made, whicli was granted an, the
personal security of the vice-president,
the Han. A. W. Ogilvie, Senator, for
another $100,000. Shortly after this a
notification wvas given that $100,000 ivas
required, and after same correspondence
it, was exacted in daily payments of
55,000. After this amount had been
paid, another call was made, but before its
maturity the batik suspended payment.
On the payment of the ?100,000, Mr.

Craig requested that Mr. Ogilvie's per-
sonal security should be cancelled. This
application nas referred ta the Minister
of Justice who . held that the ?100,000
must be applied ta the first loan which
had not been specially secured and the
Bank was notified accord ingly. From the
information éhat Ne have received its at
least open ta dgoubt whether under the
law of the Province of Quebec, which
doubtless is that which will govern the
case, the government will be able ta hold
the guarantor after the payment of the
amount ai his guarantee. Much, of
course, may depend an specific agree-
ments of which we have no knowledge,
and which, sa far as we eau gather from
the reports in the daily papers, do not
exist.. WVe believe tlhat there is at least
much rmon for doubt as ta the liability
of the guarantor under the circumstances.
The loans in question were obtained, sa
far as we can ascertain, without the
knowledge of the directors, and consti-
tute an additionalgirievance on the partof
those who were not made fully acquainted
with what nas gaing on. Leaving aside,
for the present, the question whether the
Governient will be able ta hold the
guarantor responsible for the 9100,000
vhich was last advanced, we earnestly
hope that matters will be so arranged,
that those interested in realizing the
largest amount possible for the bank
assets will act in future in greater b ar-
mony than they have clone since the sus-
pension of the Bank. We infer from
what we hîear that same directors wrere
more in the president's confidence than
otlhers, but the immediate abject is ta
realize the largest amount possible f rom
the assets. Since writing the above we
have learned the President asked for
the return of the receipts given for the first
loan, and that the application for the
Vice-Presidents bond was an after-
thought.

THE BURNING QUESTION.

The Dominion Ministr'y and somae of its
recognized argans are at issue on the
Pacifie Railway question, and it is broadly
stated that some of its supporters in the
House of Commons, especially those from
Lower Canada, aie inclined ta bolt. The
Hon. H. G. Joly lias published a letter
over his signature" which does him the
greatest credit, denouncing all wlio engage
in what he very correctly terms " a game
of grab." He thinks that " it looks as if
" the Government were shuffling the cards
"at Ottawa for a big game of bra," but
lie could not have then read Sir Charles
Tupper's speech, vhicli gives no indica-

tion of anything of the kind. Still there are
journals, believed ta be under the influence
ofthe Quebec Ministers and of Mr. Senecal,
vhich are evidently quite prepared to grab

all they cau for their own Province. Mr.
Joly holds that " the fate of the Dominion
is trembling in the balance," and warns his
countrymen of the consequences of fol-
lowing the advice of those who are trying
to mislead them. His point is that it is
eitlerriglit or wrong ta aid the Pacifie
Railway. If right, the Government should
bring forth the question on its merits and
stand or fall by the result. If wrong, no
amount of bribing of the Provinces will
make it rigbt.

It would be imagined from the lan-
guage used by the opponents of the road
that the idea of constructing it had origin-
ated with the syndicate as a legitimate
speculation, instead of being a Govern-
ment work which, from the commence-
ment, every one knew would require a
very large amount of public aid., $30,-
000,000 is such an insignificant amount of
capital in the eyes of some as to be quite
insufBcient to justify Sir Charles Tupper's
reference to the company Iimperilling
their capital" in undertaking it. The
most extraordinary feature of the contro-
versy is that more than one. Montreal
journal is favorable to the abandonment
of wlhat is termed the "l monopoly clause "
the object of which was ta prevent the
traffic being diverted ta the Northern
Pacifie and New York. Canada has gone
to, an enormous expense to build the
line in her own territory in order ta secure
the traffic being carried ta her own ports,
and Montreal is the last place in the
Dominion where it could have' been.
expected that advocates of the diversion
of that traffic would be found. Mr.
Blake seems ta be of opinion that it
is contrary ta the public interest that the
construction of the road should be pressed
on sa rapidly-an opinion that willnot
find much favor in the NÇorth-Wesf or in
British Columbia.

