With this liberal allowance the 4 Ib,
loaf costs somewhat less than 12} cents,
One of the largest firm of bakers in Mon-
treal consume ten barrels of flour per day,
and to each of their stall of five men they
pay $2 a night, the foreman receiving
£2.50. The heating of the ovens takes a
quarter of a cord of wood, worth say $1.50.
They maintain, in addition, six horses for
three delivery-wagons.  The wages of
the drivers are about $10° a week.
There is here evidently a good margin for
profit. It we take the cheaper grades of
flour the price at the remaining figures
would be somewhat less than 10 cents.
With larger quantities made and the use
of kneading-machinery the last item
could be considerably reduced.

SCIENTIFIC PRODUCTION AND CON-
SUMPTION O FOOD.

The American Association for the Ad.
vancement of Science, an organizition on
the same lines as the British’ Association;
held its annual meeting at Ann Avbor,
Mich., this year

much information on a suhject of. great
importance, the application of science to
the production and consumption of food.

In endeavoring to find the true answers
for these questions, which touch matters
of vital importance to every community,
he brings to bear great knowledge of the
economic history and position of his coun-
try, and a mass of valuable information on
the scientific values of vavious foods, die-

THE STOCK MARKET,

The difliculty in finding employment
for money, which has been making itself
felt for some time, has had the natural ef-
fect of increasing the value of bank and
other stocks. So far as this is the result
of actual investment, the improvement
is natural and wholesome, but, so far as it

is caused by the facilities which the low

rates for call money afford for carrying
stocks in margin, it contains elements of
instability, which may ere long make
themselves felt. " The marked improve-
ment in the value of call money in New
York, which shows every sign of contina-
ing and of bringing rates to a still highey
level, is likely to lead to the withdrawal of
t good depl of floating money from this
market, in which case a diminished sup-
ply here and an increase in local rates is
inevitable, and a consequent depreciation
in the prices for stocks which are to any
extent carried on borrowed money.

It may be said that the diminished pro-
fits of the banks qnd other companies do
not justify higher prices for their stocks,
but this influence is more than counter-
balanced by the increased demand for
good investments and the appreciation of
choice securities. We recently noted the

,same movement wilh respect to the Eng-

lish joint-stock banks, and in Canada the
increased value of all municipal bonds is
These sccurities a few
years ago could be bought to pay from
53 to 6 per cent, according to quality;
a year ago they were bringing a price
equivalent to 6} to 53 per cent, while the
more recent sales for some of the smaller
cities and larger towns hri‘n'g in less than 5
p. ¢ to the investors. 'l‘his;ig apart from
Montreal and Toronto, whose recent loans
have brought much higher prices than
ever before. Some increase in the value
of stocks is therefore natuial, especially
in ihose which, although earning diminish.

- ed profits, are able to maintain dividends

without impairing their savings. We have
serious doubts whether present prices are
not held above this natural level,

- - gold holdings, in excess of the hundred-
“million reserve for legal tenders, had
fallen off to £35,000,000, and the propor-
tion of silver received in payment of re-

would be exhausted and silver payments
resorted {o, a disaster of the greatest

- magnitude.

‘I'he banks paid in gold for fractional
silver coin to avert any immediate dan-
ger, bub the 'I'vensury now holds nearly
$70,000,000 in gold over the legal-tender
reserve, and last week redeemed most of

-the fractional silver then taken by the
banks. So far as this has been accom-
plished by a change of poalicy, it is due to
the cessation of the forced cireulation of
silver certilicates by the Lreasury, and the
stoppage of the issue of bills under five
dollars, These mensures have prevented
any excess in silver certificates in the
hands of the people, which, under the
former practice, found their way back
through tho customs duties, in lieu of
gold, In Apvil, 1885, 41 per cent of {he
customs duties in New York were paid in
silver certilicates, in September 9.8 per
cont, and in October1L.3 per cent werein
currency.

The Sterling Exchange market in New
York has exhibited no signs of life. Rates
are practically unchanged, and, owing to
the uncertainty as to the bank rate in
England, bill drawers have been averse to
doing mueh in any way. The supply of
bills has been only fair.

One of the features of the past week
.was the meeting of the presidents of the
trunk line rail roads to discuss and close

. the ngreement as to rates, in accordance.

with the resolutions adopted at previous
meetings. Great harmony and unanimity
prevailed, and the agreement which is a
very elaborate document, was closed, an
signed, “L'his was one of the causes
which tended tosustain the buoyant tone
of the stock market.

In general trade some lines report a
lull in the business done during October,
while others are showing signs of more
life than for a long time past.

AcricurTurRs 1IN GREAT BuiTaty,—The re-
turus published by the Agricultural Depart-
ment for 1885 contain the usual information as
to the ncreage under cultivation, live stock,
ete., throughout the United Kingdom. We learn
from them that the area under cultivation
has increased by about 50,000 acres. The
grain aren has decreased very considerably as
regards whent, which is not unexpecied. The
arens occupied by other crops are not much
changed, except those used for clover, ete., and
grasses under rotation, where an increuse of
350,000 acres is shown. Thelatter is no doubt
dne in part to the spread of the system of
cosilage, partly to other causes connected with
the drought in the fall of 1884.

