THE LUMBER TRADE.

The past season forms, let us iope, the
culmiinating point in the series of bad
years which the Quebec lumnber trade has
lately cxperienced. 'The full supplies got
ont Loth in the Ottawa region and in the
spruce districts of the St. Lawrenîce and
Saguenay, whien added to the existing
stocks, fairly glutted the market, and con-
sequently, although the strained relations
betwen Great Britain and Riussia over
the Afgian boundary question gave a ter-
porary spnrt to the demand for Canadian
Imber, through the fear that the Baltic
supplies uiglit be cut off by a war betweenî
the two countries, it was soon evident that
sales vould only be effected with great
difficulty, and at prices cut down to the
barest miargin of lrollit. In fact so slugg-
ish was the denand that even the knowl-
edge titt the drives in the sprtce districts
were a comiparative failure, did not favor-
ably affect prices or stinilate the enquiry
for spruce deals. Fortunately stocks are
principally ield by strong houses, who can
afford to carry thema without being com-
pelled ta force sales and thus demoralize
the narket, but still the dhiinution of con-
sumliption by the 'United Kingdom and the
large supplies coming forward to her ports
fron conpeting points Ii the norti of
Europe have iad te inevitable effect of
depressinig prices here, and large lines of
Michigan firsts pine deals purchased by
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Canadian houses during last summer at
high prices could iot be moved axcept at
severe'loss, and must therefore be held
until the English market is ready to ab-
sorb thtem. This lhowever cannot be very
far distant, as the supply of first quality
pine deals is now well known to be decreas-
ing steadily year by year.

The statistics of clearances from the port
of Quebec continue to show a steady fall-
ing off in the exports of wood goods from
that historie seaport. This is due partly
to the steady rise of Montreal in popularity
as a lumîber shipping port, especially for
that cuming from the Ottawa district, and
also partly te the fact that miany iills,
which fornierly sent their deals to Quebec
to be shipped, now deliver them direct to
the ships and steamers. The figures for

On the otler hand to show the remark-
able incrense of Montreal lumber ship-
ments during the past decade and the
swiftness withi which she is abtorbing a
large portion of this important branch of
export, it is only necessary to [ieienber
that in 1877 lier lumber sbipmeits were
only 3,400,000 feet deals to the United
Kingdon and 8,800,000 feet toSouth Aner-
ica, wlile in 1SSU they reiehed 98,000,000
feet to Great Britain and 21,500,000 to
South Ainerica. The shiipments from
Montt eal to Great Britain for the past tan

These figures need ,no comment. They
prove the steady advance of Montreal bet-
ter than colunmns of argument, and testify
to lier gradual absorption of the sea-going
trade of the Dominion.

Alhhough the general consensus of opin-
ion appears to bear out the statement that,
s0 far at all events as the exporting houses
are concerned, the past season lias been on
the whole an unprofi table one, it has been
fi otherwise with deal manufacturers,
who are held to have had ee of the most
profitable years in the history of the
trade. The large demand fron the United
States, and the favorable state of the mar-
ket there, rendered the mill-men abso-

lutely independent of the deal buyers, and
consequently the exporting houses wero
compelled to purchase at their prices to
fill up their stocks. The mill-men were
thus masters of the situation, and must
consequently have reaped a handsome
profit on the year's work. As mill-owners
look forward to a still more prosperous
business with our neighbors during the
present year (retaliatory measures not-
withstanding), it is probable that the cut of
logs in the Ottawa district will be stitl
more extensive this year than in 1886.
Each year the volume of the demand
from the *Umted States has steadily in-
creased in spite of the growing production
of lier own manufacturera, and it is evident
the end is.not yet. In spite of labor trou-
bles, railroad strikes and other drawbacks,
reports from the United States st the close
of the season show moderate stocks, good
prices and a hopeful outlook. ln view of
the regrettable decline of our lumber trade
witlh Great Britain, the steady growth of
this new demand must be a subject of con-
gratulation, and it is to be hoped no act of
hare-brained legislation may tend to sever
the pleasant and profitable relations now
existing between the two countries.

