The following beautiful discourse was delivered
by Father Burke in the .Dominican Church, New
York City: = ° R I .

u'And when:tlie. Sabbath - whs pasged; Mary Mag-
dalene, and Mary, the mother of Jamel.and Saloinc,
bronght sweet spices, that.coming, they mightanoint
Josus, And very early in. the morning, the first
day of the week, they came™to -the sepulchre, the
sun being riow risen. And they said to one another,
Who shall roll us back the stone from the door ef
thd sepulchre ? And, looking, they saw the st(_)nc
rolled back ; for it was very great. And entering
into the sepulchre they saw & young rman sitting on
the right side, clothed with a white robe. And
théy wors astonished. And be said to them: Be
not affrighted. You seek Jesus. of Nazareth, who
was cracified. He is risen, He is not Lere.  Behold
the place where they laid Him. Buigo; tell His
disciples, and Peter, that He goeth before you into
Gulilee. There you shall sec Him, as He told you.”

Dearly beloved Brethren: We are told, in the
history of the Passion of our Lord Jesus Christ,
which we have been considering the. past few days
—that after our 3aviour had yielded up His spirit
upon the cross, Joseph of Arimathen went to Pilute
and demanded the body of the Lord.

RE-APPEARANCE OF Baui-Pox.~—Yesterday con-
siderable consternation was experienced in Clonmel,
owing to the somewhat gudden outbreak-in several
districts of small-pox, Several of the cases proved
fatal, and new ones continue to occur. The subject
was brought under the notico of the board of
guardians for the first time last week ; and yesterday
a spécial meeting of the board was held, and magis-
trate’s order obtained for the compulgory removal to
hospital of an adult afected with the disease. The
relieving officer, accompanied by the police, pro-
ceeded to the house, but were threatened with a
batchet if they attempted to enforce the order, after
which they barred up the door. The inhabitaunts in
the immediate vicinity also displayed a hostile atti-
tude, and as the police would not interfere beyond
affording protection to the relieving officer, the
affected patient had to be left in the miserable hovel
in which he resides, and into which the peeple of
the street are entering without reserve. ''The sani-
tary condition of the town is reported to le, in
several parts of the borough, in 2 wretched condition.

ListroweL QUaRTER SRasions.—His Worship in ad-
dressing the Grand Jury, said he was happy to find
that the crown business ways extremely light at the
present sessions, There were only twe bills to be
gent up for their consideration, one person charged
‘with stealing a bag containing some flour out of &
car in the public street two days before Cluistmas,
and the ofher case was one of assault, in which the
parties who were it appears friends and neighlours
were implicated.

But at the present
sessions the business at the civil side of the court
Lie should say had been unusnally heavy, aud erpe-
cially he should nate that at the present sessions he
had entered for trial, and he believed he had dis-
poscd of no less than 71 cjectments, 22 in Killarney,
34 in Tralee, and 15in Listowel,  So that the state
of the civil side of the court did not afford so much
ground for congratulution as did the state of the
crown side, and this aspect of affairs did not, he was
sorry to say, present that state of friendly and
satisfactory relations which should exist between
landlord and tenant.

Lixex Maxeracrones oF Irecaxo—The sixth au-
nual meeting of the Flax Supply Association of
Ireland was held in the Chumber of Commerce,
Belfast, on Friday Iast. wnder the presidency of Mr.
J. Mutholland, J.P. The report showed that in Tre-
land in 1871 the number of acres under flaxcultiva~
tion was 136,883, and in 1872 122,003, giving o de-
erease of 34,880, 0r 2223 per cent. In the four
Provinces where flax was grown an approximaute
estimate gives as the gross produce in 1871 on
156,883 nacres 2,177,986 stones, and in 1863 on
122,003 acres 3,027,143 stones; or in 1871 12512
tons, and in 1572 18,920 tans. So that, with adi-
minished acreage under cultivation of 22:23 per
cent., there is actually an increased yield of 3899
per ceut, of fibro; and had the weather been mode-
rately favorable when setting and grassing processes
were being carvied on, the yield per acre wounld pro-
bably have compared favorably with the highest
that has been ebtained in Ireland ; but,in conse.
quence of the nnavoidable exposure while on the
grass, the flax softencd, and was unable to underso
the scatching operation with inordinate waste. The
crop previons to buing pulled promised everything
a farmer could bave desired, and, notwitbstanding
the serious injury it sustained through the unparal-
leled wetness of the season, reports of prolific vields
have been received from many districts. Oun the

| whole, flax suffered comparatively less than other

crops. According to rcliable returns forwarded to
the association, the number of apindles in Treland is
about 929,910, of which 845,892 are in operation,
consuming on an average 44,330 tons of fibre an-
nually, or at the rate of 853 stones per spindle per
annum. The number of powerlooms at presont in
operation in Ircland is 18,169 of which 8,087 are at-
tached to spinning mills, and 9,182 to weaving fuc-
torivs alone. It s impossible to estimato the supply
of flax seed that will be aveilable for next Spring's
sowing, which it is expected will exceed that sown
last ycar. The tests applied by this assaciation
show that Riga seed is of fair quality, und germin-
ates o Lighey percentage than its appearance would
indicate. Dutch. seed is of very superior quality,
also germinating a high percentage. Witk the ex-
ception of one sample, however, there will be no
seed in the market of the growth of 1871 that can
be relied upon ; that one was shipped at Libau, its
rrowth and produce were equal to'the best samplog
Riga, and on test its germinaling power is satisfac-
tory. On the motion of the chairman, sccended by
8ir John Savage, the report was adopted. It was
resolved to offer £200 in prizes this vear for the
Lest samples of flax produced.

