WROHBISHOI SEGHERS MUKRDERED
IN THE WILDERXNESS,

( From the Oregonian =f July:2k. i

San Fraxcisco, July 18th.—-Informeation was
receiveit to-day tron Ounalaska thas Bishop
Seghers, Catholic wi«i nery, was aurcered in
coid blood by his companion on the night of
November 28th last. The tcene of- the tragedy
wes on the banks of Yuken River, -zbout five
bvndred miles from its mouth. The-arurderer
ia ¥rank Fuller, a young man from Portland,
Ocegon, who accompanied the Bishop as a com-
panion nnd servant, )

The Bishop left for Alasla to perform mis-
gienary work among the Indians, Saking Fuller,
who was warmnly recymmended, avith him. On
the seventh day of the jources Fuller.askod the
Bighop to make camp fur the night in an open
8pet, but Indians of the party a vised .2gainst
ir, as_there was an Indian settlenont beyond.
The Bishop tonk their advice, despite jezlous
complaicts of Fuller, and they camped later in
theevening. . .

It is said by the Indians that Fuller rose in
the morning and shot the Bishop while the
Jatter was lying down, The Indiang, fearing he
would kitl them all, disarmed him,.2'uller, huw-
ever, declaring that he ouly meant to kill the
1 shop. The Indians arranged the body and
accompanied Fuller to Nouiata, where they
disclosed the affair. The Bishop’s boedy was sent
for end broucht to St. DMichael’s, whither
Tuller went nnd gnve himself up. He was
taken to Sitka, where he will be tricd.

FATHER TASSt'S STORY.

Father Tasei, Bishop Segher's assistant in thel
evanpelicn! work of the wvorth, was seen this
afterneon in 1elation to the death of Father
Seghere. :

K It was & vear ago Jast month,” said Father
Tassi, ¢ that Bishop Seghers asked we to bring!
Fuller with me to Alaska, Ihad known Fuller
sovernl years, e was o watchmaker jn Portd
land for dwo or three years, but in 181 he went;
to Wasbington Territory. He drifted to the
Coour d’Alene mission, where I saw him in 1883.,
He weat to Spokane Falls from there, and I et
him with the Fathers at that place a_year ago,
last Marck. He was very auxious to joie me in
my Alaskework, and several times askel to be
allowed to go. The Bishop told me to bring:
him slong. Wo started from Vigctoria the 13¢
of July, & r ago, the Bishop, Fuller .and I..
We went E;'n steamer to Juneau, WWe ithen
found our pamy and went to Chilctat, Fram
there we had our things carried across the moun-
tains by Indians to the hendwaters .of the
Yukon. We built & bont there and started
fown the Yuken. We arcived on the 7th of
‘Seprember at the mouth of the Stewart River.
Here, after a time, the Bishop left me, with,
another priest, to carry on the work. ‘The
Bighop, with Euller and the Indiang, procesded,
.down the rivar,

NEWS OF THE MURDER.

“§e heard mothing more of them till we,
renched Fort Yukon, about the middle of June,
and learned that the Bishop was dead. From!
one of the Indian boys who waa with the Bishop, '
I Jearned the particulars of the murder on the
geventh day of the journey. It was November
97th, according tothe boy'sstory. Fuller became
morose and quatreleome, They were about
thirty miles from Nonlata. = Towards nlfht
Fuller ssleed the Bighop_to make camp. The
Bishop consulted the Indiang, - who advised
egainst.camping there, and sgid that an Indian
.eamp, with a number of' Indianhouses, could
be fonnd a few milés fucther ou. .The Bishop
told Fuller that the Indians knew .better than
they could and he- would ;follow thejr. advice.
Fuller complained that more attention was paid
to the Indians than him, and he made so muoch
fuss ghout it that the Indians cazried his words

to the Bishop. ‘Never mind,’ said the Bishop,
*vou know betterthan we,’

THE AWFUL CRIME,

‘‘They went on to camp and made their bed.
-All slept tegether in line, Tuller was first to
get up. It was between 6 and 7 in the morn-
g He got some sticks ready fora Sre, but
sat oppozite the Bishop without lighting them.
The 1odian at the end of the line rese up and
heard Fuller way: *Bishop, get up.’ The
Bishop lifted his head, ard half rose, when he
-saw Fdller with a mfle levelled at him. The
bul'et struck him squarely on the forehead, and
he never spoke.  The muzzle was s0 close tohim
that -Lis face was powder-hurned.

¢ All this bappened so quickly that the Indian
was pot able to do anything, but when Fuller
begen to reload he sprang upon lnm and seized
“his gun, shouting to his companions shat Fuller
wa:; gomng to murder them all. *No,”said Fuller,
~I meant to kill only the Bishoy.’

*“ The [ndians arranged the body as well as
they conld and went with Fuller 1o Noulata.
The Indians had forewarsed Frederickson thee
of tha tragedy, but Fuller informed him at once
‘that he had kilied the Bishop. Yredeiickson
sent the men to camp for the body, which was
taken assoon as possible to St. Michael's, The
ccoflin was enclosed there in a zinc casket. It
could not b= brought €own on this stwamer. It
+is at the Russian chapel and will probably re-
main there.

THE MISERABLE AN,

“Fuller accompanied the vody to St.
‘Michael’s and offered to give himseli up. A
-warrant will be taken back for his arre:t, and
he will be taken tc Sitka and tried. I saw him
but once since my resurn, I cuuld not apeak to
him He confesses his crime freely and cries
about it. We have kept the witnesses at St.
Michael's and they will appear at the trial.”

Father Tassi came down ov the Dora for in-
structions with reference to the prosecutinn of
the murderer and cther matters in connection
with the Bishop's death. The Dora left Sitka
on June 16 and St. Michael’s on June 26,
Father Toss1 is nmaking arrangements to leave
for Portland YWednesday.

Father Tassi, ic an interview, said: ¢ Th2
utmost indignation prevailed among the white.
residenta on the Yukon and at St. Michael’s
over the murder, and uvon the arrival of the,
steamer the feelig was intensified.

GERMAN CATHOLIC DEMANDS

Seeret'y Tennsmitted to the Boman Propa-
gunda—Raeclal and Parochial Rights—
The Chicago Convention Called
ts Consliler RRome’s Repiy.

———— —

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Aug. 6 —The call for a
convention -or meeting of German Cath lics, to
be held in Chicago, while ostensibly for the
purpose of considering alleged differences be-
tween Irish and German Catholics, is said by
those best acquainted with the facts to be really
a meeting for the consideration of the reply of
Rome to a petition forwarded several months
ago by the German Cath lics. Much excite:
ment was caused ameng Roman Catho'ica of
that nationality by the decided atand \aken by
the late Plennry Council of 13altimers against in-
tempersnce and against the practice of selling
beer or other liquors on Sunday, or the frequent-
ing of plices where they were sold by Cntholics,
A number-of (ierman papers tovk the mntter up
and enjeavored to arouse a hostile sentiment
among German Cathalics, claimng thas the
action of the council wos an outgrowth of
nativism on the part of American bishops. 1ol
lowiog on the heels of this came a widening of
the breach between German and Eoglish spesk-
ing or lrish Catholics. The German sentiment
wesfinally crystallized into a petition, which
wes sent to Rome early in tha spring.

