We under-
stand, and to a_certain extent we ‘sympathise with,
those gentlemen who believe that-the Irish people are
very miserable, and need to-be regenerated by a revo-
lution. The idea of dividing the lsnd among the
people is the firat that occurs to the philanthropist
when he gees 'a people indifferently fed and clothed
and inelining to idleness. Accepting Sir John Gray's
atatistics as accurate, we have to deal with a country
where there are bat 8 500 landed proprietors, While
there are two millions and a half of people dependent
on land. This disparity ot numbers i3 at once 8a -
cient to gettle the whole question with some minds.
The units must give way to the hundreda; tle happi-
nesa of the multitude must be preferred to thatof a
few favorites of fortune, and the proprietors must
give up their pregent rights, and esteem themselves
happy if they receive even 2 pecuniary compensation.
Property, it is, of course, argned, must be held in
subordination to}the general good, and if It may be
taken for the purpose of local improvement, to meke
aroad, a canal, or & railway, sorely it msy be taken
when the okject ia the elevation of an entire people?
What the advocates of the foreible alienation of the
Irieh lauded property contend, in fact, is that the ab.
golute ownership of land in Ireland is disadvanta-
geous to the nation, and that the right of each man
to deal as he pleages with what he has inberited or
purchaged 18 pregnant with evil to the commaunity.
It need not be said that this theory does not apply
even in Ireland to apylhing else than agricaitural
land. It does not apply to any form of personal pro-
perty, far this the Reformers would leave to be en-
joyed and dealt with by each possesaor according to
hie pleagare. It“dces not even extend to bouse pro-
perty, for we assume that Sir John Gray and Mr,
Hoghes would hardly provide that a man who has let
a bonse or A floor in Dublin should be forced to
keep the same tenant for ever at the same rent.
Agaip, thia principle ig not to extend to England and
Seotland, whers the same completeness of poasession
which Yelongs to money or scocks is enjoyed by the
owper of land. In Grest Britain the landlord is the
master as well ag the owuer of his land; he chooses
his tenant, at the rent which he thinke scfficient, and
he takea his farm from him when he pleases suppos-
ing his contract allows bim to dogo. In short; the
Trish reformers confesgedly desire to introduce into
Ireland a system of laws for the regulation of landed
property gifferent from those which regalate all pro-
perty in the rest of the United Kingdom. Sucha
revolutionary recommendstion muet be founded on
the principle thut the possession of Iand by the mass
of the people would be thus secured, and that it conld
bs secored by no other meana, Now, both theas doc.
trines may be very fairly denied. The evil from
which Ireland has suffered, and is etill suffering,
thongh ehe is now prosperous in comparison with
what sbe was a quarter of a century since, i8 the com-
petition for land by a people who bave nothiog else
to live upon, or what comes to the same thing, do not
desire to live upon aoything elee. Declaim and de-
nounce and be s jndignaut as vou will about Pro-
testant agoeudancy snd bad laws, thia is the real
grievance of Ireland. Why do landlords raise rents ?
Why can they ruise rents ? Becauge some outgider is
slways outbidding the actual tenant, and the landlord
knowe that when one man haa given up the bit of
gronnd in despair he will find another 0 take it and
money. How is this to be remedied by
giving actaal tenants the right to s perpetoal
tonure at the amctual rates? How will this benefit
those who have not farms? Or how will it prevent
the actusl lesaees from mubletting to others and re.
producing all the evils which are charged to ths pre~
sent system? It ig clear that as long 88 Ireland i
purely sgricultural and the whole population eannot
bs comfortably supperted by the soil, there must be
poverty, and the reason why there is less poverty,
pow than formerly js that there are fewer months to

