A carrier leaves 1__ontreal
on Monday evening for Swanton,
Yt., where he waits for the Ujnited
States mail and returns on Satur-
day night with the lateat mail from,Boston. The mails fromn England
usually come by this route. Hie has
a salary of 126 pounds per annum.
Prom the commencement of the pre-

bas been opened fromt Montreal toKingston. The distance is 200 miles.
The courier goes once a fortnight
and has a salary of 100 pounds.
