moved, seconded by the Honourable Sir Hector L. Langevin, that Joseph Aldrio 
Ouimet, Esquire, Member representing the Electoral District of Laval, do take the 
Chair of this House as Speaker, which was agreed to unanimously.

And the Clerk having declared Mr. Ouimet duly elected, he was conducted to 
the Chair by Sir John A. Macdonald and Sir Hector L. Langevin, when he returned 
his acknowledgments to The House in the following words :—

I beg leave to tender to this House my sincere thanks for the high honor it 
has conferred upon me in electing me to be its Speaker. It will be my earnest

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endeavour to deserve the confidence you have reposed on me, and to discharge the 
important duties that devolve upon me with firmness and impartiality. I know how 
ill-fitted I am for the position compared with others, but I trust in the co-operation 
of honourable gentlemen on both sides in maintaining our rules and usages, and in 
preserving the dignity and freedom of debate according to well-established custom 
then the Mace was laid upon the Table.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

It is my pleasing duty, on the opening of a new Parliament, to congratulate"you 
on the general prosperity of the country and on the prospect of a coming season of 
peace and progress. *



You will I am sure, gladly join with the rest of the loyal subjects of the Queen 
in offering Her Majesty your sincere congratulations on Her having reached the 
fiftieth anniversary of Her accession to the Throne, and in giving expression to an 
earnest hope that she may be long spared to reign over Her vast Dominions.

The prominent position taken by Canada at the Colonial and Indian exhibition 
recently held in London has made the Dominion more widely and favourably known 
than before, and will, I have no doubt, contribute largely to its material progress by
calling attention to the advantages offered by our country to the agriculturist, and
by attracting the capital necessary for the development of its great natural resources.

Negotiations between Her Majesty’s Government and that of the United States 
on the Fishery Question, with respect to which my Government has been fully .

Enough progress has been made in this section of the Library to warrant the 
reprinting ef the American and Canadian Catalogue. It was first published long 
before the union of the British North American Provinces, and contains reference 

particularly to works relating to the then Province of Canada. Since the date 
of its issue, 1857, the additions to that section of the Library have been so large that 
the Catalogue has become practically useless. Moreover this Catalogue, as it stands 
in the Library with the additions, does not contain the titles of the numerous pamph­
lets that have been published during the interval, in the classes where they should be 
found ; it having been decided at the outset to keep in the Library a list, only, of 
these publications. Time, and the large number of pamphlets, have shown that it 
would be preferable to classify them along with larger works.

The publication of a new edition of the American Catalogue, or of the Canadian 
section only, would be very useful to Members of Parliament, besides supplying to 
writers of biography and history valuable data on Canadian bibliography.

It is much to be desired that Members of Parliament would not 
seek to extend the number of persons privileged to obtain books from the Library, a 
number already too large ; and that in returning books during the Session, messen­
gers and pages should be instructed to see that the books are duly credited to the 
Member returning them. The neglect of this necessary precaution causes frequent 
misunderstanding.

The Catalogue of the accessions to the Library during the past year will be 
found to be an improved subject and author Catalogue. It will be distributed imme­
diately to Members, bound, according to the order of the Printing Committee 
(obtained by the Librarians last Session) in such a manner as will enable Members to 
readily distinguish it from the blue books. Particular attention is directed to the list 
of donations and of pamphlet volumes, &o.

The Librarians have to acknowledge with much pleasure the gift of a bust of the 
Duke of Newcastle, formerly Colonial Secretary, presented to the Library by the 
Right Honourable Sir John Macdonald. This bust, the work of a distinguished 
Sculptor, has been duly placed in the Library and forms a valuable addition to the 
Statuary by which the Library is adorned.

The Librarians have also to acknowledge the receipt from the British Govern­
ment of the numerous, costly and most valuable reports of the Challenger Expedition 
which were sent to the Library on the application of the Honourable the Secretary 
of State, through the High Commissioner in London. These reports have been care­
fully indexed, and their eontents swell the Scientific Section of the Catalogue of 
additions.

The Librarians have also to acknowledge the great courtesy of the Honourable 
the Secretary of State at Washington in promising for the use of the Library, the 
extensive and valuable records of the late Civil War, which are in course of publi­
cation. The great courtesy of the United States Government and of the various 
States in supplying the Library with reports that are asked for, makes us regret that 
we have so little to offer them in return.

Among the donations of the year is one from Hon. Mr. Haythorne, of the 
Senate, a member of the Library Committee, consisting of a valuable collection of 
the Laws of Prince Edward Island from the earliest period of the Island’s legislative 
history. An example so well set may well be recommended to those gentlemen 
who, having passed many years in public life, have accumulated large stores of 
valuable public documents and pamphlets, for which the only permanent place of 
deposit for useful purposes is the Parliamentary Library.

The number of books added to the Library during the past two years 
is estimated to be about 9,500 volumes, making the total number of volumes 
120,694.

the Act which more directly indicate your duties and those of your deputies and 
other officers, in the conduct of the approaching election in your district.

The pamphlet also contains the Act 45 Vic., chap. 3, which amends the above 
Acts, and also provides that the sum of two hundred dollars shall be deposited with 
the nomination paper.

