EXTRADITION TREATIES.
All treaties for extradition of crininals

are based ou the conity of nations-their
commtnity of inter-est in the protection
of.society fron ofrences against the
general or conmon lawv. This common
law, hovever, is affected in aci state by
its statutiory enactiments, political or comn-
merciaI and here has been found Iitherto
the great obstacle ta a concurrence of
justice in both territories.

As the country contiguous to our own,
and therefore afflording the greatest
facilities for evasion froum penalty, ive
must -note the United States. Our ex-
tradition treaty with this country was
franed'at a period wlhen the domination of
slavery there necessarily made ns jealous
of any attempt to violate the freedom of
ou' soil, and nav were therefore under the
necessity of guarding ourselves against
te surrender of persons for crimes of a
nature not contemplated in their ultimate
trial and punisiment. This timie lias, hlou-
ever, passed away, and the twvo countries
are almost equal in their respective social
conditions at the present day. The caution
on either side in restricting the range of
the treaty is now needlless, ani at the
sarne time that this social change has
taken place, a new state of things has
arisen, and we have now the oldjealousy for
personal freedom invoked as a safeguard
for tie'rimi~nal wvhose violations of law' are
tIe:odtgrowti of a puarely commercial dis-
honesty. The-men now nost dangerous to
the émmoin interests of society in the
two douitries are those who, unsder cover
of an interpretation, honestly ansd ionour-
ably given by judges, to the treaty, escape
being given up te thejurisdiction of the

only courts before ivhich they can ba
made to aiswer for their crimes.

We have tw'o instances of tihis anonaly,
and either cousntry ias suffered fron the
want of a modification of the treaty.
Nichiols ias defrausded the Canadiai, and
Worins the Ainerican comminutnity. Tei e
surrender of Woims lias been orderei, but
his rite still hangs in the balance, and, if
the Suprene Court decides adversely to
the judigmen t, an undoubted criinisal will
have safe harbour here, simply because
the treaty denands tiat his e'xtr'adition
shall be only for crimes defned i' techni-
cal phiaseology. On the other hand we in
Canada have suffered still more severely in
the Nichols case; the difiiculty of defin-
ing the crime as more than a breaci of
trust or' a misdeneanour barred ouir
chance of briiging hin before the courts
holding jurisdiction ovesr the territory
in whici the very crime vas comitted.
The inisciief ali-ady caused by tihis
state of international justice is grow'ing
every day; the iinsnuinity to sire-wd ras-
cals nust lu iainy cases paralyze the
honest commsierce of tlie country. The
defalcation of a batnk clark, ori any otier
trusted person, briigs a ieavy loss on the
whole comn-unity which, nevertheless, lias
at present no mssians of redress.

An extension o? the provisions of the
treaty, reciprocal in its nature to the
fullest possible linits, is evideitly desir-
able, and a conference ofjurists umdier the
authority of both governiments would be
probably the msost effective method of
providing for this. To this end, if our
suggestion were favorabiy considered by
the powers that be, we %vould propose
that ominsent barristers fron both sides
sioiuldbe invited to form tie consfereic;
the present condition of the laws govern-
ing extradition puts tiems, in theirquality
of advocates, to the inîpleasant task of not
merely guarding the rights of a prisoner
to as fair trial-this i every mans right-
but of keeping hin safe out of the only
court where hie cai be tried, and ihere,
certainly, ie w'ould receive equal protec-
tien fron coussel and court. Oui' reaisons
for suggesting the invitation of eminsent
barristers is obvions ; the tasks inposed
on oms judiges cnploy their tiie already
to such ais extent that they couIld not
give this question its due regard; their
opinions on the genleral principle of suci
a law must be felt already by the whole
bai' iici pleasds before thein; their ini
fluence wvill prieasid sst sul' a conference
as eflectively as that atuial presence,

We leave the subject snw, witi the earn-
est hope that it vill ho taken up for a
wider treatnit by the jurists of tis
counîtry.

ILLLCI. TRADING IN FIRE
INSURANCE.
(As-scis N'o. i.)

Maiiy of our manufactures and ser-
chants are very properly discussing the
Various subjeots of free trade, reciproeity,
protection. and retaliation, and are, n'e
have io doubt, prepared to'ssubmit to tisat

policy ihici shall bo decided to b the
best for the couintry at large; svlatever
the result may be, thera isno question of
the fact that they will frownis down and
discoiage all smnuggling operations of'
whatever nature, and w'ill religiously up-
hiold the iaw-s of the land in ail their dig-
nity,-even in their possible severity.
Act No. 67, 38 ~Victoria, euDomsinion of

Caisada, after' makiig provision for de-
posits, licenses and other requisites ps-a-
liminary to the liawnful prosecution of tise
business of fire iisuranuco, prescrihes, in
section 14, that " any person iio delivers
any policy of insuirance, os' collects any

premiuis, or tranusaets any business of
insurance ons behalf of ansy comspany not
duli3y licensed, shall be liable to a penalty
of nen thousand dollars l'or eaci sui coi-
travention of the Act; and, in case ofnoni-
payment of such pensalty and costs ivithin
oae month aifter judgaent, the person so
of'endinig shall be liable to imprisonmient
in any jail or lsrison for a period nsot ex-
eaeding six n-onths, in the discretion of
the court vierein ie is conivicted.

