- For example: It was a serious
mistake to-imagine that the German
people were in love with militarism,
They had submit‘ed to' it, partly as
a security, partly owing to the gla-
mor of its hitherto unbroken success,
but there wasy, especially of late
years, a rising revolt against the
junker and jackboo:. When the Ger-
man people see the | complete and
ignominious defeat of 'militarism and
realize .that that system has krought
them ruin, they will be as eager to
do :(way with it as the allies.

To Hasten Disillusionment.

Hence, ‘he main task of the allies
was to hasten the day when the ut-
ter wreckage of the \Prussian mili-
tary machine would be demonstrated
belore their very eyes. This end
might be achieved ' in two ways,
namely, either by a’ cOmplete and de-
cisive victory leading to uncondi‘ional
surrender or by an armistice under
such conditions as to guarantee that
the military supremacy of the alliey
should not be weakened, but rather
strengthened, by the cessa‘ion of hos-
tilities. This secornd alternative
would be as successful as the first in
bringing about the utter collapse of
Prussian militarism,

Lord Milner regarded the armistice,
under ' such conditions, as cer‘ain to
be attended by the realization of our
full war aims. He was, there‘ore,
anxious that nothing be done_to post-
pone its accomplishment, He ‘was in-
clined to think that, if ‘he allies at
the present time attempt to wdictate
to Germany certain drastic changes
in her own government as regards
‘he constitution and personnel, the
resistance of the German armies
would be stiffened. His lordship said
that after all there must be a Ger-
man ‘government to |negotiate an
armistice with, and complete transy-
formation was already  in progress.
We should no* be in' too great a hurry
to denounce it as a sham. The pres-
ent holders of power are responsible
to the reichstag and the -reichstag is
the only popularly elected national
asvembly in Germany.

On the- whole fifty-mile line between
the battlefront east of Cambrai and
before Valenciennes and the coastal
region of Belgium, the CGermans are
in rapid retreat. The British yester-
day encircled and captured Lille and
occupied Douai. The Dover flotilla
was the first to occupy Ostend, and
the Belgians have reachced the out-
skirts, of Bruges, while the Frendt
have Yeached Thielt, and the British
and Belgians have occupied Courtrad.
The allies are aligning their forces
along the River Liys north of Menin
te Bruges for the purpose of begip-
ning an attack on a broad front from
the Belgian coast as a base in the
direction of Liege and the German
frontier. The chief gain from this op-
eration, however, is possession of the
Belgian coast. While the Germans
beld their  right flank solidly based

Oct. 17.—British drums were beating
thru the streets of Lille this morning,
while British patrols advanced east
of the city in contact with the re-
treating Germans.

If the report that Germany is re-
calling her submarines to their home
bases is true, it is one of the signs of
her coming submissioa to the stipula-
tions of President Wilson. Various
contradictory rumors have come from
Amsterdam. Some, of course, owe
their inspiration to  anti-German
Dutchmen and also to reports received
subterranously across the Belgian
frontier. Baron Burian of Aunstria has
made a speech filled ith optimism in
regard to peace, but he still clings to
the policy of- a negotiated armistice.
This point, however, is the chief in the
allied program, for their main object
is the discrediting of the German mili-
tary party with the German people. so
strongly as to make the German peo-
ple throw off the guidance of that
party. The allies aim at showing the
Germans- that, while armed to the
teeth and fully prepared for war, their
nmilitarists failed to achieve victory
against a woefully unprepared but free
group of nations.

London, Oct. 17.—~The British have
captured Lille. The Germans, on
leaving Lille, did not set fire to the
buildings in the city or cause any ex-
plosions. o

The fall of Lille takes from the-Ger-
mans the last of their great bastions,
which for four years held up the
enemy defensive systems from the
North Sea to Switzerland. Cambrai,
Laon and St. Quentin have been given
up in the last few weeks, and now
Lille completes the list.

Lille, or Lisle, is the largeat city of

France gained by the Germans, and )

one. of the great fortresses guarding
the French frontier. The old forts and
citadel, however, were built so many
Years ago that their worth in modern
warfare is doubtful.

The city was taken by the enemy in
his first rush into France, and until
within the last four ‘weeks it never
had been threatened (greatly by the
allies.

Before the war Lille was the centre
of the great manufacturing district of
northern France, and was known thru-
out the world for its manufacture of
flax and textiles. It had a population
of nearly 200,000 and sent its products
to 8very corner of the earth. The
{amous Lisle thread was manufactured

COASTAL GAINS SEAL
FATE OF CERMANS

Advance Under King Albert Com-
pels Retreat to Antwerp-
Namur-Metz Line.

