He Recognized Man Who Fired Fatal Shot—His Past Beha=-
vior In the Neighborhood Was Not of the Best.

Norwood, Aug. 25.~(Special.)—As a
gesult of & midnight attack upon ihe
residence of Robert D. Hill, who re-
gides in the Tth foncession of Dummer,
ghout eight miles from here, one of his
children is dead and the other wound-
ed. The murder is the culminati-n f
¢ fued, which has long existed between
the Hills on one side and the Dewarls
and Murphy families on the other.

Thomas Edward Hill, 12, years oal4.
the murdered boy, and his sister Mabel,
the youpgest daughter, were ‘sleeping
peacefully in an upstairs room, when
they were aroused by shouts. There
were five men’ in the party, composed,
it is said, of James Herbert Dewart, Ed-
ward Dewart, Stewart Murphy, Wil-
flam Murphy and an unknown youth.
As the children stuck their heads out
of the window a shot was fired from a
sepeating Tifle. It struck the little
girl’s left hand, shattering the bone cf
the second finger and entered the boy’s
side, going thru his body just above
the left lung. The builet emerged from
{ts. mark, lodged in the bedpost, a fow
feet away. The murdered boy dropped
to the floor and died almost instnatly,

The shot aroused the parents, who
were sleeping downstairs, and their
eldest son, William, stepped out on the

verandah to see what was wrong. Ashe
did so the report of a rifle again rang
out- William saw’ the man in the act
of firing and dodged. The bullet struck
the doorpost and the young man ran
back into the house. The attackers
ihen fired another shot, which struck
the house near an upstairs window.

HIill was In financial diff -
culties, and a determined effort to get It
back originated a serious fam’ly quarrel,
which involved their neighbors, = m~ of the
best known of Peterboro County's residen’s,
{ There has algo been a good dea] *aid re-
garding proceedings to put the Hill family
off the farm, which only served to widen
the breach. Reports of cattle poison.ng ard
other depredations stirred up more trouble
for Hill, until he conld get nobody to help
him in his harvesting. The Hill family
have been life-long residents of this s2c-

on the Clydesdale family here some years

ago, Hill and his brother Jolin s>rved terms
in Kingston Penitentiary. .

There are four boys and two girls in the
fumily, a boy 19 being the eldest. This
young man will be called at the inquest to
exp'sin s movements before the wurder,
s one or two claim to have seen hiim busy
pretecting the farm with a ritle on s
sbou'der. The shots, there Is no question
about 1t, were all fired from the outsidle
of the house, a circumstance which bears
out the Hill tamily's story.

0id Man Gamble Was Done to Death
by Indian is Trend of All
Evidence. .

Stratford, Aug. 25.— (Special.) —The
small shred of mystery that had en-
veloped the local tragedy was almost
wholely lifted to-day by the inquest
over John Gamble and the dead Indian,
Adam Seneca. The two men under ar-
rest, Harold, better known as Billy
Crawfield and Caleb Poyner, while
they differ on minor points, agree on
the main issue, that it was Seneca and
Gamble who fought, and that they died
fromy wounds that they inflicted upon
one another without the interference
of any person else,

Crawfield and Poynei' showed that
they haa spent a resuess night in jdil,

and were ushered into the police couit,
where the inquest was held by Coroner
Rankin ac 9 o’clock this morn:ng, Tney
had been separated since their be.ng
taken into custody, and there was no
chance for them to “fix"”’ a story. They
were taken to other rcoms under guard
and the proceedings of opening the in-
quest ' commenced. Crown . Attorney
McPherson acted for the crown,

The first witness to be called was
Jeremiah Hurley, proprietor of the Do
minion Hotel. He claimed that the
quartet were in his place on Wednes-
day evening and had three drinks, He
laid particular emphasis on the fact
that the Indian was served with ginges
ale only.

Caleb Poyner followed, He told of
Gamble meeting the Indian about sun-
down. Then of how they had gone t»
the Dominion Hotel, Avhere all had
taken spirituous liguor, the Indian in-
ciuded. How they had gone to the mis-
erable shack of Gamble and there drank
lr{rom various bottles of beer and whis=

ey.

He. told of the Indian producing «
mouth-organ, and how, as he playeq, tha
witness had ““hoed it down some’” h
self*with the Indian joining in to show
how the war dance of the olden times
had been practised by his fore.athers.
In his ovn way, Poyner gave a lurid
picture of ithe spluttering ofi]
lighting up the hovel, the
tles on the table, the tipsy revellers.

] Both Men Fight.

As the night wore on and the liquids
disappeared, both the mood of Gamble
and that of Seneca changed. They dis-
cugsed the question of work, and Gam-
ble, who had made a contract with the
Indian to pull the flax on his 50-acie
lot, wanted Seneca to stay there all
night. This the man refused to do, One
word brought on another,

about the room. The Indian at last
caught up a small grip that he had
brought to the hut and leaped for the
door,

That was al] Poyner knew, He heard
a frenzied scream from the outsida,
He took advantage of the absence of
the others and made for the door, |
Crawfield was before him. When|
Crawfield opened the door he was |
struck on the head with a bottle and|
fell. Poyner then ran out and away. |
