Th:ane Strikes Rocks Near Thun-
der Cape and Slides Into Deep
Water—Steamer Simla May.

Sarnia, Nov. 18--—-‘(Sfpecia1.)-—\Hon.
Senator Vidal died to-day at 2 o'clock
at the residence of his son-in-law, T.
W. Nisbett.

Senator Vidal had been ill nearly a
year, and death was not unexpected.
He was in his 38tk year, and is sur-
vived by two sons and two daughters.

The funeral will be on Wednesday
at-8 ‘o’clock’ from St, Andrew’'s Pres-
byterian Church.

Senator- Vidal was one of Sarnia's
oldest and most highly respected resi-
dents. ; »

Hon. Alexander Vidal was born in
Berkshire, England, Aug. 4, 1819, be-
ing the eldest surviving son of Cap-
tain R. E. Vidal, R.N. The Vidal
family . came originally from Spain,
removing to England in the seven-
th century. He was educated at

the Royal Mathematical School,

Christ’s Hospital. London, accompéan-

ied his father to Canada in 1834, set-
tling in Sarnia. Ont., the following
year.- Married, December, 1847, Cath-
erine, eldest daughter of Captain W,
E. Wright, R.N., of Moore, Lambton
County. He practiced the profession
of civil engineering from 1843 to 1852,
and was manager of . the Sarnia
branch of the Bank of Upper Canada
from 1852 till the failure of that in-
stitution -in 1866. FEe held the samc
position in the service of the Bank of
Montreal from that time until 1875,
when he iresigned. At the first gen-
eral electinn following <Confederation
in 1867, he was an unsuccessful can-
didate against the Hon. Alex. Mac-
the house of commons;
again -in 1872 - he was defeated, He
represented the .£t, Clalr division -in
the legislative council from Septem-
ber, 1863, until the union. He became
a senator at the call of Sir John A.
iMacdonald, Jan., 15, 1873 He was a
man who took a general interest 'in

| the affairs of his communifys He had

been lieutenant-coionel in the Cana-
dian militia, county treasury of Lamb-
ton, president of the YM.C.A, at
Sarnia in 1878. Th¢ temperance cause
claimed a great deal of his energies
in late years, and he was a central
figure in the Dominion Alliance for
the total suppression of the liquor
traffic, of which organization he was
a past president. - Senator Vidal was
a member of .the Church of England
till 1843, when h=2 jolned the Presby-
terian Church, and has represented
the Sarnia Church in the general as+
sembly.

He is survived by four sons and
two daughters.

“Thus, In a multitude of ways—some
of them deadly—men and women allow
themselves to be bribed.” ;

Jerome points out that while it
is in the power of the insurance com-
mission of New York to obtain a law
covering the alleged evils of insurance,
the case under discussion does not
come within the provisions of any sta-
htute now existent. ;

Two Classes of Transactions.

The district attorney sets forth that
his investigation discloses two classes
of transactions, the first, matters part-
ly developed by the Armstrong com-
mittee to the extent of gravely sug-
gesting the commission of crimes; the
second, actions which, in the light of
the committee’s investigation, com-
monly were ought to involve the
commission of ‘crimes and had many
moral elements entering into certain
well-known criminal offences.

Mr, Jerome says that he conceived
it to be his duty to determine whether
the suspicions falli under the first
head were well founded, and could be
proven by legal evidence, and as re-
gards the second class carefully to ex-
amine the law bearing on the facts
discovered and seek out any supple-
mentary evidence which might bring
the transactions disclosed within the
criminal law,

At this point Mr. Jerome says: ‘“The
law does not impose any general duties
of a wvisitorial character upon district
attorneys in reference to any class of
corporations.

JIn consegquence of this convic-
tion that faith .wasn’t kept, there is
more real passion in Canada on this
subject than on any other great public
question, This is a serfous fact, for a
trifling ‘additional incentive might
easily giye a capable leader the oppor-
tunity 'toystart a crusade pregnant with.

Copper Mining in Hastings.

The Marmora Herald: As everyone
knows, there is no mining of greater
importante to a district than - copper
mining.
