Despite defeat,Chinese are apparently ré-

solved -to make a desperate struggle, not
only In their ancient capital, but also In
other parts of the Kmplire,
. The Powers Threatened.

Chang Chl Tung, Viceroy of Hankow, and
Liu Kunyl Viceroy of Nankin, according
. to advices from Shanghai, have threatened
the consuls that If the person of the
Empress Dowager is not respected, they
will withdraw from their present friendly

attitude,
Is Li Ping Heng Dead ¢

Another Shanghal despatch announces the
death of L1 Ping Heng, Cheng and Chang
Lul Lin, in the fighting before PekM.

What Southern Mandarins Say,

The Mandarin s {n the southern provinces,
according to a despatch to The Dally Ex-
press from Hong Kong, bave issued an Im-
portnﬁt proclamation recognizing the cap-
ture of Pekin as a just punishment of
reactiopary officlals, and warning fhe peo-
ple not to Interfere with foreigners, but
also polnting out that the sole object of
the powers should be the punishment of
the Boxers, and then the jrestoration of
Jpeace, confining, however, their operations
to the north.

The Czar is Pleased.

Emperor Nicholas has wired to General
Lineviteh,commander of the Russian troops
in the Province of Pechill, congratulating
fhim Neartily upon the rapid capture of
Pekin, and bestowing upon him the third-
class order of St. George. The Russlan
Emperor also thanks Vice-Admiral Alexejeft
and the heroic Siberian troops.

. Bloody Work at Chingan Pass.
Gen. Grodoff, Russlan commander of the
Amur Government, reports to the Russian
War Office that Chingan Pass was captured
Aug, 16, after a ‘dbloody battle, In which
the Chinese suffered heavily, losing four
or five guns, The Russlan cavalry were
in pursuit of the enemy.
How Russian Press Views It,

The principal Russian papers,notably The
Novoe Vremya,commenting upon the victory
at Pekin, declare that Russia should go
po further In participating In common
armed intervention, but should Iimit her
military action to the frontler and the
Manchurian rallroad.

Official News From Chaffee,

Washington, Aug. 19, —From Gen. Chaffee
to-day the War Department received officlal
confirmation of the fall of Pekin and the
rescue of the besleged legationers,

The despatch of the American commander
was not long and contained few detalls.
Hi# last communication to the Govern-
ment prior to the receipt of to-day’s ad-
vices was dated Aug, 11 at Matow, almost
80 miles from Pekin. The explanation of
his silence 18 suggested in advices received
by the Navy Department to-day from Ad-
miral Remey, who, telegraphing from
Taku on the 18th, says the telegraph line
between that point and Pekin {s Inter-

rupted.
Bombarding the Inmer City.

‘.The cablegram from Admiral Remey con-
talns some important information not men-
tioned by Gen, Chaffee. He makes the
igtartling statement, on Japanese author-
ity, that the inner clty of Pekin was being
bombarded by the allled forces. Admiral

mey says also that the Dowager Em-
press is detained in the Inner city by
Prince Yung Ede,

Advices received late last night from the
Forelgn Office at Toklo, Japan, by the
Japanese legation in this city, confirm and

amplify previous accounts of the capture
of Pekin by the allled troops.

What the Inner City is.

The innmer, or as It is popularly known,
the Forbldden City, evidently had not been
taken, It is surrounded by a massive wall
of solid masonry more than 20 feet high
and 1t 1s not regarded as surprising that
the Chinese should make their final stand
within its shadows.

Prior to the receilpt of the despatch It
was accepted generally as a fict tbat the
Dowager Empress, b company with the
Emperor, and a large suite, had left Pekin,
While nothing 1s sald in Admiral Remey's
Rdvices as to the whereabouts of the Em-
peror, it is deemed scarcely probable that
he left the city without the Empress Dowa.
ger.

What Wu’'s Idea fis.

Minister Wu sald to the Assoclated Press
to-day that he had officlal advices to the
effect that the Emperor and Empress Dowa.-
ger had gone from Pekin to the Province
Mt Bhensl, a considerable distance west of
the capital city. He belleved they weve
entirely out of danger, The statement
that the Dowager Empress was detained by
Prince Yung FEde,

While no surprise was evinced at the
statement of Admiral Remey that the {nner
city was being bombarded, some concern
was expressed lest the final stand of the
Chinese troops within what they regard
as most sacred precincts should prove a
very serlous affalr.

