MONTREAL'S GREAT I;ARAPE

8t. Jean Baptiste Day Was Magnifi-
cently Observed, .

mz(O!N’PREAL. June 24.—Passing thru
closely packed streets, accompanied
by bands and representatives of almost
every soclety in Montreal, the big St.
Jedn Baptiste Day parade was watch-
ed by nearly fifty thousand people along
the different streets of the city. The
parade, which was of almost unpar-
alleled length and magnificence, took
an hour and a half to pass a given
point, and was Invested with the pomp
and solemnity which French Canada
lends to its greatest public feast day.

A succession of artisan socleties and
lodges, intermingled with bands of gor-
geous horsemen with the scarlet, green
or gold cape, and the hat with regal
ostrich plumes, preceded by a number
of cars, showed artisans at work., An
allegorical car with the Chevalier De
Laval seated upon an upturned canoe,
surrounded by a body of chevaliers from
old France, aroused much Interest.
Then>came a car with a body of snow-
shoers, singing their club song, follow-
ed by the representation of the early
days in Canada with the cottage of the
settler, the primitive log cabin and old
spinning wheel, Warrlors of old Ponce
De Leon's days followed. Representa-
tions of the priests teaching the In-
dians with Souart, the first schoolmas-
ter in Canada, were well recelved.

A long ripplé of applause preceded
the large car with a tiny tabernacle of
marble, in which sat the infant John
the Baptist, one hand holdirg a cross
and the other on the head of a tiny
lamb.

The Canadan Navy Veterans marched
with the junior regiment of Zouaves,
in their grey and red uniforms, some of
them mere children, followed by In-
dians In war paint and feathers, in
striking contrasts, ;

Jacques Cartler, In his old vessel;
Madelene de Vercheres, 'standing "un
guard in a fort with her garrison of
women against a howling pack of red-
skins; Dollard and his band in a hand-
to-hand encounter over a palisade with
Indiap braves; Marie de France teach-
ing the little Indians under the trees,
were some of the inspiring scenes re-
presented allegorically in the pageant,

A big float, representing the death of
Montcalm, the representation of the
slege of Quebec in 1600, a second St.
Jean Baptiste with a lamb, dozens of
cars with workmen of various sorts,
showing skill at their trades, passed in
slow review, Lastly came the puplls of
Prof. Henrl Scott, national gymnastic
{nstructor.

There were 20,000 French-Canadians
in the parade, which wound up by mass
sald in the open air on Lafontaine
Park, Archbishop Bruchesi being the
officiating prelate. The sermon was
preached by Abbe Auclair of the Pal-
ace. He contended in eloquent tones
that as far as the French-Canadian is
eoncerned, his nationality and relig-
fous faith should go hand in hand.

THREE MILLIONS FOR
BEGLAMATION OF MARSH

Project Includes Ship Canal, Four
Hundred Feet Wide, From
Eake to Bock.

A tangible scheme for the reclama-
tion of Ashbridge’'s marsh-is at last
to come befove the city council. The
special committee in charge of this
matter recommended a plan yesterday
afternoon, that is a combination of the
one drafted by Government Engineer
J. G. Sing, and the city’'s plans of 1906
and 1908, The cost is to be $2,800,000.
This proposal differs from that of En~
gineer Sing In that it does not include
the whole bay and marsh; but only
provides for the making of 170 acres
lying mostly west of ‘the Don and
Keating’s cut is to be closed and the
Don is to be directed to run east into
that portion of the bay that is not to
be fillled in. There are no slips or docks
for boats along the ship canal. All the
docks and slips lle to the west 6f the
por at a point parallel and to the
nérth of the eastern gap.

All the switches and docks are to be
controled by the city. There will be
no bridge, at first. across the ship
canal to 8imcoe Park, and for crossing
to this district a ferry is recommended,
The new plan provides for an increas-
ed area in the park.

Polson’s iron works made a request
that 50 acres to the northwest of the
reclaimed plece be reserved for them,
which, if favoraly considered will
necessitate an alteration in the dock
arrangements, They propose to build
deep slips and a drydock of capacity
for vessqls 700 feet long, with 25-foot
draught.” This arrangement is in an-
ticipation of the enlargement of the
Welland Canal to accommodate ves-
sels of this size.
