Negotiations With Britain,

Germany in her notes reserves
“complete liberty of decision” should
the United States fail to pre-
vail upon Great Britain to bring her
practices into conformity with interna-
tional law, The official view is that
the United States for some time has
been and now is conducting diplomatic
correspondence with Great Britain on
that subject and the success or failure
of the negotiations and Germany's
consequent action, must necessarily re-
main for the future.

Under such circumstances one set
of officials feel the threatened break
will not come at this time; another set
is convinced that Germany’'s apparent
determination to make the fulfilment
of her promise conditional upon the
success of the president’s negotlations
with Great Britain warrants the sever-
ance of diplomatic relations.

CANADIANS BEAT GERMANS
IN STRUGGLES WITH BOMBS

Enemy’s Attacks Made

Stubborn Resistance and
Yielded Him No Results
--Many Officers and Men
Win Distinction.

CANADIAN HEADQUARTERS, IN
FRANCE (via London, May 5).—~Warm
and bright weather marked the clos-

Under favorable
conditions aviators were unusually ac-
tive.  German and British machines
hovered constantly over the Canadian
lines and aerial combats were frequent.
I'rom time to time artillery duels de-
veloped on each section of our front,

At various points bombing attacks
were attempted by tne enemy. One
such agsault was delivered against a
battalion of the Royal Highlanders of
Canada. Late in the afternoon the
front and support lines of this unit
were subjected to a bombardmenf'pf
heavy shells, mortar bombs and rifle
grenades. Steady retallation by “our
field batteries and howitzers fajled to
check the enemy’s. fire, which gradu-
ally increased In severity, )

Foe ‘Rushes Crater.

Finally it became concentrated on a
narrow section of the tront line and
the zone immediately behind it. Two

Opened Fire on Germans .

As soon as definite information was

Lieut. B. M. Giveen, bombing officer
of the battalion, went out with four
of his men to investigate the situation
and a party under Lieut., A. "W, Aitch-
inson was sent forward over ground
swept by the hostile artillery to pe-
inforce the- garrisons of the fromt
trenches, On reaching the ‘crater our
men found it abandoned by the enemy,
who ‘had left in it one of his number,
dead, Posting his bombers as sentries,
Lieut. Giveen returned for reinforce-
ments and when a fresh garrison had
been brought up the work of restoring
the entrenchments and recovering our
dead was undertaken,

In the course of the hostile bom-
bardment on this occasion, Capt. ¥, W.
Peterman was wounded in the head
and had several teeth knocked out by
shrapnel. Nevertheless he remained
z;:t his post until relleved three hours
ater,

Lieut. ¥. J. Rowan was struck in tho
leg but declined to leave his men until
the situation had cleared,

Ijeut, E. W, Mingo, who was in
charge of a wiring squad at another
point when the attack commenced,
withdrew his party to safe cover and
then endeavored to join his company
in the front line. While passing thru
the enemy’s violent artillery barrage
he was hit in the arm by a shrapnel,

Attack Forestalled.

A few days later the enemy" directe(
the fire of many guns and mortars
onto the trenches of a western cavalry
battalion. Between two and six
o’clock in the aftermoon over 2000
shells were flung into this area. caus-
ing considerable havoc and damage
to our defensive system. Undismayed
by the intensity of the fire, our men
clung to their trenches, and with ad-
mirable fortitude held on, even to the
most advancyi 'positions. Oppasite
to them the flerce retaliation of our
artillery was wrecking the German
trenches, and there is little doubt but
that the stubborn tenacity of the bat-
talion, coupled with the splendid work
of the artillery, prevented the de-
livery of an impending attack.

Bravery of Peacey.

Later in the week the battalion was
complimented by the commander in
chief in person on its steadiness under
this trying ordeal.

$25,675,000 on 25,676 men, this amount
being augmented at the rate of $45,000
a day, the war has thrust many other
obligations upon the city.

Kirby to Col. Carnegle and left the
Col. to form his own conclusfons ag
to Kirby's capabilities, The estimate
submitted, he belleved, was in the
neighborhood of $6 for 100,000, No
estimate for a greater number was
submitted. He had no knowledge of
further negotiations with White or
Kirby.

