TROUBLE ANTICIPATED

- Instead of granting a set sum to 
Canadian five stock shows, the Domin­
ion Shorthorn Breeders’ Association 
yesterday morning decided to add 50 
per cent, to whatever the Exhibition 
management was providing in a list of 
20 classe» for shorthorns. This Is an 
innovation, as no other live stock as­
sociation has ever adopted the plan. 
The new system of grants will in­
crease the total layout 'for this pur­
pose by almost 50 per certi. In 1919 
the sum of $8000 was granted for 
prizes in the shorthorn classes at Do­
minion fairs., The estimated amount 
for 1920 is $4339, an increase of $1337 
over last year.

The financial statement showed that 
the net assets of the association 
amount to $61,851,’ which is an in­
crease 'over last year. The total mem­
bership at the end of 1919 was 3830, of 
which number 2126 are from Ontario. 
Of the publications of the association, 
volume 36 shows that during 1919 the 
following were registered: Bulls, 9750; 
cows, 13,140; total, 22,890—an increase 
of 4540 over 1918.

At the afternoon session, the retir­
ing president, W. A. Dryden, com­
mented on the' record attendance at 
the convention, which included men 
from all over the Dominion.

“We have had the biggest year in 
the history of the Shorthorn Breeders’ 
Associatioh,” he declared. 'There have 
been more registers, more transfers, 
and a larger income has been recorded 
in 1919 than fever before. More short­
horn cattle are registered Canada 
than all other breeds combined, which 
shows the popularity of the breed.*’

The question of extending thfe grants 
to fairs, to cover fat stock shows and 
winter fairs, was brought up, but was 
referred to the new board of directors. 
The matter of appropriating funds of 
the association for publicity

“The hour of destructive criticism is 
past, and the hour of constructive 
building is here,’’ stated Hon. J. Stitt 
Wilson, during the course of an ad­
dress to a large audience at the Labor 
Temple last night.

Mr. Wilson said that the English 
labor movement was the hope of the 
wprld, because its object was to think 
and work its way to victory by the 
most constitutional and parliamentary 
means.

Date Not Fixed,

Frequent and angry interruptions by 
the mayor and a corresponding num­
ber of reprovals from the chair fea­
tured the meeting of the parks and 
exhibitions committee yesterday after­
noon at the city hall. The chief topic 
discussed was the mayor’s “pet” pro- • 
posai, the Rosedale Athletic Stadium, 
entailing an expenditure of $60,000.

His worship appeared to be in a 
great hurry to finish the discussion, 
stating that he had another meeting 
to attend, and accused Chairman Aid. 
Beamish and the members of the parks 
committee of having old, antiquated 
methods of conducting business. This 
caused a small Verbal flare-up. ‘‘Mr. 
Mayor,” shouted the chai*, “I dbn’t 
propose to let you or anyone else not 
on this committee come here and in­
struct us how to manage its affairs.”

Never Mind the Money.
“Where is the money coming from?” 

queried Aid. Nesbitt, on hearing of the 
proposed cost of erection. “Never mind 
the money," countered the mayor, fol­
lowed by laughter. The financial as­
pect of the case seemed to occupy the 
most attention. His worship stated 
that the stadium could be made open 
to the public on week days, and that 
a “gate” could be charged Saturday 
afternoons, which in a shprt time 
would defray the cost of erection.

The next objection met was that 
the Rosedale site was too far from the 
car-line. “In practically all American 
cities of any^size, the athletic and re­
creation paries are two or three miles 
out,” said the mayor. In this respect 
he was supported by Aid. Sykes, who 
stated that the same condition ap­
plied to many English cities.

Controller Gibbons thought that the 
proposed stadium was not large enough I 
for the purpose required. “1 would 
suggest that we make an effort to 
procure the Woodbine race-track,” he 
said. “There is 100 acres of good park 
ground there, and fifty teams could 
be playing at once."

Some Statistics.
He proceeded to give some statistics, 

emphasizing the need for a big recre­
ation ground, 
teams, 24 senior football and 15 junior ; 
teams in the city, many of whom have 
no home fields on which to practise. 
The Woodbine track would alleviate 
this situation greatly, and there is also ; 
room on the stands to seat 1500 spec­
tators.”

“The stand is too far away from the 
track,” interrupted the mayor.

This suggestion was left In abey­
ance.

The mayor suggested that the mo­
tion be sent on, but again he met op­
position. “I do not see where there is 
any need to, rush this business thru," 
said Mrs. L. A Hamilton. “I would 
move that a conference be held here 
of the heads of the various athletic 
organizations affected, and ourselves.” 
This motion met with the approval 
of the committee, with the exception 
of the mayor, who characterized it as 
“anything to kill time.” ”We have 
letters on record from all the big 
sporting men in the city, all of whom 
express themselves as in favor of the 
Rosedale attp,” said his worship.

Beirut, Syria, Feb. 3.—Following in 
the wake of extremist propaganda la 
Anatolic, Asia Minor, clashes have oc­
curred In Cilicia. Irregular forces 
from the mountains attempted a sud­
den attack In regions occupied by the 
French, and & band attacked a station 
on the Bagdad railway. Troops sent 
from Alntab repulsed the latter at­
tack.

