TURBINES ON NORTHEVIDENCES OF 
IMPROVEMENT

The Glasgow Herald say*:—It is a no­
table feature in turbine propulsion that 
the speeds' of the great turbine steamers 
on the Atlantic are steadily increasing, 
instead of remaining stationary for a time 
and gradually diminishing with the use 
of the engines, as has been the general 
experience with high-powered shire of the 
reciprocating type. This is doubtless due 
to the perfection that has been attained 
in the production of the latter style of 
engine, enabling the best results with 
them to be obtained at the outset of their 
career, while in the turbine system the 
size, pitch, form of propeller, and rate of 
revolution, to' give the best results, are 
to some extent in the experimental stage. 
This week’s voyage of the Lusitania, on 
which all previous Atlantic records have 
been broken, is an illustration of. this 
point, but the Cunarders are not alone in 
this respect. The turbines of the Allan 
line on the Canadian route are also stead­
ily increasing their speed records, and 
this increase, taken in conjunction with 
the time saved in their short land-to-land 
route, is bringing the Canadian port-to- 
port service into prominence.

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Fredericton Mills are Doing a 
Rushing Business With St, 
John—Auditor Finds Game

Further word from Boston gives detail» 
of the collision in which the schooner 
Rebecca W. Huddell bound from St. 
John to New York, sustained consider­
able damage. With two gaping holes jft. 
her starboard side the steamer Bunker 
Fill of the New England Navigation 
Company's fleet, roadbed Boston.and re­
ported that during th# <*«•• fog early 
Wednesday morning, when off Gull Is­
land, the steamer collided with the three- 
masted schooner Rebecca W. Huddeu, 
Captain Ward, from St. John for New 
York, and the HuddeU was so seriously 
crippled that the Banker Hill had to tow 
her to New London.

Captain Healy said that the accident 
waa unavoidable and was due entirely to 
tiie density of the fog.’ The steamer waa 
obliged to reduce speed and sound the 
whistle every few seconds.

Just four minutes after midnight the 
sound of a schooner’s foghorn was heard, 
but the position of the vsesel eould not 
be determined. She seemed to be direct­
ly ahead and Captain Healy sent a hur­
ry signal to the engine room to stop. Be­
fore the order eould be executed the 
Huddell shot out of the fog hank and 
crashed into the starboard side of the 
steamer, well forward. The bowsprit Of 
the schooner tore a big hole in the 
steamer’s upper bulwarks. Then she re­
bounded and struck the steamer again, 
puncturing another hole in the super­
structure.

This time the Hudddl’s bowsprit, jib- 
boom and headgear were torn away and 
hung over the bow in a mass of tangled 
wreckage. The foremast was in danger 
of toppling into tbe sea and the schoon­
er’s crew had to rig temporary stays to 
hold it in position.

The two vessels were locked together 
for a few moments and then they 
arated. The Huddell drifted off 
tie distance, but tbe steamer stood by 
and Captain Healy asked Oaptaln Ward 
if he wished to be taken in tow. The 
schooner was so crippled that she waa 
wholly unmanageable and aa she was 
floundering about directly in the track 
of shipping passing through the sound 
her captain acepted Captain Healy’e of­
fer.

The collision occurred in Long Island 
sound, nine miles east of Gull Island, 
and Captain Healy headed for New Lon­
don, the nearest port. The Bunker Hill 
towed the Huddell to a safe anchorage 
in Now London harbor and then resumed 
,her passage to Boston. Tho damage to 
the steamer is not serious.

The Huddell is owned by David. W. 
Simpson, of Boston. She wss built at 
Camden, N. J., in 1869, and wae rebuilt 
in 1889. She sailed from here July 9 
with lumber for New York. So far as can 
be learned both vessels were taking tbe 
customary precautions and were observ­
ing all the rules of the road.

Quebec, July 23.—The full glory of the 
Tercentenary festival was unveiled to the 
citizens of Quebec and the 50,000 visitors 
gathered here, and the effect was absolu­
tely dazzling from early morning until 
late at night. The quaint streets were, 
a blaze of , color, resounding with the 
march of troops and parade of the page­
ant performers ih their medieval cos­
tumes which appeared perfectly natural 
in the centuries old streets.

In honér hi" the Tercentenary, the Prince 
of Wales early this afternoon bestowed a' 
number of decorations at a special in­
vestiture, held at the citadel. The royal 
honors indude four knighthoods and a 
number,.gf lesser distinctions to those who 
took leading parts in the arrangements 
for the tercentenary.

