ACCIDENT IN A TUNNEL

Swiss Workmen Drilled Through Wall of Loetsch-
burg Tunnel--Water Came Though and Drowned
Them--Twenty Passengers Drowned in  Steam-

ship Wreck.

Berne, Switzeriand, July 24.—A frightful ae-
cident early to-day in the Loetschberg tun-
nel in Berme Alps, resulted in the death of
95 workmen. The men were drilling inside
the tunnel and pierced the wall separating

dthem from a subterranean river or lake, the

existence of which was not known. The
wall gave way with a crash and a torrent
of water and mud rushed into the tunnel
and filled it. All of the workmen, whp were
Italians, were drowned. Fortunately, owing
‘to the early hour, only comparatively few
men had entered the tunnel.

It is believed that the men tapped the
! Kander River which flows through the moub=
{tains above the tunnel. The water now
! chokes the tunnel within 1,000 yards of the
' entrance.

Fields, alias Gillespie, alias E. S. Marsh,
whose dexterity in imitating other per-
sons’ names on checks has kept the pol-
jce on his trail for several years, which
time he has not been in prison, was ar-
cested yesterday in Newark, after a pol-
jceman had made him believe he was
talking to an old friend over the tele-
phone.

Under the name of Gillespie, Fields
married a Newark girl, who knew noth-
ing of his police record. Steadfastly she
has refused to believe him jity of
wrongdoing, and yesterday when the pol-
ice entered the Fields apartment, at No.
8T Orange street, his wife made every ef-
fort to drive them away. Fields was
wanted in Connecticut for three. forger-
ies, aggregating more than $1,000.

It was by a trick of voice that Fields
made the cleverest escape from the pelice
in 1904 in the history of the Criminal
Courts Building. e had been charged
with passing ior checks on the Han-
over National Bfnk, Lincoln Trust Com-
pany# Mount Mprris Bank and other fin-
ancial institutions. When called in the
Criminal Court to hear the verdict read
in his case Fields did not appear. Search
showed that he had mysteriously van-
ished from the prisoner’s cage. It was
found later that by a ventriloquial trick
he had walked calmly to liberty.

Canadian Bank Statement For

Jnne Shows an Improved
Cendition in the Country.

Ottawa, July 24 (Special).—The bank
statement for June which was issued yes-
terday contains some evidences of an im-
provement in the financial condition of
the country. Deposits on demand show
an increase of $8,000,000 as compared with
May. While those on notice indicate a
fslling off of less than $1,000,000. Call
loans in Canada have increased about
$500,000. Current loans in Canada show
a decrease of over $3,000,000 showing that
the banks are still further curtailing cre-
dit.

TURBINES ON NORTH ATLANTIC.

The Glasgow Herald says:—It is a no-
table feature in turbine propulsion t:hat

the speeds' of the great turbine steamers
on the Atlantic are steadily increasing,
instead of remaining stationary for a time
and gradually -diminiehing with the use
of -the engines, as has been the general
experience with high-powered ships of the
reciprocating type. This is doubfless due
to the perfection that has been attained
in the production of the latter style of
engine, enabling the best results with
them to he obtained at the outset of their
career, while. in the turbine system the
size, pitch, form of propeller, and rate of
revolution, to-give the best results, are
to some extent in the experimental stage.
This ' week’s voyage of the Lusitania, on
which all previous Atlantic records have
been broken, is an illustration of this
point, but the Cunarders are not. alone in
this respect. The turbines of the Allan
line on the Canadian route are aleo stead-
ily increasing their speed records, and
this increase, taken in cenjunction with
the time eaved in their short land-to-land
route, is bringing the Canadian port-to-
port service into prominence, The Vie-
torian. the speed of which formerly did
not greatly exceed 17 knots, attained on
her last vovage a speed of nearly 19 knots,
and made an average for the whole voy-
age of 18,27, or a little over 5 12 days
from port to port. The Virginian, which

