London, June 2—Captain G. Coder’s Spion Hop won the classic Derby at 
Epsom Downs today. Lord Derby’s Archaic ran second and Orpheus third. L. 
Neumann is the owner of Orpheus.

The horses which ran in the Derby were: Abbot’s Teace, Allenby, Arch­
aic, Ittitus, Daylight Patrol, Dynamo, Fireworks, He Goes, Kerases, Marshal 
Neil, Orpheus, Poltava, Polumetis, Sarchedon, Silvern, Spion Kop, Tetratema, 
Torelore and Prince.

The betting on the course follows : Spion Kop, 100 to 6; Archaic, 10 to 
1; Orpheus, 50 to 1.

Major McCalmont’s Tetratema was the 
favorite of the twenty-two entries. Other 
thoroughbreds in the race that were fan­
cied were Lord Derby’s Archaic, Allen­
by, Daylight Patrol, Polumeds and He 
Goes. The day broke fine and large 
numbers of people were soon after dawn 
making their way to Epsom over various 
routes, the indications being that the 
attendance would be one of the largest in 
history.

The fashion of race-goers to drive in 
coaches from London to the course, 
which for many years was a feature of 
the day, has been gradually dying out 
since the introduction of the automobile, 
and was this year less in vogue than 
ever. King George, who attended the 
opening meeting of the Epsom season 
on Tuesday and was given a great recep­
tion, was accompanied by Queen Mary 
to the race today.

One of the conspicuous features of 
this year’s Derby was the increased 
popularity of Sweepstakes on the result, 
and it was difficult to find any gathering 
of people where this form of “having 
a flutter” was not adopted. The world 
famous Calcutta sweepstakes is said to 
have eclipsed all records, and it is esti­
mated the first prize will be in the neigh­
borhood of £80,000. The London stock 
exchange sweepstakes will give the win­
ner of first prize £5,000. Promoters of 
war charities and other movements were 
todax. appealing to lucky prize winners to 
devote part of their winnings to the as­
sistance of unfortunates.

Montreal is indeeasiSg top wharfage

With 
regard to the charges at St. John the 
commissioner said that they were now 
three cents and he was considering the 
advisability of raising them to five cents 
as contemplated last fall.

ADMISSION OF VATICAN

TO LEAGUE OF NATIONS
Rome, June 2—Reports that A. J. 

Balfour, former British secretary of state 
for foreign affairs, had proposed the ad­
mission of the Vatican to the League of 
Nations, are denied in an official state­
ment printed by the Osservatore Ro­
mano, organ of the Vatican. It is also 
said that “no other person” has made 
any such proposals.

Two women claimed the child, 
the mother who had given her away 
whfcn the child was six weeks old, and 
the fosteiMnother who had cared for and 
reared the child since.

The mother, Mrs. Beatrice Tl. Judge 
of Baltimore, a girl of eighteen, told 
the vice chancellof
ried when she was fifteen, and deserted 
by her husband six months later. Five 
months after that the baby was born 
in Baltimore where the Judges’ lived, 
and the mpther, destitute and in despair, 
was overjoyed When Mrs. John H- 
Grieves, who was boarding in the same 
house, offered to take care of the baby.

Shortly after she had given the baby 
away, Mrs. Judge eppented and tried to 
get her back, but she found that Mrs.
Grieves had moved. Mrs. Judge was 
working in a store in Baltimore. In 
January last she learned that Mr. and 
Mrs. Grieves were living at 205 Fifth 
street, Jersey City, and she came here 
and brought her suit in chancery.

‘'When the child was given into the 
care of Mrs. Grieves a formal and ab­
solute surrender was not agreed upon,” 
the vice chancellor said in his opinion- 
“It would be monstrous to hold this 
sfck and sorely-tried girl-mother to the 
supreme sacrifice. In its legal and moral 
aspects the mother’s privilege was in no 

! wise prejudiced by her negotiations with 
I Mrs. Grieves, which at the most were 
, tentative. And, though the latter, by 
, unstinted care and devotion, has created 
j a reciprocal relation of keenest love and 
; affection between hersfelf and the child, 
i and though heartaches and sorrow will 
| follow a separation, she must yield to 
the superior natural right of the mother, 
unies thereby the well-being of the 
child is jeopardized.

“The parent’s right will not be denied 
unless the foster alliance was protracted 

> and acquiesced in a spirit of abandon­
ment, and a severance would be dis­
advantageous to the child. This is not 
the case here. While much, sympathy 
is due Mrs. Grieves, we must not be 
unmindful that her plight is self-im­
posed, nor unmindful of the infinite 
grief her rash conduct has brought to 
the mother.

“The infant’s welfare, all matters 
considered, is paramount and compell­
ing. The parental right, however, is 
never lost sight of as an influential and 
determining factor. Mrs. Grieves is a 
housewife without children. Her grief 
is that she can bear none, and her 
anguish has oil the more intensified her 
solicitude and love for this foster child-

LIMITS PHYSICIANS’ LIQUOR
PERMITS TO $00 A QUARTER 

Washington, June 2—In an effort to 
defeat the “indiscriminate sale” of li­
quor on physicians’ prescriptions, Com­
missioner Williams of the bureau of in­
ternal revenue issued a ruling limiting 
the number of permits allowed each 
physician to 100 for each three months, 
except with “good cause.”

The order, which Mr. Williams said 
was issued “after weeks of sftidy and 
the investigation of retords of scores 
of physicians,” makes it obligatory for 

physicians to show where the liquor has 
gone before more prescription blanks 
will be issued by the bureau.
