SUSSEX TRAIN
ON NEW TIME

Large Number of -Citizens
Meet W= R. Devenish at
City Hall This Morning:

The question of the advisability .of
running the Sussex train into the city
on the old time was discussed at a meet-
ing of citizens held in City Hall this
morning. 'The mayor presided and W. R.
Devenish, superintendent of the C.N.R.,
was present.

Mr. Devenish presented the arguments
advanced by the milk dealers in Kings
county, who said that the earlier hour
was a great hardship and that finally
these dcalers threatened to withdraw the
milk supply from St. John if the Sussex
train was not put on old time. It was
said that 1,498 cans of milk and 93 cans
of cream were brought to the city on
this train.

W. H. Bell, as a milk dealer, much
preferred the new time and said that
he would e at a financial loss as well
as a great inconvenience if the train was
run on old time.

Frank J. Donegani, of the Pacific
Dairy, expressed the same view. W. C.
Allison expressed “himself as being op-
posed to changing back. D. C. Lingley,
citychamberlain, was in favor of px:esent
conditions and asked that the railway
keep faith with the traveling public,
having advertised the train to run on
daylight time, provided it was adopted
by the city.

W. C. Clark spoke of the scholars,
numbering more than 100, who would
have to be brought to the city an hour
too early by the Hampton train, shou!d
the Sussex go back on old time.

But as was
pointed out by some honorable gentle-
men who have spoken in this debate and
particularly by my honorable friend
from Red Deer (Mr. Michael Clark) it
is impossible to have trade going in one
direction and expect to continue doing
business unless you have cargoes going
in the opposite direction as well. You
will* observe, Mr. Speaker, that a great
many of these ships, came to Canada in
ballast, bringing nothing whatever into
the Dominion. That is not a condition
that can be kept up indefinitely.”

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DR. HEISER'S VISIT.
Dr. Heiser of the Rockefeller Founda-
tion says there is no excuse for smali-
pox, and no well-based objection to vac-
‘cipation. In the Philippines, where there
were once forty thousand deaths per
| year from smallpox the disease was
" eradicated by vaccination without losing
a ljfe, and it was necessary to vaccinate
millions of people. Dr. Heiser, in a brief
| address yesterday, gave further informa-
~ tion in detail about the Philippines, de-

! seribing as one illustration a small is-|

land seldom visited, where twelve hun-
dred out of eighteen hundred died of the
disease, and the only ones immune were,
those who had been vaccinated while
visiting other islands. There is here &
very valuable lesson for New Bruns-
wick. As a matter of fact, the disease
when it occurs in.any part of this prov-
ince is too often traced to infection from
another province, but if all were vaccin-
ated it would not be traced at all—for it
_would not exist.. Dr. Heiser, moreover,
is very emphatie in -the assertion that
evil effects of amother sort do not fol-
low vaccination, but if such effects are
in any case apparent they are due -to
some other cause, The story of the
Philippines leaves no room to doubt that
there need not be 'a case of smallpox
any more than of yellow fever if the
proper remedey is appliéd. The won-
derful results that have followed the cf-
forts to overcome the hook-worm, yel-
Jow fever, and malaria are the most
powerful arguments in favor of constant
research and well-directed public health
measures.

And_this leads us to consider -the
splendid work of the Rockefeller
Foundation. Mr. ltockefell@r was not
satisfied that a condition under  which
the doctor was consulted with reluctance
was the best that could be established.
He believed it should be the other way
round, and that people could be got to
repose so much confidence in health
measures and health officials that their
whole attitude toward the subject would
be completely changed. He consulted
medical authorities, challenged them to
indicate some direction in which an ex-
periment might be made, and when the
hook-worm was suggested he placed a
million dollars at their disposal to try
out the scheme. As a result free dis-
pensaries were opened in the south, and
in the face of hostile sentiment, open
ridicule and open attack the work was
begun. The people were simply told
that certain resuits would follow a cer-
tain course of action, and they were in-
vited to make the experiment for them-
selves. By degrees the-people did make
the experiment, with results which
amazed them. They learned that the
hook-worm ‘could be destroyed. One
vesnlt was a general adoption of the me-
thods suggested, and another was the
establishment of the Rockefeller
Foundation, with the income from 2
bundred millions to be used for re-

purpose is to demonstrate what the peo-
'ple can do themselves and-get themn to
do it. Dr. Heiser says it camybe de-
monstrated that a certain expenditure for
public health purposes will produce re-
sults in lives saved and efficiency pro-
duced which can be measured with a
degree of exactitude that no legislative
body can afford to ignore; but the peo-
ple at large must show their interest.
When they have done so they soon real-
ize the value of an all-embracing publia
health service and gladly support it—as
in the state of Arkansas, where' every
county is now thoroughly organized..

