For sale by

The Most Remarkable Crowd Ever

d Sees thie’ of Amer-

fea’s Greatest Horses—The Stroggles

of Tenny, Firenzi, Raceland and the
Others.

New York, June 17.—Fifty thousand
people saw Salvator win the big Subur-
ban race today. It was the most re-
markable field of race horses that ever
contested in one race near New York,and
the most remarkable crowd that ever
went out of New York to see such a race
that met at the track. The memory of
the thousands lost and won will soon fade
away, but the memory of that vast surg-
ing crowd will linger forever. Four
long hours before the races be-
gan, and six hours before the great
race was to be run, the crowd
began to leave the city ; not a crowd
of stable boys and bootmakers, but a
brilliant, interesting throng of people of
every class of social standing and repre-
sentatives of every calling and business.
Tt'was more of a holiday crowd thana
racing crowd. The usual frequenters of
the tracks were lost in.the mob of new
comers.. The grounds were in perfect
condition, they looked like immense pri-
vate grounds instead of a public course ;
fortunately the sun kept out of sight
and so the crush, which would otherwise

have been stifling, was not so severely
felt.

The big race was set for 4:15, but im-
mediately after the horses had passed
the post in the preceding race there
was a rush for the betting ring. The ex-
citement was- terrific. At first sight
nothing could be seen but a confused
mass of hats of all colors, shapes and
sizes. Above all floated a crush of green-
backs. Men with money in their hands
were waiving it frantically, and they
fairly seemed to have gone crazy. Coats
were torn, hats crushed and boots tramp-
led upon, but the crowd cared nothing.
They were there to bet on their favorites
for the Sububan, and bet they
would. Occasionally a book maker
would mark up exceptionally good odds.
The rush that would be made for this
particular book maker was appalling.
Bills of large denominations were thrust
into his hands and fairly fired at him.
They could not take the money in fast
enough to suit the public. 'When once
one got within that seething maelstrom
of human beings there was no help but
to go straight around the eddy until the
outlet was reached.

Tenny and Salvator opened even favor-
ites, the “bookies” hardly knowing which
to install as favorite, and two to one was
stuck opposite each name. Ina twinkl-
ing the followers of the Haggin stable
jumped on these odds, and down they
went doltar by dollar until eight to five
was reached.

THE COLONIAL DISPUTES.

ENGLAND AND GERMANY WILL
PROBABLY SETTLE THEM.

Lord Salisbury’s Dispatch te Sir E. B.
Malet, the British Ambassador at
Borlin, Contalning the Ag ¢

Press Opinions.

Loxpoy, June 17.—The  agree-
ment, as collated  from the
dispatch from Lord Salisbury to Sir E.
B. Malet, the British ambassador at
Berlin and from the special editorial of
the Reischsanzeiger of Berlin, is as fol-
lows: England retains the Stevenson
road, which will be the boundary be-
tween the English and German spheres.
A line stretches from the mouth of the
Bokura, on the west shore of Lake
Nyassa, to the mouth of the Kilambo on
the south shore of Lake Tanganyika.
Northward Germany retains the region as
far as the Congo state and along the first
degree of south latitude, the boundary
diverging around the western shore of
the Nyanza to iuclude the mountsin

With the view of
securing the freedom of future commerce,
the passage of German subjects and goods
will be free and exempt from transit dues
Letween Lake Nyassa and the -Congo
state and English goods and subjects
will be equally exempt between Lake
Tanganyika and the British sphere.

It is forther agreed that in all East
African territories submitted to their in-
fluence, equal rights of settling or trading
shall be conferred by the two powers re-
spectively on their subjects.
Other missions are to be granted
for freedom of religious teach-
ing.

CITY OF PARIS ACCIDENT.

