McKinley Opens In a Three Hoars’ 
Speech—He Says It Is a Domestic, 
Not a Foreign Bill.

Washington, D. G, May 7. On motion 
of Mr. McKinley of Ohio the House went 
into committee of the whole on the tariff 
bill On motion of Mr. Mills the com­
mittee granted to Mr. McKinley the 
privilege of speaking without limitation 
of time, and a similar courtesy was ac­
corded to Mr. Mills on motion of Mr. Mc­
Kinley.

Mr. McKinley then took the floor in 
support of the bill. In the last political 
campaign, he said, the tariff has been the 
absorbing question before the people. .The 
bill had not abolished the internal reven­
ue tax,as the Republican party had pledg­
ed itself to do in the event that that aboli­
tion was necessary to preserve the protec­
tive system, because the committee had 
found the abolition of the one was not 
necessary to the preservation of the 
other. The bill recommended the abo­
lition of all special taxes and the reduct­
ion of the tax on tobacco and snuff, and 
it removed the restrictions upon the 
growers of tobacco. With these excep­
tions the internal revenue law stood as 
at present If these recommendations 
were agreed to, internal taxation would 
be reduced a little over $10,000,000. The 
committee also recommended a provision 
requiring all imported articles to hear a 
stamp or mark, indicating the country in 
which such articles are manufactured. 
The reason that actuated the committee 
was that it had become to common among 
some of the countries of the world to copy 
some of our best known brands and sell 
them in competition with our own 
home-made product 

The next provision recommended was 
one extending and literalizing the draw­
back sections of the law. Under the ex­
isting statute, any citizen of the 
United States could import any article, 
pay duty on it, make it into a complete 
product, export it and the government 
refunded 90 per cent of the duty paid on 
the raw material, 
recommended that hereafter the govern­
ment should retain only 1 per cent 
instead of 10 per cent This gave 
to the people of the United States 
practically free raw material for 
the export trade, 
tee said to the capitalists of the country : 
“If you think you can go into the foreign 
markets with free raw material, we give 
you within 1 per cent, of free raw 
material, and you try and see what you 
can do. [Laughter.] This provision 
completely disposed of what had some­
times seemed an almost unanswerable 
argument, urged by gentlemen on the 
other side, that if the manufacturers 
only had free raw material they would 
compete in the markets of the world. 
Mr. Springer of Illinois inquired wheth­
er this provision applied to wool.

Mr. McKinley replied that it applied 
to everything. It was asserted by the 
minority that the bill would not reduce 
the revenues of the government, but on 
the contrary it would increase the reven­
ues, This statement was misleading. 
It could only be valuable on the assump­
tion that the importations of the present 
year under this bill would be equal to the 
importation of like articles under existing 
laws.

Naturally one of the finest harbors in 
the world, affording good anchorage so 
that the largest vessels, ican lie in the 
stream and load or discharge cargo to or 
from scows oc lighters, it has been in 
years gone by nearlly encircled by 
wharvesof various kinds, which together 
would measure several miles in extent 
These wharves largely used in the 
past merely for mooring purposes 
for vessels loading lumber from wood- 
boats or scows alongside, and aa places 
on which to pile deals and lumber for ex­
port have in many cases fallen into de­
cay. In other parts of the harbor the 
currents and eddies have deposited sedi­
ment along the faces of the wharves to 
such an extent that even where the latter 
are still in a good state of preservation 
the water is so shoal that only vessels of 
light draught can make use of them.

A change is gradually coming over 
the trade of the port. The lum­
ber business with St. John is 
not what it was in years gone by, and 
with the opening of lines of railway, giv­
ing connection with the West, a business 
is opening up to develop which re­
quires different facilities from those 
heretofore found to answer for the pur­
poses of the shipping business of this 
port. In transit business in 
the way of freight and goods that 
will not bear exposure to the weather, or 
export trade of manufactured or agri­
cultural products of the country, can­
not be handled as the lumber business 
has been, with warehouseless and shal­
low water wharves, and with the assist­
ance of scows for transierring cargo.

FURNISH DEEP WATER WHARVES

with railway connection and ample ware­
house room for a large business the 
requirements of the changing trade con­
ditions of the port of St. John demand, or 
the business will seek them elsewhere. 
The people of this city have awakened to 
a full realization of the truth of this posi* 
lion of affairs and work has been com­
menced in earnest to provide the harbor 
with the needed facilities.

