Has anyone seen John Lynn?
City police clerk Peter Gardiner this 

morning called “John Lynn, on re­
mand,” and then looked blankly at the 
empty dock. John Lynn, who had 
been returned to jail yesterday morn­
ing, after the evidence of the prosecu­
tion had been heard against him, could 
not be found this morning, 
géant finally told the court that John 
Lynn had escaped from the city prison 
over night.

When the jail doors were opened 
this morning for the prisoners to take 
the morning air In the jail yàrd. the 
official tally was one short, and the 
lynx-eyed members of the police force 
peeped into every hole and cranny for 
traces of the missing man. 
long hunt they discovered the simple 
manner in which John Lynn had evad­
ed them, freeing himself from serving 
a term of six months given him last 
Monday, and a possible conviction on 
the charge now against him.

The prisoner, some time before 9 
o'clock last night, tore his blankets in­
to strips, knotted them together, fast­
ened one end to the bars on the roof of 
the jail toilet, and threw the rope out 
through the bars and over the top so 
that it fell into the jail yard. He then 
walked round into the jail yard, which 
is open to the prisoners till 9 p. m., and 
climbed up on the one-storey roof. 
From there he drew up the blanket and 
left it where it was found this morn­
ing. The prisoner apparently climbed 
the window bars and reached the gut­
tering at the top of the second storey, 
from there walked across thé roof to 
the city hall wall, and, by clinging to a 
small tin pipe, was able to reach the 
iron drain pipe directly opposite the de­
tective office window's, 
this pipe to the alleyway between the 
city hall building and the detective of­
fice, and from there, either went out 
the door adjoining the detective office 
and the police station, on to Cormor­
ant street, or came round through the 
city hall door into the building and 
made his way on to Pandora or Doug­
las street through the front or side en­
trances. Lynn had time either to get 
away on the Vancouver boat last night 
or to make his. way into the country 
around Victoria. The perplexing part 
of the escape is that he was not missed 
last night when the prisoners were put 
in the cells.

The charge on which Lynn was to be 
tried this morning was holding up the 
Excelsior saloon with a revolver. He 
went there one night last week, de­
manded money, and tried to enforce 
his demands at the point of a gun. 
The licensee of the Excelsior refused 
to hand over, and told Lynn he could 
do anything he liked. Lynn was short­
ly afterwards arrested for drunken­
ness. and the gun was found in his 
pocket. In court Monday morning he 
said he had purchased it from a man 
on the corner of Niagara and Menzies 
streets for 50 cents, while he was wait­
ing for a car. He received a term of 
six months, and was then brought for­
ward on the charge of holding up the 
saloon. The evidence of the prosecu­
tion was taken in this case yesterday 
morning, and a remand granted to 
Lynn, who said he desired to obtain 
witnesses.

Lynn first made the acquaintance of 
the police court about seven months 
ago, when he wag given a term of im­
prisonment for deserting from a ship 
in Esquimalt harbor, 
trial he complained he had tbeen 
brought from Seattle to sign on the 
ship for a trip to Alaska, and when 
aboard found the ship was Australian 
bound. He had been given an advance 
of pay, and then deserted. He was re­
cently released from jail on that sen­
tence.

From the description, the police be­
lieve Lynn has taken the direction of 
Sidney, and will be found in that lo­
cality before long.

Her Own Life. (Special Correspondence.)
Duncan, July 19.—A matter of more 

than ordinary interest is occupying the 
minds of the farmers of the district, 
and that is whether thé-creamery busi­
ness which has been carried on for 
some years in Duncan shall be removed 
to Victoria and the association enlarg­
ed to include the farmers of Saanich 
and possibly other neighboring dis­
tricts. With the growth of Victoria 
and the whole southern part of Van­
couver Island, it is felt that Cowichan 
is really one of the suburban districts 
of the capital. Already a few of the 
largest farmers of- the district have 
broken away from the local associa­
tion, or have never joined it, and are 
sending their milk and cream to Vic­
toria independently. It is felt that 
with the union with Saanich and the 
employment of the most expert men 
practically the whole of Victoria, if 
need be, could be supplied with milk, 
cream and ice cream, fresh eggs and 
butter.

