PEARY SOUNDS PRAISES OF
MEMBERS OF HIS PARTY

Past Experience and- Better Equipment Alded Him In Great
Achlgvement—The Last Steps of the Journev whieh
Has. Stirred the World. .

BATTLE . HARBOR, Sept. 11—Via

McMillian and Borup had started for
the Greenland coast to deposit caches
for me. Before I arrived a flying Es-
kimo courler from me overtook them
with instructions’that the caches were
no longer needed and that they were
to concentrate their energies on tidal
observations, etc., at Cape Morris
Jesup and north from there.

THE ROOSEVELT'S CRUISE.

“These instructions were carried out
and after their return In the latter
part of May McMillian made some
further tidal observations at other
points. The supplies remaining at the
various caches were brought in, and
on July 18 the Roosevelt left her win-
ter quarters and was driven out into
the channel pack of Capenion. She
fought her way south in the centre of
the channet and passed Cape Sabine on
Aug. 8, or thirty-nine days earlier than
in 1908 and thirty-two days earlier than
the British expedition in 1876.

last in respect to thearapidity amq ef-
fectiveness of its work and the lessen-
ed discomfort and ‘strain upon the
meinbers of the party.

FREDERICTON, N B., Sept. 11.—

The case of Arnold vs. Arnold, which
will be tried at the October term of the
divorce court, will bring into the lime-
light the matrimonial troubles of a
prominent  Kings Co. family well
known throughout the province. The
plaintiff in the case is Mrs. Isabel Ar-
nold of Sussex and . the -defendant is
Mr. Horatio Arnold of the same place,
farmer and milk dealer.

The plaintiff, who.was Miss Isabel
Humphrey, a school .teacher by profes-
sion ,was married to the defendant at
St. John on Jan. 14, 1891, The cere-
mony was performed by Rev. H. W.
Little, then of Sussex, at the residence
of plaintiff’s brother, Robt. B. Hum-
phrey. The defendant was a widower,
his first wife having died in 1888, and
he had three children by. his first wife.
The two surviving children are Alice
Lillian Arnold and Wm.. Arnold, both
of ‘Sussex. The plaintitft asks for
gseparation on the ground of cruel
treatment, and these two children of
the defendant play an jmportant part
in the case.

It is stated that the.defendant lived
at Sussex with his mother and three
children, one of whom.has since died,

but that, after a time, the mother left
and went to St John to reside with
her married daughter, who is the wife,
of J. W. Hornbrook, St. John. Cer-
tain disputes arose between the de-
fendant and - his mother over the
property on which the defendant lived
and the plaintiff ,who had saved two
thousand dollars, paid thirteen' hun-
dred dollars for the farm and now
owns it. She-with the defendant and
his children have resided there almost
ever since, and the plaintiff charges
that she has been submitted to cruel
and viclous treatment by te defend-
ant and his children.

Mrs. Arnold tells a painful story in
her charges. She says that among
other things that she remembers one
morning in 1908 she was not feeling at
all well and'went down to the kitchen
to get a cup of tea. ¢ William ‘- and
Grace Arnold slammed the door in her
face and knocked her down on the
floor. - Willlam passed  her going out
of the room, saying he did not: want
her around and they would drive her
away from the farm.

(1) Entered or competed in any com-
petition gfor a wstaked bet, moneys,
private or public, or gate receipts.

(2) Taught or assisted in the pursuit
of any athletic exercise or sport as a
means of livelihood.

(8) Reseived any bonus br payment in
lieu of loss of time wihile playing as a
member of any club, or ahy considera-
tion whatever for any service s an
athlete, except actual travelling or
hotel expenses.

' (4) Seold or pledged his prizes.

(6) Promoted an athletic competition
for personal gain,

An athlete guilty of any of the
abeve offences can mnéver be rein-
stated, 1

(b) An athlete who has competed {
with or against a professional for a}
prize, or where gates receipts are
charged (except as may be special-
ly provided for by the by-laws
of the union),” or has entered
in any competition undér a
name other than his own, and shall be
ineligible for régistration and competi-
tion as an amateur. Such an athlete
may be eligible for reinstatement.

(0) All others shall be considered
eligible for registration. in the C. A.
A. U. and #te' afliated dodies.