WATERLOO MUTUAL FIRE INS. 00.

The animal report of this . company will
be foi'd elsewhere. The business of tc year,
compared witht that of 1882, shows an in-
crease of over $7,000 in Cash received on
accoit of Premitims-but this is met by about
an equai increase in losses. The number of
policies issued during the year is 4,442, an in-
crease of 440 on the previous year. That lie
businiess is kept well in land is shown by the
small amount of Agents' Balances, while the
small amont of Unadjusted Losses ($1,100)
a in total of $53,650 for the' year, bears addi-
tional testimony te the reputation for prompIt
payment possessed by thi company ; the
amount of " Assessments in course of Collec-
tien" I aIlso notably small. The amount
invested in Debentures tas increased from
$4,000 te 2 1,000 Ia these, as in lother respects
the members of the company, no less than the
management and directors, haire some reasons
tu ceongratulate thiemselves, moreover in a year
marked by an unusual frequency ofburnings.

THE HALIFAX Sugar Réfinery held its ahnual
meeting the 5th inst Besides redtcing its
debt of S600,000 to one-third Ihat amount dur-
ing the year, a dividend of 5 per cent was de-
clared. The despatch from whiclh we take the
foregoing says :-" Notwithstanding a great
many drawbacks, over $50,000 las been earned
over ail expenses.' How lthe management
could reduce its debt by S400,000 through.
means of $50,000 earned over all expenses, is
probably one of tc things which the manager
in lontreal could explain. The despatch con-
tinues: "Thirty per cent more business was
transaeted in 1883 thfan in 1882, the total
volume aggregating over S2,()00,000. The
refinery commenced with a capacity of300 bar-
rels per day, and this vas gradually increased
to 400 now. New machinery is being put in
and will soon be in operation, which wili give
the retinery a capacity of 600 barrels per day,
and if the demand and ontlook of .the market
warrant it, arrangements can be speedily made
for running the capacity up te 800 barrels."

Tus annual meeting of the Toronto Board of
Trade was held the 1st inst. The presidents'
report stated ihat Toronto's proportion of the
total imports of Canada for 1881 was 14.12 per
cent. Referring to thle prospects of trade for
the year the report said:-" It is fortunate that
the present check te our progress, as indicated
by the large increase i0 failures over-produc-
tien and lessened demand for labor, bas not
been altogether unforeseen, and tle remedies
of lessening imports and economising expendi-
ture on the part of individualis have already
been applied. With even a moderately abun-
dant harvest next Autumn, anything like
widespread disaster should tic averted. There
is nothing to produce alarim, but everything -in
the existing condition of nffairs to.commend
tle circumspect treatment of resources in the
management of every mercantile enterprise in
the Dominion." Mr. H. W. Darling, of the firm
uf Wyld, . Brock & Darling was re-elected
president; I W. Ince, Vice-President, and G. M.
Rose, treasurr'. The question of defective
water pressure vas discussed and condemned
and a resolution was passed appointing a com-
mittee to wait on the Oity Council to urge thie
immediate incrense of the water supply, more
efficient means for extinruiisiing fires and an
amendment to the ire limit by-law te prevent
the erection of large wooden buildings on the
water front.

THE ANSOAT, Meeting of tIhe Royal Uanadin
Insurance Company iras opened yesterday in
the company's head-quarters, but it soon be.
came apparent that the board-room was inade-
quate te the pressure, and the concotirse
adjourned to the large hall over the City Club
chambers.. From the very outset it was plain
that it must be a continuation of the bitter con-
test for mastery betweer. the directors and the
greatbody of leading shareliolders on one side,
including some of the most prominent mer-
chants of the city,-md Mr. Gilman on ithe
other.. The preliminaery motion te appoint;
scrutineers: liaing been put, Mr. Gilman
objected te one of tlie persons named, and
moved an amendment naming othèrs.
Mr. D. MIcIntyre, vice-president of the Cana.
dian Pacific Raiiway, moved an amend-
ment to the amendment. The voting on this
motion produced considerable cross-firing, .Mr.
Gilman every ilow and then interrupting thei
reading of the proxies with.I I have that."
The voting on both rides lasted till nearly
six o'clock, and there wras every prospect that it
would prove to be fte longest meeting in the
history of the Company.