The most striking feature in the return is
the increase in caitle, sheep, and poultry, the
figures being 445,000, 709,000, and 995,000 re-
spectively. On the other band, pigs have de-
crensed 219,000, The figures are, on the whole,
considered very satisfaclory.

Muxicrar, Gas Surprny.—IFrom the Economist
we learn that the returns of the receipts and
expendituves, of the Tnglish local authovities
which supply gas to their own citizens show a
fuir profit over and above all working expenses,
charges for inlerest, ete. The total indebted-
ness for municipal gas undertakings was
£18,758,900, the gross earnings £4,334,100, and
the net revenue £1,267,700. After paying all
interest eharges, annuities, and providing for
sinking funds, there remained £3%2,900 as net
profit for the 12 months. The prices are of
course fixed so ns to make the works self sus-
taining and provide for contingencies, and not
to make aprofit. But as the average price nt
which the gas was supplied to consumers was
less than 3s, 4d. per thousand, there seemns no
room for‘complaint on cither score.

Srock Bxcuance QuoTATioNs.—An cffort is
being made to induco the governing body of
the London Stock Exchange to permit entrics
of sales on the official list at nctual rates, in-
stead of the nearest fractional sixteenth of a
pound. Itis claimed that the present system
affects injuriously the smaller stocks and
shares, and leads to- friction between brokers
and their elients. The English system of
quoting prices at so much per share is not
nearly as convenient as the American plan of
quoting prices per cent, and is wholly answer-
able for the difficulties now attempted to be
Lvercomo,

EA\-YDORSEMENT GUARANTEED.

Of all the minor troubles which afflict the
banking community, the question of the regu-
larity of endorsements and the necessity or
otherwise of a special guarantee, is probably
the one which gives rise to most friction.

The rule which prevails here is to seok for a
guarantee of endorsement in all cases where the
title to the instrument depends on "an endorse-
ment which is other than that of the party to
whom it is payable, in kis own proper person,
and by his own band. No bank has of course a
right to demand such o guarantee, but it has a
right to demand proof of the regularity of an
endorsement by an agent or attorney, and to
avoid the trouble and delay of providing such
proof banks have adopted the system men-
tioned,

Tt is doubtful how far the lnw gives the pro-
tection sought with any specinl contract,

The general rule as to endorsements, which is
well established by numerous decisions, i3

stated by Chalmers (Bills of Erchange, Art.
219).

“ The endorser of a Bill by the fact of endor-
¢ sing it, conclusively admits and warrants to
“.a bond fide holder the genuineness and regu-
“larity in all respeets of the drawer's signa-
“ture and all previous endorsements,’ which
would cover-the ground fully ns to holders,
but is possibly inapplicable in the case of a
Bank which, as drawee of a check, has paid it.

The limitation of the guarantee of endorse-
ment to such cases w3 those we bave
uentioned seems to us somewhat illogical, since
no such special precaution is taken to guard
agninst forged endorsements. These are of
course always regular as to form, but the effect
of the forged endorsement is just the same as
that of an unauthorized endorsement by one

- holding himself out ns an agent, in cither case

the title to the document does not pass.

This subject has been recently discussed a
good deal amongst American Baukers, and we
quote froln the Bankers Magazine the followin 3
view, which seems to be the prevailing one. The

There was no
dissntisfaction on the part of the men with
their treatment or wages ; but one of the super.’
intendents had offended some of them, and the
whole body took this method of enforcing a
demand for his removal.  Sir William remained
firm in his determination to resist the demand,
and after two weeks of voluntary idleness his
men, more than 5,000 in number, ok it into
their heads to find out bow many of them really
tiad such an nversion to the unpopular superin-
tendent that they could not work under him.
A Dballot was taken upon the question of give
ing up the point in dispute, and returning to
their benches, and out of nearly 4,000 votes
cast only 348 were in favor of continuing the
strike. As the Philadelphia Press says, in com-
menting on the case, this result seems to indi-
cate that 10 per.cent of the men, to avenpge
real or fancied grievances of their own, had
thus been able to persuade the other 90 per
cent to give up their work, and with it the sup-
port of their families during two weeks, and
might perhaps have driven them'to extremities,
if the idea of balloting on the subject had not
fortunately occurred tosome one. The Press
is disposed to think thatmost strikes are devised
and managed in the same way by a minority,
perhaps a very small one, of . the total number
of workmen concerned in the movement, who'
are able, by mere force of volubility and impu-
dence, to push or delude the others into disns
trous follies, Agninstauch errors the use of the
gecret ballot as introduced by the Newcasile
workman  is u valuable safegusrd.