In .pruce deals the outlook is by no
means so promising.. The large supplies
of nort., of Europe white wood ofiering at
low prices has reduced the rates obtainable
for spruce deals to to low a margin to be
profitable. As the new out will probably
equal that of the past year no improve-
ment in prices can be hoped for, and it la
probable that eventually Canadian spruce
manufacturers must give up the hopeless
task of competing with the Baltie for the
British trade, and turn their attention to
the search for other markets for the dis-
posal of their deals. The reduced demand
and lessened consumption of Canadian
lumber in Britain seem to point out to our
exporting bouses the necessity of curtail-
ing their exports to British ports unless
they wish to run prices down below a liv-
ing margin. The attempt to force upon
that market the same quantity of deals
that was readily absorbed in the halcyon
days of the past, is a violation of the law
of supply and demand which cannot fail to
react disastrously on the trade. The cou-
sunmption of Canadian desls in the United
Kingdom appears to have materially less-

ened, and if prices are to maintain tleir
equilibrium, future shipments must be re-
duced in proportionate ratio.

THE TORONTO BOARD OF TRADE.
The proceedings at the annual meeting

of the Board of trade of the City of Toronto,
referred to last week, appear to have been
more than usually interesting. The excite-
ment during the week between the nomin-
ation and the ballotting almuost rivalled
that of a parliamentary election, testifying

in a striking way to tlh keen interest
taken in the affairs of the Board by the
members, and in marked contrast te the
indifference wbich prevails elseowliere.

In his valedictory address, Mr. Darling
reviewed in an able marnner the trade and
commerce of the city and province for the
past year, touching, besides, on points of
general interest and importance, chief
amongst which may bc noted the question
of municipal taxation, the working of the
Governmnent savings-bsnks, and the nieces-
sity for a Cabinet Minister at Ottawa,
cbarged with the cure of matters apper-
taining to trade and commerce. The
iBritish Board of Trade, the president of
which is a nember of the Cabinet. and
which affords opportunities for securing
the services of such mon as Mr. Gilen for
the public good, is no doubt the model on
which Mr. Darling would erect this new
department.;We regard the suggestion as a
most valuable one. Such a departnent
could do excellent work on the lines
followed by the Englisli Board, not the
least useful, from out point of view, being
the collecting of statistics as toi the trade
and commerce of the country, its economic
wealth and resources, etc.

Mr. Darling's ideas as to Government
savings banks are entirely in accord, with
those of this journal. lie says :

"'The Government is still indifferent to
the representations muade to it by muany
competent to express an independent judg-
ment upon the subject, as to the effect of
their poli1cy in attracting the savings of
the people by payiig a high rate of in-
terest upon the deposits in their Postoflice
and Savings banks, and deiiyiiig to the
commerce of the country the use of this
money by locking it up, in a fixed unpro-
ductive forn, in public works. Wlien our
mercliants and manufacturers realize ftait
this means a higlier rate of interest upon
ail the money they borrow fron baiks,
and that incidently it stands in hie way of
a lower rate of interest to every borrower
of money in Canada, stronger and more
frequent solicitations will be made to the
Governient to review tieir policy in this
matter."

If is to be feared that all sui govern-
ments as exist in Canada feel more acutely
the possible efflect of their policy on the
main body of their supporters, than the
representations of any set of men of inde-
pendent judgmnent, who are sure to forma
but a small portion of the conimunity, and
possess a correspondingly snall number of
votes ; nevertheless we hope some day to
see the Dominion Parliament take this
matter in hand, and deal with it from thie
point of view which lMr. Darling justly
attributes to competent men of- indepen-
dent judgment. lie himiself lias put the
case in a nutshell, but ve nay add for the
consideration of the manufacturers and
merchants, who are the chief customers of
the banks, these three points: (1) that
bank rates for discounts and deposits will
only go down together ; (2) that with the
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Governîment competing for deposits at a
fixed arbitrary rate, laving no relation to
tle present value of deposit money, the
banksi cannot reduce beyond a certain
point without losing their deposits to hlie
Governmueit; and (3) tliat this arlitrary
rate paid by the Govermnent theräfore
fixes tie inimumnîtîn rate of discount.