The Land Act continues to e a theme of general
discussion. Recent decisions in the Appellats Cowrt
have more distinctly shown that the spiritand letter
of the Act are in favour of the tenant; and it is
believed that the effect will be to inspire greater
confidence among the farmers, and to deprive the
agitators of their great desideratum—a substantial
grievance. Without this the Defence Assoriations
will have no object worthy of exertion, no bond of
nnion, and no base of operations.  The fears which
many entertained, and which some persons design-
edly excited, as to the insccurity of the tenant-right
custom, and the snpposed intention of the landlords
to destrey it, nre likely to bein a greater measure
set nt rest by recent judgments which more clearly
define and establish it. In the Ulster Courts it is
the chicf. question in cach case, and the Chairmen
are administering the law with firauness between
the partics. There is a tendency to set up claimg of
tenant-right in every possible case, some of them
quite noreasonable, but the landlords’ rights are
protected an carefully as the tenants’, and strict evi-
dence is required to prove the existence of the cus-
tom.— Times Corr. ‘

The Imperial Paclinment re-agsembled en the Gth
instant. The following ure the salicnt points in the
Queen's spoech :—England is at peace everywhere.
The great powers have promised to co-eperate
effectually for the suppression of sluvery on the cuast
coast of Africa. Jriendly negotiations are in pro-
aress with Russin,  Count Schouvaloff has assured
her Majesty's Govermment of the friendship of the
Czar for England. The new treaty of commerce
between Great Britain and France is caleulated to
promote the friendship of the two countries. The
President of {he French Republic has been appnint-
ed to arbitrate the differences between Portugul and
England, relative to the possessions on the soutl
coast of Afrrea. Copics of the Alabama and San
Juan awards will be submitted immedintely. 1t is
considered proper to hasten the payment of the
Alabama award, The spoecch espresses regret ot the
rapid rise in prices aud the consequent dispufes
between workmen and employers, and promises that
bills will be introduced improving the system of
higher education in Ireland ifor the reconstruction
of the supreme appellate courts, and the prevention
of corrupt practices at electicna,

Tix Escusn Catuouics—Dr, Ullatherne, the
Cutholic Dishop, sddressed a large mecting of Catho-
lics at the Town-hall, Birmingham, on the ocersion
of the annual Catholic reunion, The meeting was
presided over by Sir Charles Clifford, and the Earl of
Deubigh was present. Dr. Ullathorne spoke with
great severity of Liberalism, which he defined as a
cleim to enjoy sl liberty oneself but {o deny it to
others. Prince Biamarck Le termod the Arch-Pro-
fessor of Liberalism, Dut the Prince had left one
thing out of his calculations—namely, Almighty
God. To tuke other prople’s property, as had Leen
done in Italy, wag Liberalism ' to say there should
be no authority, to denounce properiy as theft, and
to burn netional monuments, a3 the Communists of
France did, thut was Liberalism. The Fducation
League fell within his definition of Liberalism, Dr.
Ullathorne reviewed the recent policy of Germany
in regerd to the Jusuits, condemning it altogether,
and denying that the Jesuils, in modern days, con-
corned themselves with politics, fHe said that we
were adopting from  Germoany her philusephical
ideas, that she was adopting our worn out penal
system. [t would, perhaps, be a comfort to Mr.
Newdegate to know that in the four midland coun-
tics over which Dr. TUllathorne had episcopal
jurisdiction there were only four Jesuits, and that in
Warwiskshire theve was not one ; therefore Mr, Arch
was not & Jesuit, Ile believed Mr. Arch wasa
labourer and a Primitive Methodist preacher, and he
was told hie was a very worthy inan.  Mr. Avch had
shown very good sense in what he said in publie,

be made to attach them to or detach them from any
particular denomination.”  The News says that the
Rev. Canon O'Sullivan, Reman Catliolic Viear-(ien-
orn], subjreted the first candidate, Me. Ball, to a very
severe cross-examination, questioninge the teachuer ns
to the manner in which he would introduee the
Bikle to the children. Mr. Dull admitted that he
would tell them that it was audivine hook, and writ-
ten by iurpiration, ¢ Inspirntivn” he was asked to
define, and said cvery one had it to e degree in
his or her conscience.  The Bev. Canon inguired if
Mr. Ball wou'd teach that every word was the word
of God, and wius met by a reply that the tean-
slators wight err.

The victim of the Education Act es-
caped from giving an answer in the din of the con-
troversy, and was next catechized on the doctrine of
everlasting  punishmuent, This, he thonght, was
clearly tanght in the Bible. In spite of Canen
U'sullivan’s attempt to invalve him in acoutroversy
uf to whether the word Yeverlasting” was to be
taken literally or not, Mr. Dawson satd it was an
open question in the Church of England. Did Mr.
Ball not think it would have been better if the Board
had settled these questions for him?  (auon O'Sul-
livan: Tt can. (A laugh) "T'he Rev, Canon warnet
Mr. Ball that if ¢lected he would be closely watched
as to the moanner in which he condacted religious
tenching. Mr. Chumberlain regarded {he eandidnte
as intellectually highly qualified to fill a situation
under the board, but he would not vole far him be-
cause i wonld teach the doctrine of the Trinity.
Another eangidate said he would touch on 2 doc-
trine ¢ ag lightly as possible, but wonld teach the
plain meaning” of any passage that came up in the
ordinary course. If he could not understand the
plain meaning he would consult the great divinitics
of the Church of Bugland (langhter), A third can-
didate was very ofi-hund in his answers, bt said he
would confine his dogmatic tcuching to doctrines
“universally received,” whercat there was mch
merriment. The sumo teacher told Mr. Joseph
Chamberinin (& Unitarian) that he would teach: the
doctrine of the Trinity. It was a point which was
controverted, but only by a very small minority
(laughter). The candidntes appear to have been all
elected, the Church party being a majority on the
board.