I'OINTS OF THE PETITION,

“The principal poiats of the petition were as
f:llows:—

We ask the Sacred Congregntion of the I'ro-
paganda to define that the Geran parishes are
entirely independent of the Irish, co-ordinated
to them ; that the rectors of Irish parishes can
exercise no parochis! rights in relation to Ger-
mans who are assigned to some German churceh,
‘whether they be newcomers from Germany, or
Horn in America of German parents.

That this being so we nsk tha Sacred Congre-
.gation of the Propagonda to define and decree:—

1. That Gerinan parishes and thoss of other
nationalities, such as IFrench, Sc'avoman, etc.,
be held equal to Boglish (Irish) oaes and entirely
independent of them. That wo distinctivn
whatever as to rights nnd parochial privileges
be made between them, either vy law or per-
=unal authority.

Rev. John Gmeiner, one of the ablest thealo-
gians in the West, himself s German, and who
wasrelected to accompany Archbishop Heiss to
the Baltimore Council, denies that the petition
is in accord with the majority of German
Catholic sentiment Dr. Gmeiner denies that
there are any vital differences_existing between
the priests of the diflerent nationalities.

It is believed here that the petition originated
in the St. Louis diocese, where the German
Catholies are infinenced in s measure by the ar-
gumcents of the free thinking publications.
Nevertheless, the subject bas caused consider-
able controversy, end much more wil be en-
gendered before the difficulty is adjudicated.

QUEEN VICTORIA'S GRATITUDE. "

On the 14th ult. the London &vcning News
published a paragraph saying there never had
been any proper recoguition of the services of
1 John Molouy, who saved the Queen’s hife in
1832, whea she was riding in & pony carriage in
Kensingion Gardens, To-day Moluny, who
w now 79 years old, publishes a s*atement in
which he gives the facts for the first time
about how he saved the Queeu'a life and how
ho was rewsrded for it, The Queen, who was
then known as Princess Alexanara, would, no
doubt, have been killed by the running away
of her pony and the upsetting of her carriage
had it not been for Molony, who happeued to
be pa sing at the time of the accident. He was
subsequently asked to come to Kensingtcn
Palace, where, after having ba-n refreshed
with & glass of wine and thiee biscuits, he was
prereated with a gold guinea, t:ndered with
the grateful thanks of ths Duchess of Kent, the
Queer’s m ther. His name and regiment were
taken, with he remark  that something
more woull be done for him. He waited
three w-cks wi hout hearing trom the duchess,
and then wrote her a letter, to which she re-
plied, saying th:t his addies< hid bern lost,
but that a gift hau been sent to him by General
Harris, It turred out £o be a £5 wote($25)
which was handel to him with the comnand
that he should no. again write to the Duchess
of Kent. Maolony then went abread with
his 1egimert and came home dn 18il. He
then for the first time learned that the Princess
Adexandia, whose life he had saved uearly
twc—ng years before, had become the Queen
of agland. He finally bad to leave
the army becanse of old age, and, being very
poor, he addrersed himself to General Sirtienry
Ponsonty, the Queen’s private recretury. After
many cays hg identity was establi-hed, and
gince October, 1884, wnen the first (aymens
was made 1o him, he has received frem the
Quern the .ptentid sum of £9 10+, orab-us
$47, the last paviment be ng iu_the staps «of a
postal note for 10 shullings received through Sic
Henry Punsonby in Lecsmber laet, The sug-
gestion is pertinently made that it would be »
geeceful act on the part of the Queen if she
would, in this, her jubilee yrar, make some
more gecerous provisi n for puor o!d Moleny.

nadae, would extend over the houses urder glass
ronfs, wh:ls the central enclosure would be shus
in by an immenso arch of glass at a great height
above the ground. Suitable heating and vent-
lating apparatus w- uld give an equable and ad-
justable temperature to all parts ot the strue-
tures, and any desired character might be im-
parted to the climate, Even cloudy days need
not be known, as electric suns could be made to
shine at pleasure.

This is, pethaps, a relic of those bar-
Larcus tines when lawa of excessive severity
gave the crimical a large degree of that sym-
pathy more justly belonging tu bis vietims.,” A
cru.l penal code caused tnore who were con-
demnrd to and those who inflicted i-s savage
punishmeuts t » by 1egarded with equal disgust
and ‘scoin. These feelings concentrated with
their Lrealest intensity to render the executioner
doubly hateful, and tﬂus a prejud ce, now un-
rea-onab'e, was chies legitimate enough, for,
however merciless the law, if every man refused
o carry out its h rrible sentences it would be
innperative.
. Perbaps the most unreasonable of these pre-
jndices ugainst professions is that wnich made
the player’s art infamous. But we have only to
remember that in very aucient times their per-
formsnces were regmided as religious services
devoted to the pagsn divinities t» understard
the hatred and scora of them displayed oy the
esrly Christians, and that men and women
treated as :immoral, wicked and infawous are
not likely o have had much regard for the in-
Justice or justice of nccusations brought against
their characters, Why should they care to ne
sarve & reputation for the posses-ion of which
no one gave them credit?

BeruiN, Avg., T.—Interviews between the
Empercr Francis Joseph and the Einperor
Willinin at Gastein are deprived of significance
by the absence of the guiding statesmen of Tm-
p_rial politice. The Emperors will interchange
views on the presen: position of the Austro-
German alliance, but the main objects of the
conferenca will be the candidature of Pricee
Ferdinand to the throre of DBulgaria and
the impending deposition of the inssne
King of Bavaria. The Fmperor Wiliiam desires
to consult with the Emperor Francis Joseph
regarding tho deposition of King Oito, nob
on political, but on famili' and peraonal grounds,
The conversation of the Emperors will probably
tauch only the mere fringe of European politics,
The meeting was necessary in order to openly
declare the maintenance of the Austro-German
compact, but ooth Emperors are much nave.se
to interfering with their ministers’ work to
venture upon any independant initiative. The
Ewmperor William gave a  banquet at
4 ucloik yesterday afterncon in  honor of
Francis Joseph. After dioner the Emperors
drove off together and upon their return passed
a» long time alone.

Actvally they are now able, these
people, to simulate ‘loyalty’ towards a Fitz
mauricre—thinneat-blooded of blue aristocrat.—
a man mean enough first to promise relief to his
tenants, and then, on the orcers of babbling
Balfour snd his insolent squad, to fling them
out of the homnes they themselves had bai't,
to perish hy the wayside. Nice object he of
elavish demonstration of ‘loyzlty.’ Bravo,
noble Canadiacs ! p rsevere and earn the con-

put off with less surely than a few jutilee
peerages.”