1t burned deapite the wet mud with which the streets
wers covered, owing to yesterday's heavy rain, the
the notion that Gireek firs had actually appeared in
the city, began to gain ground. It appears a young
man, or, a3 aome people profeas to have been present
say, two youog mien were geen walking through
Patrick street, at half<paat 10 o'clook, aud ome of
them observed his coat to be on fire. This garment
be threw off in a most hasty manner, and after
baviog thus deposited it in Cook-street, quickly dis-
appeated. The crowd which immediately collected
about the blaze witk which the coat was enveloped,
were at first ratker pervous, end eeeicg that it
burped away with a bright and, in fact, a glariog
lighs, witbont givisg at all any indications of a
violent explosion, saveral persons poked the buraing
coat inquisitively with their sticks. The rceult of
thie was the discovery of another bottle in one of the
pocketa—a diacovery which was anumounced by
excited voices, nnd which was immediately followed-
by a fizzing kind of explosion ~just such a ons as
would be produced by throwing a small quantity of
loose gunpowder into a fire. The crowd hastily re-
treated, and the policemsn or two who were present
and who also certainly poked the coat, retreated too,
and were seen no more. hether the matter which
cansed all this excitement waa really the real Greek
fire or nol we cannot say. Some.persons present
examioed fragments of the bottlea, and had their
fingers cavered with what appeared to be the light
prodauced by the phosphorus of common lucifer
matches: Oertainly, whatever wa8 in the bottles
burned most brightly for about twenty minntes,
during which the excitement fluctuated according to
the probability or improbability of an explosion,
which we are glad to-sey, did not occur to anmy

Train would seem to have been of late s prominent
gympsthizer with the Fenian canss in the United
States; and American papers countainiog'lectores ’
by bim in his customary manner, were received at
the Irish newspaper offices on Satarday (by the
Scotia), baving a fly-sheet inclosed, beaded *OClear
the line —Train is coming !’ and oontsining political
epigrams and other rhapsodies more puraly American
than American Irish, An American journal thus
forwarded had the report of a lecture by Train in
aid ot a fund for the familieg of American oitizens in
Britisk prisons, the success of which with the Irish
populace i8 glowiogly described. The audience,
cheered Train repeatedly, especially when he de
nounced Gen Granvs candidature for the Presidency
and talked of fighting England. The reeeption ia
attrituted entirely to the credit of the brave men in
Eoglish prisons, and the ‘noble Warren whose
family he apoke for.! Hs is reported to have con-
tinued : * The time for talk bas paesed ; no more lorg
letters, no more deapatches, no more sixty days, no

OarroriclsM 18 Grapar Bmitain.—The Catholic
Directory for 1868 just iraued permissu superiorum
gives some details in reference to the presert pusition
of the Roman Oathclic Church in Great Britain,
There appears to be & considerable increase in the
Catbholio clergy, oburches, chavels, coaveats, and
monasteries since last yesr. The total number of
Qatholic bishops in the same - namely, one arch.
bishop atd 12 bishops (besides three retired bishops)
io Eugland, and four bishops in Scotland. The
number of priests in Gireat Britain amounts to 1,639,
againgt 1,608 1ast year; the number of churches and
chapels is 1,283, against 1,20 when the laet Direclory
was publisbed. The convents of wowmen are now
227 in nomber, whereas last year they were 220, and
the monasteries wumber 67, against 63 last year.
Total increass, 31 priests, 76 cburches and chapels,
seven convents of women, and four monasteriea of
men. Of the 76 churches avd chapels, which are
more this year than last, about a dozen are private
chapels of convente and of variona individuals, Of
the four increase in the pumber of moun«steries, three
are merely houses in which two or three of the regrlar
clergy dwell together for missionary work ; the
fourth is the new Downinican priory at Haverstock
hill In the convents, or religious houses of women
the increase has been very yreat during the lass few
yeara, but it has been altogether, or with very few
exceptiona, among the noncloiatered or active orders,
auch aa Sisters of Oharity, Sisters of Mercy, aud the
like. The cloistered or contemplative orders hardly
seem to increase st all, or very slightly, in this
country.