I also send herewith a pamphlet containing the “ Electoral Franchise Act,” 
which amends the above Acts, and declares, among other things, who shall have the 
right to vote, and how you shall obtain copies of the lists of voters for yourself and 
your deputies ; and also the “Franchise Act of 1888,” amending the same, the 
Schedule to which latter Act contains the forms of oaths to be administered to voters 
in certain cases.

I have respectfully to request your careful consideration and perusal of the 
above Acts, so that the election, and all the proceedings thereat, may be carried out, 
in every respect, strictly in accordance therewith.

You will send me by mail and registered, with your return, the Writ of Election, 
Eeport of Proceedings, Ballot Papers, Statements, Proclamations, Voters’ Lists, 
Poll-Books, Oaths and Certificates, of all and every officer or person employed at or 
concerned in and about the election, and all other documents used or required at the 
election, carefully and securely wrapped, so that none may become detached, injured 
or lost.

You will direct your deputies to be careful to wrap the different ballot-papers in 
separate parcels and endorsed, as provided by Section 55 of the Consolidated Act, and 
then re-enclose them in an outer wrapper with the voters’ lists, poll-books and other 
documents, so as to form one parcel, on the outside of which must also be written, in 
legible characters, the name and number of the polling station, the name of the 
electoral district, and the date of the election.

You will also enclose the ballot-papers of the different polling places which you 
receive from your deputies, similarly endorsed, and then re-enclose them with the 
voters’ lists, poll-books, and other documents, so as to form one parcel, with the name 
of the electoral district and the date of the election legibly endorsed thereon.

Bight Petitions were brought up, and laid on the Table.
The following Petitions were read and received :—
Of Charles McRae and others ; praying for an Act of Incorporation under the 

name of “ The Teeswater and Inverhuron Railway Company.”
Of the Municipal Council of the Township of Dawn; praying that an Export 

Duty may not be imposed on Elm Logs and Bolts.
Of the Saskatchewan and Western Railway Company; praying for the passing 

of an Act empowering them to extend their line of Railway, and for other amend­
ments to their Act of Incorporation.

Of the Manitoba and North Western Railway Company of Canada; praying for 
the passing of an Act authorizing and confirming a lease of the Saskatchewan and 
Western Railway to them, and for other purposes.

Of the Winnipeg and Hudson’s Bay Railway and Steamship Company ; praying 
for the passing of an Act to consolidate and amend the several Acts relating thereto, 
and for other purposes.

District.

Adam Hudspeth, Esq., Member to represent the Electoral Distiict of the South 
Riding of the County of Victoria, Ontario, having previously taken the Oath accord- 
ing to Law, and subscribed the Roll containing the same, took his seat in The 
House.

Sir Charles Tupper presented,—Return to an Order of The House of the 2nd 
instant, for a Return of Receipts and Expenditures to date of 1st May in the years
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1886 and 188*7, respectively, together with estimates of each year. Also, memoran­
dum of interest to be paid on the 1st of May.

Mr. Foster presented, —Return to an Order of the House of the 27th ult., for a 
Return showing how many trips were made by the steamer “ Neptune,” last winter, 
from Prince Edward Island to the mainland, the date of each trip, and the amount 
paid for said service, also the number of passengers.

And,—Return to an Order of the House of the 27th ult., for a Return showing 
the date at which the steamer “ Northern Light ” commenced running between 
Prince Edward Island and Pictou, in the Fall of 1886, how many trips were made by 
the said steamer, the date of each trip up to 15th April, instant, with number of 
passengers.

were appropriated, were referred to the Select Stan ling Committee on Public 
Accounts.

On motion of Mr. Blake, an Order of The House was issued to the proper officer 
for copies of all petitions, memorials, correspondence, orders and reports, whether 
made by the Resident hlogineer or by Mr. Page, in connection with the bridge across 
the Welland Canal, at Welland, lately removed, and the construction of a new bridge 
in lieu thereof.

On motion of Mr. Charlton, it was Resolved, That the practice now in force 
requiring the withholding of Blue Books and Departmental Reports till the a-semb
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ling of Parliament—results in the suppression, often for periods of many months, of 
information relating to public affairs which the public interests require should be
promptly made public. , „ . ,

That the Blue Books and Departmental Reports for each fiscal or calendar year 
should in future be made public as soon as practicable after the same are prepared, 
and that no unnecessary delay should be permitted to interfere with the issuing of

That the Finance Department cause to be inserted in the Canada Gazette 
close of each month a statement of revenue and expenditure for the month, and also 
for the expired portion of the fiscal year, distinguishing between expenditure upon 
capital account and expenditure on account of Consolidated Fund, and giving state­
ment of gross debt and net debt.

That the Customs Department cause to be inserted in the Canada Gazette at the 
close of each month a statement of exports, of imports, of immigration and of navi­
gation for the month, and also for the expired portion of the fiscal year.

That the Department of Railways cause to be inserted in the Canada Gazette 
each week a statement showing the gross and the net earnings of each of the gov­
ernment railways for the preceding week, and also for the expired portion of the 
fiscal year.