Thisisas plain, straightforw'ard language
as is found in asny statute to prevent any
other foin f smssugglisng or illicit trading,
and yet many of our nanifiactories, ware-
Is ouses, lumblier yards and other properties
are insured in foreign offices, NIho have
ssci ther made deposit lis Canada nor re-
ceived the license of the Finance Minister.

No ene can plead ignorance aas a justifi-
cation foi' the placing of his insurance in
coipainies not liceissed, because once in
every three mssonths a list of the liceised
comsspansies is publisied in the Canada
Gazelle; they cannoît plea: superior secur-
ity, because most o' the comipansies carry-
ing 0n this unslawfh'uil, or, as it is generally
terined, underground insurance business,
are, at thei on hiomes, deaeoiad unsouind
and n'ortliess; ail they cai plead is simply
just Vihat every successful smuggler cas
boast of, viz., that tisey have obtained
a cheaper article by evading the law'.
This, howvever, is not the only aspect of the
question: the solvency of many of our
.joint stock companlies and Our large
nsanuifacturers is iniperilled by the fact
that in case of loss tiey ,have -ln legal
recourse against the companies, in whici
their insurance is placed, issespective of
the two remaiisng facts, tlrst that imost of
Sthese companies are absolutely vortiless,
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as any solvent institution will, if it seems
ta do any business, take care ta do it
properly and legally; and, second, that
even if they recover any inoneys for
losses tihey eau only retain theim subjct
ta the action of the Dominion Govern-
ment, just the saine as the smuggler of
dianonds or jewellery or coal Oil may do0.
They mtay laugh at the idea or being con-
pelled ta disgorge moneys unlawvfully
obtained, but let then remnember that the
Doninion Board of Trade, to vhich tlhey
elect ieiers, ai' of whieli they ara mem-
bers, lias claiied the credit of procuring
the organisation of the Dominion Insur-
ance Departnent, amd that they muist now
act in accordance vitl its requiremnts
having thought it necessary that coim-
panies sholuld be licensed by the finance
itinister before they are allowved ta
transact any business in the Dominion,
tiey are bound by tieir own Ilaw ta trans-
act, the business of lire insuriance w'ith

noue but licensed companies,-tlhey itay
not cry protection and practice smuggl-
ing; if they conplain that Canada is bein'
flooded with worthless gools, let them not

aike mtatters n'orse by filling it vith
wortlhless insurance. Ve heur various
farms of' excuse, the mnost frequent of
which is that the parties procuring the
insurance do not act as agents, a fitting
reply ta which is that " any persoîî who
transacts any business of insurance on
behalf of any company not duly licensed,
is liable to a fine of ane thousand dollars
orsix montis imprisonmen t," and that he
wio puts himself outside the pale Of the
law cannot claim the protection of the
law.

They iust remneinbr that the sword of
justice cuts bath ways, and tîtat if they do
not like the law, their recourse is, not in
disobeying it, but in getting it repealed.

SLAUGHTER PRICES.

While it is not doubted that United
States inan ufacturers have, ta a great ex-
tent, thrown their goods on oui' as well as
otheroutside markets, ve must be guarded
against supposing that even at' hame in
their own territory there was nota trèmen-
louis diop belonw tue prices of eleven years
igo for staple articles. We n'ill instance
standard dry goods, and, assuming the
value of gold in November, !874, at 260,
as ta the value of gold in November at
about 115, ve have the relative value ta-
day of 44 cents for what wvas then sold at
$1.

Taling this ns the basis of Our compari-
son w'e find on consulting Field, Leiter
& Co.'s Chicago statement that the follon-
ing articles bore the prices liera quoted:

It would seem from this that the depre-

ciation in values lias bee double the fll
in value of gold, and that te ligi prices
of thle var resulted not .only froin the
appreciation of metal coin, but fully as
inuch froin other causes, aimong wlicli
Imtay be i'eckoned social extravagance and
the vitlhdrawal of labor fron productive
enterprises ta the destructive ones of
w'ar.

NEW LIFE INSURANCE ACT.
In accorlance with the pronise in the

Speeci fron the Throne, a niv insirance
bill lias beu framed, uider the superin-
tendence of Prof. Cherriman, the newly-
appointed Dominion Insurance Superin-
tendent. It relates ainost vlolly ta life
insuiraice, and introduces saine radical
chaiges. It provides for the repeal of' all
former Acts, relative ta supervision oflife
companies, and for the issue of new
licenses inMarci, 1877, ta all foieign com-
panies non' licensed, whicli shall previous
thereto have deposited ivith. the Finance
Minister, or invested in Canada in the
naine of two or more trustces, sufficient
funds, with the present deposits ta equal
the re-insurance reserve on Canada
policies. The basis for coiputatio of
the reserve is the Actuaries' rate of morta-
lity and 42 per.cent. interest. The super-
litendent of insurance is required ta
value all policies issued in Canada once in
five years, or oftenerif tilhought necessary,
clarging 3 cents per policy valued. In
case of iisolventcy, au assignce ta be
appointed, vho shall call upon the super-
intendent, ta value the policies, 'hen each
shall be paid, pro-rata of the assets in
Canada, the reseirve value of his policy,
but shall have a right of action for any
balance due 1im against the general assets.
The additional deposits, up ta the re-in-
surance amount, tnay be made in United
States Governnent securities by Americai
comupanies, and in British Governiment
securities by companies froin the United
Kingdom.