Paris, Oot. 17~The fate of . the
German <Jdefences along the Belgian
coast and in the great Lille indus-
trial area has been sealel by the
continued advance o! the allied arm-
ies under King Albert on “he 30-mile
front in Flanders. The significance
of the evacuation of the Belgian
coast line is far greater than the gain
of Flanders territory, with its many
airdromes and submarine bases,

The extreme right wing of the Ger-
man defences in the west has been
wrenched away from the protecting
sea., Henceforth the immense line
which has been buttresseld by the sea
on one end and by the Swies frontier
on thé ot*her, forcing the allies al-
ways to attack frontally, can be out-
Zlanked.

It is believed here that the allled
attack in Flanders did not surprise
the Germans, bu‘ the rapidity of the
advance Jdid. The enemy - is now
powerless  to retrieve the situation.

The operations in Flanders are
bound to have a vital effect on the
whole western line. While the Bri-
tish a‘tack across the Lys will bring
about the evacuation of the Lille
salient, the march of the Belgians on
Ghent will have a marked influence
fon th2 general retreat in- the west

‘0 which the Germans are irrevocably
condemned by the Flanders advance.

General Ludendorff will be okliged
to seek to re-establish his fast crumb-
ling front far in the rear of the pres-
ent operations. The Lille-Mezieres
line will be out of the question, as it
will be ou‘flanked, and Ludendorff
probably will have to defend the
German frontier on the line Antwerp-
Namur-Metz. To reach this Hne,
however, he will have to retreat
swiltly on a wide front. Such a n-
oeuvre, it is believed here, would be
most perilous with Marshal Foch
hammering unrelentingly on the re-
treating armies.

In any case the German commander
has to preserve at all costs the Ar.
dennes pivot. This is why the Ger-
mans are offering wuch determined
resistance <o the French north of
Vouziers, and to the Americans on
both sides of the Meuse. The enemy
might give way on other parts of the
line with little strategic loss, but to
fail in defending the Ardennes- pivot
would mean disaster.

1911. Besides, his widow, who is con-
fined to her bed with influenza, there
survive one child, his mother, one
brother and five sisters.

Events of the most momentous im-
portance are occurring in the war
area with such rapidity “hat one can
only liken the colossa! collapse. of
German power to the ‘tumbling down
of the proverbial houwve of cards. At
the same time there is a suggestion
of lack of effort about “he house of
cards which would- convey an en-
tirely ta,lse impression regarding the
present military successes of the al-
lies. Not only have they been toil-
fully striven for thru four long bitter
years, but the fighting in these final
weeks has been as desperate, as cour-
ageous, as heasllong and as deadly as
in any episode of the whole war. The
-long lists of casualties testify that it
is not merely a voluntary withdrawal

‘that has carried the German armies

out of their strong places, ‘ar back of
their supposedly invulnerable lines,
away from the coast of Belgium, and
out of reach of Calais and Boulogne,
which last spring some of our pessi-
mistic crities feared could mever be
défended. :

Now when a general surrender by
Germany seems to be the likely de-
velopment of any day’s events, it is
well to keep in mind that the result
‘was /not to have been had without
ceaseless and unwearied toil and the
keenest forésight and preparation. No

human achievement is possible ex-

feept thru the same means., Such an
important civie event as the opening
of the Bloor street viaduct may be
taken a® a symbol of similar fore-
sight, preparation, and the toil
of “years. The  peace  that
is to follow the great war is no less
_to be a vast bridge which will carry
the old world, hemmed in and down-

tfodden by autoeratic tyranng, into.

new fleldis of expansion and [iberty.
The selfish interests of the German
rulers would have subordinated every-
thing. to themselves, They never
learned the democratic truth that no
man truly prospers if all do not share
in his prosperity. v

In Germany the situation is rapidly
changing from a military one to &
political. The abdication or elimina-
tion’ of the kaiser appears to be taken
for granted. The army begins to
understand - the worthlessness of the
cause to which it has been sacrificed,
and the hopelessness of further ef-
forts. It is the Jdesire of the saner
leaders to. avoid the civil strife that
has made a chaos of Russia, and it is
even stated that the democratic forces
have prepared a scheme of govern-
ment for immediate adoption which
would enable order and authority in
the name of the nation to be preserv-
ed, and also give rein to the aspira-
tions of those who seek a similar free-
dom for the German people to that
possessed by the French,

All this is premature until the one
great acot of renunciafion and con-
fession is compléte. Germany must
acknowledge her guilt, submit to the
terms of her foes, and lay down her
arms. The war lords may circulate
pamphlets as they please, but the
people now know that it is not Presi-
dent Wilson nor any other outside
‘Ggrma‘ny that is prolonging the war.
If they want peace in Germany they
must jettison the Jonah of their na-
tion—Kaiser Wilhelm.