. What Pekin Comprises. -

Pekin comprises practically four cities In
one, In extent of area it is about the
size of New York city, The four segments
of it are the Chinese city, the Tartar city,
the Imperial city and the Forbidden oty.
The Jast is the “Inner City,” mentioned In
Admiral Remey's despatches, and it is the
residence of the Emperor and the seat of
the Imperial court., Nobody Is aTlowed
within its massive walls except by special
permission of the Emperor and Empress
Dowager. The lmperial city is occupled
only by the highest Chinese officlals and
members and attaches of the Imperial
court,

THE JAPANESE ACCOUNT

Toklo, Aug. 17.—General Yamaguchi wires
from Pekin, under date of Aug. 16, as fol-
lows :

‘‘The allles attacked Pekin .early yes-
terday, opening with artillery on the east-
- ern side. The wall was obstinately held
by the enemy. The Japanese and the Ltus-
slans were on the northward of the Tung
Chow Canal. The Americaus and the Brit-
ish were on the south side. At nightfall
the Japanese blew up the two eastern
gates of the Tartar City and entered.

“In the meantime the Americans and the
British bad entered the Chinese city by the
Tung Plen guates. Detachments of each
force were sent towards the legations. Tle
parties met near the legations and opened
communication. All the Ministers and thelr
stoffs were found safe. The Japanese loss
was over 100 killed, Including three offi-

PART OF PEKIN IS ON FIRE.

Empress in Inner City is Being
Bombarded by the Allies, Rear
Admiral Bruce Says.

London, Aug. 20.—(4.20 a.m,)—Rear Ad-
miral Bruce cables the Admiralty

Che Foo, Aug. 19, as follows:

“Am informed on the authority of the
Japanese that street fighting still con-
tinues In Pekin, part of which is on fire,

‘*Yang Sa (7?) prevented the Empress
from leaving, and a last stand 1s now be-
ing made in the inper city, which s sur-
rounded by the allles and belng bom-
barded.”

TROOPS LANDED AT SHANGHAI.

British and French Forces There—
The Situation Along the Yang-
tse is Reported Serious.
London, Aug. 18, —A Shanghal despatch to
Dalzlel’s News Agency, of Friday’s date,
says the British troops from India are be-
ivg aisembarked, The French proposed to

land troops on Saturday.

‘The situation along the Yangtse, the cor-
regpondent says, is serious, especlal’y at
Wuchang,

Chang Shl Tung’s troops mutinied, bHut
ihe outbreak was quelled.

A despatch from Shanghai says that M,
de Bezaure, the French Consul-General,
states that 800 French marines have left
Saigon for Shapghai, and will be landed
in ease of an emergency.

HOW FRANCE VIEWS IT.

Thinks That Britain’s Landing of
Troops in Shanghali Was for
Selfish Interests,

Paris, Aug, 18.—kngland’'s decision not to
land troops in Nhanghali when convinced
that the other powers would follow her
example Is considered here as not mask-
ing her real Intention as to China being
one of selfish interest, Her Intended In-

dependent actlon created not a lttle cfiti
cism, but now that it has been checked
official circles silently grin at what is re-
garded as a rebuff.

CHINESE LOST COURAGE

And Retreated From Che Sin Hur-
riedly—Storm Centre Seems to
Be at Shanghal.

London, Aug. 19.—Whgtever of inter st
might be attached to the events reported in
the night's despatclies s destroyed by the
capture of Pekin as most of the messages
relate to matters preceding and leading
up to the capture of the Chinese capital,
Gen, Linevetch, commander of the ‘ius.
sloan troops In Pechill, reports to St.
Petersburg that on Aug. 12 the Chinese in-
tended to give battle at Che Sin, where
Were concentrated 50 battallons of the best
Manchu troops, commanded by Gen. Fu
Chu Sang, but that, losing courage, they re-
treated hurriedly, waiting for an attack to

be made.