He next heard of the manufacture of
fuses after the fall of 1914, when Col.
Carnegie returned from England on
January or February of the ensuing

Urgency Was Evident,

His next knowledge of the fuse busi-
ness was in the contracts under dis-
cussion, He could not recall the basis
of discussion in the committee, but re-
membered there was a great deal of
urgency about it, This urgency, he said,
wag a financial urgency as much as
anything else, Large piles of raw ma-
terial and component parts of shells
were being stored and insurance paid
on them, Seventy millions of dollars
worth of parts were held up,

At the meeting on May 12, the fuse
contracts were still under discussion,

Mr, Hellmuth: - Did you understand
at that time the material difference in
cost between graze and time fuses?

Col, Watts: No, I had never seen
o graze fumse at-that time, He sald
that at that meeting Col. Carnegie re-
ported favorably on the American
companies,

It was at
the June 4 meeting that the commit-
tee ‘were advised the contracts had
been closed and a draft contract was
submitted, At that time witness said
he did. not know that 1,666,666 fuses
ordered were graze fuses, BSo far as
he could recollect there was no dis-
cussion at the meeting of June 4 con-
cerning the Russell Company,

It was taken moreé or less for grant-
ed that the contracts could not be
filled in Canada,

Personally, he did not believe the
fuses could be got as rapidly as the
shells could be manufactured, but be-
lleved that much more rapid delivery
could be secured from the American
firms, .

It sounds plausibly dreadful to talk
about starving millions of German
women and children. Germany had
ample time to consider this before the
fatal fourth of August, Germany had
no thought for Belgium and other
countries she has devastated without
right or reason, What suits Germany,
however, must be conceded, and what
does not suit Germany must be left
undone, Germany must be free to
blockade and starve Great Britain,
but Germany must not be hampered
in any way.

The German note instructs the United
States—"does not doubt” is the ex-
pression used—that unless the United
States “ will now demand and insist
that the British Government” do as
Germany wants, and unless it attains
this object, “the German Government
would then be facing a new situation,
in which it must reserve to itself com-
plete liberty of decision.”

Unless the TUnited States backs
down completely or is willing to 8o to
war with Great Britain in defence of
Germany’s occupation of Belgium,
France, Poland and Serbia, President
Wilson has no alternative compatible
with preserving his self-respect but to
break off relations with (ermany. He
may, o8 course, write another note,
but this is scarcely conceivable,

Germany is quite clear as to her
rights in the use of submarines. “Neu~
trals cannot expect,” says the note,
“that Germany, forcéd to fight for ex-
istence, shall for the sake of neutral
interests restrict the use of an effec-
tive weapon if the enemy is permitted
to continue to apply, at will, methods
0t warfare violating rules of interna-
/tional law.”" This is merely begging
the question, for the United States both
bases its demands on Germany on
quite other grounds, and has by no
means settled the point that Great
Britain is acting in violation of inter-
national law; Great Britain has
cited authorities and precendents
from the action of the TUnited
States’ own navy for the course pur-
sued by Great Britain, and Germany
herself claimed the same rights in
other contests, It does not suit Ger-
many to 4o so in the present case,

The note contains a characteristic
German touch in the assertion that
“the German Government attaches no
less importance to the sacred principles
of humanity than the governnient of
the United States.” President Wilson
must writhe under a suggestion of
this kind. But as he never protested
against the horrors of Belgium he must
swallow it. The United States did not
protest against the horrors of Bel-
gium, and United States citizens will
read with mingled. feelings that “the
German Government attaches no less
importance to the principles of human-
ity than the government of the United
States.

Satement, which is inserted for the
benefit of the uninformed German
people, that “it was not the German
but the British Government which ig-

is one of the greatest advantages to
the city that it has acquired In many

. | years, The gentlemen and firms who

are concerned in supporting the bu-
reau have done a public-spirited ser-
vice to the community which should
not be overlooked by the citizens gen~
erally, and a study of the second an-
nual report which was submitted at
the meeting of the bureau yesterday
will confirm the interest which may
have been excited by hearing of the
work that has been done, Dr. Hor-
ace Brittain, as director, has accom-
plished most excellent work during the
past two years, and it is gratifying to
know that he is a Canadian and im-
bued with patriotic Canadian views
of civil life, ‘

The bureau has been aiming at re-
forms, both in principle and in method,
in city government, Many of the sug-
gestions made have already been
adopted, and there is no reason, as
time passes, why the principles laid
down by the bureau should not all
come into force in the management of
civic affairs. They are not suggested
without experience, and are carefully
thought out in connection with local
problems, The bureau adopts its own
forms in its own business and its fi-
nancial reports and statements will
give all who are interested in the keep-
ing of accounts an idea of what can be
done in simplifying and in clarifying
them. The revenue account for the
year shows contributions and other re-
ceipts of $19,679, and the extent of
the work done makes it a matter of
congratulation that out of the revenue
$2,880 has been transferred to surplus
acoount.