In the region of Alntab and Maraeh, 
engagements have occurred between 
natives and brigands, and troops were 
compelled to Intervene. The military 
post at Al-Hamm&n, on the road from 
Alexandretta to Aleppo, was recently 
surrounded by a party of Bedouins. 
Aid was sent to the relief of the 
beleaguered post. During the engage­
ment, one officer was killed.

Washington, Feb. 3.—The resolution 
introduced in the senate yesterday by 
Senator Underwood, which requests 
the appointment of a commission to 
open negotiations with Canada with 
regard to the Canadian restrictions on 
the exportation of pulpwood, is be­
lieved to mark the opening of a big 
fight which a number of United States 
senators plan to make with the ob­
ject of securing the opening up of 
Canadian lorest resources to United 
States mills. ' That Senator Under­
wood and his associates are ready to 
“go in the limit" in this campaign is 
indicated by a rather pointed sugges­
tion contained in the Underwood reso­
lution, that a movement may be start­
ed in congress for retaliatory action 
against Canada, in the event of the 
failure of the demand for the remov­
al or modification of the Canadian ex­
portation restrictions.

Question of Property Rights.
After a preamble which calls atten­

tion to the existing scarcity of wood 
pulp in the United States, and its 
threatened total exhaustion, “a mat­
ter of grave concern to the paper in­
dustry and the users and manufac­
turers of forest products,” Senator Un­
derwood states that prior to 1910 
American paper producers purchased 
leases of crown lands in Canada with 
the consent of the Canadian provinces 
for the purpose of cutting pulpwood 
and shipping it to the paper mills In 
the United States. In 1910 the lieu­
tenant-governor of Quebec issued an 
order prohibiting exportation of pulp­
wood cut from crown lands unless 
manufactured into lumber or paper, 
“thereby invalidating the rights of 
property by statute conveyed and do­
ing grievous and irreparable Injury to 
said American Interests by making 
valueless their large investments in 
river shipments and wood preparing 
and shipping plants, and depriving 
said American interests of the wood to 
Which they had been conveyed all 
property rights.”

Hold Leases for Large AVeas.
The jfmerlcan interests, says Sena­

tor Underwood, now hold leases for 
about 10,000 square miles of such 
lands In the province of Quebec, or 
about 5 per cent, of the total wooded 
area of the province, upon which they 
have regularly paid the prescribed 
fees and rentals. The wood on this 
area is sufficient to meet the demand 
in this country, and the annual Incre­
ment great enough to prevent exhaus­
tion of the supply. Similar restrictive 
orders are In effect in the provinces of 
Ontario and New Brunswick.

The resolution requests the appoint­
ment of the commission to negotiate 
with the Canadian authorities for “the 
cancellation of said restrictive orders- 
ln-council as they may apply to crown 
and leased lands acquired by Ameri­
can Interests prior to the passage of 
said restrictive orders. It then con­
tinues :

“That In the event the cancellation 
of said restrictive orders-in-council 
cannot be agreed to by mutual ar­
rangement of the governments of the 
United States and the Dominion of 
Canada, said copnmlsslon shall Investi­
gate, consider and report to the con­
gress what action should be taken by 
congress.that will aid in securing can­
cellation of said restrictlvè orders-in- 
council or their modification, so that 
they may not continue to militate 
against the interests of the people a/ 
the United States who are now affect­
ed by them.”

formulas and secure license for those [. 
hé uses. A fee of 8^ is charged for | 
registration, and an additional fee of f 
31 for the license. This, the druggists ] 
claim, is an unnecessarily heavy burr] 
den, and" one wttlcfi, if not removed I 
altogether, should at least be materi­
ally reduced.

The deputation also asked that there 
be a revision of the provisions re­
specting drugs, the presence of which 
must be indicated on the label of the 
container of the patent medicine. 
Many of these drugs, it was stated, 
were not of a character which made | 
it necessary that they should be under 
such a schedule.

Their third objection was that the 
act involved the renumbering of the 
labels of all goods in stock when the 
act came Into effect. The deputation 
asked that druggists be allowed to 
dispose of their existing stocks with­
out this renumbering of labels, and 
without Incurring any liability.

F. H. Mearns of Toronto Is solici­
tor for the druggists’ organizations, 
and the deputation which waited on 
Mr. Rowell today was representative 
of both bodies.

The approved design was submitted 
by Mr. William McMillan, 14A Sheyne 
Row, Chelsea, who was also the suc­
cessful artist in the competition for 
the design of the British War Medal, 
as was announced in May last.

On the obverse of the medal there Is 
a winged figure of Victory, full length 
and full face, and on the reverse the 
words “The Great War for Civiliza­
tion.”

Provided the claims are approved 
by the competent military authorities, 
the medal will be granted to all offi­
cers, warrant officers, non-commis­
sioned officers and men of the British, 
dominion, colonial and Indian forces, 
members of the women fondations

The treaty provide* that 
prisoners will be repatriated shortly 
by both parties to the compact.

There are to be no customs 
or transit charges to be fixed on goods 
by either coulftry.

Under the treaty Esthonia fa given 
the privilege to construct a railway to 
Moscow from the Esthonian frontier 
and permission to purchase 2.500,000 
acres of woodland.