Earl Grey is made a Grand Commander 
of the V ictorian Order, while Col. Han- 
bury-Williams, becomes Col. Sir John 

/Hanbury-Williams,- K-C-V-O.; Premier 
Lomer Gouin, of Quebec, Premier Whit- Ganadiri 
ney, of Ontario, and Mayor Garneau, of !gjye fa 
Quebec, receive knighthood as plain tu(je t0, 
Knights Bachelor; Sir George Drummond,
Lieut. Col. Walker, and Hon. Adelardaanulic£YSir$,a as
members of the .Victorian Order. City 
Clerk. Chounand, of Quebec, who originat­
ed the tercentenary idea iti a newspaper 
artide, was made a commander of St.
Michael and St. George.

Not a single incident occurred to 
the series of brilliant spectacles which 
lasted from early morning until sunset. 
Throughout the day the weather was sup­
erb, there being just enough clouds to 
temper the heat without detracting from 
the kaleidoscopic movements of the 
troops, the officials and the crowds. It 
was a busy day for everybody, but espec­
ially for tire Prince of Wales. Early in" 
the morning his royal highness left the 
citadel in an automobile to pay a series 
of calls to the vessels of three fleets.
Jew expected to see the prince out so 
early, and he drove to the King's wharf 
almost unrecognized, so that it was not 
till the guns of the battleship thunder­
ed their salute that people knew the 
prince was abroad. Returning to the cit­
adel, the prince, after luncheon, held 
court to present the honors from the 
King.

The great event of the day, however, 
the formal welcome of the prince, by

His Excellency then read a number of 
cablegrams which had been received from 
all over the world congratulating the 
Dominion upon the occasion of its cele­
bration. His Excellency first read a cable 
which had been sent to the king by the 
Canadian gqyernment, to which His Ma­
jesty sent the following rely:—

"Please convey to the mayor and citi­
zens of -Quebec my congratulations and 
good wishes on the joyous celebration of 
the threg-hundredth anniversary of the 
'foundation of their city by Samuel de 
Champlain. I am much gratified to learn 
of their cordial reception of the Prince 
of Wales whom I have sent to repre­
sent me on this great occasion. I receiv­
ed with pleasure the renewed assurances 
of loyalty on the part of my Canadian 
subjects in whose welfare I am deeply 
interested, and to whom I wish an ever- 
increasing measure of progress and pros­
perity.”

Lord Grey proceeded to read a series 
of congratulatory cablegrams from Lord 
Seldon, at Pretoria, on behalf of the 
Transvaal; Princess Loiuse, Prime Minis­
ter Asquith, Lord Crewe, secretary of 
state for the colonies, Lord Minto, the 
governor general of Australia, the 
nor general of New Zealand, the 
nor of Newfoundland, Sir Hamilton 
Gould Evans, governor of the Orange 
River Colony.

This concluded, the mayor of Brouage, 
the birthplace of Champlain, who was 
sent to Quebec as representative of that 
municipality, was presented, after which 
Vice-President Fairbanks presented his 
address to the prince, and was greeted 
with k>ud cheers for the United States, 
which were led by Earl Grey, and repeated 
time and time again. Hon. Mr. Fair­
banks spoke as follows:

Your Royal Highness: I acknowledge 
with grateful appreciation the welcome 
which yousso generously extend, 
sentiments which you are pleased to ex­
press with regard to my country I re­
ceive with profound sensibility. They 
are renewed evidence of that respect and 
cordial good will which has so long exist­
ed between the United States and Great 
Britain and will tend to strengthen and 
preserve their amicable relatione.

Permit me to extend to Quebec my 
hearty congratulations upon the distii*- 
tion which she enjoys in the presence of 
your Royal Highness and upon the en­
thusiasm with which she Kay welcomed 
you within her gates. It is, indeed, signal 
honor which you have done her. It is 
a happy circumstance which brings you 
across the sea. The event is one which 
will be long treasured among the annal. 
of Quebec.

The eyes of the western world are upon 
this historic dty. The celebration of the 
tercentenary of Champlain’s founding of 
Quebec is altogether admirable both in 
the comprehensiveness of its conception 
and in the excellence of its execution, and 
is an event which awakens interest not 
only in the Dominion of Canada but in 
the United States also. From this point, 
as a base, intrepid explorers blazed the 
pathway of civilization through trackless 
forests and explored lakes and rivers in 
territory which is now within the juris­
diction of the United States. Names as­
sociated with the early history of Que­
bec are landmarks in our geography and 
are indelibly impressed upon our civili­
zation.

Three hundred years is but a brief 
period in the history of England or 
France, but it is all the history of Que­
bec and all of Anglo-Saxon America. 
Here hae been written an interesting 
story. Here have been witnessed the 
victories and defeats of war and the 
blessed triumphs of peace. The battle­
ships of three great nations rest yonder 
upon the bosom of the fit. Lawrence. The 
representatives of those powers assembled 
here are recalling past differences but 
only to emphasize the present prevalence 
of a spirit of genuine friendship between 
them.