Further word ﬁom‘m. gvea dqhila
of the collision in which the schoomer
Rebecca W. Huddell, bound  from Bt
John to New York, sustained consider-
able damage. With two gaping holes in,
her starboard side the steamer Bunker
Hill of the New . England Navigation
Company's  fleet, réadised ‘Boston .and. re-
ported that dufing thé ~deuse” i(g:;nwly
Wednesday morning, when ' off Is-
land, the steamer collided with the three-
masted schooner Rebecca ‘W. Huddell,
Captain Ward, from St. John for New
York, and the Huddell was so seriously
erippled that the Bunker Hill had to tow
her to New London.
Captain Healy said that the accident
was unavoidable and was due entirely to
the density of the fog. The steamer was

Question of Liability of First
and Second Endorsers ef

An interesting commercial law case ep-
gaged the attention of acting Judge Hen-
derson yesterday. It raises the point as
to how far a second sccommodation en-
dorser can yecover from a first accommo-
dation endorser when the latter kmew
that the maker of the note could not get
it discounted without his endorsement.
Nathan Druker, formerly a Dock etreet
merchant, being in need of ready cash,
had Harry J. Garson endorse a promis-
gory note for $100. This note Druker dis-
counted. Subsequently, at maturity of
the note, he again applied to Garson for
another $100 note but finally Garson gave
him one for $75. This note, with Garson’s
endorsement, Druker took to Max Gros-
wener and stated that the bank would
not give him $75 on Garson’s endoree-
ment alome and requested Groswener to
endores for his (Druker’s) accommodation,
which he did.
Druker recently left this province for
the United States. Groswener was &
on the $75 accommodation note as the last
endorser. He paid and then brought suit
against Harry J. Garson for the amount
he bpad been sued for. Groswener, after
paying the note struck out all endoree-||
ment except Garson’s and sued him as
first endorser. ;
Garson defended the action and insisted|
that he was lisble for only one half the
amount paid by Groswener as they were
both accommodation endoreers for the ben-

At Yesterday Afternoon’s Session of the Central
\Railway Commission of Enquiry Judge Landry
Said it Looked That Way to Him--Mr. Barnes’

Sookkeeper Called.

The Central Railway Commission of
Enquiry held two sessions yesterday. Aty
the morning scssion George McAvity was
the principal witness, and his evidenze
was particularly interesting.

Hammond J. Evans, bookkeeper who
bad been in the employ of the James
Barnes Construction Co., while the com-
pany was building the road from Chip-
man to Minto, was the first witness in
the afternoon. He said he accepted the
position about a week after the work was
started Work was commenced in Sept.
1001 and ended in January 1904, and the
witness kept the books and was familiar
with ' the entrics. Progress estimates
werc made by E. G. Evans gnd forwarded
to 8t. John. At the conclusion of the
work, the books were sent to Mr. Sharpe
for audit. After Mr. Sharpe’s death the
witnees triel to locate the books but
cciid not. He searched in Vroom &
Arnold’s office. The construction com-
pany was paid monthly by the railway on

e progress estimates. Payments were

de in cash to the company. The mon-
ey was eometimes raised by discounting
nétes given by the railway company. He
cculd not tell the amount of the indebt-
edness of the company to the People’s
Bank of Fredericton. He had had no di-
‘vect dealings with the government.

Mr. Barnes had had dealings with Mr.
Pugsley and Mr. Trueman. As far as he
knew the financial business of the com-
pany was run by Mr. Pugsley, Mr. True-
man, Mr. Skinner and Mr. Winslow. He
had no idea where Mr. Barnes’ books are
now. He had never been asked to make
up a statement of Mr. Barnes’ account,
for the ‘government, and: had done so for
his own information. An audit of the
company’s® books had been made by an
avditor from the railway department at
Ottawa, who wanted to know the cost of
the road at that time. The witness gave
this official all the information he asked
for. He had no knowledge that the aud-
itor had examined Mr. Barnes.

The witness said he attended the organ-
ization meeting of the James Barnes Con-
struction Company but could not remem-
ber what went on. Mr. Whitehead would
heve ‘the directors’. te' book and the
sharebolders listy: ore enterifig the em-
ploy of: the James Barnes Co., he had
done survey work for the raifway.

To Judge Landry the witness said he
delivered the books to Mr. Sharpe in Feb-
ruary or March, 1904.