Dr. Heiser explains that because there
are no such diseases -in northern lati-
tudes as those dealt with in the south
the Rockefeller Foundation has not yet
decided upon what lines it may work
to best advantage in the northern states
and Canada. Hon. Dr. Roberts has sug-
gested that in this province, where so
much interest is being aroused in public
health matters, but action is handicapped
for financial reasons, the Foundation
might make this a demonstratién area.
This view is heartily endorsed by other
medical men, and the citizens will hope
that Dr, Heiser’s report to headquarters
may bring the desired result,

THE TESTING TIME,

The opposition convention is to be
held this evening.

VERANDRYE.

Few of the explorers who penetrated
the vast wildernesses of North America
in the .pioneer days accomplished more
valuable work than did Gaultier de
Varenne, Sieur de la Verandrye, but few
have received less recognition for -their
explorations than he. “He began his
career as a young French officer in 1697
while in 1704 he was a dashing figure
in the raids of the new world. He took-
\part, too, in a military expedition into
Newfoundland about 1705. Then for
gevgénteen years, following wounds re-
ceived in the battle of Malplaquet, he
l;was the governor of Three Rivers, Que-

ec.

It was while in this position that he
heard. from Indians who came to sell
their furs of the great west. Théy came
i;ﬁn great distances~and penetrated far-
itito -the northland in’ guest .of the fur;
animals. - What he heard spired in him

vigited in their annual hunting trips. He
followed the braves to the head of Lake
Superior, where he heard.fremthe red-
skins of a great river flowing west far
in the interior. The reports were con-
stant and persistent, so he determined
to go to Quebec and see if he could per-
suade the governor to send him on a
tour of the land to find the great stream.
On May 19, 1781, he signed
papers with some merchants in the col-
ony by which he secured’ an outfit for
the trip. With Father Messager, a
Jesuit Priest, he left Fort Michilimack-
inac on August 26 of that year to cross
the grand portage at a point forty-five
miles farther along tle coast than the
present Fort William. From this point
he was to set inland on a trip néver be-
fore taken by a white man. His goal
was Lake Ouinipigon. In the second
year of his trip he'crossed the Lake
of the Woods; on its shores he built
Fort St. Charles. Then he descended
from the Lake of the Woods by the river
Winnipeg which he called Maurepas, un-

nipigon he had sought, He pressed on in
his trip, naming the Assiniboine river
the St. Charles River; to a branch now
known as the Souris he gave the name
St. Pierre.

When Verandyre was making his won-
derful exploration trip trough what is
now ‘the province of Manitoba and-the
Lake of the Woods district he met with
some -terrible hardships. Not only was
the way one in which a_ white wan
had never traveled before, but the red-
skins were' troublesome. He was poorly
supported by the authocities and har-
ragsed hy his creditors and slandered on
every side. In 1786 the party to which
his son was attached was surphised by
 Indians on an- Isiand in the Laké of
the Woods and<scalped by Indians who
had been attraeted by the smoke of their

\Te ‘the Ediwr‘; * of The Times:
Sir,—The a‘:i-egent system of taxation
: ebtiseems unfair and un-.
just to lordinary business people, as may |
be seen from the following: ’

But if an investor lénds money to the'
':government by buying public bonds he
does not pay any taxes on the prin-
‘icipal of his loah nor, as a rule, on the
'interest or income that lie derives from
/it; and although he devotes no labor to
‘it, the principal of his loan does not
*depreciate .in' amount, but remains the
| same. :

 Observe the difference between those
{cases. In ordinary business you are
;:caxed both on your capital and on your |
'income and you have to work to main-|
tain your business. But a bondholder is !
inot taxed either on capital or as a rule
on income and he does not have to work
‘at all. Is that system fair to ordinary
!business men? ~Such men, with their
1tenants and employes, have to work to

support the bondholder and his depend-
ants by paying his interest or repaying
i his principal through taxation, while he