Ofticinl Inquiry Inte the Disaster
Begun in Liverpool, :

Liverroor, June 16.—The inquiry into
the causes of the disaster to the City of
Paris was begun at St. George’s Hall.
Stipendiary Magistrate J. Raffles, Capt.
. Bragg, Nautical Assessor, W. Eames
and J, Hallett, engineer, constituted the
board. Mansell James and Howard
Smith appeared as couneil for the board
of trade; Sir Walrer Philimore, Q.
C., and Baden Powell for the
owners ; W. Packford for the
builders ; and J. C. Thomson of Glasgow
who asked to be made a party to the
inquiry in case legal proceedings should
follow. Counsel James, on behalf of the
bourd of trade, described the construction
of the vessel, the accident, and the events
that foilowed. He said that it would be
shown that at 8.40 o'clock on the morn-
ing of the accident, the starboard engine
was stopped to pack the high pressure
cylinder, and started again at 10 A. M.
At 5:30 P. M. all was going well,
the screw making 81 to 82
revolutions. The engineer on pass-
ing nearjthe port engine heard the star-
board screw racing. He stopped it, but
it soon began again. The accident was
then described, and the story told how
the big ship had drifted till Saturday,
when she was towed into Queenstown.
Mr. James concluded by paying & splen-
did compliment to the officers for their
admirable conduct, and suggested that
the assessors should visit the ship.

Loxpox, June 17.—At the inquiry today
I. R. Thompson, ship builder of Glasgow,
deposed that the vessel was built to meet
the requirements of an arméd Cruiser,
and was of exceptional strength. She
had 14 tranverse bulkheads extending
to the upper deck. The cast steel used,
when tested in the presence of the officers
of the board of trade, averaged 30 tons to
the inch. This was the first time steel
was so largely used in the engines of a
merchant vessel,

There was no likelihood of the bulk-
head at the forward end of the engine
room giving. It stood without any sign
of straining. No water got through it.
When asked: “Suppose this bulkhead
had given way, what would have hapen-
ened?” Mr. Thompson said:

“The next bulkhead forward of that
was even stronger. The ship would only
have got more water in. She would still
have had ample freeboard. It was a
swift vessel and was built as such. No
sacrifice whatever was made to speed,
safety beingin all respects the first con-
sideration. A number of things were
done to make her very much safer than
an ordinary ship.”

James Moffeson, Lloyd’s engineer and
surveyor, described various tests made
of the quality of the work and materials.

THE SURRENDER OF HELIGOLAND.

The settlement between England and
Germany in regard to the division of the
territory in East Africa includes the
surrender of Heligoland, a FEuropean
island which has been in the possession
of England since the year 1807. The
surrender of this island to Germany is
likely to be one of the most unpopular
acts of the Marquis of Salisbury’s ad-
ministration, and we would not be sur-
prised if it would raise such a storm in
England that at another election all
other considerations would be forgotten
in the desire to punish the man who had
given away a piece of European territory
which has been English ground for al-
most ninety years. Heligoland is an
island which lies at the mouth of the
Elbe, and viewed merely as a piece of
territory, it is of very little value. Itis

triangular in shape, about a mile in

length and a third of a mile in width,
and small as its dimensions are it appears

that they are continually reduced by the
inroads of the sea. In the 18th century
it became the property of the Danes, and
it was taken from them by the English
in 1807 at the time of the siezure
and capture of Copenhagen by
the British forces. Heligoland
was used during the remainder of the
Napoleonic wars as a station for the
British fleets, and as a depot for British
manufactures which were smuggled
from it into Germany. The inhabitants
of Heligoland are Frisians and speak the

* Frisian language as well as the low Ger-

man. They are mostly fishermen and

pilots, but the total number does not ex-

ceed 2,000, The island for a large portion
of the year forms the rendezvous of the
English sea fishers. It is much frequented
by visitors also during the bathing sea-

son. Heligoland boasts a governor who
receives a salary of $4,000 a year, and it
is in the fortunate position of having a

larger revenue than itis able to spend.
Such in brief is the island which will be

surrendered to the Germans by the re-

cent arrangement with Great Britain.