Last fall a steam excavator, fitted with 
dredge attachment and belonging to the 
Intercolonial railway, was put at work 
on the noth side of the government pier 
to deepen the water there. Quite a large 
amount of dredging was done in the short 
time the machine was at work, and 
along the north side of the wharf, and 
also along its face,the mad that has been 
settling there for years was dredged 
away sufficiently to give a depth of about 
20 feet of water at low tide. This ma­
chine was found to work so well m 
dredging close to the face of thejwharves, 
in slips, and in corners and places such 
as these, that the ordinary dredges could 
not reach, that the city council wisely 
decided to purchase a dredging machine 
arranged on the same principle, for use 
In dredging in the various parts of the 
harbor where work of that kind is neces­
sary.

AT THE LONG WHARF
great improvements have been made 
within a year. The owners obtained 
permission from the city ar.d have built 
a bridge and trestle roadway from the 
old railway wharf on the north side of 
York Point slip to the Long wharf 
property. A good roadway for 
light traffic has been made, so 
that the Long wharf is easily accessible 
by teams from any part of the city and 
this roadway is the means of making 
it one of the most central wharf 
properties in the city for local traffic, as 
it is thus brought within 1900 feet of 
the Market Square and is only about 
1200 feet from the railway freight depots. 
The railway has also been extended 
across the trestle and to the end ot the 
wharf, running along its easterly side. 
This wharf will probably be lengthened 
in course of time but even now, with 
some dredging, it would afford two good 
steamship berths. The berth at the end 
and the use of part of the wharf has been 
leased to the New York, Maine and New 
Brunswick steamship company whose 
first steamer, the Winthrop, is expected 
here about June 1st. A large warehouse 
150x80 feet for the accommodation of 
the steamship 
be built at once and the wharf is to be 
well planked all over. Mr. D. W. Clarke 
has the contract for the work. Soundings 
are being taken to ascertain the amount 
of dredging needed and it is probable 
the services of the city dredge will be ob­
tained very soon to deepen the water 
along the wharf.

Mr. Stevens ofthe Moncton Times.. New 
Brunswick has never been so fond of 
pushing her editors to the front 
in political life as some of the 
other provinces of the Dominion, 
and we do not think that 
either the editors or the public have suffer­
ed any particular loss in consequence. So 
far as the editors themselves are concern­
ed every newspaper man will admit that 
they are far better off attending to their 
own particular business which is the con­
ducting of a newspaper. No editor, who 
has entered political life in New Bruns­
wick, has been conspicuously successful. 
Mr. Anglin would have been a wealth­
ier man to-day, more influential 
and more respected if ambition had 
never drawn him into the legislature and 
then into the House of Commons. 
Mr. Elder, who had a fondness for 
public life, would probably be living to­
day at the head of the newspaper he 
did so much to establish, if he had been 
content to remain merely an editor and 
had not aspired to be a member of the 
government of this province.

Mr. Ellis has lost both in influence and 
in reputation by his connection with pd1> 
lie life, and has shown the people of Can­
ada how poor a member of parliament a 
man who has made some reputation 
as an editor may prove to be. 
As for Mr. Stevens, we think that he 
will find that a seat in the legislature at 
Fredericton is much less comfortable 
than one in his own office at Moncton, 
and that neither he nor his newspaper 
will be benefited by his efforts to become 
the representative of the people of West­
morland.

It is perhaps well that these results 
have followed the efforts of editors to at­
tain distinction as politicians, because it 
will serve as a warning to others who 
might be seduced by the glamor of 
public life and prevent them from injur­
ing their business and losing their in­
fluence by mixing themselves in politi­
cal conflicts which do not concern them. 
One business is about as much as 
any man can properly attend to, and the 
work of an editor is of such an 
arduous nature and requires such a wide 
range of knowledge, that it is impossible 
any man can succeed both as an editor 
and as a member of any legislature. 
Either his editorial duties will be ne­
glected and his paper will suffer, or the 
interests of his constituents will not be 
properly attended to. Our New Bruns­
wick editors who have gone into public 
life have generally sacrificed their news­
papers and not their constituents, and 
in sacrificing their newspapers they have 
sacrificed themselves.