For years past the Cowichan Cream­
ery Association has employed expert 
butter makers imported from Denmark. 
Within the past year the association 
has established an egg collecting sta­
tion and employed an expert who 
tests the eggs brought in, and stamps 
them. Rules are made that the eggs 
must be gathered every day and 
brought regularly to the station, which 
is managed from the crearrtery. Strict 
rules are made regarding the shipment 
to market and penalties laid on any 
who should bring in eggs not up to the 
standard. During the past year, too, 
the association has built a warehouse 
and begun importing feed wholesale 
for the use of the patrons.

Within the past few weeks a milk 
business has been bought ip Victoria 
and Cowichan milk is being supplied 
to a limited number of Victoria cus-

Nelson, July 19.—Defiriite steps were 
taken at the board of trade meeting 
toward enlisting the co-operation of 
the entire Kootenay and Boundary dis­
tricts in a comprehensive scheme for 
advertising the district and attracting 
settlers and capital.

To­
day, after the lapse of forty years un­
der the federal form of government, 
accord has taken the place of discord.

But Sir Wilfrid Laurier lends a sym­
pathetic èar to the supplications of all 
classes of the community, he never 
loses sight of the fact that a national 
policy must be designed and maintain­
ed in the interests of Canadians.

That rev­
enue must for the^ greater part be 
derived from duties upon imports, x 
resort to direct taxation is out of the 
question, because under the constitu­
tion the provincial governments are 

vested with the power of imposing di­
rect taxes, a power which is exercised 
very freely In our own province of 

British Columbia with its unequalled 
natural resources. We venture upon 
this declaration notwithstanding the 
obvious retort of out and out free trad­
ers that in the final analysis all taxes 
are taken from the pockets of the 
people. It is simply a question of ex­
pediency. In whatever part of the Do­
minion we live, we must be content to 
shoulder our share of the burden. The 
thing for the government to do is, 
having regard to business and all other 
interests, to make the load as light as 
possible.

For a number of years after the 
consummation of the union the people 
of this province looked upon their 
neighbors in old Canada with anything 
but kindly or cordial feelings. But the 
old grudge has passed away. The union 
whiçh in the first instance' was merely 

formal is now of the heart. It is as 
firmly established as any federation on 

this continent. It is doubtful if there 
exists any remnant of the old element 
which resented being called Canadian. 
All Canadians are proud of the Do­
minion of Canada, and regard the pro­
vince of British Columbia as one of the 
chief of the nine federal divisions. 
Without it the physical, geographical, 
political and Imperial constitution of 
Canada would be imperfect, Incomplete. 
The incorporation of the province with­
in the scheme of confederation was one 
of the inastèr strokes of the Fathers 

of Confederation.

The Canadian Grocer, in an article 

dealing with the British Columbia 

Companies Act, advises critics of that 

measure above all things to avoid hy­

pocrisy. It says :

“The extra-provincial tax of British 

Columbia is a menace tp inter-provin­
cial trade. There is no doubt about it, 

“It is a sort of McKinley Act levied 
against the other provinces composing 

the Dominion.

“Put while this is true, do not let us 
who live and do business outside Brit­
ish Columbia play the hypocrite. These 
British Columbians may be sinners 
greater than we are in this one re­
spect, but none of us can lay claim 
to being altogether free from nar­
row provincial legislative* sins of the 
type which has been placed upon the 
statute book of British Columbia.

“Several of the provinces have rath­
er drastic laws on their statute books 
in regard to extra-provincial com­

panies. In Ontario, for example, the 
penalty for non-registration is the 
same as in British Columbia, namely, 
$50 a day for the company and $20 a 
day for the agent or representative. 
And then some that have not extra- 
provincial taxes, permit municipalities 
to levy taxes upon commercial travel­
ers, which is even a more irksome form 
of taxation.

“Wherein the British "Columbia Act 

chiefly differs from similar acts on the 
statute books of Ontario, Quebec and 
Manitoba is in its enforcement. Brit­
ish Columbia seems determined to 
strictly enforce the law; the other pro­
vinces that possess a similar law are 

in the main unconcerned about its en­
forcement. The Vancouver Board of 

Trade has failed to induce the attor­
ney-general to suspend the operations 
of the act for even six months.

“The enforcement of the law will cer­
tainly interfere with trade relations 
between British Columbia and the 

other provinces.

Vancouver, July 20.—John G. Hay, of 

the legal firm of Martin, Craig, Bourne 
& Hay, of this city, has been appointed j 
city solicitor at a salary of $6,000 per j 
year. The appointment was recom- i 
mended by the Special committee and ! 
ratified by the city council. Mr. Hay is j 
to assume his duties about August 10th. ; 
He will give his entire time to the city's j 
work and will retain the present staff, j 
consisting of Messrs. Kennedy, Jones ! 
and Macdonald.