Note. (1) An amateur athlete shall
not lose his amateur status by com-
peting with or agalnst a professional
in crioket or golf. (2) Special per-
mission on application shall be given
amateurs o play with or against pro-
fessionals in the existing sénior la-
crosse series of the National-Lagrosse
Union until sueh time as the Board’of
Governors shall unanimously degide
that strict amateurism dah be sbtis-
gactorily estaMlished in the senior
series of that game.

Any perscn who is the sole head of
a famlily, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead s quarter-section of
avallable Dominion land in Manitoba,
Baskatchewan or Alberta.

Entry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain
conditions, by father. mother, son
daughter, brother or sister of intend-
ing homesteader.

After two years among the savages
in Dutch New Guinea, Mr, Pratt, a
British naturalist, and his two sons
have returned to Samarang, Java, with
strange experiences to tel,

Mr, Pratt is a seasoned explorer of
fifty-five years. His travels have ex-
tended over wide territories in China,
Thibet, South America, and Asia Min-
or.

Perpetual warfare is waged among
the tribes, for treachery. is constant,
and every month leads to blood venge-
ance. The naturalists were often goad-
ed to near the danger point of shoot=
ing, but restrained themselves, and so
won to some extent the confidence of
the savages. Head hunting is a cus-«
tom of the land, and not merely are
willages, but also houses at war against
houses. The result is that fear and
treachery stalk like twin demons
through the land. Women never go
out except undéer armed masculine
guard. They do the work in the fields
with a man guarding them with his
native weapons.

European and Chinese traders who
have attempted to treat the savages
with their own methods have rued the
day, for vengeance has fallen swiftly
in the night. It is a country where
every rustle may mean the approach
of death-bearing treachery. Iven their

warfare is stealthy murder, not open

fighting in which bravery is required.

The
final axiom which he sets up only to
Xnock down again is that “Arma~
ments are the cheap defence of na-
tions.” In answer to this he says that
last year Great Britain, spsat on her
army and navy, in round numbers,
$3845,000,000; Germany, $238,000,000, and
America  $470,000,00, which certainly
does not sound cheap. He continues:
“The naval expenditure of nations and
hence the dangers of war are to be
much greater in the future, and the
end thereof, under present ominous
conditions, no one can foretell.”

In looking for relief from ihese ome
inous conditions, Mr, Carnegie fizas a
ray of hope in the fact that recently
delegates of the eight greatest naval
powers met and unanimously ¢greed
to establish an International Supreme
Court to deliver final judgment upon
all cases of marine captures, each na-
tion appointing one judge. From tLis
he argues that “These same eight pow-
érs have only to meet again and de-
cree that hereafter disputes between
civilized nations shall be settled In
like manner (or by arbitration) and
war becomes a thing of the past.”

It sounds beautifully simple, The
only apparent drawback to it, in fact,
seems to be that the nations will no.
take Carnegie’'s advice.

The official announcement that a

meagurz providing pensions for retired
school teachers is to be put forward

during the next session of the legisla- |

ture will be recejved with hearty ap-
proval from the general public, as well
as from those directly affected.

Thete ig no dcpartment of human
effort where the services of good and
capable men and women are
needed or, when secured, produce
larger results in public benefit than in
the profession of public school teach-
ing. Betweep the years of six and six-
teen—the absorbent, formative period
—it is of the highest x:ui)lic importance
that the youth of the nation should
receive their tuition, and inspiration
from the best sources. And yet in few
walks of life are there meaner re-
wards than in teaching. With few ex-
ceptions, in the higher schools, the sal-
aries are In almost
other profession or in business the
same amount of ability and effort
needed to make a good teacher will
win far greater financial rewards. For
men in particular teaching holds few
material attractions. For a man with

& family it means at best pinching
economy with little or no hope of sav-
ing for the days of illness or age.

Public money can be invested in no
more profitable enterprise than in the
improvement of these conditions—in
making the teaching profcssion more
attractive to men of ambition and ca-
pacity. It is mot enough that it offers
uvequalled opportunity for work of

MATADORS SOON GROW RICH.,

A matador receives about £150 for |

a bull-fight, besides presents, and, as
he fights about seventy times in the
year, may make from £7,000 to £10,000
annually. After a successful fight and
an artistic death~thrust, the matador is
heaped with preserts. Ladies in a
frenzy of applause and excitement tear
their bracelets from their arms, snatch
their purses from their pockets, and
fling gold and jewels into the arena.
Once a poor woman, carried away by

the excitement of the moment, took off |

her corsets and threw them at the tri-
umphant matador. On another occa-
sion Sarah Bernhardt took‘the jewelled
pin from her hair and presented it to
the matador, who received it with

graceful courtesy. These matadors are .