The idca thait by pre-
ventig the ex port el, gold thue Governmiien t
will Io avel expense In keepinîg up its
reserve, l So nar iirow and illibîeralt that wu
cannîîaot vredit our uilers witI ihIîoldiig or
acting on il. Were the goveiiuieiit re-

serves kept in Amerieail gold, iL woIld
Ilow hlnnd oult as the exigences of the
coniiitry's exciaiges might require. If the

flow Out, is grealer tianit thlat inîwards it
muay be takeI ni as a clean i indication that
the Govermitieit hias b orrowed too munci
froi tho iloatiig caplital ait thomote (hy
mi.eiiia of its legatl, itender notes) and lit it
sliouhi ta us e iv pormitainent
loan to replace this. We may tetinl d our
reaterst thait this l no mtore theoretical
viow of what may happen, but il l pro
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cisely what did happen when the legal
tender net was not in force to tie extenL it
nlow l, and when, banks ield gold for
their reserves instead of legal tender notes.
In those days a premiuin on New York
funds was almost unknown, and no diffi-
culty was ever experienced in working the
exchanges of the country ; indeed they
worked themselves.

In regard te municipal taxation, Mr.
Darling recommende a system much the
same as in vogue here ; a poll tax to cover
wiat all enjoy in commoh, a business tax
based on rental, and a moderato tax on
real estate; dropping lie taxes on income,
and on personal property entirely. - His
views on this important subject were
endorsed at the meeting by Professor
Goldwin Smith, a publicist of great experi-
once, and a close student of economic and
social problems.

The remairder of Mr. Darling's address
was occupied in discussing the condition
of the various industries and branches of
commerce, all of whici la well worth read-
ing. He touches with natural pride on
lie growth of the Board, mainly due to
hiimself, thcugh lie does not claim it, and
congratulates tle members on thle acquis-
ition of al site on whiei is to be erected an
oxchtaiige worthy of so prosperous an asso-
ciation as the Toronto Board of Trade.

MR. BLAKE IN MONTREAL.
In his recent~speeclh at hlie Quoen's Hall

in this city Mr. Blake ventured at last
ulpon sone disclosure of the !policy of the
Opposition. The assurance tlit little orno
claige would be made in the tariff, was
rece ived with cheerF. Wlatever feeling
nay animate hlie minds of the adierents
of lie respective parties in Canada, tiere
cain bo no two lopinions as to tie inpossi-
bility among [s of ainything approaching
Free Trade as it la understood i England.
We must raise a revenue of 30 to 40 mil-
lions a year, and as direct taxation is out of
the question te oluy imeains left us are fite
cuîstons and excise. The tarif lias doubt-
less sotte tiitis of construction. as wall as
of administration, but these ire minor dif-
ferences and may b adjasted by one gov-
eriimetit lis well a another.

'l'ie promises of economical reformt made
by NIr. Blake, commntend theinselves to ithe
people it large irrespective of political dif-
ferences. There la isuci room for imuprove-
ment wihooever WC turn our eyes. We
have beenl too liavisl with our money-the
tnumtey of the tax-payers-the consumers;
-we itive too mnany barnacles fastened to
tlie slip, It is; the commînton belief that the
work now perforined by the large army of
civil servante il hlie employ of lie governt-
iment, could be accomtplisied by one-half
li numtîber ; and thisis thei case not only
in Ottiwa, but'in tIe local legislatures.
Wi at do we want Ndith two bouses to leg-

islate for each Province? Ontariomanages
with one ; let others follow her example;
-lot our people demand of lie parity in
power central as well as provincial,
that they spend less money in support-
ng drones all over lie country and there
will b lesas need of any change of gov-
ernment, witht possible tinkering of tariffs
and provision for a new set of followers-
who must in their turn learn the whole
business over again,-and the country will
continue on lie road ofprosperity te whieh
all signs point for our commercial and
manutfacturing interests and consequently
for lie masses of the people.