The abdication of Amadeus is the chief news
of the week, and is 2 fact pregnant with great
events which may disturb the peace of Burope,
1t scems that the late King of Spain hus long
suspected the truth that he was destitute of all
real authority, znd the appointments made, in
spite of bis wishes, by bis mivistry brought
conviction of the truth of his suspicions, Upon
this he threw off his crown in disgust, and is
abous to return home to his excommunicated
papa. In the meantime he has retired to Lis-
‘bon.

The party in power in Madrid has proclaimed
‘a republic, but there are of course others to be
beard. The Carlists for instance, the adhe-
rents of the legitimate King scem determined
to have their say in the matter, and their word
it is to bo hoped may prove decisive as to the
political future of Spain, which stands greatly
in need of a strong governmeut, and to bestrong
it must be based on right. .Now the Canlists
are the only party in Spain whe can put for-
ward such 2 plea. As yet there have been no
massacres; but if the crisis be prolonged these
will no doubt come, and the other Powers of
Burope may be called upon in the interests of
humanity, o iotervene and put & stop to the
wholesale throat-cutting, and blood-lotting with
which the Peninsula seems to be menaced.

Rumors reach us from Rome of zn interview
betwixt the Sovereign Pontiff and some naval
officars of the Urited States, in the course of
which the Holy Father asked how he would be
received on this Continont should he be com-
pelled to quit his dominions, and seek refuge in
a strapge land ?  We do glot attach much im-
portance to these rumors, for we think it is said
cortain that the Pope intends to remain in his
own City us long as possible, and it is not at
presént in the interest of the invaders to drive
him out. The deatn of Napolcon has it is
caused ynuch upeasiness to his accomplice in
orime, Victor Emmanuel, who sces therein &
warning to put Lis own house in order.

The Galway priest prosecutions have com-
menced in Ireland. The Rev. M. Loftus was
the first proceeded against, but the jury could
not agrec on a verdict, and he was in conse-
quence discharged. The Government i5 ne
doubt well pleased at this; for it would find
itself placed in a most unpleasant dilemma by
s verdiet in its favor. Certainly if the laa-
guage attributed to some of the Galway priests
bas been correctly reported some of them were
guilty of very bad taste, and made use of ex-
pressions which as Christians we deplore; but
it must be remembered, that the violent lan-
guage of the priests—if they did use violent
language—wug proveked, if mot justified by the
unscrupulous efforts made by the landlords to
coerce their tenants to vote against the dictates
of conscience, for the landlord's candidate.

CANON OF SCRIPTURE—A correspondent
transmits to' us a paragraph on this subject,
taken from the British American Presbyterian
for January 24th, 1873; and does us the honor
of requesting us to make some remarks there-
on. We give below the parsgraph from the
Toronto Protestant paper. Itis hoaded * Why
We Reject the Apocrypha :” : .

1. * Because it (sic) was never written in Hebrew.
2. Because it was never guoted by sur Lord.
3. Becausc it was rejected from ihe canons of the

Jews,
4. Bocguse it was rejected from the canons of

Seripture by Origen, A.D. 200. 5t Epiphaning,
A.D. 358 ; and St. Jerome.

in general, we uspecially reject the books of Macca-
bees as uneanonical and uninspired :

1. Bzcause Pepe Gregory I. A.D. 590 did so0; and
by the late Vatican decroe, that must be an infallible
judgment,

3, Bocause the author distinctly disavows inspira-
tion, saying—If I Lave done well in writing tlis
history, it is what I desired ; but if not s¢ perfectly
it must be pardoned me.’"—2, Macc. xv., 34,

1. What does the writer in the British
American Presbyterian meon by the Apocry-
pha ?  He should at least have given a defini-
tion, or explanation of the term, But for the
present, we will assume that he meams those
boeks of the Old Testament, only, to which by
Catholics the term deutera-canonical is applied 5
and this premised, we thus reply to his objec
tions against them in that they were net writ-
ten in Hebrew. :

2, But the same objectien may be urged
agaiust other books of the Old Testument, as
for instance agniust a great part of the book of
Daniel, and that of Esdras or Ezra which Pro-
testants receive into their Canon. These were
written, not in Hebrew, but in Chaldaic, as
were also many of the books which the Pro-
testant canom rejects. It does net therefore
follow that, because a book was not written in
Hebrew, therefore it was not inspired, or that
it was inspired beeause written in Hebrew.

2. But Qur Lord pever queted from the
Apocrypha. Whence did the British American
Presbyterian derive his information? Some
fragments of Qur Lord’s sayings have been
handed down to us in the books called the
Gospels; but these centain butlittle, but a very
little of what OQur Lord actually did say. Xno-
deed, besides what is recorded abeut Him in
the Gospels, there are sa many other thinge
that He said and did omitted, that the writer
of the work called the Gospel of St. John, is
of opinion that the world itself would not con-
tain the books that should be written * if they
should be written every one.”” All that the
British American Presbyterian can say is, that
in the very brief memoirs in our possession of
the sayings and doings of Jesus, itis not re-
corded that He ever quoted from certain
books. But this proves mothing cither way,
either for or against their inspiration.

3. There is a difference betwist *rejected

Scripture. For instance: many of the books
of the New Testament now received as canen-
ical were for many centuries “ omitted ” though
not Y rejected, from’* the canon: e.g. the Kpistle
to the Hebrews, Epistles of St. James, St.
Jude, and 20d 8t. Peter cum multis alids,—
These books were not pronounced camomical,
but neither were they eondemned as uncaron-
ical. So also was it with some’ef the books ef
the Old Testament, which the Church now
places on her list. These were left eut from
the Canon by the Jews of Pulestine; though
before the advent of Qur Lerd, the Jews of
the Dispersion whe used the Septuagint ver-
siop—and from whore hands the Christian
Church received the suered Seriptures, in-
cluded the so-called Apocrypla in their Canen.
4. It is falsc that they were rejected by
Origen, by St. Epiphanius, or by St. Jerome,
thougzh they did nob cite them as canonical io
their controversies withthe Jews. Aud even this
if true would prove nothing for or against their
insptration—since neither of Origen, nor St. Kpi-
phanius, nor of yet St. Jerome can the attribute
of infullibility be predicated ; and nenc but an
infullible witness is competent to determine the
Canon of Seripture,

In like mepner we reply that it is fajse that
Pope Gregory 1st zejected the books in ques
tion from the Cauon.