THE TORY-WHIG ALLIANCE.

Lord Hazti: gton’s announcement that he con-
templstes entering the Cabinetis not surprising.
The Whig party, or rather the rump of what
was once the Whig party, has loog been in
practic ] sympathy with th Tories, aud its viti-
m t4 atso ptirn with them has long been fore-
szen and prophesied. Per:onally Lord Hart-
ington is nsither a builliant statesman nor a cap-
ab’e party loader. He is simply a man of or-
dinary talents and average character, the former
sharpeoed by his having been brought up to the
parliamentary profession, the latter wholly
formed by the traditions and assaociations of his

clats. To compare him with Salisbury is
small  flattery, but he certainly is not
superior to the Premier in any yespect.

Still, his accession to the OCabinet would
strengthen the Government in personncl, but
not otherwise. He has already brought to it
all the strength of the Whig element in Darlia-
ment and the country.

To the Liberal party this final coalition of
Whigs and Tories will be a decided advantage.
Besides removiog an element of :nsatiable greed
and very doubtful honesty, it will give the coup
de grace to the Liberal-Union faction, and bring
about a solidification of parties on their true
lines. It will virtually amount to a freeze-out
of Chamberlain and his gang of bogus Liberals,
who will either have to turn Tories out and out
or become a mere group of impotents. The
chaoge cannot alter the Irish situation
to aoy appreciable extent, save to
sircngthen the alliance between the Irish
people and the ¥nglish Democracy. It is safe
to predict that the workiog and agricultural
claases will not follow the herr of a Dukedom
into the Tory fold. Still more unlikely are they +
to eplit their allegiance under so shabby and
shoddy o leader as Joseph Chamberlain.

All things considered, it is, perhaps, for the
best that Hartington should take this step.
The people will then know exactly whom heand
his Whigs are. It is all nonsense to suppose
that he and his following will liberalize and
make Tory Government more progressive. They
join it ns reactionaries, and the tide on which
they vide will carcy them to the rear, ot to the
front, of the Tory party. Evidently there is
no return for them, With the Democratio

intelligible undertaking of the position and
airos of government and opposition must re-
gult. DBut Lord Bartington may any day be
relegated to the Hounse of Lords. His father,
the Duke of Devonsbire, is an octogenarian,

Tories oare besieging Heaven with prayers.
However, all will admit the fitness, as well a3
the necessity, of his joining the Cabinet. Glad-
stone will then get rid of the Whigs, who
never were sincere Liberals, and a great drag
upon the party of reform will be removed.

MR. LAURIER AT SOMERSET.

The wisdom and calmness with which Mr,
Laurier discussed the political situation at the
Somerset demonstration show that the Liberals
in parliament made no mistake in selecting him
to lead them at this peculiar juncture of affairs,
This is not the time to force political contro-
versy. Inthe calm ttat proverbially precedes
the storm it is wise to keep quiet, and imitate
good seamen who put their vessel in the best
possible order to meet the temnpest when it
bursts.

Mr. Laurier, as the first Canadian of ¥rench
descent who has been elevated to the position of
a leader of a great party in the Dominion, has a
difficult role to vlay. The efforts that have
been made by the Tory press of Ontario during
the past couple of years to decry and cast
suspicion on the French Canadians and the in-
stitutions to which they are attached, unworthy
and untrue s they were, have doubtless
had some effect in some quarters. To
overcome this is the first part of the onerous
task Mr. Laurier has assumed. This may ac-
count for the caution with which he touched
upon those questions now agitating the public,
but which have yet to be discussed in Parlia-
ment. No doubt his speech will be read with
avidity in the other Provinces, especially On-
tario ; but even the Afqil will have some
ditficulty in finding fault with ir, unless, indeed,
its moderation [may offer a peg for unfriendly
critictamn.

The new leader is evidently perfectly cog-
nizant of the elements of the coming conflict,
but he has wisely refrained from opening the
campaign at the present time. Evants are
ripening fast enough to suit him and his party.
The Macdonaldite policy, maintained and en.
forced by the most reckless system of corruption
that ever disgraced a country, is bringing about
its natural result. The economical difficulties
it has created are intensifying every day and
must come to a head at an esriy date,

Meantime Mr. Laurier’s speech will assure
the country that Liberal principles will guide
his counsels, that nothing revolutionary is in
conternplation, and that the stiugele for good
govercment will be continued with unsbated
vigor. His declaration that ‘it is time to put
an end to this fatal policy of retaliation, which
can nssuredly be done without disturbicg our
nationaldignity orimpairing our nationalhonor,”
is one which will meet with a hearty response

all over the country.

THE MERCIER GOVERNMENT.

Quebec Tories resemble nothing so much asa
pack of hungry wolves, The exceeding brutal-
ity of the personal attacks on Mr. Mercier by
the Tory press, the vulpine fury of such poli-
tical starvlines as lately invested Laprairie,
prove, if proof were necessary, that political
principle has less influence wish them than dis-
appointment at being deprived of the aweets of
office aud hatved of the men who bave driven
them from the Government crib. The Quebec
trepsury was a fruitful source of revenus to the
genii who preside over the columns of Lz
Minerve and Le Monde, and we sll know how
the taste for this sort of blood ruins theappetite
of zuch politicians for healthy food earned by
honest industry. Some extravagance of lan-
guage on their part was therefure to be expected.
Even liowlings and cavorting might b Fur
given under circumstances s0 exasperating.
These are but human expressions, human pas-
sion under the provocation caused by depriva-
tion of ac.ustomed gratifications. DBut the line
must be drawn somewhere, and Mr. Mercier
has very propetly marked the limit, in the
arrest of the editors of Le Monde for ciiminal
libe! in accusing him of gruss miscosduct in
public.

There are times and occaions when pub ic
men jus'ly incur severe censure in th. priss
when they desert or betray a cause in which
the deepest emotions of vur nature are culisted.
In the excitement and passion of such times,
extravagance of language by journalist« i8 par-
donable. But when there is nothine rave the
ordinary di-putation between .parties over
matters of admipistration in an élection cuntest,
there is no excuse for persopsal libel, unless
losing one’s temper may be so considered.

But the trouble with our local opposition is
Mr, Mercier’s extraordinary success, a success
iargely owing to the manuer in which ke has
corrected the follies, miatakes and corruptions
of his Conservative predecessors in the govern.
ment of the Province. When auy eet of poli-
ticians make the mistake of imagining them-
selves possessed of a sort of right divice to
govern they are apt to bring upon themselves
the retributions of defeat and expulsion from
office. But when they refuse to accept the
situation, snd indulge in the fury of disappoint-
ment, they forfeit respect and invoke punish-
meot still more severe.