Of the 227 convents npwards
of 200 are for the edacation of girls, either rich, poor,

by deolare as follows :—1, That aa loyal euhjects of
Her Mejesty the Queen we are most anxisus to uphold
aod defend the institutions of the country ; 2, that it
i3 our desire above all things s good and loyal citi-
zena ¢o live in peace and harmony with our fellow
townamen ; 3, that we dealre to expreas our detesta-
tion and condemnation of tke crimes committed at
Clerkeowell and elsewhere, whoever may have com-
mitted them, or for whatever end or object they may
have been committed ; 4, that as Oatholics we hold in
utter abhorrence all secret gosieties forbidden by the
QOatbolic Qharch, and that, Fenianism being such a
secret society, we wish bereby to aeclare our ungqua-
lified condemnation and abhorrence of ita principles ;
5, that should any disturbances arise or be appre-
hended witbin this Cistrict wa hereby offer our ser-
vices to the civil autborities *o do our best to support
toe preservation of the public peace.’

away, snd his uohappy wife was presently informed -
that she wae a prisoner in the madhouse. Forelght
long years this lady was kept shut up from her family
and the world, and allowed to gee no visitor. Her -
huaband paid $1,000 per annum to the superintend- -
ent of the agylum, whica sum appeara to have been «
sufficient to induce to induce him to become a party-
to this detestable outrage. Fioally, another patient
of the asylum, wao had really been insane but who
had regained her reason, was liberated from its walls
and found means to communioate with the frietds:
of the banker’s wite, and inform them that their relas-
tire, whom for eight years they had mourped as a..
raving maniac, was, and alwaya bad been fo the par-
fect possession of her eenses. H-r release was-
speedily effssted ; but the circumstances of her un-
lawfal detention Yeooming known, attention waa -
direoted te the asylum, and such fearful stories were-
told of it that the Legislature ordered a thorongh
inveatigation of its management to be made, whieh -
resulted in this disclosure of all the horrors that the -
brain of any novelist could imagine.

That there, where in the recollection of the
writer, the black man roamed almost undisputed
master of the land, and where the white man bad
to look well to the condition of his arme, there
aow stands a City compared with which Mont-
resl is but a second or third rate affair ; with a
population which m a few years will rival that of
the largest cities m the U. States; which could
buy ail Great Britain’s North American posses-
sions for a puhlic park, were they worth the pur-
chasing, aud not thiek much of 1t either ; whose
intelligence and wealth is indicated by the fact
that its daily press in every material respect 13
the equal of ihat of London—(the Melbcurne
Daily Argus, one only of its many daily papers
is the exact fucsimile of (Le London Z%mes,
and as well crowded with advertisements)—that
these things should have taken place within the
short period of httle more than thirty one years
since the first lot of land where now atands the
city of Melbourne, was sold, 13 indeed one of the
wonders of the age we live in : and is a standing
answer.to those who look to forms of govern
ment, and political nstitutions as the source of,
or even as an important factor 1n, the pheno-
menon we call material progress. If a country
or Colony has within 1t the real elements of this
progress, and if its government will but leave it
tlone, neither aiding nor obstructing, but strictly
adhering to the golden rule of laissez faire, it
eannot but go a-head. Leave 1t alone, and as
with small-pox,its prosperity will break out ol
itself.  Goveroment has done nothing for the
development of the resources of Austraha.—
These have been developed, not only without the
sid of Government,-but almost in spite of it,—
The resources of a country, that has resources
worth developing, need no government protec-
tion, no fostering patronage: but will develop
themselves most safely and mast effectually when
lefr to take care of themselves,

The resources of Australia are its mild chmate
where winter is unkoown, 1t boundless pasturee,
its fertile so1l, mch  too in all precious minerals,
and alove all in coal ; and that alone whick re-
tards its progress is the expanse of ocean which
must be traversed to reach its shores. It all the
bungry millions of Europe and of North America
were to be thrown on its coasts, it could find focd
and labor for them ail: and the sole complaint

in the Times adds © the most respectful coosi
deration from her employer, or she would at once
transfer ber patranage elsewhere.”