Mr. Fisher moved, That the following Standing Order of this House be rescinded, 
namely : That this House do elect a Chairman of Committees of this House at the 
commencement of every Parliament, as soon as an Address has been agreed to in 
answer to His Excellency’s Speech ; and that the Member so elected do, if in his

poses; of the Canada Permanent Loan and Savings Company, for power to extend 
their business, and for other purposes; and of the British Canadian Loan a,nd Invest­
ment Company (Limited), for an extension of their corporate powers, and for other 
purposes.

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The Committee have also examined the following Petitions, viz. :—Of John 
Carter and others, for an Act authorizing them to construct a line of Bailway from 
the City of Kingston to the Town of Smith’s Falls and thence to the City of Ottawa ; 
of S. M. Brookfield and others, for an Act of Incorporation under the name of the 
Eastern Canada Savings and Loan Company (Limited); of the Nova Scotia Per­
manent Benefit Building Society and Savings Fund, for power to transact business 
in Provinces other than Nova Scotia; and of the Temiscouata Bailway Company, for 
an Act to confirm and amend the charter of the Company ;—and find that the Notices 
given thereon are short in point of time, but as they will be fully matured before 
the Bills based on the Petitions will be considered in Committee, the Committee 
recommend that they be considered sufficient.

The Committee have also examined the Petition cf W. C. Van Horne, William

Officer having held that George G. King, Esq., had not been duly nominated as a 
candidate at the said election.

That the question raised as to the holding of the said Beturning Officer as 
respects the candidature of the said George G. King is one cognizable by the Supreme 
Court in the Province of New Brunswick under the provisions of the Contested 
Elections Act, and that no objection has been made as to the qualification or eligi­
bility of the said George F. Baird to sit in the House of Commons if he be duly 
elected for the said Electoral District.

Resolved, That in the opinion of this Committee the House ought not to declare

On Monday, Feb. 28, the Clerk of the Crown was ordered to attend with the 

poll books, and it appearing Francis Hincks had 813 votes and Peter Carroll 478 
votes, the House resolved,

That a d ue regard for the rights of electors and for the privileges of this House 
requires that the said return should bo amended according to the facts apparent upon 
the said poll books.

The House ordered the return to be amended, which was done, aud the Hon. 
Mr. Hincks took his seat accordingly.—(Legislative Journals of Canada, 1848, p. 10 )

THE BEAUHARNOIS CASE.

That it appears by the return of the Eeturning Officer appointed to preside at 
the last election of a member for the County of Beauharnois and the poll-book trans­
mitted with the said return that at the close of the poll Jacob Dewitt, Esq., had a 
majority of votes, and that he ought to have been returned as representative and had 
a right to take his seat, saving, however, to all candidates and electors their right of 
contesting the said election if they think proper, in such manner as may by law and 
justice appertain and according to the usages of Parliament.

The return was ordered to be amended, and was accordingly amended, and Mr. 
Dewitt took his seat.

THE KENT CASE.

In the County of Kent election, held the llth March, 1848, the Eeturning Offi­
cer made a special return that Mr. Malcolm Cameron’s qualification having been 
challenged, he was doubtful if ho was elected, and did not declare and return him as 
duly elected. The House, upon production of the poll books, and it appearing 
there that 1079 votes were recorded for Malcolm Cameron and 540 for Hon. John 
Hilyard Cameron, declared that Malcolm Cameron ought to have bscn returned as the 
representative, and ordered the Clerk of the Crown to attend and amend the return 
by stating Malcolm Cameron was duly elected to represent the said County of Kent.

To all candidates and electors wore saved their right of contesting the said 
election, if they thought proper, in such manner as may appertain in law and justice 
according to the usage of Parliament.—Journal Upper Canada, 1848, p. 14.

CANADIAN STATUTE, 14-15 VIC., CIIAP. I. 2 (a).
In 1851 the Canadian Parliament adopted the phraseology of the Imperial Act

A majority of the 
Commiitee reported that Eobertson was at the time of h s election a member of 
the House of Assembly of Prince Edward Island, and therefore di-qualified to be a 
member of the House of Commons, that according to the express teiins of the 2nd 
section of the Dominion Act of 1872 the majority of votes given Eobertson were 
thrown away, that it was the duty of the Eeturning Officer to return Macdonald as 
the duly elected member, and that the return be amended accordingly. When the 
report came before the House, after a number of amendments which were negatived, 
the report was finally concurred in and Mr. Macdonald declared elected.—Journals, 
1883, 1. Hansard, 1883, Feb. 19th, March 1st and 9th, and April 25th.

“ sale by the Company of its assets to any other such Company or Society, or for the 
“ purchase and acquisition by the Company of the assets of any of such Company

Sir—In obedience to the Order of the House of Commons of yesterday, respect- 
ing the gazetting by me of the .Returns of the last Dominion (rénovai mention, ->cg 
to say that when the returns first began to reach me, they came in slowly, ard 1 
endeavoured, as far as possible, and did, gazette them in the order in which 1 received 
them ; but afterwards they came in so fast, by every mail, some mails over thirty 
letters, and as many large bundles of papers, some of them being in size about two 
feet square, in addition to others, which, instead of being sent by mail, as the law 
requires, were sent by express in large boxes, all of which, before 1 could gazette the 
Member elected, required to be arranged and assorted, and the letters, returns and 
reports of proceedings contained in them examined and read, many of the latter being
lengthy and in different handwriting. ... c.