We shall make no commnents on the
measure ttil w-e have taken tiine ta
study its features more fully, nerely re-
gretting however, cispassant, thalt saine
mniforin standard of valuation was not hit
upon by Trof. Cierriman, iii accord 'itlh
either that of 2 ew York .or tiat of as

sachusetts, or that established by the
British Governnent. We trustthis sugges-
tion will have consideration in the proper
quarter, and ttat our young insurance
departinent Ivill not take up a position of
semi-antagonisin ta the entire iiisuranca
w-orld in fixing its valuation standard.

DAMAGING REPORTS.
Nothing can e -or reprehensible at

anty time thain attenpts on the part of
eniployes wltoi it has been found neces-
sary ta disiniss, owing ta decreased deinand
for manufactures in dull seasonts like the
pieseit, or an account Of dishlonesty,
itichs the employer is but too oftenl in-

clinîed to treat ligltly,-to vilify the char-
acter of an employer foi blackimailing pur-
poses, except, perhaps, the disposition
whici incites saine Mrs. Grundy in tnan's
guise ta take advaitageocf the inisfortunes
ofone ai tw'o firis ta set afloat rumors
concerning the solvency of respectable
hanses of good standing.

_No matter hoiw innocent the employer
inay be of the charges broughitagainst him,
tto iatter iow' briglt lis character inay be,
saine of the filth iith which ie is assailed
leaves a stain v'ich it takes years ta efface;
and thus it is in soie degree also, with
the runmors ventilated at street corners,
concerning " n-lo is likely ta go next,"
or published in otherwise respectable
newspapers.

It is somewhat ta be wvondered at that
the inany runiors spread fron time ta
timue during the last six iontits have had
no greatereffect, and it many be taken, as.-
an indication of the strengti of our nhole-
sale houses, and their ability ta Nitlstand
more than a season of great depression.
The inisfortunes also of respectable firms
that have long manfully foughît the storm,
and only gave up the ship ivhten the hori-
zon shtow'ed no ray of hope, should coin-
mand ouri syipathy ratier tian reproaci,
especially wiiere no trace of dishionesty is
found, and imisfortune or incapacity alone
is ta blame.

DUTIES ON GRAIN.

A protective tariff on farm products is
of course not asked for unless in the sin-
cere belief that it ivill benefit the farmer.
Let us se if the protective duty on grain
w'ill benefit him in any vay; his products
of this kind find their principal market in
Europe, the demand for consumptioni here
would notaffect the price of lis grain ap-
preciably 5 it is possible thiat a duty on
cheap Western grain ai' its flou product
would cheel consumption of this article
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in the Eastern and Maritime Provinces,
but these consumers of a cheap grain food
would not buy the finer grain of Ontario
but rather use their own coarse grain or,
if they still used Western wheat, would be
paying into the treasury an income tax
out of proportion to their means as coin-
pared with others.

Another effect of imposing a duty on
grain would be to divert trade to the cities
of the Atlantic seaboard, and so cripple
to a great extent the trade of our national
river. The necessity for bonding all
western grain through this route; the dif-
ficulty of storing in elevators in bond; the
general impediment this would present to
all traffic, all these wouild diminish the
amount of tonnage to these ports, and of
course the cost of a small business would
enhance the charges on the grain actually
shipped; the Ontario fariner would ulti-
mtately be a loser, his neighbours, the mill-
owners, restricted in the use of grain for
grist, would not be able to give the farmer
such prices as now enable him to hold a
part of his grain for shipnent to the best
market. The great grain-buying trade of
Toronto, Montreal and other centres would
be slowly cloked off, and the competition
fôr his products would be contined to
Ainerican buyers.

As to the theory that, because a large
amoiunt of Indiai corn is used for distil-
ling purposes, it should he subject to a
duty, we should remember that a much
larger proportion seeks transport to Eng-
land, and that the distiller could be made
to pay a higher excise instead of paying
duty on his raw material.

The judicious protection of manufac-
tures with a free traffic in grqin would
benefit the fariner in a much larger de-
gree; the consumption of the perishable
products of hi farm and the conversion
of what is often now wasted into a real
value paid for by the manufacturing class
so encouraged to live near him; the re-
action on his property of the wealth created
by a free-carrying and milling trade,
all these would do him more service than
the results of a specious form of protec-
tion against a competitor whon he has to
meet every day in another market with a
larger part of his grain product.