Many speculations and rumors are
rife jn England as to what the Ger-
mans may do. We need not concern
ourselves greatly about that. 'They
must surrender. They must conform
themselves to public opinion as. it
holds among the nationsjoutside Mit-
teleuropa. We believe the greater part
of the German people now understand
this and are eager to get in llne. It
the ruling criminal class does not as-
sent to this we need not too keenly
regret it, Their fall will be the
greater. The triumph of the demo-
cratic forces will be the more secure.
The. metamorphosis of Europe will be
the more glorious.

Government Coal.

A Small Housing Remedy.
Wherever the question. has been
considered at -all, ‘overcrowding has

| been admitted to be the prime source
‘of evil in city life. This is true whe-

ther it concerns health, sanitation,
the physique of the population, morals,
crime, education, efficiency in indus-
try or any other element in. civilized
life. s

Overcrowding is the result of
profiteering, and since |the war began
we are beginning to | have another
conception of what profiteering means.
In brief it is a selfish attack on *he
body politic for one’s own personal
ends, It does not mafter whether it
is engineered by hoarding food in cold
storage or people in a limited area; it

and it is ag dastardly in theé one case
as in the other.

In the case of overcrowding the
great difficulty to be overcome is the
private ownership of land. People
who wish to.build houses find land so
expensive that they cannot place small
houses upon it with -any hope of re-
couping  themselves. -Hence ‘double
and triple flat = houses, apartment

assist overcrowding.

Of course, there is plenty of cheap
land. * But it is not tn the eity. In
other cities ‘here is much freer rail-
way: suburban communication, and

Toronto we have nothing of these
advantages, and there 'is the addi-
tional difficulty to be encountered of
the stubborn opposition of the intra-
mural vacant land holders and the
central property owners who have
combined for ‘years to hem din and
confine the population of the city to
@ limited area. This is profiteering
in its worst form.

The plan tha‘ is being recommend-
ed and adopted in some places is the
purchase of a tract of land by the
city authority some distance from
the city proper, but . conveniently
situated where a rapid street
car service could be supplied
Land thus procured can be had at
farm prices. If properly chosen it can
be laid out in garden city style, small
and attractive houses built, and with
the city owning and operating the car
service the very best results can be
obtained. The houses are sold to the
people at a small percentage on cost.
The car line carries itself. The effect
on urban conditions is admirable.
Suburban growth gradually expands
along the car line. The whole com-
munity benefits, 'Any mlan of this
sort is bitterly opposed in Toronto by
the profiteering city landlords who
care for nothing but their own ad-
vantage. The conditions after the war,
however, will be such that the eity
authorities and the provincial govern-
ment will have to take action in some
.such direction.

Better Change the Tiine.

Boston Monitor: It might facilitate
matters greatly if the present German
chancellor would call uypon the im-
perial German literary bureau for a
new outfit of diplomati¢c phrases, es-
pecially with reference to “the glorious
deeds of our armies,”’ “oyr fixed deter-
rination to resist humiliation” and
‘“‘an unchanging lconfidence in the
strength of our good purpose.” If
Germany really wants peace she will
expedite matters by getting down on
her knees and begging for it. It may
gseem hard at first, but she will get
used to humility in the future and
perhaps come to like it.:

course, the board of control was
subjected to a long speech by a couple
of ladies one day, who said that they
were of the opinion that any such ar-
rangement would be an incentive to im-
morality, or some such equally absurd
thing. However, statements of that sort
are always put forth by certain people
about  everything which is being pro-
posed, and the very fact that these two
ladies had any such tdea should not have)
had such an overpowering effect upon
the members of the board of control.

As this is a free country everyone has
a perfect right to his own opinion, so
that the women in question were quite
within their rights when they went to
the board with their story (providing, of
course, that they did not have any
ulterior motive), but at the same time
it was not absolutery essential for the
controllers to swallow the whole thing in
one gulp. In other words, they should
use their own brains as far as they will
go, and not allow other people to put
notions in their heads. We are now
assuming that the gentlemen changed
their minds so miraculously on this ac-
count,

So far as there being immorality in
three-storey apartment buildings, or in
houses which are converted 1into the
same, it I8 too ridiculous for words, If
citizens are going to be immoral the
fact that they live in a three-storey
apartment house i neither going to add
nor detract ‘from their mode of living,
and the same applies to every other
kind of a house. Indeed, we might go
further and say that rooming houses will
breed as much of that sort of thing as
anything known to modern science.

When asked his opinion on the sub-
ject Controller O’Netll said: *I think
that the converting of large houses into
three-storey apartments is the only
answer to the problem, There are any
number of old homes which are being
discarded by the owners for one reason
or another, mostly because the people
are not in a position to keep them up,
owing to the war counditions of the coun-
try. These homes could quite easily be
made into three-storey apartments, and
they would have all the proper sanitary
conditions, so that so far as the health
of the citizens is concerned it would not
be impaired at all. Ve