All Eyes on Shanghat,

The eyes of the world, which have been
fixed hitherto on Pekin, are turning to
Shanghal, where an embroglio, resaiting
from the jealousy and suspicion of the pow-
ers, will possibly shortly assume a serious
aspect. The British landed Goorkha and
Bombay regiments on Iriday and France
is hurl’ylnfl 1700 Tonquin troops thither,

some of whom are reported to have arrived
already.

‘I'he situation in the Valley of the Yangtse.'
kllau‘, at Wu Chaug, is serious. Cuaag
Chi Tung's troops mutinied, but the out-
break was quelled. .
Russia’s Campaign in Manchuria,

Russia’s campaign in Manchurja seems to
be progressing satisfactorily. Gen. Orloft,
chief of staff of the Russian forces in Chiua,
reports on Aug. 14 that he atrtacked the
Chinese at Medu Chel on Aug. 12 and sub-
sequently advanced to Yak Shi and cap-
tured an abundance of stores., The Chinese
are sald to gathering In force in the neigh-
borhood of Kobdo, from which place the
Russian and Tartar residents ve de-
parted. :

FAREWELL TO VON WALDERSEE.

The Kaiser Expresscs ' His Ggatifi-
cation at the Acceptance of the
Fileld Marshal’s Appointment.

Cassel, Ang. 18.—Emperor Willlam re-
celved Field Marshal Count von Waldersce
and his staff at the castle to-day, The
Kalser congratulated Count von Waldersee
on his appointment as the head of the unit-
ed troops of the clvilized world and added
that “‘it is of great significance that your
appointment from the outset secured the
support and approval of the Emperor of the
Russias, a mighty ruler, who makes his
power felt thru the Continent of Asla,

*“It shows once more,"” said the Emperor,
“how closely united are the old traditions
in arms of the two Empires. I hai] with
you the fact that the whole civilized world
without distinction and spontaneously in-
trusted you with this command. As Prus-
slan officers we are gratefully filled with
pride at the task that has been assigned
to you, inasmuch as it expresses unaai-
mous appreciation of our mlilitary life and
work ' as well as our military system and
training and the leadership of our general
officers.

“In the interest of our people I wish
that our common expedition may turn into
a firm guarantee of mutual appreciation and
mutual peace for the European lgowers, &0
that what the Emperor of the Russiag at-
tempted last year in another fleld and what
he did not succeed in doiug in peace, may
now perhays be attained with weapons in
our hands.” =

The Kalser then gave Fleld Marshal von
Waldersee a baton and said he hoped the
latter would wield it with his old custom-
ary vigor and sureness in critical moments,

Count von Waldersee in reply thanked
the Emperor and assured bim that while
his arm had strength to hold the baton
the order to retreat would never be given.

A dinner followed, at which the Kalgar
proposed the health of Emperor Francls Jo-
seph of Austria and made a few remarss
thanking ‘the Austrian monarch for rhe
words addressed to himself and Count von
Waldersee on the occasion of the latter's
appointment.

mperor Willlam then proposed the fol-
lowing toast: “Heaith to our noble allles
and the true friends of our land whom we
all honor from the bottom of our hearts.”

Later on the Emperor bade farewell to the
officers and kissed Count von Waldersee,

RUSSIA HEARS OF PEKIN'S FALL.

The News Causes Much Lamenting
in the Chinese Legation
at Moscow.

Moscow, Aug. 18.—The 8t, Petersburg
correspondent of The Ruszki Listok an-
nounces the receipt’ there of a despatch
which says that Pekin has been taken.
There is as yet no confirmation of the
message, The Chinese Legation I8 ex-
tremely excited and grieved, and its secre-
tary says he belleves that the news Is

true,

Lord Wolseley’s Rebuke to the Officers at Aldershot, Where
Blunders of the Worst Possible Type Were Made on
Field Day—Frank Comment This.