The report proper deals with two
questions, what the bureau has been
working at during the year, and what
progress has been made in improving
civic administration, During the year
we have had frequent occasion to refer
to the bulletin and white paper service
of the bureau in which important
subjects connected with city hall work
have been dealt with, Another thing
is the tabulation method applied to the
city budget, analyzing the expenditures
and revenue, and showing at a’'glance
what relation the drafé esbtimates bear
to costs by general function, organiza-
tion unit, and object of expenditure,
This triple check upon the city ac-
counts provides, for the first time, a
clear guide for the taxpayer to the
meaning and the justification of his
burdens, The adoption of this form by
the city depends upon the adoption of
an improved form of accounting, and
all this involves an economy in time
and service which cannot be mini-
mized. These are the dry bones of the
work, so to speak, but essential as the
skeleton to the body. Reference lib-
rary work, speakers’' bureau, field sur-
vey of city street cleaning and garbage
disposal were also taken up,

One of the new points which the
civic authorities would scarcely find
within their scope as matters are at
present constituted, is at the same time
of vital importance to the city as a
community, This is a study of the liv-
ing wage, A notable sentence is as
follows:

The future of Toronto as a man~
ufacturi and distributing centre
depends on its ability to maintain
conditions which will conduce to
the happiness and efficiency of the
workers, as well as to keep the
cost of production from increasing
to a point which will nullify Tor-
onto’s natural advantages or even
create a relative disadvantage, -
There are three elements asserted by

the bureau to be essential to securing
the conditions for reasonable existence,
and they are mentioned, as we think,
In the due order of their importance,
They are adequate transportation, in-
telligent town-planning, and citizen-
ehip-developing education, From the
merely selfish standpoint of self pre-
servation, it is remarked, Toronto must
hecomé increasingly interested in
maintaining a city of real homes,
Skilled workers cannot be obtained if
the conditions require them to be un-
derfed or badly housed. It is the prob-
lem of making the city a better place
to live and bring up a family in, on
the educational side, but the cost of
living is so wrapped up with transpor-
tation, and education with both, that
the whole subject is one to which the
bureau legitimately devotes much at-
tention. We shall revert to other
points later.

SULLEN ATTITUDE TOWARD U.S.

‘Grudging Concession Made That Merchant Vessels

“Recognized by International Law” Will Not
Be Sunk Without Warning—Con-
ditions Are Attached.

BERLIN, May b5.~(By Wireless to
Sayville.)—Following 18 the text of the
note of ths German Government in re-
ply to the American note respecting
submarins warfare, delivered on
Thmisday by Gottlieb Von Jagow, the

secretary, to Ambassador
Gerard:

The undersigned on. behalf of the
Imperial German Government has the
honor to present to his execelleney tho
ambassador of the United States My,
James W, Gerard the following reply
to the note of April 20 regarding the
conduct of CGerman submarine war-
fare:;

The Garman Government handed
over to the proper naval authorities
for early investigation the evidencs
concorning the Sussex as communi-
cated by the government of the United
States, Judging by the results that
ithe investigation has hitherto ylelded
the German Government is alive to the
possibility that the ship mentioned in
the note of April 10 as having been
torpedoed by a German submarine is
actually identical with the 3ussex.

Case of Sussex.

The German QGovernment begs to
reserve further commuanication on the
matter until certain points ure ascer-
tnined which are of decisive impor-
tanco for establishing the facts of the
case, Should it turn out tbat the
commander was wrong in assuming
the vessel {o he a man-of-war the Ger-
man Government will noc fail to draw
the consequence resulting therefrom.

In connection with the case of the

| Bussex the government of the United

States made a meries of statements,
the gist of which is the ussertion that
the incident is to be considered but
one incident of a deliberate method of
indiscriminate destruction of vessels
of all sorts, nationalities and destina-
tions by German submarine command-
ers,

The German Government, howover,
thinks it of little aviyl to enter into
details in the present stnge of affairs,
more particularly as the government
of the United States omitted 10 sub-
stantiate the assertion by reference to
cencrete facts.