It is with unusual pleasure I bring you 
greetings from the President and the 
people of the United States who rejoice 
with you in the progress you have made 
in the manifold ways which make for the 
strength and honor of a great people. 
We are not indifferent to your welfare 
nor are you indifferent to oups. The blood 
of a common ancestry is in our veins. We 
have much in common. We glory in 
many of the same traditions and we have 
the same jurisprudence. Our, standards 
pf civilization are alike. Here, side by 
side, owing allegiance to different sover- 
reignties, we are, in God’s Providence, to 
work out oip destiny. We wish you that 
contentment which comes from sthe culti­
vation of the arts of peaceful industry 
under those political institutions which 
are the guaranty of justice and liberty

The impressive oeremody at the monu­
ment on the terrace was preceded by the 
marshalling of the pageant forces on the 
lower town market and the arrival at 3 
o’clock of Champlain and his goodly com­
pany of seamen and soldiers in the stout 
little barqe Le Don De Dieu.

Crowds of even greater size than saw 
the prince arrive on Wednesday lined 
the city front from end to end when Le 
Don De Dieu under full sail, and possibly 
assisted by that gasoline engine that was 
intended to help her out in the emergency 
of a calm, proudly rounded the point at 
St. Joseph and slowly made her way up 
the harbor, coming to anchor shortly be­
fore 3 o’clock between the Indomitable 
and the King’s wharf. It was indeed as 
pretty a picture as has yet been thrown 
on the canvas of this spectacular cele­
bration.

As the cmaint little vessel approached 
her moorif^s, light skiffs, propelled by 
real Indians, naked to the waist and in 
full war paint, shot out from the shore 
and circled around her, gradually going 
in closer and finally opening up friendly 
negotiations with the captain and his 
band. Then followed the landing of 
Champlain and his party. While thous- 

j ands followed the proceedings from the 
terrace and the ramparts, the King’s 
wharf was packed with people who wish­
ed to see the landing from close range. 
Launches from the warships, with officers 
in full dress uniform for the 
the monument were landing when Cham­
plain came on shore and to the pictur­
esque costumes of his party, in contrast 
with the everyday attire of the citizens, 
another riote of color was introduced in 
the naval uniforms. t From the wharf, 
Champlain made his way up along the 
street that was named after him, to join 
the procession of the pageants.

The performers had a long wait of it. 
It was after 3 o’clock when the procession 
started to move in the direction of the 
prince, before whom they passed in re­
view in front of the Chateau Frontenac. 
Most of them had been standing in their 
positions from 2.30 o’clock. For the wo­
men who took part the ordeal did not 
prove so trying, as they were allowed to 
await final orders in the archbishop’s 
palace at the head of Mountain Hill.

The procession, while a thing apart 
from the pageants proper, introduced all 
those who have been taking part in the 
spectacles presented on the plains. With 
a loyalty that was commended, few of the 
performers shirked their self-imposed 
tasks.

The scene was well worthy of the gath­
ering. The harbor with its fleet of war­
ships all brilliantly deckéd out in electric 
lights and

ed a wonderfully beautiful view, while in 
the foreground the quaint Don De Dieu 
rode at anchor, every detail being plainly 
visible in the light of several searchlights 
which were concentrated on her from the 
shore.

Shortly after 9 o’clock the fireworks 
were started on a scale which the famous 
Brock firm state they have never at­
tempted before.

For several 
generations Chatsworth was the property 
of a family named Leche or Leech, one 

chirurgeon (or leach)
King Edward III.

It was not until the sixteenth century 
that the estate of Chatsworth came into 
the possession of _ Sir William Cavendish. 
Chatsworth saw much of the ill-fated 
Mary Stuart, for here the Queen of Scots 

imprisoned, and her captivity extend­
ed ovter the space of several years. The 
spot in the ground near a small lake is 
still shrown as the place where she was 
permitted to take air, a raised garden 
overlooking some of the loveliest scenery 
in England. Here the luckless Queen of 
Scots would sit with her attendants and 
ply her needle, guarded on every side 
by warders.

The fourth Earl and the first Duke of 
Devonshire planned and rebuilt Chats­
worth. Sir Christopher Wren was then 
at the height of his fame, but was pre-i 
sumably too busy on St. Paul’s Cathedral 
and several city churches to spare time 
for Chatsworth, so much farther from 
London then than now. The work was 
entrusted to William Talman, an archi­
tect of some note. The interior of Chats­
worth is magnificent, done by such fa­
mous men as Verrio, Laquerre, Sir James 
Thornhill, Cibber, as noted for his carv­
ings in stone as his contemporary Grin­
ling Gibbons, in wood. The grand 
hall is painted with scenes from the life 
and death of Julius Caesar, while the 
staircase has a double flight of steps of 
rock amethyst and variegated alabaster, 
guarded by a heavily built balustrade. 
The state gpartments are lined by choice 
woods and hung with Gobelin tapestries. 
The Scarlet Room contains the bed >n 
which George II died, and the chairs 
and footstools used at the coronation of 
George III.