Some of these
liabilities had been carried forward from
the first set of books to the second set.
His books would have shown how much
the James Barnes- Company owed when
the first set of books was closed. . He
could not tell if the Jiabilities had in-
creased ‘under -the cost -of ,construction
system. The books would show this.

Judge Landry referred to the arrange-
ment ' made by the government and tne
James Barnes Construction Company
whmby; the company ‘was to receive fif-
teen per cent. on the cost of the work
and asked if there was ‘not an under-
standing that this percen was ta be
applied to the reduction of the labilities.

The reception ‘ook
place at the foot of the magnificent statue
of Champlain, on Dufferin Terrace, which
formed a natural ecene for such a func-
tion that could not be surpassed. .All the
distinguished people who -are visiting Que-
bec were given seats in two stands, erect-
ed in “V” shape on either side of the
dais, and 'the seats were. growded with
representatives  of -the British- aristocracy,
her army .and navy,. legislative, halls, and
every edifice of -both church. and. state all
wearing their full uniforms. "The crowd
fairly . shone with gold.lace and rich uni-
forms while there was a. sufficiency of
gaily clad ladies . Vilians in frock
coats and.silk hats to make a background.

Prominent ' amongst the official party
were Mayor Garneau in gown and cocked
bat, Lord Roberts, Earl and Lady Grey,
Admiral Jaureguiberry, the French repre-
sentative - and Vice-President - Fairbanks,
representing  the United States. The
streets from the citadel to the court were |
lined with troops, while behind the dais
was a guard of honor from the Forty-
eighth Highlanders, whose piper bfmd al-
86 played the royal salute. .Guarding the
approaches from. the streets were serried
ranks of cavalry, so that t#ere was no
suggestion of crowding within the charm-
ed circle.

SIt gives me the ’zbst profound satis-
faction to be able join with you in
celebrating the 300th anniversary of the
foundation of Québec by the immort;al
explorer whose statue has o justly its
sight*on this spot; cob‘!:andlpg a pano-
rama which the most ardént imagination
could scarcely conceive.

“The history of New France is singu-
larly attractive, as much by the moving
events recorded on ifs pages, as~by the
heroic - personagés ‘who have made that
history, amongst whom the commanding
figure of the chivalrous Samuel De Cham-
plain stands out with great brilliance.
It is owing to his pen that his recital of
his adventures has reached us tedsy, and
this story, with the modesty and sincer-
ity ‘which distinguish it, stamps each
page with\the sign manual of truth.

“From the bottom of my heart I con-
gratulate you on possessing such a hero.
May his statue for ever ornament your
historic capital to recall—should that be
necessary—to the citizens. of Quebec the
high qualities of piety apd courage, of
humanity, and strength of spirit which
distinguished this faithful servant of his
God and his king.

“While today we are celebrating the
birthday of Quebec we must not lose
sight of the fact that this.celebration
also interests the whole Canadian people,
who are joining with you in your re-
joicings; and more, it is not merely
this vast dominion which today is honor-
ing the memory of the great Champlain.
The mother country also claims the hon-
or of associating herself in this homage,
and from the most distant parts of the
empire come the assurances that our fel-

| Jow-citizens desire’ to celebrate the occa-

sion and have sent repreeentatives whom
I am glad to see here today amongst us.

“In the same way other lands are just-
ly proud of the renown of Champlain,
chief of whom is the great nation to
which he owed allegiance, wnich he lov-
ed with passionate devotion, and which
has delegated as its representative here
today one of its most distinguished citi-
zens.

“The last words which you have ad-
dressed to me have most profoundly
touched me. and I most cordially thank
vou. I shall be happy to convey to the
king, my father, the assurance of your
loyalty and devotion to his person and to
ie crown. - His Majesty, as you well
now, takes a most lively interest in all

which oconcerns the prosperity and happi-
ness of his French-Canadian subjects.”

His Excellency then read a number of
cablegrams which had been received from
all over the world congratulating the
Dominion upon the occasion of its cele-
bration. His Excellency first read a cable
which had ‘been sent to the king by the
Canadian government, to which His Ma-
jesty sent the following rely:—

“‘Please convey to the mayor and citi-
zens of Quebec my congratulations and
good wishes on the joyous celebration of
the threg-hundredth anniversary of - the

Champlain. I am much gratified to learn
of their cordial reception. of the Prince
of “Wales. whom' I haye sent to repre-
sent me on this great occasion. I receiv-
ed with pleasure the renewed assurances
of loyalty on the part of my Canadian
subjects in - whose welfare I am deeply
interested, and to whom I wish an ever-
increasing measure of progress and pros-
perity.”