{does mothing and contributes nothing. |

| He merely draws money from the' gov-
‘ernment. |

Is a government bond a piece of pri-
{vate property? If so, why is it not taxed
ihke other private property? Is’ bond-
|interest a source of private income? If
|so, why s it not taxed like other pri~
{vate income? As private buildings,
farms, incomes and the like are taxed,
iought not the capital and the income
!of the bondholder to be also taxed to
|put them on an equality with other
| property and incomes? Some people will
'sav, perhaps, that the taxation of the
.principal of the public debt would be
!a sort of confiscation  because, if the
principal of the debt were taxed even
one per cent per annum it would grad-
ually decrease fn amount and would tend
eventually to disappear.. But all prop-
crty, such as houses, farms and the like,
depreciates in value if-not continually
renewed by means of labor, and why,
then, should a loan to the government
always remain the same, even though
the lender-does nothing to it? Without
advocating anything ‘unfair, I suggest
that bondholders ought to pay their
share of taxation on their capital and
incomes like other people.

If the government had chosen to do
so it could have obtained all its revenue
by taxation without borrowing any of
it, in which case the government would
not have to repay any loans or pay any
interest, and there would not be any !
public debt through the war. Therefore |
it seems no hardship for the principal
of the loan to be taxed. The gross debt
of the Dominion of Canada today is
about three billion dollars, and a tax
of one per cent on that would yield
thirty million dollars of revenue. This
would greatly reduce the oppressive tax-
ation that is now being levied on goods
and business and would be only an act
of justice. |

The recent war destroyed millions of
lives, it crippled millions of men and it
impoverished millions of people. But
some bondholders have grown fabu-
lously rich through the war by taking
advantage of the public distress, for the
money they invested in the public bonds
was largely got by war-profiteering. Yet
they say they ought not to be taxed like
other people. Is that their patriotism?
Where are their sacrifices? Ought not |
they to bear their share of the public |
burden of taxation? Did soldiers fight
and die to make bondholders immense-
ly rich while many other people are
short of food and clothes? Is that what
the war was fought for? The enormous |
public debts of the various nations are !
the chief burdens of the present time. |

MOTHER GETS BACK

Chancellor Backes Decides
What He Calls Hardest
Problem of His Career.

(New York Times.)

Vice Chancellor Backes at Newark
yesterday decided what he characterized
as the hardest problem he had had to
solve in his many years on the bench,
the custody of two-year-old Beatrice
Judge. Two women claimed the child,
the -mother who had given her away
wheén the child was six weeks old, and
the foster-mother who had cared for and
reared the child since.

The mother, Mrs. Beatrice ‘H. Judge
of Baltimore, a girl of eighteen, told
the vice chancellor she had been mar-
ried when she was fifteen, and deserted
by her husband six months later. Five
months after that the baby was born
in Baltimore where the Judges’ lived,
and the mother, destitute and in despair,
was overjoyed when Mrs. John H.
Grieves, who was boarding in the same
house, offered to take care of the baby.

Shortly after she had given the baby
away, Mrs. Judge repented and tried to
get her back, but she found that Mrs.
Grieves had moved. Mrs. Judge was
working in a store in Baltimore. In
January last she learned that Mr. and
Mrs. Grieves were living at 205 Fifth
street, Jersey City, and she came here
and brought her suit in” chancery.

“When the child was given into the
care of Mrs. Grieves a formal and ab-
solute surrender was not agreed upon,”
the vice chancellor said in his opinion.
“It would be monstrous to hold this
sfck and sorely-tried girl-mother to the
supreme sacrifice. In its legal and moral
! aspects the mother’s privilege was in no
| wise prejudiced by her negotiations with
| Mrs. Grieves, which at the most were
| tentative. And, though the latter, by
. unstinted care and devotion, has created
| a reciprocal relation of keenest love and
{ affection between hersklf and the child,
jand though heartaches and sorrow will
jfollow a separation, she must yield to
the superior natural right of the mother,
unles thereby the well-being of the
child is jeopardized. :

“The pavent’s right will not be denied
unless the foster alliance was protracted
and acquiesced in a spirit of abandon-
ment, and a severance would be " dis-
advantageous to the child. This is not
the case here. While much sympathy
is due Mrs. Grieves, we must not be
unmindful that her -plight is self-im-
posed, nor unmindful of the infinite
grief her rash conduct has brought to
the mother.

“The infant’s welfare, all matters
considered, is paramount and compell-
ing. The parental right, however, is
never lost sight of as an influential and
determining factor. Mrs. Grieves is a
housewife withou$, children. Her grief
is that she ec¢an bear none, and her
anguish has all the more intensified her
solicitude and love for .this foster child.
Their home is comfortable and they are
fit in every way to raise the child as
becomes their station in life. On the
other hand, the mother, in appearance