1t is not surprising that in view of this

the English newspapers are exclaiming
loudly against a policy which threatens
to sacrifice British territory to suit the

m@nw
ment. On this side of the Atlantic we

see the Marquis of Salishury’s govern-

ment yielding to the French in regard to

N«%nd, while in
Europe they are surrerfring an island,

which, however useless it may be in
some respects, might in the event of

their claims in

another European war prove of as great
valge to the British as it did during the
Napoleonic struggle. It is no wonder
that under these circumstances we find
a newspaper like the London Chronicle
asking whether this surrender is to be
followed by the surrender of Gibralter
to Spain and of Malta to Italy. This
transaction will rankle in the hearts of
the British people, and may produce
political results of a startling character
when another election comes to be run.

MR. CURRY'S GIFT T0 ACADIA.

In yesterday’s issue of the Messenger
and Visitor the leading editorial is de-
voted to the gift which has been recently
made by Mark Curry, of Windsor, to
Acadia College. To the accumulation
of wealth, as we understand, Mr. Curry
has devoted his energies for many years,
and rarely if ever have any of his adven-
tures failed to realize his hopes ; some
of his large undertakings, we are told,
have netted him a profit of cent per
cent. Other men have been equally fa-
vored ; other men whom we have known
who, except in their knack of ac-
cumulating money, were very com-
mon-place and, in fact were looked up-
on by an uncharitable world as boorish,
ignorant and Godless. Mr. Curry, who
is now quite well advanced in years, and
in precarious health, has well earned the
gratitude of his denomination by his
noble gift to Acadia. But weean hardly
reconcile the remarks of the Messenger
and Visitor upon the subject with the
opinions that prevail at the present day;
at any rate, in the religious circles to
which we are admitted. Of Mr. Curry
the Messenger and Visitor says :—

About two years ago he was in
Philadelphia, seeking the best medical
advice as'a very forlorn hope of pro-
longed life. Although attended by one
of the &most skilful physicians of the
United States, he continued to grow
worse, until he was told it wasonly a
matter of a very few days between him
and death. This skilful doctor could
not see the smallest hope of life beyond
this brief space of time. His brother-in-
law came in haste, expecting to be in
time only to see him die, and to per-
form the sad duty of accompanying his
remains to their last resting place in the
Baptist cemetery at Windsor, N. S.
After his arrival, Mr. Curry, seized with
the longing to see home once more be-
fore the end came, prevailed upon him
and his physician to allow him to start
Windsorward. Not to prolong this nar-
rative, he reached home, and, er a
season, began to mend. For a time he
was comparatively well. When his
doctor heard of his recovery, he wrote de-
claring that it was as wonderful as a
resurrection from the dead, and stating it
as his opinion that the Lord had raised
him to life for some special purpose. In
the light of what has since occurred, who
dare doubt the correctness of his inter-
pretation of the wonderful providence.

During all this time his mind was as
clear and his grasp of business as assur-
ed and strong as ever in his most yigor-
ous days. Even when he was near to
death’s door, after his return, Fecontinu-
ed to order his finances with great skill.
l—In this latter part of the 19th century
we are taught to believe that since the
days of Christ, no miracles have been
performed ; that where we are unable 'to
trace effocts to causes, our intelligence is
at fault. Supposing Mr. Curry to have
been raised from a bed of mortal sickness
“for some special purpose,” “that he
might help our college in the time of
our great need,” how are we to account
for such terrible disasters as the Johns-
town flood in which thousands are yearly
swept into eternity without a minute for
preparation ?

Doubtless there are those who may
question if there were not other chan-
nels into which sfr. Curry might as wise-
ly have poured the stream of his wealth;
other institutions equally benificent
and equally needy ; individuals who
might have been raised from ignorance
to become the world’s benefactors. Of
couse it is not to be implied that Acadia
was not deserving and in need, but it
would be gross presumption to say that
it was more deserving or more needy
than scores of other institutions no less
Christian in character.

congratulate the Globe and the liberal
party most heartily on these
changes.

SPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.
FrepericroN, June 19.—The Confer-
ence met again at 9 o’clock this morning,
the president occupying the chair. Gen-
eral Superintendent Carman was also
present.

The report of John N. Lake, chairman
of the Union Church Relief Committee.
Committee appointed to free churches
from debt was read showing that $1102,-
50 had been raised during the year and
disbursed.