which may be put down as netting some­
thing like $4,000, and gate receipts which 
it is supposed will yield $20,000. This is of 
course the uncertain element in the 
estimate. It may be largely exceeded 
or it may be largely in excess of the 
real amount A great deal will depend 
on the state of the weather during 
exhibition week. The Exhibition 
association originally made an application 
to the city for a grant of $6,000 for ex­
hibition purposes but the application has 
since been modified to a grant of $2, 
000 and a guarantee of $4,000 more in 
case that sum should be required. We 
think that with reasonably good weather 
and with judicious economy, which we 
trust will be exercised by the exhibition 
managers, not more than $2,000 will be 
absolutely needed and that the guaran­
tee of $4,000 will not have to be drawn 
upon. At the same time it is not to be 
expected that gentlemen who have 
no pecuniary interest in the 
exhibition will put themselves in the 
gap and undertake its management if it 
is at all likely that they are to be involv­
ed in pecuniary loss. The managers of 
the exhibition think that their share of 
the exhibition stock is quite enough for 
them to pay,and that they should not be 
asked either to subscribe more them­
selves, or to hand round the hat to pri­
vate individuals asking for subscriptions 
in the event of there being a loss on the 
eAibition. This is a reasonable view of 
the case, we think, and one which ought 
to commend itself to the Common Coun­
cil. The city of tit. John is deeply inter­
ested in the exhibition, which promises 
to be by far the mostsuccessfu1 ever held 
in this province, and which will un­
doubtedly attract a great deal of atten­
tion, both to the province of New Bruns­
wick and to the city of tit. John. It will 
bring very large numbers of strangers to 
St 'John from all parts of Canada and 
from countries abroad, and it will lie 
the means of large sums of money being 
expended in this city in various ways. 
In onr opinion there is no public body 
which is so much entitled to give a grant 
to the exhibition as the Common Conncil 
ofthe city of St John. The money which 
they would give belongs to the citizens 
of tit John, the exhibition is largely for 
the benefit of the citizens of tit John and 
if there is any loss involved, and even if 
$6,000 have to be paid by the 
city the loss would fall, not on 
a few individuals, but on the gen­
eral public who are not only able 
to but quite willing to pay for an exhibi­
tion to be held in this city.

It is understood that some members 
from the North end are opposed to this 
grant hot we hardly think that their views 
on the subject have been properly re­
presented. If the Common Council de­
sire to prevent the exhibition from being 
held all they have to do is to act in a 
niggardly manner in the matter. They 
may rest assured that although the 
preparations have gone a considerable 
distance the managers of the exhibition 
will not consent to go on with the 
work in which they have shown so much 
zeal and ability unless they are guaran­
teed against loss by the city, or against 
the necessity of having to solicit money 
from private individuals after the ex­
hibition is over as was the case last year 
with reference to the Electrical exhibi­
tion. We feel confident that the Com­
mon Council, when the matter is proper­
ly presented to them, will do what is 
right and proper with respect to the St. 
John exhibition.

THOMPSON’S SLIP,

at the foot of Slmonda street, is a piece of 
city property that demands the attention 
of the council at once, now that the city 
has a dredge. The sediment has accum­
ulated in the slip to such an extent that 
it is now practically closed np and is of 
no use whatever beyond making a 
harbor for a few scows or as a 
place out of which to haul a few logs 
or sticks of timber for the shipyards. 
This slip has been bringing in a revenue 
for years, not one dollar of which has ev­
er been expended in improving it. In 
the year 1877-78 when the slip was in a 
condition so that it could be used for the 
discharging of wood-boat loads of wood 
and coal, Mr. Lewis Rivers paid $102 for 
the revenues. Since that time as the 
condition of the slip has been getting 
worse with the deep gutter through the 
middle of it, caused by the water from 
the large sewer which empties at its 
head, and which renders it unfit for use» 
the revenues have been gradually falling 
off till for the last few years Mr. R. A. 
Gregory has obtained the use and con­
trol of the slip for only $15 per year. By 
referring to the old Portland accounts, 
however, it will be found that there was 
about $1,000 standing to the credit 
of Thompson’s slip at the time the 
cities were united. Several years 
ago an enterprising up river farmer 
who owned a wood boat scow, got permis­
sion from the council and loaded his 
craft with the muddy sediment with 
which the slip was filling and took it up 
river to spread on his farm as a fertiliz­
er. That it would spread well and fatten 
his land there cannot be a doubt and 
that its effect was good . is shown by 
the fact that the next year 
he took away two cargoes 
more to enrich the soil of his farm. As 
he had to wait till low tide and let his 
craft ground on the mud and then shov­
el in his cargo before the tide raised 
again the work of obtaining the precious 
mud was quite expensive and on this 
account the enterprising farmer gave 
the business up. But he claim­
ed ihat if the city would defray 
the cost of loading it on board wood- 
boats or woodboat scows that the 
farmers all along the river would gladly 
avail themselves of the chance of getting 
the salt mud for fertilizing purposes. 
Aldermen investigate and experiment a 
little! Why should not the rich sedi­
ment from the river St John which has 
been washed down and has accumulat­
ed in the harbor for years, and which 
has been made by the salt of the 
water more valuable than the ordinary 
sediment that settles in fresh water, 
why should not a considerable quantity of 
this be taken back to the river counties 
and utilized for fertilizing the farm 
lands.