For months a special committee has j 
been at work in connection with the 
appointment of a new city solicitor and 
the reorganization of that department. 
The firm of Cowan, Macdonald & 
Parkes having stated that it did not 1 
care to carry on Ihe civic work for the 
future the committee approached W. A. 

j Macdonald, of the firm, and for a time 
it was thought that his services would 
be secured, but arrangements were not 
concluded and 
were then called for. There were five 
applicants, one from the east, one pro­
vincial, and three local. Besides these 
the committee had under consideration 
the name of Mr. Hay and also that of 
a prominent provincial lawyer, neither 
of whom had made formal applications 
for the position.

On Friday last the sub-committee 
decided to make an offer to Mr. Hay 
and accordingly Mayor Taylor tele­
graphed to him in Toronto. The reply 
came, -Mr. Hay stating that he would 
accept the position with a salary of 
$6,000 per year and a three-year con­
tract, the present staff to be retained. 
This was agreeable to the committee 
and was recommended to the council in 
a private meeting in the mayor’s office.

His appointment was moved at the 
city council meeting by Aid. Crowe 
and Hepburn and passed unanimously.

Mr. John G. Hay was born about 37 
year ago and grew up in Toronto, 
graduating from the law school at Os- 
goode Hall in 1894.

Prince Rupert, Julÿ 20.—The discus­
sion that took place at the last general 
meeting of the Publicity Club relative 
to the absorption of the club by the 
board and its work continued by a com­
mittee of the board, and as to the ad­
visability of the two organizations re­
maining distinct but employing the 
same secretary, came before the gen­
eral meeting of the board of trade upon 
a letter from Secretary Coyney, of the 
Publicity Club.

He was sure their present 
secretary was giving good service and 
with their new quarters no doubt they 
were moving along all right. He would 
recommend, however, that Mr. Coy- 
ney’s letter be placed on file, so that 
when the time came the board could 
go further intç the subject. A motion 
was carried to that effect.

He 
told of the engagement when thifty 
Canadians had every one been killed 
fighting against two thousand Boers 
but not before they had killed one hun­
dred and fifty men. He concluded by 
referring to the death of Major Evans 
and his letter written home before his 
death in which he had said that many 
a good man had died for the old flag 
and why should not he. If one of them 
fell there should be no vain regrets.

If all were united' the colonel felt 
there would be no doubt as to the future 
of the Empire.

After being introduced by the presi­
dent, Colonel Denison said it, gave him 
great pleasure to address the club. 
Formerly he was a member of the 
“Canada ÿ'irst” party in Eastern Can­
ada, which was formed to keep Canada 
to the front in everything they did. 
Forty or fifty years ago Canada was 
made up of a number of scattered pro­
vinces without cohesion, power or in­
fluence. When the four provinces join­
ed in confederation the young men be­
gan to hold up their heads in the con­
sciousness that they now were citizens 
of a country. Still the leaders of those 
times were slow. They did not realize 
the advantage of extending the coun­
try. They murmured at giving $1,500,- 
000 to the Hudson’s Bay Company for 
a country which they considered fit 
only for raising fur-bearing animals.

It was at the time of the Northwest 
rebellion that he first visited the west, 
going as far as Qu’Appelle. Since then 
he had not visited the country until 
the present trip. They could under­
stand the satisfaction with which he 
viewed the development of the west­
ern country, with its enormous agri­
cultural resources, timber, fisheries and 
mines.

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Boundary.Germany had grown to be an im­
mense and powerful country, though 
forty years ago it was without cohe­
sion. It had no navy. To-day it had 
a powerful navy and an immense army, 
and its aim now was to secure the 
mastery of the sea.

Japan was a country that had awak­
ened within the .past forty years, and 
had shown itself to be a tremendously 
Strong power. Its people had culti­
vated a national spirit^The soldiers 
of that, country were ready to die 
rather thap be conquered and they, too, 
were looking towards expansion.

“What shall we do?” inquired the 
speaker. “The Empire with its re­
sources, colonies, naval stations, is far 
greater than any that has gone before, 
but there is not sufficient cohesion.
There is no central authority. It would 
be better to have a consolidated Em­
pire where the army and navy would 
be one and where the trade and com­
merce would be under one authority.
To belong to such an Empire, in the 
interests of Canada would be the very 
best thing she could do.”