immensely popular. They are generally

rich men, who lounge all the winter

and fight all the summer, alternating
theit feats of skill and courage with
love-making and pleasure, Their
nerves are naturally of iron, for when
these break down their professional

days are at an end. Their names are.
household words, and their portraits, in ;

all the braverwn of velvet and gold, silk
stockings and gaudy cloaks, fill
photographers’ shops, and are gazed at
admiringly by gaping crowds. Even fine
ladies do not disdain .to honor
matadors with their favors, and a

A fine bull fight is an expensive af-
fair, and costs about £1,100 to £1,200,

amphiteatres. In the City of Mexico
some years ago nearly £70,000 was
spent in fitting up six rings in ‘which
bull-fights were held. It has been
computed that about 2,500 bulls and
3,500 horses are killed every year in
Spanish bull-fights. From six to ten
bulls are usually dispatched in a sin-
gle day, twenty minutes being about
the time taken, as a rule, to slay one;
and, as some of the animals may be
worth from £60 to £70, it will be seen
that tauromachy is a very costly
sport.
TRAINING BULLS FOR THE RING.
Bull¢, like prize-fighting, have to
undergo a period of training before
they are fit for the ring. When a year
old the bull is separated from the rest
of the herd and branded; then it is
turned loose to graze on the wild
plging and sniff the aromatic air of
the. pasturage. When they are twe
years old their trials begin, the bulis
having to prove their mettle on the
flowery plains. On the ranch friends
muster and sportsmen take the saddle
in the early dawn. Skilled herdsmen,
armed with lances some four yards
in length, keep the impetuous bulls
together and prevent them from join-
ing their friends in the distance, Then
one bull is allowed to escape across
the plain, followed by two horsemen,
one of whom plants
larch on the bull’s flank and turns
him over—a performance requiring
practice, nerve and dexterity.
Immediately the bull rises he charges

The oxen
all carry bells, and the drivers are
armed with ‘lances, and galloping
wildly drive forward ‘the bulls, who
rush blindly on until they enter the
cells awaiting them. When the bulls
are once firmly caged the decoy oxen
are trained to slip out by the trap-
doors, and the buils are then left alone
fill the final moment of combat and
death.

GREAT NATIONAL SPORT.

In Madrid the bull-fighting season
lasts about eight months of the year
—from April till November and during
that time there is at least one Sun-
day or saint’s doy afternoon in every
week devoted to the sport. The fights
take place in a kind of circus, called
the Plaza de Toros, round which the
seats rise one above the . other, like
the steps of a stair, with a tler of
hoxes over them, The plaza has ac-

A means of utilizing water power at |
Silver Falls, now going to waste, seems
to be a matter which is agitating the
minds of the city fathers. It will be
remembered that Mr.. Murdoch sub- |
mitted a plan for the utilization of the'|
power at a meeting of the council last
spring, about the time the elections
were going on. The election, however,
had some little interference in the mat-
ter and the scheme was refefred back
to Mr. Murdoch, and nothing further
was done. This plan was to use the
water power at Silver Falls for”the
purpose of crushing stone and do away
with the operation at quarry. _This
was calculated to save about ong=half
the cost. It was praposed to use the
crushers owned by the city, in con-
junction with turbines at the falls.
The cost of the stone would be little
more than that of hauling. The farm-
ers in the vicinity would haul boul-
ders at the rate of 50 cents @ ton, and
further than that there would be mo
expense, save the cost of hauling to
the city, and the slight expense of ¢p-
eratingthe power, .

Coroners’ Jury Decides That
Winchman’s Failure to Slack
Off Caused Accident

the cause of the death of Michael:J.

J. A. Sinclair attended the inquest
in the interests of the RObert Reford
Co. There was a large number of
shiplaborers present while the inquest
was on,

The jury was composed of the fol-
lowing: T. Golding (foreman), Sidney
Gibbs, S. W, Scammell, W. C. Magee,
Thos, X. Gibbons, James Wilson, and
John P. Williams.