Both sides are confident of success. It
will certainly not be very encouraging for
those who contemplate universal suffrage
if the gt cat numberà'Hëently enfranchised
by lie present government should now as-
sist in driving them out of power ; but they
also may find that "gratitude is a lively
sense of favors te conail' rather than of
favors that arb;past. r

The Manufacturers' Association, at their
meeting in Toronto tis week, character-
ized Mr. Blake's utterances as involved,
uncertain and indefinite, and adopted the
following resolution:-"Tltat this meeting
of manufacturers and millers, representing
almost every branch of industry and overy
section of lie province of Ontario, hereby
place on record their unanimous opinion
that on the maintenance of the National
Plolicy dependaithe contiunned plosperity of
Canada; and that its maintenance can
onîly be assured by a reta of the Liberal-

* Conservative party te power on lie 22nd
instant, the tariff policy of the Reform
party being involved, uncertain and inde-
finite."

THE QUEBEC CABINET.
Thei new cabinet formed by M.r. Mercier

appears te b a fairly representative one,
and if the state ment that,the hquse froi
whiclh it is selected la one of the abiest
parliamuentary bodies in this Dominion, he
correct, il sIhoild be a thoroughly tllcient
and skcilfuil one. The new legislature eer-
tainly contains a nniber of elever men,
and so far as oratorical talent la concerned
coipires well witi any previotis legisla-
tive body; what their administrative cap:.-
bilities are, remaine yet t o seen, but a
liant lho excels lit one branch of govern-
ment la equally iikely tu be successfuil in
another, and coinsequently we mnay reason-
ably expect that a governiment collected
fron sulch a body will be somewlat above
the aiverage.

Out of hie eight mnembers of the goverat-
ment, the English speaking portion of our
poi)nlation is represented by three-The
1-on..Messrs. Sheiyn, Ross and 1eShane.
Mr. Ross, who Was frnrly Attorney-
Geuie'a1l in the Joly governent, may be
considered as te representative of the
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English Protestants, while Mr. McShane.
wifl be very acceptable as the standard
bearer of the Irish Catiolies. Mr, Shelyn'
ha both Englisi and French blood in his
yeins, and will lie equally a representative'
of both nationalities. Two portfolios and
a seat without office have been conceded
to the Nationalist wing, so that the pure
French Liberals consist of the lon. Mr.
Honore Mercier, the premier, and the
Hon. Mr. Charles Gagnon, the provincial
secretary.

As regards ability the cabinet is decid-
edly strong. The Hon. Mr. Mercier is
conceded even by his opponents ta be one
of the most powerful debaters of the day.
Be ia an indefatigable worker, and poss-
esses the full courage of his convictions as
Weil as the painstaking energy necessary
ta form an efficient premier. Mr. McShane
is one of the Most popular of parliamentary
men, the result probably of his native
warmandheartygoodnajpre. Mr.Shehyn
bas always shoiwn a thorough knowledge o
figures and finance. Bis .experience as a
siuccessful merchant, of which there fei l
our legislative bodies, should make him a
most valuable acquisition to the cabinet
The other mernbers are far above the
average in ability, and altogether the gov
ernment is a strong one -and likely ta giv
a good account of itsel and deserve th
approbation of its consituents.

As the commercial eleinent is well repre
sented on tlie new ministry, We may as
aume that mercantile questions will receiv
that consideration which their importac
'warrants. A government composed cn
tirely of professional men ie ta apt to ignor
business questions, but with the mercan
tile intereste so well represented it is sa
to say that' commercial questions wili no
be neglected, and that the business inte
este of the Province will riceive that skil
fuLprotection and encouragement wlic
orily those who have received a practic
training in commerce can intelligent;i
bestow. The interests of Montreal are i
the hands of its representatives, and it
safe ta say that, no mnatter what may b
the difference in their politics, tleir unite
energies will ail be lient upon the fosterin
of its industries and tie pronotiln of i
material interests as the conmmerci
metropolis of Canada..