Toe ScnooL LAws v NEw BRrunswick,
—We have received a very interesting and im-
portaut document en the question of the con-
stitutionality of the New Brumswick School
Law of 1871. It is in the form of a reply by
Messrs, William Dwff, and Charles W. Wel-
dan, gentlemen of distinction in the legal pro-
fession, and both, we believe, Protestants, to
certain questions submitted to them by His
Lordship Mgr. Swecny, Bishop of St. John,
N. B.

The opinion of these gentlemen, entitled teo
the most respectful consideration, is to the
effect that the New Brunswick School Law of
1871 does prejudicially affect the rights.and
privileges with respect to Denominational
schaols, which Catholies had by law in the Pro-
vince of New Brumswick, at the time of the
Union ; and that, therefore, in virtue of the
pravisions of Sub-sect. 1 of the Clause 93 of
the British North America Aect, the said School
Law of 1871, invelves an assumption of hilegal
power, or in other words, is ultra vires.

The epinion first defines the term ¢ Denom-
inational” as applied to schools. It is mot
necessarily synonomeus with the terms #.Se-
parate” and ¢ Dissentient,” ag is evident from
this:—That whereas the last twe terms are
used in the 3rd sub-sect. of the 93 clause of
the British North Awmerica Act, the term
‘ Denominasional’ ulone is employed in the
first sub-sect. ; evidently, therefore, the framers
of the Act intended to denote by the term
“ Denominatonal’ something npet included
under the terms ¢ Separate” and ¢ Dissen-
tient.” From this the framers of the Opinion
conclude that the term * Denominational” ap-
phed to schools, is intended to denete schools
of a distinctively and exclusively religious
complexion, whether Catholic or Protestant.

Now such schools Catholics in New Bruns.
wick enjoyed wunder the old School Law of
[858, 21 Viet,, e. 29. Under the operation
of that Act they ecould establish exclusively
Catholic schoels, in which a distinetively Ca-
thiolic edueation, in the fullest sense of the
word, could be given to the pupils attending
them ; they could eleet their own Trustees,
and mark out their own school districts; thesc
Trustees could engage Teachers, and on im-
proper conduct being proved against these,
could dismiss them. The rate-payers of the
several districts could by sect. 7 of said Act of
1858, elect School Committees, to take charge
of school-houses, libraries, and to watch over
the expenditure of monies raised for school
purposes, In virtue of this Act the Catholies
of N. Brunswick did before the Union establish
and support their ewn schools, which were re-
cognised by the Provincial Government as pub-
lie or Common Schools, entitled to their share
of the funds raised for educationn]l purposes,

Of all these rights and privileges with re.
spect to Denominational Schools the Catholios
of’ New Brunswick have been entirely deprived
by the Act of 1871. Thereby the Act of
1858 is repealed; Catholics may no longer
establish distinctively Catholic schools, in which
Catholic books of devotion are used, and Cath-
olic devotions employed. The 60th section of
Act 1871 expressly enacts that all schools shall
be ‘mnop-seetariun” “that is to say non-Deno-

minational. Even Catholic teachers beloaging
to a religious order, male or female, are ex-
cluded from the schools called into beiwng by
the-new Act; for neither on tke walls of the
school room, nor on the persons of the teschers

One
must dwell upon them with 1 certain ingenuity, and
tlie mind must be made thoroughly accustomed to
them, For in what aptrit the Scriptures were written. in
that same spirit we should seck to read them ; in the same
spirit we should seek to understand them. You will
pever understand the sense of Paul until you imbibe
Lis spirit by means of a pure intention in reading
hirg, and a zen] for asriduous meditation. You will
never understand David, until by continued expe-
rience you clothe yourself with the very e¢ssence of
the pralms.

800) tells us that“he was well in-
structed in the Sacred Scriptures ; that he did not
neglect o leciure his disciples datly ; and whatever he
found enjoined in the holy books he gtudied to
practise and teach.” If Tynaedale be right St
Luidger must have been an exception to the general
sule, since instead of keeping the Sacred Scriptures
from his monks, he secms to have most agsiduously
rzaught them to bark. ] .

Of 8t, Dunstan, Arclhibishop of Canterbury in 961
wo learn ‘‘ that he used to spend such leisure as he
«ould retrieve from public affairs in religious exer-
«ises and amongst other things in reading the divine
writings and correcting the copies of them.”

Of Lambert, Abbot of the monnstery of Lobhes,
Lbout the year 1094 we are told * of his love of the
svord of Ged and hie knowledge of the Seriptures te
the study and comparison of which, whorever op-
Jportunity was afforded, he gave himself wholly.

Ansclm, Bishop of Lucea, (1035) “knew almostall

Of Wulstan, Bishop of Worcester, William of
Malmesbury tells us that * whenever he mountced his
dorge for & journey he began the psalter, and if the
Jouruey were long enough, finished it.”

Arnold, nishop of Soissons, (L087) “ never spoke a
single word tofany creature during three years and a
shaif, which he spent in constan! reading of the word
¢f God and meditation upon it.”

Thierry, Abbot of St. Hubert in the Ardennes,
whont we¢ have had no occasion to mention before,
also “kunew the Scriptures by heart and could
‘quickly resolve cven the most dificulf and obscury

‘questions respecting it.”