The people of the province deliberately placed
the conduct of their affairs in the hands of the
party led by DMr. Mercier. The manner in
which he has administered the trost has won a
confirmation of public confidence, and it may
now be said that he is more firmly seated in the
Government than any of his predecessors.
Fair mioded men everywhere acknowledge the
consummate tact and ability with which he man-
ages provincial nffairs, and the general voice
declares that he should have all needful oppor-
tupity to carry out a policy which ia admittedly
beneficial to all classes. The task of governing
a province ¢o split up and divided into div:rse
elements is full of difficulties, and, while free
criticism is always to be desired and encouraged,
we must, in commmon with all those who do not
let their party feelings carry them: away, de-
precate the vindictiveness of the assaults that
have been made upon Mr. Mercier.

THE TORY COLLAPSE.

Feeble men endowed with power are almost
invariably the most cruel tyrants and often pro-
ceed to measures of ferucity which stronger
men would never employ. Whe can tell how
much the horrors of the Reign of Terrorin
France were owing to the physical weaknzes
and personal cowardice « f Robeapierre and his
associates. 'Thae most ferocious of Roman em-
perors were the most anject of cowarde, and
delicate women have oftsn been most merciless
in thewr scourges, The present Tory Govern-
ment of Eogland offers another proof of this
apparent rule in human character. Caled
upon, at a great crisis in affuirs, to deul
with a question of the greate:t impor-
tance, the Salisbury Cabinet demonstrated
its feebleness and incapacitylby resorting toa
measure of the most extreme harshness. A wise
minister at the head of a stroog government
would never dreatm nf destroying the common
law when neither rebeliion nor revolution
threatened the c.untry. On the contrary he
would be careful tn strepgthen those institu-
tions whose soundness and efficacy bad been
proved by cenuries of experience,

But under the political conditions now pre-
vailing in England, a government feeble as that
of Lord Salisbury’s might succeed, to sume
measurable extent, were 1ta policy of severity
towards Ireland consistent throughout. This is
where its fatlure is most cunspicuous. Two
more incompatible pieces of legislation ¢ uld
not be imagined than the Cimes bll
aud the Land Bill.  One Lopeless muddie sute
to result is already teen by the people, and the
pronounced reacticn in the constituencies to-
wards Mr. Glade<tone shows how greatly public
confilence in the Government bas been shoken.
The British democcracy is not slow to perceive
1n the Tory-Whig alliance for the imposition of
repres-ive legislation on Ire'and n sure indica-
tion of what the same combination would
attempt in Epgland, and taken slarm accord:
ingly. It is extremely difficult to bring a peopler
confirmed for generations in the belief in insti.
tut'ons of popular liberty, to think that a wise
and just policy which declares those liberties
shall cease fureverin one of the three kingdoma,
The idea will not go down with the masses of
Englishmen. It 13 aga’nst their nature
and convictions, and though it may
suit the notions of the lardl rd clusz, the great
body of the p.ople see in it a very open wenace
to those libetti-s which they regard as their
inalienable birthright, Hence the feeling among
the people that a government which cannot
govern acc rding to approved British method,
is unfit to govern. Already the Tory policy
is nssured of Iailure; a few montha are
all that are required to demcnstrate the fact,
Then the collapse must come. The Whigc lamb
will lie down iuside the Tory livp, whi.e Smith,
Ba!four, Chamberlain and otlers of that 11k will
become, like c1d faskion plster, ot jects of

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THE VICTORY 1N GLASGOW.

Sir George 0. Trevelyan, addressing the
electors of Glasgow after his triumphant
election lsst Tuesday evening, said that his
victory made it nexc to impowible for the
Government to proclaim the Irish Natisnal
League. The eleciion, he declared, largely

eettled the Irish question.  Henceforth
Ireland 1must be treated in = spirit
of conciliation, kindness and confidence,

We also learn from the despatches that
the Glasgow victory is felt in Conservative
circles to be the severest blow tho Unijonist
cause hak yet experienced. Each aside attazhed
eupreme importance to the election as the fira:
fought since the general election between a
Gladstonian and a Liberal-Unionist, the other
contests haviog been between Conservatives
and Gladstonians.

There can be nc doubt whatever but that Sir
George Trevelyan put the right ieterpretation
on’his election, It was & most emphatic con-
demnstion by one of the mist important and
intel.igent constituencies in the nation of the
Libersl-Unionist faction, and msy be taken as a
proof of the reconsolidation of the Liberal
party, - among tbe pesple, under the leader-
ship of Mr. Gladstone, in support of his Irish
policy.

A feature of this conteat, which gives grcat
additional eignificance to the result, was the
fact that Sir George Trevelyan was one of the
members of Mr. Gladstone’s cabinet who de-
serted bim when he introduced his Honie Rule
Bill, a member of the famous Round Table con-
ference, nnd the latest coavert back to the
Gladstonian programme. His repudiation of
the Radical-Unionist cabal roused against lim
all the concentraced hatred of that faction, as
well as the fury of the . Tories, who saw in his
return to Mr. Gladstone a death Ll.w to their
hopes of pébmavently dividing the Liberal party.
Even John Bright, whose eervility may bs an
excuse for his abandonment of the principles of
justice and freedom, the advocacy of wh:ch was
the glory of his prime, threw the weight of his
n.me aud influence against his old friend and
colleagne. He wrote to the electors, urging
them nat to vote for Trevelyan, and the mea-
sure of hi+ influence may be seen in the defeat
of the Unionist candidate.

Well may the friends of Ireland rejoice at
this.crowning victory in a long stries of Liberal
Buccesses ; at a timse, too, when a government
which depends for existence on the support of
the faction 8o signally and ignominiously beaten
in Glasgow threatens the permantnt destrue
tion of Irtsh liberties. Lord Salisbury may by

THE INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTIOXN.

The secoud paper by the Hon. Dm‘id. A,
Wells on *The Economic Disturbances siuce
1873,” in the Popular Seience Mo.nthly .for
August, gives an exceedingly interesting review
of the causes which have brought about the
great industrial revolution of recent yeare. To
workingmen the facts presented are of t.he
utmost importance as showing ine forces with
which they have to contend in the present and
prepare to meet in the future. The broad de-
duction trom the mass of facts collected from
all sources may be thus stated :—The saving cf
Iabor since 1850 in the prcduction of avy given
article amounts to 40 per cent., and the amount
of labor required to accomplish a Riven amO}mt
of production and tranasport at the present time
is incomparably less than was requisite forty
vears ago, snd is being constantly rednced.
¥rom these causes, which are in turn the results

of man's incrensed power over the
forces of na'ure, arise all thoee tremend-
ous industrial apd social  disturbances

which agitate the world at the present time. At
the same time it ianoted that wages have greatly
tncreased, while the cost of doing w given amount
of work has decre .eed in equal ratio, so that five
men can now do the work which would bave
.demaunded the labor of eight men in 1850. Tous
it £ ppears that the saving of labor is 40 per cent
in producing any given article, This great
change in the productive capacity of labor wes
accompanied during those years by an extra-
ordinary fall in the prices of egricultural pro-
ducts. Beef, pork, Aour, oats, butter, lard,
cheese, wool, etc., declined more than 25 per
cent.