At the same time the cost of tiving is low.—
A working' man, says the Times ¢ can easily
maintain himself, wife, and three or four childreo
upon 25 shiliings,” (less than eix collars and a
balt )— a week, and save mone5* out of the
lowest scale of wages, to wit pine dollarsa week.
Provisions of all kinds, neef and mutton of the
best quality, flour and grain, are almost a Jrug
n the market. Of the best meat, the wholesale
price is a penny a pound, and ¥ prime joints come
to our table at two pence a pound”—so tkat the
poorest man can st dowa three times a day to bus
beef-steak, or roast feg of tnutton: nor-is this
superabundance of tood likely to meet with any
check for a long time, so great 1s the supply. —
We are told tha’ 1 one district alone, ‘the mere
annual-increase of sheep alone, is. ¥ Two Millions
i excess of the Tocal demand :”” aad of the rapi¢
increase of cereals—the same writer says,  the
excessive sunplies of gramn and flour under the
operation. of our Land Act, must find market-
beyond our own shores, or many of our corp
fields must be turned wto pasture land.” Thiss
the one material grievance of these Southere
Colonies—a pletbora of produce ; and land 1s
allowed to drop out of cultivation,’ not because
as here, it 1s exbausted, and yields no longer a
remugerative crop, but because of the very exu—
berance of the soil, and because the supply of
food far outstraps the demand.

Que otker evil there 13 even at the antipodes,
and that i1s Orangesm. That wile plant has
taken root even there, and brings forth, as every
where, else its deadly fruit.  So en the oceasion
of the Duke of Edinburgh's visit to Mel
bourne, we learn that tte Orangemen of that
city tried to imitate the example of their King
ston bretbren when the Prince of Wales visited
Canada. Insulting transparencies were set 1p
10 the streets by the Orangemen ot Melbourae,
and this of course pravoked a rosw, in the course
of which® blood was shed, and some lives were
lost. To short Orangemen s Austrulia are just
what (hey are at Belfast or 1n Toronte.

We cite the above facts as an argument
against the theories of the Rouges, the Annexa-
tionists, and the Montreal Witness to tbe effect
that the destitution 1n Lower Caoada, 2ad con-
1 quent emigration, are the resulis of bad laws,
or could in any wise be mitigated by a
ebange in our political condition, or by
annexation {o the United States. We live
in all important respects uoder precisely the
same political conditions as do our fellow subjects
1 the Australasian Colonies: and any differences
in our material conditions are the resulta of our
climatic differences, Had we the same mild
climate, the same rich soil, the same extent of
pastures, and constant access to the sea, the
highway of nations, we shocld certainly have no
cause to envy anything in their material pros-
perity.

Regolved, ‘That the Members of the Legiciative
Assemb'y of this Provinca, elected in 1863 simply to
Jegi:1ate under the Constitution had no authority to
make or conseut to acy materi.] change of such
Cona:it1tion without firat submitting the same to the
prople at the polls. .

1 That the resolution of the teath of April, which
preceded *he ensctment of the British North Amer-
ica Act, ig o8 follows. ¢ Whereas it i8 the opinion of
{his House, i is desirable that a Confederation of the
British North America Provioce should tanke place.
Res)lved therefore, tbat His Excellency the Lieut.
Goverpor be authorised to appoint delegates to ar-
range with the Imperisl Governmeat a scheme of
union which will efiectunlly ensure & just provision
for the rights and icteests of this province; each
to tave an equal voice in such delegation. Uppor
and Lower Osnada being for thls purposs consi-
dered as ceparate proviuces.! This was tke only
suthority possessed by the delegates who procured
the enactment of the act of the Ualon of Canads,
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick,

¢ That even if the Houge of Asgembly had the Con~
stitational power to suthorise enoh delegation,
whioh i8 by 20 meons admitted, the foregoing resola-
tion did not empower the delegatea to arrange a
foderal Union of Osnads, Nova Scotia, and Now
Brunawick witbout including in such Confederation
tae coloniag of Newfonndland srd Prince Edward
Island. ‘

‘Tgnt no delegates from the two last named
colonies having attended and an unequal number
from each of the othera being present, the delegation
wag illegally conaituted and had noe authorily to act
under the said resoluticn, which expresely 1equired
ecah of the colopies to be represented by an equal
namber of delegates. . L.