It frequently occurred, abo, that after opening and examining large piles of 
papers, oaths, statements ami certificates of the various officers employed at the 
election, nomination papers and numerous other documents, that the return, or form 
S required by the Dominion Elections Act, to enable me to gazette the Member 
elected, was wanting, and which, in some instances, would arrive several days later 
and in others would not reach me till I had written to the Belurning Officers to send 
it, after waiting a considerable time, in the hope that they would do as others had
done—send it later, without being written to for it. ,

Again, many of the Returning Officers, instead of sending the YV rit, Be turn and 
Beport of Proceedings in a separate envelope, put them in the large bundle of papers, 
together with the oaths, statements and certificates of all the various election officers 
reports of proceedings, nomination papers, accounts, ballot papers, voters an(i 
revisors’ lists, all mixed together in one confused heap, all of which had to be care­
fully assorted, examined and read before 1 could gazetlodhe Member returned.

Owing to the quantity of letters and largo bundles of election papers which 
reached me by every mail, and which I was consequently unable to assort and 
examine before the arrival of an additional batch by the following mail, it neces­
sarily happened, from both want of time and space, that those which came last were 
put on the top of the others, and were in consequence, in many instances, gazetted 
before those which were underneath, and which had previously arrived.

In the midst of all the above work it must not be forgotten that I had, in addi­
tion thereto, the ordinary duties of my office to perform.

I lost no time in gazetting the Members, as fast as the necessary returns and 
papers from the Beturning Officers reached me and enabled me to do so. In this 
connection allusion may be made to the difference, in point of numbers, of the party 
complexion of the Members elected.

During that long interval of nearly 100 years we have not found any 
where the minority candidate was returned, nor a single precedent for action by the 
House of Commons independent of its Committee, in any matter relating to contro­
verted elections or returns.

Since 1868, however, when the jurisdiction of the courts over such matters com­
menced, three cases at least have occurred in which the House assumed and exer- 
cised a jurisdiction concurrent with that of the legal tribunals.

favourable consideration the advisability of granting such aid to the Brantford, 
Waterloo and Lake Brie Bailway Company as will enable them to construct their 
proposed branch or branches.

Of James Neely and others, of the Village of Kirkton ; and of D. W. Dnlmage 
and others, of the Village of Kirkton and vicinity, all of the County of Perth, 
Ontario; severally praying that the Bill now before Parliament to amend the Act 
to incorporate the Brantford, Waterloo and Lake Erie Kailway Company, may 
become law.

Mr. Wood (Brockville), from the Select Standing Committee on Standing

The Committee have also examined the Petitions of Edward King Dodds and 
others, for an Act of Incorporation under the name of the Canadian Horse Insurance 
Company ; of the Winnipeg and Hudson’s Bay Railway and Steamship Company,
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for an Act to consolidate and amend the several Acts relating to the Company, and 
to extend its Railway from Winnipeg in a southerly direction to the United States 
-Boundary Line; and of the Edmonton and Saskatchewan Land Company, for an Act 
to authorize the Company to convey its lands to the Shareholders in consideration 
of the surrender of their shares and find that the Notices given thereon are short in 
point of time, but as they will have fully matured before the Bills, based upon these 
Petitions, can be considered by the Committees to which they may be respectively 
referred, the Committee recommends that they be deemed sufficient.

On the Petition of the Pictou Bank, for an Act authorizing them to wind up 
their affairs, Notice has been published for two weeks only, but as a Resolution, 
authorizing the Directors to make application for the said Act, was adopted unani­
mously at the last annual general meeting of the Shareholders, and as it is claimed 
by the promoters that it is in the interests alike of the Shareholders as well as of the 
locality in which the Bank is situated that the proposed measure should become law, 
the Committee recommend that the 51st Rule of the House be suspended in reference 
to this Petition.

On examining the Petition of the South Saskatchewan Valley Railway Company, 
for an Act empowering them to construct their line from Regina in a north-westerly

Ten Petitions were brought up, and laid on the Table.

The following Petitions wore read and received :—
Of the Municipal Council of the Town of Mitchell, County of Perth, and of the 

Municipal Council of the County of Brant, all of Ontario ; severally praying the House 
to take into their favourable consideration the advisability of granting such aid to 
the Brantford, Waterloo and Lake Brie Railway Company as will enable them to 
construct their proposed-branch or branches.

Of the Municipality of Glendale, County of Beautiful Plains ; and of the Munici­
pality of Argyle, County of Rock Lake, all of Manitoba; severally praying that 
fuller powers may be given them for the collection of all current and overdue taxes 
on property held by the Canada North-West Land Company.

Prayers.

Forty-two Petitions were brought up, and laid on the Table.
Sir Hector Langevin, from the Select Standing Committee on Railways, Canals 

and Telegraph Lines, presented the Third Report of the said Committee, which is 
as follows: —

The Committee have had under consideration Bill No. 59, to amend the Act 
incorporating the Alberta and Athabasca Railway Company, and have agreed to 
report the same amended. They have also deemed it advisable to amend the pre­
amble thereof, to make it conform to the provisions contained in the said Bill.