Another thing must not be forgotten,
that there is already too strong a tendency
to grow grain continuously; the absence
of a consuming and manufacturing neigh-
bour leads the fariner toconfine himself to
growing exhaustive produce of a class suit-
ed for transport and sale in a foreign mar-
ket. If he can get such a customer as the
New England fariner has at his doors, he
will let his land recuperate itself and

regain &U it id MQw 4e«4g j* £etjäty.

This is the right view for the Ontario
farmer to take of the question of protec-
tion, and we hope that the representa-
tives of the agricultural districts of On-
tario will see that it is rather to their in-
terest to support the movement for pro-
tection on manufactures than to hamper
it by claims for the extension of the
policy in a futile and probably mischie-
vous direction.

TIIE NEW YORK LIFE.

The thirty-first Annual Report of the
New York Life Insurance Company, which
will be found on another page, must be
very satisfactory reading to its numerous
policy-holders in Canada, as well as to
those in the United States. The prominent
position so long held by this Company, as
one of the, weaithiest and most influential
institutions of the kind in the country,
gives a special interest and importance to
the statement. It is a matter of public
concern that such immense revenues and
widely-extended interests should be wise-
ly administered and properly controlled.
A brief analysis of the Report shows the
following facts: The entire revenues of
the company for the year 1875 aggregated
$7,939,fi6l. Of this amount $6,069,002
was received for preminiums, and $1,870,-
658 for interest on investinents. The
company disbursed for lasses during the

year, including death claims, life annuities,
matured endowments and reinsurance,
a total of $1,707,214, or considerably
less than the amount received as interest
on its investments. The amount paid in
dividends and for returned premium on
cancelled policies was $2,481,696, making
the total amount returned to policyholders
$4,188,910. The entire amount disbursed
during the year was $4,918,535. The assets
of the company on the flrst of January of
the present year footed up the enormous
aggregate of $30,645,955, and the un-
divided surplus amounted to $2,499,656.
This shows an increase in net assets
durinlg the past year of over three million
dollars. Out of the undivided surplus
the Board of Trustees have declared a
reversionary dividend, which will be avail-
able to policy-holders on settlement of
their next annual premium. The assets
of the company are judiciously invested
in sound and available securities; up-
wàrds of $18,000,000, consisting of bonds
and mortgages, secured by real estate
worth more than double the amount
loaned; invested in United States, New
York City, and other stocks, $7,000,O00
and upwards, and in real estate owned by
the company, about $2,000,000. One
item worthy of notice in the list of assets
is " ws a"aao ning i t.im

hande of agents-namely, $27,000, or less
than a tenth of one per cent. of the total
assets,-indicating, as it does, that the
immense business of the company is kept
well in hand. Another gratifying feature
is the fact that the present market value
of the company's securities exceeds their
cost by $479,052. The number of policies
issued in 1875 was 7,029, insuring the sum
of $21,964,190. It will be seen that the
ratio of expenses has decreased since
1874, being only 9-18 as against 9-21,

ths. less. To the energetic yet pru-

dent management of the company's affairs
for so many years by men of experience,
among whom we may notably mention
Mr. Walter Burke of Montreal, the mana-

ger of the Canadian Branch, the New
York Life is largely indebted for the
proud position it occupies, and for the
" assurance doubly sure " as concerning
the requirements of its Canadian policy-
holders.

HISTORY OF AN INSOLVENT CASE.
Re JOHN o'RIuI N OF L'ORIGN 'AL.

The acrounts of this es:ate being now closed,
and a fi ial d vidend of alf a cent on the d i-
lar, having been declared, it may no be unin-
teresting to the creditors and the public to be
made acquainted with the particulars of a case
whici throws some light on the working of our
laws relating to insolveincy, and the mode in
wiicih the estates of insolvents are dealt with,
particuiarly in districts remote from business
cenîtres.

Join O'Brian failed in Decenber, 1873. On
the 29)th of that month he made an assignment
of his estate a id effects. The officiail assigitee
was E-len Philo Johnson of L'Orignal, official
assignee for the United Counties of Prescott and
Russell. The solicitor for the offical assignee
was Edward Taylor Dartnelà, Esq., also of
L'Orignal. This tact is ment ioned at this stage,
as tiis gentleman occupies a very prominent
part i: the subsequentdealiîgs with the estate,
having iilled the various offices of solicitor for
the official assignee, inspector of the estate,
paid accountant to the estate, attorney for
some of the creditors, county attoriey for the
United Counties of Pr scott and Russell, and,
as sucb, acting as Public Prosecutor on the In-
dictnent of the insoivent, and counsel for the

prosecution.
The convenience of iaving these various

characters united in one person, and havinîg
that person in close and amicable relationship
with the official assignee, wvill be apparent as
this narratire proteeds. On an assigntnent being
made it became the duty of the official assignee
to cali a meeting of the creditors and to lay
before themu a statement of the assets and liabi-
lities of the jisulvent; at this meeting an as-
signee is generally chosen by the creditors, to
minage and wind up the estate. The official
assignee, by virtue of his office, has aces to
the books and papers of the insolvent, and is
thas generally enabled, by an energetic uand
tessIavçng eaavas eï the sediusess dkiab
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a surncient mlusîber of nowers of Aterney, ta

represent a majority at the first meeting,.and
appoint hiinself assig ne; and to secure the
-ppoinstmuent of an inspector with whomhse cari