London, Aug, 18.—(Gieneral Montgomery
Moore, commander at Aldershot, having
been severely criticized for his work at a
big fleld day, Lord Wolseley ordered an-
other held in his presence, and never, per-
haps, has the need of the lesson given tn
South Africa been more fully demonstrated.
The Time$' comments to-day are a conser-
vative .expression of what every thmmking
Pnglishman is saying in far more forcible
terms. The following passages are typlcai
of the whole long editorial :

“The plan of the exercise was one of rear
guard actions, which has become famillar
during the war. The force in retreat was
to endeavor to delay the pursuing enemy as
much as possible.. Our military correspon-
dent spoke sarcastically of the scheme as
‘a gentlemanly scheme, with no nasty Hoer
slimness about it.’ Even 80, there was left
room for good fighting or bad fighting. 'The
troops and leaders seem to have been
chosen for the latter. They appear to have
bungled the whole business, and certainly
acquitted themselves so as to recelve from
the commander-in-chief the most humiiat-
Ing censure that has befallen a British diyi-
slon for many a day. The country would
do well to pay close attention to this little
affalr, for the faults it revealed may very
Soon prove, If unarrested, disastrous, Nor
would any good purpose be served by hush-
ing up the matter, for we may well be
assured that it 1s already known to all the
general staffs in Europe,

‘“The melancholy discovery the country is
pow making on the authority of the com-
mander-in-chief 1s that there are officers

and men who cannot go thru a field day
and’%in ordimary sham fight without' com-
mitting a series of elementary blunders of
the worst possible type. Nothing else would
have led Lord Wolseley, in addressing the
assembled officers, to declare that not again
under any circumstances were large opera-
tions to be tried until the brigade work
and the company work were much more
thoroly kmown. ‘They must learn to walk
before they try to run.” It will be observed
that this censure was not directed primar-
ily against the men, but against the om-
cers, who were explicltly told by the com-~
mander-n-chief that they did not know
the grammar of thelr work. The men are
probably good material, English troop® gen-
erally are, as has been proved over and
over again in South Africa, but they seem
to be quite untrained.”

The Times concludes with the question
of how this can be changed, and sugges's
that the constitution of the army should
be changed so that cleverer youths should
regard it as a natural career.

As regards Lord Wolseley’s seathing re-
marks, while they meet with untversal ap-
proval, they may be criticized from two
points : Firstly, toward the end of his five-
year service as commander-in-chief the con-
dition of affairs at Aldershot should be such
that his criticism should mot be needed;
and, secondly, an unprofessional’ spirit was
shown In concluding his well-deserved re-
buke with an apology in hoping that the
officers would take his remarks in

part. .

Extreouldlnary iprecautlon_s Are Being Taken to Protect the Mem-
bers of the Royal Family and Government From
Murderous Attacks by Anarchists.

London, Aug. 19.—Precautions for the
safety of the Prince of Wales during his

Up to a late hour last night nobody .ad
turned up who could throw any light on
the identity of the dead man, altho it is
belleved he came here from Cincinngti, O.,
as all the clothing found on the body was
made in that city,

The remains are those of a good-looking
man with dark hair, slightly curly, and
dark eyes and brown mustache. The
clothing appeared nearly all new. It con-
sisted of a blue sacque suit, tanned boots
marked ‘‘Potter” and a black stiff hat,
white starched shirt and collar, striped
cufls, blue silk socks.

The valuables found in the pockets con-
sisted of a gold hunting case watch made
by the Hampden Watch Co., Canton, O,
$36.67 and gold pencil case. The
movement was numbered 870322
end the case 2387220, The revolvaer
was made by the Johnston - Arms
and Bicycle Co., Pittsburg, Pa. There
were no marks on the clothing which would
lead to the man’s identification exocept per-
haps the laundry mark, “E 822,” on the
shirt. The body was photographed last
night for identification purposes.

The New York Police Have Detained
Eleven Men Who Have Just Ar~
rived From Europe.