Boasts of Restraint,

The German Government will only
state that It has imposed far-reach-
ing restraints upon the use of the sub-
marine weapon, solely in consideration
of neutrals’ interests, in spite of the
fact that these restrictions are neces-
sarily of advantage to Germany’'s ene-
mies. No such consideration has ever
been shown neutrals by Great Britain
and her allies,

The German submarine forces have
had, in fact, orders to conduct the sub-

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general principles of visit and search
and the destruction of merchant ves-
sels recognized by international law,
the sole exception ‘being the conduct
of .warfare against enemy trade car-
ried on enemy, freight ships encount-
ered in the war zone surrounding Great
Pritain, With regand to these, no as-
suranges have ever been given to the
Government of the United States. No
Such assurances are contained in the
Geclaration of Feb, 4,
Admits S8ome “Errors.”

The German Government cannot
admit any doubt that these orders were
given or executed in good faith, Er-
1ors actually occurred. They can in
no kind of warfare be avoided alto-
gother, Allowance must be made in
the conduct of naval warfare against
an enemy resorting to all kinds of
ruses, whether permissible or illicit,

But apart from the possibility of
errors, naval warfare, just like war-
{are on land, implies unavoidable dan-
gers for neutral persons and goods
entering the fighting zone. Even in
cases where the naval action'is con-
fined to ordinary forms of cruiser war-
fere, neutral persons and goods repeat-
edly come to grief.

The German Government has repeat-
efly and explicitly pointed out the
dangers from mines that have led to
the Joss of numerous ships.

Blame Put on United States.

The German Government has made
several .proposals to the Government
of the United States in order to re-
duce to a minimum for American
travelers and goods the Inherent
dangers of naval warfare, Unfortun-
ately, the Government of TUnited
States decided not to accept the pro-
posals, Had #t accepted, the Gov-
ernment of the United States would
have been instrumental in preventing
the greater part of the accidents
that American citizens have met with
in the meantime,

The German (Government  still
stands by its offer to come +to an
agrecment along these lines,

As the German Government re-
peatedly declared, it cannot dispense
with the use of the submarine wea-
pon in the conduct of warfare against
cnemy trade, The German Govern-
ment ,however, has now decided to
make a further concession, adapting
methods of submarine warfare to the
interests of neutrals,

Usual Hypocrisy.

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siderations which are above the level
of the disputed question,
The -German Government attaches
no less importance to the sacred prin~-
ciples of humanity than the Govern-
ment of the United States; it again
fully takes into account that both
governments for many Yyears Co-
operated in developing international
law in conformity with these prin-
ciples, the ultimate object of which
has always been to confine warfare
on mea and land to armed forces of
belligerents and safeguard as far as
possible non-combatants against the
horrors of war, But altho these
considerations are of great weight,
they alone would not under present
circumstances, have determined the
attitude of the German Government.
For in answer to the appeal by the
Government of the United States on
behalf of the sacred principles of hu-
manity and international law, the
German Covernment must repeat

onca more, with all emphasis, that it

was not the German, but the British
Government which ignored all accept-
od rules of interpational law and ex-
tended this terrible war to' the lives
and property of mnon-combatants,
having no regard whatever for tho
interests and rights of neutrals and
non-combatants that thru this
method of warfare have been severe-
ly injured.!
Plea of Self Defence.

In self-defence against the illegal
conduct of British warfare, while
fighting a bitter struggle for national
existence, Germany had to resort to
the hard, but effective weapon of sub-
marine warfare,

As matters stand the German
Government cannot but reiterate re-
gret that the sentiments of humanity
which the government of the United
States extends with such fervor to
the unhappy victims of - submarine
warfare are not extended with the
same warmth of feeling to many
millions of women and children, who,
according to the avowed intention of
the British Government, shall be
starved, and, who, by sufferings, shall
force the victorious armies of the
central powers into ignominious capi-

tulation,

The German Government, in
agreement with the CGerman people,
fails to understand this discrimin.
ation; all the more as it has repeated-
ly and explicitly declared itself ready
to' use the submarine weapon in
strict conformity with the rules of
international law as recognized be-
fore the outbreak of the war, if Great
Britain llkewise was ready to adapt
the conduct of warfare to these rules.

Says Britain Refused.