Lord Grey proceeded to read a series
of congratulatory cablegrams from Lord
Seéldon, at Pretoria, -on behalf of the
Transvaal; Princess Lonise, Prime Minis-
ter Asquith, Lord Crewe, secretary of
state for the colonies, Lord Minto, the
governor' general of Australia, the gover
nor general of New Zealand, the gover

Hon. Mr. Fair
banks spoke as follows: :

.Your Royal Highness: I acknowledge

with grateful appreciation the welcome
which yousso generously extend. The
sentiments which you are pleased to ex-
press with regard to my ‘country I re-
ceive with  profound . sepsibility. They
are renewed evidence of that respect and
cordial good will which has so long exist-
ed between the United Stetes and Great
Britain and will tend to strengthen and
preserve their amicable relations.
Permit  me to extend ‘to:Quebec my
h‘emy congratulations upon the disting-
tion which ehe enjoys in the presence ‘of
your, Royal Highness and upon the en-
thusiasm  with which she las welcomed
you within her gates. It is, indeed, signal
honor ¢h you have done her. It is
a happy circumstance which brings you
across the sea. The event is ome which
will be long treasured among the annals
of Quebec. . ]

The eyes of the western world are upon
this historic city. The célebration of the
tercentenary of Champlain’s founding of
Quebec is altogether admirable both in
the comprehensiveness of its conception
and in the excellence of its execution, and
is an event which awakens interest not
only in the Dominion of Canada but in
the United States also. From this point,
as a base, intrepid explorers blazed the
pathway of civilization through trackless
forests and explored lakes and rivers in
territory which is now within the juris-
diction of the United States. Names as-
sociated with the early history of Que-
bec are landmarks in our geography and
are indelibly jmpressed upon our civili-
zation.

Three hundred years is but a brief
period in the history “ of England or
France, but it is all the Mistory of Que-
bec and all of Anglo-Saxon America.
Here has been written an interesting
story. Here have been witnessed the
victorles and defeats of war and the
blessed triumphs of peace. The battle-
ships of three great nations rest yonder
upon the bosom of the St. Lawrence. The
representatives of those powers assembled
here are recalling past differences but
only to emphasize the present prevalence
of a spirit of genuine friendship between
them.

It is with unusual pleasure I bring you
greetings from the President and the
people of the United States who rejoice
with you in the progress you have made
in the manifold ways which make for the
strength and honor of a great people.
We are not indifferent to your welfare
nor are you indifferent to ougs. The blood
of a common ancestry is in our veins. We
have’ much in common. We glory in
many of the same traditions and we have
the same jurisprudence. = Our standards
of civilization are alike. Here, side by
side, owing allegiance to different sover-
reignties, we are, in God’s Providence, to
work out oyr destiny.. We wish you that
contentment which c¢omes from &he culti-
vation of the arts of peaceful industry |
under those political institutions which
are the guaranty of justice and liberty
among men.

The United States and Canada have
but ‘fairly entered upon their careers.
Each hds vast areas either sparsely eet-
tled or unoccupied where many will make
their homes in the future. Many mil-
lions will be added to our population and
to yours. We have each made much ad-
vance in the scale of civilization and are
gratified with the progress we have made.
Back of us lies a brief but honorable
history and before us stretch illimitable
opportunities. We confidently believe
that we are each destined to play a
large and worthy part in the progress of
the human race upon the western conti-
nent. We have no rivalries except in the
ways of peace. We neither covet the
other’s territory. We covet only each
other’s neighborly esteem. We rest upon
a common frontier more than 5,000 miles
in length. It is crossed and recrossed by |
instrumentalities of commerce which tend
to strengthen our neighborly ties. There
are no fortifications upon our frontier
and no battleships upon the waters
which divide us and we believe and fer-
vently hope that there will never be
need of any defensive preparation be-
tween us.