But seriously speaking, Thompson’s 
slip should be attended to at once and 
put into a proper condition to accommo­
date the business of the northern 
section of the city that would be sure to 
go there. Market slip and York 
Point sliip are too crowded to 
accommodate the business that 
comes to them and another slip is 
much needed. The revenue which 
could be obtained for rents would soon 
defray the expense of putting Thompson’s 
slip in good condition for business, to say 
nothing of the $1,000 now to i ts credit in 
the old Portland accounts.

THE CITY DREDGE.

The machine secured of the latest pat­
tern. It has been placed on a barge built 
for the purpose by J. Sullivan, costing 
$L638. The barge is 63 feet long, 19 feet 
wide and 6 feet deep. The four 
scows to be used in conveying the 
mud away that is raised by the 
dredge are also almost ready for work, 
two of them having been launched and 
the other two being nearly completed. 
They are each 52 feet long, 16 feet wide 
and 5 feet 9 inches deep, with a well 
through which the mud is let out at the 
bottom by letting go a chock. $1,280 is 
the contract price for each scow. 
The dredge machine cost in England 
$2,898. Adding to this is the doty $900 
and freight $181.72, making the total 
cost of the machine alone $3,979.72. 
The total cost of barge and scows 
being $6,658 it will be seen that 
when the city dredge is fully equipped 
the whole outfit will cost $10,637.72. It 
is calculated that the dredge will raise 
500 cubic yards per day, and that it can 
be operated with about 4 or 5 men. It is 
probable that the dredge will be tested 
next week, and that it will soon be set 
at work dredging at the ferry approachest 
at Long wharf or wherever dredging is 
most needed.

a Fredericton paper announcing the de­
parture of four residents of Fredericton 
to the United States. This is a kind of 
work for which the Globe is admirably 
fitted. It has always been an enemy of 
New Brunswick and of Canada, and has 
never omitted any opportunity of injur­
ing both. Yet the Globe is supported by 
the advertising patronage of men,who not 
only call themselves good citizens, but 
good Conservatives.

Girls who think that a fortune is 
to be made in the United States 
will be interested in some revela­
tions recently made by the New 
York Press in regard to the condi­
tion of the working girls of that city. In 
a millinery establishment where a girl 
reporter of the Press found employment, 
she found a workshop full of girls who 
were sitting at a table, sewing, as though 
life depended on accomplishing a certain 
amount of work each hour. The room 
was lighted by electricity;nota ray of day­
light was visible. Ventilation came over 
the top of the partition from the outer 
room, which was distantly connected 
with a sidewalk grating opening up 
into Broadway. Hours of labor were 
from 8. 30 to 6 p. m. with half an hour 
at noon for lunch. The average pay was 
from $3 to $5 per week, hardly ever 
above the latter figure. That is the sort of 
life most working girls who go to the 
United States have to encounter.

THE PETHXGILL WHARVES.

The council also decided last year 
to fill up the slips at the Pettingill prop­
erty, a fine deep water privelege owned 
by the city, just below the custom house. 
Ttie southerly slip next the Corporation 
pier is 63 feet wide and 130 feet long. 
The northerly slip is 80x100 feet, and 
'the Pettingill wharf between the two 
slips has 80 feet of a face on the harbor 
front Both these slips are to be 
wharfed across at their lower 
ends, the wharfing to come out on 
a line with the face of the Cor­
poration pier. The southerly wharf ad­
dition will measure 63 feet face and 
run back 30 feet, while the northerly 
one will have a face of 80 feet and ex­
tend back 65 feet, the rear sides of both 
to be close faced and the slips to be 
filled in. The face on the harbor line 
will be of birch to low water neap tides 
and pine from that to the top. These ad­
ditions will give a straight wharf 
face of 330 feet extending along the 
Pettingill and corporation piers. D. W. 
Clarke has the contract for the work at 
$13,500. The city engineer has prepared 
plans [for a large warehouse 190 long 
and 72 feet wide to be erected 15 feet 
from the face of the wharf the ware­
house to be arranged with suitable offices