The Colonel went on to say that in 
the East they had been working for 
years to bring about a confederation 
of the Empire. The need of it to-day 
was, 'however, greater than it ever was 
before. Millions of people were held 
within the Empire simply because it 
was great and because of the advan­
tages which accrued. They advocated 
preferential tariffs which would form a 
strong bond of interest.

Great Britain was allowing some of 
her best blood to go to foreign coun­
tries. A preferential tariff would make 
a strong Inducement for them to re­
main under the old flag. In this way 
alone preference would help in consoli­
dating the Empire. They should avoid 
all entangling alliances. He consid­
ered a tariff alliance with the United 
States to be dead, but they could never 
tell. Since Sir Wilfrid Laurier had 
turned his back upon them and given 
the preference to the Mother Country, 
the country had been prospering. Can­
ada needed, however, to do more.

The speaker said he had discussed 
this matter with the late Lord Salis­
bury before his death and his Lordship 
had said that he was rapidly coming to 
the conclusion that the only way to 
consolidate the empire was by a trade 
and defence confederation. He spoke' 
on this . at thé Guildhall before his 
death but could get 
him. They were now waiting, for some 
of the old free traders to die out in or­
der that the reform might be made.

Germany had expressed her determin­
ation to obtain mastery of the sea.
ICrupps were adding hundreds to their 
staff. Dreadnoughts were being built, 
fortifications and docks were being en­
larged. The mastery of the sea meant 
the mastery of the world. The British 
empire had progressed and they were 
living at peace and in comfort. Be­
cause tfiey had done so in the past, 
however, was no guarantee for the fu­
ture.

Cumberland, July 18. — The school 
meeting held the other evening was 
well attended, and Mr. Manson, M. P. 
P., was also present at the request of 
the school board.

On behalf of the trustees, Secretary 
Carey addressed the meeting, 
stated that since the change in school 
rating had become known the citizens' 
had demanded a public meeting, and 
the trustees were going to give all the 
information possible, and 3eave it to 
the meeting to decide what action 
should be taken.

Under the old rating the government 
grant amounted to $565 for each' teach­
er, under the new rating this was re­
duced to $520, or a total difference to 
the city, in the cost of educating the 
csildren, of $360 per annum, 
total enrollmént of pupils was 327, of 
which 203 were from the city and 124 
from the outside. The actual average 
daily attendance was 2521/£. The act 
stated that when the average went 
over 250 the city insist be rated at sec­
ond class. He thought that the city 
should still be rated as third class as 
so large a proportion of the pupils came 
from the outside, and no revenue was 
derived from this district, 
dealt hardly with the city as the tax­
able area was so sma^l—about twenty 
acres, and much of th^ (1,900 feet) was 
exempt from taxation. To exclude out­
side children would greatly affect the 
efficiency of the school, and the trus­
tees were loath to take such a course.

Kamloops, B. C., July 20—Professor 
Carpenter asserts that no less than 
three-quarters of the food supply of 
the world is grown by means of irri­
gation, therefore, stop these sources 
of supply and, the greater proportion 
of the human race would be reduced 
to starvation. How important a part 
irrigation plays in China, and India is 
comparatively little known, büt the 
wonderful irrigation works on the Nile, 
made possible by European skill and 
capital, have, drawn much attention to 
the subject, showing that fabulous 
sums thus expended are justified by 
results now attainable by the Egyptian 
laborer. In Australia irrigated areas 
are increasing every year. In the Mur­
ray river district water is pumped 
three times before it reaches the level 
where it is used in growing grapes and 
currants.

These fruits are 
to England as raisins and currants, 
and dominate the London market. To 
come nearer* home, immense sums are 
now fceing spent in the semi-arid states 
of America in making water available 
for the dry and thirsty but fertile soil. 
From these facts we learn two things, 
first of all the importance of the sub­
ject and the amount of skill and en­
ergy being exercised in planning and 
carrying these works to a successful 
issue, and, secondly, the favored posi­
tion of Saskatchewan, Alberta and Bri­
tish Columbia in having so mucfi water 
so easily available for irrigation pur­
poses.