The following witnesses were exam-
ined; George Catharine, James Sheri-
dan. Dr. A, F. Emery, Thomas Shar-
key, Willlam Ward, James Moore and
Gustav Langbein. All of the witnesses
were working near the deceased at the
time of the accident, with the excep-
tion of Dr. Emery, who examined the
body. Each witness gave practically
the same testimony. The evidence
went to show that the deceased lost
his life owing to a mistake made by

Kitchener's ‘ignorance of
exploited in order to show cause that
his military projects were unsuitable
to the country and to the Indiap army.
We can pass over the period of acute
econflict between the late Viceroy and
the Commander-in-Chief - without re-
opening old wounds, remembering that
there always must room for honest
differences of opinion concerning every
form of military organization, admini-
stration, and training; and even con-
cerning the objects which systems are
designed to achieve. It is more Dplea-
sant to remember that Lord Curzon
was largely responsible for Lord Kit-
supported him most loyally dn his
plans for the re-organization and re-
distribution of the army. To Lord Cur-
zon, therefor, belong a large share of
the merits for the success which Lord
Kitchener’s plans seem destined to
obtain, .

THE PROBLEM OF REFORM

Before finally' settling in his own
mind the lines of reform, Lord Kitch-
ener travelled over India from end to

inspected troops in every part of the
country, and made himself intimately
acquainted with the situation on' the
North-West Frontier, which was and
remains the greatest of India’s exter-
nal mi)itary interests. It 'became evi-
dent to him that the Indian army was
bad, though ost of the regiments
were good; that the field army was
insufficient in numbers and- dispropor-
tionate to the total number of troops
for which India paid; that the system
of training required to be improved;
that India should become self-support-
ing in material of war and the rearma-
ment in progress should be hastened;
that the plans of mobilization should
be recast, together with those for
strategic concentratien by rail; that
some local means of providing hégher
instruction for the future staff officers
of the army in India had become in-
dispensable; that many Indian corps
were not worth their keep and should
be replaced by others drawn from
more martial races; that means of
rendering the Sepoy more contented
with his lot could no longer be delay-
ed; that furlough rules for the British
and Indian armies could be altered
with advantage; and finally, that the
system of dual control under which
the army' of India labored was in-
compatible with the maintainance of
military efficiency and with the suc-
cess of the army in the field.

The new system which Lord Kitch-
ener finally introduced has been de-
acribed by the writer in recent arti-
cles and need mnot now bhe referred to
in detail. In effect the.result hds
been to create nine strong diwisions
of all arms ready to defend India
against enemies within and without,
while leaving behind in. those garri-
sions which India’s particular condi-
tions render obligatory both sedentary
forces and mobile troops competent to
suppress - rebellion in the absence of
the field army, whether on the front-
fer or elsewhere. India has also ce-
come seclf-supporting in practically
the whole of ligf. material.of war. Her
staff ofiicers have been. trained at the

It. is certain that it contains increas-
ing elements of danger, and probable
that the cost and 16ss of life which will
now Be entailed hy any intervention of
ours will far exceed the price that
‘ would have been paid a few years ago
| for a thorough and ﬁe_rmanent settle—
| ment. I
|  Neither Lord Morley nor his new
Commander-in-Chief may “in principle
{ have changed the views which they
_have kpown to hold on this subject;
. but opinion in India is certainly veer-
' ing round towards a new course, and
I it is unfortunately- possible that we
| may regret hereafter that a seitlement
| has/ peen postponed. It is obvious that |
{ the Russian menace has, during the
;Iast two years, become greatly miti-
! gated. Apart from the triple entente,
! the conquest of India, which is - de-
veloping strong desires for Some form
' of government, presents considerably
i less attraction now than it did form-
erly. But Lord Kitchener’'s reforms
never pointed to Russia alone. Tuey
¢ provided equally for the security of
India and for co-operation in any
. world-war in which the PBritish Em-
pire might eventually be éngaged.
They might have proved insufficient to |

i meet the Russsian menace; but they
| should be sufficient to suppfess both
| frontier disorder and internal revolt,
! which they certainly add greatly to the
} offensive power of the Empire.
!  Lord Kitchener-in India has proved
fiimself to be not only a great soldier
but a statesman. By his dealings wilh
the rulers of neighboring States he has
increased, the friendliness of their re-
gard for us. The public at home has
no knowledge of Lord Kitchener's
opinions except in so far as a limited
number obtain them by reading blue-
books and the budget statement pub-
lished monthly.  in the Anglo-Indian
press. Just as he has not hesitated to
state his views with the utmost frank-
ness when asked for them, so also has
he never hesitated to subordinate them
to those of his hierarchic chiefs when
the efficiency of the army for which e
is responsible as not been in question.
It has been in character and in states—
manship as much as in military
achievements that Lord Kitchener has
won renown in India. In the King's
latest IMield-Marshal the country pos-
sesses an asset of government which
may one day stand in good stead.