The number of policies
issued during the year covered by the report
was 5,311 against 4,856 in the previous twelve-
month ; the total number of policies in force
bas increased from 11,309 to 11,997; the total
income from $03,335 to $102,474, and the
total assets from $228,650.35 to $246,448.26.
The losses have been much heavier, being
$04,789 against $37,524, but .1885 was an ex-
ceptional year in this respect. The other
items of expenditure are commendaby low a
usual with this well managed company.-
Among the assets the item of t'agents' bal-
ances" is no less assuring of business kept
weil in band.

A competing firm burut
their fingers in an attempt not long since to
enter into competition, and dropped it after
the loss of preparations, time and money.

The directors, in submitting their annual

report have ta express their entire satisfaction
with the amount and character of the busi-
ness done.

During the year 1,355 applications for
2,722,450 were received, upon whieh were
oued 1,259 policies for $2,520,950, the rest
eing unacceptable, and 7 policies for $16,-
50.00, which lied lapsed for non-paymentaof.
remium, were revived. This is a volume of
ew business amounting to nearly $600,000
ver that of any former year, and sixty per
ent in excess of that done by any Canadien

ompany in the sanie period in its history.
ho accompanying revenue account and bal-
nce sheet show that the assets have. been
ncreased nearly 25 per cent, and the invest-
ments in firet mortgage securities have been
more than doubled. TIse same thorough audit
f the company's affairs, establislsed by the
irectors froum the commencement of business,
Las beeu continued aud made quarterly by
gentlenee of large experience, appointed as
uditors by the annuel meeting, and in ad-
dition, the standing committee of the board.
has also verified in like manner the accounts
snd securities of the company. The reports
accompany the balance sheet.

MIr Standen, in bis official report to the
directors as Consulting Actuary, made the fol-
owing statement, last year, viz. : I. I find that
in volume of new insurance, amount at risk,
premium, income and reserve held for the
security ai pohicyholdera, yonr company is
lergehy in excess of ny of the other Canadian
companies during the sae period in. its
history." This applies vith increased force
to this year's business. The progressive pros-
perity o the company will hc ast seen by
comparison witls the largeet Canadien coi-
panies. For exemple the cash premium re-
ceipts for its 6th year exceed those of the
Confederation, et the end of its 8th year ; of
the Sun. at the end of itt lth year; of the
Ontario et the end of its 13th year ; and o
the Canada Life, at the end of its 22nd year,
as shown by the published official reports.
The company's records are kept in such a
complete and systematic manner that its
balance sheet was finished a few hours after
the close of business on the lest day of the
year, and a fill report of the business of the
year ended on that day, was mailed to the
Government on New Yeair's day.

The last official report of the Superinten
dent of Insurance shows that this was th
only life company wlsose report ivas receive
by the Department in January ; that those o
10 companies were not received until Feb
ruary ; of 22, net until Marci ; and of- -, La
until April, theroby preventing the issue o
the Superintendent s report until long afte
the prorogation of Parliament. For severa
years the full report of this company bas bee
received by the Department in-the first wee
in January.

The Insurancé Act, as amended last session
calls for a preliminary report, showing th
main features of the year's business,, to b
sent to the Government not later thon Jan
uary 15th. Should all the companies compl
with this reasonable requirement, it woul
enable the Superintendent ta publish hi
report nmonths in advance of its present publ
.cation, and thereby greatly enhance its valu
and accuracy.

The Superintendent of Insurance points o
in bis last report that the amount of bubine
effected by our home companies in 1885,
compared with that done In 1875 had rise
from $5,077,601 ta $14,881,605, and the bus
ness in force had increased in the Canadis
compaiies during that period from $21,957
296, ta $74;591,139, while the correspondin
increase in: American companies lad be
less than six millions, making a difference
flavor of our home companies of nearly for
seven mtillibns. Thie very gratifying fact

evidence of the rapid national development of
the Dominion, showing that we are strong
enough to support great commercial enter-.
prises, and that our home companies are more
than holding their own against their foreign
competitors.