Wolphelm Abbot of Brunnwillers, ncar Cologne

4hat what he once read he never forgot” Itis worth
While to mantion, says his biographer, that this man

Rev. Mr. McGeuran, V.G., of Quebec, in the house
of a F. C. family of the name of Pare by whom they
were treated as membere of the family. In 1854
his kind protectors sent young Robert to Nicelet
College, where he wext through his studics with
much credit to himself and assumed the ecclesiasti-
cal dress, In 1863, he was sont to St. Michael's
College, Toronto, to perfect himself in English, and
in the following year ke was rajsed to the Priesthood
in the parish of §t.

His loyal devetion to the Holy See, and his
sympathy with the Boly Father, and $he Church ia
his person persecuted, were conspicuous on all occa-
sions: and ont of the humble means &t Lis disposal,
ke made many a sacrifice to promote the cause he
ever had at heart, contributing freely te the funds
raised in Canada for the defence of the Holy See,

Death came upon him suddenly, but for death his
whole life kad been a preparation, therefore it took
him not unawares; and go on the last day of Janu-
ary he passed away to enjoy, as we confidently hope,
the reward of a truly Christian life. Qur correrpon-
dent concludes his aiticle with the following inter-
esting details :—

We gonsider that we cannot close this notiee of
our reverend friend more appropxiately than by
giving the following extraot, referring to him, from
% The Irish in America,” by the late lamented John
Francis Maguire, himsclf, alas! »ow no mere :—

i A decent couple had sailed in one ofthese ships
(meaning {he emigrant vessels of 1847), bringing
with them twe girls and a boy, the elder of the
former being about thirteen, the boy not moere than
geven or eight, The futher died first, the mother
next. Astheaffrighted children knelt by their dying
mother, the peor woman, strong in her faith, with
hier last accents eonfided her helpless offspring to
the protection of God and His Blessed Mother; and
told them to have confidence in the Father of the
widow and the orpban. Lovingly did the cold hand
linger on the hiead of her boy, as, with expiring
energy ghe inveked a blessing upon him aand his
waaping sisters. Thus the pious mother died in the
fever-shed of Grosse Isle. The children were taken
cara of, and sent to the same district, so as aot te be
separated from each other. The boy was receaived into
the home of a French Canadian ; his sisters were
ndopted by another family in the neighborhoed. For
two weeks the Loy mever uttered a word, never
umiled, never nppeared eonscious of the prescncs of
tbose around him, or of the atiention lavished on
him by his gencrous proteetors, who had almest
come to believe that they had adopted a little mute,
or that he had monientarily lost the power of speech
through fright or starvation, But at the end of a
fortnight he relieved them of their fems by uttering
somne words of, to them, an unknowa language ; and
from that moment the spell, wrought as It were,
by the cold hand of his dying mother, passed from
ke spirit of the boy, and he thenceforth clung with
the fondness of youth to his second parents. The
Irish orphon soon spoke the language of Lis new
home though he never Jost the memory of tho
feyer-sheds and the awful death-bed, or of his weep-
ing sisters, and the last words spoken by the faith-
ful Christian woman who commended him to the
protection of God and His Blessed Mother. He
grew up a youth of cxtraordinary promise, and was
veceived into the college of Nicolet, then in the
Arch-diocesc of Quebec, where hie graduated with the
greatest honours.  His vocatiou being for the Chureh
he became a Pricst and it was in 1863 that, asa
deacon, he entered the College of St. Michael
Toronto, to learn the language of his parents, of
which fie had lostall remembrance. He is now one
of the most distinguished professors of the college in
which he was cducated: and in order to pay the
debt ineurred by his support and edncation, he does
not accept more than a small stipend for his services.
Of his Irish name, which hie was able to retain, he is
very proud ; and though his tongue is more that of
u French Canadian, his feelings and sympathies are
with the people and the country of his birth, The
prayers of the dying mether were indeed heard ; for
the eldest of the girls was married by the gentleman
who received both into his house, and the younger
is in a convent.”

The funeral services of the deceased were
¢haunsed in the Parish-Church of Nicolet and iu the
Chapel of the Seminary on the 4th inst. after which
his mortal remaing were deposited in the vaults of
the Chapel.

BOILER EXPLOSION.

Yesterday afternoun, about half-past one o'cleck,
= fearful boiler explosion took place within the pre-
cints of Bonaventure Station yurd. The Hemming-
ford, a pony cugine, numbered 334, was standing on
the siding, at the fence nearcst Nonaventure street,
and within a fuw yards of the telegraph station and
gutes, at the foot of Mountain strect. The driver
wag quietly oiling and pulishing the works and pre-
paring to do some of the shunting scrvice fo which
it was exclusively devoted, Suddenly, apparently
without any sign or warning, the boiler exploded.
The sound was not a very loud one¢, but whe shock
was very great, and persons living in the neighbor-
hood etartud from their houses under the impression
that an earihquake waa shaking the ground. The
driver or engincer, Alexander Kelly, aged 38, wasg
hurled up

INTO THE ATR
and dashed against the side of the adjoining house.
On falling to the ground he gave only a few ganps
and expired. How far ho was lacerated by the ex-
plosion we have not yet been able to ascertain. The
fireman, Henry Foll, is said to have been under the
engine at the time of the acoident. He was thrown
npon his hands and knees and enveloped in steam
and boiling water. The consequence was that he
bas many brudses and was
BADLY BCALDED,
although, we are happy to learn, his life is net im-
perilled. He was immudintely transferred to the
General  Hospital, where he received medical
assistance. A woman namced Androgan or Hen-
dricken, living in a tenement looking out into the
road, had just come down with & pail to fotch
water, when, on appearing at the lower door, she

by a fragment of boiler and felled to the earth, She
was immedintely transported up stairs, and laid upon
the floor, suffering terrible agony till Drs. Macdonald
and Scott came to her relief.  When we vigited the
hiouse, she had been carried to hor bed and was
tenderly nursed by two Grey Nuns. Her wound is
directly on the top of the hend, and se profound that
& finger can be introduced into it. The heir was
shaven, plasters applicd, and cold water kept on, se
as to alleviate her torturc as much as possible, but

The penalty ix to be impused for every
infringtment of the law, This enactment nims at
depriving the immornl classes of their places of re-
sott, and gives pulice ofiicers nushority to interfere
much more effectively than the former law.
The Quebee Chronicle axgerts that there are in tho
city nearly 200 Liouses of ili-fume, with about ¢0e
inmates, who have hitherto beca lefit praetically
unmelested.