The opening of the Suez Canal in 1869 is set
down as an event which was probably more pro-
ductive of more immediate and serious economic
—industria!, commercinl and financial—changea
than any other event of this country, a period of
extensive war excepted. The London Economast
i quoted as end.rsing the statement that “ the
canal may be said to have given a death blow
to s4iling vessels, except for a few special pur-
pose.” What were the results? The vast
gystem of warehousing in and distribution from
England, with the old modes of banking and
exchange, underwent a complete revolution, and
an amount of eniling tonnage, constructed for
the voyage around the Cape of Good Hops, esti-
mated by some authorities as high as two mil-
lion tons, and representing an immense amount
of wealth, was virtuslly destroyei. The extent
of the human labor displaced by this change is
iccalculable. BEWith the employment of steam
ves:els came labor saving machinery for londine
and unloadiag, and this is constantiy increas d
by improvements in marive engines, whereby
vissels carry more carro at less cost, Tele-
graphic cunmunication has also bad & wond. -
ful eff ¢t in enabling denle s and conrumera to
sdjust to o nicety the supply «f commodities to
the dernande of the market.

These chan es, it will be perceived, have in-
troduced an element of certaioty ints mercan-
tils transactions extendivg over vast distances,
and while workicg disastrously on labor in the
Present, are sure to establish a uniformity of
demand that must settle down to abeolute
regularity at no dista.t day. Thus India snd
the East have become sctive competitors with
America, and the markets of the world are re-
duced to equa'ity. Great, however, as haa been
the revolution in respect to economy and
efficiency in the cotryiog trade upon the ocean,
the revolution in the carrying trade upon land
during the saice period has been even greater
and more remarkable. One ton of freight can
now be moved in America o distance of ose mile
by rail for o sum so small that there ianocoia
amall enough to represent it, One of the greatest
humanitariap results of this great extension and
theapening of the world's railway system and
gervice s, that there is no longer any
ocengion for the . people of - any countiy
indulgiog in-either excessive hopes or fears as
to the results of any pacticular harvest; inas-
much as the failure of crops in any one country
is no longer, a8’it was no later than twenty
Years ago, identical with high pricea of gra.iu;
the prices of - cereals being ab preseut regulated,
not within any particular country, but by the

Wells, *in rome ¢f the cotton milis «f the
Uuited Sta‘es, with n the lass ten years, by
improved machinery, hes been from 33 to 50
pec cent.” He adds that “in 1810 the wages
were $176 a yesr; in 1886 the wages were $285
a year.” In mining and all other injustries the
change is in the sanie proportion.

The report of the United States Commis-
sioner of Lanor for 1886 furnishes the following
additional :llustrationa :—

* In the manufacture of sgricultural imple-
ments specific evidence is submitted, showing
tha GO0 men now do the work that, fifteen or
twenty years ago, would have required 2,145. A
disp'acr ment of 1,543.”

** The manufacture of boo's and shoes offers
some very wonderful facts in thia conn ction.
In one Jarge and loog es'ablished manufactory.
tte proprietors testify that it would r.quire 500
prsons working by hand prozesses t) make ss
many women's boots and shoes as 100 wen
now make with the aid of machinery, A dis.
placement of 80 per cent.”

** Anotper firmn, engsged in the manufacture of
chi'dren's shoes, states that the introductivn of
new macbinery within the past 30 jyears bas
displaced about eix times the amount of hard
Libor required, and the cost of the product has
been reduced one half.”

* On snother grade of goods tie facts col-
lected by the agents of the Bureau show that
one man can now do the work which twenty
years ago required ten men.” ‘

“In the manufacture of flour t! ere has been
a displacement of nearly three-fuur hs of the
manual labor necessary to produce the sanie
produzt. In the manunfacture of forniture,
from one-hslf to three-fuurths only of the old
number of porsons is now required. Inthe
manufacture of wall paper, the bt eviderce
puts the diaplacement in prop rtion of one hua-
dred to ome. In the manufact ae of metsl
and metal goods, long established firms testify
that machin-ry has decressed manuul labor
333 per cent.

In the prcdacticn of grain the change is still
more stupendous. In the wheat firlde and
mills of the Western States, uccordisg to Mr,
Wells, we have the labor of three men for one
year, working with machinery, resulting in
producing all the flour that a thousand other
men ordinaily eat in a year, allowing oce bar-
rel of flour for the averzze consumption of each
adult.

Considering the fscts here presented in thewr
bearings on wages, it sppears evident that the
strikes and lockouts, cf which we hear so much,
are disturbances ariswmg from the constant
change in the value of labrr and machinery, and
consequently of ths productions thereof. In-
vention makes tha industrial revolution continu-
ous. As pointed out by the Lendon Engincer,
the remedy that at once suggests itself to every
employer of labor on the cccasion cf trouble
with his workmen is *‘ to use a tool wherever it
is possible 1nstead of a man.” The following
significant illnstratinn is given of the quick-
ness with which empioyers carry out this sugges-
tion. A strike awmong the boot and shoe fac-
tories in one county in the State of Massa-
chusetts, in the year 1883, resulted in the
capscity for produciog by the ssme factorice
duriog the succeeding year of a fully equal
product, with a reduction of at least fiftecn
hundred operatives, one machine improvement
effecting an operation called *‘ lasticg™ having
been mtroduced, which ia capable of doing the
ormer work of from 200 to 250 men with a force
not exceeding 50 men,

It thus appears that manufacturing lab.r is
constantly b-ing discounted by machinery, and is
therefore an industrial pursuitto be aveided Ly
these commencing hfe, and to be abandoned by
three engaged in it whenever other me us of
Jivelihood can b2 obtained. Meantiw- tle
faborers can ¢o much t3 nitigate their condi
tion by combination, but uutil fomethin. ine
atab lity is attained in supply and demiand, and
that seems an impossibility at present, th-y
must be prepared for a desperat+ stru.gle.
Better edmation and increased intel'igencs will
doubtless prev nt the mass of workingmen
assuming respo ~iblities beyond their power
to support, but there will always e o residuum
to do the wo-k ut the world. The presentina
time of trars tivn, and therefore of hrrdehip
and tria', but the ultimate result of th- i crease
of man’s power over natur: fur the s~ving of
labor must be for the greater comfort and hapyi-
ness of mankind.

THE INTERCOLONIAL RAILWAY.