' That the delegates did not ensnre ant provision
for the rizhts and interests of this Provinea aa they
wore by tho exoress terms of such ‘resnlut:on bound
to do fn arranging & acheme of Union ; but, on the
contrary they entirely dieregarded their rights and
iaterests, and the schems by tbem consemted to,
would, if finally confirmed, deprive the peopls of
this Provinge of tbeir rights, liberty, and indepen-
dence, rob them of their revenues, take from them
the regulation of their trade, commerce, and taxes
the manngement of their railways and otber putlhc
property ; expogse them to the nbitrary and excessive
taxation by & Legislature over which they can have
o setaal control, nnd reduce this free, happy, and
selt governed Prosince 4o the degrading condition of
2 dependency of Ounada.

t1hat no fupdamentsl or materinl change of the
Qonstitution of the Province can be made in any
other copstitutional manzer than by a statate of the
legislature, sauctioned by the paople, tter thesub-
Jject matter of thosame haa been refused ro them at
the polla,—1tke leglelature of a Colonial dependency
having no powsetor suthority imptied from their re-
lation to tha people aa their legislative representa-
tives to overthrow the Qonstitution under which they
were elected and appointed.

*That the scheme of confederating Qanade, New
Bruoewick, nud Nova Scotis was pever submitted to
the peaple of the provioce at the polls befors the
18th day of September last, upwarda of two-and a-
half months after the British North America Aot wag,
'by tbe Queen’s proclamation, declared to ba in force,
whon the people ware thereby informedthat they had
been subjested, without their cousent, to the sbanlute
-dominion of more papulous aud more powerful Colo-
nies, and bad Iost theic liberty. .

* Ttat there being no statate of the Provincial
‘Legislatore confirmiog or rat fying the British North
Americh Act, and the sama never having been con.
‘Rented to_or antborizad by the people at the polls,
por the -consent of this Province in 80y other manner
testified, the preamble of the act reciting that the Pro-
‘vice had expressed a desire tobe confederated with
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Qaonda and New Biudawick fs"¢ntide. and whed 1be:
Queen and the Imperial Legisiature were led to be-
lieve that this Provinse bad expressed euch:a desire,
a'fraud and impogition were practice.upon them,.
. " That the truth of the. preamble of ibe British
North America Act, reciting the desire of Nova Sentia
to ba confederated is essentinl to the coustirutionality
of tbe atatute, and .if the same is fulse the statute
cangot ba randered constiturjonal by agsumiog s troe
sbe condition which is indispecsable to ita constiw
tionality .

' That from the time the schems of Confederation
wis firgt, deviged in Ganada until it wa3 consummated

the loyal people of this Province, fully consrious of
their rights as Britlab subjs ta, eet an egtimable valne
upon their freg ingtitutivns, and will no’ willinsly
consent to the invasiun of those rights or to be sub-
jected to tha Dominion of apy other power then that
of their lawful and beloved Queen,

¢ Thrt the colonied were political'y allied to esch
other by their common relationchip 10 the Queen and
ber Empice ina more peacesble and lrss dargerons
connection than under any eche me of Colonial Con-
feqeration that cou'd be declsred even on the fairest,
wiaest, and most juaicions principles. .