With reference to Bill No. 34, to incorporate the Chinook Belt and Peace 
River Railway Company, which was referred back to the Committee for further 
consideration, the promoters thereof having expressed their intention of not proceed­
ing further with the proposed measure this Session, the Committee recommend that 
the said Bill be withdrawn, and that the fees and charges paid thereon be refunded, 
less the cost of printing and translation.

Mr. Small moved, That at 4:30 Mr. Speaker do leave the Chair and The House 
take recess until 8 P.M., in order to give Members the opportunity of being present 
at, and joining in, the reception to His Excellency the Governor General.

And objection having been taken to the motion, on the ground that no notice 
thereof had been given ;

Mr. Speaker decided,—“ That the objection was well taken, and that the motion 
could not be put.’’

Mr. Bowell presented,—Return to an Order of The House of the 25th ultimo, 
for a Return giving—

1st. The total number of Chinese who have arrived at the different Ports in the 
Dominion, from the 1st of January, 1886, to the 3lst March, 1887, specifying the Ports.

2nd. The amount of duty on head money collected from Chinese during that 
period.

3rd. The amount paid to the Provincial Governments under the Chinese Res­
triction Act during the same period.

4th. The number of Chinese who have entered the Dominion during the same 
period under return certificates, and the Reports (if any) of any Customs Officer 
with reference thereto.

5th. The number of Chinese who have entered the Dominion during the same 
period, as students, men of science, or travellers.

6th. The cost to the Dominion of administering the Chinese Restriction Act for 
the last fiscal year.



Mr. Watson moved, That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair for The House 
to go into Committee of the Whole, to consider the following proposed Reso­
lutions:—

1. That under the terms of Union each of the Provinces of the Dominion as 
existing in 1881, at the time of the confirmation by Parliament of the charter 
granted to the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, had full Legislative authority to 
provide for the construction of local railways running from une point to another 
within the limits of the Province.

2. That by Section 15 of the Charter it is provided as follows, viz.:— For 
u twenty years from tho date hereof, no line of railway shall bo authorized by the 
fi Dominion Parliament to be constructed south of the Canadian Pacific Pail way 
“ from any point at or near the Canadian Pacific Railway, except such line as shall

run south-west or to tho westward of south-west, nor to within 15 miles of latitude 
“ 49° and in the establishment of any new Province in the North-West Territories, 
t( provision shall be made for continuing such prohibition after such establisnmint 
“ until the expiration of said period.”

3. That during the debate in the House of Commons on the Act to confirm the 
charter, objection was taken to the monopoly and limitation proposed to bo created
by the tbo debate jn explanation of its real meaning and effect, and of
the policy of the Government on the subject, and with a view to obviate such objec* 
tion, the Right Hon. Sir John A. Macdonald, then and now First Minister, used the
following language :— _ . . D ..

“ In order to give them a chance we have provided that the Dominion rania- 
“ ment—mind vou, the Dominion Parliament, we cannot check any other Par liament, 
“ we cannot check Ontario, we cannot check Manitoba—shall, for the first ton jours 
“ after the construction ot the road, give their own road, into which they aie pu.- 
11 ting so much money and so much land, a fair chance of existence.

5. That thereafter in the course of the debate, Thomas XV hi to, then a sup-
porter and now a Member of the Government, with tho same object used the follow­
ing language :— , , ,

“ But we are told now that becanse of the fifteen miles there never can bo any 
“ other railway into this country. To what does that apply i simply to the lui- 
“ ritories over which the Dominio Parliament has control. There is nothing o 
“ prevent Manitoba now, if it think proper, granting a charter 
“ boundary line. At this very moment there is a company in
“ to build a railroad from Winnipeg to West Lynn on the boundary, an i after this 
“ agreement is ratified. This provision does not take away from Manitoba a single 
“ right it possesses. In fact this Parliament could not take away those rights. Lt 
“ has the same rights as the other Provinces for the incorporation ot railway com- 
“ panies within the boundary of the Province itself, and there is nothing to prevent 
“ the Province of Manitoba from chartering a railway from Winnipeg to '.he boundary 
“ to connect with any southern railway. The only guarantee which this company 
“ has under the contract, is that the traffic shall not be tapped far west on the 
“ prairie section, thus diverting the traffic away from their lino to a foreign line. 
“ But there is nothing to prevent a railway being built in Manitoba within the fro- 
“ vince that would carry the traffic to any railway that may -tap it from the 
“ American side. That is the position with respect to this matter.”

That the line of the Canadian Pacific Railway has been constructed north of 
Lake Superior.

13. That by an Act passed by the Local Legislature of Manitoba on the 3rd 
June, 1884, entitled “An Act to amend An Act to incorporate the Manitoba Central 
Railway Company and Amending Acts,” power was given to the Manitoba Central 
Railway Company to construct a Railway as follows : “ From the Town of Morris 
southerly to the boundary line of the said Province between the Red River and the

period of office or such permanent infirmity, grant unto such Judge an annuity 
equal to two-thirds of his salary as such Judge, to commence immediately after his 
resignation, and to continue thenceforth during his natural life, and to be payable by 
monthly instalments, and pro rata for any period less than a year, during such con-
tmUa£°^hat the Registrar of the said Court shall be paid an annual salary at the rate 
of $2,000, and that in addition thereto, there shall be payable, out of any moneys 
appropriated by Parliament for the purpose, such salaries to Clerks, Stenographers 
and servants of the Exchequer Court, as the Governor in Council determines.