%vork larmoniously.
This case wss no exception te the usual rîsle;

P owers of Attorney wcre obtaieed, by the aid
of wichMr. Eden Philo Johinson was appointed
assignee, and Mr. Dartnell inspector, at the

meeting which was held on the 17th1 January,.
1874, nominally of the creditors, but actusally
of the assignee and Mr. Dartnell, and one other
gentleman (Mr. Richard Lannigan) who ield
sone Powers of Attorney representing 5fr.
Ward, Mr. Proctor aid Mr. WraIter Burke, b ut
who appears to have been disposed to act en-
tirel in unison withl tie other tuwo ruilinsg
spirits. Lving thus arranged iatters to their
satisfaction Mr. Jolmuson and Nfr, Dartnell con-
ieicedi operations. After banding in the clains
cf Cim creditors whose Powers of Attorney they
ield, and appointing themseelvs respectively
assignee and inspector, ansd passing a resolu-
tion tisat all future meetings- should be beld at
the assignee'soflicen uL'Orignalthey appointed
a neeting for tise 20th Februsary then nexi, for
tie examinuation of the insolvent. On the 20th
Februasry these thre gentlenen again met, rs'd

proceeded to examine the insolvent. lis
examination occupied this day and the next
lie wis again examined on the ISti Marcl, the
«2nsd April and 20th April. On two of these
occsions e solitary croditor attended • vitlis
these exceptions the meetings consisted f fMr.
Johnson and MIr. Dartniell andbthe gentleman
above referrei to also beild three Powers of
lttorney. Mteetings Nvcre. aftervards helid of
ie 5th, Gtht, 7th, and 14th May, but, as appears

from the assignee's minutes, nothing was doine,
no creditor lsaving attended. It lite mneantiine
tise assignese liad obtained possession of some
personal property of the insolvent, and also of
a smafsll piece of lad wiich lie afterwards sold
for $555. H1e also toolc possession of the L'Oi-
gnal grist mill and carried on tie business for
tise benefit of the estate.

No further details caD. be gatiered from
minutes kept by tise- ssignee, bu,.from some
psroceedings that wvill be horeafter mentioned,
il appears ihat the inispector came to the con-
clusion that the ilisole-ent had been guilty of
fraslulietriy csonceatitig bis property, and, in
his capacity of solicitur t tie assignee, lie
adivised hat a asssorchiiig xatilinition of tie
insolvent's .bookes isould be muade iy a pro-
fessional accosutant. Iii his own individual
capacity be ensgaged to:act as stich accotintant,
uon wlici theacassignée ettÉgsged hith, and then,
ii hsis capaty of nosîpectoir, he rat'ified tlie
engagement. Thteprofessional accountint tien
comminencei bis labours tie restit ofwhich s s
areconieund tion y hinsef, as acomnsstan, t
hinself, as lacpector, to prosecute tise insolvent
for fraud. As inspecter he directd the assignée
te prosecsit. The assignee tien istýruc . ud
hsiminI bis cpacty 0f solicitor, to .Undertalie
hlie prosecution wiici ho did, atd tien, in such

latter cacity le rarei 'an iîdictnetî
agaise tise nsovl eut and atterdrs 1pbeared
in cou as counese tlonduci tte iirosecstiots
Ileanwhile a creditor for $131.G for wages,
Viel bijede is. claien to e ose that lie 0

entitled ta have paid ln fiill, apliòd fromn tiuie

to time to the assignee for paymient. The
answer always was that lie had no finds avail-
able as the credilors had directedi him to pay all
that ho had received ta 1r. Dartnell, to meet
the expenses of tlie prosecution. The privilegetd
creditor objectei to the other creditors se dis-
posing ot bis money, and (itimately applied to
the County Judge to compel the assignee to
make a dividend. la support of this applica-
tion it was shown that the assignee admitted
haviug received $555, and that there would
have been 5355 ta divide among the creditors
but tiat tbey liad directed himn te pay this over
to Mr. Dartnell to enable hlim to carry on the
criminal proccedinigs. Tie JuIge, however, took
a dirfereut view of the duties of the assignee,
and oi the 30ti .lirct, 187Ï5, ordered himi to
declare a dividend and to pay personally the
custs of the application. Tbe assignce then,
with the advice and assistance and acting under
the direction of the inspector, prepared and filed
a dividend sheet and anu account in explanatiosi
of it. These documents are worthy of examina-
tion; they are as follows:

The general resuilt wns startling ensousghs, for
it showed tihat out of $S40.54 receiVed by the
assignec, ie only proposed te hand over $86.23,
little more than one-tenth, to tie creditors, and
witi this rsum t pay themu the insinuiient divi-
dend of j of a cent ons the dollar. But the
details appear cven more remarkable than the
geneirail result: tise assigne ismd instruced Mir.
Dartnell, lus solicitor, to act in the general ad-

mnisitaion of the estale, for which he charges
S 12 25. The same individuel ln lus capacity
of professional accosuntant thes chates $100.
The assignec retains for iaisea lf tie isoderitel
eum .1 i:.34.5o, and reserves the two sumns of
$50 and sI302.8 for further costs which they
proposed t icur.