ALL SUSPECTED OF PLOTTING

It is Now Denied That They Are

New York, Aug. 19.—The New York de-
tective burean, working independently of
the United States Secret Service officers,
has added eleven o the number of men
detained by the immigration officials in
this port because of suspected connection
with Anarchist plots, There is no de.
finite charge against the eleven men beld
at the request of Chilet MecClusky; on the
other hand,charges of the most serions char.
acter have been made against Notabe Mores-
ca and Michae] Guido;, who were detained
on Friday upon their arrival here on the
Kalser Wilhelm II. Papers weré prepared
{n Washington to be gerved on Moresca
and Guido but were found to be Incom-
plete and were returned to Wasangton
for correction, ‘Whether the corrected

documents were served on the men yester-
day, it was jmpossible to learn. The ut-
most secrecy with regard to all the cir-
cumstances of the arrest of all the men
{s maintained by po'ice, Secret Nervice men
and Immigration officials alike,

The Chief Inspects.

Moresca and Guido are being kept at
Quarantine, and not Kllis Island, or In
the Barge Office, as is customary in the
cases of immigrants awaliting investigation.
They were brought to the Barge Office
yesterday and were led into a room where
Commissioner of Immigration Fitchle, As-
sistant Secretary of the Treasury Taylor,
Chief Agent Hazen of the Secret Service,
Capt, Howard and Dr. Uller of the Immi-
gration Bureau were holding a conference,
and they remalned there some time. They
were then taken back to Quarantine, where
it was absolutely certain that no one could
communlicate with them,

Are Wanted at Naples.

Local Secret Service agents to-night sald
that advices had been received from the
Itallan Government to the effect that
Notabe Maresca and Michael Guldo, two of
the 14 Itallans detained at the Barge Of-
fice, are wanted by the Naples authori-
ties In Italy. It is understood here that
they are charged with complicity in the
recent plot to assassinate the late King
Humbert, All of the American Becret Ser-
vice men unite in denying that any of the
14 Italians detained to-day are accused of
plotting agalnst the life of President Mec-
Kinley.

Friends of the Assassin,
Naples, Aug. 18.—The pdiice: of N?ples
just missed arresting the Anarchist Guldo
aboard the steamer Kalser Wilhelm II.,
Pound for New York. When the ship was
out of port and they found that he had
eluded them, the Inspector of Police cabled
the New York police and the United States
Department of State to detain the men
upon landing, pending the arrival of pa-
pers calling for his return to Italy,
Guido was with Bresel at Monza and
is alleged by the authorities here to have
been his chlef aecomplice.

Mclkinley Was Marked, Too.

London, Aug. 20.—The Rome correspond-
ent of 'The Daily Mall says the arrest of
Maresca and Guida in New York arose out
of some letters recelved at Brescl's lodg-
ing subsequent to the assassination of King
Humbert. One of these, dated New York.
July 25, and signed “‘Mabor,” urged Brescl
to commit the crime, and urging Maresca
and Guida to do thelr duty toward l'resi-
dent M¢Kinley. Maresca is known to the
Italian police as a most fanatical amar-
chist.

Here a
volce sald: “Telegraph Mr, Mackenzie for
an answer now and we will wait here.”

The Clergue enterprises at « Sauit Ste,
Marle furnish an acknowledged indication
develop-
ment upon which Capada fs entering. The
public thruout the Dominton ~are kept
pretty acedrately informed fwith regard to
these entérprises; but an article Wwhich
appears In The New York Sun of Sunday
presents their progress’ up to date with
striking force,

To the writer of this article, Mr, Clergue
hae sald:” “In five years we will be run-
ning thru fish trains from Hudson Bay to
Chicago,” and the correspondent adds:
“In five years, too, the company will have
abporbed’ all the outflow of Lake Superior,
except what is needed for vessels'

Let us grasp what is meant by these two
statements, which were not compreheénded
in-the sketch of his opportunities and plans
lald before the Toronto Boakd of Trade
some months sgo by Mr, Clérgue. In five
years Mr. Clergue proposes to complete the
extension of his North Bhore Rallway to
Hudson Bay. In order to reap all the ad-
vantages of the Dominion Government
grants to this extension, there are now em-
ployed 150 expert timber cruisers, mineralo-
gists and geologists, who, as The Bun in-
forms us, “are traversing that whole re-

"_| glon, each party béing accompanied by in-

dian. guldes and candemen, These men
are selecting;timber lands, running out the
geological foPmatjons and verifying and
correcting old surveys; and the grants
(1,250,000 acres) will be selected und?r
their reports,” The lands of these grants
are not to, be selected in one bunch, but
within @' reasonable distance of the lines
of the road, In small blocks.