Several attempts made by the
government of the United States to
prevail upon the British Govern-
ment to act accordingly, falled be-
cause of the flat refusal on the part of
the British Government. Moreover,
QGreat Britain again and again has
violated international law, surpass-
ing all bounds in outraging neutral
rights. The latest measure adopted
by Great Britain declaring German
bunker coal contraband and estab-
lishing conditions under which Eng-
lish bunker coal alone is suppHied to
neutrals, Is nothing but an unheard
of attempt by way of exaction to
force neutral tonnage into the ser-
vice of British trade war,

Bitter Over Munitions,

The German people know that the
government of the United States has
the power to confine the war to
armed forces of the belligerent coun-
tries, in the interest of humanity and
maintenance of international law, The
government of the United States
would have been certain of attaining
this erid had it been determined to
insist, against Great Britain, on the
incontrovertible rights to freedom of
the seas, But as matters stand, the
German people are under the impres-
sion that the government of the
United States, while demanding that
Germany, - struggling for existence,
shall restrain the use of an effective
weapon, and while making compli-
ance with these demands a condition
for maintenance of relations with
Germany, confines itself to protests
against lllegal methods adopted by
Germany’s enemies. Moreover, the
German people know to what con-
siderable extent its enemies are sup-
plied with all kinds of war material
from the United States,

It will, therefore, be understood that
the appeal made by the Government
of the United States to sentiments of
humanity and principles of interns-
tional law cannot under the circu’ny
siances meet the same hearty respo

DUBLIN, May 5.—(11.10 'a.m.)—Four
more rebel prisoners were sentenced to
death by court-martial and shot Thurs-

day morning. This was announced offi-
clally.

Capt. Nash Killed.

Among the killed on this occasion
was Capt. J. F. P. Nash, one of the
original officers of this battalion who
won the Queen’'s medal with four
clasps in South Africa. For conspicu-
ous bravery at Ypres he was awarded
the distinguished service order. Altho
he had taken part in many fights dur-
ing his fifteen months' service in
France, Capt. Nash had come thru
them all unscathed. A shell struck
him and death was instantaneous.

Determined efforts were made by the
enemy to obtain lodgment in the
trenches of two Ontario battalions.
The explosion of a very large mine un-
der a trench on the right and of a
smaller one at some distance to the
left gave signal for a furious drive
on our defenses in this section. Thirty
seconds after the explosion of the
mines our artillery was in action and
thruout the engagement gave inspir-
ing and effective support to the infan-
try. After a little over an hour's
bombardment the German fire was
lifted from our front trenches to points
in rear and the assaults were delivered.

Germans Recoiled.

On the right the explosion of the
mine had demolished one bay in our
trench forming an exceptionally large
crater.- A party of Germans moved
forward on this crater, but were driv-
en back by our machine gun and
rifle fire fro madjacent trenches, A
second and larger hostile party ad-
vancedrsimultaneousty to a flank and
gained a .foothold in a trench which
had béen . temporarily abandoned ow-
ing to the destruction of its parapet,

{Jndor tHe direction of ITdeut.-Col
A. E. Swift, counter-attacks were
quickly organized, Acting from two
directions, bombers drove the enemy
out of our trench and gradually com-
pelled him to retreat to. his own lines.
In this fighting the Germans lost many
men. In their retirement they ab-
andoned a considerable quantity ' of
hand grenades, which were used
against them, and they also left in
our trench a number of tools for dig-
ging and two cylinders of explosives,

Foe Failed to Get 8Sap.

Opposite the smaller mine the enemy
attempted to reach a sap projecting
from the junction of two bays in our
trench. This party m:zade little head-
way. Under withering machine gun
fire and rifle fire they soon beat a
retreat. Almost as it regained its
trenches one of our heavy shells land-
ed in its midst. TFew, if any, of its
number survived, 2

Fifteen minutes later another at-
tack was launched at this point, but
fafled to reach its objective, ‘While
it was still in progress an enemy ghell
struck one of our mwachine guns and
completely destroyed it. Five of the
crew were killed and a sixth wound-
ed. A third stempt by the enemy
dislodged our advanced bombing post,
but nowhere succeeded in penetrating
our line,

Lieut.-Col. . A. Creighton immedi.-
ately prepared a counter-attack for
the purpose of recovering the sap,
A detachment under Lieut, Richard-
son and another led by Lieut, W, K.
Cooke foreed the enemy out of the
captured post, and then bombed him
back into his own 1rcm'lw/u, inflicting
many casualties,

; Capt. Blatchford Killed.