As we behold this majestic celebration
in which the representatives of differ-
ent natioms participate and witness the
manifestations of a genuine fraternal
spirit among them, we are impressed with
the thought that there is no rational rea-
son why nations should resort to war.
May we not, on this theatre of past con- |
flicts, surrounded now by the impressive
monuments of peace, venture to hope
that the widespread movement which
seeks to insure the maintenance of peace
among the nations of the world without
invoking the sword may grow in strength
and at no flistant day become incorporat-
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maintenance sof international tranquility, |

to endeavor to substitute reason for
force, is not evidence of any decay in
the courage or manhood of nations but
it is the proclamation of the great truth
that modern civilization is not a failure.
It is a failure if it does not substitute
for force the serene and all-powerful
chamber of reason and deliberation.
There is such a thing as righteousness
among nations. Let them take their dif-
ferences - into international courts of jus-
tice and there let reason and righteous-
ness prevail. Let nations by every hon-
orable means which enlightened states-
manghip may suggest, avoid an appeal
to that court where might alone turns
the balance.

We have no need to fear that the re-
lations between the United States and
Great Britain will ever again be disturb-
ed. We have faith to believe that our
flags which grace this historic occasion
and which mingle together and salute
each other upon the Plains of Abraham
will never confront each other in con-
flict upon either land or sea.

I'beg again to’thank your Royal High-
ness for the gracious welcome and hos-
pitality which you tender to me as the
representative of the United States and
to wish for your country and your peo-
ple a continuance of the blessings of
peace, progress and prosperity.

The impressive ceremordy at the monu-
ment on the terrace was preceded by the
marshalling of the pageant forces on the
lower town market and the arrival at 3
o’clock of Champlain and his goodly com-
pany of seamen and eoldiers in the stout
little barge Le Don De Dieu.

Crowds of even greater size than gaw
the prince arrive on Wednesday lined
the city front from end to end when Le
Don De Dieu under full sail, and possibly
assisted by that gasoline engine that was
intended to help her out in the emergency
of a calm, proudly rounded the point 4t
St. Joseph and slowly made her way up
the harbor, coming to anchor shortly be-
fore 3 o’clock between the Indomitable
and the King’s wharf. It was indeed as
pretty a picture as has yet been thrown
on the canvas of this spectacular cele-
bration.

As the guaint little vessel approached
her mooriffgs, light skiffs, propelled by
real Indians, naked to the waist and in
full ‘war paint, shot out from the shore
and circled aroungd her, gradually going
in closer and finally opening up friendly
negotiations with the captain and his
band. Then followed the landing of
Champlain and his party. While thous-
ands followed the proceedings from the
terrace and the ramparts, the King's
wharf was packed with people who wish-
ed to see the landing from close range.
Launches from the warships, with officers
in full dress uniform for the ceremony at
the monument were landing when Cham-
plain came on shore and to the pictur-
esque costumes of his party, in contrast
with the everyday attire of the citizens,
another mnote of color was introduced in
the naval uniforms. K From the wharf,
Champlain made his way up along the
street that was named after him, to join
the procession of the pageants.

The performers had a long wait of it.
It was after 5 o’clock when the procession
started to move in the direction of the
prince, before whom they passed in re-
view in front of the Chateau Frontenaec.
Most of them had been standing in their
positions from 2.30 o’clock. For the wo-
men who took part the ordeal did not
prove so trying, as they were allowed to
await final orders in the archbishop’s
palace at the head of Mountain Hill.

The procession, while a thing apart
from the pageants proper, introduced all
those who have been taking part in the
spectacles presented on the plains. With
a loyalty that was commended, few of the
performers shirked their
tasks,

From kings and queens in their court
dress,/the Indians in their feathers -and
war paint, all classes of pageanters turned
out in full muster. “The procession took
thirty-five minutes to pass the prince and
made a big impression on the thousands
who had not seen the performances on
the plains,

Champlain Day came to a fitting con-
clusion this evening with a display of fire-
works on the Levis side of the river that
was only equalled in interest by the
crowds that lined the Dufferin terrace,
and the cliffs in every direction. It was
only when the masses of people wege con-
centrated between the chateau and the
citadel that it was poseible to appreciate
the gathering -of people that the city is
struggling to accommodate. Probably
never in its 300 years of quiet. existence
has Quebec seen such a crowd, or taken
so much money out of their visitors,

rode at anchor, every detail being plainly
visible in the light of several searchlights
which were concentrated on her from the
shore. |

Shortly after 9 o’clock the fireworks
were started on a scale which the famous
Brock firm state they have never at-
tempted before. Their stage extended
over 900 feet of the Levis cliffs, and the
set pieces and bombs were tremendous.
The prod{xction lasted nearly two hours,
and the “more effective displays were
greeted with loud cheering from the ter-
race.