The fertility of the soil of the inter­
ior of British Coumbia, where water 
could be put on it, was soon recognized 
by the pioneers of fifty years, ago and 
the creeks recorded under government 
regulation, an * arrangement which 
worked Very well until an ever-increas­
ing number ot settlers caused a short­
age and bickerings, which in spite of 
the good offices of the government 
agents, who invariably endeavored to 
smooth over these difficulties, frequent­
ly culminated in a lawsuit. In this 
way the development of the dry belt 
of the province has been seriously re­
tarded and in spite of every other na­
tural advantage settlement has been 
slow.

The reasons are obvious, every irri­
gator has bëehf a. law unto himself—a 
very liberal law % himself, but a very 
miserly one to his neighbors. The first 
recorder may fre^an estimable man un­
til there is a waiter shortage, then he 
becomes a waterhog in the eyes of his 
neighbors, who, if put in his place, 
would act in exactly the same way as 
lie does.

“Raspberries are not a full crop, but 
the cherries are just coming in and they 
are heavy. We already have orders for 
all we can get at 12 cents a pound for 
export.

In a letter to the Victoria Fruit 
Growers’ Exchange a firm of well- 
known Winnipeg dealers, the Macpher- 
son Fruit Company, says: “Regarding 
your car of berries, none of them came 
as far as Winnipeg, as we stopped the 
car at* Regina and Brandon, but our 
ipanagers there tell us that it was as 
fine a car of berries as they ever 
handled, and now that we know what 
class of fruit you can put up in the 
strawberry line we will not be afraid 
to let you have our orders next year in 
plenty time.

“We could have handled five cars 
this year as well as one, but we had 
stich poor results from the mainland* 
in B. C. that we were afraid to put 
our money into them, but we have 
every reason, after our experience with 
this car, to believe that you are re­
liable people and understand your bus- 
ness.”

The car of berries was sent by the 
local exchange mainly as an experi­
ment, it being the first carload of 
strawberries to be sent from this city 
direct through to the prairies, 
confidence expressed in the letter from 
the Macpherson Company is an assur­
ance of a good market for local straw­
berries where the rest of the province 
has failed to make good.

Orders are also promised by the same 
firm for apples, plums, prunes and 
other fruits.

The Hague. July 20.—Continuing his 
argument before the fisheries tri­
bunal, John S. Ewart, on behalf of 
Canada, argued, that the treaty of. 1818 
accorded fishing rights solely to in­
habitants and American fishermen, and 
not to American vessels, so that the 
Newfoundland law of 1908, prohibiting 
inhabitants of the island from taking 
service on foreign ships has not con­
stituted an infringement , of the treaty. 
Further, the British law of 1824 con­
tained similar provisions in regard to 
foreigners. Even in 1799, Newfound­
land had a law prohibiting foreigners 
from fishing in her waters. The treaty 
did not, Mr. Ewart maintained, allow 
Americans to carry on fishing with 
crews composed entirely or in part by 
foreigners.

Mr. Ewart 
land had the right to prohibit the sale 
of halt and other fishing requisites to 
American vessels, for these vessels were 
entitled to no commercial privileges 
under the treaty of 1818. He denied 
that the treaty of 1818 implied the right 
of extra territoriality for Americans 
fishing in British territorial waters. 
The right to fish accorded them was 
not synonymous with exemption from 
colonial laws for the preservation and 
protection of fisheries. Americans were 
subject to these laws equally with 
British subjects.

In negotiations concerning the trea­
ties of 1788 and 1818, thei’e was not one 
syllable indicating any intention on the 
part of the British delegates to abdi­
cate sovereignty in their territorial 
waters so far as American fishermen 
were concerned.

Mr. Phillipps-Wolly outlined rapidly 
the work which has been done by the 
great German Flote verein (Navy 
League), claiming that in little more 
than one decade it had given its Em­
peror a navy and naval bases, suffi­
cient almost to warrant him in chal­
lenging the sea-power of Britain, after 
which he sketched the work of the 
western branches of the Navy League 
in Canada, alleging that whereas four 
years ago it was necessary to argue 
for the principle of contribution, to­
day that principle was universally 
conceded. He then turned to the al­
leged manace and sketched graphically 
the story of Germany and Bismarck.

“If,” said the speaker, “I were a 
German, I should thank God every day 
for Bismarck. As I aril an English­
man my prayer shall be, ‘Give Kitch­
ener a chance.’ We do not know yet

Sum of £7,500,for Purpose—Joint 
Fire Hall Again Proposed., 

for Oak Bay

"As i-t is understood the Dominion 
Government has voted the sum of $7,500 
for the purpose of building a wharf at 
Oak Bay, this council recommends 
Turkey Head as a suitable site.”