CARACAS, Sept. 9—The Minister Ofi
the Treasury of Venezuela has just re-
ported to Congress that General Cy-
priano Castro, former President. took
from the 'Treasury the enormous
amount of 6,476,177.83 bolivars, or near-
ly a million and a half dollars, during
the last two and a half years of his
izcumbency.

No wonder that Venezuela was on
the verce of ruin due to the economic
administration of the late Dictator if
we are to believe the report of the
specidl commiitee of thz Venezuelan
Congress, appointed for the purpose of ;
studying and answering Castro’s expo- :
sition or message which he sent to |

which was unanimously aporoved by
Congress, gives statigtics which are in-
teresting as showing the barefaced
sacking  of the National Treasury.

General. Castro boasted in his exposi-
tion of the great bargain which he ob-
tained for Venezuela through the ccn-
version mede by General Velutini in
1905 of the bonds of the Council of
Foreign Bondholders and of the Dis-
conto Gesellschaft into the Diplomatic
Debt of 1905. The committee reported
as follows:—

“T'he denosed President says that
Venezuela made a profit of 200,000,000
boliva»s in the operation. The economic
criterion of General Castro is incom-
prehensible, because although he did
convart the foreign English debht of
three per cent., amounting in 1901 to
66,614,560 bolivars, and that of the Dis-
conto, amounting to 46,880,000 bolivars,
it is also true that he emitted the
three per cent. dinlomatic debt of 1905,
amounting to 132,049,095 bolivars, which
debt presents the curious.aspect of ex-
ceeding the debt of 1901 by 6,152,030
bolivars, even after 12,407,345 bolivars
in amortization ‘and 22,814,277 bolivars
in interest had been paid by Venez-

uela”

NO REDUCTION IN INTERNAL

DEBT.

The committee reported that Cas-
tro’s statement that he paid 55,000,000
bolivars of the internal debt is “as
ridiculous as his previous claim.” They
said:—

#The national internal debt when
Castro’s administration commenced
amounted to 59,811,221.63 bolivars, and
today it is of the same size. Therefore
it is incomurehensible to understand
what was the 96,000,000 bolivars of in-
ternal debt of which Castro claims to
have paid 55.000.000 bolivars.”

That Castro save@ money for Venez-
uela by the Mixed Commissions of 1903
is ridiculed by the Congressiona]l com-
mittee:—

“It is perfectly absurd that General
Castro should pretend to have effected
a saving to Venezuela of 340,000,000 bol-
ivars in the foreign claims which were
arbitrated by the Mixed Commissions,
inasmuch as this reduction was mere-
ly the logical result of the lack of proof
and of the  exaggeration of these
claims. It is opportune to recall the
fact that it was General Castro himself
who granted full powers to a foreigner
to represent Venezuela, and which re-
presentation resulted in the disgraceful
Washington protocols which compro-
mised the decorum of the nation.”

The late Dictator seems to have been
merciless in drawing against the Trea-
sury Department. The report says:—

“(General Castro himself drew for al-
leged expenses of representation the
sum of 621,171.29 bolivars between the
dates of October, 1207, and November,
1908, and for this there is no reasonable
explanation if c¢ne considers that the

Lastly, this committee demanded
from the Minister of the Treasury and
Public Credit precise statistics, and
the Minister transmitted a demonstra-
tion of the illegal drafts madé agalnst
the Treasury by General Ciprianp Cas~
tro from January 1, 1906, to June 30,
1908, and these amounted to 6,476,177.83
bolivars.