The same report of the Superintendent
sho)s that the foreign Life. companies alone
received in preniums from Canadian policy-
holders during the same period of cleven
years, nearly thirty-two millions of dollars, a
great part of which was, therefore, withdrawn
from the available capital of the country, and
went al3rÔdd, thereby helping the advance-
ment of cõumercial competitors. By dealing
with our home companies sncb mouey would
have been utilized In building up and extend-
ing Canadian interests. The report iaso
shows that the United States companies have
only deposited with the Government a srnall
portion of the reserve on their pohicies in
force here, while the securities deposited are
almost wholly foreigli stocks.

The entire reserves and resourceB of Cana-
dien Life companies are invested in Canada,
The advantage and convenience to policy-
iolders are largely in favor of doing business
with well managed home companies.

The directors have declared a dividend at
t.ie rate of 8 per cent 'per ninu ta June
30th, next, payable on' July 2nd, to the Guar-
antors, as interest on tie paid up portion of
the Guarentea Fuud.

The services fi e comnpany's staff of offi-
cers, inspectors and agents again deserve
special commendation.

The directors aIl retire, but are eligible for
re-election. A

The Britili
and United States companies have made vig-
orous efforts to obtain aL firmn foothiold in
Canada, and some of thei il pushing their
business paid commissions fur abovu that
paid by Canadian cunpanies and in excesS of,
what we think it safe to pay.

If naturaly uccurs to our policylolders and
guarantors to ask: a low las tue ' North
Ainerian' prospered during suchL a year?"
The figures I have already given convey a fair
idea of ic result in a general way. The
report shlews that the busiicss iut on our
books during the year was about $600'000 in
excess of the business in 1885. This success
slîws that the various plans of the company
are suited to, and appreciated by all classes of
the cumnunity desirng insurance.

In former yeairs I conpared the position of
this coipany with that of the principal Home
Companies during the sane period, in their
history. By this means a more definite idèa
ean bu forined of the great progress made by
this company. 1 propose to-day to acnplify
such conparisons as applicable to the past
year, but not in any hoâtile Spirit to coin-
petitors.

ward Island, thereby proving that the people
of Canada are becoming alive to the duty that
lier upon thei to'support home institutions
and thus contribute to the prosperity of our
rapidly growing Dominion. -

I would desire to call attention just now to
a few facts contained li the report. It would
appear fliat during the period of 11 years
nearly thlrty-two million dollars have been
pîaid for premiums to foreign life companies
by Canadian insurers. The gain that would
bave resulted by flic retention of that 'large
amount of money in our own Dominion and
its application in the way of assisting the var-
ious industries throughout the county is- at
once apparent. Thee figures are very sug-
gestive and I think ought, to imupress them-
relves upon the thonglit of those contemplat-
ing life insurance. The comparative longevity
of lives in Canada, as compared with other
countries, is une that'E1ig attracted - mv
attention. I was for ten years consulting
director of one of the largest. British com-
panies doing extensive business in the Dom-
inion and I was impressed with the fact that
according te the carlisle -Litâ Table used by
that company the'mortality experienced in
Canada was always very miuch less than pro-
vided for by that table. We have much rea-
son to be gratified with flic large amount of
new business dane' by this company during
tue past year and also with the retention and
stability of its old business.

It is a mistake for Canadians to suppose
that it is profitable for thein to nsure in
foreign conpanies on the grounds of their
larger assets vithout considering the relation
of these assets to their liabilities, for large as
the assets of some of them appear they are
almost whollydal due their policyliolders,
and by no menus constitute an extra element
of strength. The business of many of these
companies is also diffused throughout nearly
all countries and climates and subject thereby
to increased loss from war and cliniatic causeq
and insurers in Canada are thus made to bear
the extra cost of insurance arising from' a
largely increased death rate necessarily in-
cident te the business of suoh companies when
compared with that in this favored lapd of
ours. Canadians are thus better off when
their insurance is effected in our own com-
punies, while a conparison of the figures
given. in the last reidét of the Insurance
Superintendent proves that tie assets orCan-
adian companies are suffïciently ample for the
absolute security of their policyholders and
tbat in the ratio of their assets f0 their lia-
bilities they rank amongst the strongest.