Alout 30 priests Lave
been told off for this work, and they are reaping a
real harvest of souls, Itis also remarked that in
many of the public institutions & considerable
change of fecling has set in, Thus one of the Genc-
rals noticed the other day the contrast which the
present state of St.'Cyr presents to ite state Lefore
the war. A man who kncels down to pray beside
his bed is no longer 1nocked and laughed at, and
the same change is observed among the officers in
the army and even among the men.—Tublet.

M. Thiers appears to have spoken with great
fmnkness to the deputation of the Right who ques-
tioned him with reference to M. Bourgoing's de-
parcturo from Rome. He said, #I regret Jike you the
formation of the kingdom of Italy, but to modify
existing facts we should go to war” He also
observed that there is at present in Europe “a
crusade against the Papacy,” the man at the head of
this campaign is M. de Bismarck. M, Belcastel's
interpollation in the Assembly on Wednesday led te
a gratifying discussion, The Government were
called upon te choose between Revolution and the
Pope. M. Dufaure promis=d that the Protectorate of
the French charities in Kome should remain with
the Ambassador at the Vatican. This was the chief
point in dispute, and, of course, the interpellation
was withdrawn on its concession.

Pamis, Jan, 21.—A significance, which a moment's
reflection will show tfo be quite undeserved, lias
been made to attach to the conversation of the
Comte de Paris with the Duc de Bisacela, in which
the formor is said that “there is now only one
Monarchy in France!” Those who have known
what the attitude of the Comte de Paris bas beer
from the first will net sec ip this sentence any
chango in it. The head of the Orleans branch has
always acknowledged the Comte de Chambord as’
the head of the family; has always declared that, in
the cvent of his being called to the Throne of France
by the nation, he would gladly become his first
subject; and has gone so far a8 to regret that the
impracticable position taken up by the Compte de
Chambord has rendered auy such contingency im-
possible. The revival of the eld story of the Fusion
iz, therefore, either the invention of the enemies of
Monarchy, who want to bring the dynastic question
on the tapis at the very moment whon it it is for
the interest of erder and good Government in Franoe
that the topic should be buried, or it is another
instance of the political stupidity of certain Monarc-
hists, who aro the enfants terribies of their party and
Tun after evewy canard that flies, In point of fact ne
Fusion ig possible unless the Comte de Paris

-adopts the White Ftag nnd makes himselfas im-
possible as the Comte de Chambord, or the Comte
de Chambord adopts the Tricolour, and thus repu-
diates his own golcmn declarations and the more
sacred traditions of his fawmily. Both Princes are
perfectly logical, if one does not zcem to be vory
reasonablo; but it is quite evident that until the
French nation fuses with the Bourbons it will not
be possible for the Orleanists to fuse with them,
and then they weuld asa matter of course. It is this
snipasse which contributes, in one sense, the streungth,
if in another it may De said te be the weakness, of
the Conservative party. Both their ecandidates
“being ‘clearly impossible.at all events for the pre-
sent, o Monarchy becomes also impossible,.and, in
default of a Monaach, the sooner the Monarchists
drop the name of Monarchists the better. There
is not the slightest difficulty in constituting a Re-
public which can be turned into a Monarchy at any
moment by the simple process of calling the Prusi-
dent King, Hitherto Jthe institutions of France
have not ehanged with the name. M. Thiersis
working the Republic with the Impurialist machi-
nery untouched, and any King who comes after him
can work the Monarchy with the same machinery
which has served both the Empire and the Repub-
lic. There is certainly this. differcnce—that the
successor of M. Thicrs, if he were a King, weuld
probably not be so nnxious to make his appearance
constantly in the Tribune of the Assembly; but
this may be the case with the succeeding Presi-
dent.—Times cor. )

The Japanese Ambassadors, who are travelling
through Europe in order to study the refined civi-
lization of modern society, were present on Sunday
Jast ug the performance of Robert le Diable, tha
Zibretto of which is, a8 it ever was, as unintelligible to
Frenchmen as it must have been to the Japanese.
But it was desired to offer a politeness to our East-
ern visitors which is not extended to others, and
during the interval which precedes the ballet they
were taken behind the scenes, where they were
enabled to make a close Investigation of Europeau
aivilization, aud to observe what goes on behind the
curtain, There they found themselves amid a crowd
of ladies aud girls with cheeks painted with pink,
armms and shoulders with white, the corners of the
eyes and the eyebrows with black, the lips and ears
with carmine, the hair with yellow, with feet im-
prisoned in instruments of torture of white satin,
their bedies covered with o silken web and & movsel
of gauze, and their arms, and heads with copper
ornaments and artificinl gems, All these ladies,
who hold that all Orientals must. be pessessors of

, incalculable wealth, offercd their smiles as gracefully
as their painted faces would permit. The Japancse
withdrew, filled with admiration at-the marvels they
had been permitted to witness, and there is no
doubt that he among them whose duty it will be to
repart to the Mikado the results of their expe-
riences-must have written to his august master in
something like the following terms—