A despatch from St. John, N.B, letaina
little rmore I'ght on the fraudulent mismanage-
ment of the Intercolonial Railway. A Boston
man, one Underhay, having threatened to tell
“ what he koew about certaiu oil transictions,”
has beea given a monopoly of supplying oil and
waste to the road, the Canadian contractors
being shunfed, notwithstanding that their ma-
terinl was better and twen'y per cent. cheaper.
This, however, only appears to be a phasa of the
general corruption prevailing in all departments
of the management. The Halifax Chronicle
eums it all up thus:~**It (the Intercolomial}
is run as & political machine, and
not as a public convenience, and for which
the public is salted deeply in the way
of taxation. Between car sprning scandals,
oil swindles and Inch-Arran imquities, the
Intercolonial has become the synonym and
epitome of all that is diereputable and odious
in Toryism. It briogs under the noatrils of the
people of the Maritime Provinces particularly
the recking abominations of Tupperism, Mac-
doaaldism, Popeism and nep- tism. Constructed
originally as a bond of unity between the upper
and lower proviuces, it has been so frightfully
mismanaged by Tory manipulators that it has
beceme a source of discord and disgust.

SOUTH RENFREW ELECTION.

THE CONSERVATIVE CANDIDATE ELECTED BY 136
MAJORITY,

Anxreriog, Ont., Aug. 2.—The election to filt
the vacancy in the House of Cotnmons for South
Renfrew, caused by the death of Mr. Campbell,
the Liberal member, took place to-day, and
resultrd in & victory for Mr. Fergua:.n, the
Conservative candidate, over DMr.

‘day, tbe ecene being the well-known St, Ann’s
market, Two of the most nied pork butchers
on the market, two men who have been carry-
ing oo business there for the last 40 years, hav-
ing their stall on the southern side of the mar-
ket, indulged in a slight quarrel, with the result
that one of them was murdered on the spot
by his f-llow merchant. Terence Carxoll, aged
84 years, has his stall next to that of
Dennis O’Connor, aged 73, and both were fre-
quentl, not on the beat of terms. The stalls are
ubout thirty feet apart and between, against
the wall, is a sink and water tap, where the
butchera procure the water for use and where
they frequeatly wash, O'Connoris of a very
joking dwposition and, it is alleged, was con-
tinually annoying Carrol, and frequent disputes
have thua oceurred between them, but matters
never resulted seriously, although adjeining stall
keepers were daily looking for a row taking
place betwean the two men. Abosut 7 o'clock
last night O’Convor, who had previously been
tessing Currol in a jocular way, closed his
stall and went to the refreshment stall of Mr.
Larose. He spoke to the latter gentleman for
some time and raid that Carroll was in bad
humor and thought something must have
“riled” him, O'Connor subsequently pro-
ceeded to the sink mensivned above to wash his
hands, A moment Jater Mr, Liarose heard a
cry coming trom the direction of tbe sink, and
rushing thither he found O'Connor lying on his
back on the plank footpath, with a atreamn of
blood flowing from & wound in the right side of
his neck. DBIr. Larose, assisted by & young
man named Murphy, who ran_across from
the oppo-ite side of Foundling street,
raised up O'Connor's  head, but the
unfortunate victim could not speak, and
they looked around for assistance. Just
then the polic' ariived, and the officers seeing
two clergymen from St. Aun’s Church passing
called them over, and one of them took the
dying man by the hand, showed him the crass
aud recited the prayers for the dead, Mr,
Q'Connor attempted to give utterance to some-
thing, but
A GUSH OF BLOOD IN HIS THROAT

prevented him, and he fell back in the arms of
those who supported him. Constable Favreau
telephoned for the General Hospitsl ambul-
ance, which arri,ed, but as the wounded man
w3 about to ba placed on the stretcher he ex-
pired without having spoken a word. ‘The
constable made enquiries around, and having
elicited some fac.z, Officer Senccal went up to
Terence Carroll, who had just closed
his stall door, and informed hun that he would
be compelled to accompany him and Officer
Favreau to the station, Carroll gave rcady
consent, aod on the way Senecal said :—

“ Wy did you strike him ?”

 Because he was always aonoying me, and I
would nave to put a stop to it.” .

“ But y.u need not have struck him with a
knife,”

# Oh, the kuife was in my hond, and I struck
him with it.’ . .

* It's too bad, you have killed him.”

¢ Oh, ind+ed, he's not dead ?”

' Yey, he's a corpie now.”

“ Well, then, its too bad.”

Cuarroll was taken and locked up, but he did
not seem to rea ize exactly what he had doms,
and even early this mornieg thought the anthori-
ties wern jokiog when they said O’Coanor was
dead. The murdered man O'Conpor was taken
to the_General hospital, where the body now
lies. Nobody is b:lieved to have seen the
murder, but everythiog poioted to Cmiroll
who cleared all by acknowledgine baving struck
the blow. The otficers, after locking Carroll up,
returoed 6o the marketin quest of the kuife,

They entered his stall, and near the door
they found a butcher’s koifs lying on
the floor. It is about a foot or fifteen
inches long, and very narrow. Aloog the
blade for about six inches from the point are
blood staios, Tne knife was secured, und the
police now have it in their possession until
called for by the coroner, Constable Fennel, of
No. 7 satation, says that he was stand-
ing ot the corner of McGill and Wil
lismn streets when a man across the street

shouted to him that a moan had been stabbed
in the S$. Ann's market. The oflicer
ran down to the market and found

O’Counnor lying on the fl or with h's head aup-
ported by & young man named M-rpby. This
young fellow told the constable that he was
walking down I'oundling s-reet, on the south
side of the market, when he saw a man {ying on
the market 8oor with another holding his head
up. He ran across and found 0'Cunnor lying
as stated above and liclped Larose to hold up his
head, At thia time Sub-Constables Senecal and
Favreau, of the Centrel Station, arrived, and
Favreau at once telophoned for the ambulance
from the General Hoaspita®, which arrived and
t.ok the dead mao away.

This morning Terence Carroll was brought
before the Police Magistrate. Heo waa arrested
without a wariant and was handed over to tte
Coroner. ‘The prisoner eaid that he had struck
the blow in seif-defence. The deceased came
dowa to wash his hands and commenced talkin
about his good busicess 1o prisoner; they ha
sume hard wores and prironer says O'Cunnor
struck him. He (prisoner) hai the knife io his
hand and struck O'Connor back. Thewoundin
0'Co nor's neck 18 about four inches deep and
an inch wide. The blow ssvered the jugular
artery, which iz sufficient to cause instant
death. . . . .

Mra, Carroll, prironer’s wile, said this mora-
ing that deceased had been 1easing her husband
fur the past forty years. Carroll himself said
he had be-n bothered by O'Connor for the past
twenty years. The prisoner is 84 years of age and
residss ot 119 College atrect. He bas always
Lorne & good 1eputation, is a rquare business
man, but is described by many as peevish and
unable to take a joke, He ans four sons and a
daughter, only one of whom is a minor. He i~
of luw stature, clean shaven, asd is slightly
bent forward. e has been doiog businessin
St. Aun's market for the past 45 years, and has
amassed conviderahle money, which he invested
in real estate. The coroner at 3 o'clock this

infternoon  empane'led a jury at the
General Hospital, nnd atter baviog viewed
the body an adjournmeat was ade.