That the people of Nova Saotia do not impute to

Her Msjg'y vhe Queen.and her Government sny in-|

tentional ipjustice, &3 they are well aware that frand
and deception were practised upnn them by thoss who
misrepresented tbe pabiicsentiwmeat of this country,
aod who, for rensons wo will not venture to describe,
desired tbat Confederation might be forced upon thia
Province without the cougsent end against the wili of
the people.

¢ Th.t av bumble nddvess be presented to the
Queen, embodying the cubatnnces of the furezoing re
solations, juformiog Her Mujeaty that ber loval people
of Nova Scotia do oot desire to be in at y mrnner con-
federated with Canadn, and prayiog Her Mujesty to
revoke her proclamation apd to cause the Biitigh
North America act to barepea'ed as far as it regards
to the Province of Nova Scotia.’

Tee FserLive 1N Niw BRUNIWICK.—We ges no
reason to doubt that the Provinces ot British America
ought to be united or that the pecple cannot be
governed ag economically ag if the Unjon had not
taken place ; whils it produca great and usefu
public works, develope national life znd elerate the
people intellectuaily and moraliy. The only matters
which pow caat a dnmper on these bright prospects
are the expenses of the Gocernment, Legislature und
the public offices ; the incressed burden cf tixstion,
a8 regards the Maritima Provinces, and mast of nll
the mannper in which the new taxes aro made to fall
they are increased to a Iurge extent on the common
necestaries of 1i'e ncd are Jesseced on fusnries ard
other articleswhich conld at lest bear rome tsxntion
It i3 very unfortunate thar such eheu'd be the case
at any time, and most of all wheg this fact i3 fitted
to repel Prince Edward [aland, Newfouad'and 2od
NovaScot'a.

THE ENGLI3H ZOUAVES AT MENTANA,
1 Pro Sede Petri

The story of two British subjerts wounded at
Hentapa remaine still to be told.

Alfred Laroqne, a vative of Moatreal in Canads,
bad fiviched bhis coorse at Stonyhurst some zever
months rgo, when beediess of tbe bright prdspee*s
the wealth apd inflience of his family gave him
reasonable hepes to lcok forward to, the stroag desire
took him to come t0 the aid of the Church, ee the
hour of her need drew nigh. Ewmulating the gener-
osity of 50 many of rank and fortune, he hesitated
not lo enlist like them ag 2 private in the Zouaves;
but his weak bealth unfitting bim for the arduons
duty, the terms of his enlistment bad clmost run ont
and ke was about to return to his pative country
when the 1 at decisive battle ealled for proof of bis
valour, and there were added to the duily sacrifices
of cearly siz monthe, wounds that will be rewarded
heresfier. He went out.prepared with gladness on
Sundey November 3, and rejoiced rs he neared the
enemy, He soon was drawn into the thickest part
of the engacement, between Vigna Santucei and
Mestana, He bad been fightiog for t=o bours, and
wag ciarging up the deep narrow lane leading to a
small eminence where the Garibaldiang were in
position, when 4 ball from the enemy entered his
upper lip, pasied along the gam, and broke the jaw.
it lodging in on the left. He otill went on with his
compnny amid the smoke and roar of thunder, when
the Freoch having apened fire betiind, one of their
stray balis (oot Cbatsepot) entered uodor bia right
ehoulder, and shatterel the elavicle ca .1 went ont
abova, This must bave been fired from below where
the Frerch soldiers followed, und ali the doctors
now agree that the wouad is from one of their balis.
This brought bim to tke grouad, but as 8100 as he
recovered from the shock, be trird to rise ng iio,
though tbe firicg areand was terrific. But a good
French soldier near told him it was useless to get up
and to lise down flat or be wonld be shot vrohably
ngain; and sayiog this he stopped, apd taking his
handkerchief, bound it ur der the chin to sapport 1ha
bleeding jaw. But the deed of charity wus searcsly
done, wheu a ghot trom the enemy siretched LWim on
tbe ground beside him, anad the ngopies bo endnred
o fow moments befors ho dled were go great, that he
called upoa Lerogue to shoot him.