5. That the provisions of the Civil Service Act and the Civil Service Superannu­
ation Act shall, so far as applicable, extend to the Registrar, Clerks and servants of 
the Exchequer Court at the seat of Government.

6. That as vacancies occur in the office of Official Arbitrators, the Governor 
in Council may appoint Official Referees of the Exchequer Court, not exceeding 
three in number, who shall be paid such fees and travelling allowances as the Governor

7. That any moneys or costs awarded to the Grown by the Exchequer Court shall 
be paid to the Minister of Finance and Receiver General, and that he shall pay, out of 
any unappropriated moneys forming part of the Consolidated Revenue I und of Canada, 
any moneys or costs awarded to any person against the Crown by the said Court.

you, and is the return you made correctly set out on pages 15 and 16 ?—Not having 
the original written instructions and my correspondence with the Clerk of the Crown 
in Chancery and my return, I am unable to say that these are, word for word, copies 
of those returns, etc., but, so far as I am able to recollect, I believe they are of the 
same substance. I believe they are correct, so far as 1 can recollect.

3. Look at No. 9, Votes and Proceedings now shown to you. Is the report of 
the proceedings set out therein on pages 73 to 78, inclusive, signed by your election 
clerk, a correct statement of the proceedings of the election, and are the statements 
on pages 79 and 80, correct copies of the statements of the Returning Officers?—I 
would like to have the originals produced. My answer to the last question will 
about reply to this question also—that so far as I know these are correct copies. I 
believe them to be correct.

4. When were you first informed of the objection as to the deposit, or that it 
would be taken ? By whom, and how long prior to the 5th March ?—The first informa­
tion I got that any objection as to the paying of the deposit was to be made was from 
the newspaper. The 5th March was on Saturday, and it was some time in the begin­
ning of that week that I saw the editorial in the newspaper—the Sun, I think—stat­
ing that the Agent of Mr. Baird was thinking of making objections to the nomination 
paper on account of the deposit being wrongly made.

5. Did you not state at the time of the declaration that you had obtained law 
books from Mr. Currey, and looked into the question ? When did you get the law 
books and look into the question?—I did not state at the day of declaration that I 
had obtained law books from Mr. Currey and looked into the question.

6. Did you obtain law books from Mr. Currey, or any other person, and look into 
the question prior to or on the 5th of March ? If from any other person, from whom ?—

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Am I supposed to answer this question literally ? I do not remember having obtained 
any books from Mr. Currey. I remember of having bought books ever since I was 
five or six years old from other people. I am unable to mention the different parties. 
I did not obtain any books from Mr. Currey prior to 5th March—that is, with respect 
to this question—or from any other person; although—nor on 5th March. I was 
going to say that previous to that time 1 had obtained some ; but it was previous to 
the elections. I had obtained some law reports that he had, but it was previous to 
my being Returning Officer, previous to my being appointed ; but I had no books in 

! relation to this question from him or any other person.
7. Did anyone assist or advise you as to this question of the validity of the 

deposit, prior to or on the 5th of March, and show you any authorities on the subject ? 
If so, who so assisted and advised you ?—Prior to 5th March no one assisted me or

I advised me as to the question of the validity of the deposit, but on the 5th March, 
declaration day, the matter was argued before me by Mr. Currey, agent for Mr. Baird, 
and by Mr. Gregory, agent for Mr. King.

8. What is your occupation ?—I am a teacher by occupation—a public school
! teacher.

9. Were you, at the time of your appointment as Returning Officer, or at any 
time prior, a member of any political association ? If so, how long prior, and in what 
capacity were you therein ?—At the time of my appointment as Returning Officer I

not a member of any politick association, but I was the secretary of the Liberal- 
Conservative Association of Queen’s County prior to my appointment. How long 
before I am not in a position to say, because I cannot remember. I may have been 
within a month. I cannot tell exactly.

10. Did you apply for the position of Returning Officer personally or by letter, 
and to whom ? Were you avare or informed anyone had applied on your behalf 
for the position ? If so, who were you informed had done so?—I applied for 
the position of Returning Officer. I asked a certain prominent political man of 
our county to use his influence to get me the position. I applied to Hugh McLean 
first, and afterwards I applied by letter to Mr. Baird for the position. I was informed 
that Mr. Baird had applied for me.

Did you not state 
to Judge Steadman that it was in consequence of Judge Tuck’s statement, as 
repeated to you by Currey, that you refused to act on recount ?—I have 
the copy of a rule nisi for - a writ of prohibition which was served upon me,



here and I place it in the hands of one of my Counsel, and he may read it here for 
the information of The House, if The House permits. It was not in consequence of 
something that Mr. Currey, the Counsel for Mr. Baird, said-it was not in consequence 
of something said to me by Mr. Currey as to statements made by Judge Tuck, that 1 
refused to act on the recount.