W'hat the account did tell was suficiently
remarkiable, but it was more remarkable still for
what il, did not tell, inasmucih as it give no de-
tails wiatever, but only four general ilems, and
the creditor who clained to be entitled to be
paid in fuil te the extent 0f $131.67, finding his
privilege disputed, and only $86.26 applicable
in any event towards payitg in, determined
to imvestigate the matter still further.

It wvas one of the pecularities of the tiseu lniv
af insolvncy lihat the person te whom any onle
lissatisfied wlth a dividend sieet*and assignee's
account, whiclh forms part of it, msst complain,
is no other than the assignes himseif, wlo Bits
as judge in is own cause. This present.ed suf-
ficient difficulty, but the creditor deéermised to
persevere, and for that purpose applied through
his solicitor to the assignee, for liberty t lis-
spect the books and nscounts. This the assignee
refused to allow him to do, aiid upon this singu-
lar ground, that the credUior Iadn't excuLted a

Power of Attorney to Ihe gentleman who was
acting for humi ; but, lest lie shouild be thought
to be rash in so doing 01n his ownu responsibility,
lie postponed gping a final answer till the floi-
Idwing day, that lie miglit, in the meantine,
consult tise inspector. He did consuit the
inspector, and that functionary advised imiss not
to pi'òduce anytiiug till a proper Power oi
Attorney iad beens filed with him. The creditor,
however, again appliedte the Contsty Judge,
and in bis petition detailed the eabove fiscle, and
pointei out such objections as he was able to
make to tie accoilmts, froi vhai appeared
uipon the face of thein, îsarticuslarly that eli
assignec and the imspector proposedi o consunic
nine-tenths of the asslets, and ie also called lie
attention of the Judge te the fiot tsait the
assignee liad not filed a dplscateaccount of lis
minutes of proceedintgs aid documents relating
to the estate with te Cierk of he couty
Court, as required by sec. 390of the Insolvetit
Act of 1869, tosr had lie deposited the msoney of
the estate in à buk as iequired isy the sec. 38 of
tse samne stitu1te; ai 5sked iiiit tfie asàignsee
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night, be ordered ta file sch duplicate and
produce the books and paiers forhis inspection.
Th assignee and the inspector met tis appli-
cationwby filing two aflidavits containing 72
folios, in vwhici they go at great lengtlr into a
statemuent of what they bad done, and why they
should be poid as they proposed to bel particu-
larly dweulling on the services rendered by the
profesional accoriuoant, and strenuously en-
deavouring ta resist any further attemîpts by
the creditor ta ineddle in the afftairs of tIre es-
tate.

Saine of the paragraphe of this affidavit
deserve attention,as they show tait tie assignes
and inspectar determined at all hazards tu re-
tain thoir iold upon the assets. The assignee
says:

.Paragraph 1i. in referene ta the allegation
in the 10th paragraph of the said petition, charg-
ing me witi haiving paid costs vhich have not
buen taxed, and the paymrent of wlicht lias not
been properly aiithorized, and tiait tire sum
clarged for thieremuniieration ta Ilie assignes
is excessive, I say that the only attorney or
solicitor's costs paid by me in this matter
ttmounîît to the saur of 112.25, as per stateument
filed, which bill of costs incliudes the costs of
proceedings in compulsory inrsolvency op ta,
and including the notice of, lte appointment of
atssignee together with various cosis o p rofes-
sionirl services for the winding-up of tIre estate,
ilcluding counsel fes air a long and protracted
examinatioi of the iisolvent, exteirdirg a in-
tervals ta nriery tiree iorrlis, anuit an examina-
lion an parition before ilie Couinty Judge, of tire
chief clerk of insolvent, and of varions pro-
ccedings wich vere taien under tle special
direction of the principal creditors to obtainr
the deliveiy ai insolveiit's estate and effects,
booles, and papers, neessary to tlha wiiding-upîr
cf the estate mand of which lutter important
books nad papers reiain still undiscovered, and
the payenI of the Said coss wcas duly authorized
in wvriting, bytjthe inspector of tie said estate, and
I ara atdvised and belsieve ar-, under section
135, payable by privilege as a first charge ipon
lhe assets ofethe insolrent.

-Paragraph 15. . al paid upon the like sritten
aithority and direction tire sum of $100 charged
for n searcing accourtat examinration of the
books and accounts of the said insolvent, smtich
tis also expressly directed to be instirtted by the
creditors a' the said estate, ni in hviichu some of
the larger creditois, including tlie Bank of
British NorhAmerica al tie Royal Caiinadian
Bank, gave activ.eaeo-operation, aund 1is aisa I
ram advisel and'believe is by the same section,

payable by special privilege, and boi/t irere

paid by mie under the riltten auhority offthe said
inspector.

It has been:seen hoi much the creditors baid
personally to do witi il. lt reilly vas Mr.
Dartriell, in his capacity of solicitor, wiho made
out his bill and in bis capacity of inspector, or-
dered l the aeigieeto pay il to himself, partly
as.solicitor and partly as accounrtant.