The plan of water pofver development at
the Sault throws the rallway scheme
almost Into the shade, Here are quotations
from The Sun’s article: ‘'As the basis of
the entire work, all the water power of
Lake Superfor &t this point has been ac-
quired, and before the establishments are
fuily completed the rapids of Sault Hte.
Marie will be dry and all the vast flow
of the lake will be at work, éither turn-
ing  wheels or passing ships. thru the
canals and locks of the Sault. It takes
one-one thousandth part of ‘the water of
Lake Superior to operate the ship locks,
says Mr, Clergue, and why should not the
rest be utilized in employlng = mauy
thousands in industries, which, but for
cheap water power, could mot be carried
on, and in turning to account natural ad-
vantages and materials that but for cheap
labor would be wasted?”

“Phis fall work will be begun to remedy
the dirficulty that must come very, soon
in the permanent lowering of the waters of
Lake Superior, It ls an lntemuom;que&
tion, and neither the Canadian nor the
American Government will, permit any
change In these waters [IBbi(a dam win
be bulit at once clear across’ the head of
the rapids,” The dam will be 2000 feet
long, and will be a series.of Stone and
concrete | plers, connected by, steel gates,
to be ‘qsfmed op shut as occasion requires,
It is not improbable that the ‘company may
raise Instead of lower the level of Lake
Superfor, Every foot of ralse in the level
will mean much to Iit.”

Some particulars are given of the fur-
ther developments, either under way or in
prospect, by the Clergue syndicate, which
controls . §20,000,000 of Philadelphia and
New York capital, which has spent so far
$4,500,000, and has plans that will call tor
the expenditure of $15,000,000 or more ad-
ditional, In one mall the other day the
pulp mill got an order from the centre of
the American paper making reglon af
Menominee, Wis,, and others from Nagasakl
(Japan), and France, The field of shipment
is, in fact, only lUmited by the demands of
the paper trade. The plans for the ferro-
nickel works, which are now under con-
struction, propose 100 furnaces, of five
tons daily capacity each, The company
has closed a comr'uct with the Krupp
firm of Germany, uhder which a large
amount of nickel steel will be manufac-
tured at the Sault and shipped to Germany
for a period of five years, Mr, Clergue
states positively that the ‘contract is clos-
ed, and will be carried out, The company
has now in operation one canal, giving 2),-
000 horse-power. Another, to give 50,000
horse-power, is almost completed, on the
Michigan side of the river. Of the total
power of the latter, 40,000 horse-power has
been leased for a long term of years to
the Union Carbide Company and  the
United Alkali Company. 7The former {s
now using a great power at Niagara for
the . manufacture of carblde of -cal-
clum, The Sault power will cost it, per-
haps, a third of what it pays at Niagara.
Two-weeks ago work was begun on the
Canadiap side of the river on a canal that
is to develop 40,000 horse-power more, It
is estimated that this will take all the
power of the river. The canal and power
house on the American side will cost $2-
750,000. - The second Canadian \cana] will
cost nearly as much, Last year the com-
pany bought in EKngland four steel ore
ships, which, when navigation closes, will
he sent to the sea, carrying cargoes of pulp
for' wherever the company has orders, lo
the spring they will return again to the
upper dakes, Next year the company
will have four more of these ships, now
bullding In England, and the eight will
find steady employment in the ore carry-
ing on the lakes,

There are, in fact, more great industrial
ideas comprised in the Sault enterprises
than In any other development on the
globe; and The World belleves that what
the greatness which the future holds In
store for this great country of ours.

Has Hastened the Crisis in the
Far East, Says

SUN’S LONDON CORRESPONDENT

Revolt of the Pure Chinese Against
the Manchu Dynasty is Now
One of the Possibilities.