During the (erman attacks on this
position Capt. C. L. Blatchford, tem-

With the right battalion, Sgt.-Major
Hoey effected a rescue under excep-
tionally difficult circumstances. - Tha
casing of a dugout had -buried Ave
men, All around large shells were
bursting. . Altho without any proper
tools, Sergt.-Major Hoey labored for
an hour and a half, until all five men
wera liberated, In this battalion the
medical officer, Capt. J. P. Walsh, also
distinguished himself by the rescue of
a number of wounded men, Other at-
tacks were repulsed by battalions from
Toronto, Winnipeg and Vancouver. In
each case the assault was preceded by
a terrific rLombardment of several
hours’ duration, but melted away un-
der o fusillade from our trenches. As
a result of these attempts the enemy
suffercd many casualties and a Ger-
man officer and non-commissioned of-
cer fell into our hands. The non-com-
missioned officer subsequently died >f
wounds, Racently during a heavy
German bombardment conspicuous
gallantry was displayed by Stretcher-
Bearer J. C. F. Cassidy of Montreal, ot
our 42nd Battalion, Royal Highlanders
«f Canadi. This man went out vol-
untarily to exposed poinis and tended
the mjured men of several | aftalions,
altho himselt szverely wounded.

A rellef party of our medical corps,
while going forward to an advanced
dressing station, was subjected to a
hcavy bombardment. Three of tbe
party were killed and flve wounded,

Corp. L. H. Mansell of our second
f'eld ambulance left a place of safety
and brought in the wounded over open
ground swept- by shell fire.

Lieut. Willis' Good Work.

Lieut. G, C. Willis, of a Toronto ba-
talion, was in charge of a trench in
which a firing party was forced to
geek shelter owing to a sudden burst
of hostile fire. It was discovered that
one of the firing party was missing.
Accompanied by Pté, H, Willlams, Lt,
Willis went out to look for him., The
man was found severely. wounded and
was carried back to our trenches,

While an enemy bombing . attack,
covered by a terrific bombardment,
was in progress, Staff Sergt, Artificer,
C. K. Smith, Canadian Ordnance Corps,
effected repairs on four guns of onec
of our batteries. Crossing a shell-
gwept zone to a second battery, he re-
pidred another gun—by his coolness
and courage keeping flve guns in ac-
tion at a time when the fire was par-
ticularly needed. :

Military Medals Awarded.

Pte. ¥, Watson of Chatham, Ont.,
and Pte., W, Payne of the Canadian
Scottish, both of whom were attached
to a trench mortar battery, have heen
awarded the military medal. On the
morning of April 3 the Germans con-
centrated an intense bombardment on
certain dugouts and support trenches.
No stretcher-bearers or other medi-
cal personnel being on the spot, res-
cue work was undertaken by Ptes.
Watson and Payne. Nine times they
went out under heavy fire, applying
first aid to the injurcd and carrying
them back to cover, -To their gal-
lantry at least seven men owe their
lives, One of those who had been
buried in the dugout was released
after much labor while the bombard-
ment was still at its height,

Pte. W, Sharland of our Second
Battalion, C,M.R., of British Colum-
bia, has been awarded the military
medal for distinguished conduct. A
German grenade landed in one of our
trenches, To protect his comrades at
the risk of his own life Sharland pick-
ed up the missile and threw it over
the parapet,

Pte. Frank H, Vaughan of the same
battalion performed a similar deed.
Unfortunately when he threw the
homb it struck the parapet and fell
back into the trench, Without a mo-
ment’s hesitation Vaughan flung him-
self on the bomb, which exploded and

killed him, His sacrifice saved many
lives,

HEAR SPLENDID '‘ADDRESS

Mrs. W. M. Ecclestone Speaks
on Russia and Work Carried
on There.

Two interesting addresses were
given at the maoting of the College
Height Association, held yesterday
afternoon at the Deaconess’ Home,
corner Bt.

Referring to the action of the Ruse
sian Government with regard to tho
banishment of vodka, Mrs, Ecclestons
thought it verified the statement that
“Russia had well learned her lesson
from the west and might become its
teacher.”

The seqond speaker was Sergt.
Shanahan; ‘who was wonuded on ac-
tive sorvice at the front.

Sergt, Shanahan told of life in the
treriches, He described the “billet,”
of which, while in Salisbury, the
Canndian soldiers had built up rosy
visions, but which when they reached
France, turned out to be anything—
4 pigsty, church, convant, or anything
one could imagine. He told of the
dull, deathlike faces of the French
women, and stated that for any man
who was found not in khaki there was
rome very good reason.

The speaker closed his _most inter-
esting addross, which was brightened
by nccounts of humorous happenings
in the trenches, by impressing on the
women pregent the appreciation with
which their gifts were received by
the men overseas, not for their value,
but " because they were assurances of
their sympathy, in the aiim and {deals
for which they fight,