The prince’s second day in Quebec was
concluded with a brilliant state dinner
given by Earl Grey at the Citadel. The .
list of invited guests was one of the most
noteworthy in the history of such func-
tions in Canada. Among those invited
were: Vice-President Fairbanks, Vice:
Admiral Jaureguiberry, Earl of Dudley,
Sir Henry Devillieres, Earl of Ranfurly,
Earl Roberts, Duke of Norfolk, Lord
Annaly, Vice-Admiral /Sir A. Curzon
Howe, Sir R. Pole rew, Sir Arthur
Biggs, Rear Admiral Sir J. Jellicoe, Sir
Francis Hopwood, Lord Bruce, Rear Ad-
miral Cowles, Lord Lovat, Marquis De
Levis, Count Montcalm, the lieut.-gover- =
nors and premiers of the different pro-
vinces, Sir Wilfrid Laurier and the mem-
bers of his cabinet and many others well
known in public life. ’

Since it has been discovered by the
people of Quebec that the tercentenary
celebration is going to be a real success
there has been an apparently concerted

"movement to separate the visitors from

their money as speedily and painfully as
possible., On the opening days prices
were almost reasonable, though the re-
turns were quite the reverse, but since
the visitors started to flock in by the
thousands the supplies of everything have
been gettipg worse, the, attendance is
still worse,, while the charges have been
such as to ‘fajrly startle ordinary people
who have some recollection of what a
dollar is worth.

Famine prices are demanded for beds,
and it is a great privilege to be allowed
to sleep on a tiny cot in a corridor at $2
or $3 a night.

Anyone who can get into an ordinary
hotel dining room without waiting more
than half an hour is exceedingly lucky,
while his troubles have only started when
he gets inside, as the waitresses are all
over-worked, and half the supply

of e
exhausted long before the patience &t the

guests. A good many people have"already
left the city disgusted with the lack of
accommodation and the inflated prices de-
manded.

A particularly strong kick is being
registered by the soldiers’ and sailors
here, most of whom develop pretty fair-
sized thirsts during their day’s drill. But
today most of the hotel and saloon men
put the price of small glasses of beer to
ten cents, while whiskey goes at twenty
cents per, and it is by no means above
suspicion at that. Sandwiches and coffee
have likewise deteriorated in quality and
risen in price, while all over the city the
most absurd advances are being made for
everything. It looks as though having
left the success of their celebration to
be assured by the people from elsewhere
the people of Quebec are determined to
do all possible to spoil it by driving theiz
visitors away.

You hear
travelers speak of it as the finest coun-
try seat in America. Biltmore House and
the 100,000 surrounding acres in the Van-
derbilt domain constitute the greatest es-
tate in America and probably ome of the
greatest estates of modern creation. :
That is a big phrase, but only big
phrases fit those hundred thousand Bilt-
more acres that rise and fall over moun-
tains, that are covered by fifteen square
miles of virgin forest and two square
miles of cultivated fleld and pasture land,
that boasts of a thriving village—Biltmore
—of 300 souls, and that are by

twenty miles of magnificent
roads. It represents an inve tment of $2,-
000,000. Upon it are a dozen farms, of |
which eight are leased to tenants om
ehares and four are directly under Van-|
derbilt cultivation. Over its great pasture;
clearings greze 275 cattle, mostly 'blooded|
milch cows, besides the Berkshire hogs,
poultry and pigeons for which Biltmore
is celebrated.

Yet it would be hard to find a region
so devoid of agricultural promise, so dis-
couraging 8s tho site of a great country
home, as the wi..erness which George W.
Vanderbilt has made into a vertiable won-
derland.—Broadway Magazine.