This was the text of a resolution 
passed Monday by Oak Bay council 
at its regular fortnightly meeting. 
Reeve Henderson had previously .re­
ported that he understood this much 
money had been set aside by the Gov­
ernment for the wharf that was re­
quired at Oak Bay. It was further ar­
ranged that an endeavor should be 
made to have the Dominion Govern­
ment engineer meet the roads commit­
tee of the council and discuss the mat­
ter more fully.

J. E. Grice w*as granted permission 
to land cordwood at Turkey Head on 
the municipal property or at some 
other suitable point, for the purpose of 
supplying the residents of the munici­
pality, on condition that the wood be 
delivered at the rates prevailing in the 
city. Some discussion took place be­
fore this was allowed to pass.

Councillor Newton thought it would 
detract from the beauty of the beach 
to have cordwood placed there.

Councillor Lott also opposed the Idea, 
but Cotmcillor McGregor and the Reeve 
supported it and it was finally decided 
to allow it as an experiment, Mr. Grice 
to guarantee to clean up after the 
work was completed.

On motion of Councillor Newton, and 
after some discussion, the clerk was 
instructed to write the city council 
asking them if they would co-operate 
with the municipality in erecting and 
maintaining a fire station on the bor­
ders of the municipality in the neigh­
borhood of Oak Bay avenue and Foul 
Bay road, the municipality to contri­
bute half the expense of erecting and 
maintaining the same.

It was decided last night to have the 
houses of the municipality numbered 
on the same plan as adopted in the city 
and to continue the numbering done by 
the city so that there would be no 
break on entering the municipality. 
The contract for doing this was let to 
the compilers of the Henderson direc­
tory àt a cost of 30 cents per house.

A fountain and drinking trough is to 
be erected, on Beach drive, opposite 
the end of Long Branch avenue. This 
is the first public drinking fountain for 
the municipality, and is chiefly for the 
benefit of visitor's frequenting the 
beach.

Hydrants were ordered to be placed 
at the school and municipal yards, the 
cost tç be $215 for the school and $81.80 
for the municipal yard. The engineer 
was empowered to have this work 
done at once.

A petition from .a majority of the 
owners of property on Monterey av­
enue south, asking for a sewer, was 
granted, and the by-law in regard to 
the same will be prepared.

There was a slim attendance of 
councillors, Messrs. Pemberton, Sproule 
and Hargreaves being absent.

Edmonton, July 19.—The Edmonton 
Bulletin states that the failure of the 
Alberta and Great Waterways Rail­
way Company to meet the first instal­
ment of interest on the bonds, due last 
week, eliminates the company from the 
project.

Trunk offices here to-day it was ad­
mitted that the freight business of the 
road will be paralyzed for at least 
thrçe days. If the Grand Trunk at­
tempts to handle freight through 
other yards than its own a general 
strike of the switchmen might result, 
and for this reason the officials will 
go slowly in their fight against the 
strikers.

I—IMFIGHT TO THE END ^Details of the damage to the steamer 

Suveric were brought by that steamer, 
the arrival oti which was ■ reported on 
Tuesday. On her way out on her last 
trip she was buffeted by a furious gale 
and heavy seas swept clean all the 
after deck, including the deckhouses 
and rails, so that photographs taken 
of her at the time show her like a ves­
sel under construction. Nearly six 
weeks were spent in the Taikoo docks, 
during which time another vessel had 
to be-chartered for one voyage. There 
was a double reason in bringing the 
vessel across so close after the Oceana, 
which arrived last week. In the first 
place the Oceana is going off the run 
and the Suveric will replace her, and 
in the second place there were six 
thousand tons of cargo ready for tran­
sportation, and as this was a paying 
quantity the voyage was made.

The Suveric crossed the ocean in 16 
days 11 hours, and during that time 
she experienced 9 days of head winds, 
but still made an average of 11 knots, 
which is rather good work for these 
slow freighters. Of the seventeen pas­
sengers thirteen were Chinese, the 
others being Mrs. Sherman, wife of 
Capt. Sherman, of a stevedoring firm at 
Manilla, and her one son and two 
daughters. •

Chief Officer McLean left the steamer 
at Hongkong, going home by way of 
the trans-Siberian railway, to take 
command of the Croydon. His place is 
taken by T. L. Williams, formerly sec­
ond mate on the Oceana.