The commission closed its report by
the following justification for taking
any notice at all of Castro’s decu-
menti—

“If the committee had not realized
the colossal vanity of General Castro,
capable of making him believe that his
arguments were irrefutable, and if 1t
had not understood that the end,which
he sought was no other than to surprise
and deceive Congress and the Venezue-
lan people, it would have advised that
his statement should be completely ig-
nored, but it wished, for the above rea-
sons, to analyze the document and
judge it in the light of the facts and of
statistlcs, so as to guard the perman-
ent interests of the nation, our political
morality and historical justice.™

VENICE, Aug. 20.—From Budap-st,
our furthest point east in FEurodz, E
journeyed north and went to Munich ¢
by fast express. The trip took sixteen

_hours. It gave me my first experience
with Furopean sleeping cars. None of
my party slept! But the particulars of
this journey I shall reserve for a parai-
graph: in a future letter, which I shail
devote to some curious drawbacks in-
cident to travel in Kurode, as seen
from an American labor point of view. |

Munich, less than a day from Buda-
pest, is so far in advance of the latter
in social development that one must
expect radical changes in Hungary ke-
fore the two citles can possibly stand §
- on the same level. With respect to the '
political rights and the education of its
citizens, all my informants concurred
in describing Munich as in mo way
second to any Gther place In Germany.
The same was said by the officials con-
mected with institutions for the pro-
tection or assistance of the DooOr. In
trade unionism, the local labor repre- -
sentative m2n held that Munich leads
mot only 211 Germany, but every other
city on thé Luropean continent.

In May, 18°4 the total number of
anion members represented in the Cen-
¢ral Union of Munich was only 4,903, in |
December, 1908, it had increased to 54,—
425. Tho o -sificance of these figures
affords g¢ reason for quoting the!
statistics e same noint for some
of the i~ 1-Afate vears: 1895, 7,981; |
3897, £,562; 1770 17:275; 1905, 36,622; 1906, |
47,355. In 1, only 75 wageworkers per |
1,000 were organized; in 1700, 275 per
1,000: ir 1908 the great majority in all
skilled tradcs were in the unions, ini
some of which the proportion organized
peached from 90 per cent. to nearly 100. '

These flgures indicate the adoption’
of the trade union within the last fif-
teen years by the masses in a city
Where for a generation they had been
taught not to look for help through its
operations. In regard to this, Munich |
has the same story to tell as Hamburg,
Berlin and theé other large industrial
cities of Germany. Consequently, all
the impressions that were gained and
recorded by American sciological ob—!
gervers in Germany fifteen or even ten
years ago must be corrected in order to
represent the present situation. The
works written by German or American |

The inspectors were sufficient in num-
ber to permit the hiring of the men or
women to proceed speedily. The man-
ner of the officials toward the appli-
cantg indicated a disposition to assist
instead of overawe. The chief in-
spector and his first assistant, who
showed me over the building, exhibited
an unmistakable interest in their work.
On talking with a mumber of men wait-
ing to be engaged, We found that near-
ly all of them had been out of work
only a very brief time. They were a
clean looking lot. They seemed cheer-
ful and to be quite confident of finding
employment soon. In the women’'s
halls, care was given to keeping the
applicants of different occupations
apart: there are fine distinctions in the
social grades of the female workers
which must be observed, if the ex-

The Munich labor exchange; like all
the others we had visited, seemed to
be rather topheavy with functionaries.

archives of the institution. Every

book and pamphlet was classified, cat- |

alogued, and stood up or filed away in
its proper place, Curious to obtain
an illustration of the certainty with
which the seeker for knowledge might
get just the particular point he want-

ed, I asked to see the documents, on |

the “United States”. shelf and espe-
clally in the “Labor” divisiod,: The
case was opeged up, with all the di-
verse contents duly labeled, Fourth
came g London pamphlet.on Qhe Eng-
lish Compensation Act and a 'eircular
from the Connecticut Bureau of Labor
relating to the tariff; date, ten years
ago! In looking through the brass
bars and wire work at the docile pen
drivers in the public bureaus of! vari-
ous departments in Germany I have
more than once wondered what I have
been doing so patient]y and to what
practical effectiveness their seemingly
tedious labors led. I cannot say now
throat I know, but at least the suspi-
cion is justified that their checking,
palgncing, counting, recording, all ex-
ecuted in handwriting quite faultless
and in forms establish€d by law, might
be reduced by nineteen-twenticths
with the world none the loser. There's
little of such work on the big railroads
of America—But they run.

When leaving the exchange the labor
committeemen with me sald that the
skilled trades of Munich usually main-
tained their own exchanges or labor
bureaus, where employers could find
whatever workmen
that moment I observed seated on a
park bench four men whose garb would
have qualified them to “go on” in a
stage act as Tyroles singers. Their
1ittle cocked-up hats were adorned with
a feather at the side or a brush at the
back; they wore vari-colored shirts
and vests, and velveteen or lelather
knee breeches. On questioning them
they said—they had come from Eastern
Austria to Munich looking for work
and were already inscribed at the La-
bor Exchange as applicants in their
respective callings.