I feel that the company is under obligation
for the valuable services rendered by our
Medical Director, Dr. Thorburn. Hc is ex-
ceedingly careful in the selection of ourrisks
and I believe if he errs at all it is on the side
of safety. The company is to be congrat-
ulated on having such an excellent staff of
agents. The vork done by them during the
past year is tli best testimîony to their per-
severence, intelligence and energy. It-is my
very pleasant duty to refer to the Managing
Director. We all know that he has devoted
hinself energetically and with great ability to
build up this institution, in fact it scems to
me fliat his heart seeins bound up in the suc-
cess of this company. The services of the
secretary, Mr. Goldman, to the company.bave
von the leartiest approval of the board. In
addition te these gentlemen w.oehave alsoan
excellent staff of officers hIiose connection
with th cònipany lias alwayr been marked by
tlhcir undivided attention to its business. ; ,

Our worthy president i8 without doubt a
toweur of stieugth to this company, and-I can
only express ic hope in which I an-sureyou
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all will heartily join. that lie may soon regain
a vigorous state of health and be long spared
to give the benefit of his valuable advice, as-
sistance and experience.

Dr. Thorbuirn, medical director, presented
his report.

If any radiators or coils are sluggish, and do
not appear to heat well, water should be with-
drawn fron the particular coU aeffctcd through
the air cock until heating is started properly
again, cire being taken to replace vater with-
drawn until the expansion tank le two-thirds
full. Is making up fire for the night fill up
tire pot, close feed door and open up ail damp-
ers until gas ignites or bille flameis seen, when
ail dampers should be at once closed, except

nsmall slide damper in feed door. In most
cases anoXe wilil apply satisfactorily, but it le
obviously impossible to lay down any strict
rule, as no two chimueys draw exactly alike;
the apparatus must, therefore, be regulated,
and fire retained, as experience teàdhes. Fur-
nace must be kept clean between sections.
This can easily be done by opening "Clean-
ing" doors, c.ommencing at top, and raking be-
tween sections until lowest section is reached.
On no account whatever muet ashes be ai-
lowed to remain in ash pot under grate.

MR. ABBOTT'S REPLY.
GETLEMEN,-I feel muchli honored by the

requisition you hand me, which, on a cursory
glance, shows the most distinguished nmes
in Montreal on both sides of politics. I regret
the scenes which have attended the discussion
of the report of the nomination conmittee:
but I cannot doubt that the signers of the pre-
sent requisition fairly represent to nie the
deliberate wish of the solid and thoughtful
proportion of the English speaking citizens.
It is for that reason only that I have deter
mined to accept the candidature, as I have not
sought municipal honore, and only allowed
myself ta he c.nsidered a candidate, because
I was assured that my doing so afforded the
most favorable chance of having an English
speakîng mayor, withthe generous assistance
of our fellow citizens of French Canadian
origin. In doing so, I desire simply to say
that, if alected, I shall endeavour to do my
duty.

The objections to my candidature soem to
rest chiefly on suspicions that I may violate
my obligations as the municipal head of the
city, by undue partiality ta the Canadian
Pacifie Railway Company, either by procuring
advantages for it or by aiding ta remove its
station from the East end. With reference to
the former, I know of nothing which the com-
pany desires or is likely to desire from the
city, but permission ta increase its facilities
for becoming ne of the first cities of the con-
tinent, without any assistance from it what-
ever. And with regard to the latter, I know
that the company regards its Eastern terminus
as the most advantageous and most profitable
that it could possess; that no western station
could ever become ln any degree a substitute
for it, and that the only accommodation which
it may require at the West end, would b a
passenger station on one of the leased lnes
for the use of Western residents. And if 1
may appeal to the past, I think the fact that'
at the most critical periods of the legislation
respecting the Canadian Pacific Railway during
the past six years, I never spoke or voted in
its favor, may b taken as a reasonable indica-
tion of what my action would b if any similar
occasion shoiuld arise in the council.

As to the imputations, and I may say abuse,
that have been lavished upon me, I will only
say that I have lived in Montreal for nearly
half a century, during which mny character
and conduct. have been before my follow-
citizens. And I desire no other or lletter
defence than the requisition I have received.