% The most refined European civilization in Fu-
rope consists in building great houses which are in-
habited by persons who seat thcmselves in incon-
venient chairs in a hall where. there is no air, but
stifling hent, and where, to please them, a body of
unhappy slaves ars compelled to undergo the most
dreadful sufferings. Some of these blow into copper
tubes with. 8 degree of vehemence which exposcs
them to the risk of an attack of apoplexy; others
have wooden sticks which they strike with all their
force npon ‘stretched skins er. strings; while one
placed alone, holding a wooden stick in lhis hands,
waves it about like a- Fakir in an ecatatic state.
Others, agnin, appear dressed up in various dis-
guises, and utter cries which recal the shricks of a
:victim under the scalping-knife of a Red Indian,
There are still others whose limbshave been broken,
hose feet are imprisoned, who are painted in dif-
ferent colors, and whd dre ‘covered with artificial
Howers, cotton, and copper, and who go through the
most 'r aiful contortions, and make the most extra.

their movements,as though their fearful agonies
weve the most agreeable enjoyment in the world.
May it please Teu Sio Dai Zen, tho Divine ances-
treas of the Mikado, for many years to come to pre-
gerve the sacred soil of Japsn from the products of
such civilization.” :i :

But what would the Ambassadors have said had
they known that on Wednesday, the 15th of January,
there was baried in England the former French
Mikado, who had lost his throne 30 months pre-
viotisly, and that not & single shop in all Paris was
closed on that account, not'a theatre puspended ibs
performances? Having mado a remark upen this
subject to a lady attached to the Bonupartist party,
she lifted up the veil which covered her brenst, and,
showing me o bunch of violets, the emblem of the
party, she told me that if I wisbeq to know ‘how
many persons that day were mourning for the Save-
reign whose funeral was beiag solcmnized at Chisel-
hurst, I had only to observe how maay, like herself,
worebunches of violets.

SPAIN.

King Amadeus has abdicated, The telegram re-
ports give some details :—

Mabprip, Fel. 12—~The two ITowaes assemabled at
a late hour in the day. The formal message of ab-
dication of Kiny Amadeus was read in each Cham-
ber separately. It opens with the statement the
King has maturaly considered the question ef what
course he ought to pursue with reference to the
Spanish throue, and had firmly resolved on that
course when he sccepted the crown, He did 50 un-
der the belief that the leyalty of the people who had
aalled him would compensate for the inéxperience
which he brought to the task., He had found that
herein he was deceived. If the cnemies who had
beset his puth had been foreigners, he would not
have takon the course now determined upon, but
they were Spaniavds ; by these Spain had been kept
in perpotual disquiet, All his eflorts to quiet her,
or put an end to the intrigues which were the
source of her agitation, had proved unavailing. It
wus not enough that ie had a partizan support. He
bed no wish to remain on tho throne as King of o
party. He therefore announced his abdicatior on
Lehelf of himaclf and his heirs.

Upon the completion of the reading, the Scnate
and Congress met together in the cliamler of the
latter and constituted themselves the sovereign of
Spain,

Senor Rivero, President of the Congress, was called
to the chair, and in-a Lrief speech declared himself
ready to answer for the preservation of order and the
execution of the decrees of the sovereign power. A
vote was then taken on the question of accepting
without discussion the abdication of Amadeus, and it
was accepted unanimously,

A Coaission To AccompaNy tHE Kive 10 Tum
Froxtier.—A commission from the members of the
Scnate and Congress was then appoiated to draft a
veply to the message, and another commission to
accompany the Kiug to the froutier,

A Rrecauio Procramen.—Senor Pio then proposed
a resolution establishing a republic and vesting in
the Assembly the supreme power. The resolution
was adoptod by a vote of 256G yras 32 nays, The
Asgembly was still In session when the foregoing
was telegrapled.

Loxnoy, February 12.—The following despatch
from Madrid has just been received :—It is believed
here that Senor Rivero, President of the Cortes, will
be elected President of the Provisional Goverament,
established by the vote last night. Perfect order is
preserved. The attitude of the troops of the regular
army and of the Naticunal Guard is satisfactory,
Arrangemeuts had been made for King Amadeus and
the Royal family to leave that city at six o'clock
this moraing,

It is snid the principal Communists of Londen,
Brusscls und Geneva have started from those cities
for Madrid.

''HE DEGEASED EMPEROR.

For many years this man was the arbiter pf Europe.
His eagacity won the respect, his prosperity the en-
vy of the world, Though comparatively young, he
'was the Mentor of Sovereigns. The statesmer ©
other lands, including’ the grentest, shaped. their
policy {n gubmission to his, and France under his
rule became once more the first power in Europe—
Thus far he resembled his uncle. Yet this shrewd
man, faithless to his high misiion, gnd untaught by
the prodigious calamity which had crushed the
fohmder f Liis dynasty, perished, like that dethroned
Colossug by an act of treason against the Holy See.
And for this erime, which Italy could not have con-
sumimated without his permission, judgment has
ovettaken him. His whole caveer, from the dayin
‘which he betrayed Pius IX. was a series of trans-
parcat blunders, equally fatal to France and to him-
self.: The astute and politic Prince seems from that
hour to have been smitten with a kind of imbecility.
‘Every action of his later life was both o m.istnke and
a disagter. Tho only result of his foolish Ttalian
campaign was to weaken Austrin, which might have
been the most useful ally of France, and to creato
Italy, which will be her most unscrupulous enemy.
He abandoned the unbappy Maximilian, to whom
his word was pledged, but whom he had not the
manliness to defend in opposition to the United
States, and Mexico will never cease to be a memo-
wial of hin dishonor, as Villafranca will be of his de-
lusion. He allowed Prussia, when he might easily
bave barred her nway, to sign A treaty of peace un-
der the walls of Vicnna, and thus enabled her a lit-
tle Iater to encamp her armies around the walls of
Paris. DBut by this time his career was ended, and o
fow bhours sufficed to convert the most powerful
severeizn in the world into a broken and ruined
exile. Such is the fate of Catholic princes who are
fulse to the Holy See.