Carroll will be detained iz the common jail
uatil further developments in the ca:e. He
waR visited this morning by two of his sans,

Detective Cullen zaid he koew Carroll for the
last 31 years, and never knew him to ba naught
else than a hard-working and industrious man,
but admitted that he was rather peevish,

AN APOLOGY.

“15 MONDE" TAKES IIACK WATER FOR 1T8 ATTACK
ON PRISIE MINISTER MERCIKR.

Our evening contemjw.rary, Le Monde, which
made such a tierce attack ujon the Hon., 1I’rime
Minist.r, Mr. Mercier, who in turn had the
editora arrested, hes the followiog to-day in its
editorial columns a8 an apology for all that it
has said. The article renda thus : *The article
which appeared in Le Monde of Friday last
against Mr, Mercier has attracted the general
attention of the presa of the country. The
Hon. Prime Minister attached s0 much
importance to it that he deemed it
proper to have the editorin-.chief and the
manager of the paper arrested. We admib
here, 1n all frankness, that the tone of the article
in ?uesciun fully justifies the protests of our
confreres of the prens and the Hon. Mr. Mercier.
The article in question was published in the ab-
sence aud withuut the knowledge of those per;
sind respoasible for the editing of the paper.
Tha editor-in-chief, Mr. Vanasse, was sbsend
fromn the city for some days, and the assistant
editors, of whom one, Mr. Lassalle, was in
Luproirie County, declare that they know
nething of mutter, as also does Mr. Lessard, the
manager of the paper. The article, therefore,
seems to have gained publicity in an underhand
way, and we regret it as much as anyone, We
disnp}novo it without any reserve, Calumuies
and falsehouds are no more permitted in jour-
nalism than in the other statea of life. Chris-
tiau charity obliges us to exalt the virtues of our
fellowmen and tu bide their vices, their faults
and little nusdoings. It is our duty to be faith-
ful to this beautiful lesson of charity. We are,
therefore, in favor of moderationin the polemics
of journalism, in the Lmrlmmentnry debates and
n the discus-ion on the popular platforms. Let
us discuss, with dignity and respect, the politi-
tical opinions of our opponents, but let the
domestic fireside ever remain sncred and inviol-
able. We have alwoys blamed the conduct
of those writers and hustings shouters who
reem to find pleasure in throwing m the pablic
pastire, in the midst of the excitement of an
electorn] contest, family offairs and the private
conduct of their adversaries. Sueh is our man-
ner of looking upon the obligations of publia
writers and orstors. 'We are always compelled
to b~ faithful toit. If we have at times hap-
pened 10 err in these duties it was more throuch
being carried away at the moment than through
malite.  We are usppy to make this disavowal,
1st, to repair the wrong which that unfortunate
article may hove couved Mr, Mersier; 2nd, for
the honor of our people, and 8rd, for the satis.

Laurier arrived in the village in the forenoon,
and together with his friend, the local Premier,
was the object of an. ovation aay statesman
might be :justly proud of.  The member for
Quebec last was surrounded on the platform
by neatly all that is emicent in the Liberal
ranke 1n  his native province, amongst
whom were noticed Hon. Messrs. Mercier,
and Gagnon, Dr. Xiset, M.P., Messrs, La-
vergne, H.P., Hon. A. Turcotte, C. Beausoleil,
:M.g.é Langelier, M.P,, Dr. Rinfret, M.P.P.,
F. Langelier, M.P.P., Chogunette, G. M. De-
chenes, M.P.P., G. Amyot, M.P,, Cardin,
M.P.P., L. 0.

He enid he was
one of & band of men who had effected an
organization having for its object the destruc-
tion with explosives of every vessel carrying
the Britieh flag. The broken bottle waes taken
to the police hendquarters, It contained kero-
sene, naptha and rags scaked in chemicals. The
prigoner took it cooly. ‘1 was thwarted in
this,” he eaid, * but there are plenty of others
at work who will averge insult to American
versels, and burn every vessel carrying the
Britwh flag.” The prisoner gave the nsme of
Conrad J. Mooney, and said he lived at No. 267
Warren street, Brooklyn. He was remanded
until this morning. Mooney told the police he
forined one of a gang of men who had deter-
mined to burn every vessel entering port carry-
ing the British flag. The seizure of American
vessels in Canada and the usurpation ot all com-
merce by the Epglieh had induced him to join
the band. A long double-edged kmfe was
found in the man’s pocket. The steamer was
only slightly injured.

trems Anglo-maniace, and therefore more Eng-
Iish than the English themselves;

Theref re we, the I. R. Legion of the United
States, do hereby firtnly resolve that the honor

Therefure, we notify all goud citizens not to
godown to the sea on Inglish ships or patronizs

A DETERMINED DYNAMITER.

““MOONEY WAS READY TO BLOW UP A FLEET.”

New Yorg, Aug. 4 —Thomas J, Mooney,
who threw a bottle containing explosives on the
deck of the steamship Queen: yesterday after-
noon, was arrsigned in Jefferson Market, Police
court to-day. .. In his trunk: were found two
pieces of gas pipe, packazes.of powder, sulphur,
phosphaorus, crystais of chloride of potassium,
several glass- tabes -and ‘soms 'blasting caps
for atlas powder, besides clothes and note-
basks; several yards of fuse-and a . box
of draugTbtmen'a instruments completed
the list. The caps were of heavy brass of un-
equal lenzths, and at about one-third of the die-
tance from ona end of each was a cock which
the police did not attempt to turn to-day. The
shank of the coock was made of soft metal that
could be raten away by acid, and placed in the
smaller chamber and thus explode the contents
of the larger. Captain Gastlin, who made the
examination, remarked, *‘ Mooney was ready to
blow up a fleet.” Mooney’s room und-rweni a
careful examivation, and alio &n examination
made of the bathroom in which Mooney’s land-
Iady raid he spent much of his time. The paint
and tin were eaten by chemicals, and the place
had undoubtedly been used as a Iaboratory. The
landlady told the officers that her tenant en-
vaged his room last Christmas, Healways paid
hia rent promptly. He said he was a collector
for the Irish World.