Majesty the Queen, congratulating Her upon the completion of the fiftieth year of 
Her Majesty’s auspicious reign, to which the concurrence of this House was de­
sired and the said Address was read and is as follows :

To The Queen’s Most Excellent Majesty,

Most Gracious Sovereign :

We, Your Majesty’s loyal and dutiful subjects, the Senate 
of Canada in Parliament assembled, beg to offer our sincere congratulations on the 
happy completion of the filtieth year of Your auspicious Reign.

The Supremo Disposer of events has made Your Majesty the Ruler of the failli 
part of the habitable globe. Hundreds ot millions of almost every race and tongue 
are proud to own your sway. But among them all, there is no community that cher­
ishes a more heartfelt attachment to Your Majesty’s person and Throne, than the 
people of the Canadian Dominion.
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Once a colony of" France, won in a struggle not less honourable to the vanquished 
than the victors, it was not long till its fidelity to the Crown was severely tried. How 
it stood the test was known to Your Majesty’s illustrious father, when he honoured 
with his friendship the hero of Chateauguay—the brave DeSalaberry. And when the 
daughter of the Duke of Kent ascended to the Throne, the event was hailed as the 
dawn of an era which should bring to British and French Canada not only prosper­
ity and progress, but the spirit of unity and goodwill. Under the influence of the 
great gift of constitutional self-government, conferred upon Canada in the early 
years of Your Majesty’s reign, the country has made rapid progress. It has shared 
in the general advancement of the last half century, in the wonderful diseoveriesaud 
application of science—the railway, the steamship, the telegraph, and their conquests 
of time and space; the multiplication of manufactures, the expansion of commerce, 
the blessings of legal reform, the diffusion of education, and in the wearing away of 
)rejudices through increased intercourse between man and man. If the Empire’s 
)rogress compares favourably during the last fifty years with that of the world at 
arge, so does the progress of Canada compare favorably with that of the Empire, 

ii'rom a few scattered Provinces, it has become a great Federation, stretching from 
to ocean, and linking by its iron path the European to the Asiatic portions of 

Your Majesty’s domain.
It has been the good fortune of the people of Canada to enjoy, from time to time, 

the honour of the presence and countenance of several members of the Boyal Family, 
and this relationship not only deepened their loyal devotion to the Head of the Bri­
tish Empire, but enhanced their regard for the wife and mother, their veneration for 
the memory of the husband and father.

Our earnest prayer is that He who is the Buler of all nations and the King of 
all Kings, may uphold, direct and preserve Your Majesty for many long years to 
reign over a prosperous and contented people.

On motion of Sir John Macdonald, the said Message and Address were ordered 
to be taken into consideration on Friday next.

The Sub-Committee carefully examined the annual statement of the Parlia­
mentary Printing accounts, and having verified the expenditure, item by item, with 
the receipted accounts and vouchers produced, and finding it correct, have certified to 
the same.

The statement is also in accord with the books in the office of the Auditor Gen­
eral, as certified by him, with the exception of the sum of $389 being credited in the 
one Department to the accounts of 1884-85, and in the other to those of 1885-86.

The accounts are so kept and arranged as to be of easy and satisfactory audit.
The Sub-Committee personally visited and inspected the Distiibution Office and 

' 1^6 store-rooms in connection therewith, and find that more extended accommodation
is immediately required tor the proper and safe performance of the work.

I hey also inspected the vaults where the reserve stock of the Journals and 
Sessional Papers are arranged and classified ready for immediate reference, but all 
the available space being taken up, further classification must cease till more accom­
modation is furnished.

At a meeting of the Bailway Committee, the members of the Sub-Committee 
present availed themselves of the opportunity to bring the matter under the notice 
of the Minister of Public Works, and as the subject of further accommodation for the 
Bailway Committee was also under discussion, the Minister stated these matters 
would be taken into consideration. The Sub-Committee have, therefore, every hope 
that the difficulties will now be overcome.

Mr. White (Eenfrew), from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and
Colonization, presented a Eeport, which is as follows .

The Committee examined Prof. Saunders, the Director of the Central Experi­
mental Farm Station, already established in the vicinity of Ottawa, and of the 
stations to he established in the Maritime Provinces, Manitoba, the North-West 
Territories, and British Columbia, under the provisions of the Act passed last Ses­
sion ; and from his evidence (submitted herewith) it will be found that considerable 
progress has already been made at the Central Farm, about 100 acres having been 
seeded this season, principally with wheat, barley, and oats. .