Tie oonciuding paragraph of the aflidavit is
still stronger:

iAd, lastly, I say tiha lhae du/yaecounted
in mlly sidsccoun'rt for tilt Iitmeys received b itie
frnu the essas of the said estate and pid over
sane, saea so fau tas y now he in sppicable
ta dividendl declared, and the r'esce directed by

te creditors of tie estate liroukg thcir inspector
for the purposes aforesid.

Ibis affidarit was filed after flie creditor's
petition stating teic objections to the account
had been filed, and -when ticassiginee's attention
bad been particularly called ta the want of
detailed accounts of the grist Mili, so that he
murst have known tihat ho hadn't given credit
for the gooids supplied ta bis own father, or lo
the insolvent, and that ho paid the wages nt
in cash as charged, but partly in goodis. The
Judge intimated that the creditor was eititledi
to inspect the books, and ordered the assigiee ta
produce thom. The assigice was examined at
considerable length as ta what he had done with1
the moncys of the estâte, and on other matters,
andi, ait the suggestion of the Judge, tIre
remainder of the petition stood over tilt
the result of the prosecution of Uth insolvent
might be sec. The production of the books
resulted in sone curious disclosures-one of the
items giren credit for by the assignee was

surplus from grist mill last year $91.55 " : on
looking at the mill book il was found to con-
tain an accoutnt, not of what the mill lad

carned in the shape of tolls, bt of certain sinus
of mnoney produced by the sale of somae of the
toils ; froin the amolint sc produced the
assignec had dedutcted paymcnts for wages, &c.,
&c., loaving the balance 501.55., for wihich ho

had given credit; but fartier on in the book
appeared an account of goods supplied ta the
assignec's own father auounting ta $195.52 flor
which no credit haid been given, nuother accoutnt
for goods supplioid ta the inisolveut amtounting
ta $23.25, and a tiird accoiit of goods supplied
ta the iniler il part paymenrt of his wages ta
the amounat of .48.50. Tie assigne hlad taker
credit ta himself as if ie had made these pay-
ments ta the milier in cash.

lere, in addition to the preceding anrounts
consumied by the assignec and inspector, were
three surrts amountitng togetber ta 5207.27.
wronrgfully witiield fron the creditors. Ob-
jections wer filed ta the dividend sheet, the
hearinrg of whicb, by the assignea himoself, stood
over tilt after the trial of tit insolvent.

Ti trial of the indictmlent against the
insolvent arina on at the L'Orignai Spring
Assizes of 1875, before Mr. Justice Morrison. It
contained a nunber of canuts chiarginrg the
insolvent witlhrefusing to make a fuil.disclosure
of his alliirs and with coucealing property ta
the amount of about $00,000.

The ubiqui tous Mr. Dartnell appeared as
cousl for the Crown. The insolvent was
delnded by the Honorable Join O'Connor
and Mr. Pater O'Briarn. A prelimiinary objec-
tion ta the legal sufficiency of the indictment
crrcused the abandornent of somre of the
courts, and the assignes was called to prove
the rest of the charges. After being examtrined
at sane length nad getting involved in
inexplicable confusion, tie letartred Judge
intimated tbat the advisers of the prosecution
had, fron wraint of knwledge of accorits and
the ordinary principles of bookkeeping, beau
entirely mistaken iu the.charges they had made
against the insolvent, that there was no
evidence ta go ta the jury of any oliferce, and
directed an acquittal. After the. trial tle
creditors' itiition to the Coutrity Judge came on
for further hearing, ati île füllowing is a copy

of the Judgnent delivered by tha learied Julge:
In Re Johtm O' Brian ,an insolvent.

This is an application an behalf of HeerS.
Bullis, a creditor, for un order to conirel the
assignee, Mr. Edert P. Johnson, to fila with ti
clerk of this Court nacorrect register of all pro-
ceedinigs and reception of all papers and
documients served iupon or delivered ta him, of
clainis imrade against the insolvant, also mîinutes
ofi nieetintgs ield before himlr sinice his appoint-
ment, as required by section 39 of the Act of
1869; that the petitioner or iis attorny ba
permritied to inspect the paiers filed, and to tae
copies therreof, and to remrovIletir assignte if it
shall appear thait ie ias not deposited the
manies received by hinr in a baik. The
petition charges the rassignree wtih iismttanginrg
tire estate, aird ofrenderrg an untrue sttaement
Of the receipts andi expenditures. I unitdersttard
that since the surmmrons was granted the
petitioner has been allowed ta inspect the
papers filed and the books and accounts of the
assignee, and that the minutes of mlreetings
have been filed witi the clerk.