London, Aug, 18.—(New York Sun Cable.)
—The good news from lekin while it brings
immeasurable rellef to Kurope, as well as
to the rest of the world, serves but to has-
ten. the real Chinese crisis. 1t cannot bhe
assumed, of course, that milltary operations
will be ended with the occupation of I'ekin,
but the collapse of the Chinese resistance
during the march -of ‘the ‘allles disposed
once and for all of the fear that civilization
was face to face with the *‘Yellow peri”
In its most dangerous form. Every Govern-
ment in Europe believed a month ago that
the ruling dynasty of .China, after yeats of
secret arming and other preparations, had
deliberately embarked upon a campaign for
the expulsion of forelgners and all foreign
interests from Asia. It I8 pow clear that
if any such Jylm existed it was limited in
inception and premature In execytion, afa
has already been virtually defeated.

China Without a Government,

The situation now justifies the bellef that
China is not only divided hopelessiy
against itself, but that the porth is practi-
cally without government and in a condi-

tion of anarchy. The subjugation of auy

Political Features.

It Is necessary for the allles, while con-
tinuing preparations for any muiitary action
which may become Impeérative, to fturn
tbelr attention lmmediately to the vast and
difficult political features of the problem.
This necessity is gecullarly embarra’ sing
to Great Britdln &t the present moment.
The Salisbury Government had reason to
belleve until to-day that this most dreaded
aspect of the situation might be kept in
abeyance for a few weeks, and that Kng-
land might have ome more opportunity to
free herself from the deadly entanglements
which are paralyzing her arms in South
Africa before grappling with the perilous
difficulties of the far KEastern question,

Britain’s Policy in Shanghai.

Moreover, England has entered upon
the task with a mistake which is the worst
ossible angury for her future interests,
The diplomatic world to-day is discussing
] vacillation of the Rritish poiicy at
Shanghal more eagerly than the welcome
news from Pekin. The Government finds
no dotepllers even among its own support-
ers. Why, asks The Times and all other
Conservatlve organs, did the Government
announce Its purpese to land troops at
Shaughal If it were willing to he bullied
0: persunded to abandon the purpose later?
Vacillation is, according to every author-
ity, the worst possible mistake in dealing
with Orientals, and the capture of Pekin
is a fortunate offset to the British weak-
ness In the Shapghal matter.

Why the Chauge ?

It is quite true that Great Britaiu's
action in the first Instance caused what
The Times describes ag almost nysterical
denunelatiou on the Continent and eshecil-
ly in France, but every Government con-
sented to the landing of Biitish troops
with, of course, the proviso that they re-
serve the same right. It Is not yet clear
why Lord Balisbury changed his mind un-
léss it was that the news that krance was
promptly sending.a large force to tlie same
port raised the fear of such complications
that an adjustment would be lmpossible,
At all events, the Government nas now re-
committed Itself to a polley of occupation
and there can be no doubt that Admiral
Seymour's troopg will be joined in a few
days hy large Fremch forces, winile Rus-
sla and Germany will seek simliar repre-
sentation at the earliest possible moment,

Germany Will Demand Damages.

The discussion of the problem as a whole
bug scarcely begun as yet, either in diplo-
p}allc circies or by the gemerar public.
There Is no doubt in any one's mind that
Germany will demand a special reckoning
with China. It is hardly expected in kng-
land that the Kaiser will be satisfied with
merely pecunlary indemnity for tne mur-
der of Baron Von Ketteler. In fact, Kng-
lond fears that she may be outvoted on
the question of malntenance of the <inceg-
rity of the Chinese Empire, The only sup-
port upon which she absolutely relieg 1s
that of the United States. There are signs,
thevefore, and the final decision to jund
troops at Shangbal is ome of them, that
Great Britain Is making every preparation
to “get the largest share possible in''the
case that the dismemberment of the cogst-
wise portion of China lg decided upon Ly
the other Powers

The suggestion that the Chinese question
be referred to a hastily summoned inter-
natlonal conference is negatived instead of
supported by the rapid march of events.
The necessity of immedlate, action Ig im-
perative. Every effort will be made by
the telegraphic exchange of Viennt to
reach a solution. In cuse of a disagree-
ment or a deadlock the Inst resort will be
a temporary modus vivendl, pending fur-
ther negotiations by conference or other-
wisge. The latter, however, will be g dang-
erous expedient, for much now depends
upon prompt, firm and united action, if
anarchy and revolution thruout China are
to be avoided. <