- Now : that the
unions have won' shorter hours and
other rights of a paity toa bargain’ no
longer ‘oné-sided, building goes on
quite steadily, and where ‘passible the
year round, with ' resultant benefit 1o
all who are engaged in any “octupation
connected with the industry.-

thought ' it “quite ' American that we
should halt and talk with the four Au-
strians in the park and get from themr
the facts as to their coming to Munich
and reporting at the Labor Bureau.
The German method of social dnvesti-
gation is thumbing over a government
report made’ udb in the bureaus.” And
our committéemen were Vvery good in
quoting from such official dpcuments.
They told us that the present popula-
ticn of Munich is nearly 600,000, that
the number ~of industrial establish-
ments falling under factory inspection
(those using motor powers, is about
11,000, employing more than 80,000 per-
sons. 17,000 being women. In the
handgicrafts, which are not well organ-
ized, the aumber of workmen is' com-
paratively inconsiderable. In Munich
the general level of wages is as high
as-in Britain. There is an immigration
from Austria and Italy to Munich and
Bavaria generally. The Italians, un-
skilled laborers in building construction
and railroad work, have been found al-
most impossible to organize. From this
fact it is to be inferred that the Munich
trade unions have not yet learned fully
the method of organizing, as practiced
in the Unijted States. In our country
the Italians are taking a place in the
unions, as has been done by men of all
other European nationalities when they
l.ave been broaght to understand what
the unions do for them.

Here again fortune favored us, and
no nronounced movement of the ice
havjng taken place since the captain
passed we had his trail to follow. We
picked up the old trail again north of
the seventh igloos, followed it beyond
the fifth, and at ‘the big Jead lost it
finally.

From -hare we followed the Captain’s
trail and on April 23 our sledges pass-
ed up the vertical edge of the glacier
fringe, a little west of Cape Columbia.

Bridgeman States That Peary

NEW YORK, Sept. 11—The American
today is authority for'these statefnents:
Since Commander Peary‘began his at-
tacks on the veracityiof Br. Cook, the
Brooklyn man’s friends have been ex-
ceedingly active in securing ammuni-
tidn for a counter attack. It was learn-
ed yesterday by American reporters
‘that Br. Cook’s friends have prepared
a bombshell which they plan to ex-
plode shortly after the arrival of Peary
and Cook:n New York. This takes the
form of affidavits' sworn to by Joseph
White, who was @ member of the
Peary expedition, and by Rudblph
Francke, who accompanled Dr. Cook.
In these affidavits Commander Peary
is accused of opening letters entrusted
by Dr. Cook to:Francke, his own em-
ploye, to bring back from the Arctic
seas. These letters disclosed Dr. Cook’s

When Francke became disabled and
left Dr. Cook, he started for home and
megt the Peary expeditfon on the way
back and spent several days on the
Roosevelt. Francke has sworn that Dr.
Cook’s letters were not only read, but
changed by someone on the Roosevelt.
An = affidavit against Commander
Peary’s own party which charges
against a man of Peary's character
seem incredible, but they show the
bitterness of the fight begun by Peary’s
attack on Cogk. :

The affidavits are now in the hands
of ‘John R. Bradley, who financed the
Cook expedition. Bradley left the Ho-
tel Lorraine yesterday saying he would
not return until Monday. Both White
and Francke were charged by Bradley

It Is wunderstood that the object of
with-holding the affidavits, is not 8o
much because Dr. Cook’s approval is
wished, but because his friends wish to
question Hdrry Whitney regarding his
reasons for leaving Peary’s shlp in mid
sea for a slow going schooner.

SYDNBEY, N. 8., Sept. 11.—Prepara~
tions for the reception of Commander
Peary continue to occcupy the attén-
tion of the public officlals and busi-
ness people, and it is safe to predict
that the welcome accorded him will be
second only to that which would be
paid to a prince of the royal household.
Hon. D. C. Fraser, Lieutenant Gover-
nor of Nova Scotia, has been request-
ed to deliver an address of congratu-
latiop to Commander Peary at a ban-
quet which will be tendered the explor-
er by the commercial interests of the
city.