It is not a gmteful task to speak thus of one
whose misfortune iavite sympathy, and who bas
mero claim to our regard in spite of his fanlts, than
the crowd of sordid calumniators who fawned upon
him when in power, and defamed him in adversity.
A kind master and a true fricnd, who never forgot &
service nor faited to acknowledge it, he merited
from the France which he made so great and pros-
perons at least the decency of silence. Yet itis
over his dead body that the buser sort of Frenchman,
“ half fiend and half monkey," raises o howl of ex-
ultation. And even this docs not satiate the edious
passions of such men, To insult alady is perhaps
the lowest infamy to which even n Communist can
descend, and when that lady has sat upon the throne
of France, and adorned it by all the charms of
supreme grace and distinction, she bns not on that
account lost her title to reapect and consideration.
Yet she also, the faithtul-wife and Christinn mother,
has been the object of cruel jibes and vaciferous
insults of rufiiams who cnll themselves Frenchmen.
The brutality of such men reminds us of the fumous
words in whieh Edmund Burke described the still
more ill-futed wife of Louis X VI, and most English-
men will feel that the eunlogy of the great orator
tnight be not less fitly applicd fo the Emprexs
Eugenie than to the Queen Marie Antionette. Buot
the heirs of Danton and Marat pursue her with
brutal revilings, and though her virtues might have

‘won parden for her husband, they cannot cven

obtain indnlgence for herself.

If we have alluded to the great fault of the Dmpe-
ror's life, which has Lieen so fatally expinted, it is an
inexpressible consolation to know that fuw men
have made 8 nobler or more Clristian use of trials
and sufferings. Inthe patient dignity of his resigna-
tion, the habitual practice of religious duties, ihe
devout reception of the Sacraments, and the manly
profestion of true faitl: and perfect submission to the
teaching of the Church, he was greater in the
salutary liumiliation of his exile than when seated
on & threne. In the closeé of hialife he has be-
queathed a noble cxample to his son, who may
perhaps one day inherit his honours without his
misiortunes, and many a prayer will be offered by
the citizens of that England to which he was so
faithful a friend, not only for the widowed mother
and her child, but for the eternal reat of the hustand
and father whom they have lost.

We are persunded that such prayers will beoffered
also by the august Pontiff whose infallibility the
Emperor confessed with 8o much energy towards the
cloke of his life, while he bitt rly deplored his loss of
power to restore to him the temporal authority of
which he has been for a momentdeprived. PiusIX.
bas outlived Cavour, Prim, and Napoleon. Perhaps
ke will outlive Victor Emmanuel —Zablet.

Dearn oF Govenver Granvy.—Ex-Governor Johu
W. Geury, of Pennsylvania, dicd suddenly in Harris-
burg, ut nine o'clock on the morning of the 8th in-
stant, Governor Geary carned considerable distine-
tion as & soldier in the Mexican war and in the Iate
Yebellion, towards the close of which he commanded
the Second Division of the Twelfth Corps. He was
once Territorial Governor of Kansas, by appoint-
ment of President Picrce, and twice Governor of
his native State. At the time of his death he was

DissoLoraTiON oF THE Skex.—Often persons receive
an accidental blow or a fall, from whence discolor-
ation of the skin is apt to ensue. To prevent® this,
take a little dry starch, or arrow root; merely mois-
ten it with cold water, and lay it on the injured
part. Thig must be done immediately, so as to pre-
vent the action of the air upon the skin. - However
it may be effectually applied some hours after.
Raw meat is 1zot nlways on hand, and some children
have an unsurmountnble repugnance for having it
applied. These applications are not always of cer-
tain effect, There 16 no remedy for a black eye but
bathing in hot water, which is often very tedious,
but if immediately applied it is a sure remedy or
preventive.

A Ngw Way 7o Wasn LixuN.—A new mode of
washing linen has been introduced and adopted in
Germany. The opcration consists iz dissolving two
pourds of goap in about three gallons of water as hot
as the hands can bear, and adding to this one table-
spoorful of turpentine and three liquid amnonis ;
the mixture must be well stirred and the linen
steeped in it for two or three hours, taking care to
cover up the vessel which contains them as nearly
hermeticelly as possble, The clothes are afterward
washed out and rinseil in the usual way. The soap
and water may be reheated and uscd the second
time, but in that case half a tablespoonrful et am-
monia must be added, The process is said to cause
a great economy inm time, labour and fuel.

CEMENT FOR BROREY CRrINA.—A Writer in Harper's
Bazaar recommends the following : * One of the very
best methods of uniting pieces of broken china is by
the use of boiling milk. The broken surfacos must
be very clean, and lrought into the closcst con-
tract by menns of twine, which after being loosely
tied, should be twisted up so as to crcate counsider-
able pressure. The nrticle to be mended havieg
thus been prepared, is placed in & pot and covered
with milk that has Leen carefully skimmed. The
pot is placed on the fire, and the millk allowed to
boil for an hour or so. After being taken out and
allowed to cool, the pieces will be found very firmly
united ; but it is advisable to leave them tied to-
aether for at least a week or ten days, after which
they may be freely handled and exposcd to moderate
degrees of heat-and moisture,

KEeerin6é Creast—Next in importance to having
milk perfectly pure and sweet, and free from all
animal odors, comes the matter of keeping the cream’
after it is talen off the milk. In the first place, the
less milk there is with the cream nt the time it is
set in the cream jar the bletter. A preat deal of
carelessness is shownin this matter, for be it knewn
that milk makes cheese, while thecream only makes
butter; and the more milk there is in the creamn st
churning time, the mere checsey-flavored will be
the butter, and therefore, the more likely to spoil
afterward, unless exoessively salted. Really purs,
good butter, requires very little salt, while Lutter as
ordinarily made will soon spoil, unless well salted or
kept covered with brine, !

We
know of none that flesh is heir to. As this malady
is quite frequent, and subject of muchk earncst con-