A very large number of adults form the
babit of sleepinz: in one particular position, such
88 lying upon their right or left side. A amall-
er number 8'eep upon the back, Some sleep
with the head greatly extended ; more often it
is considerably flexed upon the trunk. Many
must have the head greatly elevated ; others
can only sleep with the head very low. Accord-
ing to the Medical Record it has yet to be de-
termmned whether any particular harm can
come from sleepiog m a certain porition which
the individual unconsciously assumes. A popu-
lar bolief exists to the eftect that the liver,
being a heavy organ, tends to press upon the
other abdomical virce:a when a person liea on
the left side. At any rate, mora persous, Pro-
bably, sleep on the right side than on the left,
as experience and Nosoviteh's statistica show.
Dr. G. Nosovitch believes also that the pos-
sure in sleep influences the ;extrusion of tron-
chitis. He found, for example, that in 235
caces, all of whom had this disorder, in ‘ninety-
geven it was left-sided, in seventy-two right-
sided and in sixty-six on both sides He thinks
that the preponderance of bronchitia on the left
side was due to the fact that there was a greater
expansion of this side dur.ng sleep, and conse-
quently a greater ingress of cold air, or of the
morbific particles cansing the disease,

A recent writer hag argued strongly for the
view that the head should be lower than the
feet during sleep, and he clzims that more per-
fect health and greater longevity will result
from such approximnte topsyturviness. "The
contrary posit:on, with the head and trunk con-
siderably raised, sometimes relieves ceawmps in
the legs, 1t is well known that some chroaic
pervous affections, particularly nocturnal epi-
lepsy, and some forms of insomnia, are some-
times benefited by sleeping partially erect.

ing noise. Befors falling into the w-ter the

npper atmospliere was suddenly darkened, while,
below an1 on board everything appeared like, o
sen of fire, The force of the meteor on strikipg

breakers which swept over the vessel, rockihg
her fearfully. At the same timesuch a suffocating.
atmosphere was caused as to fores perspiration
to run dowa the faces of all onboard, and greatly
onresacd the breathing from the great cmount
of sulphur in the air. Jmmediately after solid
lumps of ice fell on the decks, and the decks and
rigging became covered with anicy crust caunsed
by the immense evaporation, notwithstanding
the fact that the barometer registered 66 de-
grees. The barcmeter during the phenomenon
oscillated violently, so that no reading could be
taken. After close examination of the veagel
and rigging, no damage was foand on the decks,
but on the side where the meteor fell in the
water the vessel sppeared all black, and some
ctt:}pper sheathing was terribly blistered. The
affair was followed by an increase of wind to
hurricane force.—New York Times. :

stroyed, Canar has alro ruffered loss. At
noon the earthgnakes continued witho .t ces-a-
tion. All tha bridges are damaged. The hos-
pital is almost t.ew.lq dea'royed. The telegraph
informa us that 1he #hocks have been fell every
where as far as Tuledn, but with less viclence
than here. A procession is now passing through
the strests, composed of all the ladies of the
city, acd they are imploring the Almighty to
appense His wrath, The Nucion, of Guay-quil,

Batirax, N 8., Aug 5:—Hon, Mr. Foster,
Minister of Fisherler, artived here to-night
from a tour ot the Nova Scotia lighthouses,
accompanied by Major-General Loaurie, He
leavea for 8% John to-morrow. The
American schooner J. W. Perrin was peized
at Souria to day for shipping men. She had
arranged for the men to row outside the
limit, but took thum aboard when only two
miles off shore. Shenlsoc smuggled two men
on board in Souris harbor, The seizure was
made by Collecter Foley.

THE BEHRING SEA OUTRAGES, .
Vicroria, B. C., Auvg. 5 —Lhe Olympia
arrived this morning from Sitka, bringing
news of the seizure of Britiah and American
pchaonera by the revenue ocutter Richard
Rush, the Victoria schooners Aona Beck and
W, P, Sayward, sand the Seattle schooner
Challenger. The following is the account
given })y the Alaskan, published at Sitka :—
vaptain Olon, of the steam schooner Anna
Beck, atated : ¢ I left Victorin on February 7
last, arriviog et the custom house for the
purpoze of a sealing and fishing trip to the
coxzat of Vancouver Island, both Pacific
Ocean and Bshring Sea. At the time papers
were issued by Mr, A, P, Millan, collector of
onstoms, fle made no abservation about my
veasels fishing in Behring Sea ; peither did I
pay anything to bim. I suppored from the
fact that the papera were issued giving
me tuch permission there was ro resson
why 1 shonid wot fish iv B:hring Ses, and kal
1 suticlpated that thera would be, I would
have not made n vovage for such a purpose.
Tt was a common tolk amongst the papphs of
Victoria that we were perfectly safe in fish-
ing, e the American Government would not
make any seizares this scason, I don't under-
atand wby my vessel was seized, a8 peraon-
ally I was not engaged in catching peals. I
purchazed #2als From Indians for the owner ot
the schconer, and I have no control what-
ever oa the natives after they leave the yeangl
in their own cances, I am nob raaponnbl'e i
they catch seals after they have ‘eft
the schoonmer’s mide: 'They cap covie and
go when they pleass.” Gearge R. Ferry,
the captain, A. Laing, the mate, and pars
owner of the British schoacer W, P. Sigward,
snd Michael Keefe, mate of the Anna Beck,
gaid : ** We have heard read the statement of
Capt. Oleon and ngree with itin every par-
ticnlar,” Michael Keefe said it ie certainly a
strange thing for the Custom House at Vic-
toria to have issued papers to ug permitiing
fishing in Behring sea if it waa not legal.
Why should the collector have issued them ?
The general idea of eallors is that no Gustom
Houee will issae papers to any vessel to go
and do au illegal act. Capt. H, B. Jones, of
the American schooner Challenger, left Seattle
on April 15 last, clesting at Port Townsend
at the Custgm House for a bubting and

Bright and Hartingion Speak Againat Glad-

Loxpox, Aug. 6.—The Unionist members of
Parlinment pave a banquet to Lord Hartington
last evening. Mr. right, who presided,
prefaced his remnrks by saying that those
who complained of their supporting the Tury
Government were those outside who had been
in and wanted to be in again, He traced the
history of the (ladstone Home Rule movemens
in terms of stroog condemmnation. Even Sir
George Trevelyan, he said, admitted that if Dir.
Gladstone’s biils were again presented he would
oppose them. To put the matter plainly and
shortly, Mr. Gladstone wns ready to consider
anything acc-rding to his own profession, but
ns far a8 he (Mr. Bright) could see, with very
little hope of abandoning the most objectionable
portions of his measures.

sympathy with Home Rule, It is probably
quite 23 much on sceount of its harsh features
as for any other- reason that  the Irish
Nationalists look upon it .as a measure
that England would only fully -adopt a8
an extreme resort. The archbishop, attaching
only secondary impartance Lo this act, looking
upon the amended Land Bill as removing 2
iarge portion of the injustices which the farmers
complain, augurs happy prospects for the future.

the vessel owned by St. Joho, and oo which
McGarigle escaped, arcived here to-night to
make affidavi‘s against the d ctor after identi
fyiog him. 'The purpose of thrse depositions is
to complete legal proof that will be in the nature
of a demaud oun the National Governmant to
take action. Affidavits of Canadians taken
both in Canada and the Umted S:atzs, showing
that McGarigle, a citizen of this countre, while
under the conviction of crime, was spirited off
by citizens of Canada for the purpose of defeat-
ing the ends of justice here, will part of the
avidence that will be Inid before the Department
of State at Wasehington, acd if the authorities
there can act under the law they will be urged
to demand of the Canadian Government thit
McGarigle ba delivered up. The mat.er is thus
t0 be made an international question.