A quantity of wheat has been imported from Northern Eussia (grown m a lati­
tude about 600 miles North of Ottawa), part of which has been sown on the Farm, 
and the balance distiibuted in small quantities to persons who applied for it, 
throughout the different Provinces, with a view of testing its adaptability to our 
climate and soil. A large number of fruit and forest trees have also been planted, 
and from the evidence adduced, your Committee are of the opinion that good results 

likely to flow from the publication of the reports of the proposed agricultural
and Mr- john jj0we, Secretary of the Department of
Agriculture, on the subject of the immigration operations carried out under the 
direction of that Department. It was found from Mr. Lowe s evidence that there 
was a decline in the number of immigrants, who reported their intention of becom- 
ing settlers in Canada in 1886 as compared with those of 1885, the figures in the 
former year being 69,152, and in the latter, 19,169; the total number of immigrant 
arrivals, including the passengers, who used the Canadian route, to proceed to des­
tinations in the Western States, was 122,581 in 188b, as against 105,09b in the
^ The immigrants arriving were reported to be of a good class, there having been 
found very few unsuitable persons, and none, according to the evidence adduced,
were reported as being unable to obtain employment. ,

The whole number of mechanics registered at Quebec was only 1,100 out ot a 
total of 10,411 of all trades and occupations, of immigrants, as registered at that 
port, and the number at Halifax was only 202, out of 3,801.

are
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Those are the only two ports at which such registration takes place, but they 
may bo held to be an index of the whole ; the policy of the Department has been not 
to encrurago immigration of that class.

The so-called assisted passage appears to have been given to comparatively few 
persons during the year; the total number who profited by it being 3,480 adults and 
2,320 children. They consisted of agricultural laborers and their families, and female 
domestic servants ; the larger portion of the 3,480 adults were women, but the figures 
supplied did not give the exact proportions of the sexes.

The Minister of Agriculture, at one of the meetings of the Committee, stated that 
it was his intention, after the close of the present season, to limit the assisted passages 
to persons going to Manitoba and the North-West Territories, discontinuing it so far 
as it relates to the old Provinces of the Dominion.

Mr. Lowe stated that there was increased activity in the arrival of Scandinavians 
and Germans,who had settled in colonies in Manitoba and the North-West ; the reports 
received from such colonies having been favorable.

The question as to whether the population reported by the census taken in 1885 
and 1886 in the North-West and the Province of Manitoba, supported the figures of 
immigration from 1881 to 1886 inclusive, was made a subject of enquiry by the Com­
mittee, and it was ascertained that the population in 1886 in the Province of Manitoba 
and the three districts of Assiniboia, Saskatchewan, and Alberta, compared with that 
of the same circumscriptions in 1881, showed an increase numerically of 76,491, or a 
ratio of 87.14 per cent, in five years. Taking the whole of the Territories and the 
Province of Manitoba, the numerical increase in the same time would be 78,258. Bat 
the immigrants reported to have gone in,according to the figures furnished by Mr.Lowe 
to the Committee, between the dates of the taking of the census in the years named, 
were 146,547, which, if we take the figures of the whole territory, would show an 
apparent loss to be accounted for of 67,^99. It may be stated, however, that more 
than half of the immigrants to Manitoba and the North-West were from year to year 
given as migrants from the older Provinces, a fact which, taken in relation to the 
whole Dominion, would not show a loss of immigration from abroad, although a very 
great one in so far as Manitoba and the North-West are concerned.

Mr. Lowe accounts for this by the return of large numbers of persons who were 
engaged in building the Canadian Pacific Railway, and also of many of them from the 
older Provinces who were attracted by the excitement known as the “ boom” in the 
first three of the years in question.

The probability is that settlement in the North-West will proceed on a more 
secure basis in the future.

The total expenses of the service of immigration during the calendar year 
1886, was stated to be $301,704.97 as against $310,271 for the previous year.

The expenditure for all Canadian Agencies was $65,675.07. The whole expen­
diture for the London Office, including the cost of all establishments for immigration 
in Europe, was $61,225.10, the remainder of the general expenditure being $173,804.- 
71. The actual net amount expended for assisted passages during the year was 
given at $19,355.91. To this should be added a sum of $9,666.46 for commissions 
paid in connection with the item of assisted passages, this figure really standing as a 
payment to persons who were engaged in distributing the publications of the Depart­
ment, and booking passengers.

Mr. James Fletcher, the honorary Entomologist of the Department of Agricul­
ture, was examined by the Committee with reference to the best modes of counter­
acting the ravages of insect pests.

Much valuable information was communicated hy Mr. Fletcher, and the Com­
mittee are of opinion that his evidence should be circulated as widely as possible for 
the use of farmers and horticulturists and others.

The whole of the evidence taken before the Committee is submitted herewith aa 
part of this Report.

“ 1. We frequently are unable to hear with sufficient distinctness most important 
statements made by members of the Government and other leading members of the 
House because i hey either address their remarks to the Speaker or to one another 
across the floor, and consequently turn their voices away from the official reporters.

“ 3. The front seats on both sides of the Chamber in the neighbourhood of the 
reporters’ tables are constantly used by members from other parts of the House who 
wish to engage in conversation while listening to the proceedings, and this 
greatly interferes with the reporters in taking the speeches of those who 
are addressing the House. The conversation of members about us is the greatest
obstacle we have to contend with in our work t

«3. Members constantly cross the Chamber in front of the reporters tables,pages 
rush back and forth, papers are frequently thrown about us, intended for the letter­
box ; and all those things interfere with the proper reporting of the Debates.

“ 4. In all other legislative bodies in the world in which there are official report­
ers their scats are between the President of the Chamber and the speakers who 
address the House, and therefore the proper position for the official reporters in this 
House would be somewhere in the neighbourhood of the Speaker’s chair,