The charges ofrmismranagerment arc met by the
assignee aind Mr. DrarîtLeHi, his attorney, who
hlave filed their aflidavits. Threy state thait t
lengtlhenred examrintration of the insoivent
betcan necessary, oving to t dicovery of
frautds which ie conrmitted ; that in Flet it
becrme evident that ie bad citier disposed ai
or cone:eaied property and meansr sulicient to
pay most of his liabilities. That he, rIle
arssignee, paid his attorney tie suin ofl5112.25
for costs and 51100 for examining the bools, and
lirat lie iadt the righr t ta claim for is own

services and disburseitents S324.60, bsides, the
disbursemtents attendinrg the sale of soie reri
estate. Tie assiguee also claiis tie rigit to
iold $50 and ,101.08 for future coss and
expenses, th tòtat receipts, aucordinig to the
assignce's stateeinttt arc $840.54, whiile th
axpelditiure for expenses,&c., is 578.28,eaving
a balance of 'SS.2G for the croditors. The
assignce and Mr. Dartnell futriher state that,o.wing to the discoveries arising froi the
investigation of the books and exrîîmrination
of the inrsoivent ie (the iisolvent) wais indictel
for fraud, the trial to comle oflat the Assizes in
A iril. The indictreut havin been found by
a rauid Jury without any preiiuary examin-
ation before a magistrate, at miy suggestion
the souimrons vas enlarged that it mriglrt ie
sueun vhat the diseoveries of fraud really were,
anrd it was understood that I should b prescet,
if possible, at the trial of tire iusolvent. I was
at the trial; there was not a single creditor
present. The otîly witness exanied, if ,
recollect correctly, vas the assigrea. Tie case
broke down coinpiltely, no fraud of tny kind
was proved, and the jury were directedt ta
acquit the insolvent for want of evidence. II
Iras evideni to all hrvinq any knowedige of book-
keepairg und accounts tait Ithe assigre and
accourntant were mistaken, and, in fact, dii not
uiderstitnd the insolvent's books. therefore the
investigations they claim payient for wer of
io nairiei' of use to the creditors and merely
tine and Libor wastcd. I mention thee faclts
because they are important ta this application.
Suibsequent ta the trial of the insolvent I
examnined tIre assignee upon oath. De adurits
tirat ie hid no authorit tram the creditors for
the paymeitof tlie costsciargedin his accouiiit,
and that is accounît is in fact incorrect. lie
also says that .he did not pay into a hank the
moneys he received' ta tie credit of the estate,
but paid theîn iota a backz ta his own credit
wiLI the moneys of bis Ovr, where a part of
then yet remain. He says that his ftlier, the
late Chaisney Johnson get grain anri iotir froi
the grist miii ta the value of $195.52 and the
insolvent ta tie value of $23.25, which he bas
not accounted for. That ho bas not credited
an Overcharge in Morrison the Miller's account
of 48.50. Now, taiking the assignees own sa to1-
ment, it is evident he haz managed the
estate with carelessness and irreguilarity. P'ay-
monts are nade'tustully upon the request of b
assignee's, attorney. I think thecreditorsshou!i
have been consultei before expending so much
money i the whole estate, less a few dollars,
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has b2eenii either expendcd or set aside te be.
expendedtin costs. I can only deal witl lie
Intier by ordering tie assigace te pae.y i to a
hank within thirty days, the several suns
whichi I consider.shouldt .now be standit g to t-he
-redit of the estate, nanely:

elie creditor teu proceede to argie Lie objec-

tions to the necolunts and dividend shoet before
the issignee hiiselfi Mr. Dartiiell appearing
before Iimît this tinte, in ft claracter of coutnsel
for the creditors, other tihan t-lie eue contesting
thel dividend sheet and accontts. Titis was a
iost couvelient arriaigemtent and served t-WO

purposes ;i rst lie Was cnabled to supply the
tasigtnee with sonte show of reason ivly lie
should decide in his own favour aud, secodlytii,
by appearing. nominally as the countsel for the
genrai body of crediors lie tas enabled to
charge further costs against the estate, iviticit,
ii lis caipacity of inspector, lie could direct the
a:stgnee te pay. The assigice reserved Itis
dŽeisioni till a meeting of creditors should have
been held as directed by the coiunîty Judge.
A meeting was called, aud advertised in thte

doc G e/tt which scarcelyanybody reads,
att'n ii tle L'Orign«l Aditverficer wiicl very few
r-ad. As niost of the creditors are ut a gi-cat
distance the probability of their secing either
of these advertisementz w-as somewhat reiote.

The meeting was held. Thre were present
lte assigîce, Mr. Dartuell, and the convenient

Debti i a siavery which
every yotig nan ougit to avoid, or, if assumed,
ouglit net toendure for one day longer than the
shortest tinme uecessary to set him free ß liua-
ning intemperance and debt it is asy lobe
lionest, and acquire ucI knowldge as the

lopportunities thu ittiy-for-dd. ià, theddays of

mîy youtl. Love and.duty i1 have ever foind to
be the password of ail that is truc, aid vii,,
tihey are separated thie fires die Ot and liie loses
ail its charms, never to bu compensated by tie
taise jewels which ire often Worn in publie
gaze. Thîse are, indeed, simnple truths, wshicii
I have endeavored to set forth in words equally
simle because I ficl sure, fronm a long experi-
ence, that they do good to every young man
and young womani ie vill firimly resolve uo
make tiem a rule of life; and because I begm
life withouit imîeans, and know of a truth tihat
which I aflirmn.
